Harrison named County Judge
Will name new County Clerk at next meeting

Bailey County Commis-
sioners on Monday voted 4-
1 with Juan Chavez casting
the “nay” vote to appoint
County Clerk Sherri Harrison
to fill the unexpired term of
County Judge Marilyn Cox.
Cox is retiring effective March
1 and Harrison will serve the
rest of her term, one year and
10 months.

With her appointment, the
County Clerk’s position will
become vacant on March 1,
so at next week's meeting,
commissioners will take ap-
plications for that position.

Lastweek, commissioners

heard from Harrison, Wells
Hall, Raygena Barrett and
Dink Wilcox. They declined to
name Cox’s replacement at
that time so anyone else in-
terested in the job could ap-
ply. Only one other person,
Suzanne Nichols, came for-
ward on Monday to apply for
the job.

After hearing from any of
the applicants that wished to
speak, commissioners went
into closed session for about
20 minutes. Afterward, they
took the vote in open court.

Commissioner  Joey
Kindle, Precinct 3, said
Harrison’s six years as
County Clerk and before that,
five years as a legal assistant,
were important to his deci-

sion.

“| think she can take the
ball and hit the ground run-
ning,” he said.

Cox said Harrison's ap-
pointment was a “wise deci-
sion.”

“l voted ‘aye’,” she said.
“I've worked closely with
Sherri for six years and she
is very, very organized, pro-
fessional and responsible. |
think it was a good appoint-
ment.”

After her appointment,
Harrison reflected on her
new job. “I'm very excited
and of course you're always
a little nervous taking on a
new position,” she said. “I'm
looking forward to continuing
to represent the people of

Bailey County.

“‘Judge Cox's shoes will be
hard to fill. She’s done an out-
standing job over the last 15
years.”

Harrison said she thought
her experience played a part
in her appointment.

Cox said anyone wanting
to be considered for the job
of County Clerk could call her
for complete information.
Basically, applicants need to
submit a resume and be at
the next meeting at 10 a.m.,
Feb. 14, so that commission-
ers can interview them be-
fore deciding on Harrison's
SuUCCessor.

VLB now
offering
$60,000
land loans

AUSTIN —  Jerry
Patterson, Chairman of the
Veterans Land Board, an-
nounced VLB land loans of
up to $60,000 are now
available for Texas veterans
and can be used for tracts
as small as one acre. The
required down payment is
only 5 percent, with a 30-
year fixed term, and the in-
terest rate is an extremely
low 6.64 percent.

“There's nothing that re-
ally compares with the VLB
land loan program,”
Patterson said. “Our inter-
est rate is two full percent-
age points lower than aver-
age, and most lenders re-
quire 20 percent down. If
you find a better deal, take
114

In 2003, the minimum
acreage that could be
bought with a VLB land loan
was reduced from five acres
to one acre, making it easier
for veterans to buy lots
closer to urban areas. A
Texas veteran can simulta-
neously have a VLB land
loan, a VLB home loan and
a VLB home improvement
loan. The maximum VLB
home loan amount is cur-
rently $240,000.

The Texas Veterans Land
Board was created in 1946
to help veterans returning
from World War Il buy land
for agricultural purposes.
The program has changed
over the years as land
prices rose sharply. VLB
loan amounts increased
from the original $7,500, to
$20,000, $40,000, and now
$60,000.

Iraq’s elections show hope for democracy

There is little that people living in Irag have
not seen in the 5,500 years that have elapsed
since the world’'s first literate society,
Sumeria, arose on the banks of the Tigris
and Euphrates rivers. But recently, the long-
suffering people of this nation experienced
something new —they voted in free elections.

“Now | feel that Saddam is really gone,”
Fatima Ibrahim told MSNBC after casting her
ballot in Irbil, in the Kurdish northern region.
She was a young bride of 14 and only mar-
ried three months when her husband, father
and brother were rounded up by Saddam
Hussein’s police and have never been seen
again.

These two women and millions of their fel-
low Iragis refused to be intimidated by ter-
rorist threats and went to the polls. In an
election widely hailed as fair and free, over
60 percent of the Iragi people turned out.
Even Sunni Iragis ignored calls by their reli-
gious leaders to boycott the election and
voted in higher than expected numbers. The
election is for 13 provincial councils and the
new 275-seat National Assembly, which will
draft a new constitution.

Neighboring Jordan watched the elections
with great interest. King Abdullah Il offered
congratulations and said the successful elec-
tion proved the Iraqi people are “stronger
than the extremist groups trying to destabi-
lize Irag.”

As President Bush noted in his stirring in-
augural speech, “The survival of liberty in our
land increasingly depends on the success
of liberty in other lands. The best hope for
peace in our world is the expansion of free-
dom in the world.”

Unfortunately, while the Iragi people have
begun their pursuit of democracy, they still
face thugs who desperately want to deny this
new nation freedom. Jihadists allied to Al
Qaeda and remnants of the brutal regime of
Saddam Hussein are trying to regain power.

We should not let the horror of these tac-
tics obscure an important point: the terror-
ists fear what an Iragi democracy would
mean for their cause. The Jihadists and
Baathists fear history will sweep them aside,
and they are doing all they can to block the
spread of freedom.

Abu Musab Al Zargawi, the Jordanian who
has publicly declared allegiance to Osama
Bin Laden, and is considered the architect

of attacks on U.S. and Iraqi forces, has said
as much. “We have declared a fierce war on
this evil principle of democracy and those
who follow this wrong ideology. Anyone who
tries to help set up this system is part of it.”

Further, Osama Bin Laden himself, in a
recent Al-Jazeera-distributed tape, urged Ira-
gis not to participate in the election.

The important thing to keep in mind is that
the Iragi people demonstrated in impressive
numbers that, however difficult the path may
be, this election was a key step toward com-
plete self-rule and the establishment of a
democratic system of government.

We should remember our own past, when,
after the conclusion of the Revolutionary War,
our nation was torn by, first, Shays' Rebel-
lion and, later, the Whiskey Rebellion. These
challenges to the new republic led some to
doubt the survival of the American experi-
ment.

The path has occasionally been rocky
since then. Women marched, suffered ridi-
cule, and were sometimes jailed as they
sought the right to vote in the early part of
the 20th Century. Only 40 years ago, Afri-
can American leaders risked their lives to
secure the same liberties others already en-
joyed during the struggle for civil rights.

While our progress has been difficult at
times, our democratic republic has not only
survived; it has prospered. Today we are a
beacon of hope and freedom for the world,
proving that democracy is not achieved over-
night. Although it sometime seems fractious
and divisive, it still provides the best form of
government man has yet devised.

We must bear those lessons in mind as we
support the democratic process in Iraq. It may
not be perfect, but it is an important step in
the right direction. Recently, our nation saw a
touching demonstration of the Iraqis’ appre-
ciation of our sacrifices during President
George W. Bush's State of the Union Address.
Safia Taleb al-Suhail, leader of the Iraqi
Women's Political Council, hugged and com-
forted Janet Norwood of Pflugerville, Texas,
whose son was killed in Iraq while serving with
the Marines.

By seeing this struggle through, we will de-
liver a devastating blow to the terrorists and a
resounding victory for freedom. | want our
friends in Irag who value liberty to know that
we Texans do not abandon our friends when
things get difficult.

week but two percent lower than the four-week average.
Turkey, with 47,100 bales, was the primary destination.
Mexico followed with shipments of 36,700 bales, and South
Korea rounded out the list of the week's top three destina-
tions with 31,300 bales.

Traders said the market was slowing down on Thursday
both in anticipation of the Chinese New Year celebration and
in response to three days of rising cotton futures prices.

In spot cotton news, Texas, Oklahoma and Kansas pro-
ducers sold 22,673 bales online in the week ended Feb. 3
compared to the previous week when 30,576 bales were
traded. Prices received by producers selling their cotton
online ranged from 33.70 to 35.03 cents per pound versus
the previous week's range of 35.69 to 36.88 cents per pound.

In other news, the International Cetton Advisory Commit-
tee (ICAC), released its latest monthly assessment of the
global cotton balance sheet. The changes were widely an-
ticipated and preempted by USDA's figures in mid-Janu

Once you know how many
grams of carbohydrates you
need each day—and when
they should be eaten—you can
plan your meals and snacks
accordingly.

To determine how many
grams of carbohydrates are in
specific foods, you can use
several methods. Read labels,
if the food has one, or read
books and other publications,
visit Web sites of diabetes
organizations and/or measure
the foods on a scale.

For accurate carbohydrate
count, make sure portion sizes
are correct.

To guesstimate portion

sizes==gspecially when eating:.

away ffém home—let your
hand guide you. Forinstance,
your fist is about the same size
as a one-cup portion; a handful
is about one to two ounces; a
palm is about three ounces; a
thumb is about one ounce; and
a thumb-tip is about one
teaspoon.

PORTION CONTROL:One
method of portion control and
carbohydrate counting is called
the plate method. Visualize a
9-inch plate. At least one-half
of the plate should contain two
servings of vegetables. The
other half of the plate is divided
in two—one is for a serving of
bread, starch, vegetables, or
grain, the other is for a serving
of meat or protein (about the
size of a deck of cards). In
addition to the food on the
plate, you can have one
serving of a fat-free or low-fat
dairy product.

When planning menus,
allow for more vegetables and
whole-grain breads or cereals,
and eat smaller servings of
meats, meat substitutes,
starches, fruits, and low-fat
milk.

The plate method can be
handy when eating on a Buffet
line. Mentally divide your plate
in half and proceed as before.

Remember: Blood sugar
levels will rise about the same
amount whether you eat one
serving of milk, one serving of
starch, or one serving of fruit.

People with diabetes don't
usually need to follow special
menu plans or prepare special
foods. By watching portion
sizes and counting
carbohydrates, they can eat
the same foods their families
do.

A. Basically, there is no
law protecting either dogs or
cats from discrimination. A
landlord .can charge what-
ever amount he wants for a
deposit, and can discrimi-
nate between species. In
fact, if the landlord wanted
to, he could allow dogs and
prohibit cats.

The USDA-Natural Re-

- sources Conservation Ser-

vice (NRCS) is seeking com-
ments from Texas landown-
ers and organizations on its
flagship = conservation
costshare program, the En-
vironmental Quality Incen-
tives Program (EQIP). Dr.
Larry D. Butler, State Con-
servationist for NRCS in
Texas, is launching a com-
.ment period to allow public
input on EQIP through
March 15.
“NRCS periodically re-
views and updates the EQIP
-priorities, with input from the
public, to ensure the pro-
gram continues to address
the most important resource
needs as well as any emerg-
ing resource issues,” says
Dr. Butler. The program
originated in the 1996 Farm
Bill and was re-authorized in
2002. “Updating the na-
tional priorities will help us
prepare for the 2006 pro-
gram year and for the next
Farm Bill reauthorization in

2007."

Public listening sessions
will be held in each State in
coordination with the State

Technical Committee.
NRCS is looking for a wide
array of public and stake-
holder input from these ses-
sions. Feedback from agri-
cultural organizations, envi-
ronmental groups, commod-
ity organizations, agencies,
individuals and others is en-
couraged.

A listening session will be’

held on March 1, 2005, from
10a.m.to 2 p.m. at the Hilton
Austin Airport Hotel, Del
Valle Room, in Austin. In
addition to State listening
sessions, the Federal Reg-
ister and the NRCS national
RS T o O T () R -
www.nrcs.usda.gov, can be
used to submit written com-
ments. The culmination of
the State listening sessions
will be a national public lis-
tening session scheduled for
the spring of 2005.

“These listening sessions
are not exclusive to EQIP,”
adds Dr. Butler. “We also
invite comments on our
other programs, such as the
Farm and Ranchlands

Protection Program,
Grassland Reserve Pro-
gram, Wildlife Habitat Incen-
tives Program, Wetlands Re-

serve Program, and Conser-
vation Technical Assistance
Program.” NRCS will be pro-
viding updates on all Farm
Bill program activities in
Texas as a part of the listen-
ing session.

All comments received will
be recorded and forwarded
for national review and con-
sideration in developing the
2006 EQIP and beyond.

EQIP’s national priorities,
which NRCS uses to guide
which producers will be se-
lected for program funding,
are:

1. Water Quality: Reduc-
tions of nonpoint source pol-
lution, such as nutrients,
sediment, pesticides, or ex-
cess salinity in impaired wa-
tersheds consistent with
TMDLs where available, as
well as the reduction of
groundwater contamination
and the conservation of
ground and surface water
resources;

2. Air Quality: Reduction
of emissions, such as par-
ticulate matter, nitrogen ox-
ides (NOx), volatile organic
compounds, and ozone pre-
cursors and depleters that
contribute to air quality im-
pairment violations of Na-
tional Ambient Air Quality
Standards;

3. Soil Erosion: Reduction
in soil erosion and sedimen-
tation from unacceptable lev-
els on agricultural land; and

4. Wildlife Habitat: Promo-
tion of at-risk species habi-
tat conservation.

The following questions
will be used to guide com-
ments on the EQIP national
priority portion of the ses-
sion:

1) What emerging natural
resource issues are not ad-
dressed by the current na-
tional EQIP priorities? Iden-
tify the nature of the concern
and its extent or significance
within Texas.

2) What modifications, if
any, are needed to the four
existing National priorities?
Do these existing priorities
continue to reflect the critical
national resource needs and
concerns?

A compilation of inputs
from the States will be pre-
sented at the National Lis-
tening Session tentatively
scheduled for this spring.
Further details on the Na-
tional Listening Session will
be forthcoming.

Managmg dlabetes by reading nutrition labels

One of the best tools to use for establishing healthy eating
habits is reading nutrition labels.

People with diabetes especially should read the fat, fiber,
sodium, and carbohydrate content of their packaged foods.

In particular, they should look for "hidden sugars,” which are
added to foods but not labeled as "sugar.”

Some of these

ingredients are sucrose, fructose (and many other words that
end with "ose"), corn syrup, high fructose corn syrup, dextrin,
sugar alcohols, molasses, sorghum, honey, brown sugar and

invert sugar.

But that's not the only information to be found by reading

labels. The fat, fiber, and sodium content of foods are also

listed.

People with diabetes can eat healthier if they limit total fat
intake to 30 percent or less of their daily calories; 10 percent

or less should be saturated fats.

If a food is labeled "fat-free,”

0.5 grams of fat. Other definitions are:

that means it has less than

too, and label information can help there. When checking for

salt content, watch for words "salt,"

"sodium," or "soda."

Helpful definitions regarding sodium content of foods in-

clude:

* Sodium-free: contains less than 5 milligrams of sodium;
* Very low sodium: contains 35 milligrams of sodium or

less;

* Low'sodium: contains 140 milligrams or less;
* Reduced sodium: contains 25 percent less sodium.
Calorie count is also an important aspect of label-reading.

Watch for these terms:

* Calorie-free: contains less than 5 calories per serving;
* Low-calorie: contains 40 calories or less per serving;
* Sugar-free: contains less than [ | gram of sugar per serv-

ing;

* Reduced sugar: contains at least 25 percent less sugar;
* Artificially sweetened: contains artificial sweetener;

* Juice-packed: packed in natural fruit juice;

* Water-packed: packed in water.

If a label claims a food is "Lite" or "Light," use caution. No
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* Low-fat: contains three grams of fat or less;

* Reduced fat: has at least 25 percent less fat than similar
foods that are not reduced fat;

* Cholesterol-free: contains less than two milligrams cho-
lesterol and two grams or less saturated fat;

* Low cholesterol: has 20 milligrams or less cholesterol
and two grams saturated fat;

* Reduced cholesterol: has at least 25 percent less cho-
lesterol and two grams or less saturated fat.

While decreasing fat intake, people with diabetes and any-
one else who wants to eat healthier should increase fiber
intake to help lower levels of glucose and fat in the blood. In
a healthful meal plan, about 25 to 30 grams of fiber should be
consumed each day.

A good source of fiber provides three to five grams or 10
percent to 19 percent of the daily value of fiber. High fiber
sources provide five grams, or 20 percent or more. Whole-
grain products are a good source of dietary fiber.

fully.

When it comes to reading labels, remember the first ingre-
dient listed is the one the product contains the most of, by
weight. Ingredients are listed in descending order by weight,
greatest to least, on labels, so if sugar is listed at the top of
the list, the food probably contains too much sugar.

Because more and more people those with diabetes and
many without are interested in eating healthier, many food
manufacturers are producing more and more healthful foods.
Knowing how to interpret food labels can help with meal plan-
ning and food enjoyment.

Francis said he and his outfit asked for toys to be sent
to them. On each patrol, Francis and his fellow Marines
take as many toys as they can fit in their pockets. They
hand the toys out to Iraqi children, who take the toy and
run away, beaming with joy, showing the gift to everyone
they know.

Francis said the Marines like handing out the toys to
the children. They are the truly innocent bystanders of
the war. Francis said most of them have no idea what'’s
going on around them.

One day in December, Francis said his unit was on
patrol when the lead security vehicle stopped in the middle
of the street.

“That is not normal and is very unsafe,” Francis told his
wife.

Francis said the other vehicles immediately radioed
ahead to find out what was going on. They learned a little
girl was sitting in the middle of the road and refused to
budge from the spot.

The order was to be kind to the little girl and drive around
her. Francis said that particular street was wide enough
to go around the girl without going off the street.

The Marines waved to the little girl as they drove around
her. The girl sat there, clutching a stuffed bear the Ma-
rines gave her on a previous patrol.

When Francis spotted the girl, he said he felt an imme-
diate connection with the child. Francis radioed the other
vehicles and told them to stop.

“| got out to make sure she was OK," Francis said in
his letter. “The little girl looked scared and concerned, but
there was a warmth in her eyes toward me. As | knelt
down to talk to her, she moved over and pointed to a
mine in the road.”

Francis said it was a mine his convoy would have hit.
He realized the girl was sitting in the street in an effort to
save their lives.

The area was blocked off. Francis said the mine was
detonated. No one was injured.

Francis said the people in America who sent the toy to
Iraq to give to a child and American Marines who gave
the bear to the girl, created a connection that motivated
the girl to sit in the street and save their lives.

Francis said politics aside, if the U.S. continues to sup-
port this girl and her new government, she will know what
_itis to be free, to have a future to believe in.

Francis said all the Americans who are backing the ef-
fort by sending toys and other items are also a vital part
of that mission.
