Free health care

National (socialized) health health care has reached the ultimate in
Russia. There is no private medical practice. The Soviet state provides
allfacets of health care for the people. The Russian citizen pays nothing.

all care is furnished ‘‘free.”

That must sound good to some of our people who are hard - pressed to
meet the costs of their medical care in this nation. But before they geton
Senator Kennedy's bandwagon for national health care. it would be well
to take along look at the other side of state - operated health facilities.

We mention Russia first because it is the example of where all roads
onthe route to nationalized health care will finally end. Steps toward the
ultimate can be noted in England, Sweden, the Netherlands, and other
nations which are traveling the socialized route

A recent interview in the U.S. News and World Report gave a vivid
picture of health care in Russia. Dr. W. Leonard Weyl, a noted surgeon
and professor of surgery at Georgetown University made a tour of

health facilities behind the Iron Curtain

headed there

He offered advice to tourists

When Dr. Weyl was asked the question, *'If one of your family had a
serious illness while in Russia, such as an emergency involving surgery,
would you be fairly comfortable, or uneasy?”

The doctor said, “‘I'd get them on the next plane out. That's my own

impression. I can quote one of our American Embassy staff whose first

“~advice is ‘Don’t get sick in the Soviet Union." If you do get sick take the
first plane to Helsinki or Frankfu.t or Nuremburg or wherever. Do not

get into a Soviet hospital if you can possibly avoid it.”

There was much more in the interview to sustain the U.S. surgeon’s
opinion of health care in the Soviet Union. And Russia is the end of the
road for an example of total socialized medicine.

Senator Kennedy and his cohorts are not advocating total socialized
(nationalized) health care at this time. But what he does advocate will

put us well on the road to no return.

National health care insurance is being advocated with participation
of private insurance companies. When the insurance companies fail to
be able to carry the load, they may be subsidized. Gradually the gov-
ernment will become involved to an extent that the insurance will be a

complete government function.

After that happensitis ashort haul to greater controls of hospitals and
other health facilities to protect the government’s insurance interest.
Human nature being what it is, as care is furnished with little or no
direct cost, the use increases tremendously.

Doctors and citizens of Great Britain can tell anyone interested much
about this expensive factor which affects the facilities and medical

personnel.

We doubt that the American citizen is much in the mood to consider a
costly national health care plan. Reading that mood, Congress may be
more than reluctant to pick up Kennedy's hot potato

The idea of national health insurance will not die easily and can pop

hack up most any time. Citizens have plenty of examples to study in
other nations. We hope they and the politicians will take along hard look
before the drastic leap proposed by Kennedy is taken seriously.

Instant solution

One complaint the pyblic can never make
against the American press is that it has
not been kept informed of every horrifying
nuance of the Guyana murder - suicide
story.

It is highly possible that more words
have been expended on the grisly details
and motiviating circumstances of the
Jonestown atrocities, not to mention the
social, religious, metaphysical and
political — at least as Ronald Reagan sees
the latter — implications, than on any other
single topic during a comparable period
since World War II. As a subject for
blanket coverage, one might think it would
be approaching exhaustion

But wait. There is more. Already on
prominent newsstand display are two
paperbacks, rushed into print almost
before the body count was in.

One. ""The Suicide Cult : The Inside Story
of the Peoples Temple Sect and the
Massacre in Guyana," is the product of a
special team of San Francisco Chronicle
reporters assigned, the forward informs,
*‘to complete a work of journalism in book
form.” And, as its advertising warns, soon
to be a motion picture.

The other, "Guyana Massacre: The
Eyewitness Account, " is a similar effort on
the part of the superprestigious
Washington Post, to which we are already
indebted for the major chapters of the
Watergate story, the inside account of The
New York Times' excerpting of the H.R

“Bob"" Haldeman memoirs before even the
Times could tell it and similar services in
the interests of an informed public
That public may be pardoned for having
difficulty in distinguishing between the two
, Both have photo sections.
. for the most part from newspaper.
newsmagazine and television coverage and

emphasizing for the most part the

Jonestown scene. Both are rehashes of
material which already has consumed
untold newspaper column inches

And both are prime examples of the
current state of refinement of the “instant
" book, those multiplying accounts of big
news stories slapped between covers while
public interest still runs high

This hybrid of journalism and publishing
was once something of a British specialty
— a feverish treatment of the Profumo
scandal of the early '60s comes first to

-mind — which migrated. The first on
‘recent U.S. record was the 1964 ‘‘Warren

Report” on the Kennedy assassination
inquiry. It was followed by offerings of
some significance dealing with Vietnam,
Watergate, the Entebbe hijacking and
commando rescue. Mare recently we have
had the story of New York's Son of Sam
killings, written in large part while the hunt
for the killer was still on. Which shows
what the trend is

What it may have come to is misplaced
quotation marks. The productions are
certainly instant, but there may be some
question as to their nature beyond that.
Not, however, as to their purpose. This is
not to give a new dimension to journalism
or to contribute to a more informed public:
It is to realize as many additional bucks as
possible from that sensation - aroused
public

In this respect, it might be argued that
the difference between the current crop of
instant books and forthright pornography
is more one of degree than kind. There is
not much more redeeming social value
there than on the racks of the look - both -
ways - before - entering bookstores.

With most instant products, we are
advised to add water and stir, With the
latest in instant books, we might make that
add water and then deep - six.

Will Elections affect judges

The recent election revealed that, at
least for the present, a substantial change
in the nation’s political dialogue has
occurred. For a very long time political
debate was dominated by new Deal - liberal
ideology that essentially demanded an
even larger role for the state. The liberals
continually pointed out social and
economic troubles and called for
government programs to eliminate them
Those opposed often felt themselves
arguing against Santa Claus. In
November's election, the politicians looked
on government as more vilain than
saviour.  Across the country, Democrats
and Republicans debated the question of
how best to control the monster Politicians
advocating new programs and spending
risked annihilation. and apparently even
dedicated liberals refrained from this
approach

This -change in perspective should be
reflected in the Congress and state
legislatures. Experience reveals, however
that our law makers will still be hard

pressed lo pass far too many laws,
Fortunately under our constitutional
system, the legislature is only one part of
the lawmaking process. For a proposed law
to become binding, it must first be passed
by the legislature, second, survive an
executive veto, and third, be upheld by the
judiciary when challenged as
unconstitutional. If the president and
governors have been listening to the voters,
they will do ‘their share of cutting
governmental growth

The more difficult question to answer is
what impact, if any, the new mood will
have on the courts. Will they be more
inclined to exercise their constitutional
power to veto legislation? A major
criticism of the courts is that they have
been reluctant to exercise this power over
social and economic laws, and have

- frequently imposed new governmental
programs (such as busing to achieve racial
integration. )

As a result, the judiciary may be
responsible for a large accumulation of
welfare and regulatory measures when it is

the branch of government supposed to limit
the number and scope of our laws. Such
policy serves to perpetuate the kind of big
government that has become highly
unpopular

The judges have many standards by
which to measure the constitutionality of a
welfare or regulatory statute. The most
obvious one is that it conflicts with the
language or purpose of a particular
provision. Because neither language nor
purpose frequently provides specific
answers, the courts have over the years
devised other standards that they regard
as generallyconsistent with the

constitutional scheme. Thus, on the basis
that federal and state constitutions intend
to promote maximum liberty, courts have
%hullified laws that needlessly restrain
individual or corporate freedom.

The theory is that no one should be
coerced or restrained, unless such action
serves significantly a public purpose. In
furtherance of this idea, courts have used
“‘means - end’ and less restrictive

Permissive laws

All around us, we find evidence of the
terrible disarray of American family life
The breakdown of marriages has reached
epidemic proportions. The lives of children
are scarred as parents seek ‘“‘self -
fulfillment’” and ‘“‘personal liberation' at
the expense of the well - being of their
offspring.

The deterioration of the American family
has been under way for »almost two
decades. Increasingly permissive laws
have sidetracked the interests of children
and society at large. Courts and social
agencies are jammed as a res#it of such
breakdown of families. The country is at
the point where the stability of society is in
jeopardy.

Dr.' John Howard, director of the
Rockford College Institute, discussed this
breakdown and the need for a strong family
life in a speech to the General Federation of
the Women's Clubs in Phoenix.

““The nuturing of virtuous, self - reliant
citizens is an exceedingly difficult
requirement of liberty and probably must
begin with the child's training in the loving
security of a supportive family
environment.”

Unfortunately, millions of young
Americans are denied that “‘supportive
environment'* because of laws that cater to
the whims of irresponsible, selfish adults.

If the strength of our weakened society is
to be restored. national revewal must begin
with the rebuilding of family structures.
The country has a vital stake in this
process. After all, the family is the basic
unit of society — a school for life. In it,
children learn loyalty. discipline, unity.
They discover the importance of personal
sacrifice for the benefit of all. They come to
comprehend the fundamental importance

of fidelity

Without a strong foundation in family
life, a free nation will cease to be free. A
corrupt people, given over to selfishness
and irresponsibility, don't deserve and
won't be able to retain their freedom.

Dr. Howard reminded his audience that
codes of conduct must be re-established to
a position of honor and respect “‘in order to
restore the family as a sound and creative
institution.”" Suffice it to say, he declared,
“that pre - marital chastity, marital
fidelity, hetero - sexuality, maternal care
of the child and sacrifices for the other
members of the family are some of the
traditional norms to be reinstated as the
preferred modes of behavior."

This is the only approach for a society
that cherishes liberty. A decadent society,

in which the family has collapsed as a-

institution, will be overcome .by
totalitarianism which imposes brutality on
moral disorder. For America to avoid
totalitarianism, inner renewal is essential.

This task of remewal in America is
complicated by the fact that there are
many forces which promote social
disorder. The film industry and the
television networks have become powerful
forces that encourage the disintegration of
the family. Adultery and sexual deviation
are the ordinary themes of situation
“‘comedies’’ these days. It will take
massive public protests to compel these
media to. restore models of civilized
conduct.

The anti - family influences are dominant
at this time. The initial task is to
the dangers to the family and the nation.
From the shock of recognition should arise
understanding of what must be done to
revive the civilized values characteristic of
American life in generations past.

Election after election, politicians
hypnotized us with promises of a utopian
existence where everything would be
“*free’” and everyone would be “‘equal.”

And as though in an hypnotic trance, we
voted, “Yes! Yes! Yes! More!"

Any hurt, any slight, any inconvenience,
was now too much for us. ‘‘Government
must correct this,” we demanded.

And government did for us until we had
no will to do for ourselves anymore.

In blind obedience, unprotesting, like the
children of Hamelin — or Jonestown — we
willingly accepted socialistic,
paternalistic, corrupt leaders who all the
time were indulging their own passions,
padding their own pockets.

We watched the darkness descending but
by now we were too tired to turn back.

It was easier just to stay in line, march in
step and wait for the last drink.

alternative'' tests to ascertain
constitutionality. Prior to 1937, federal
courts employed these criteria in passing
on economic legislation; now they are
imposed only for certain political or civil
rights. Some state courts do not observe
this distinction and apply such tests on a
general basis.

Under a means - end test, the courts
analyze the legislation (means) to
determine if it will accomplish its purpose
(end). If the legislature passed the law to
further a certain objective but the law does
little to achieve this result, it capriciously
infringes on someone's liberty. For
example, assume the legislature adopts a
measure restricting entry into an industry
in order to increase competition, but
analysis shows a reverse result is likely.
Those denied entry have consequently
sustained harm without benefit to society.

The less restrictive test has a similar
rationale. If the legislature passes a statute
to solve a problem for which a less drastic
measure would suffice, the law should be

stricken to allow adoption of the lesser

restriction. Thus, in years past, the courts
avoided laws banning certain products for
health or safety reasons when the same
result could be distribution (such as
requiring labels on the container.)

The most libertarian approaches to
constitutionality have occurred in cases on
freedom of expression. The courts have
scrutinized measures restricting speech or
press to determine if they are “‘overbroad”
or ‘‘under - inclusive.” Judges have
invalidated laws that were intended to
outlaw certain kinds of expression but
which could be applied also to other forms
that the legislature did not intend to or
could not constitutionally suppress. Such
laws are overbroad because they inhibit
speech that is not supposed to be affected.
Under-inclusive laws: operate only
fractionally to solve a problem without
significantly alleviating the condition.

Some people contend the judges follow
election returns. If so they have the tools to
implement the people's will. A great deal of
legislation could not survive the kind of
scrutiny I have discussed.

Murder trial witness:

Child got
bad abuse

LAWTON, Okla. (AP) — An
l1l-yearold girl testified
Wednesday that murder defend-
ant Brenda Carr brutally
abused her 6-year-old son prior
to his death last June in a Law-
ton mobile home

Cindy Gough told a Com-
anche County district -court
jury that abuse inflicted upon
Melvin Kirk Ward included
shocking him with an exposed
electrical cord. putting him in a
clothes dryer, yanking teeth out
of his mouth and holding his
head under water

Miss Gough, daughter of the
man living with Mrs. Carr at
the time of the boy's death,
was the first witness in the sec-
ond-degree murder trial of the
26-year-old woman. The girl's
father, Larry Paul Gough, 36,
is a co-defendant scheduled for
trial in February

After a threat on Mrs. Carr's
life. District Judge Jack Brock
ordered spectators searched be-
fore entering the courtroom
Wednesday. Officials said an
anonymous caller called the
Comanche County Sheriff's Of-
fice and radio and television
stations and said the defendant
“would not live" through the
trial.

Miss Gough testified young
Ward sometimes was given
little or nothing to eat by Mrs
Carr and Gough and was sa-
distically punished when he
failed to learn his school les-
sons

She said in the last days of
his life, the boy was kept con-
fined in a small broom closet
most of the time and was
allowed little food or water

**He was real skinny and he
shook all the time and some of
his teeth were missing,” she
said. "His ribs showed, his
shoulder blades stuck out.”” She

added he was "‘real swollen.”

The boy's decomposed body
was found in early July in a
shallow grave in a burned-out
farmhouse south of Decatur,
Texas

In more than four hours of
testimony, Miss Gough said
both her father and Mrs. Carr
mistreated the youngster. She
said she and her infant half-
brother, Larry Paul Gough Jr.,
were not abused

Questioned by Assistant Dis-
trict Attorney Robert Schulte,
the girl said the abuse began
when the family lived together
in Odessa, Texas, and continued
after the family moved to
Lawton. The abuse in Odessa
included beating the boy with a
piece of wood that had tree bark
on it and putting him in the
dryer, she said

Later, when the family
moved to Lawton, the boy
would sometimes be forced to
spend the entire night sitting in
a closet, she said

She testified the boy was giv-
en little to eat at times and
sometimes would not be fed for
more than a day.

While the family lived in the
second of two mobile homes in
Lawton, Gough and Mrs. Carr
would yank teeth out of the
boy's mouth by tying a string

1o the closet door knob and put-

ting the other end around his
teeth, she said

She said Ward died after
Gough picked up the boy and
dropped him, causing the boy
to hit his head on a chair and
the floor

Under cross examination,
Miss Gough admitted she lied
to when first questioned by po-
lice because she wanted to pro-
tect her father. “I'm telling the
truth now." she insisted.

City may default
in only one day

CLEVELAND (AP) — Cleve-
ldnd’$. mayor and city council
remain sharply divided over
how to raise cash for their trou-
bled city, with default on $15.5
million in loans only one day
away.

SAN FRANCISCO (NEA)

Mark got scared and
started running.

A police car was cruising
the street. The officer, who
knew Mark, followed and
arrested him.

Mark was booked on a
“211” count, attempted rob-

jargon. If Mark didn’t have ~—bery, a felony charge, and

abuse program in
Sacramento, Calif., and an
old family friend, instituted
steps to get him into the
mental health program in
the state capital.

But when the social agen-
cies there read his record,
they turned him down, too.

Federal payments to boost wool quality increase

WASHINGTON (AP) — De-
spite a longterm decline in U.S
sheep production, federal pay-
ments intended to boost the
quality and production of wool
are climbing under a new for-
mula designed by Congress last
year

So-called “incentive pay-
ments were authorized in the
Wool Act of 1954 to bridge the
price gap between what grow-
ers got for wool on the market
and a level considered fair to
the sheep and lamb industry

This was the forerunner of
the system of ‘“‘target prices"
used now to make similar pay-
ments to farmers for major
crops such as wheat, corn and
cotton

After wool is sold, the Agri-
culture Department computes
the average market price in the
calendar year and later sends
producers their payments

For some years, the wool 'in-
centive price was 72 cents a
pound, meaning that if the

market price was less pay-
ments would go to producers to
make up the difference

Congress, in the Food and
Agriculture Act of 1977, di-
rected that the incentive price
be adjusted annually, beginning
with the wool that was market-
ed last year

The incentive price for wool
sold in 1977 was raised to 99
cents a pound. But the market
price averaged 72 cents a
pound — the same as the old
incentive price — and about $25
million was paid to producers

For wool shorn and sold this
year, the incentive price was
raised to $1.08 a pound Al-
though the final figures are not
ready, officials say that the
1978 wool market price average
may be about 77 cents a pound
and that total payments to
growers next spring may be
around $31 million

Looking farther ahead, the
department has-announced that
the incentive price for wool
sold in 1979 will be $1.15 a
pound. That could result in to-

tal payments of around $36 mil-
lion, according to USDA offi-
cials

The payments also are made
for “'pulled” wool from unshorn
lambs that go to slaughter
plants

Payments also are provided
for mohair clipped from angora
goats, but mohair prices have
been higher than the incentive
prices so no payments have
been made recently or are an-
ticipated in the near future

Inventories of sheep and
lambs have been declining for
many years and last Jan. 1 to-
taled about 12.4 million head,
the smallest since USDA began
keeping such figures a century
ago. At that time the U.S. flock
was 46.3 million head, and the
peak was in 1942 when 56.2 mil-
lion sheep and lambs were re-
ported

Payments soared to a record
of $102.3 million for wool sold in
1971, a year when market
prices sank to their lowest-lev-
els since the late 1930s.

Carter tries to keep
U.S. budget deficit down

WASHINGTON (AP) — After
deciding what the government
needs most in next year's budg-
et, administration economizers
went back over the numbers to
see what it needs least.

It’s all part of President Car-
ter's effort to curb federal
spending so as to hold the
budget deficit to no more than
$30 billion, as part of the drive
against inflation.

As one budget manager told
it, the billion-dollar decisions
were made first, off the top of
1979 spending proposals sent to
the White House. Then came
the effort to cut at the bottom,
and save some additional dol-
lars.

The exact numbers in the
Carter budget will be disclosed
when he sends his spending
proposals to Congress next
month.

The spending blueprint is ex-
pected to be in the $530 billion
range. Less than one-tenth of 1
percent of that sum was cut
when budget experts checked
the bottom of the barrel.

To trim that amount, roughly
$500 million, Carter's penny-
pinchers at the Office of Man-
agement and Budget conducted
a first-ever attempt to rank
proposed spending items with
the lowest priority.

The goal was to determine the
least worthy programs, with the
aim of taking a rational
approach to keeping the new
budget within Carter-prescribed
limits.

When the average taxpayer
makes out a personal budget,
he automatically ranks his
spending priorities, trimming
from the bottom if expenses
threaten to exceed anticipated
income.

The need for a new approach
was expounded in an interview
by Dale McOmber, OMB's as-
sistant director for budget re-
view.

“When we look at programs
agency by agency,” noting this
had been the traditional ap-
proach, he said, “‘we always
have to ask ourselves, ‘Are we
being even-handed?’ "

As an example of fairness
problems under the old method,
he said that if the Pentagon
sought funds for 30 F-14 fight-
ers, “it's hard to match those
F-14s against VA hospitals.”

Under the new priority sys-
tem, he suggested. the Air
Force might wind up with 25 F-
145 and the Veterans Adminis-
tration could get extra hospital
money that otherwise would
have been earmarked for air-

craft.

When McOmber and his asso-
ciates embarked on priority
rankings, they found they were
dealing with more than 3,000
separate federal programs or
activities.

Although all were ranked, the
items earmarked for special re-

view were those with the lowest -

rankings.

A decision was made to re-
view all major spending pro-
posals comprising the bottom 6
percent of the tentative budget.

Then, to enhance prospects
for equitable decisions, the top
2 percent of proposals omitted
from the tentative spending
blueprint were marked for re-
consideration.

Altogether, the review in-
volved $35 billion of proposals,
ranging in size from $1 million
to $600 million.

Half a billion dollars wound
up on the cutting room floor.

There is a sneaking suspicion
in these quarters that when Su-
per Bowl XIII kicks off in the
Orange Bowl, the first National
Football League championship
game in Miami since
MCMLXXVI, you may well see
the same old uniforms — worn
by the Pittsburgh Steelers and
Dallas Cowboys

As the season winds down,
these two-time winners of pro
football's ultimate game are
the dominant forces in their re-
spective conferences in what
they historically do best, name-
ly just about everything.

With Pittsburgh, the winni-
ngest team in the league as
well as the American Confer-
ence, the primary weapon is
the Steel Curtain, the defense
which turned a 40-year patsy
into a team not only to be re-
spected but to be feared.

With Dallas, the defending
NFL champs, the dominant
force is the shotgun and all the
rest of Tom Landry's com-
plexities which have formulated
the the National Conference's
No. 1 offense, one so potent
even the Cowboys’ own flex de-
fense would have trouble han-
dling it.

Consider, this bit of trivia:
Pittsburgh has not allowed a
touchdown in the first period of
any game this season. The last
time they had a streak like that
going was after the 1975 season,
more specifically on Jan. 18,
1976 ... in Super Bowl X when
Drew Pearson caught one of
Roger Staubach's two touch-
down passes. Terry Bradshaw
threw two for the Steelers that
day.

This year that Pittsburgh de-

Cowboys

fense has allowed just 178
points. Only one team has done
better — Denver with 177. But
the Broncos haven't scored all
that many, either, their 265
being ‘fifth from the bottom of
the conference while Pitts-
burgh’s 335 is fourth from the
top.

In the NFC, no one has come
close to the Cowboys' scoring
(354 points), nor has anyone
allowed less than Dallas’ 201.

The engineers of these two lo-
comotives are Bradshaw and
Staubach, who just happen to
be the AFC and NFC passing
leaders. Terry is No. 1 in NFL
touchdown passes with 26. No.
2?7 Roger, of course, with 25.

And to complement the aerial
game, each team has a running
sensation — Tony Dorsett of
Dallas with 1,204 yards and
Franco Harris of Pittsburgh
with 1,061.

In past seasons, Pittsburgh's
defensive line was almost ex-
clusively a foyr-man affair —
Joe Greene, 1..C. Greenwood,
Dwight White and Ernie
Holmes. Greene and Green-
wood still anchor the left side
but White shares his duties
with John Banaszak at right
end and, with Holmes gone,
Gary Dunn and Steve Furness
alternate at right tackle. Depth
and some shrewd drafting will
let you do that sort of thing.

Pittsburgh has been perhaps
the steadiest team in the AFC.
The Steelers won their first
eight games and have won
their last four as well. The
Cowboys have come on like
gangbusters by winning their
last five in a row, outscoring
the opposition 154-54 in that
span, after some early and
midseason staggering.

Cocaine replaces vintage wine as party craze

LOS ANGELES (AP) — The
party swings. Beautiful people,
some as famous as their host,
flash toothpaste-ad smiles and
drop the names of their latest
films

The clink of ice in glasses
melts to a murmur of anticipa-
tion. The host, gold chains
flashing around a razor-blade
necklace, demurely serves up
the evening's special treat on
an elegant silver tray

A round of vintage wine, per-
haps?

Not quite. The goody at this
in-crowd gathering is a delicate
white powder laid out in neat
little rows — cocaine

A powerful narcotic inhaled

r “‘snorted” through the nose,
cocaine is the most popular
drug of abuse in America to-
day. authorities say. And no-
where is it more chic than in
the moneyed movie and music
colonies of Los Angeles where
this champagne-priced drug is
easily affordable

At $100 a gram, coke is one
of the most expensive drugs on
the street — about the same
price as heroin but more read-
ily available and socially ac-
ceptable. People who_might not
use another drug are willing to
pay dearly for cocaine because
it's not physically addictive and
the cocaine “high" is not easily
detected by others

However, psychological de-
pendence can develop, and the
lining of the user's nose can be
seriously damaged.

“1 was engaged to a record
producer a few months ago,
and it seemed like he always
had a cold,”" says a wealthy Be-
verly Hills woman. "It didn't
dawn on me until months later
that he was heavily into coke.”

Celébrity cocaine arrests
form an odd “‘Who's Who."”
Among those arrested for in-
vestigation of possessing co-
caine have been actresses
Linda Blair, Gail Fisher, Anje-
lica Huston, Louise Lasser, for-
mer child star Tommy Rettig,
Rolling Stones guitarist Keith
Richard and country - singer
Waylon Jennings.

.“The whole town of Holly-
wood is coked out of its head,”
actor Robert Blake has said.

“It's a status thing,” says
Deputy District Attorney John
Watson, who has prosecuted
Hollywood cocaine cases.
“Rock stars, people-in the en-
tertainment industry, give it a
great deal of prestige.”

Cocaine's status appeal is en-
hanced by expensive para-
phernalia. A tiny golden or sil-
ver coke spoon, barely the size
of a fingernail, is one gadget
used to insert cocaine into the
nose

Some users-prefer a narrow
straw for inhaling. The elite
use .silver straws, of course.
Razor blades are used to chop
cocaine into the finest powder

Cocaine can cause nervous-
ness, irritability and paranoia
A heavy user may have halluci-

nations that bugs are crawling
under his skin. Some have torn
themselves bloody trying to ex-
tract the bugs

Because cocaine is inhaled
heavy users can suffer serious
nasal damage. In some cases
holes have been burned through
the septum which separates the
two nostrils

Says a plastic surgeon who
has reconstructed some
“There's not an awful lot that
can be done for them.’

Until recently, even the ex
perts believed coke was a non-
lethal drug. However, in a re-

cent study, the National In-
stitute on Drug Abuse con-
cluded that “accidental deaths

due to cocaine, while uncom-
mon, dooceur.”

NIDA said it found two
deaths attributed to snorting. In
most documented cases, death
came from injecting cocaine in-
travenously

Between June 1977 and July
1978, the U.S. Customs Service
reported 86 seizures of cocaine
at Los Angeles International
Airport — a haul of 3115

Bl
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pounds worth $78,000,000. Los
Angeles is a major port of en-
try for cocaine smuggled into
the United States

The city's police department
which oversees domestic
flights, reports that seizures so
far this year are up 142 per
cent

But authorities concede they
stop only a fraction of the co-
caine being smuggled every
day to a growing market. With
the drug selling for nearly $3.-

000 an ounce, it is a multi-mil-
lion-dollar business
Smugglers have included

mothers with babies, grand-
mothers, doctors, and a rela-
tive of the president of Peru
They smuggle the powdery
white drug in everything from
false bottom suitcases to hol-
lowed-out water skis

*For an investment of $10,000
and an airplane ticket, you can
buy a kilo of cocaine in South
America, bring it back here,
cut it and sell it for $2 million,”
says the DEA's Jensen

Coke smuggling with its
enormous profits is definitely a
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growing industry. And Sgt. Og-
lesby gloomily predicts the c¢-
caine craze will continue
soar unless users admit the
drug creates psychological de-
pendence close to addiction
“I've seen so many people
who are really hung up on
coke,” he says. “When they're
not doing coke they're in bad

shape.’

Maybe, he says hopefully, the
coke craze will be replaced by
a health craze with joggers and
health food advocates taking
over

““The only way to stop co-
caine or any drug.” says Sgt
Ogelsby. "will be when it's not
cool anymore to be loaded."”

The report was sent to the
House and Senate agriculture
committees by the Federal
Grain Inspection Service, an
agency of the department. It
was made public Tuesday
Changes need to be made, the

agency said, but will require
time and study to determine
rules acceptable to farmers,
the -grain trade and the ulti-
mate users of the commodities

It also said the impact of
changes on prices, exports and
other factors must be weighed

A number of "'major problem
areas” in the current federal
grain standards were identified
in the report

The present standards ‘are
not constructed so that all po-
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tentially adverse conditions are
routinely identified"” and made
known to those who use federal
inspection services

For example, moldy kernels
of grain are currently included
in a category called ‘total
*damaged kernels” and are not
separately identified

Infestation by insects-3is. an-
other example. A “tolerance
is allowed in grain before the
infestation must be reported

Infested grain could be

blended with other grain, caus-
ing contamination of the entire
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Grain standards should be updated

mix without the handler being
aware of the situation,” the re
port said

Anothey problem involves the
numericgl grade assigned grain
an e practice of different
prices existing for grain of the
same grade

This occurs because gain
markets use discount and pre
mium (price) scales for the
various inspection factors, and
these vary by individual fac
tors,” the report said

Under existing standards, it
is possible to assign a high
grade rating to a sample of
grain that has poor or undesi-
rable qualities for the use that
will be made of it

‘For example. a lot (ship-
ment) of wheat could grade
U.S. No. 1, yet produce flours
having long dough mixing
times, low water absorption,
and produce flour having small
loaf volume and poor color and
crumb texture,” it said. *'Such
a situation is not desirable.’

The study was ordered by
Congress in the US. Grain
Standards Act of 1976, which
was aimed at reforming the
federal inspection services
after years of complaints by
foreign buyers and others about
the quality of American grain

Investigations also led to
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scores of indictments and pen-
alties for grain inspectors. gra-
ders and industry officials
found guilty of shortweighting.
fraud. bribery and other in-
fractions of federal law

The report, however, deall
only with the federal standards
as they apply to grain and how
they need to be changed  /

Although a new model of
standards has been developed,
the report said reaction among

WASHINGTON (AP) — Per |
capita cigarette smoking this ..
year will be the lowest in 20
years, according to Agriculture
Department estimates

A new report issued Tuesday
by the department put 1978 per
capita smoking at 3.965 ciga-
rettes — fewer than 200 packs

' — compared t0 4.051 in 1977. An

earlier forecast in September
was for 4,000 cigarettes smoked
per capita this year

The figures are arrived by di-
viding the estimated total num-
ber of cigarettes by the total
adult population — all persons
18 years and older. smokers
and non-smokers alike. The fig-
ures are for ‘statistical com-
parison rather than actual esti-
mates of how many cigarettes
smokers actually puff

But according to department
records, this year's per capi
rate is the lowest since it was
3.953 cigarettes in 1958. It rose
to a peak of 4.345 cigarettes per

.capita in 1963.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Gov-
ernment bug sleuths found two
intruders in new areas this
year but say the creatures
aren’t really a major threat to
crops

The Agriculture Department
said Tuesday that a leafhopper
named Xestochphalus robustus
was found “in a completely
new place” — a farm in New
Castle County, Del. Previously,
it was known to be in the
United States only in Florida.

Another was a plant borer
called Aethus nigritus, normal-
ly a native of Europe. Africa
and Asia that prefers licorice in
areas where the crop is grown.
The department did not say
where the bug was detected.

The insects were found as
part of a program by the de-
partment’s Animal and Plant
Health Inspection Service to '
monitor  specified locations
where foreign plant pests might
be introduced into the United
States

Government program aids Texas poor

BROWNSVILLE, Texas (AP)
— Luisa Martinez will probably
most appreciate her favorite
Christmas gift during moments
of quiet solitude.

“I always prayed for some-
thing like this,” the 59-year-old
woman said with the hint of a
tear in her eye.

As she spoke in Spanish at
her one-room home, workmen
hammered away on what Mrs
Martinez considers her Christ-
mas gift — a simple addition to

her home — a bathroom

Mrs. Martinez and many oth-
er residents of the Brownsville
barrio have never lived in
homes with indoor plumbing
Crude outhouses — as far away
from the house as possible —
have been a way of life for
them

One local official estimated
there are at least 2,000 inner
city homes here that still have
outhouses

The addition to Mrs. Mart-
nez' home will be ready in time

for Christmas. The *‘gift" is fi-
nanced by Uncle Sam through
a program admifiistered by the
Community Development Corp.,
of Brownsville.

Nick Ramon, executive direc-
tor of the local agency, said
about 120 outhouses have been
replaced since the program be-
gan in 1975. Many meager
homes now also have kitchens
thanks to the program

“Some of these people just
didn’t know about this type of
thing.” Ramon said. ‘“‘Our
counselors had to explain what

a shower curtain is for.”

“I'm alone and when I went
out at night I was afraid. Some-
times it rains. Sometimes I'm
sick. I don't like the smell, the
spiders, the bugs,” she said,
glancing toward the leaning
structure built by a neighbor 11
years ago.

"1 was waiting for God to
someday come by and help me
out,” she added

Under the program, the local
agency can allocate up to $4,500
per project. Depending on in-

L

come, the money is either a
grant or a loan

Cleotilde Perez, 58, also
knows what it's like to trek to
the outhouse despite rain or
sleet or dark of night

“l prayed and it was a
Christmas gift from God ... and
these people,”” she said, nod-
ding toward an agency official
and three Mennonite mis-
sionaries who are providing
free labor.

Mrs. Perez' new kitchen and
bathroom should also be ready
for Christmas. The addition will

{

double the size of her two-room
home.

Ramon said the program has
been deeply appreciated by the
poverty-stricken barrio resi-
dents.

"It was hard to. get it going
A lot of people had the attitude
that these people want to be
poor ... that they want an out-
door privy,” Ramon said.

“That's bull. They want a
nice warm place they can take
the newspaper into. That's part
of the American dream."

DEAR DR. LAMB — [ was
told I have an enlarged
heart. I am 81. A friend
had an enlarged heart for 18
years. She told me the hole
in the heart was beginning to
close. What does that mean?
I would appreciate any in-
formation you can give me.
Is yard work too hard — just
weeding flower beds?

DEAR READER — There
are many causes for an
enlarged heart. If you have
high blood pressure, your
heart may gradually
enlarge. If you develop heart

failure, which literally
means weakening and over-
stretching of the heart mus-

cle fibers, that can cause a
large heart.
eart failure with an en-
larged heart is a common
complication of disease of
the arteries to the heart. In
our society that's usually
caused by fatty-cholesterol
deposits in the arteries.
Your heart can enlarge be-
gel:n of an : on to
outflow valve. I suspect
that is what your friend is
describing. The heart has to
work harder to push the
blood past the obstruction.
You can have a large
heart from persistent, regu-
lar, vigorous physical activ-
ity as in distance
runners. This adaptation to
exercise enables a person to
a lot of when he
doing a lot of work.

HAPPY BIRTHDAY! Cornell Capa, executive di-
rector of the International Center of Photography,

announces it has received

a$200,000 challenge grant

from the National Endowment for the Arts as ICP
celebrates its fourth birthday. It's good news, too,
for Jacqueline Kennedy Onassis who co-chaired the
Gala Birthday Benefit Committee.

For its fourth birthday
recently, the International Cen-
ter of Photography in New
York City had a memorable
week of celebration.

It started with a gala birth-
day benefit party with Jacquel-
ine Kennedy Onassis graciously
greeting guests and included
the opening night of an exhibi-
tion of dance photographs; then
went on to a President’s Coun-
cil night; special press meet-
ings; a Photography Commu-
nity Day open house; and final-
ly a Membership Day Party.

There were good reasons for
ICP’s week of celebration, for
it signified the end of a perilous
three-year infancy, and the
emergence of a photographic-
museum-mecca with an as-
sured maturity, strength and
permanence. Executive direc-
tor Cornell Capa was able to
announce some good news and
dramatic plans for the imme-
diate future. |

The good news: ICP was
awarded a $200,000 challenge
grant by the National Endow-
ment for the Arts. Since it had
to compete with hundreds of
other worthy nationwide organ-
izations for the grant, it signi-
fied recognition of ICP’s impor-
tance in the field of America’s
cultural arts. To complete the
grant, ICP must raise three
times that amount from its own
resources. But with the NEA
award assured, Capa antici-
pates less trouble in fulfilling
ICP’s part on its own behalf be-
cause of new increased
strength in its board members,
corporate support and gallery
endowments.

The dramatic plans: ICP's
participation in two upcoming
photographic projects of inter-
national scope.

First there will be a two-
month involvement with ‘“‘Ja-
pan Today,” an extraordinary
program for spring of 1979 to
inform Americans about that
nation.

Second, ICP’s collaboration in
photography’s first major con-
vocation in Venice during the
summer of 1979 with sponsor-

ship jointly by UNESCO-Venice
and the Municipality of Venice.
Called “Venezia '79-La Foto-
grafia,” it will be the largest
cultural photographic gathering
in the history of the medium, it
is claimed.

The fourth birthday benefit
party marked the opening of
ICP’s exhibition, ‘‘Fleeting Ges-
tures: Treasures of Dance Pho-
tography.” It consists of more
than 200 photographs of the
dance from the 1850s to the
present and in its variations

from the classical to modern.

The dance exists only during
its performance and as Martha
Graham once said, ‘“The only
record of a dancer’s art lies in
the other arts.”

The exhibition reveals pho-
tography's ability to record the
beauty, poetry, grace and
strength of dancers from legen-
dary stars such as Isadora
Duncan and Martha Graham to
unknown performers dedicated
to the art. The images, too, are
from a diverse assemblage of

Baron de Meyer, Barbara Mor-
gan, Edward Steichen and
James Van Der Zee.

In addition to the exhibition,
there’s a catalogue, postcards,
films, lectures, dance perform-
ances and plans for this to be-
come a traveling exhibition
when the curtain closes on the
show at the International Cen-
ter of Photography Jan. 7, 1979,

Capa visited Venice and Tok-
yo recently to finalize the plans
for ICP’s participation in both
photographic projects.

The “Japan Today” program
will take place simultaneously
in 16 major institutions in four
cities — New York, Washing-
ton, Chicago and Denver —
with grants from the National
Endowment for the Humanities,
the National Endowment for
the Arts, the Japan Foundation
and Matsushita Electric.

Ambitious Venus probe
may help explain weather

Venus — second in bright-
ness only to the Moon in the
night sky — has long been a
subject of human fascina*
tion. Ninevah tablets dating
from 684 B.C. record obser-
vations of the planet.

Perhaps the most ambi-
tious probe yet of the planet
is America’s current Pio-
neer Venus mission.

scheduled to begin its 243-
day flight around Venus at 8
a.m. PST on Dec. 4, was to
be the first U.S. spacecraft
to circle Venus, making the
longest observations of the
planet to date.

Dipping at one point to
within 90 miles of Venus, the
orbiter will make radar
maps of the planet’s surface,
take daily pictures in ultra-
violet light of its clouds and
conduct scientific experi-
ments on its atmosphere.

The transporter bus and

to explain how the bottles work.

OAKLAND, Calif. (AP) —
Well-planned lawn litter is a
rage in this city on beautiful
San Francisco Bay. A few well-
placed bottles keep dogs — and
their droppings — away, some
homeowners claim

Glass or plastic, empty or
full, anti-dog bottles dot the
manicured lawns of as many as
300 homes here. No one knows
how they work, but many are
certain they do

“They keep the dogs from go-
ing to the bathroom on the
lawn,”" said Extell Donnelly,
who placed four bleach bottles
on his property

“A lady across town phoned
my wife about them three or
four months ago and they've
worked for me,”" he added

Donnelly’s secret: “It's best
to put a little bleach in them
and leave the top off so the
dogs can smell it,"" he said

The phenomenon has attract-
ed academic scrutiny — not by
scientists seeking to explain the
bottle magic, but by a Univer-
sity of*California graduate stu-
dent of urban design.

“It's the ultimate low-budget
approach to the problem (of
dog waste) if you can't afford
to put up a fence,” said Anwyl
M. McDonald, who counted 300
bottle-lawn homes in July.

He found uncapped bottles,
capped bottles, bottles with
holes punched in them, plastic
bottles with the tops cut off,
bottles hidden in bushes and

_-bottles upside down on sticks.

And in two weeks roaming
middle-income neighborhoods
of Oakland and Berkeley,
McDonald talked to hundreds of
people.

He asked the homeowners,
whose yards were generally
among the neatest in the area,

How much is life worth

LONDON (AP) — How much
is a life worth in an age when
you can save it with modern
medical technology but at
prohibitive expense”

The debate is heating up in

Britain, where the state-run -

National Health Service, funded
mainly from general taxes,
faces this question: can it
continue to afford the best?

New drugs and new surgery,
brain scanners and body scan-
ners, heart monitors, cancer
therapy neutron treatment, kid-
ney-washing machines and
transplant operations, all repre-
sent remarkable advances in
diagnosing and treating iliness

But the cost is something
else. The British Medical Jour-
nal, written by and for medical
men, said that replacing a
heart valve costs $3,500. A body
scanner, which enables doctors
to look inside a body without
surgery, costs $585,000.

Debate centers on the body
scanner because it was in-
troduced into medicine before
its value was assessed, unlike
the clinically and cost-effective
brain scanner, developed ear-
lier. Hospitals which couldn't
afford body scanners accepted
them from charities which
raised the cash and stirred pub-
lic ‘agitation for the machines

Electric and Musi-
cal Industries of Britain sold 54
percent of the about 1,000 scan-
ners operating in the United
States at the end of last June
A recent study found that the
firm accounts for nearly half
the 2.000 scanners installed or
on order worldwide. bringing in
valuable export revenue — an
anomaly when home sales are
likely to be “'very limited.”

The study. prepared by Bar-
bara Stocking and Stuart L
Morrison of Sussex University.
concludes that “evidence about
the scanner's effect on the out-
come of the patient’'s condition
is as yet very limited and hard-
ly overwhelming.’

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Image of Policemen
changing with times

LONDON (AP) — The image
of the British policeman as a
kindly copper helping old ladies
across the road is gone for
good after the Eltham shooting
and the siege of Blackstock
Road

Two encounters in three days
between policemen and armed
bandits in London showed that
while the bobby on his beat still
walks only with a truncheon, he
is backed by an army of
trained marksmen and an ar-
mory of death-dealing weapons.

In a crowded shopping street
in southeast London's Eltham
district, a detective sergeant in
plain clothes shot a gunman
dead on Saturday. On Monday,
a huge show of police force in
north London's Highbury dis-
trict forced two young gunmen
holed up in Blacksfock Road to
surrender, 15 hours after they
looted a liquor store with a
shotgun.

Television and press cameras
pictured the siege — the ban-
dits’ gun and police arsenal:
revolvers, rifles, pump-action
shotguns, bullhorns, bullet-proof
vests, German shepherd dogs
and intensive beam
searchlights.

Such scenes might be com-
mon in some countries, but in
Britain, with its tradition of po-
lice without guns, the show was
a stunner.

The two events dramatically
underlined a recent warning by
Scotland Yard's commissioner,
Sir David McNee, that no quar-
ter would be given to armed
criminals in London and that
force would be met with force

bury robbery

In-Eltham, a car full of de-
tectives scouting possible rob-
bery sites after earlier raids
saw a shotgun gang robbing a
security truck of receipts from_,
a supermarket. When one of
the gunmen swung his sawed-
off shotgun toward the officers
challenging him, Detective Sgt
Michael Banks, 32, killed him
with a single revolver bullet

It was the first revelation
that precinct policemen were
going armed on some assign-
ments. Scotland Yard told The
Associated Press that the com-
manders of each of the 26 Met-
ropolitan Police districts have
authority to issue guns to their
men if they feel it's necessary

The Yard named the dead
gunman as Michael Calvey, 37,
from London's tough East End,
an unemployed father of two,
who served 10 years in prison
for armed robberies and who
had been released from jail for
a day in 1970 to get married

Calvey's widow, Linda, told a
reporter: ‘‘He was never a vio-
lent man. He told me he was
through with crime and going

straight. [ want a full investiga-
tion. The police should have
shot to wound and not to kill.”

Gun confrontations with the
police are uncommon in Britain
and are big news when they
happen

Calvey was only the sixth
gunman shot to death by the
police in the last 25 years

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To.soar like a bird
Centuries old dream comes to life

KITTY HAWK, N.C. (AP) —
To fly like a bird; to soar
among the clouds. It was a cen-
turies-old dream

Many tried and failed. Their
attempts ranged from the bi-
zarre to the foolhardy

They hitched wings to them-
selves and kites to carriages
They leaped from heights to
their deaths, vainly flapping
their homemade wings. Their
machines wheezed and coughed
and bounced and jerked and
blew to bits.

Until that cold blustery day
on a North Carolina coast 75
years ago next week when two
obscure bicycle makers from
Dayton, Ohio, challenged that
dream and the mysteries of
flight

For three years Orville and
Wilbur Wright had flown glid-
ers over the rolling sand hills
of Kitty Hawk, testing theories
of flight in the winds. Now, for
the first time, they attached a
12-horsepower engine to a glid-
er-like vehicle. It was Dec. 17,
1903, and-they were ready

Their homemade craft was a
frail, double-winged contraption
of spruce, muslin and wire. It
had an elevator in front and a
double rudder in the rear and
had a wingspan of 40 feet 4
inches. The engine, with a
chain transmission like a bi-
cycle's, drove two propellers in
opposite directions.

They named it the Wright
Flyer after one of their bicycle
models

Ice coated the rain pools and
a bitter wind whipped the sand
dune named Kill Devil Hill. The
brothers knew there was risk in
testing the untried craft in such
conditions, but were anxious to
get back to Dayton for Christ
mas, and had faith in their cal
culations and skill

Wilbur won a coin toss to at
tempt the first flight. That ef-
fort was made Dec. 14, but the
Flyer plunged into the sand
three seconds after takeoff be-
cause of an overcorrection of
the elevator. Two days were re-
quired to repair the damage

So it was Orville's turn on
Dec. 17. He lay down on the
lower wing, grasping a lever
The motor coughed, then
roared. The propellers turned
The Flyer moved slowly into a
27-mile-an-hour wind. Wilbur
ran alongside, steadying a wing
until the craft rose into the air

The momentous flight lasted
only 12 seconds, lifted only 10
feet off the ground and covered
only 120 feet. But it was man's
first successful powered flight
in a craft heavier than air

The Wrights flew the Flyer
three more times that day. On
the fourth trip, Wilbur kept it
aloft for 59 seconds and trav-
eled 852 feet

That afternoon, while the
brothers assessed the flights, a

_sudden gust flipped the plane
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over, damaging it badly. It
couldn’t be repaired for more
trips that day; indeed, it was
never flown again

Only five persons witnessed
the flights. One, John T. Dan-
iels of the Kill Devil Hills Life
Saving Station, took historic
photographs

The achievement generally
went unheralded. Most news-
papers ignored it. They had
been stung too often by reports
of cranks and sensation-seekers
who had claimed successful
flights. It was years before the
world gave the Wrights the
credit due them. But in 1903, no
one, including the Wrights
themselves, grasped the full

~meaning of the first flight, or

realized it was one of history's
true milesto' es

It took more than a week to
cross the Atlantic by ship in
1903; today it takes 3': hours
by supersonic Concorde. That
120-foot first flight could be
made walking the fuselage of
some large jets

Airliners have changed the
habits and living standards of
the world. There are nearly
200,000 airplanes in the United
States alone. Last year 620 mil
lion passengers flew on sched
uled airlines

All in 75 years. “No other
achievement of our century has
made such a profound impact

Why did the Wrights succeed
where so many others failed?

“The - Wright brothers were
truly unique in their yery scien
tific, very realistic approach to
the problems of flight,” says
Walter Boyne, executive officer
and curator of aviation at the
Smithsonian Institution's Na
tional Air and Space Museum
in Washington. “They did not
approach it as someone who
hoped to be able to fly. They
approached it systematically to
make sure they could fly

Boyne says the Wrights didn't
want just to sit in a stable ves-
sel and steer it through the air
So they created a glider they
could control on all three axes
using a homemade wind tunnel
in their Dayton bicycle shop to
test their ideas

After  Kitty Hawk, the
Wrights gave up bicycles and
worked for several years devel-
oping the airplane for practical
transportation. They built im-
proved planes and made hun-
dreds of experimental flights in
a cow pasture near Dayton,
mastering banks, turns, circles
and figure eights. In 1905, Wil-
bur flew 24 miles nonstop

They also foresaw the air
plane’'s military potential. In
1907, after first rejecting the
idea, the Army agreed to buy a
plane for $25.000 if it could fly
for an hour at an average
speed of 40 miles, carry two

About the same time, the
Wrights signed a contract with
a French company to demon-
strate an airplane in France

A skeptical audience gath-
ered at the racetrack of Hun
audieres on Aug. 8, 1908, to
watch Wilbur test the Wright A
biplane. He took off, made two
circles over the course and
landed perfectly. The audience
cheered wildly. Wilbur became
a hero and word of his flight
spread

Orville began Army tests in
September 1908 at Fort Myer,
Va. But after 10 sucoefsful
tests, a broken propeller sent
the craft plunging to the ground
from 125 feet. His passenger
Lt. Thomas E. Selfridge, died
of a fractured skull, the first
person to lose his life in an air-

that went along in a protective
role. Pilots attempted to com
mit mayhem from the start,
firing pistols and side-mounted
rifles and machine guns."

A French fighter pilot, Ro-
land Garos, figured out a way
to fire a machine gun through a
whirling propeller, using a de-
flector plate. He became the
world's first ace, shooting down
five German planes. The war
produced several other aces, in-
cluding America's Eddie Rick-
enbacker, with 26 confirmed
victories, and Germany's fam-
ed Red Baron, Manfred von
Richtofen, with 80 confirmed
kills

Germany developed a syn-
chronizer to time the gun's fir-
ing with the propeller's spin
For a while, the Fokker E-2
and the Albatross ruled the
skies for Germany. But in 1917,
an armada of allied airplanes

came larger, faster planes, like
the Ford Trimotor, which car-
ried 14 passengers and cruised
at 120 mph

The Douglas DC-3, an all-
metal, low-wing, twin-engine
transport, revolutionized com-
mercial air flight when it was
introduced in 1935. It carried 21
passengers, cruised at ‘180 mph
and could cross the United
States in 15 hours with three or
four stops. More than 13,000
DC-3s were built, including the
military version, the C-47 Goo-
ney Bird. About 400 of the du-
rable craft still are in service

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Police seek clues
after record heist

NEW YORK (AP) — Finger
print experts swarmed over a
black getaway van today look-
ing for clues that would help
them crack what the FBI says
1s the biggest cash heist in U.S
history

Police said the van, found
Wednesday night on a Brooklyn
street, was used by five
masked gunmen to flee the
Lufthansa German Airlines car
g0 hangar at Kennedy Airport
Monday with more than $5 mil-
lion in US. currency plus a
huge haul of foreign currency
and jewels

But the men who master
minded the robbery and their
record-breaking loot were still
missing early today

It was a traffic officer look-
ing for illegally parked cars
who gave the combined forces
of the FBI. city police and the
Port Authority police their big-
gest break in the case

The van was towed to Kenne;
dy Airport in the custody of
Port Authority police, who have
jurisdiction over all crimes
committed at the airport

The FBI confirmed Wednes-
day what had been in the van
when it left the Lufthansa
hangar after the hour-long rif-
ling of a “‘high-value" coRrcrete
vault room: more than $5 mil-
lion cash in US. currency, an
undetermined amount of for-
eign currency and an unknown
amount of precious stones and
other jewelry

An airline spokesman had
said earlier that the jewelry
shipments had a declared value
of more than $850.000

Entry.

Discovery of the van came
after authorities made public
two composite drawings based
on descriptions of two of the
masked robbers. The com-
posites showed one suspect to
be about 27 with dark hair and
a drooping mustache, the other
appeared to be about 30, clean-
shaven with gray hair. All of
the robbers were described as
white males with Brooklyn ac-
cents

The gunmen reportedly un-
masked at some point during
the robbery long enough for
Lufthansa guard Kerry Whalen
to remember their faces. Wha-
len is believed to have seen the
robbers during an interval
when they believed he was un-
conscious from a blow to the
head."

Although authorities refused
to officially confirm that any of
the employees had seen the
robbers, a Port Authority police
source who asked not to be
identified said. “You wouldn't
expect us to have composites if
somebody didn't see their
faces, would you?"

Whalen and at least nine oth-
er Lufthansa employees, who
were handcuffed and locked in
a cafeteria during the robbery,
were under heavy police pro-
tection

The Lufthansa heist sur-
passes the Guinness Book of
World Records mark for rob-
beries set in 1971 when New
York's Pierre Hotel was the
site of a stickup unofficially put
at about $5 million.

In an alleged robbery earlier
this year that involved neither

cash nor arms, more than $10
million was transferred from
the Security Pacific Nation
Bank in Los Angeles to a pri-
vate account by a computer
manipulation.

The famed Brinks robbery of
1950 netted the thieves $1.2 mil-
lion in cash and a like amount
in negotiable securities.
