Personal debts big
but still manageable

The American consumer is headed for the Trillion Dollar Debt Club —
and some observers don’t think that’s very healthy.

At the end of last year, consumers’ installment credit (used to finance
autos, appliances, etc.) and mortgage debt combined hit $927 billion, up
15 percent on the year.

It will probably hit$1 trillion this year — particularly since the growth
in installment credit has many economists worried.

In March, consumer installment credit expanded by $4.07 billion —
the largest gain in history. In April, it shot up $3.72 billion, in May, $3.86
billion — the second largest gain.

At the end of May, total consumer installment credit came to $227.56
billion, up 18 percent from a year earlier. Over that period, consumers’
personal income had gone only up 12 percent.

Extensions of installment credit as a percentage of people’s disposa-
ble personal income (purchasing power, or after-tax income) are run-
ning at 17.8 percent — a level exceeded only once in history (in the first
quarter of 1973, just prior to the onset of the last recession.)

Similarly, people’s combined home mortgage and installment debt as
a percentage of their net worth (assets minus liabilities) has risen to an
all-time high of 50 percent.

However, some statistics are not particularly worrisome. For in-
stance, mortgage and installment credit as a percentage of disposable
income is high, but not much higher than it was in the middle 1960s. And
repayments of installment credit as a percentage of disposable income
has been running level for many years

In the light of such statistics, economists are agking these two ques-
tions:

1. Is consumer debt so high today that before long, people will start
pulling in the horns, perhaps sending the economy into a recession?

2. Or, have we simply moved into a new era in which consumers will
regularly carry a higher level of debt than they once did?

Surprisingly, the answer to both questions can be ““Yes.”

It's quite likely that consumers are now a little uncomfortable with
their debtload, and will retrench, but on e other hand, they won’t go back
to the old levels of the 1950s — and could quickly return to today’s levels
after the next economic downturn

An explanation for the consumer’s historically high debt level may lie
in demographics:

1. There are relatively more families in which both husband and wife
work ;

2. There are relatively more childless families;

3. The percentage of young adults in the population is growing
rapidly; in fact, the 25-34 age group (the postwar baby boom children
grown up) has grown by a whopping 4.2 percent a year since 1972, and
will continue to soar. Young people of this generation may be more
willing to incur heavy debt loads that were their parents.

Said S. Lees Booth, economist for the National Consumer Finance
Association in Washington, D.C., **The ratio of installment credit (ex-
tensions) to disposable income could go from above 17 today or 14 or 15
on the short run, but it won't go back to the old levels of World War II.

““The recessions which have occurred since World War II have not
been severe enough to make people fear they could never pay off their
debts

““Also, many more items — such as the TV set — are high-ticket items
which have to be financed on credit.”

Booth thinks an economic slowdown is on the horizon: “
carefully the first quarter of 1979, he said.

However, once the economy has recovered, consumer credit ratios
will probably work their way back to current levels again — but they’re
not likely to go up to new, higher plateaus, he said.

powered by religious fanaticism suggests it

The Shia sect of Islam. to which 90
percent of Iran’s 35 million people belong,
differs from the Sunni sect. adhered to by
the vast majority of Moslems in the Arab
world because it does not separate religion
and politics. The_ Shias follow their
religious leaders who are implacable in
opposing the shah

Informed observers predict the religious
leaders will dominate any Iranian
government that succeeds the shah in the
short run. but in the long run. Communists
may seize control. Iraniam Communists,
aided by Soviet arms and agents, skillfully
have exploited religious discontent and will
continue to do so

Perhaps the most effective step
Washington could take now would be to
persuade Shia leaders of the extent of
Communist involvement in their protests
and of the perils they thus invite

KUALA TRENGGANU, Malaysia — the
warning flags have been flying for months,
long enough for even the lumbering sea
turtles which lay their eggs near here to
prepare for the storm. Yet the cascading
waves of Vietnam refugees which now roll
into these shores have caught the world
unprepared.

Headlines tell the shocking and shameful
story. Boats pushed away Capsnzmgs
Many lost at sea. Thousands dead. From *
my vantage point here at the scene the
spectacle is both awesome and frightening.

1 am awestruck by the sheer numbers and
raw coyrage of the refugees and I am
appalled and scared by the world's
manifest indifference to their plight.
Civilized savagery is more frightening than
the primeval kind, to my mind, for it
cannot plead ignorance.

It is not hard for me to sympathize with
the Malaysian government. Until 1978 the
nation was dealing with a manageable few
thousand refugees. Now there are more
than 50,000, with over half of them coming
in the past two months.

The burden has become intolerable. Both
Malaysia and Thailand have said,

Something better than boom or bust

There is enough recession talk among
economists to cause one

There is no need for one, but since the
economic barometer is influenced largely
by psychological factors it is possible that
our “‘pace of progress' this year will be
slowed to what statisticians can call a
“‘recession.”

That's not all bad

Certainly ‘“‘recession"
either boom or bust !

The Wall Street Journal has made the
rounds of corporate executives and most of
them are most fearful of a continuing high
rate of economic expansion. -

It sounds incongruous until you recognize
that the one factor which could unravel the
entire fabric of our complex United States
economy is “'inflation.”

Should Americans continue demanding
more and spending more without
producing more — our worth less dollars
could become worthless

The basic inflation rate in our nation was
six percent two years ago. It's running

is preferable to

eight to nine percent now.

It does not take more than 10 fingers to
compute how close we are to a waste -
paper currency if this trend continues.

That is why most American business
leaders would prefer a growth rate of two
percent next year — rather than the
predicted rate of 3.75 percent.

Should the growth rate actually decline
for as long as two consecutive quarters,
technically that would constitute a
“‘recession."”

And even that would be preferable to a
continuing boom that would kick the
inflationrate above 10 percent.

This is not to say that a recession next
year would cure inflation; it would not.

Any real cure is going to require a
drastically reduced federal government
budget over a period of years.

Bui a downturn in 1979 would
temporarily remove some of the upward
cost - price pressure, moderating this
inflation rate.

Cambodia again

The more things change , as the
French and others might be inclined to
comment on several aspects of the
Cambodian situation

Nine years ago Sihanouk was similarly
protesting the loss of his country and off to
exile’in Peking. Only that time the takeover
was by American - backed Cambodian
rightists

The complex course of events in
Cambodia may not be coming exactly full
turn. But, as the Sihanouk story is a current
if minor example, it does have a way of
doubling back on itself. And Cambodia,
unfortunately for that very gentle land, has
a way of being in the way when it happens.

During the early phases of the three -
decade Indochinese war, Cambodia
appeared to be lucking out. It was not in
immediate contention itself and managed
to remain on the fringes of fighting, thanks
in very great part to the fast diplomatic
footwork of Sihanocuk. Powerless to keep
the Vietnamese communists out, he
countenanced their utilization of neutral
Cambodian territory. But at the same time
this prince of the royal house who had run
Cambodia under one title or another since
1941 cultivated his own close relations with
the backers of the Viet Minh - Cong — the
Soviet Union and People's China
Particularly the latter -

It was an interesting if frequently
confusing act, but the curtain came down
at the end of the '60s. US. and South
Vietnamese forces yielded to the
temptation to strike heavily at communist
forces holed up just inside the Cambodian
Bordes. Alr attacks, at first secret, began in
1969, and-in 1§70 came invasion — a move
which the US. public was informed had
cleaned out the “sanctuaries,” bringing
light to the end of yet another Indochinese
tunnel.

The real consequence was that not only
had the Vietnamese struggle been exported
to Cambodia, but the country had acquired
its very own civil war between the military
regime that had overthrown Sihanouk and
the local Khmer Rouge communists. When
the énd came, Cambodia went under along
with Vietham and Laos. And with,
according to reports out of self - isolated
country in the past several years, the most
horrendous consequences of all for the
civilian population.

So_here we are again — “we" in the
abstract sense for Americans and everyone
else except the unfortunate Cambodians.
There is no point at this late point in
speculating on what might have been had
Cambodia been allowed to remain on the
fringes. an option which in hindsight it

- -appears clear couldhave had no significant

effect on the Vietnamese outcome. And it
is, of course, a different time and a
different administration in Washington
determining the policy and making the
statements.

_But it is anather interesting aspect oi the
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about the dan!e’rs of expmdncv the
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speed with which the Western nations are
resettling the refugees gives them
justifiable reason to question our
commitment.

But my heart, chilled by that episode,
was greatly warmed today. A fragile boat,
battered for more than 24 hours by 10-to 12-
foot waves while it was anchored about 2000
yards offshore, finally was washed toward
the beach. It, too. capsized. but'all 153
victims were saved. A local man told me
that he and two friends nearly drowned in
the turbulent sea trying to take a line to the
boat. He said, "'I kept remembering what
Christ said, ‘Greater love hath no man than
this, that a man lay down his life for his
friends."

Such selflessness greatly moved me.

Earlier I had met another gentle and
compassionate man. He was a police
superintendent who personally escorted us
to some new refugee arrivals, permitted us
to buy them food and other basic items,
then delivered the $250 worth of supplies in
his own shiny Mercedes.

In the camps life is tougher. They are
not, after all, tourist resorts. Most of them
are on offshore barren islands. Adequate
facilities are non - existant on these
stretches of coral. The most notorious is
Pulau Bidong, about 25 miles from here.
Uninhabited until a few months ago, it now
has a refugee population of 25,000. The food
supply is tenuous because of stormy seas.
There is no water except that which falls
with the daily monsoon rains. Sanitation is
a major problem.

Mothers with babies sleep on the beach
with no blanket and nothing but a thin sheet
of plastic to protect them from the cold
rains.

It is a disaster waiting to happen.

There is plenty of blame to go around for
this international scandal and Malaysia is
not the chief culprit. That opprobrium goes
to Vietnam itself. Any government which is
S0 repressive that it drives thousands of its
citizens to escape at an exorbitantly high
risk of perishing in the attempt can make
no pretense at being either democratic or
free. ;

The Western nations with their dilly -
dallying resettlement policies certainly
must shoulder some major responsibility.

Nor can the international political and
bureaucratic systems go blameless. I have
searched through their mazes for a full
year, looking for some compassion that
would put the plight of these desperate
people above politics. It is, I found, a rare
and precious commodity. A few expressed
sympathy. others were merely insensitive,
some bordered on barbarism. And I cannot
avoid the conclusion that the whole cynical
attitude is laced through with more than a
little racism for I cannot imagine
white-skinned Caucasians or Jews from
Russia being treated with the same
indifference and disdain.

Yesterday I saw the world in microcosm.
A small boat with about ten refugees
anchored about 200 yards from the main
harbor here. A man jumped into the sea

‘and waded ashore. Waiting for him was a

local vigilante who slapped him and
pointed toward the boat. The Vietnamese
fell, picked himself up and waded back to
the boat.

I was filled with a terrible sadness. After
20 centuries, there is still no room in the
inn.

After a red carpet sendoff in
Dallas in which a hardy band of
some 300 fans braved a biting
cold wind, the Cowboys arrived
in 66-degree weather and were
greeted by the Cooper City, Fla.,
cowboy band.

Each player received a sack
of citrus fruit

Linebacker Thomas Hender-
son; the Cowboys' controversial
ambassador of the pop-off, was
asked if he thought the Ameri-
can Football Conference Steel-
ers had any class

“They have class. but they
don’t have the depth.“,' said
Henderson, resplendent in Cow-
boy hat and boots

Henderson stopped at the top

of the steps to announce, **Hol-
lywood is here'"

Henderson fueled controversy
two weeks ago when he said
the Los Angeles Rams didn't
have the class to go to the Su-
per Bowl. The Cowboys whip-
ped the Rams 2840 in the Na-
tional Football Conference title
game punctuated by Hender-
son’s 68-yard touchdown return
of an interception.

The Cowboy charter flight
was more somber than the one
a year ago to New Orleans for
a game the Dallas players felt
they were certain to win
(against Denver). There was a
lot of talk about Pittsburgh's
ability to intimidate its oppo-
nents.

Dallas linebacker D.D. Lewis
said, “‘Pittsburgh doesn't have
a weakness. They are tough —
the best I've seen this year
But we beat them in the pre-
season and ‘we know they are
beatable.™

“We know they'll try to come
out and try to intimidate us,
but they won't be playing the
young Cowboy team they faced
in_the 1975 Super Bowl. Those
players (Dallas team) have
much more experience now."

Clements

AUSTIN. Texas (AP) — Bill
Clements has been blunt and
tough-talking all his life and
shows no signs of changing as
Texas’ first elected Republican
governor in 105 years.

“This is where the whole
process comes together,” the
61-year-old multimillionaire told
The Associated Press in a re-
cent interview. ‘T represent all
of the people of the state...l
intend for us to have a
legislative program that is
responsive to this state."

William Perry Clements Jr
was born and raised in Dallas,
attending Highland Park High
School where he was an All-
State football lineman

But he turned down-athletic
scholarships to work in South
Texas oil fields when his fa-
ther, a real estate man and
farmer, found the Depression
tough going

After eight years as an oil
roughneck and driller, he grad-
uated from Southern Methodist
University in 1939.

In 1947, he and I.P. Larue
launched SEDCO Inc. with bor-
rowed funds and two old drill-
ing rigs. He bought out Larue
in 1955 for $1.2 million.

SEDCO now operates in 22
countries, has 11,000 employes
and $750 million in assets. One
of its subsidiaries is SEDIRAN
Drilling Co. of Iran, with half
of the stock owned by SEDCO

He became a director of First
Intérnational Bancshares, Dal-
las, and Electronic Data Sys-
tems Corp.

After heading Richard Nix-
on's 1972 campaign, Clements
was named U.S. deputy secre-
tary of defense in January 1973.
He served that post until
January 1977.

Clements says his idea of
running for Texas governor
started just a few weeks before
he announced last Spring. He
and his wife, Rita, 47, an at-
tractive brunette and former
national Republican com-
mitteewoman, decided to make
the race.

DEAR DR. LAMB — I
must comment on your co-
lumn about foot odors.

Plain
cornstarch sprinkled lightly
in the shoes helps also.

And, as you
said, open sandals for off-
duty hours are great. I also
sponge the insides of my
shoes periodically with a
mild solution of water and
laundry bleach and I haven’t
had a complaint in years.

DEAR READER — Thank
you for your comments. I've
received a lot of letters from
people who have had foot
odor problems.

As
I stressed in my earlier
column, frequent washing of
the feet is important. Chang-
ing shoes so that you have a
different pair of shoes each
day while another pair is
airing out is also important.

I agree that you should use
cotton or wool socks and
change them as often as
twice a day if need be. These
are much better than any of
the synthetic socks which
tend to trap moisture and
enhance odors. The same
can be said in regard to
leather shoes as opposed to
plastic shoes.

DEAR DR. LAMB — I see
mangoes for sale and want
to put up a sign, ‘“‘Mangoes
May Be Dangerous To Your
Health.”” My husband had
never had a bad reaction to
any food in 48 years. Then
when we were in Honolulu,
he had a fruit salad that
contained mangoes. He was
rushed to the hospital and
was given adrenaline be-
cause he had trouble in
breathing. He was the oniy
one of 70 guests who had
trouble although they all ate
the same food so it wasn’t
the quality of the food.

At first the doctor thought
it was a fish allergy but that
didn’t prove to be the case.
Then I read an article in a
magazine where a man said
he broke out in hives within
minutes of eating his first
mango and nearly passed
out and had to be hospital-
ized and given cortisone and
adrenaline.

Apparently, mangoes
seem to have this effect in
less than 3 percent of the
population. I wish you would
tell those 3 percent what
might happen if they eat
mangoes. I realize that writ-
ing this, if you publish it,
might-fiot be good for the
manga market but it might
save a few lives in the
process.

DEAR READER -
You're describing a severe
food reaction and there are
an awfw. lot of commonly
used foods that will produce
reactions in susceptible peo-
ple. The reaction can be
very severe as your husband
experienced. There are peo-
ple who are allergic to
strawberries, tornatoes, var-
ious kinds of pickles and
peppers and the list goes on
to be as long as your arm.
That doesn’t mean that any
of these foods are bad.

— Arrange the food in the
