The City Council has called a 
public hearing for Tuesday (Sept. 13) 
to discuss street improvements in the 
southeast part of town. The meeting 
will be at 7 p.m. in'the City Council 
chambers at City Hall. A second 
public hearing will be scheduled at a 
later date.

Citizen input is required for the 
City to receive a grant for a street 
project in that area. A grant request of 
$300,000 m axim um  is being 
considered by the City. The funds, 
coming from the federal government, 
are adm inistered by the State 
Department of Commerce.

City administrator Robert Baker 
has been instructed to make a door-to- 
door survey to ascertain the number 
of low and moderate income families 
in the affected area.

Hospital board says 
tax increase necessary

City calls hearing 
to discuss project

Hospital board members laid it on 
the line last Thursday night: "The 
Haskell Memorial Hospital cannot 
operate without a substantial tax 
increase."

Seven taxpayers showed up at the 
public hearing on the proposed 42.16- 
percent tax increase (about 9 cents), 
but the board was firm in its 
contention that another $200,000 in 
tax revenue is necessary for the 
hospital to continue operation.

Main culprit in the hospital's 
fiscal dilemma is Medicare, the board 
maintains. With 64 percent of the 
institution's patient load comprised of 
Medicare patients, and with Medicare 
insurance sometimes paying only a 
fraction of the hospital charges, the 
board said it is imperative that tax 
revenue be used to take up the slack.

Board president Wayne Peiser read 
off a series of hospital charges and 
M edicare re im bursem en ts as 
illustrations, one of them being a 
$1,7(X) Medicare payment for hospital 
charges of $16,000.

And there is no way the hospital 
can collect the difference, the board 
said. The hospital cannot bill the 
patient for the difference or file claim 
with a co-insurer as it must accept the 
Medicare payment (and the patient's 
$540 deductible) as full payment for 
the hospital charges.

The proposed hospital budget for 
1988-89 calls for expenditures of 
$1,330,475. On the revenue side, the 
hospital projects income from patient 
service to bring in $686,475, leaving 
$644,000 to be raised through taxes if 
the budget is to be met.

Asked by Tommy Foster of Rule 
if there could be some way the 
hospital could get by on a 10-percent 
tax increase, the boitrd said it had cut 
everything out of the budget except 
the necessitie s , including 10 
employees, leaving the hospital with 
the bare minimum to meet Medicare 
certification requirements.

The board did say that the proposed 
budget allows for modest salary 
increases for hospital employees, 
most of whom have not had raises in 
four years.

Asked about the operation of the 
Hospital Clinic which opened last 
summer, the board said the clinic is 
not only paying its own way but is 
helping the hospital's income 
situation. Since its second month of 
operation. Dr. Bill M cSm ith's 
monthly income guarantee has been 
met without help from the hospital 
district. Bud Comedy, hospital

Society, one out of ten women in the 
United States will develop breast 
cancer sometime in her lifetime. It is 
currently estimated that over 37,000 
women die each year as the result of 
breast cancer.

Ninety percent of breast cancers 
are diagnosed by women or their 
physicians finding a lump in the 
breast. Women who are diagnosed 
with a lump large enough to feel have 
a 50 percent five year survival rate. A 
woman who is diagnosed as having 
breast cancer by mammography, 
before a lump can be felt, has a 97% 
five year survival rate and a 90% 10 
year survival rate.

The American Cancer Society 
has established guidelines for a 
mammography in asymptomatic 
women. (Women who have no 
symptoms of disease). Those 
guidelines have been adopted by 
the American Academy of Family 
Physicians, American College of 
Obstetricians and Gynecologists, 
and The American College of 
Radiology. Those guidelines are:

I. 35-40 years of age - One 
baseline mammogram.

II. 40-50 years of age - A 
mammogram ever^' 1-2 years 
depending on breast type and risk 
factor.

III. 50 years of age and over - 
An annual physical examination 
and annual mammogram.

IV. Asymptomatic women 
under 50 years of age with

significant high riskfactors should 
be examined at appropriate inter­
vals. These risk factors include 
previous breast cancer and family 
history of cancer.

V. A symptomatic woman 
should have a mammogram at 
any age when she experiences a 
mass, nipple discharge, skin 
changes or unexplained breast 
pain.

A screening mammogram is 
an x-ray of the breast using ex­
tremely low dosages of radiation 
(usually comparable to dental x- 
rays) and is designed to find very 
early cancers.

A female technologist who is 
highly trained in mammography 
will perform the examination.

The charge for the screening 
mammogram is $50.00. The Unit 
accepts cash, check, VISA, Mas­
terCard and American Express.

Editor: I feel compelled once again 
to pass along information that is of 
utmost importance to the Haskell 
Memorial Hospital District, yet little 
known generally. A recent tax  
increase has been announced by the 
hospital board in order to survive, not 
just remain status quo. Why?

In the past several years. Medicare 
(Federal Government) has become 
more devious and stingy in their 
efforts to eliminate rural health care 
and their providers. Cast any doubt 
aside that this is their long term goal. 
Rid yourself of any naivete' that the 
"government" cares for you in rural 
America and would not do this. No 
longer complacently assure yourself 
that you are important despite your 
rural location. You are in an extreme 
minority in rural A m erica and ‘ 
financially you are a governmental 
burden; therefore, on the top of the 
expendable list and your and my 
wants and needs are of ever decreasing 
importance. Believe this! Now we can 
examine our present state at Haskell 
M em orial H ospital D istric t--- 
increasing demands, decreasing pay.

Our hospital does not deal with 
requests from the Federal Government 
(Medicare). We are commanded and 
demanded. We have no input into 
what is demanded of us. We comply, 
or we are not. M edicare is "all 
powerful" and I can only compare 
them to the Internal Revenue Service 
to give you an idea of the degree of 
power and un-touchability they have 
attained. Our "demands" are changed 
frequently and at their whim. 
"Demands" can be made to cover 
months and even years before they 
even were in existence and the 
hospital is held responsible for 
services provided when the "demands" 
did not even exist. If we did not meet 
these demands, then we are penalized. 
This is usually financially. Money 
that was paid and accounted for 
months and years before has been 
demanded within 10 days by Health 
Care F inancing A dm inistration 
(Medicare). If not paid within this 
time frame, interest is charged and 
p e n a ltie s  are ap p lied . No 
consideration whatsoever is given to 
any hardship this may cause our 
hospital and no leeway is available. It 
is "demanded". At the same time 
money owed us can sit for weeks and 
months and we can only sit quietly 
like a dog and beg. No interest is 
paid, of course.

A ll M edicare hospitals (all 
hospitals) are paid now by DRGs 
(Diagnosis Relation Groups). If you 
have a heart attack. Medicare will pay 
$2,500, examples, not exact figures, 
and they pay no more, no less. That 
is, of course, unless you have your 
heart attack in Dallas. The city 
hospital is paid $6,500 for this 
illness. The same is true of every 
other illness. Rural health care 
facilities and providers (including 
doctors) are paid significantly less for 
their efforts and care.

As I pointed out in a previous 
letter, my clinic supplies increased 
$26,000 in one year. Medications 
often cost more in rural health care 
facilities because we can't afford to 
buy the bulk quantities and get cost 
breaks tht city hospitals can. It has 
alw ays been an in te re stin g  
phenomenon to me that to get 
cheaper prices, Wal Mart, K-Mart etc. 
buy in bulk quantities and get cost 
breaks. In medicine this is somehow 
supposed to work the opposite. The 
government (Medicare) obviously 
believes if you want cheaper care, you 
should go to rural health care 
facilities because that is how they 
pay. On the other hand, they have 
consistantly made decisions that are 
generally choking our rural health 
care facilities to death. This makes 
usual bureaucratic sense, doesn't it?

A recent case in Haskell Memorial 
Hospital had an extremely ill elderly 
lady who required an extensive stay in 
our hospital. Had she been sent home 
or to a facility that could not care for 
her, the provider (doctor) would be 
quickly taken to task and possibly 
rem oved from  the M edicare 
(government) program. At least, he 
would have had lawyer's expenses and 
untold aggravation and loss of time 
dealing with the Texas Medical 
Foundation.

This group is Medicare's watchdog 
to be sure doctors meet "demands" 
placed on them. As a result of this 
hospitalization, a bill of $17,000 was 
accumulated. Of this. Medicare paid 
Haskell Memorial Hospital $1,700 
total! That is $15,300 that you and I 
eat. Another recent case was $7,500 
for an elderly patient for which we 
were paid nothing. It was decided by 
Medicare that she did not need to be

in the hospital at all. We will all eat 
that one together, too. These are real 
figures. I could easily provide you 
with 20 or 30 more if you would 
like, but I think you can see a pattern 
developing.

A recent patient of mine had been 
hospitalized for several days and his 
problem was brought under control. 
He was informed that he no longer 
required hospital care and could go 
home. His family asked if he could 
stay in our hospital a few days more 
w h ile  th ey  m ade sp ec ia l 
arrangements. I informed them that it 
was fine with me, but Medicare 
would refuse to pay once the patient 
was well enough to go home, and 
they would be responsible for the 
extra days. This was agreeable with 
the family and I thought it was 
settled. I was shortly informed that 
Medicare has a new "demand". If the 
patient wants to stay after I feel that 
he can be dismissed, he has three days 
of "free" care. Medicare refuses to 
pay; the hospital is not allowed to 
bill the patient; and private insurance 
does not pay if Medicare doesn’t. You 
and I eat another one.

If you are beginning to get the idea 
that the cards are stacked against the 
hospital, good for you. Your naivete' 
is thinning with enlightenment.

If you th ink this can be 
demoralizing and disheartening to a 
staff who are already doing overtime 
and often several jobs to keep a rural 
health care facility open, you are 
correct.

If you think the situation looks 
extremely dark and forbidding unless a 
change comes soon in how Medicare 
(your government) deals with us, you 
are beginning to see through the eyes 
of those of us directly involved with 
dealing with Medicare.

If you have any ideas on how to 
keep a hospital open that has 60-70 
percent of its admissions comprised 
of Medicare patients, (the majority of 
you reading this), we would love to 
hear them.

At present, our hospital staff is 
already stretched as thin as possible 
and still give quality care. There have 
been no pay raises in four years and 
no bonuses for over two years. 
Employees have already been lost to 
higher paying facilities. It would 
appear to me a tax increase is not 
only inevitable, but is a dire necessity 
if our rural health care facility is to 
survive.

Every year, there are about half as 
many divorces as marriages in Texas, 
according to the Texas Department of 
Health’s Bureau of Vital Statistics.

And L eland C a r m i c h a e l ,  
statistician for the bureau, said the 
ratio of divorces to marriages has 
been nearly constant for several years.

In 1987, 188,315 marriages were 
performed and 95,098 marriages were 
dissolved in Texas, according to 
Carmichael. The previous year, there 
were 194,777 marriages and 98,405 
divorces in the state.

The most numerous age group of 
people getting married was 20-24 for 
both males and females (54,414 men 
and 55,926 women). Divorces were 
more common in the 25- through 29- 
year-old group, where 20,413 men 
and 21,793 women were divorced in 
1987.

The largest number of divorces 
occurred during the first five years of 
marriage (38,578). Some marriages 
were particularly short-lived since 
5,703 divorces ended marriages of less 
than one year.

In the very young age group, 33 
males and 713 females ages 15 or 
younger were married. But divorces 
for them were not common in 1987. 
No males and only seven females, age 
15 or younger were divorced last year.

W hile 3,419 men and 1 ,8 3 0  
women age 65 or older were married, 
1,588 men and 869 women in the age 
group were divorced.

Nearly half (49.4 percent), o r  
46,993 of the 1987 divorces involved 
no children. And 24.4 percent 
(23,182) involved jfs t one child. The 
total number of children involved in 
divorces last year was 83,569.

As would be expected, the largest 
counties recorded some of the largest 
numbers of marriages and divorces., 
with Harris County leading in both 
categories.

THE "KIDDIE TAX"
(How to Reduce or Avoid It)

TheTaxReform Actof 1986has made it harder for parents to shift income- 
producing assets to their children in order to take advantage of the child's 
lower tax rate.

In its simplest form, the "Kiddie Tax" taxes the net unearned income (e.g. 
interest, dividends, rents) of children under 14 at their parents' tax rate. It 
reduces the child's standard deduction to the greater of $500 or earned income 
(up to $3,000). The "Kiddie Tax" doesn't take effect until the child's unearned 
income passes $1,000.

Some suggestions to help you reduce the impact of the kiddie tax:
1. Purchase tax-free instruments like municipal bonds for children.
2. Give children assets with inherent tax-deferral features such as Series 

EE bonds or annuities.
3. Give children low-income, high-growth stocks and bonds or real 

estate parcels with appreciation potential that can be sold after the child turns 
14.

Parents who own a business have additional options:
1. Hire the children as employees in the firm to shift family income to 

the child's lower tax rate as earned income.
2. Give the child money to purchase business equipment. The child can 

lease the equipment to the family firm, offsetting the rental income against 
depreciation while the parent takes lease deductions. The equipment can be 
sold after the child turns 14.

Business owners need to keep in mind that these transactions must have a 
legitimate business purpose and be arms-length transactions in order to be 
audit-proof.

There are still important reasons to shift assets to children, such as estate 
planning and college savings. The "kiddie tax" may be of less significance in 
these situations.

for rat0 increase new season Sunday by lodge
West Texas Utilities Co. has asked 

for permission to increase fuel factors 
effective on January bills.

In the request filed Sept. 1 with 
the Public Utility Commission, the 
company stated that the primary 
reason for the increase is the 
expiration of a 20-year gas supply 
contract at the Rio Pecos Power 
Station.

"This contract was essentially a 
fixed price contract which let us buy 
fuel at pre-1973 oil embargo prices," 
said WTU local manager Mike 
Martindale. "Compared to the average 
cost of fuel during the last 20 years, 
this 22 cents per million BTU gas 
will have saved our customers almost 
$350 million by the time the contract 
expires in late December. That 
includes the period in the early 1980s 
when average fuel prices had reached 
$4 per million BTUs before declining 
to $1.95 in 1987."

M artindale said WTU will 
continue to operate its system in a 
way that will minimize fuel cost and 
is presently studying gas supply

proposals. However, WTU expects to 
pay 8 to 10 times more for 
replacement gas than the cost in the 
expiring contract.

The local manager emphasized that 
this change is tied primarily to 
expiration of one contract. Since 
1985, WTU has lowered the factor 
five times, and had six refunds 
totaling almost $50 million as a 
result of other contract changes, 
Martindale said.

WTU filed the request four months 
before the effective date of the factors 
to allow the commission time to 
review the request and process it 
through necessary channels.

Under the request, a typical 
residential custom er using 635 
kilowatt-hours a month would see an 
increase of $2.97, or 5.7 percent per 
month on the electric bill.

Fuel factors cover the cost of 
boiler fuel used to make electricity. 
All other costs essentially are covered 
in base rates and can only be changed 
through a lengthy rate case 
proceeding.

WTU's last rate increase went into 
effect in January of this year. WTU 
officials said they do not anticipate 
the need for a rate increase in the 
foreseeable future although there 
could be some changes in the fuel 
factor as prices change.

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Indians drop opener
Munday prevails with 12-7 victory

The Munday Moguls scored on 
their first possession and then repelled 
three consecutive Indian attacks in the 
first half to pave the way for a 12-7 
victory over Haskell in the season 
opener here Friday night.

Except for a 70-yard scoring bomb 
from Chan Guess to Alberto Alvarez 
in the third period, the Indians 
couldn't get the scoring door open, 
despite repeated knocks.

Munday marched 68 yards in 11 
plays following the opening kickoff 
to go ahead 6-0 at the 5:53 mark of 
the first period. Terry Collier got the 
touchdown from 3 yards out, but the 
Indians’ R obert Swann blocked 
Lowell Hutchens' extra point attempt 
after the Moguls had been penalized 
on the first try. Big gainer in the 
touchdown drive was a 41-yard pass 
from Marc Andrade to Michael 
W aggoner, one o f only two 
completions the Moguls had for the 
evening.

The Indians stormed back. With 
Derrick Billington clicking off runs 
of 14 and 15 yards, the Indians moved 
from their own 40 to the Mogul 18. 
After a penalty moved the ball back 
to the 23, M unday's D onald 
Edrington intercepted a Guess pass at 
the 12.

Three Mogul running plays netted 
only 9 yards before Andrade punted 25 
yards to the Munday 47. With Guess' 
8-yard scamper being the top gainer, 
the Indians moved to the 23. After 
being penalized back to the 28, Guess 
threw another interception, this one 
by Andrade on the 12.

Picking up one first down in the 
process, the Moguls moved to the 28 
from where Andrade punted to Guess 
on the Haskell 45. Guess returned the 
punt 29 yards to the Munday 26.

Billington picked up nearly 10 yards 
and then got 11 on the next play to 
give the Indians a first down at the 5. 
But four stabs from there netted only 
4 yards and the Indians surrendered the 
ball on downs at the 1.

Munday netted just 3 yards in three 
plays so the Moguls punted on fourth 
down. Billington hauled in Andrade's 
punt at the Mogul 31 and ran it back 
for a touchdown, but the play was 
nullified by a roughing-the-kicker 
penalty which gave the Moguls a first 
down at the 19. Two running plays 
by Munday ran out the first half with 
the score remaining 6-0.

After a exchange of possessions to 
open the third quarter, the two teams 
erupted for a pair of long-range 
touchdowns within a span of 11 
seconds. Munday struck first when 
Andrade, on an option, cut up field 
when he saw the Indian defenders 
going after the pitchman and scooted 
45 yards for a touchdown which put 
his team ahead 12-0.

Billington returned the ensuing 
kickoff from his 19 to the 30. Then 
Guess uncorked his beauty to Alvarez 
who had slipped behind the defender.

He hauled in the pass on about the 
Munday 45 on a dead run and easily 
ran it on in for the score. Guess split 
the uprights to narrow the Munday 
margin to 12-7.

After that dramatic exchange, the 
two teams settled down in a defensive 
struggle with neither team mounting 
a serious threat. Munday did recover a 
fumble at the Indian 20 in the fourth 
period, but after penalties of 10 and 5 
yards the Moguls wound up with a 
fourth down on the 29, from where 
they tried a field goal. Hutchens, who 
was to be the kicker, picked the ball 
up off the ground after the snap was 
mishandled and was swarmed by 
Indian tacklers at the 37.

The Indians moved out to midfield 
on Billington's 13-yard scamper, but 
Haskell could go no farther so Guess 
lifted a 41-yard punt which Andrade 
returned from the 9 to the 32. Bo 
Watson then fell on Andrade's fumble 
at the 36 and the Indians had another 
chance. Guess picked up 3 to the 33 
and then threw incom plete. A 
fumbled pitchout lost 7 yards on third 
down. On fourth down. Guess passed 
7 yards to Billington, but the Indians
