Haskell man crafts 
rod for rehab sale

W hen the W est Texas 
Rehabilitation Center has its annual 
auction Jan. 7, one of the items 
going on sale will be a beautiful, 
handmade fishing rod, compliments 
of a Haskell craftsman.

It will be the third straight year 
that Jim Haynes has contributed one 
of his masterpieces to help support a 
cause dear to his heart.

He estimates the value of the rod 
at $200, considerably more than rods 
he has donated in the past. He put a 
lot of extra work into this one, 
decorating it with yellow, green and 
red threads so it would be something 
unusual and command a better price 
in the bidding.

Haynes, a retired c a rp en te r.

operates Haynes Custom Rods at his 
home at 407 NE 2nd Street. He began 
the business in 1975, doing repair 
work on fishing rods. He started 
making rods four years ago, primarily 
for family members and friends.

A veteran of World War II, Haynes 
served with the 8th Air Force in 
England. He came to Haskell in 1959 
and went into semi-retirement in 
1961 for health reasons.

He said he would like to make a 
bamboo fly rod for the Rehab Center. 
"But I just can't do it," he said. "The 
materials cost $600."

Meanwhile, he's kicking around 
ideas on the kind of rod he'll give to 
the Rehab Center next year.

Indians capture 
Wylie tournament

The Haskell Indians claimed the 
championship of the Wylie Catclaw 
Classic last week by blasting 
Hawley, 62-48, in Saturday night's 
finals for their third straight 
tournament victory.

The Haskell Maidens advanced to 
the finals of the tournament, but were 
turned back, 54-48, by 4A 
Sweetwater in the championship 
game.

In earlier tournament rounds, the 
Indians had beaten Ballinger, 59-54, 
Thursday and measured San Angelo 
Lake View, 90-60, Friday. T he 
Maidens defeated Ballinger, 68-34, 
Thursday and Abilene Cooper, 53-50, 
in Friday’s semifinals.

In handing Hawley its first defeat 
of the season, the Indians jumped to a 
quick 10-2 lead, but the Bearcats came 
back to take a 31-30 lead in the third 
period before an Indian spurt put the 
game away.

Chan Guess, who hit five three- 
pointers and was named to the all­
tournament team, paced the Indian 
attack with 19 points. Dusty Meeks,

selected as the tournament's most 
valuable player, scored 15 points as 
did Brad Bevel.

Meeks scored 31 points in 
Thursday's victory over Ballinger as 
the Indians came from behind in the 
fourth quarter to hang a defeat on the 
pesky Bulldogs.

In Friday's semifinal match against 
4A Lake View, the 2A Indians trailed 
39-37 at halftime, but won going 
away with a 29-point outburst in the 
third quarter, followed by a 24-point 
fourth period. Meeks got 23 points in 
this one and Bevel added 20. Guess 
with 14, and James Rike and Paul 
Harvey with 11 each also were in the 
double figures.

In the girls' championship game 
Saturday night, the Maidens battled 
Sweetwater to a 16-16 first-period 
standoff, but dropped behind 26-22 by 
halftime. Sweetwater padded its 
cushion to 37-31 at the three-quarter 
mark and then the team's each scored 
17 points in the final frame. Joy

"contemporary woman." She has 
modeled in New York but prefers 
Abilene and Dallas since she doesn't 
have to travel far. The headings on 
the cover of a leading fashion 
magazine listed her as "farmer, Texan, 
grandmother," certainly not the usual 
titles applied to models.

 ̂ The mini-skirmish over new 
taxes arose after the Legislative 
Budget Board revealed that its 
proposed spending plan exceeded 
the revenues that Comptroller Bob 
Bullock said were available.
? No big deal, said LBB chairman 
|Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby. It happens 
:cvery year and we’ll look at 
'trimming $2 billion off the 
proposed spending.

The panel of lawmakers drafts 
The budget each interim and is 

ikely to build “fat” to cushion 
state agency interests against the 
legislative meat cleavers.

In essence, the lawmakers must 
trim $2 billion or raise taxes, 
and that, after all, is the central 
issue of the coming session. Gov. 
Clements jeered at the spending 
plan and said he will veto any 
new tax hike approved in the next 
session.

Out in Capitol halls, some tax 
advocates scoffed at his threat, 
reminding that th ^  made him eat 
similar words the session after he 
was re-elected.

But wise heads are convinced 
Clements will veto a tax bill this 
dme, because:

•  Texas is past the economic 
crunch which enabled Democratic 
senators to force his feet to the fire 
and sign; and

•  The governor would jump 
at the chance to veto a tax bill 
and even the score for the earlier 
coercion.

Tax Illegal Drugs
Never say never? One new 

tax bill which Clements might 
willingly sign is one provocatively 
called the “A1 Capone Thx” by its 
author, state Rep. Billy Clemons, 
D-POllok.

The bill requires a tax stamp 
from the comptroller’s office on 
controlled substances and mari­
juana, said Clemons, who built in 
a tax rate of $200 per gram of co­
caine and $3.50 per gram of mar­
ijuana.

Thus, when drug dealers are 
arrested and their cache of illegal

drugs is found with no tax stamps, 
they face the additional charge of 
felony tax evasion.

Clemons said A1 Capone was 
never busted for bootleging, but 
was nabbed on tax evasion. He 
said Minnesota has had such a law 
in place for two years.

The bill failed last session 
through a misunderstanding that 
it would legalize drugs, Clemons 
said, which is absolutely not the 
intent.

Instead, it aims to help law 
enforcement officers in the war 
on drugs. Clemons is expected to 
have die support of several anti­
drug groups.

Bingo Probe
Amid charges some of his staff 

grant special favors to bingo op­
erators, possibly in exchange for 
kickbacks. Comptroller Bob Bul­
lock launched his own investiga­
tion of his bingo division.

Although the investigation has 
produced no evidence to substanti­
ate the charges, polygraph exams 
are being offered to d l 25 employ­
ees of the bingo division.

Bullock also sought to close 
three bingo halls in the Houston 
area for violating state bingo 
laws, and recommended that bingo 
licenses be pulled for 21 charitable 
groups.

Legal bingo games have gen­
erated nearly $1.4 billion since 
1981, including about $7 million 
in state taxes and $25 million in 
local taxes.

Richards Hits Million
State Treasurer Ann Richards 

reported she had passed the $1  ̂
million mark in contributions for  ̂
her expected governor’s race in 
1990.

Her likely opponent. Attorney 
General Jim Mattox, responded ty  
saying he will probably have $3 
million raised in 1988.

Regents^ ApprovjB Merger
TTie University of Texas System 

regents voted as one to merge with 
Pan American University.

If the legislature approves it, the 
move could ward off a lawsuit ac­
cusing the state of funding dis­
crimination for higher education 
in Hispanic South Texas.

Sales
taxes
increase

Sales tax receipts in Haskell for 
1988 increased by 11.12 percent over 
1987, State Comptroller Bob Bullock 
announced this week.

The comptroller issued the City of 
Haskell a check for $8,884.34 as its 
share of state-collected taxes on sales 
made in October. It was the final 
check of the year, bringing the city's 
sales tax receipts for the past 12 
months to $161,632.18. Last year, 
the city received $145,454.23.

The December check compares to 
one for $7,870.43 for the same period 
last year.

TTie 11.12-percent increase for the 
year compares favorably with state 
collections which showed a 12.3- 
percent increase during 1988. Bullock 
predicts a steady increase of 7 to 8 
percent a year through 1991.

Harvesting of the 1988-89 cotton 
crop is very near complete in the 
Texas Rolling Plains. Ginning 
should be completed in the next week 
or so except in Howard and Martin 
counties.

Although not as good as last year, 
the 88 yield has been above average 
in most areas. According to area 
director, B. B. Manly Jr., samples 
from 318,000 bales had been classed 
at the USDA classing office in 
Abilene as of Dec. 8. Of that total, 
70 percent was white cotton with 47 
percent being grade 31 or better. Mike 
is averaging 40 for the season with 
length at 32, uniformity 79 and 
strength grams per tex 24. Bales 
reduced for bark was 15 percent.

Very little activity was noted in 
the market this week. Cottonseed 
prices to producers ranged from $95 
to $120 a ton.

According to the American Cancer 
Society, one out of ten women in the 
United States will develop breast 
cancer sometime in her lifetime. It is 
currently estimated that over 37,000 
women die each year as the result of 
breast cancer.

Ninety percent of breast cancers 
are diagnosed by women or their 
physicians finding a lump in the 
breast. Women who are diagnosed 
with a lump large enough to feel have 
a 50 percent five year survival rate. A 
woman who is diagnosed as having 
breast cancer by mammography, 
before a lump can be felt, has a 97% 
five year survival rate and a 90% 10 
year survival rate.

A mammogram can detect a can­
cer this small, ̂  even before it can 
be felt.

The American Cancer Society 
has established guidelines for a 
mammography in asymptomatic 
women. (Women who have no 
symptoms of disease). Those 
guidelines have been adopted by 
the American Academy of Family 
Physicians, American College of 
Obstetricians and Gynecologists, 
and The American College of 
Radiology. Those guidelines are:

I. 35-40 years of age - One 
baseline mammogram.

II. 40-50 years of age - A 
mammogram every 1-2 years 
depending on breast type and risk 
factor.

III. 50 years of age and over - 
An annual physical examination 
and annual mammogram.

IV. Asymptomatic women 
under 50 years of age with

significant high riskfactors should 
be examined at appropriate inter­
vals. These risk factors include 
previous breast cancer and family 
history of cancer.

V. A symptomatic woman 
should have a mammogram at 
any age when she experiences a 
mass, nipple discharge, skin 
changes or unexplained breast 
pain.

A screening mammogram is 
an x-ray of the breast using ex­
tremely low dosages of radiation 
(usually comparable to dental x- 
rays) and is designed to find very 
early cancers.

A female technologist who is 
highly trained in mammography 
will perform the examination.

The charge for the screening 
mammogram is $50.00. The Unit 
accepts cash, check, VISA, Mas­
terCard and American Express.

Loneliness and suicide

Loneliness is a situation that 
confronts teenagers, just as it does 
adults. Loneliness is not caused by 
being alone; it is the feeling of 
having no one or no place to turn for 
help.

To cope with loneliness, teenagers 
may try sex, drugs, alcohol or even 
run away. Gratifying impulses is the 
only way some youth can obliterate 
loneliness. The idea, "if it feels good, 
do it"," has become guideposts or

limits for behavior among teens.
WHATISSUICroE?

A suicide attempt is a "cry for 
help"—a desperate effort to end the 
pain of problems that have become 
overwhelming.

SOME POSSIBLE 
REASONS FOR SUICIDE

No one can say for sure why a 
particular young person chooses to 
die. The help lessness and 
hopelessness that often lead to suicide 
may result from a combination of 
factors.

Depression: It's common for 
young people to feel depressed

because youth is a time filled with so 
many changes and losses. Depression 
can make everything seem 
overwhelming, so that suicide appears 
to be the only solution.

Family problems: Divorce, marital 
instability and other problems within 
the family may create feelings of 
rejection and worthlessness in a 
young person. Many young people 
who attempt suicide feel that their 
families just don't understand them.

A significant loss: Suicide may be 
a reaction to: (1) Loss of a loved one 
through death, divorce or separation, 
(2) Moving away from friends and 
familiar surroundings, (3) Loss of 
health, (4) Loss of respect, (4) 
Breaking up with a girl friend or boy 
friend.

Pressure to succeed: Young people 
may feel pressured to: (1) Get good 
grades, (2) Be accepted at a good 
college, (3) Get a job. For many 
young people, "winning" is 
everything. There's no room for 
failure.

Poor self-esteem: Feelings of self- 
worth may be severely damaged by: 
(1) Physical awkwardness, (2) Failure 
in academics or athletics, (3) Lack of 
praise, (4) Other incidents that hurt a 
young person's pride.

Problems with growing up: 
Adolescence and young adulthood can 
be a very confusing time of life. 
Some young people aren't ready to 
handle greater responsibilities, new 
relationships, physical changes, etc. 
Others feel helpless because they are 
ready to handle greater responsibilities 
but society won't let them.

MYTHS ABOUT SUICIDE
"A person who threatens suicide 

won't really follow through." Not 
true. People who commit suicide 
often talk about ending their lives 
before they actually do.

"Only insane people commit 
suicide." People who commit suicide 
may feel hopeless and depressed, but 
have not necessarily lost touch with 
reality.

"Talking about suicide might 
prompt the person to act." Wrong 
again. Discussing the subject openly 
shows that someone takes the person 
seriously and that someone cares. It's

helpful—not harmful.
"Suicide is a problem among old 

people—not young people." Suicide 
is certainly a problem among the 
elderly. But the suicide rate among 
15- to 24-year-olds has risen by more 
than 30 percent since 1970.

"No one I know is the type to 
commit suicide." The truth is that 
suicide occurs among young people 
of all types—rich and poor, athletic 
and non-athletic, popular and 
unpopular, etc.

"People who attempt suicide are 
just trying to get attention." 
Possibly, but unless someone gives 
them  some a tten tion , the 
consequences could be fatal.

"Once a person decided to commit 
suicide, nothing can stop that 
person." On the contrary, most 
people want to—and can be—stopped 
from taking their lives.

"People who attempt suicide really 
want to die." Don't believe it. A very 
small number may want to die; the 
majority desperately want the pain to 
stop but have given up hope that they 
can stop it, or anyone can help them.

LEARN TO RECOGNIZE 
THE DANGER SIGNS

Suicide doesn't happen "out of the 
blue." That's why it's important to be 
alert to clues that someone may be 
considering suicide. Clues may 
include:

--A previous attem pt: A 
significant number of young people 
who commit suicide have attempted 
suicide before.

"Verbal threats: Statements such 
as "You'd be better off without me," 
or "I wish I were dead" should always 
be taken seriously.

--Changes in behavior: For 
example, normally active people may 
become withdrawn; cautious 
individuals may start taking unusual 
risks.

"Substance abuse: Alcohol and 
other drug abuse appear to be 
significantly linked to suicide 
attempts among young people.

—Unusual purchases: These would 
include a weapon, rope or any other 
abnormal purchase.

"Signs of depression: These may 
include changes in eating and sleeping 
habits, anxiety, restlessness, fatigue, 
feelings of hopelessness and guilt, 
and loss of interest in usual activities.

"Problems in school: A dramatic 
drop in grades, falling asleep in class, 
emotional outbursts or any other 
behavior that's uncharacteristic of a 
particular student may be cause for 
concern.

"Themes of death: A desire to end

REAGAN SIGNS TECHNICAL CORRECTIONS ACT

On November 11, 1988, President Reagan signed the Technical and 
Miscellaneous Revenue Act of 1988. The measure contains technical correc­
tions to the 1986 Tax Reform Act and other recent legislation, and it includes 
a number of other tax provisions. Among those provisions:

• Starting with 1989 tax returns, parents can report on their tax returns the 
unearned income of children under 14 who would otherwise have to file 
returns. The child must have unearned income between $500 and $5,000, not 
have paid estimated taxes separately, and not be subject to backup withhold­
ing.

• The estimated tax payments of some corporations are accelerated.
• Use of the completed contract method of accounting is limited to 10% of 

long-term contract income (formerly 30%).
• Interest on U.S. Savings Bonds that are used to pay for college or 

vocational education will be tax-free (phased out for higher-income taxpay­
ers).

• The targeted jobs credit and the research and development credit are 
extended through 1989.

• Freelance writers and artists and certain farmers and livestock producers 
will once again be allowed a current deduction for certain expenses even 
before the related activity produces income.

• Loans from single-premium life insurance policies will no longer be tax- 
free.

• Mutual fund shareholders will not have to pay tax on mutual fund 
phantom income -- that is, the difference between a fund's gross income and 
the net income shareholders actually receive.

• Indivividuals with offices at home can no longer deduct the base cost of 
a business telephone that is also used for personal calls.

The law also includes a "Taxpayers' Bill of Rights" giving taxpayers 
greater strength in dealing with the IRS..

—Sudden, unexpected happiness: 
Sudden happiness folllow ing 
prolonged depression may indicate 
that the person is profoundly relieved 
because he or she has finally made a 
decision— a decision to commit 
suicide.

"Other signs: These may include 
physical complaints, frequent 
a c c i d e n t s ,  h y p e r a c t i v i t y ,  
aggressiveness, sexual promiscuity, 
attention-getting behavior, or 
prolonged grief after a loss.

IF YOU’RE
CONSIDERING SUICIDE

Keep these thoughts in mind:
--You're not alone. Nearly 

everyone thinks about committing 
suicide at one time or another. 
Thinking about suicide doesn't mean 
that you're abnormal or crazy.

"The crisis will pass. It's true, at 
times, problems seem overwhelming, 
even unbearable. Many young people 
who consider suicide do so because of 
the emotional pain they feel at the 
time. But no problem lasts forever. 
Don't solve a temporary problem 
with a permanent solution.

"Don't be embarrassed: There's no 
need to feel ashamed about what 
you've been thinking. But you do 
need to talk with someone if you 
have any serious suicidal thoughts.

"Others do care. There are always 
people who are willing to help you 
work out your problems.
