Anson made an all-out bid for a
state prison in 1987.

The area group will have plenty of
competition if it decides to bid on a
state prison. The Texas Department
of Corrections has received inquiries
from 124 communities about the
latest prisons the agency hopes to
build, said Bill Barry, director of
management services for the agency.

Barry said TDC has requested that
more than 10,000 new prison beds be
added to the prison system over the

next four years.

This would require:

--Three maximum security prisons
with 2,250 beds each.

--Three minimum Lo,/ medium

each.
--Two psychiatric pnsons with
500 beds each.

--One 59-bed geriatric unit.

However, the legislafure has not
approved these requests and Barry said
he didn't expect that specifications for
the prisons would be dvailable until
May or later.

The prisons are attractive
economic opportunities for small
towns. A 2,250-unit prison would
provide a $1.4 million monthly
payroll and a 1,000-unit facility
would result in a monthly payroll of
about $500,000, Barry said.

"We're a business that's not going
to go bankrupt,” he said.

FHaskell man sees future in grapes

Haskell may be known one of
these days as the place where the
grapes come from to make some of
Texas' finest wines.

At least that's what Bob Baker
hopes.

The Haskell city administrator has
planted 950 grape vines on a one-acre
plot of ground near South 1st and
Avenue H East. It's turned into quite
a vineyard---with a drip irrigation
system and other necessities.

He ordered the Merlot vines from
New York state after researching the

kind of grapes that could best be
grown in the Haskell area.

Only 900 of the vines are for grape
wines. He also planted 50 vines of
table grapes, well before the recent
grape scare.

Baker said it will be four years
before the vines are fully mature and
the grapes "harvestable." But then, he
hopes there will be a good market for
the product.

"I'm not going to make wine," he
points out. "But I hope some of the
wineries will be interested in buying
them."

When his son, Matt, became old
enough to join a Boy Scout troop,
Perry moved into the troop and since
1986 has been scoutmaster of Troop
136, chartered by the First United
Methodist Church of Haskell.

Police groups support the mea-
sures, but gay activist Glenn
Maxey said the bill makes AIDS
victims “scapegoats”, a remark
which infuriated Sen. Ted Lyon,
a former policeman.

scuttled plans for a new law
school at Texas A&I University
to.serve predominantly Hispanic
South Texas.

“It’s ludicrous at a time when
we are strapped for money,” he
said, noting that South Texas
colleges already are doing very
well this season.

The sponsor, Sen. Carlos Truan,
D-Corpus Christi, said he will
continue pushing'it, but some con-
sidered it a slap on the greedy
wrist for Truan, who wants $1.5
million for the school.

When the 70th Legislature passed

Sunset legislation in 1987 re-
authorizing the Texas Department of
Human Services, it also approved a
provision in the 86-page bill
permitting the agency to recover
medical assistance payments from the
property and estates of deceased
nursing home residents and other
Medicaid recipients.

It was an idea that was unfair from
the beginning and this session I co-
sponsored legislation to change it.

Significant problems with the
"medical assistance lien" law began
emerging in January 1988 when the
department published proposed rules
for implementation.

Questions were then quickly raised
about the law's intent. Reports began
surfacing that senior citizens were
refusing nursing home care for the
sole fear they could lose their homes.

As a result of these concerns,
implementation of the law was
delayed until the 71st Legislature had
an opportunity to take corrective
action.

We've done that in the Senate with
a bill by Sen. Hugh Parmer, D-Fort
Worth, that would repeal the measure.

I'm happy to report that the bill
has cleared the Senate and 1s now

before the House oi Representatives.
; -0

Although the Senate voted to ban
children. from riding in the back of
pickup trucks, rural lawmakers were
able to convince their urban
colleagues that frequently the practice
is a necessity in many parts of Texas.

Anybody who has lived in the
country for any length of time knows
that to completely outlaw riding in
the back of pickups is both
impractical and unenforceable.

It seems ridiculous to think that a
hay ride or a trip to the swimming
hole would be illegal.

And it's difficult to imagine our
local police officers being forced to
stop the homecoming parade to fine
Little Leaguers for riding on a parade
truck.

Those are some of the reasons an
amendment was added to the Senate
measure that would allow young
people to ride in pickup beds when
the truck is traveling 15 mph or less.

The bill, which I supported with
the addition, was sponsored by Sen.
Carl Parker, D-Port Arthur.

It cleared the Senate on a voice
vote. Now ii's headed to the House
where a similar measure died two
years ago.

Cholesterol and triglycerides

(6th in a series)

How do cholesterol and
triglycerides figure in atherosclerosis?

Cholesterol is a soft, fat-like
substance found in all cells of the
body: - It's: used” to'+ formy cell
membranes, certain hormones and
other necessary substances.

People obtain cholesterol in two
ways. It's manufactured in the body,
primarily in the liver, for one.
Another is that it's obtained from the
diet. Foods from animals, especially
egg yolks, meat, fish, poultry and
whole dairy products, contain it.

Cholesterol is also found in the
bloodstream. That's how it's
transported to and from various parts
of the body. High levels of
cholesterol in the blood is called
typecholesterolemia or
hyperlipidemia. (Lipoid is a collective
term for all fats. :

Cholesterol and other fats can't
dissolve in the blood and must be
transported by special carriers called

lipoproteins. Researchers have
identified five major families of
lipoproteins.,.: They . .are;. 1)

chylomicrons, 2) very low, 3) low, 4)
intermediate, and 5) high density
lipoproteins. High concentrations of

certain types of lipoproteins in the -

blood increase a person's chances of
development atherosclerosis at an
early age.

The formation and movement of
lipoproteins in the body is a rather
complicated process. It begins when
the cholesterol and fats a person eats
go to the intestine to be digested and
absorbed. Chylomicrons are produced
in the intestinal wall; they mainly
contain triglycerides (the chemical
form in which most fat exists) but
also cholesterol absorbed along with
the other fat. After the chylomicrons

“enter the bloodstream, they come into

contact with binding sites on the
inner walls of the capillaries.

Many of the triglycerides are
broken down and leave the
chylomicron, cross the blood vessel
wall and pass into the (primarily
adipose and muscle) tissues where
they're stored or broken down to
produce energy.

The remainder of the chylomicron
(the chylomicron remnant) leaves its
binding site on the blood vessel well
and continues .in circulation. Now
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containing most cholesterol, it goes
to the liver where it's absorbed.

The liver produces very low
density lipoprotein (VLDL). VLDL
carries triglycerides manufactured in
the liver from excess calorie foods
(e.g., fatty acids, sugars and alcohol)
and some cholesterol. VLDLs are
released into the bloodstream and, like
chylomicrns, are transported to tissue
capillaries where the triglycerides are
broken down. What remains is the
VLDL remnant.

The VLDL remnant is called
intermediate-density lipoprotein
(IDL). Some IDL is removed from
circulation by the liver; the rest is
transformed into low density
lipoprotein (LDL).

LDL is the major cholesterol
carrier in the blood. Some LDL
cholesterol goes back to the liver, but
the . rest: ' circualates. .in_ sthe
bloodstream. Some of it in the blood
can be taken back into tissues to form
cell membranes, etc. High levels of
LDL in the blood seem to promote
the deposit of cholesterol on artery
walls, which is why LDL cholesterol
is often referred to as "bad
cholesterol".

Another type of lipoprotein is
called high density lipopretein (HDL).
HDL is produced primarily in the
liver and released into the
bloodstream. It's thought to carry
cholesterol away from the cells and
transport it back to the liver where
it's excreted. Research has $hown that
high levels of HDL are associated
with a decreased risk of heart disease,
so HDL is often referred to as "good
cholesterol."

Measurements of the amount of

HDL and LDL in the blood are taken
to evaluate the risk of atherosclerosis;
blood triglycerides are also measured.
An elevated level of triglycerides in
the blood is often accompanied by an
increase in total cholesterol and LDL
cholesterol and a decrease in HDL
cholesterol. Several clinical studies
have shown that an unusually large
number of people with coronary heart
disease also have hypertriglyceridemia
(high levels of triglycerides in the
blood). However, some people with
hypertriglyceridemia seem remarkably
free from atherosclerosis. Thus
elevated triglycerides may not directly
cause atheroscleroris but may
accompany other abnormalities that
speed its development.

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Give your lawn
a good head start

This is the time of the year to give
lawns a little "tender loving care" so
that they will green up fast once
spring gets into full swing.

"Lawns need to be rejuvenated in
late winter to give them a head start
in greening up," said Dr. Richard
Duble, a turfgrass specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension Service.
He said that scalping, fertilizing and
applying a weed killer are important
steps in getting a lawn off to a good
start.

"Scalping is a key first step in
revitalizing a lawn and promoting
early spring green-up,” said Duble.
"Lower your lawnmower blade one-
half to one inch below the normal
setting. Then mow your lawn in two
directions at right angles to each
other. Remove the clippings after
each mowing and use them for a
compost or as a mulch for garden and
landscape plants."

The specialist said that it's best to
keep the lawn mower blade at the
lower setting until late spring.
Raising the blade at that time will
help lawns to better survive hot, dry
summer conditions.

"After scalping, add a complete
fertilizer to promote leaf and root
growth," Duble said. "A complete
fertilizer is one that contains
nitrogen, phosphorus and potassium,
as indicated on the label, with
nitrogen being the first number.

"Apply about one and a half
pounds of nitrogen per 1,000 square
feet of lawn area. That's about 18
pounds of an 8-8-8 fertilizer (18x8
percent) or 12 pounds of a 12-12-12
fertilizer (12x12 percent). Repeat the
application in the fall."

For a dark green lawn, apply

nitrogen every 50 days at about one
pound per 1,000 square feet said the
specialist. Monthly applications of
iron chelate or iron sulfate during the
spring and summer also contribute to

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a healthy color in St. Augustine grass
lawns.

To keep crabgrass and other weeds
from becoming a problem in lawns,
apply a pre-emergence herbicide (weed
killer) in early spring, said Duble.

"Combinations of herbicides and
fertilizers are available and convenient
to use but, as with all chemicals,
they should be used only according to
label directions," Duble said. "Be
especially cautious when using
herbicides around trees, shurbs and
other landscape plants.

"Once these early season
maintenance practices have been done,
watch your lawn develop into a nice
green carpet and enjoy it to the
fullest," Duble said.

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Few insects noted
in area wheat fields

By Steve Davis
Extension Agent/Entomologist

Wheat fields checked the week of
March 13 have shown very few insect
problems. Weather related yellowing
and tip-burning of leaves is quite
prominent. Wheat and other grains
have had a very stressful season with
limited moisture and the dry cold
experienced in February.

Fertility problems are showing in
some fields with a distinct color
difference in parts of the field. A $6
soil sample or tissue sample could
provide useful information in
preparation for a good grain yield.

Moisture levels are excellent in

fields probed down to 24 inches. With
current moisture and warm days,
wheat should take off in a hurry.

The cotton outlook is better with
rain and snow accumulations.
Chemical applications are underway
in most areas.

The boll weevil outlook is
questionable at this point with
weevils being found in trash samples.
Enough samples have not been
processed to date to give accurate
indications. Hopefully, they will all
emerge during these warm days and
starve out. Phermone traps have been
placed in Fisher County and will
soon be out over the entire five-

county area. We are currently trapping
weevils in small numbers.in Fisher
County.

Haskell may get another 15 blocks
of paving it hadn't counted on.

The City Council is making a
request to the Texas Department of
Commerce to use $56,000 to pave
South 6th Street from the low water
crossing at the park to the Paint
Creek road.
