Stenholm defends 
gun control stand

Congressman Charles Stenholm, 
addressing a group assembled Monday 
morning at Haskell National Bank's 
Community Room, defended his 
stand on gun control legislation by 
saying that he is for the same type of 
control that the NRA advocated in 
1964.

"I ju st can 't believe the 
constitution guarantees a mentally 
incompetent person the right to 
purchase a gun," said the 
congressman.

Stenholm said he opposed 24 of

the 25 gun control bills introduced. 
But he said he does support the one 
calling for a waiting period. "It's 
gotten me in a lot of trouble with the 
NRA," he said.

The congressman also defended the 
honoraria system, saying he feels the 
present system which allows 
congressmen to receive an amount 
equal to 30 percent of their salaries 
from other sources (primarily 
speaking fees) is fair and reasonable. 
Speaking fees are limited to $2,000,

Allergy testing services 
now available In Haskell

The list of services offered by the 
the Haskell Clinic increased last week 
when the availability of allergy 
testing for patients was added.

Under the direct supervision of Dr. 
Wayne Cadenhead, allergy testing 
will determine if a patient is allergic 
to the most common allergens known 
in this area.

If necessary, two screening tests 
can be administered by allergy 
technician Charles Harvey. This is a 
blodd test done on serum obtained by 
a simply drawing blood one time.

Certified as an allergy technician 
through Pharmacia Diagnostics at a 
training session in Fairfield, N. J., 
Harvey obtains the results from an 
IBM computer specifically designed 
for allergy testing.

Within three days, the patient and 
the patient's physician will receive a 
computer printout which determines 
if the patient is or is not allergic to 
the allergens relative to this area.

A list of these allergens, 
designated by Dr. Cadenhead, include 
grasses, weeds, trees, epidermals 
(cats, dogs and horses), molds, foods 
and house dust mites.

A series of injections to combat a 
detected allergy will be mixed at the 
Haskell Clinic. Injections can be 
administered at the Haskell Clinic or 
by remote physicians for referred 
patients.

The Haskell Clinic has the state- 
of-the-art allergy determination 
equipment. Also availabe for 
problem allergies will be direct skin 
testing.

"We're trying to provide a service 
for this area. Our intentions are to 
offer quality healthcare closer to

The cost of the allergy testing 

varies with the testing done. Simple 
screeing tests are $60. More 
extensive allergy determination costs 
$350 to perform.

All testing will be done on a 
private pay basis and by appointment 
only. Appointments are available on 
Mondays, Tuesdays and Wednesdays,

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Heart attack:
Symptoms, treatment

(11th in a series)
What are the symptoms of a 

heart attack?
Sometimes the first indications of 

a heart attack come as warning 
signals. The actual diagnosis of a 
heart attack must be made by a 
physician who has studied the results 
of several tests.

Besides reviewing a patient’s 
complete medical history and giving a 
physical examination, the doctor will 
use an electrocardiogram (EKG) to 
discover any abnormalities caused by 
damage to ^ e  heart. A blood test is 
sometimes used to detect abnormal 
levels of certain enzymes in the 
bloodstream.

How is a heart attack  
treated?

When a heart attack occurs, it’s 
critical to recognize the signals and 
respond immediately. Most of the 
heart attack victims who die do so

within two hours from the time the 
signals begin.

Time is critical. Anyone 
experiencing the warning signals of a 
heart attack should be taken 
immediately to the nearest hospital 
with 24-hour emergency cardiac care.

If a person becomes unconscious 
before reaching the emergency room, 
he or she may receive emergency 
cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR).

Most communities have an 
emergency cardiac care system that 
can quickly respond to an emergency. 
This prompt care for heart attack 
victims dramatically reduces the 
damage from a heart attack.

In fact, 80 percent of the people 
who survive a heart attack are able to 
return to work within three months. 
Prompt care for heart attack victims 
isn’t the only reason so many people 
recover so quickly, but it’s an 
important one.

• If you or your spouse is age 55 or older at the time you sell your 
principal residence, you may be entitled to exclude $125,000 of the gain 
from the sale.

• Consider "bunching" your itemized deductions into every other 
year. You may be able to save taxes by using the itemized deduction in 
the year of bunching and the standard deduction the following year.

• If you are subject to the "Medicare surtax," you might want to 
consider investing in tax-free securitites.

• If lump-sum distributions from a retirement plan are rolled into an 
individual retirement account (IRA) within 60 days, the taxes will be 
deferred until you draw money from the IRA.

overemphasized. When a coronary 
artery gets blocked, the heart muscle 
doesn’t die instantaneously- damage 
increases with time.

If a victim gets to an emergency 
room fast enough, a technique called 
reperfusion therapy (or thrombolysis) 
sometimes can be performed. It 
involves injecting a thrombolytic 
(clot dissolving) agent, such as 
streptokinase, urokinase or TPA 
(tissue plasminogen activator), to 
dissolve a clot in a coronary artery.

These drugs must be used witliin a 
few (usually one to three) hours of a 
heart attack. The sooner the drug is 
used, the more effective it’s likely to 
be.

Sometimes PTCA is performed 
very soon after a heart attack. Often 
it’s done at the same tiTrC as 
thrombolysis. This is still considered 
experimental and is being evaluated at 
several medical centers.

In the weeks following a heat 
attack either PTCA or coronary artery 
bypass surgeiy may be performed to 
improve the blood supply to the heart 
muscle. Once part of the heart 
muscle has 'I’ed, its function can’t be 
restored. Friction may be restored to 
areas of the muscle that have 
decreased blood flow, however.

Is there any way to reduce 
the chance of a heart attack?

Many scientific studies show that 
certain cha/acteristics increase the risk 
of coronary heart disease. These 
danger signs are called risk factors.

The three major modifable risk 
factors are high blood pressure, high 
blood cholester:.! and cigarette 
smoking. Other contributing factors 
are diabetes mellitus, obesity and 
physical inactivity. f'-

The American Heart Association 
urges Americans to control their 
modifiable risk factors. Also, peq>le 
with angina should take epistles of 
chest pain seriously and see their 
doctor l)efore their atherosclerosis 
progresses to the point of a heart 
attack.

The property tax base of Texas 
school districts dropped by 3.37 
percent in value from its 1987 level, 
according to the State Property Tax 
Board (SPTB). The agency’s 1988 
property value study estimates the 
taxable value in the state's 1,056 

chool districts was $646.1 billion as 
of Jan. 1, 1988.

Ron Patterson, the SPTB's 
executive director, noted that 1988 
was the third straight year in which 
the value of the school district tax 
base declined. "School districts have 
lost over $56 billion in taxable value 
since 1985," he said.

Patterson explained that state law 
requires the SPTB to make annual 
estimates of the taxable property 
values in each school district. "Our 
value estimate is one of the factors 
the Texas Education Agency uses to 
determine the amount of state aid a 
school district receives for the 
upcoming school year," he said. "The 
SPTB values indicate the capacity of 
a school district’s tax base to fund a 
basic education program."

The study shows that taxable 
values declined in 628 school districts 
and increased in 428 districts. Yantis 
ISD in Wood County had the biggest 
value increase of any school district 
in the state, with an increase of 62 
percent. The biggest value loss was 
in Laureles ISD in Kleberg County, 
with a 37 percent drop in value. 
Patterson believes that a generally 
weak real estate market had a lot to do 
with the decline in taxable values. 
"Falling prices for real estate, 
overbuilding and weak demand all 
helped lower the value of single­
family residences, multifamily 
housing, vacant lots and commercial 
real estate," he said. "The value of 
multifamily housing was also affected 
by changes in federal tax law which 
to(^ away many of the advantages of 
owning apartments that were losing 
money."

Patterson noted that the five 
percent decline in the value of mineral 
properties— mostly oil and gas 
resCTves—was much less than in the

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appraisals performed by appraisal 
districts. The agency an^yzed sales 
and apiM'aisal information for 185,(X)0 
properties from across the state in its 
1988 study.

previous two years. "Oil and gas 
prices had stabilized somewhat by 
January 1988," he said.

AUSTIN-Texas lawmakers, hop­
ing someone will blink in the 
special session standoff, left for 
the holiday weekend trusting a 
hot July Fourth will cool frustra­
tions.

The key issue is the Senate’s 
insistence that jury trials be 
allowed to settle disputes, while 
the House adamantly seeks a 
non-trial solution desired by pro­
business groups.

Special Interest Players 
Alliances among the lobbyists 

pit labor groups and the trial 
lawyers against business, insur­
ance and medical groups which ar­
gue that jury awards are too expen­
sive and drive up insurahee costs.

Newly enterinc the frav on 
opposite sides were the United 
Farm Workers and the Texas 
Farm Bureau, which seeks to 
cut protections for farm workers 
forged in a 1984 compromise.

Lame Duck Hobby 
Pro-business groups want em­

ployers to be able to hire five 
employees before having to pur­
chase mandated insurance. The 
1984 deal limits farms and ranches 
to three workers without mandated 
insurance, but now the Farm Bu­
reau wants it kicked up to five, 
same as other businesses.

Their proposal angered Mexican 
American Caucus lawmakers (who 
generally support the labor-trial 
lawyer position anyway), and drew 
concern from Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby, 
who helped craft the 1984 pact.

Hobby doesn’t want changes in 
farm workers coverage, and some 
observers wonder if this is the first 
bona fide challenge to Hobby as a 
lame duck.

Hobby, who has wielded the 
gavel longer than any Texan, has 
said he will retire from politics 
next year, but he wouldn’t be the 
first to get mad and jump back in.

“M IT on the Trinity” 
Meanwhile, Gov. Bill Clements 

widened the agenda to permit law­
makers to consider repeal of a 
measure on crime victim identity, 
to expand three state colleges, cre­
ate a Department of Transportation 
and allow physicians to prescribe 
drugs to some terminally ill pa­
tients.

The new law, which allows 
police agencies to withhold the 
names of felony crime victims, 
has angered news organizations 
and confused law enforcement 
departments.

A bill upgrading the two-year, 
upper division University of Texas 
at Dallas to full-university status 
passed quickly.

Sponsors dubbed the new schopl 
“MIT on the Trinity,” a bow to 
famous Massachusetts Institute of 
Technology, to stress hopes it will 
become a world-class university in 
new technology.

Another Jim  Wright?
An Aug. 12 special election was 

set by Clements to replace U.S. 
Rep. Jim Wright, who resigned 
his congressional seat last Friday. 
Democrats seem to be rallying 
behind Pete Geren, while the GOP 
leans to Dr. Bob Lanier, allergist 
and TV personality.

Meanwhile, James C. Wright 
3rd, 44-year-old son of the for­
mer House speaker and a resident 
of Riconada, New Mexico, con­
firmed that he has been encour­
aged to return to Fort Worth and 
run for Congress.

Although he is not currently a 
Texas resident, the younger Wright 
could run for the office as long as 
he establishes a Texas residence by 
August 12, said Brad Gahm, Texas 
assistant secretary of state.

The door is also open for sev­
eral state legislators to nm without 
giving up their present office, in­
cluding Texas House Speaker Gib 
Lewis, state Sen. Hugh Parmer, 
and others, assuming the special 
session is over by then.

On another front, Houston 
businessman Tommy Fatjo threw 
his hat in the race for Comptroller 
on the GOP ticket.

Fatjo, a new face on the 
political stage, is a successful 
entrepreneur who has ample pro­
business support as a base.

entry "Burma Shave Signs," in the 
History and Manners section of the 
Encyclopedia of Southern Culture:

In 1930 travelers on southern roads 
joined in a rapidly spreading national 
pastime—reading Burma Shave signs.

Set 100 paces apart along the 
roadside, a series of six signs 
contained a catchy jingle promoting 
Burma Shave, a new brushless 
shaving cream.

In Minneapolis in 1925, Clinton 
Odell and his sons introduced Burma 
Shave, the key product of their 
Burma-Vita Company. A year later 
they began using sets of roadside 
signs with catchy jingles to plug the 
new product

Though lacking the population 
density, and therefore the potential 
market, of urbanized regions, the 
South offered many locations suitable 
for the Burma Shave signs.

Having found a good spot, the 
company agent contacted the owner of 
the land and offered him a jar of 
Burma Shave and a small fee for a 
year's lease of the site.

Many of the farmers purportedly 
became very attached to the signs, 
repairing them when damaged and 
willingly renewed the leases. This 
facet of the automobile age changed 
southern landscapes, and a new 
product became part of changing 
lifestyles.

By the mid-1950s the Burma-Vita 
Company faced decline, and in 1963 
Phillip Morris, Inc., bought the 
company and abandoned the signs. 
The demise of Burma Shave signs 
caught the public's attention, and one 
set of signs was eventually placed in 
the Smithsonian Institution.

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Acreage 
reports 
due now

The Haskell County Agricultural 
Stabiliztion and Conservation Service 
is accepting acreage reports for 1989 
planted, idled and other farm program 
acres. The final reporting date is July 
17, according to Glenn Brzozowski, 
county executive director of the 
ASCS.

"Farmers who meet this deadline 
will avoid paying a late fee of $25 
plus $8 for each additional plot," 
Brzozowski said. To date, 81 farms 
are certified and eligible for benefits 
on 1989 crops.

Before program participants can 
receive price support loans, deficiency 
payments and other benefits, 
Brzozowski said the entire farm must 
be certified. Program participants are 
required to report crops and acreages 
planted and the uses to be made of 
these corps, acreage conservation 
reserve, or idled cropland. "Farmers 
who are not participating in the 1989 
programs should report their crops to 
insure future benefits and to protect 
acreage bases," he said.

After producers report their acres, 
the ASCS county office will select 
farms at random to verify that the 
reports are accurate.

Brzozowski said certification is 
most important to producers of quota 
crops such as tobacco and peanuts. 
"In addition to these crops, however, 
all other crop acreages must be 
reported."

Spring seeded crops may be 
certified at any time between 8 a.m. 
and 5 p.m. "We encourage farmers to 
certify as soon as possible after 
planting and not wait until the July 
17 deadline to report their acres," the 
ASCS official said. _

Farmers should call for an 
appointment to report their acreage.

Ag stats 
given 
in census

Early data from the 1987 Census 
of Agriculture show that the U.S. had 
2,087,759 farms, 1,059,573 which, 
had annual product sales of $10,000 
or more.

Land in farms totaled 964,470,625 
acres, 86 percent of them in farms 
with $10,000 or more in sales, the 
Commerce Department's Census 
Bureau reported.

The census showed that U.,S. 
farmers and ranchers sold $136 billion 
in agricultural products and that farms 
with $10,000 or more in sales 
averaged $125,187 per farm.

Other findings: $58.9 billion, or 
43 percent of total agricultural sales 
were for crops, while $77.1 billion, 
or 57 percent came from the sale of 
livestock, poultry and their products.

The agriculture census obtains 
information on all identified farm and 
ranch operations in the United States. 
The Census Bureau defines a farm as 
any place where $1,000 or more of 
agricultural products were produced 
and sold or normally would have been 
sold during the census year. Sampling 
is used to collect data for selected 
items and to account for non­
responding farm op>erations.

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Wheat reduction 
figures given

The U.S. Departm ent of 
agriculture is requiring a 5-percent 
acreage reduction for the 1990 wheat 
program, according to Glenn 
Brzozowski, county executive director 
of the Haskell County Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation 
Services. This compares to the 10 
percent acreage reduction required for 
the current wheat crop.

Wheat producers who comply with 
the acreage reduction requirement will 
be eligible for price support loans at a 
national average rate of $1.95 per 
bushel and target price protection at 
$4 per bushel. Brozozowski said the 
program will not have a paid land 
diversion, nor marketing loan

provisions.
"The acreage conservation reserve 

area will equal 5.26 percent of the 
program  paym ent acreage," 
Brzozowski said.

He said the lower acreage redution 
requirement for the 1990 wheat 
program reflects a need for increased 
production to rebuild drought-reduced 
stocks and to meet an expected 
increase in demand. U.S. wheat 
stocks totaled 1.2 billion bushels as 
of March 1 of this year, down about 
700 million bushels from a year 
earlier.

Common program provisions for 
wheat and other crops will be 
announced later, Brzozowski said.
