Dozens of planes expected for Saturday show

The skies over Haskell will 
begin buzzing at 7 o'clock Saturday 
morning as dozens of airplanes start 
landing at the Haskell Municipal 
Airport for the third annual Haskell 
Fly-In and Pilots' Breakfast.

About 50 visiting airplanes, 
including numerous military 
aircraft, are expected to participate 
in the show which will continue 
until 11 a.m.

Pilots and their guests arriving 
by air will receive a complimentary 
breakfast. Local visitors showing 
up the view the visiting aircraft 
will be admitted to the grounds for 
$2 per person, a charge which 
includes breakfast.

The fly-in was initiated in 1988 
as a means of attracting pilots and 
airplanes from the area, especailly 
those enroute to the annual 
Breckenridge Air Show which is 
held during Memorial Day weekend.

A special feature of the show, as 
in the past, will be the appearance 
of a number of old military planes 
called "warbirds."

As an incentive, the City of

Haskell will sell aviation gasoline 
for $1 per gallon. The price applies 
only for transient aircraft and only 
during the hours of the show.

The Haskell Chamber of 
Commerce will present trophies to 
the oldest pilot, the youngest pilot 
and to the pilot making the longest 
flight. Previous fly-ins have 
attracted pilots from as far away as 
Canada, New Hampshire and 
California.

Joseph Thigpen is this year's 
fly-in chairman. Bud Lane is 
president of the sponsoring 
Chamber of Commerce. Wanda 
Dulaney, Chamber manager, and 
Bob Baker, city administrator, have 
assisted in the arrangements.

The breakfast will be cooked by 
members of the Haskell Volunteer 
Fire Department and the American 
Legion is furnishing the tables and 
chairs. Legionnaires also will be in 
charge of parking.

Thigpen also expressed the 
committee's thanks to Jim Bridwell 
for use of his hangar.
