Services available from the 

Emergency Medical Services (EMS) 
in Haskell will be stressed next 
week as the local organization 
participates in "EMS Awareness 
Week."

Pamphlets containing infor­
mation about the services and how 
the public can respond to medical 
em ergencies before  EMS 
technicians arrive will ^  placed in 
various business outlets for 
distribution during EMS Awareness 
Week, Sept. 16-22.

The Haskell EMS is staffed by 
three full-time employees and five 
part time volunteers.

Casey Caldwell, paramedic, is 
administrator of the Haskell EMS. 
Intermediate emergency medical 
technicians are Johnny Campbell 
and Kendell Medford.

Volunteers are Randy Shaw, 
Kim Finley, Charles Harvey, Merry 
Harvey and Scott Alves.

To be certified, EMS personnel 
must complete a rigid training 
schedule. Campbell and Medford are 
now attending classes two nights a 
week at Texas State Technical 
Institute in Sweetwater. They also 
are required to take a psychiatric 
training course in San Angelo,

spend 160 hours with the Lubbock 
EMS and work with hospital 
personnel at Hendrick Medical 
Center in Abilene.

EMS personnel make 35 to 40 
ambulance runs per month. About 
60 percent of the runs are local, 
usually from a home or nursing 
home to the local hospital. The 
others are for transporation of 
patients to hospitals in Abilene, 
Lubbock and Wichita Falls.

The local EMS is equipped with 
two ambulances, a defibrillator, an 
IV infusion pump and external 
pacemaker facilities, all of which 
the personnel are trained to use. A 
third ambulance will be added to the 
fleet soon.

The City of Haskell, Haskell 
County and the Haskell Memorial 
hospital each contributes $1,250 
per month for the operation of the 
EMS. (This will increase to $1,350 
next fiscal year.)

The remainder of the EMS 
income comes from charges for its 
services, but the collection rate for 
EMS billings is only "40 to 50 
percent," most of the collections 
coming through medical insurance 
reimbursements.

While EMS personnel are most

visible when making ambulance 
runSj th e ir  du ties  and 
responsibilities reach far beyond the 
40 or so runs they make each 
month.

In addition to being on call 24 
hours a day, they conduct 
educational programs designed to 
teach the "do's and don'ts" of 
emergency care.

Programs and activities have 
been conducted for the Progressive 
Study Club, Haskell High School, 
Paint Creek High School, Boy 
Scouts, Haskell Lions Club, 
Haskell Fire Department and the 
Big Country Hoopsters.

They also work closely with the 
Haskell Fire Department, Haskell 
County Sheriffs Department, Texas 
Department of Public Safety, Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department, 
Haskell Memorial Hospital, 
American Heart Association and 
American Red Cross.

Anyone interested in knowing 
more about the EMS and the 
service it provides may pick up 
informational pamphlets this week 
at Heidenheimer's, The Drug Store, 
Walling XV and Electronics, 
Johnson Pharmacy, Bill's Drive In 
Grocery or the EMS office.

This time, Lev/is failed to dis­
close 8,800 stock shares, almost 
nine percent, of N.W. Invest­
ments, Inc.

The two controlling partners are 
beer distributor Jolm McMillan 
and liquor store magnate ’ James 
Leggett, both of Fort Worth, who 
were partners with Lewis in the 
plane leasing firm he failed to 
disclose in 1983.

No Knowledge of Stock
Lewis, saying he had no idea he 

owned part of the investment firm, 
acknowledged he failed to disclose 
die business tie as required by state 
law.

“The first I ever heard of this 
deal was when a guy with the 
bank called me. I was completely 
unaware of it...We had never been 
notified. Nobody had ever sent us 
any kind of papers or aitything 
else. ”

Lewis blamed the problem on 
“an oversight” and indicated he 
will file an amended disclosure 
statement.

Sacred Cows, Tennis Shoes
In addition, Lewis drew fire for 

his letter to three advocates of 
the elderly, disabled and mentally 
ill, who call it an open direat of 
retaliation.

They had criticized Lewis for 
supporting Southwest Conference 
football more than their social 
services issues.

In liis letter to them, Lewis 
wrote he will fight for social ser­
vices “witliout the benefit of in­
sight from your fine organization.
I regret the taint your organization 
must now bear with members of 
tlie Legislature as a result of your 
actions. ”

The word in Capitol halls is 
that Lewis has now high-lianded 
lobbyists from the sacred cows of 
UT and Texas A&M to the little 
old ladies in tennis shoes. What 
will follow?

Cowboy on A Comet
Often derided by Democrats as 

a man behind the times, GOP 
gubernatorial nominee Clayton 
Williams last week was more like 
a cowboy on a comet as he tlirew 
open his party’s door to Blacks 
and Hispanics:

Williams stole a march on op­
ponent Ann Richards by touring 
Houston’s embattled Texas South­
ern University campus with school 
officials and vowed to keep the pre­
dominately black college open.

Last month, Lt. Gov. Bill 
Hobby said TSU should be closed 
because of financial troubles. He 
also said the school worked against 
the state’s plan for educational 
integration.

Williams’ campaign also un­
veiled Spanish language TV ads 
featuring the bilingual candidate 
asking Hispanic voters for their 
support, in Spanish. They’re to air 
heaviest in the Rio Grande Valley.

An obviously miffed Richards 
campaign retorted tliat she had 
always been for TSU and was 
surprised “Williams even knew 
where die campus was. ”

U rban Warfare
Richards won the primaries witli 

her metropolitan strength, and she 
obviously coimts on it to defeat 
Williams.

Just as obviously, Williams 
intends to win it aw ^ from her.

Quiet stops in Houston by 
former President Ronald Reagan 
and Vice President Dan Q u^le, 
plus his timely courtship of 
Houston blacks on tlie TSU issue, 
can only help Williams there.

Likewise, Williams’ Spanish- 
language appeal not only threatens 
to erode her strength in the Valley, 
but in metropolitan San Antonio as 
well.

There's nothing illegal about 
advertisers paying for a commercial 
to sell products. The probelm is 
when a viewer can't tell whether it's 
a genuine TV show or a paid 
commercial. And, in many cases, 
infomercials hawk products that 
reasonable consum ers find 
worthless.

Moguls bury Indians

S tarts  o ff right
On Haskell’s very first offensive play of the 1990 season, Jeremy Fuentes 
broke loose for a 34-yard touchdown run.

necessary for the person to contact 
Social Secuirty to change his or her 
name in Social Security records or 
to verify the information already in 
those records.

If the person needs to change the 
information in Social Security 
records, he or she should have 
documentary evidence showing both 
his or her old and new names, as 
well as evidence of identity.

It is a good idea to call Social 
Security first to make sure what 
action is needed. That way, an 
unnecessary visit to the office may 
be avoided. It is easy to call Social 
Security's toll-free telephone 
number, 1-800-234-5772.

Toll-free telephone service is 
available from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. on 
weekdays. The best times to call are 
early in the morning and late 
afternoon. And if you can, it is best 
to call later in the week and later in 
the month.

Haskell struck first, but Munday 
struck far more often Friday night 
as the Indians went down 64-19 in 
their 1990 football inaugural.

The lA powerhouse Moguls 
allowed the Indians to build a 13-6 
first-period lead before exploding for 
28 unanswered points in the second 
period to put the game out of reach.

The Indians drew first blood on 
their very first play from 
scrimmage. After Erick Harvey 
intercepted a deflected Munday pass 
at the Mogul 34, Jeremy Fuentes of 
the Indians sped 34 yards for a 
touchdown and Chad Gibson booted 
the extra point to stake Haskell to a 
7-0 lead with the game less than 
two minutes old.

Munday stormed right back. 
After Terry Collier returned the 
Indian kickoff to his own 42, the 
Moguls began a six-play, 58-yard 
scoring drive. Bobby Dockins 
scored the touchdown on a 24-yard 
run, but he missed the extra-point 
attempt as Haskell held on to a 7-6 
lead at the 7:50 mark.

After the Munday kickoff, the 
Indians began their second 
possession on their own 16. An 
illegal receiver downfield penalty 
nullifed a pass completion from 
Rusty Stocks to Cody Josselet and 
pushed the the Indians back to the 
11. Then, Jonathan Dever took a 
handoff and raced 83 yards before 
being hauled down on the Munday 
6. Three plays later. Stocks sneaked 
over from a yard out to give the 
Indians their second touchdown. 
The extra-point attempt was 
blocked, but the Indians had 
increased their lead to 13-6 with the 
first period still less than half gone.

After the Haskell kickoff, 
Munday drove from its own 38 to 
the Haskell 2-yard line where the 
Indian defense forced the Moguls to 
surrender the ball on downs.

The Indians failed to pick up a 
first down so Stocks punted to the 
Munday 37 as the first quarter 
ended. On the first play after that. 
Perry Collier fumbled and Harvey 
recovered at the the 35, but the 
Indians were unable to move so 
Stocks punted to the Munday 37.

Dockins immediately ran 59 
yards to the Indian 4 and then 
another yard to the 3, from where 
Terry Collier took it over. Dockins 
ran over a 2-point conversion as

Munday went out front for the first 
time, 14-13.

Three minutes later, Dockins ran 
53 yards for another score and a 
couple of minutes after that, 
Dockins passed 53 yards to Terry 
Collier for another touchdown to 
make it 28-13 after Dockins' extra 
point. It was Munday's only pass 
completion of the night.

In less than another couple of 
minutes, Munday chalked up its 
fifth touchdown when Jay Kingston 
intercepted a Haskell pass and 
returned it all the way, making the 
score 34-13. A fumble recovery at 
the Haskell 24 gave the Moguls 
still another chance, but the first 
half ended with Munday facing 
fourth down on the Haskell 1.

The Moguls wasted little time 
continuing the onslaught when the 
second half got underway. Tyler 
Thompson ran 45 yards for a 
touchdown to make the score 42-13 
at the 9:04 mark of the third period. 
Shortly after, Tony Hunter 
intercepted a Haskell pass at the 
Indian 17 and Munday scored again 
four plays later when Perry Collier 
went over from the 1 to make it 49- 
13.

After an exchange of possesions, 
Haskell drove from its own 48 to 
the Munday 3, but had to give the 
ball over on downs early in the 
fourth period. On the first play 
from that point, Dockins ran 97 
yards for the longest run of the 
long-run night and Munday had 
built an insurmountable 56-13 lead.

Haskell drove 69 yards for its 
third touchdown in its next 
possession. Dever ran 32 yards for 
the score to make it 56-19 with 
7:15 remaining.

Munday's final touchdown came 
when Terry Collier took a pitchout 
from Dockins and sped 34 yards 
into the end zone.

Dockins wound up the night 
with a staggering 270 yards rushing 
in just 9 carries. Terry Collier had 
132 yards in 15 totes.

For the Indians, Dever carried 30 
times for 197 yards and Fuentes had 
60 yards in 10 carries.

Perry wants trade 
pact with Mexico

W ith  C o n g re ss  now 
reconvening, they will soon be able 
to help the Texas economy by 
encouraging a free trade agreement 
with Mexico, says Rick Perry, the 
GOP candidate for Texas 
Agriculture Commissioner.

"Texas is Mexico's No. 1 trading 
partner," Perry said. "We sold $9.7 
billion in goods to them last year. 
With a free trade agreement, that 
will increase dramatically, creating 
more jobs and economic prosperity 
for Texas and America."

"Our relationship with Mexico 
needs to be No. 1 on our list," 
Perry continued. "They present a 
welcome market for our grain and 
livestock. As we've seen with the

Iraqi invastion, markets can be shut 
down quickly. We need to capitalize 
on Mexico's needs and encourage 
Congress to put the free-trade 
agreement on the front burner."

Perry predicted his opponent 
would side with the AFL-CIO 
which has adamantly opposed 
lowering trade barriers to Mexico.

"He knows the labor unions are 
supporting him, so I figure he will 
take their side—which will be 
another kick in the teeth to Texas 
farmers and ranchers," said Perry.

Perry's plan to step up 
international marekting includes:

1) Convene a meeting of 
producers to identify trade barriers

and trade opportunities,
2) Establish a working advisory 

com m ittee to aid in the 
development of export markets.

3) Hold meetings of border state 
agricultural officials, modeled after 
Gov. Clements' Border State 
Governors.

4) Establish a close liaison with 
the U.S. Department of Agriculture 
and the Agricultural Technical 
Advisory Committee to the U.S. 
Special Trade Representative.

"It will take credibility in 
Washington and in other countries 
to get this ball rolling," Perry said. 
"What kind of credibility does Jim 
Hightower have in Washington 
whe:: he calls the President of the 
United States a 'fool' and the 'rear 
end of a horse'?"

New President Installed at Haskell Nat'l Bank 
Septem ber 1, 1967

Roy Johnson, vice-president for the past 20 years, will be stepped-up to 
president, and Abe Turner, who resigned his position as cashier of the 
Haskell National Bank early this year to join the staff of the Texas Bank &
Trust Company in Sweetwater, is returning to Haskell to serve as vice- 
president and secretary to the board of directors.

Roy Johnson, who will assume the role of presidency of the Haskell 
National Bank on September 1, came to Haskell from Abilene on January 
15,1947, where he was associated with the First National Bank in that city 
from September 1920 to January 1947, including leave of absence while in 
the military service. Mr. Johnson is also active in community and church 
affairs and his wife was manager of the Chamber of Commerce for a number 
of years.

The late "sixties" and early "seventies" ushered in a whole new way of life for this nation, 
and most of the world. This was the era of protest, social upheaval, racial strife, "Hippies", 
generation gaps, Astronauts, the Moon Landing, Rock Music. ELVIS and the COM­
PUTER. It also was the time of the assassination of President John F. Kennedy, 
culminating in the dramatic "swearing in" of Vice President Lyndon B. Johnson aboard Air 
Force One on the return trip to Washington D. C. from the Dallas death site. Johnson's 
presidential years were embittered and embattled, due to civil rights movements, and the 
Viet Nam horrors, leading to his decision never to seek public office again. Then came 
Richard Nixon, again, (he had lost his presidential bid eight years earlier to John Kennedy 
in a very bitter battle of politics). This nation then had to deal with Nixon's Watergate 
scandal and eventual resignation to forego impeachment and possible prison. All of these 
events created turbulent times for this nation and its economy, and perhaps spurred 
industry and agriculture to revamp their images and turn to new methods.

It was during this time that W. R. Johnson replaced A. C. Pierson as President of Haskell 
National Bank in September 1967 and served until September 1969 —  becoming the first 
name other than Pierson to attain that rank. Mr. Johnson had previously served as Vice 
President for about twenty years before being elevated to the Presidency after Mr. 
Pierson's retirement. Mr. Johnson retired in 1969. Abe Turner became President in 
September 1969 and still remains in that capacity. Mr. Johnson is still enjoying his 
retirement years in Burleson, Texas.

H O M E -O F F IC E  D E D U C T IO N

You may be able to deduct a portion of the costs of your home if you 
operate a full or part-time business there. The tax write-off could include 
a share of utilities, insurance, repairs, property taxes, mortgage interest, 
and depreciation (or rent, if you don't own your home).

Your home office must be used exclusively and regularly as your 
principal place of business or as a place to meet clients or customers. 
You're disqualified if you watch TV in your "office" or let guests sleep 
on the office sofa. To prove you use your home office regularly, you 
should work the x  more than a few hours a month.

You get no deduction for performing your employer's work in your 
home unless you are required by your employer to do so. You can't 
deduct space you use merely to manage your investments or rental 
property.

The space you claim for a write-off can be a room or part of a room 
that is partitioned off for business use. Measure the portion of your home 
used for your business and deduct that same share of your total home 
expenses. You can't write off rnore expense than you have business 
income, however.

Until recently, your home office had to be the focal point of your 
business, where the bulk of your business revenue was earned. A 
physician named Soliman has been allowed by the Tax Court to take a 
write-off for a home office because it was essential to his business and 
he spent a substantial amount of time working there. So, even if you 
provide services elsewhere-such as at a hospital, performance hall, or 
showroom-you maybe allowed a home office deduction. But, watch 
out! The IRS scrutinizes home office deductions had has indicated it will 
appeal the Soliman ruling.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT
GENERAL ELECTION 
NOVEMBER 6, 1990

PROPOSITION NO. 1 ON THE BALLOT
Senate Joint Resolution 2, Sixth Called Session, 71st Legislature, 

proposes a constitutional amendment to provide that if the Senate, at 
any special session, does not take final action to confirm or reject 
ari appointee of the Governor made during a recess of the Senate, the 
appointee is entitled to continue in office until the Senate rejects the 
appointee at a subsequent session or until the Governor appoints 
another person to fill the vacancy, but such a nominee whom the 
Senate does not act to confirm or reject at a subsequent regular 
session is considered to be rejected when the session ends.

The proposed amendment will appear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to clarify the authority of 
the senate to consider certain nominees to state and district 
offices and to provide for filling vacancies in those offices.”
