Council Holds At Effective Tax Rate
Mayor Pro Tem Irene 
Mason — seconded 
by Councilman Gary 
Parker to increase the 
rate by three percent.

A l t h o u g h  t h e 
proposed rate increase 
—  t h e  f i r s t  s i nc e 
2008,  accordi ng to 
City Manager David 
Brunson, would have 
on ly  ra i sed  a n  a n 
estimated $23,000 in 
additional revenue for 

the city, and increased 
the property tax on 
a residence valued 
at $100,000 by $20.31, 
Mayor Cliff Black, along 
with Councilmen Eric 
McElroy and Colt Ellis 
strongly opposed the 
increase.

Ellis noted that when 
he received a loan to pay 
for a house from a bank 
in Lubbock, the loan 
officers were surprised 

by the current tax rate in 
Muleshoe, and said he 
would prefer increasing 
revenues for the city by 
raising municipal rates 
for water and sewage 
rates instead.

According to Ellis, the 
city’s already high tax 
rate could discourage 
new residents, especially 
younger couples and 
families, from moving 
to Muleshoe.

“You’ve got to find 
that middle line,” he 
said.

“As for water rates, 
we could easily go up,” 
he added, noting that 
he would much prefer 
increasing utility rates 
to increasing the local 
property tax.

A s  for  Mc El r oy, 
he  sugge sted  t h at 
municipal expenses 
could still be reduced, 

and suggested the city 
look into combining 
municipal and Bailey 
County positions where 
possible.

In her defense of 
the proposed tax rate 
increase, Mason said 
she’d  spoken w it h 
s e v e r a l  Mu l e s h o e 
residents who didn’t 
like the idea of paying 
additional taxes, but

resignation accepted, 
but Smyer announced 
that while Burke would 
receive the 30 days pay 
he was due until the 
resignation’s effective 

date, he could take 
administrative leave 
until that severance 
date.

Burke noted that he 
also had some PTO or 
paid time off owed, and 
after it was clarified 
that he would receive 
that also, Burke agreed 
to meet Smyer at an 
attorney’s office Friday, 
Aug. 28, to sign an 
agreement regarding 
the resignation.

The remainder of 
the regular meeting 
was conducted without 
Burke’s presence or 
assistance.

The Muleshoe Area 
Hospital District ’s 
board of directors 
adopted a proposed 
budget for FY 2015 
of almost $13 million 
during Thursday’s 
regular meeting.

T h e  b u d g e t , 
which includes total 
projected revenues 
and expenses for both 
the Muleshoe Area 
Medical Center and 
Park View Nursing 
Care Center, is an 
increase of about 
$684,000 from the FY 
2015 budget.

T h e  p r o p o s e d 
b udg e t  i n c lud e s 
projected revenues 
f or  t h e  ho s p i t a l 
o f  $ 9, 6 5 4 , 5 8 2 . 81 
a nd  ex p en s e s  of 
$9,656,220.91, and 
projected revenues 
o f  $ 3 , 2 9 4 , 0 5 3 . 51 
a nd  ex p en s e s  of 

$3,289,490.41 for the 
nursing home.

With CEO David 
Burke’s resignation 
being accepted, and 
his being relieved 
immediately at the 
beg i n n i ng of  t he 
meeting, there was 
little discussion about 
the contents of the 
budget prior to its 
adoption other than 
a quest ion ra ised 
by board member 
Z o n a  G a t e w o o d 
regarding the budget 
for the hospital’s IT 
department.

A c c o r d i n g 
t o  d o c u m e n t s 
received from the 
hospit a l  d i s t r ic t , 
the IT department’s 
proposed budget is set 
at $236,657, an increase 
of about $5,000 from 
the previous year.

At  t he  Mul e sh o e 
Journal, it’s not unusual 
for me to receive a 
large number of such 
communications, but 
one I received last week 
caught my attention 
and instead of being 
summarily dragged to 
the trash icon received 
a reply.

T h e  e m a i l  i n 
question came from 
an individual from 
the Dallas metroplex 
who — knowing how 
concerned I was about 
the reported possible 
connection between 
“ f r a c k i n g ”  a n d 
earthquakes, offered to 
enlighten me.

For those here in 
Bailey County with 
little or no experience 
with fracking, it ’s a 
term used in the oil and 
natural gas industry, 
s la ng  ac t ua l ly  for 
“hydraulic fracturing,” 
i n  wh ic h l iquid i s 
pumped into cracks 
in rock formations to 
free up oil and gas for 
extraction.

In some areas, such 
as central Oklahoma, 
many geologists — 
b o t h  p r o f e s s i o n a l 
and amateur, are of 
the opinion that such 
practices are to blame 
for the earthquakes that 
have been plaguing the 

region in recent years.
And then, there are 

others — such as the 
individual from the 
Dallas area offering to 
provide me with more 
accurate information, 
who believe otherwise. 
Incidentally, should I 
add that this individual 
— based upon t he 
name of the company 
he represented, was 
apparently part of the 
aforementioned oil and 
natural gas industry. Go 
figure!

As for my response, 
well it went something 
like this:

Dear Mr. Oil Company 
Representative (actual

If you’d bothered to

“The city of Marathon 
in the Florida Keys has 
an average year-round 
temperature of 78.5 
degrees while Key West 
comes in second at 77.8 
degrees,” he adds.

“Interestingly, the 
F lo r id a  K e y s  a n d 
Miami Beach are the 
only locations in the 
cont inenta l  United 
States that have never 
had a frost or freeze. 
The all-t ime lowest 
temperature at Key 
West is 41 degrees. 
The others warm cities 
in South Florida are 
Miami (77.2), West Palm 
Beach (75.4) and Fort 
Myers (74.4).”

Q: What about other 
states?

A: “If you’ve ever 
been to Arizona, you 
know it’s very warm 
there, and the city of 
Yuma also has a year-
round temperature 
average of 76.0 degrees,” 
McRoberts says.

“Brownsville, Texas 
is right behind at 74.5 
degrees, while Corpus 
Christi and the Florida 
cities of Orlando and 
Vero Beach all average 
around 73 degrees. 
Other Florida cit ies 
near these temperature 
averages include Tampa 
and Daytona Beach.”

Smyer, Smith was one 
of  t wo individuals 
r e c o m m e n d e d  b y 
Burke to take over 
administration of the 
hospital until the board 
could decide how and 
by whom Burke would 
be replaced, a comment 
that drew a remark from 
hospital employee Diane 
Brunson that Burke 
had not made such a 
recommendation.

“ You  wer e n’t  i n 
there,” Smyer replied.

In other business, the 
MAHD board:

•  A d o p t e d  t h e 
ho s pit a l  d i s t r ic t ’s 
proposed tax rate for 
FY 2015, along with the 

proposed budget for the 
same period.

R e g a r d i n g  t h e 
proposed tax rate — 
the total of which is 
capped at 40 cents per 
$100 in valuation — is 
.2809 for the hospital’s 
operation, .0338 for Park 
View Nursing Care 
Center’s operation, and 
.0853 for Park View’s 
debt service.

The hospital district’s 
va luat ion i s  set  at 
$335,645,080, and at the 
proposed tax rates is 
expected to raise a total 
of $1,248,677, of which 
$982,331 will go to the 
district’s for use by the 
hospital and nursing 
home’s operation, and 
$255,346 will be for the 
nursing home’s debt 
service.

P u bl i c  h e a r i n g s 
regarding the proposed 
tax rate are set for Sept. 
4 and Sept. 11. Final 
approval of the budget 
and tax rates are set 
for the Sept. 25 regular 
meeting.

• Discussed a contract 
pr op o s a l  r e c e ive d 
from Concord Medical 
Group for emergency 
room coverage with 
Chief Operating Officer 
Landon Sheets and 
Ashley Boazman.

Originally, Concord’s 
proposed contract rate 
was $105 per hour, 
h o w e v e r ,  d u r i n g 
Thursday’s discussion 
it was noted that the 
compa ny — wh ic h 
was founded by then 
local physician Dr. Kyle 
Sheets, had reduced 
it’s proposal to $90 per 
hour.

At  t h e  h o s p i t a l 
district board’s July 
24 meeting, proposed 
contracts with Concord 
and Southwest Medical 
Group, which proposed 
a rate of $110 per hour, 
were discussed.

It was also noted that 
several problems had 
arisen concerning the 
credentialling of some 
physicians provided by 
the company, resulting 

in a large amount of 
money from Medicare 
reimbursements having 
to be written off by the 
hospital.

When asked why 
Concord didn’t handle 
the credentialling of the 
physicians it provided, 
B o a z m a n  s a i d  i t 
was a service Burke 
declined, choosing for 
the procedure to be 
handled by a MAMC 
employee.

“We have a vested 
i n t e r e s t  i n  y o u r 
collecting your money,” 
Sheets said.

“We want to be here 
because we’re doing a 
great job for you all,” he 
added later.

At the July 24 meeting, 
Rasco — referring to 

some problems that 
had arisen with some 
physicians provided for 
ER coverage by Concord 
suggested that it might 
be time for the board 
to consider contracting 
with another company.

“I think it’s time we 
tried something new,” 
she said at that time.

A t  T h u r s d a y ’s 
meeting, Director of 
Nursing Lucy Garcia 
indicated the situation 
had improved.

No action was taken 
regarding the proposed 
contract Thursday to 
give the board members 
time to consider the 
agreement. However, 
it was to be included 
on the district’s Sept. 4 
posted agenda.

fund for future projects 
and expenses — such as 
a federal requirement 
that the city’s street 
signs be replaced with 
an estimated cost of

As was noted in

Brunson also said he 
didn’t see an increase 
a h e ad  f r om  o t h e r 
revenue sources such as 
sales tax and franchise 
taxes.

only one additional 
public hearing needed 
to be held — this one 
concer n i ng t he FY 
2014-15 budget, and its 
approval on Sept. 15

“ W e ’ v e  m a d e 
tremendous progress in 
implementing new risk 
management programs 
since the Farm Bill was 
signed over six months 
ago,”  sa id  Vi l sac k . 
“Th is  new program 
is another example of 
this Administration’s 
commitment to provide 
ef fec t ive sa fet y net 
programs that allow 
farmers and ranchers to 
manage economic risks 
beyond their control.

The Margin Protection 
Program, which replaces 
the Milk Income Loss 
Contract program, gives 
pa r t ic ipat i ng  da i r y 
producers the flexibility 
to select coverage levels 
best suited for their 
operation.

Sept. 2 and ends on Nov. 
28 for 2014 and 2015. 
Participating farmers 
must  remain in t he 
program through 2018 
and pay a minimum $100 
administrative fee each 
year. Producers have 

the option of selecting a 
different coverage level 
during open enrollment 
each year.

Da i r y  op erat ion s 
enrolling in the new 
program must comply 
w i t h  c o n s e r v a t i o n 
compliance provisions 
and cannot participate 
in the Livestock Gross 
Margin dairy insurance 
program.

Fa r m e r s  a l r e a d y 
part ic ipat ing in the 
Livestock Gross Margin 
program may register for 
the Margin Protection 
Program, but the new 
margin program will 
only begin once their 
Livestock Gross Margin 
coverage has ended.

The 2014 Farm Bill 
also establ ished the 
Dairy Product Donation 
Program.

T h e  p r o g r a m 
authorizes USDA to 

purchase and donate 
d a i r y  p r o d u c t s  t o 
nonprofit organizations 
that provide nutrition 
assistance to low-income 
families.

Purchases only occur 
during periods of low 
dairy margins. Dairy 
operators do not need to 
enroll to benefit from the 
Dairy Product Donation 
Program.

H o w e v e r ,  i f 
handling is necessary, 
r e c o m m e n d a t i o n s 
i n c l u d e  w e a r i n g 
disposable gloves that 
have any powder rinsed 
off prior to handling.

It is also important 
t o  k e e p  i n  m i n d 
t h a t  a m p h i b i a n s 
a r e  de p e nde nt  o n 
t he i r  env i ron ment 
f o r  t e m p e r a t u r e 
regulat ion, and the 
pr e f e r r e d  op t i m a l 
temperature zone may 
vary depending on the 
species and part of the 
world they originated 
from.

“Temperate species 
usua l ly  requ i re  at 
least 60-70 degrees F, 
tropical species will 
require higher at least 
75-80 degrees F,” said 
Dr. Kleinschmidt. 

“ H u m i d i t y 
r e q u i r e m e n t s  f o r 

temperate amphibians 
usually range from 75-
80 percent, whereas 
tropical species may 
require upwards of 85-
90 percent, which could 
also require misting, 
waterfalls, humidifiers, 
etc. to maintain an 
appropriate range.”

To reg ulate t h is, 
owners should have an 
appropriate thermostat 
t o  d e t e r m i n e  t h e 
t e m p e r a t u r e  a n d 
temperature gradients 
should be maintained 
to allow the animal 
thermoregulation.

Providing a type of 
water source will vary 
depending upon if the 
amphibian is aquatic 
or mainly terrestrial. 
“Water should always 
be free of chlorine, 
a m m o n i a ,  n i t r i t e , 
n it rate,  pest ic ides, 
heavy metals, etc.,” said 
Dr. Kleinschmidt.

“In captive settings, 
de ion i z e d  b ot t le d 
water is usually used, 

and water should be 
tested regularly for 
appropriate pH and lack 
of these elements.”

The specific water 
temperature for your 
amphibian is also very 
important, and should 
be closely monitored 
with an appropriate 
thermometer.

W a t e r  h e a t e r s 
are a must in most 
spec ies  to  prov ide 
lukewarm water, and 
all water should be 
changed regularly for 
cleanliness.

“There should always 
be filters in place to 
decrease microbia l 
counts in the water to 
prevent disease,” said 
Dr. Kleinschmidt.

As far as feeding 
requirements go, most 
amphibians will eat 
invertebrates, such as 
insects and worms 
(usually live).

B e c au s e  of  t h i s , 
o w n e r s  w h o  a r e 
unwilling to handle live 

insects may not want to 
have an amphibian as a 
pet. The food and water 
you’ve provided must 
be changed daily, as 
well as the amphibian’s 
excrement.

“ M a k e  s u r e  t h e 
species is being fed 
the appropriate diet to 
prevent disease,” said 
Dr. Kleinschmidt.

“ M o s t  c a p t i v e 
amphibians will need 
mineral and vitamin 
supplementat ion to 
prevent nutrit ional-
deficiency diseases.”

It is imperative that 
first time amphibian 
owners thoroughly 
educate themselves on 
the prospective species 
prior to bringing one 
home.

“ I  w o u l d  n o t 
r e c o m m e n d  a n 

amphibian as a pet 
for young children 
(especially without 
adult supervision) as 
they should not be 
handled regularly, and 
when they are handled, 
special considerations 
apply.   They also can 
suffer trauma if handled 
too brusquely.”

A mph ibi a n s  a r e 
higher maintenance 
pets that have species-
specific requirements 
for ideal care.

If you are willing 
to put in the effort 
to properly educate 
yourself on the species 
a nd t hei r  spec i f ic 
requirements, as well 
as spend the money 
and- time to take good 
care of them, they can 
be a great addition to 
your home.
