IRS AUDITS
Now that you've filed your tax return, you might be wondering 

about your chances of being audited. The good news is that, in 
general, your chances of being audited are under 1%. Naturally, 
the higher your income level, the higher your chances.

The IRS scores tax returns for audit potential based on such 
factors as total income, size and types of deductbns, and “hot” 
IRS areas (tax shelters and home office expenses, for example). 
Returns with scores indicating a high likelihood of understated 
income or overstated deductions are flagged for further review.

Generally, IRS audits are targeted at one or two specific areas  
of your return (e.g., capital gains, rental losses, or itemized 
deductions). The most common type of audit is the mail audit. 
Usually, this type of audit results when items reported on your 
return do not match 1099 information forms filed with the IRS  
(such as interest income, dividends, capital gains, and miscella­
neous Income). To avoid this type of audit, report items on your 
return as they are reported to you on the 1099 form, if possible. 
Don’t combine separately reported items or amounts. Office and 
field audits are more complex, generally addressing such areas  
as rental properties and businesses. 7

Testing the efficiency of your 
center pivot irrigation system will 
show you how productive the 
system is operating and could point 
out areas along the system where 
too much or not enough water is 
being applied.

The first step in determining the 
efficiency of the system is knowing 
the gallons per minute you are 
pumping through the system. This 
is done using a flowmeter or 
velocity gauge.

After the gallons per minute is 
determined, a series of catch cans or 
gauges are placed along the system 
and water is caught in them as the 
system passes over i t

The average amount of water 
that is caught in the gauges is 
compared to the amount of water

pumped through the system to 
determine the application efficiency.

The uniformity of the water 
applied to the field or the pattern 
efficiency is calculated by 
comparing the lowest 25 percent of 
the area under the pivot to the 
average amount of water applied to 
the field.

Factors that influence efficiency 
of the irrigation system are 
operating pressure, pumping rate, 
worn or plugged nozzles system 
leaks, wind and humidity.

Areas of irregular crop growth 
under the pivot could indicate too 
much water is being applied in 
some places and not enough in 
others. An efficiency test could 
show how to correct this problem.
