Early county history revealed 
in 1887 newspaper article

(Haskell County had been 
organized only two years when the 
following article appeared in The 
Free Press on May 14,1887.)

Haskell County was organized in 
January 1885. At the time it was 
organized there were not over 300 
bonified inhabitants in the county, 
since which time its population has 
increased to 1,000. The county is 
30 miles square and is composed of 
high undulating prairies, that have a 
few m esquite groves that 
distinguish this county from the 
plains. The ground is covered \vith 
a nutritious coat of mesquite grass. 
The land is of two kinds; sandy 
loam and black sandy, and is 
adapted to drouth. The sandy loam 
is especially adapted to drouth, 
millet, sorghum and peas, have 
been raised on this land, without 
rain from the time of sowing until 
gathered. All kinds of vegetables 
grow fine, and persons who are 
conversant with the facts say this

will be as good a country for fruit 
as California; as the land is of the 
same quality, as the rich fruit lands 
of that state.

The county is traversed by the 
Double Mountain and Salt Fork of 
the Brazos, and numerous creeks 
and branches that do not go dry at 
all. There are no large pastures in 
this county, and as there are no 
large bodies of land, the title to 
which is one individual, the 
probability is that there never will 
be any large pastures in this 
county.

Haskell, the county seat, is 
situated at the head of Rice Springs 
branch on a high rolling prairie. 
For good water and good health it is 
not to be surpassed by any of its 
western contemporaries. The town 
plot was surveyed by W. R. 
Standifer who was at the time (in 
1884) the only inhabitant with ten 
miles of the present town pf 
Haskell. It was laid off on the

southeast comer of the Peter Allen 
survey, including Rice Springs. It 
was about a mile square, but since 
that time an addition has been made 
on the east, making the present plot, 
double its original size.

Sometime in 1884, W. F. 
Draper and J. L. Baldwin put up a 
grocery store which was soon 
followed by that of Wm. Harvey, 
L. M. Smith and others, until at 
present the square upon which 
stands the beautiful courthouse is 
occupied by numerous businessmen 
in all trades and professions.

The public buildings are 
substantial and ornamental and were 
built with an economical outlay; 
tliey having cost the county not 
over $20,000 for which the county 
has a good courthouse, brick jail 
with best steel furniture, lime rock 
vault and clerk’s office and three 
substantial bridges. The growth of 
business and population since 1884 
has not been surpassed by any other 
interior town in the west, situated 
as far as it is from railroads.

Haskell is 45 miles from Albany 
terminus of the H. & T.C.R.R., 30 
miles from Anson in Jones County 
and 30 miles from Throckmorton in 
county of same name.

Our present daily mail 
connections are with Abilene via 
Anson. When we first secured a 
mail line it was with Albany, but 
our people became dissatisfied with 
the trade facilities, and opened up a 
mail line with Abilene, as that city 
offered better inducements in the 
lumber and grain trade. The change 
of the mail line caused a transfer of 
business to that city.

Among the men who have 
prospered in their business since 
they came here, we mention: Draper 
and Baldwin, saloon and livery 
business; D. R. Gass & Co, 
general merchandise; R. S. De 
Long, groceries; J. W. A. Arledge, 
drugs; R. A. Anderson & Co., 
drugs; H. L. Koontz, grocery and 
hide dealer; B. H. Dotson, dry good 
and groceries; W. H. Parsons, 
jeweler; attorneys at law, A. C.

Presentation of the 
scholarship to Miss Gilly was made 
by Mary West Traylor, chairman of 
the exposition 's scholarship 
committee.

Many people think it is a safe 
alternative to smoking, but "there 
is a risk of developing oral cancer," 
said Dr. Larry Laufman of Baylor 
College of Medicine in Houston. 
"It is a gamble, just like smoking 
and lung cancer."

Smokeless tobacco also has 
cosmetic pitfalls: bad breath, 
receding gums, stained teeth and 
white patches (leukoplakia) on the 
gums.

Studies show that 17 percent of 
boys in grades 3 through 12 and 22 
percent of college men use 
smokeless tobacco more than once 
a week.

Gardening doesn’t stop just 
because summer is on the horizon. 
In fact, it's the wise gardener who 
plans now for color the rest of the 
growing season. Summer planted 
annuals can provide lovely bloom 
right up to frost.

Zinnias are some of the best 
annuals for fall flowering.

There are actually dozens of 
different types of zinnias, and they 
will all be excellent sources of late 
summer and fall color in Haskell- 
area gardens. Plant them in late 
June.

Marigolds are also welcome 
additions to the fall landscape. Not 
only do they provide colors, but it’s 
even in the all shades of yellow and 
orange. Even better, though, your 
fall marigolds won’t have the big 
hurdle of surviving the red spider 
mites that often times wipe them 
out in the summer.

Marigolds should also be planted 
by mid-July, also in full sun. Keep 
them moist as they start growing. 
For the first week their little roots 
won't extend more than an inch or 
two into the soil.

Celosia, or cockscomb, is a 
great flower for fall. There are two 
main types, crested and plumed. 
You can buy transplants and put 
them out by late June if at all 
possible. The flqwer heads can be 
cut and hung upside down for 
several weeks, and then you can use 
them in a nice arrangement for fall 
and winter.

The traditional fall favorites like 
mums, Joseph’s coat, copper plants 
and candle trees also are so pretty in 
the yard and in the house to 
brighten up those long, dreary, cold 
winter days.

Concerning watering in the 
summer, everyone does not agree 
on the time. I think it is best to 
water early in the morning when it 
is possible. My reasons are the 
wind is usually lightest and the 
humidity is high. There is less

evaporation then. Another reason is 
disease problems are less, since the 
foliage will dry quickly as the sun 
comes up.

Texas population 
is growing older

By the year 1026, Texans over 
the age of 65 will be the state's 
fastest-growing population group as 
public and private services for the 
elderly will be more in demand than 
ever.

Health services, particularly 
long-term care, will become 
increasingly important to the state's 
budget and will require more of the 
Legislature's attention. As baby

boomers gray, the number of 
Texans age 65 will swell from the 
current 1.7 million to 3.9 million, 
in 2026, a 127-percent increase, 
according to State Comptroller 
John Sharp.

A combination of pensions, 
various retirement programs, 
personal savings and Social 
Security benefits will push retirees 
into the highest income bracket in

history. This age group is expected 
to carry more political pressure for 
resources for elderly concerns and 
they will carry a significant impact 
in the state's suburban counties.

Data on the aging Texas 
population has been compiled by 
the Forces o f Change project, a 
year-long analysis by the 
comptroller's office of the sweeping 
issues likely to shape the citizens, 
business climate and government of 
Texas over the coming generation. 
The date reveals that in the year 
2026, Texas' median population is 
expected to be 37.7 years old, 
considerably older than the current

30.6 years old.
The study also points out that by 

the 21st century, the population in 
Texas is expected to reach a total of 
22.3 million. However, the 
estimates for the annual average 
population growth of 0.7 percent 
between 1992-2026 is much slower 
than the 2 percent annual average 
growth Texas experienced during 
1950-90.

The decrease of the annual 
growth is due primarily to fewer 
births rather than a decrease in 
newcomers migrating to Texas.
