92-year-oid Haskeii woman 
operates thriving business

"For everything there is a season 

and a time . . .  a time to mend and 
a time to sew." Ecclesiastes, The 
Bible.

In her 92 seasons of time, Irene 
Muse has stitched into her life 
much of the tenacious courage, 
color and determined character for 
which West Texas women are 
historically known. Listening to 
her, it is evident that the tapestry of 
her life's history is as variegated as 
the patterns and colors of the quilts 
she works on daily in her home in 
Haskell.

Amazingly, both day and night, 
Irene stands at her quilting frames 
to finish each quilt, comfort or 
bedspread her customers bring, 
always anxious to begin the next 
project. According to her, "the only 
amazing thing about it is that they 
keep bring me more quilts."

Learning to quilt at age 9 while 
standing at her mother's side, Irene 
has continued to practice the craft 
throughout whatever circumstances 
have come her way. She began to 
quilt for the public in 1963. Asked 
about being in her 90s, still 
wanting to earn extra money, she 
says, "Quilting is all I know to do, 
and all I know about quilting is just 
to do it." And do it she does.

Taking off from it only on 
Sundays when she attends morning 
worship at the Assembly of God, 
her week days start early. Rising at

6 a.m. she reads the paper, eats 
breakfast and begins work on 
whatever quilt is in the quilting 
frames she keeps in one bedroom. 
Stopping only for a quick lunch, 
she returns to the quilt until 
evening—often working until an 11 
p.m. bedtime, despite having had 
cataract surgery on on eye and 
being advised to have the other 
done.

Working right alongside her 
husband for 63 years, until his 
death in 1979, she learned the habit 
of never taking time out for naps or 
rest until the job at hand was done. 
"Besides," she says, "1 don't get a 
bit of kick out of daytime TV or 
soap operas; they just plain bore 
me to death." Staying at the quilts 
helps her forget any aches or pains, 
and sleep soundly and relaxed with 
no necessity for any medication 
beyond an occasional aspirin for a 
sinus headache.

"Every day I thank the Lord that 
I can live here in this house where 
my husband and my mother died, 
wait on myself and do the work 1 
love to do." She hopes to "stay on" 
as long as her mother did, age 96.

Like the needle she constantly 
runs in and out of the quilts, her 
mind, memory and observations 
about life are accurate and sharp.

Born near Glen Rose, she 
married C. C. Muse at age 15, 
worked on the farm, raised three 
daughters and moved to Haskeii on 
Feb. 9, 1962. Daughters Ruby 
Martin and Dorothy Cox live near 
her in Haskell, Lorene Bonner in 
Abilene.

Besides quilting, she mows her 
yard and plants a yearly garden, 
which already features onions, 
beets, okra, squash and tomatoes so 
far this season. Never out of work 
to do, at the moment she has six

completed quilts ready for a 
customer in Cisco and four for 
customers in Wichita Falls. 
Waiting in line arc several from 
Haskell.

Taking about three to four days 
to complete a quilt, including 
hemming, Mrs. Muse has averaged 
doing 105 each year since she began 
keeping record in the quilt registry 
book Florence Lamed gave her 
years ago. However, almost 
apologetically, she says, "Last year 
I did only 86."

Speaking of the obviously 
bclow-markct prices she charges for 
her work, she said, "A lot of folks 
say I work too cheap, but I want to 
be fair and honest and never cheat 
anyone. I may not make much 
money, but I have a good time and 
a clear conscience.'-'

No longer getting out and about, 
Mrs. Muse enjoys the "come and 
go" companionship of rtiany repeat 
customers. With obvious pleasure 
she says, "I've made a lot of new 
friends of all colors who I wouldn't 
have known."

Listening as she relates personal 
stories of coping with wood stoves 
and kerosene lanterns, and sharing 
her special optimism about her life, 
one has to suspect that her quilt 
customers may be also coming 
back for the bonus of knowing and 
being around her.

Asked about her secret of long 
life, she laughed. "Oh, 1 figure it 
just hasn't been my time to die 
yet.” Then she adds, "But 1 want to 
live only as long as I can sec to 
thread my needle and look after 
myself. If God gives mo the 
blessing of never becoming a 
burden to anyone. I’ll die with my 
thimble on."

Happy birthday, Irene Muse, and 
many happy returns of the day.

Haskell County goes 
for Hutchison

Haskell County voters did an 
about-face in Saturday’s U.S. 
Senate runoff election, going for 
Republican Kay Bailey Hutchison 
over Democrat Bob Krueger.

The final tally in Haskell 
County was 531 votes for 
Hutchison and 454 for Krueger. 
Statewide, Hutchison was winner 
by better than a 2-to-l margin.

The local vote was in sharp 
contrast to the results of the May 1 
election when Krueger led a 24- 
candidate field with 599 votes to 
Hutchison's 361.

Hutchison carried six of the 
county's 10 precincts, plus the early 
voting balloting.

Krueger carried the other four 
precincts, including one of four in 
Haskell. In addition, he led the 
voting in Rochester, Weinert and 
Sagerton.

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Sign up for 
conservation 
now underway

"Producers who have serious soil 
erosion, water quality, or pollution 
problems on their land may want to 
review the list of Agriculture 
Conservation Program (AGP) 
practices available at our office," 
Glenn Brzozow ski, county 
executive of the Haskell County 
Agriculture Stabilization and 
Conservation Service, said this 
week.

Brzozowski said CCP funds are 
available to solve these and other 
conservation problems through 
annual and long-term conservation 
agreements. The county committee 
will have an approval period on 
June 23, and applications received 
by June 18 will be reviewed for 
cost sharing.

Cost-share funds are available 
through the Annual Program 
(ANA) or the Special Hydrological 
Unit Area of the Seymour Aquifer.

In 1992, ASCS approved several 
requests to treat severe soil and 
water conservation problems in 
Haskell County, terraces were 
constructed on more than 600 acres 
of cropland, 40-pIus acres of 
waterways were built to prevent 
soil erosion and improve water 
quality , and 13 irrigation 
conveyance systems were installed 
with over 15,000 feet of pipe cost- 
shared on to improve water quality.

"Producers who need cost-share 
assistance may sign up for the ACP 
at any time," Brzozowski said.

The program offers financial and 
technical assistance to help 
producers solve critical soil, water 
and pollution problems on their 
land.

Requests should be filed before 
June 18.

RETIREMENT PLANS FOR 
THE SELF-EMPLOYED

If you’re self-employed, you can still set up a retirement plan 
like those of Boeing or Walmart. In fact, setting up a self- 
employment retirement plan can make good business sense. 
Contributing to a plan shelters your current income from taxes, 
and your investment grows tax free. A tax-deferred plan also 
helps attract and keep talented people. And it’s a great way to 
encourage employees to save. Here are some options:

Individual Retirement Accounts (IRAs). Let’s say you and 
your spouse aren’t covered by someone else’s pension plan. 
With an IRA you can tuck away up to $2,000 a year (depending 
on your earnings) and deduct your contribution from your 
taxable income. Also, earnings on your contributions will grow 
without adding to your current tax bill.

But you must leave your money in the plan until retirement. 
Early withdrawals are taxed as ordinary income, and under most 
circumstances, you’ll pay an additional 10% penalty to the IRS 
if you withdraw from your IRA before you’re 59 1/2.

Simplified Employee Pension Plans (SEPs). With a SEP you, 
the employer, setup IRA accounts for yourself and your employ­
ees. SEPs have one big advantage over regular IRAs: you can 
contribute more money each year (up to 15 percent of the self- 
employed individual’s “earned income’’). SEPs are easy and 
inexpensive to set up, and easy to maintain.

Keogh Plans. With a Keogh (pronounced Kee-oh), you can 
give an even greater percentage of your earnings to the plan (up 
to 25 percent). As with other plans, your contribution is deducted 
from your taxable income. Keoghs tend to be more costly to set 
up and maintain than other plans, and annual report filing can be 
more complicated.

Mrs. Gilmore was bom Feb. 12, 

1898, in Elkhart, Texas, the 
daughter of John and Cynthia Faith 
Bennett Parker. Her great­
grandfather, Elder Daniel Parker, 
established the first Protestant 
church in Texas in 1836 in Elkhart. 
She was the third cousin to Cynthia 
Ann Parker, who was captured by 
the Indians in a massacre at Fort 
Parker between Mexia and 
Groesbeck, Texas, in 1836.

She married John E. Gilmore of 
Bardwell, Ellis County, Oct. 6, 
1915.

The unclassified 
receiving waters o f Mule Creek 
have presumed high aquatic life 
uses. The designated uses for Seg­
ment No. 1235 are contact recrea­
tion, high aquatic life use and 
public water supply. The effluent 
limitations in the draft permit will 
maintain and protect the existing 
instream uses. All determinations 
are preliminary and subject to 
additional review and/or revision.

The Executive Director o f the 
Texas Water Commission has pre­
pared a draft permit which, if ap­
proved by the Commission, will 
enforce more stringent effluent 
limitations in order to meet exist­
ing applicable rules and regula­
tions. It is proposed that the expira­
tion date of the renewed permit be 
specified as midnight, five years 
after date o f Commission ap­
proval.

Legal Authority: Section  
26.028 of the Texas Water Code 
and 31 TAC Chapter 305 o f the 
Rules of theTexasWater Commis­
sion.

No public hearing will be held 
on this publication unless an af­
fected person who has received 
notice of the application specifi­
cally requests a public hearing. 
Any such request for a public hear­
ing shall be in writing ind  Contain 
(1) the name, mailing address and 
daytime phone number of the per­
son making the request; (2) the 
statement “...request a public hear­
ing’’; and (3) a brief description of 
how the requester, or persons rep­
resented by the requester, would be 
adversely affected by the granting 
of the application. If the Commis­
sion determines that the request 
sets out an issue which is relevant 
to the application, or that a public 
hearing, would serve the public

interest, the Commission shall 
conduct a public hearing, after the 
issuance o f proper and timely no­
tice of the hearing. If no sufficient 
request for hearing is received 
within 30 days o f the date o f publi­
cation of the notice concerning the 
application, the permit will be 
submitted to the Commission for 
final decision on the application.

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Miller Creek fish 
survey completed

records for all species of fish in the 
lake. Anyone catching a large fish 
of any species who would like to 
have it certified should contact the 
office at (817) 766-2383.

Texas Parks and W ildlife 
Department's Inland Fisheries office 
in Wichita Falls has completed a 
spring gill net survey at Millers 
Creek Reservoir.

The survey is conducted at least 
once every three years to monitor 
catfish, white bass, and hybrid 
striped bass x white bass 
populations in the lake. TPWD 
biologists can determine fish 
population trends by comparing 
this year's survey results to results 
from previous surveys.

The channel catfish population 
has grown since the previous 
survey conducted in 1991. Catch 
rates for channel catfish have 
increased from 7.6 per net in 1991 
to 11.2 per net in 1993. The 
increase was due largely to higher 
catch rates of channel catfish in the 
7- to 12-inch range. This indicates 
successful spawning seasons for the 
past two or three years. Catch rates 
for larger channel catfish (over 12 
inches) remained stable.

Over 38,000 blue catfish were 
stocked by Texas Parks and Wildlife 
at Millers Creek in 1990 and 1991. 
These fish have survived and appear 
to be growing well. Seven blue 
catfish were captured per net, and 
nearly 35 percent of these were over

14 inches long.
Anglers can expect to catch blue 

catfish with the same techniques 
and baits used for channel catfish. 
Blue catfish have the potential to 
grow larger than channel catfish and 
may occasionally exceed 100 
pounds.

The white bass (also known as 
sand bass) catch rate was 5.8 per net 
this year, down from 9.4 per net in 
1991. White bass populations often 
experience cycles of population 
growth and decline, and this is 
probably not a long term decline.

Striped x bass hybrids were 
stocked in Millers Creek in 1980 
and 1982. Two hybrid bass were 
captured per net night in 1991, and 
no hybrids were captured in 1993. 
This is probably because the 
hybrids present in the lake are too 
large to be effectively sampled with 
the nets used in this survey.

Millers Creek has the potential 
to produce some very large hybrid 
bass, possibly even a state record. 
The lake record hybrid, caught by 
Tom Yates in April 1991, weighed 
16.01 pounds, just a few pounds 
less than the 19.66-pound state 
record. This is the only lake record 
currently certified for Millers Creek.

Procedure could 
help asthmatics

A simple surgical procedure may 
help asthmatics who suffer from 
sinobronchial syndrome.

Sinobronchial syndrome occurs 
when patients are treated for an 
asthma attack but not for the 
clogged sinuses that triggered the 
attack, causing the asthma to 
repeatedly return.

Endoscopic surgery can clear the 
sinus drainage canals, says Dr. 
Gene Alford, otorhinolaryngologist 
at Baylor College of Medicine in 
Houston.

A tube with a tiny cutting device 
attached at the end is inserted 
through the nose. Through a 
"telescope", the surgeon opens the 
sinus' bony channels and removes 
excess mucosa, the moist tissue 
lining the sinus cavity. In 
asthmatics or people with allergies, 
the tissue swells, causing the 
channels to close.
