"It became necessary to destroy 

the town in order to save it," was 
the reason reportedly given when 
firing on Ben Tre, Vietnam, Feb. 8, 
1968."

Illogical reasoning then. 
Illogical reasoning now. However, 
there are more, and just as deadly, 
ways to destroy a town in the name 
of saving it than with artillery 
firepower.

The spirit of civic pride, the 
feeling of community togetherness 
through mutual respect for 
individual diversity, makes any 
town a p leasan t, healthy

atmosphere for raising children or 
being retired in. But, when citizens 
of any town stay dogmatically 
divided over issues, even those 
having valid points on both sides, 
they often begin seeking retaliation 
by unreasonably shooting down, 
everything the "opposition:" 
proposes, regardless of whether it is 
logically sound or in the best 
interest of all.

"Us or them" can become the 
only criteria for judging the merit 
of every project, both city funded 
and privately (volunteer) funded. 
Sometimes this can be indulged to 
the extent of becoming an insidious

way of thinking and interacting 
with others—a destructive deterrent 
to quality growth in both 
individuals and towns.

One small case in point: 
Through ludicrous, unsigned letters, 
with thinly-veiled harassment and 
sarcasm, pot-shots are being fired at 
members of the City Parks Board, 
by presenting the idea that money 
could best be spent repairing the 
many pot-holes that are to be found 
in our streets over town.

Pot-holes are a legitimate 
complaint, to be sure, grossly 
needing attention. But, to be sure, 
this complaint is also grossly

immunization clinic set

children. Adult tetanus shots also 
will be given.

During July and August all 
immunizations will be free of 
charge. The service is offered to 
everyone. Children between the 
ages of 4-12 are eligible to receive a 
second MMR3 (measles) vaccine.

The day when all Texas children 

are immunized is growing closer. A 
measure passed recently by the 
Texas Legislature and supported by 
Texas Medical Association (TMA) 
provides that every child in the state 
be immunized against vaccine-

preventable diseases, regardless of 
ability to pay.

As plans to immunize Texas 
children are set in motion by the 
Texas Department of Health, the 
physicians of TMA will play an 
active role. TMA is part of a 
coalition  coordinating and 
implementing plans to increase 
immunizations in Texas.

Immunizations are an important 
part of preventive health because a 
number of infectious diseases are 
almost completely preventable 
through routine immunizations. 
The incidence of measles, one such 
preventable disease, increased 12- 
fold in Texas from 1988 to 1991. 
In fact, as late as 1990, Texas was

home to about 18 percent of the 
nation's measles cases.

To help prevent this and other 
dangerous sand potentially life- 
threatening diseases, TMA urges 
you to make sure you and your 
c h ild re n  have c u rre n t  
immunizations. Because these 
immunizations need to be received 
by age 2, waiting until your child 
is ready to start school needlessly 
puts them at risk of exposure to 
disease.

R o u t i n e  c h i l d h o o d  
immunizations protect against eight 
d ise a se s . The fo llow ing  
im m unization schedule is 
recommended by the American

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Green Thumb
, By Gladys O'Neal 

Haskell Garden Club
Midsummer is a great time in 

southern gardens. A lot of the 
summer flowers should be at their 
peak. We have frustrations with 
ripening fruits and maturing 
vegetables come the problems and 
diseases of a lot of our plants.

Our aim now is to keep things 
growing well.

Blackspot and mildew will show 
on roses almost continuously. 
There are several things on the 
market to use: Benlate (benomyl) or 
phaltan are good controls.

Most plants need fertilizer about 
every six weeks when they are 
growing rapidly.

It's not too late to plant another 
planting of zinnias, cosmos or 
sunflowers directly in your garden. 
They should start blooming in a 
few weeks.

If you want to grow your own 
pumpkins for Halloween, now's the 
time to get started. Plant four or 
five seeds about one and a half 
inches deep in a hill of well- 
prepared soil. Allow at least six feet 
between hills. For this area in 
Texas, Big Max, Spirit and 
Connecticut Field are recommended 
varieties.

Now is the time to notice if 
your daylilies haven't bloomed 
well. It's probably due to 
overcrowding. Dig up .entire 
clumps, then remove soil from the 
roots to expose the crown. Pull the

plants apart by hand, or split with a 
sharp knife. Then replant them 
about 12 or 18 inches apart.

Bulbs such as spider lilies and 
fall crocus need to be planted now 
for fall bloom. Set in a well-drained 
soil at a depth twice their width; a 
two-inch-wide bulb needs to be four 
inches deep.

Fertilize chrysanthem ums, 
dahlias and asters now. Apply 
approximately one cup of liquid 
fertilizer or one tablespoon of 
granular 10-10-10 around each 
chrysanthemum or dahlia plant.

Cut hollyhocks off at ground 
level, fertilize and water. Keep 
verbenas clipped.

Many annuals have finished 
blooming. Clear the beds, fertilize 
and spade and let soil mellow for 
fall planting. Cut the perennials 
back, some will bloom again.

If any plants show sings of red 
spider, dust them thoroughly with 
sulphur or malathion.

I am most happy in a 
greenhouse or in a garden. I love 
flowers and have been growing 
them for many years. I've often 
thought: "What fun is it if you 
can't share it?" Enjoy and share 
your plants!

I do what I love and what people 
will enjoy. The way our world is 
today, nobody knows quite how it 
is going to shape itself, but as long 
as people care about art and books 
and flowers, the world will be a 
good place to live. I believe that 
things of beauty and joy endure.

not live by either plain vanilla or 
paved streets alone, I cannot 
begrudge one penny spent for the 
city park. Regardless of personal 
'druthers’ at the time of voting on 
the new City Hall, I view 
participation on ‘the City Parks 
Board as a responsibility, and with 
a certain pride in being associated 
with something that is an asset to 
my community.

When I see a bus-load of 
mentally-disadvantaged persons 
from Stamford laughing delightedly 
at the ducks from atop the bridge 
over the water, or family reunions 
under the pavilion, or the 
shimmering beauty of lights 
reflected on the water at night, it 
makes me happy to know that the 
town making this possible is where 
I chose to make my home.

Shutting off maintenance and 
developmental care on our little city 
park because of lack of proper street 
maintenance is comparable to

cutting off a pretty little nose 
because the rest of the face has 
unsightly pimples. Neither of these 
solutions will cure the problems'of 
the paving or the pimples.

Neither pot-shots nor pot-holes 
enhance a town's image, and neither 
does continued vindictiveness after a 
political shoot-out. Reasonably, 
unselfishly and courageously pool^ 
and channeled toward solving 
problems held in common, the 
time, energy and creativity spent in 
skirmishing with one another over 
control, could be a formidable 
source of commendable progress for 
any town.

A wise old African proverb says 
that, "When elephants fight, it is 
the grass that suffers." I hope it 
never has to be the grass of the 
children's playing fields, or the 
green-grass spirit of a caring 
community that I enjoy here in 
Haskell.

There is nothing harder than the 
softness of indifference.

Academy of Pediatrics and Advisory 
Committee on Immunization 
Practices of the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention:

-DPT: A series of five shots at 
2 months, 4 months, 6 months, 
between 15 and 18 months, and a 
booster shot between ages 4 and 6.

—Polio: A series of four oral 
doses at 2 months, 4 months, 15 to 
18 months, and 4 to 6 years.

—MMR: Two shots, one at 15 
months and a booster at 11 to 12 
years of age.

-Haemophilus influenza type B: 
Two different vaccines available, 
both given at 2 months, 4 months, 
and 12 to 15 months; one also 
requires a dose at 6 months.

-Tetanus-diphtheria: Between 
ages 14 and 16.

An additional recommendation 
was issued by the CDCV in 
November 1991 about Hepatitis B. 
Although it is an adult disease. 
Hepatitis B has not been controlled 
by adult immunizations because of 
difficulty in reaching much of the 
population at risk. To help 
eliminate Hepatitis B, the CDC 
now recommends immunizing for 
the disease at birth, at 1 to 2

months, and at 6 to 18 months.
'A lthough  some risks are 

associated with immunizations, 
they are outweighed dramatically by 
the benefits of disease prevention. If 
you are concerned, speak with your 
physician about vaccine risks and 
benefits.

The recent increase in outbreaks 
of infectious diseases, combined 
with renewed emphasis on 
p reven tive health , m akes 
immunizations more important 
than ever.

DO SOME MIDYEAR TAX PLANNING
New tax legislation is expected sometime this year, and many 

of the initial proposals call for higher taxes to be imposed retro­
actively to the beginning of 1993. For example, the current rule 
which limits itemized deductions and personal exemptions for 
“high income” taxpayers is expected to be made permanent. You 
needn’t wait for Congress to hammer out its tax plan, 
though.You can take advantage of the tax breaks that will 
probably be available even after Congress acts.

Here are somee examples:
1. Contribute the maximum amount to tax-deductible retire­

ment plans (IRAs, SEPs, 401 (k) plans, Keoghs, 403 (b.) plans).
2. Once you’ve maximized the tax-deductible plans, consider 

contributing to a nondeductible retirement plan or an annuity. 
You won’t get a tax deduction for your contribution, but the 
earnings on the investment aren’t taxable until withdrawn,

3. Perhaps tax-free investments-are appropriate for your port­
folio. Also, find out how to invest for capital gains rather than 
ordinary income. The maximum capital gains rate is expected to 
stay at 28% while ordinary income tax rates rise.

4. As part of your overall estate plan, consider giving income- 
producing assets to family members whose tax rates are lower 
than yours.

5. Plan the sale of stocks, bonds, and real estate to minimize 
the capital gains tax. Consider a tax-deferred exchange of real 
estate or business property. An installment sale of real estate may 
keep keep you in a lower tax bracket by speading your gain over 
many years.

6. If your employer sponsors a flexible benefits plan or 
cafeteria plan, sign up for all of the pre-tax benefits you can use.
