Even lean meat has fat in it. 

Here are some ways to reduce the 
saturated fat in meat:

Use a rack to drain off the fat 
when broiling, roasting or baking. 
Instead of basting with drippings, 
keep meat moist by pouring wine, 
tomato juice or bouillon over i t

Cook a day ahead of time: stews, 
boiled meat, soup stock, or other 
dishes in which fat cooks into the 
liquid. After the food has been 
refrigerated, the hardened fat can b6' 
rm oved from the top.

Make gravies after the fat has 
hardened and can be removed from 
the liquid.

Broil, rather than pan-fry, meats 
such as hamburger, lamb chops, 
pork chops and steak. ^

When a recipe calls for browning 
the meat first, try browning it under 
the broiler instead of in a pan.

Low Fat Recipes:
Basic Gravy

2 tablespoons browned flour
1 cup liquid (meat drippings or 

bouillon or both)
Use 2 tableiqpoons of flour for 

each cup of liquid. Put half of the 
liquid in a jar and add the flour. 
Cover tightly and shake until 
mixture is smooth. Pour into a 
pan, add the remaining liquid. Bring 
to a simmer and cook for a few 
m inutes, stirring constantly. 
Season to taste. Add gravy 
coloring, if desired. Yield: 1 cup. 
Aiqn’ox. cal/serv.: 1 tablespoon=S.

NOTE: for a thick gravy, 
increase flour to 4 tablespoons for 
each cup of liquid. Yield: 1 cup. 
Approx, cal/serv.: 1 tablespoon 
(thick)=10.

^Browned flour adds color and 
flavor to the gravy. To brown, 
spread flour in a shallow pan and 
cook over very low heat, stirring 
occasionally, until lightly colored.

Variation: Mushroom gravy: add 
1/4 cup of sliced mushrooms for 
each cup of gravy.

Per Diem Method For Travel Expenses: 
Is It Bight For You?

You can avoid the hassle of keeping detailed records of each 
business travel expense if you use the “per diem” method.

Normally, to be entitled to a deduction for travel expenses, you must 
maintain adequate records or evidence to substantiate each expendi­
ture. Uie following must be substantiated:

1. The amount of each travel expense,
2. The time and place of the travel, and
3. The business purpose of the travel.
You must have a written receipt for each expense that exceeds $25.
Travel expenses include lodging, meals, and certain incidental 

expenses while away from home. Generally, being “away from home” 
means overnight or for a period that is long enough that you need rest.

Instead of keeping receipts to prove the amount of each travel 
expense, you can use the per diem amount. Self-employed taxpayers 
are allowed to use the per diem amount for meals and incidental 
deductions, but must keep receipts to prove lodging deductions. 
Employers may use per diem amounts to reimburse employees for 
meals and incidental expenses and for lodging. If the employer pays a 
pCT diem that is mexe than the federally approved amounts, the excess 
is treated as wages. When using the per diem method, the business 
purpose of the travel and its time and place must still be documented.

The IRS publishes per diem rates for over 500 locations. To avoid 
using the lengthy per diem tables to determine the amount for each 
locality, some taxpayers may use a simplified “high-low” per diem 
method. High-cost locales are assigned one rate, and all others have a 
“low-cost” per diem rate.

Central Rolling Plains to vote on a 
program which will eliminate the 
boll weevil from our cotton Helds 
fm ev^. As a cotton producer in 
Haskell County, I urge my 
neighbors to vote FOR establishing 
an eradication zone and FOR the 
prcqx)sed maximum assessment to 
pay for an eradication program.

There's worlds of information 
available that proves success after 
success with similar eradication 
programs in states like Georgia, 
California, Arizona and the 
Carolinas. Eradication helped 
farmers in those areas increase 
yields, lower production costs, and 
just make more money. Lets face 
it, not too many folks in this area 
have made a lot of money farming 
cotton these past few years.

Other results of eradication 
programs have been increased land 
values and more money circulating 
throughout communities. Every 
year we allow the weevil to remain 
in our fields means fewer dollars to 
be spent in our towns, whether it’s 
lost dollars trying to control the 
pest or lost dollars from damage to 
our cotton crop. "

We have a chance here to do 
something to help ourselves. But 
this won't happen if farmers and 
landowners don't vote yes for this 
program. We've heard that the other 
cotton-producing states and other 
areas of Texas want to have 
eradication programs. If we miss 
this chance we may not get another. 
We also might miss out on the 
chance for any federal assistance. I 
would hate for us to have to 
compete with everyone else 
growing cotton if we’re the only 
ones with boil weevils.

No one else will make this 
happen. Farmers need to vote FOR 
this program if we’re going to stay 
in the cotton business.

vVhen do I need to apply my 
next irrigation? How much water do 
I need to apply? Should I stop 
irrigating now or wait a few days? 
These are common questions a 
farmer has to evaluate each year in 
their water management plan. The 
wrong answer to these questions 
can be the difference between a 
profit and a loss.

Without timely and accurate soil 
moisture readings you irrigation 
system could be wasting water and 
in ">ney. For essential irrigation 
water management you need to 
know when and how much to 
irrigate.

Gypsum blocks or tensiometers 
can help in deciding when and how 
much water to apply to the crop.

Gysum bloc]^ are cast gypsum

around a pair of stainless steel 
electrodes. Wire leads are attached to 
the electrodes. Soil moisture is 
measured by using a meter than 
sends an electrical current to the 
block. The electrical resistance 
measured by the meter varies with 
the amount of moisture in the soil. 
The blocks are normally buried in 
the soil at 6 ,12,24, and 36 inches.

A tensiometer is a water filled 
tube with a ceramic tip and vacuum 
gauge. As the soil dries water 
moved from the ceramic tip of the 
tensiometer until the vacuum in the 
tube equals the vacuum in the soil. 
The gauge reads the amount of 
vacuum required by the plant roots
to take water from the soil. When

Protection, a state agency involved 
in various aspects of fire prevention 
and fire suppression.

"When you consider the tens of 
thousands of natural Christmas 
trees sold in Texas each year, there 
are amazingly few Christmas tree 
fires," said Michael E. Hines, 
executive d irector of the 
Commission on Fire Protection. 
"However, because dried-out trees 
are so combustible, it's like 
keeping a six-foot stack of kindling 
in your living room. When a fire 
does start in a Christmas tree, it is 
usually devasting, occasionally fatal 
to anyone at home."

In 1993, about 75 fires started in 
Christmas trees, according to the 
Texas Fire Incident Reporting 
System. Five people died in those 
fires, one of the highest death rates 
for a single fire cause.

To assure that your Christmas 
tree will be standing safely when 
Santa arrives and to prevent other 
common holiday fires, the 
Commission on Fire Protection 
recommends the following steps:

1. Keep natural trees well- 
watered and moist.

Natural trees require special care. 
According to fire statistics, natural 
trees used as decorations in the 
home are three times as likely 
artificial trees to be involved in 
fires.

Water natural trees daily. Letting 
the water supply run out even once 
can keep the tree from drawing any 
more water through the trunk. 
Heaters dry the air, which dries 
natural trees. Use a humidifier to 
replace air moisture.

As the tree dries, don't leave 
lights on for extended times. Never 
leave a lighted tree unattended.

2. Use electric lights safely.
Faulty or unattended electrical

lights cause about half of all 
accidental Christmas tree fires each 
year, according to fire statistics. Be 
sure someone is at home and awake 
whenever decorative lights are on.
Turn off all the lights before going 
to sleep.

Read and follow the directions

Gas safety

that come with the light set. The 
directions on the box usually tell 
how many sets can be connected 
together safely. Hint: Use a 
permanent marker to label the cord. 
For example, if the package says 
"Do not connect more than six 
lights sets," mark the plug with 
"6.".

Don't overload extension cords. 
Use a seperate extension cord for 
each group of connected lights.

3. Dispose of natural trees and 
decorations safely.

The largest number of Christmas 
tree fires occur during January when 
the trees have been put out for trash 
collection. Take used trees and 
branches to recycling centers or 
landfills. This will keep children 
from being tempted to experiment 
with matches and the dried greenery.

4. Be careful with candles in 
holiday decorations.

Fire statistics show that candles 
are a common cause of holiday- 
decoration fires. The best option is 
to replace wax candles with battery- 
operated candlesticks. If wax candles 
are used, be sure that someone is in 
the room whenever the candles are 
burning. Use glass mantles with all 
candle holders. Put out all candles 
before going to sleep or leaving the 
home.

5. Remember home fire safety.
Be sure there are working smoke

alarms near all bedrooms. Give 
smoke alarms as gifts to those who 
don't have smoke alarms or who 
need to replace old smoke alarms.

Don't leave cooking unattended, 
such as leaving a turkey in the oven 
while everyone is out shopping. 
Plan and practice a home fire drill, 
especially when overnight guests 
are in the home.

You have already had a taste of 
what is to come.

•Use a gas appliance only for its 
intended purpose.

•Clean aace heaters before 
using; remoe cobwebs, dust and 
dirt that my have accumulated 
during the w nn^ months.

•Be sure tie space heater, if it is 
vented, is opiating {xop^ly.

•If the spae heater doesn't have a 
vent or an oygen cut-off switch, 
provide propr ventilation with a 
slightly open vndow.

•Check theair/gas mixture of 
your space heter's flame.

Allergy specialists warn of cedar fever
Allergy specialists insist that 

Texas is not unique in the number 
of natural irritants the state's allergy 
sufferers face each year.

However, if you are one of 
Texas' throngs of allergy victims, 
the fact that people elsewhere suff^ 
from itchy eyes, runny noses, 
sneezing, headaches, genei^ fatigue 
and other symptoms is small 
consolation.

For many Texans, one of the 
most dreaded seasons of the year 
arrives with the first cold weaker. 
At about the time of the first frost, 
"cedar fever" descends with the 
wind-blown pollen that causes i t

Cedar fever is an allergic leactitm 
to pollen of the male mountain 
ced^. The mountain cedar, which 
actually is two species of juniper, 
is indigenous statewide, but is 
especially concentrated in Central 
Texas. In a typical year, these wild 
shrubs release pollen from mid- 
November to mid-March.

Dennis Perrotta, chief of the 
Texas Department of Health's 
(TDH) Bureau of Epidemiology, 
said that cedar fever is second only 
to ragweed allergy in the number of 
Texans it affects. "The severity of 
cedar allergy may be greater in 
individuals than is ragweed allergy," 
he said. "Even people able to resist 
other allergies may suffer from 
cedar fever. Also, the severity of

their reactions can vary from year to 
year."

For people with numerous 
allergies, ced^ fever may compound 
earlier reactions to ragweed and fall 
elm pollen in November, and be 
further aggravated by oak, elm, 
pecan and other pollens in March. 
In addition, humidity at anytime 
can increase the number of mold 
spores-another allergen-in the air.

"People in the midst of a pollen 
allergy attack may wonder about its 
seriousness. If there is any

consolation for them, it is that 
while m ost reactions are 
uncomfortable, they are temporary. 
Relatively mild cases may be 
controlled with over-the-counter 
antihistamines," Perrotta said. 

Perrotta added, however, that

anyone with severe of persistent 
symptoms should consult a 
physician. He said that prolonged 
irritation of the sinuses or throat 
can predispose a person to 
infections, or may be signs of 
another illness. Also, anyone with 
a history of recurrent respiratory 
disease may need to seek treatment 
by an allergy specialist.

cost less too. Last year a S-1/2 to 
6-foot tree avoaged about $26, with 
prices at choose-and cut farms 
starting at about $15.

Alan Dressen of the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Sovice said 
Texas-grown Virginia pines have 
been known to hold up for three 
months if given proper care. He 
said Afghan pines will last about as 
long. Both varieties are grown to 
compete with popular Scotch pines 
and are similar in ^>pearance. Small 
numbers of Leyland cypress and 
eastern red cedar are also raised.

To keep trees as fresh as 
possible, take yours home 
immediately after purchase. Make a 
fresh cut in the trunk at least one- 
half inch fh)m the bottom to allow 
for water intake. Place the tree in a 
bucket of water and store it in the 
shade.

When setting the tree up, use a 
stand that holds water. Keep the tree 
away from heat vents, fireplaces or 
southern-exposure windows where 
it can dry out quickly. Check the 
water daily and refill as necessary to 
maintain tehness and fragrance.

Perry reminds consumers that 
fresh trees can be recycled into 
mulch and oth^ products friendly to 
the environment. He recommends 
calling your local parks and 
recreation department, nurseries or 
serv ice  o rgan izations for 
information on the nearest tree­
recycling px)gram.

Alzheimer’s disease 
ranks fourth

As many as 200,000 Texans 
who are 65 or older now have 
Alzheimer's disease, according to 
health officials. That number is 
expected to swell dramatically as 
the state's population continues to 
age. As more Texans develop the 
devastating illness, which so far has 
no cure, proportionately more 
families will face the hardships 
associated with the fourth leading 
cause of death among the elderly.

The first statewide ccMiference (mi 
Alzheimer’s disease, Nov. 4-5 in 
Austin, coincidentally was held 
within days of former President 
Ronald Reagan's public statement 
that he also has Alzheimer's 
disease. Sponsored by the Texas 
Department of Health (TDH), the 
conference of more than 300 family 
members, medical professionals, 
lese^archers and government officials 
discussed the task of caring for 
increased numbers of Alzheimer's 
disease patients by the end of the 
decade.

Veronda Durden, director of 
TDH's Alzheimer's Program, said, 
"The challenge faced by medical 
specialists, researchers and health 
care providers is enormous. While 
we search for a cure for 
Alzheimer's, as well as the means 
to prevent the disease, we also must 
improve treatments of Alzheimer’s 
many symptoms. Care providers, 
health professionals and the public
alike must be better educated about 
management of patients and their 
illness. It also is crucial that our 
society provide real support for 
families struggling with this 
tragedy."

Durden said the TDH 
Alzheimer's Program assists 
families and medical personnel 
throughout Texas with information 
and referral about available 
resources to combat the Alzheimer’s 
epidemic in Texas. The program 
operates a toll-free information line.

the1-800-242-3399, from 
program's office in Austin.

As many as 100,000 
Alzheimer's patients die each year 
in the U.S., according to Durden. 
She said the degenerative brain 
disorder's cause is unknown, 
although researchers are studying 
links to possible genetic, 
physiological, environmental and 
viral factors. The disorder was 
named after a German neurologist 
who first described Alzheimer's 
disease in 1906. Its early sympuxns 
include memory loss about recent 
even ts, confusion , severe 
disorientation, anxiety and loss of 
speech. As the fatal disease 
progresses, usually over a period of 
years, the patient's physical 
condition and dementia worse to 
require round-the-clock care.

"While, there yet is no single 
diagnostic test for Alzheimer's 
disease," Durden said, "it is 
extremely important that anyone 
with A lzheim er’s symptoms 
undergoes a complete physical and 
neurological examination." She 
explained that many "Alzheimer- 
like" symptoms can be the result of 
other cau.ses, such as depression, 
drug reactions, thyroid disease, poor 
nutrition, brain tumor and head 
injuries.

"Some of these similar causes of 
dementia-like symptoms can be 
treated or cured, if detected early 
enough," Durden said. "And other 
disorders, such as Huntington's 
disease and Parkinson's disease 
sometimes are mistaken for 
Alzheimer's. Usually, it is only 
after eliminating all other possible
causes of Alzheimer's symptoms, 
that physicians narrow their 
diagnosis to Alzheimer's. Even 
then, the diagnosis is only about 90 
percent accurate."

The Haskell County Tax 
Assessor-Collector’s office is 
expected to go on line with the 
s ta te ’s new com puterized  
Registrtion and Title System (RTS) 
cnmetime in January.

The Texas Department of 
Transportation (TxDOT) and its 
partners will introduce the new way 
of doing business to enhance the 
level of motor vehicle customer

service they provide. Imple­
mentation of the RTS system 
began in November in se\er§l 
Texas counties.

"Its a total move from a manual 
environment to an automated 
environment in one step," said Bob 
Braden, RTS project manager. 
"We're doing away with the paper 
forms and redundant procedures Aat 
are currently needed to process 
registrations and title work."

As statutory agents of TxDOT, 
tax assessor-collectors in the 254 
counties in Texas handle motor 
vehicle registration and title 
transactions and collect related fees. 
This work will continue at the 
county level. But computers will be 
used to enter data at the point of 
sale. Tax offices will be tied to a 
network that electronically sends 
information to the Vehicle Titles 
and Registration Division in

Austin. This method actually 
decreases the amount of time it 
takes to get current informtion into 
the system.

"It will now take two weeks to 
issue a title instead of 10 weeks," 
Branden said. "RTS can also update 
vehicle registrations within 48 
hours rather than six to eight 
weeks." '

Instant access is a powerful tool 
for law enforcement officers during 
traffic stops and other instances 
when they have to make an inquiry.

introducing RTS in a series of 
stages. Phase I took place in March 
1994 and involved the conversion 
of 18 million motor vehicle records 
to a new database. Phase II, the 
pilot program, began July 1994 
when RTS went on-line at the 
Williamson County tax office 
substation in Round Rock. That 
was the first time the system had 
ever been unveiled to the public.

"The staff processed transactions 
for 300 customers the first day," 
said Dorothy Jones, Williamson 
County tax assessor-collector. "The 
new system is faster and the end

result in more accurate."
Phase III got underway in 

N ovem ber and invo lves 
implementation throughout Texas. 
That work is expected to be 
completed by December 1995. 
Training of tax office personnel 
will be done by the Vehicle Titles 
and Registration Division.

The department of transportation 
will also provide the computer 
hardware and software needed for 
RTS. Each county tax collector has 
been notified about the number of 
workstations their offices are going 
to get. Distribution of this

equipment was made by TxDOT, 
with decisions based on Ae number 
of registrations processed at each 
location during 1993.

"The user-friendly system is 
undoubtedly gong to make our jobs 
a great deal easier," said Chuck 
Wilson, Galveston County tax 
assessor-collector and president of 
the Tax Assessor-Collector's 
Association of Texas. "I know we
are looking forward to working 
with the Texas Department of 
Transpor t a t i on  s t a f f  in 
implementing RTS in our own 
counties."
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
