Program benefits students with 
special needs and challenges

Students in Knox and Haskell 
I counties with special needs and 

challenges are being given the 
opportunity to gain skills in 
Community Based Instruction. The 
program is a cooperative effort of 
the two county school districts 
served by the Haskell-Knox 
Consortium.

This program is provided for 
students who receive special 
education to gain skills in the 
natural environment, providing 

i experience for life after graduation.
Local community members offer 

' most of these opportunities for 
students needing to utilize their 
skills. Students and their training 
schedules are coordinated with their 
individual education plan.

Training sites arc chosen to meet 
the appropriate needs of each group 
of students. Students arc not paid as 
they are obtaining training 
experience in the actual community 
setting, as well as gaining Job 
skills.

A Job coach (school personnel) 
will be present at each site to 

f provide instruction to insure that 
the tasks arc completed properly. At 
some point, the Job coach will 
"fade" systematically, decreasing 
instruction to provide the students 
witli independence on uisk.

Time on the Job training site is 
usually one to one and one-half 
hours, two to three days a week, 
depending on the individual needs. 
Training sites can be churches.

community buildings, school 
facilities or private businesses.

Students rotate among the Job 
training sites every six weeks. The 
same site may be used each six 
weeks for a different group or 
individual. At any time an 
employer is dissatisfied with the 
program, they may relay this 
information to the Job coach and 
the student will not return for 
further training.

Data is collected concerning the 
progress of each student with the 
goal in mind for each student to 
progress towards independence.

All parents, principals, and 
employers are informed of all 
aspects of the program and 
encouraged to work together to 
benefit the student's needs.

With this program, hopefully 
the needs of each student are best 
met though direct instruction in 
local community settings where the 
students live, work and play and 
will most likely function 
productively in the future.

Students participate in the 
program two days per week to 
training sites and one day a week 
with Job exploration, such as a field 
trip; and two days in classroom 
instruction.

Each six weeks, students move 
to another location to provide a 
sampling to see what best interests 
the students.

Claudia Tidwell is the instructor

and Job coach; assisted by Melanie 
Dillon and Pat Grimsley, as Job 
coaches. Mrs. Tidwell noted that 
the reception to the program has 
been "fantastic" and that businesses, 
as well as the community, had 
"opened their arms to both the 
coaches and students."

Conservation Service 
offers soil testing

The Soil Conservation Service 
and The Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service are sponsoring a 
free soil testing program for 
farmers, ranchers and gardeners in 
the Seymour Aquifer Water Quality 
Project Area. The free soil testing 
program will extend through March 
1995.

The soil sample should be taken 
from a uniform area of the field. 
Take 10 to 15 small sample cores 
to a depth of six inches for each 
field to be tested. Mix the samples 
in a clean plastic bucket, and take 
out about a pint of the composite 
sample to be sent in for analysis.

Be sure to fill out an 
information sheet to send in along 
with the sample. The information

sheet asks about the type of crop to 
be grown and the yield goal of the 
crop.

Safety checks 
suggested for 
propane users

With cold weather moving 
across the state, the Texas Railroad 
Commission suggests that 
homeowners who fuel furnaces and 
appliances with propane contact 
their local dealer for a safety check 
of their propane tank and regulator.

Safely officials warn that if the 
regulator vent ices over or is 
clogged by insect nests or debris, 
high pressure gas can be released 
directly to home appliances.

Regulators on most home tanks 
are located under a protective metal 
dome on the top of the tank, 
shielding them from weather and 
insects. On some tanks, however, 
the circular regulator is installed 
outside the dome cover. Owners of 
these tanks should check to make 
sure the regulator vent is pointing

down, away from the elements, and 
is free from debris.

If homeowners are concerned 
about whether their regulator is 
properly installed and operating 
correctly, they should contact the 
local dealer that fills and services 
their tank.

Some Texans buy propane in 
portable tanks for use in barbecues 
or as a supplemental heat source. 
Colder weather may prompt such 
users to bring the portable cylinders 
indoors. But Commission officials 
say all propane cylinders and 
containers must stay outside for 
safety, as required by the 
Commission’s safety rules.

Propane is commonly used as a 
residential and commercial fuel 
throughout Texas.

Happy New Year to all!
Friends, I want to give you a 

quote from Victor Hugo which 1 
think would be good for us to 
remember in 1995.

"Have courage for the great 
sorrows of life

ûid patience for the small ones;
And when you have laboriously
accomplished your daily task,
go to sleep in peace, God is 

awake."
This month spread sheep or 

barnyard manure over any bed not 
already spaded. Fork the bed deeply 
and leave to settle and absorb 
moisture. Plant gladiola corms and 
rose bushes, digging the holes 18 
to 20 inches deep.

If your geraniums look bad and 
seem to need a little help, cut the 
healthiest back about halfway and 
root the tips in moist perlite. Once 
the cuttings have rooted, plant in 
three inch to four inch clay pots and 
place in a sunny window where it is 
55 to 60 degrees. Pinch the tips 
back for bushier plants. Keep the 
soil moist, but do not overwater.

Plant spring-flowering bulbs 
such as hyacinths and tulips now 
for best results.

It is a good time to set out fruit 
trees, peach, plum and pear trees 
thrive in most of our area.

A light fertilizer application 
every four to six weeks will keep

pansies blooming all winter and 
into the spring.

January is a good month to have 
rustic bird houses, log trellises, 
wooden benches, clay or stone bird 
baths for garden focal points.

If something appeals to me, and 
1 have the right place for it. I'll try 
to grow it. I mix wild flowers and 
herbs.

Perennials are the garden's 
backbone, and there are some for 
every location: sun, shade, 
semishade, rich soil and poor soil.

To make a safe and very effective 
spray for houseplant pests, such as 
mites, aphids and mealybugs, 
combine three tablespoons of 
rubbing alcohol and one tablespoon 
of mild, liquid soap in a quart size 
spray mister. Fill the mister with 
water and shake well. Spray plants 
thoroughly on both sides of the 
leaves and stems. Then rinse the 
plants with clear water about 15 
minutes later.

If the kindling in your 
woodstove doesn't ignite on a damp 
day, try substituting some lint from 
your clothes dryer packed in a 
cardboard egg carton or in paper 
sacks. Put under the logs, it makes 
a great fire-starter.

I love the start of a new year. It's 
fun to "take stock" reflect on the 
past, then look forward with 
anticipation to the days and months 
ahead.

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TNRCC grants 
exemption for 
Haskell landfill

The Texas Natural Resource 
Conservation Commission has 
granted arid exemptions to landfills 
in more than 80 communities 
throughout western areas of Texas 
since October 9, 1993, saving those 
communities millions of dollars.
The City of Haskell was recently 
approved for a Class I Application 
for Arid Exemption Landfill.

The exemptions were granted to 
small communities whose landfills 
pose minimal threat to the 
groundwater because of the small 
quantity of waste the landfills 
accept and the small amount of 
annual rainfall and the geological 
features of the area. The 
exemptions will allow these 
communities to avoid some of the 
most costly requirements of 
recently-im plem ented federal 
Subtitle D landfill regulations, such 
as installing a composite “liner, 
which costs about $180,000 per 
acre of landfill.

In addition, the landfills also 
may be eligible to substitute less 
expensive methods of groundwater 
monitoring than required by federal 
regulations for other landfills.

"This exemption has been a goal 
of the TNRCC, West Texas and the 
Sparsely Populated Entities 
Coalition (SPEC) and we've worked 
very hard to get it," said TNRCC 
Commissioner Peggy Garner.
"This will allow these communities 
to keep their landfills open without 
expensive modifications most of 
them couldn't afford."

All of the communities allowed 
an exemption were in West Texas, 
the South Plains or the Panhandle.
Without the exemption, most of 
the landfills in these communities 
would have been forced to close, 
dramatically raising the cost of 
waste disposal. If Presidio, for 
instance, had been forced to close 
its landfill, it would have had to 
truck its waste to a landfill in 
Alpine, more than two hours away.

In all, the TNRCC panted  
exemptions to 73 communities for
Type 1 landfills that accept all 
municipal waste. Another 11 
communities received exemptions 
for landfills that accept Type 4 
waste, which includes construction 
waste, demolition debris and brush.
Three of the Type 1 landfills will 
be required to install a liner system 
that is less expensive than a 
composite liner, and still may 
benefit from less expensive 
groundwater monitoring.

The exemption also granted the 
communities two-year extensions 
until Oct. 8, 1995, before they are 
required to meet other federal 
landfill requirements, such as a 
screening program for hazardous 
waste, utilitizing a daily cover, and 
installing a methane monitoring 
system.

For a community to be 
considered eligible for an arid 
exemption, the U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency requires that 
each landfill;

*Accepl less than 20 tons of 
waste each day;

*Be in an area that averages less 
than 25 inches of rainfall each year;

♦D em onstra te  th a t no 
economically-feasible alternative, 
and;

♦Demonstrate that there is no 
existing groundwater contamination 
that was caused by the landfill.

The tax law burden for 
household employers has been 
drastically reducted by new 
legislation. "This new law means 
that many employers who 
previously were required to file 
quarterly reports with the IRS will 
no longer have to report 
employment taxes for their 
household employees", said bobby 
E. Scott, Dallas District Director of 
the Internal Revenue Service. The 
quarterly filing and payment 
requirements have been eliminated 
by the new law, and the $50 per 
quarter threshold has been raised to 
$1,000 per year (an amount that 
will be indexed for inflation 
beginning in 1996).

Household employers and their 
employees are eligible for refunds if 
they paid Social Security and 
Medicare taxes on 1994 employee 
wages of less than $1000. 
Employers can obtain their refunds
with interest by filing Form 843, 
"Claim for Refund and Request 
Abatement." Alternatively, 
employers who file a fourth quarter 
Form 942, "Employer's Quarterly 
Tax Return for Household 
Employees" can reduce their 
liability on that return by the 
amount of any overpaid household 
employment taxes. In December, 
the fourth quarter Form 942 
package will be mailed to 
employers; this package will 
contain special instructions and a 
simplified version of the Form 843 
for use in claiming refunds.

Employees who are affected by 
this change should request 
reim bursem ent from their 
employers for any Social Security 
and Medicare taxes withheld from 
their pay. However, employees 
who are unable to obtain refunds of 
these taxes from their employers 
can receive them by filing the I^rm

843 and attaching a copy of their 
From W-2, "Wage and Tax 
Statement." A simplified version 
of the Form 843 will be available 
after January 1 by calling 1-800- 
TAX-FORM. Also, Publication 
926, "Employment Taxes for 
Household Employers," and 
Publication 553, "Highlights of 
1994 Tax Changes," will provide 
more details on how employees can 
file for their refunds.

Employees who receive refunds 
will nevertheless receive Social 
Security wage credits on their 1994 
wagers. To ensure proper posting 
of these credits, the new law 
requires employers, for 1994 only, 
to issue a Form W-2 to household 
employees who were paid more 
than $50 in any quarter. The 
fourth-quarter Form 942 package 
and Publication 926 will contain 
special instructions for preparing 
these Form W-2s.

Another provision of the law, 
beginning in 1995, exempts 
household employees under 18 from 
any Social Security and Medicare 
taxes, regardless of how much they 
earn, unless household employment 
is the w orker's principal 
occupation.

Finally, under the new law, 
household employers are not 
required to make household 
em ployee Social Security , 
Medicare, and FUTA tax payments 
throughout the year until 1998. 
Mr. Scott encourages household 
employers to either increase their 
withholding or make estimated 
payments to avoid a large balance 
due on these taxes when they file 
their incom e tax returns. 
Beginning in 1998, withholding or 
estimated tax payments must be 
sufficient to cover these taxes. If 
not, these underpayments could be 
subject to estimated tax penalties.

retirement, many have time to 
reflect on their war-time 
friendships.

Several search organizations 
assist vets in finding old comrades. 
One relatively new and unique one 
is the Registry of American 
Veterans (ROAV). It was begun to 
alleviate the problems veterans 
encounter in searching for one 
another and putting them back in 
touch with each other.

ROAV gathers information from 
veterans and computerizes their 
name, current residence, military 
units they served in and the time 
periods served in each outfit. 
Persons who join ROAV will 
receive an initial and annual 
printout of the database information 
of all veterans who served in the 
same unit during the same time 
frame as the joining member. The 
printout will show the current 
address and phone number of 
surviving unit members.

Jack Knight, Executive Director 
of ROAV, remarked, "The Registry 
has received thousands of requests 
from veterans since it was stiirted in 
May 1993. The majority of letters 
come from WWII veterans who are 
searching for old war buddies. The 
11th hour plight of these veterans 
was summed up in a letter from 
LeRoy Good from Frankfort, 
Indiana.

Good, who was helped by 
ROAV wrote, 'I called a name in 
New York City and it was the one I 
was looking for. It was a bad 
situation as his wife answered the 
phone and she informed me he had 
just died that morning. One is 
J5urely lost for words at a time like 
that. We hadn't seen each other 
since the summer of 1943.'"

Veterans are encouraged to write 
to ROAV for information on how 
to get themselves registered. 
ROAV will then send them the 
proper form to complete and 
become part of the database. The 
address is Registry of American 
Veterans, P.O. Box 51148, 
Riverside, California 92517.

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Haskell school students 
show gain in TAAS tests

On Wednesday, Jan. 18, parents 
of students in Haskell Schools will 
receive the 1994 School Report 
Card along with their child's report 
card. The School Report Card 
provides data on student 
performance, attendance and 
dropouts for Haskell Schools.

Last year students at Haskell 
Elementary School showed gains 
on all areas of the TAAS tests. 
Grade 4 is the only grade that took 
the writing test and grades 3-6 took

reading and math. Math remains the 
lowest performance area and in an 
effort to improve, EXCEL math 
has been implemented in the 
elementary grades.

Students at Haskell Secondary 
School showed gains in all areas 
except writing. Only grades 8 and 
10 took the writing test. Grades 7, 
8 and 10 took reading and math. 
The tests given at grade 10 are exit 
level tests which must be passed 
before students can graduate from 
high school.
