JOB-RELATED EDUCATION EXPENSES
W orkers who continue th e ir education undoubtedly en­

hance th e ir  employment opportunities. An added bonus: 
W ork-related educational expenses m ay provide a  tax  de­
duction as well.

W ork-related educational expenses are tax  deductible if  
they are  incurred:

•to  m ain tain  or improve skills required in your curren t 
job, or

•to  m eet the express requirem ents of your employer or of 
applicable law as a condition of reta in ing  your job, salary, or 
status.

Deductible educational expenses include am ounts paid 
for tuition, books, fees and incidental expenses such as pho­
tocopies and typing. T ransportation and travel expenses 
connected with the. education are also deductible. However, 
travel as a form of education is not deductible.

To be deductible, educational expenses m ust rela te  to 
your curren t job or trade  or business. Expenses cannot be 
deducted if  the education qualifies you for a  new occupation, 
or is to m eet m inim um  educational requirem ents for your 
p resen t job.

If  you’re  an employee, only p a rt of your educational ex­
penses are deductible. Your educational expenses are  com­
bined with your other miscellaneous itemized deductions, 
and the total am ount is deductible only to the extent it 
exceeds 2% of your adjusted gross income.

If you’re self-employed, you can take the deduction for 
your qualifying educational expenses on Schedule C, and the 
2% ru le doesn’t  apply.

Regarding tort reform. Bush 

1 urged lawmakers to:
• ■ Cap punitive damages;
: ■ Exempt public employees and
• civic volunteers from being sued 

for good faith actions;
f ■ Stop court and judge “shop- 
; ping”; and

■ Discourage frivolous lawsuits.
Bush continued to hammer on his 

campaign theme of returning local 
-eontrol to Texas public schools. 

Doing so, he said, would “free 
our teachers and parents and 
administrators to design tlie schools 
which best fit their conmiimities’ 

"needs.”
. Speaking on criminal and juve- 
nilejustice reform. Bush said Texas 
must lower to 14 the age at which 
the most violent juveniles could be 
tried as adults and called for an 

/end  to mandatory early-release pro­
grams. He also called for speeding 
up appeals by death row inmates.

In comments to the Austin 
American-Statesman, Lt. Gov. Bob 
Bullock and House Speaker James 

-'E. “Pete” Laney lauded Bush and 
said the teamwork already has 
begun.

Domestic Violence Bills
The Senate last week unani­

mously approved six domestic vi- 
■"olence bills, the latest in a wave 
-of legislative attempts to “break the 
cycle of violence” and offer better 
protection for victims.

Still being considered, however, 
by the Senate Criminal Justice 
Committee, is a bill Sen.

' Mike Moncrief, D-Fort Worth, that 
would require battered spouses who 
file charges against their abusers to 
testify against them in court.

Domestic violence bills that have 
passed the Senate and now move on 
to the House would:

Caucus Finance Disclosure 
Rep. Layton Black, D-Goldthwa- 

ite, has filed a bill that would re­
quire legislative caucuses to report 
their finances and expenditures.

Rep. Warren Chisum, D-Pampa, 
who is chairman of the Texas 
Conservative Coalition, said he 
will fight the bill, and that the 
coalition will never disclose the 
names of past contributors.

In early January, before the 
Legislature convened, the Texas 
Conservative Coalition held a $500 
to $10,000 a plate fund-raiser.

After the fund-raiser, legislators 
adopted rules requiring future 
disclosure and banning caucuses 
from raising funds 30 d ^ s  before 
and after a legislative session, or 
during a session.

Bush Nominates UT Regents 
Gov. Bush nominated Donald L. 

Evans of Midland and Liimet F. 
Deily of Houston to the University 
of Texas System Board of Regents 
last week. He also named former 
congressman Tom Loeffler of San 
Antonio to a second six-year term.

Evans, who chaired Bush’s inau­
gural committee, is chairman and 
chief executive of Tom Brown Inc., 
a Midland energy company. Deily 
is chairman and president of First 
Interstate Bank of Texas.

If confirmed, Evans and Deily 
will replace Mario Ramirez and 
Robert Cruikshank.

Other Highlights
■ Rep. Ron Wilson, D-Houston, 

has introduced a bill requiring 
all candidates for public office to 
submit to drug testing. State law 
allows drug testing of employees 
by both the government and the 
private sector. “Why should we be 
exempt? We are not a privileged 
class,” Wilson said.

■ Housing and Urban Develop­
ment Secretary Henry Cisneros has 
lost his bid to have his former mis­
tress’ lawsuit dismissed. In the rul­
ing denying Cisneros’ request for 
a summary judgement. State Dis­
trict Judge Blair Cherry of Lub­
bock said the suit must continue 
because, “...there are disputed fact 
issues that must be resolved.”

■ A group of property-rich 
school districts plans to ask the 
Texas Supreme Court for a re­
hearing on its decision last week 
that upheld the state’s tax-sharing 
school finance law. The districts 
involved include Borden County, 
Glasscock County and the Semi­
nole district, all in West Texas, and 
Barbers Hill near Houston. Lawyer 
Earl Luna said other districts are 
contemplating joining the action.

Bullock applauds Senate passage 

of dometic violence, stalking bills
Lt. Governor Bob Bullock 

applauded Senate passage of a 
package of bills designed to 
toughen Texas laws governing 
domestic violence and stalking.

The legislation is the result of 
recommendations offered by the 
Senate Interim Committee on 
Domestic Violence, appointed by 
Bullock last summer to study the 
issue under the chairmanship of 
Sen. Mike Moncrief of Fort Worth.

Bullock said he is pleased that 
"the hard work and long hours" of 
the committee are paying off so 
swiftly.

"I have worried about abused 
spouses, parents and children falling 
through the cracks in the Texas 
criminal justice system," Bullock 
said;-"It is high time to close the 
holes, including flaws in the state's 
new stalking law. The work of the 
Senate today is another major step 
in the right direction."

Texas 
Senate 
week in 
review

The Texas Senate Finance 
Committee, chaired by John 
Montford of Lubbock, continues its 
Mark-Up sessions this week. Mark­
up is a term used to describe a line- 
by-line justification of the state's 
appropriations bill. The committee 
has been conducting these sessions 
since the first of this month.

The Senate convened on Monday 
and passed Senate Bill 221 by 
Senator Judith Zaffirini of Laredo 
providing a waiver of tuition and 
fees for teachers attending federally- 
funded teacher enhancement 
programs. Currently, state law 
prohibits those who take the 
courses from earning credit unless 
they pay tuition, which results in a 
double payment for the same 
services and can jeopardize the 
institutions' ability to secure 
grants.

On Tuesday, the Texas Senate 
and House of Representatives met 
in Joint Session in the House 
Chamber to hear Governor George 
Bush's State of the State address. 
Governor Bush stressed four points 
to be the major focus of his 
administration: welfare reform, tort 
reform, juvenile justice reform and 
local control of schools.

On Wednesday, the Senate 
passed Senate C oncurrent 
Resolution 27 sponsored by 
Senator John Leedom of Dallas, 
directing the State Treasury 
building be renamed the Thomas 
Jefferson Rusk State Office 
Building. In attendance for passage 
of the legislation was James Rusk, 
a fifth generation descendant.

Also on Wednesday, the Texas 
Senate met and passed several bills 
designed to toughen Texas laws 
governing domestic violence and 
stalking. The legislation is the 
result of recommendations offered 
by the Senate Interim Committee 
on Domestic Violence appointed 
last summer by Lieutenant 
Governor Bob Bullock. Senator 
Mike Moncrief of Fort Worth, chair 
of the Interim Committee, 
sponsored Senate Bill 124 that 
requires notification to a stalking 
victim before a defendant is released 
on bond, and Senate Bill 127 which 
increases the time a stalker may be 
held in custody. Senator Moncrief 
was a sponsor of the original 
stalking legislation passed in the 
1993 session. Also sponsored by 
Senator Moncreif is Senate Bill 129 
which allows a judge, prosecutor, 
peace officer or victim of domestic 
violence or stalking to request a 
temporary emergency protective 
order without notice or hearing. 
Another interim  committee 
member, Senator Florence Shapiro 
of Dallas, sponsored Senate Bill
134 which increases the 
punishment for repeat assault 
offenses when the victim is a 
family member, and Senate Bill
135 which increases punishment for 
repeated violations of a protective 
order. Senate Bill 223 sponsored by 
Senator Zaffirini of Laredo requires 
notification of domestic violence 
victims before defendants are 
released from jail on bond. All bills 
go to the house House for 
consideration.

On Thursday morning, the 
Senate met and passed Senate Bills 
242 and 243, both sponsored by 
Senator Florence Shapiro of Dallas, 
relating to juvenile violence. Senate 
Bill 242 requires the Texas Juvenile 
Probation Commission to provide 
violence prevention and conflict 
resolution training upon request to 
juvenile board and probation 
departments and recommend the 
programs as conditions of 
probation. Senate Bill 243 is a 
similar bill requiring the Texas 
Youth Commission to provide 
education in violence prevention 
and conflict resolution.

Also on Thursday, The Senate 
passed Committee Substitute 
Senate Bill 304 sponsored by 
Senator Jim Turner of Crockett 
which designates parts of U.S. 
Highway 290 and State Highway 
21 to be designated as the 
Presidential Corridor, connecting 
The Lyndon Baines Johnson 
Presidential Library ‘ at the 
University of Texas and the George 
H. W. Bush Presidential Library at 
Texas A&M University.

Seniors urged to write representatives
Ann Lindsey, Director of the 

VIP Center in Stamford, spoke to a 
group of senior citizens at the 
Experienced Citizen Center in 
Haskell at noon on Wednesday. 
Lindsey has just returned from a 
trip to Washington, D.C. to attend 
the White House conference on 
aging, where she served on the 
Nutrition Committee.

Lindsey told the group that 
legislation has been proposed in 
Congress to cut out the nutrition 
programs across the country. She 
said, "If the nutrition centers are 
closed, a lot of people will be left 
out in the cold, a lot of people will 
go hungry."

Lindsey said that seniors and 
concerned citizens in Jones County 
are starting a letter writing program 
to their representatives in 
Washington. She encouraged 
seniors and other concerned citizens 
in Haskell County to write letters 
in their own hand writing and 
request that the legislators:

1. Keep the "Older American 
Act" intact.

2. Not to block grant the monies 
to the states. (If the block grant

M ary Starnes presents program at 
Progressive Study Club meeting

On Thursday, Feb. 9, 30 
members of Haskell Progressive 
Study Club met for an informative 
program about local availability of 
help provided for mentally ill adults 
and children and substance abuse 
problems by the Headstream 
Memorial Mental Health Center of 
Haskell.

Jerrene Couch introduced guest 
speakers, Mary Starnes, manager of 
the center and Mitzi Harris, case 
worker, who spoke of their work 
and the purpose of the center.

Named for its original director, 
Aubrey Headstream, who gave his 
life saving citizens of Haskell in 
the flood of 1978, the center 
provides service to Haskell, 
Stonewall and Knox Counties 
through a joint agreement among 
the Wichita Falls State Hospital 
Community Program and the 
Commissioners Courts of the three 
counties.

Of the 82 clients served in 1994, 
for the first time more were 
children. Medication and therapy are 
given and are very carefully 
managed. Drug and alcohol abuse 
cases are administered to with the 
aim of making all clients feel that 
they "arc family" by making 
availab le opportunities to 
comfortably talk with others having 
the same problems; and to keep 
them from having to be committed 
to a state hospital.

It is the belief of the Headstream 
Center that quality health and 
chemical dependence services should 
be provided in the least restrictive 
environment, when possible, 
enabling the individual to receive 
quality services in the community 
or as close as possible.

In addition to screening and 
assessment and crisis intervention, 
the center provides a full array of 
ou tpatien t psychiatric  and 
alcoholism and drug abuse services 
to children, adults and geriatrics. 
These include psychiatric  
evaluation, individual, family, 
group counseling and family 
education as well as visits with 
teachers to assist them in 
understanding a child's problems.

Much research is being done to 
find the differences in brain 
composition patterns and blood 
pressures as a possible clue to 
behavior. Hospital registered nurses 
help with the center's lab work, 
often traveling hundreds of miles a 
day between the 13 outreach centers 
in Knox, Haskell and Stonewall 
counties.

Citing the center's total number 
of 22 mental health and chemical 
dependency admissions to Wichita 
Falls State Hospital in 1993, and 
an active case load being served at 
the present, Starnes said she would 
like to establish an advisory board 
of local people. She also spoke of 
the center's need for arts and crafts 
to be used in therapy.

During a brief business session. 
President Oleta Cornelius reminded 
members that club dues are to be 
paid in March.

Crop insurance soles closing dote extended
Growers of cotton, wheat, 

sorghum, oats, barley, peanuts and 
potatoes in Haskell County are 
reminded of the March 15 date 
deadline to sign up for catastrophic 
crop insurance (CAT) in order to 
rem ain elig ib le  for U.S. 
Department of Agriculture' benefits 
commodity price support and 
production adjustment programs, 
c e r ta in  F arm ers  Hom e 
Administration loans, and the 
Conservation Reserve Program 
(CRP).

respective county. Insurable crops 
in Haskell County for 1995 include 
cotton, wheat, sorghum, oats, 
barley, peanuts and potatoes.

Specifically, in the Acreage 
Reduction Program, participation in 
at least one crop will mandate 
producers to obtain at least CAT 
level coverage on ALL insurance 
crops in the county, whether they 
are participating in the program or 
not.

extended from Feb. 15 to give 
producers more lime to sign up for 
the new program. The extended 
sign-up is only for catastrophic 
coverage.

Glenn Brzozowski, County 
Executive Director of the Haskell 
Consolidated Farm Service Agency 
(CFSA), said CAT coverage for 
insurable crops is available through 
private insurance agents or the 
offices of the CFSA (formerly the 
ASCS).

Participation in any one of these 
programs mandates producers to 
obtain at least CAT level coverage 
for ALL insurable crops in their

However, producers whose only 
interest is in a wool and mohair 
incentive payment will NOT be 
required to obtain CAT level 
coverage on insurable crops.

The deadline was recently

CAT coverage will compensate 
producers for crop losses in 
excesses of 50 percent of their 
actual production history at 60 
percent of the expected market price

for the crop. The coverage provides 
benefits comparable to those 
provided by disaster assistance 
programs.

Producers can obtain this 
coverage for a nom inal 
administrative fee of $50 per crop 
per county. The maximum cost for 
all insurable crops in a county is 
$200 per producer, and the total 
costs for all CAT coverage is 
limited to $600 per producer for all 
counties in which a producer has 
insured crops.

Additional insurance coverage 
can be purchased through private 
insurance agents. A list of agents 
may be found in the local CFSA 
office.

Free soil tests continue 
through February

The information 
sheet asks about the type of crop to 
be grown and the yield goal of the 
crop.

Judge Roberson said that he 
would ask the mayor of Weinert and 
the president of Paint Creek School 
board to get together and work this 
out.

In other action, the court 
approved a motion for the 
expenditure of $1,089 for materials 
out of the janitorial supply fund to 
refinish marble floors on all three 
floors of the courthouse and to buy 
four new mats, one to be placed at 
each door.

A motion was approved for GTE 
to install a buried cable in Precinct 
1 at county specifications.

A motion was approved to 
appoint Sharon Alves as Election 
Judge for Special and General 
Elections in ftecinct 4, Box 4, to 
replace Ann Druesedow who has 
moved out of that precinct.

Judge Roberson told the court 
that Condley and Associates of 
Abilene have finished their A128 
audit for the county for the years, 
1990 and 1991 and have presented 
estimates for the court to consider 
for audits for the years, '92, '93 and 
'94. Roberson said, "We will talk 
to them when they come to’review 
the '90 and '91 audit about the other 
three year's audits, before a decision 
is made.
