Handgun license applications 
to be accepted after Sept. 1

Texans interested in obtaining a 
license to carry a concealed handgun 
will be able to start the required 
firearms training program as soon 
as the law goes into effect on Sept. 
1, DPS Director James R. Wilson 
said recently.

"We have an internal task force 
up and running to do what needs to 
be done to make this new law 
work," Wilson said. "We anticipate 
that we will start training firearms 
instructors this summer and our 
goal is to have these instructors 
licensed and able to start training 
interested citizens after Sept. 1."

Wilson said the Department is 
currently developing forms, 
procedures and rules in order to 
begin accepting applications for 
concealed handgun licenses on 
Sept. 1.

"Texans need to remember that 
the current weapons laws remain in 
effect until Jan. 1, 1996," Wilson 
said.

"In the meantime, we ask the 
public's patience as we get this 
program set up," Wilson said. "We 
will make an announcement to the 
public when our training classes 
have been set, with instructions on 
how to enroll. But the Department 
is not currently accepting fees or 
application requests for instructors 
or licenses."

The Director cautioned that no 
firearms instructors or training 
facilities have been approved by the 
Department at this time. "\\Tieti 
instructors and training facilities 
have been approved, this 
information will be released to the 
public. We will be issuing periodic 
updates to keq) the public informed 
on policies and procedures as they 
are developed,"

When application request cards 
for licenses are available, which is 
expected to be mid-August, they 
will be distributed to all areas of 
the state, Wilson said. Applicants 
who meet the basic qualifications 
will be able to submit these request 
forms to the DPS at that time.

"A complete application packet 
will be furnished to those who 
request it," Wilson said. "That 
application, with required forms and 
fees, may be submitted to the 
Department after Sept. 1. The 
validity of the information jffovided 
in the application will be verified 
by a background investigation 
conducted by the Department"

The Director also stressed that 
under the new concealed handgun 
law, a private or public employer 
has the right to prohibit those with 
concealed handgun licenses from 
carrying a concealed weapon on the 
premises of the business.

Estrogen therapy protects older women I
Doctors once believed that 

women were virtually immune 
from heart and blood vessel 
diseases. That’s because men were 
more likely to have high blood 
pressure, heart attacks, strokes and 
other heart-related diseases.

The American Heart Association 
says that more than half of those 
who die from heart and blood vessel 
diseases are women. Even women 
who survive are usually sicker and 
recover more slowly.

Why the earlier misconceptions? 
First of all, women lag about 10-13 
years behind men in the incidence 
of heart attacks, strokes and other 
form of cardiovascular diseases. 
Also, the number of post­
menopausal women is growing. As 
life expectancy for women rises, so 
does their risk and incidence of heart 
disease.

What happens in middle age that 
erodes the protection women have 
against heart disease?

Middle age means menopause to 
women. That’s when estrogen 
protection begins to shut down. 
Estrogen is a sex hormone made in 
the ovaries. As the supply of 
estrogen diminishes, many women 
encounter hot flashes; night sweats; 
dry, almost brittle skin; decreased 
vaginal secretions; and loss of bone 
mass, or osteoporosis.

But something else happens. As 
women age their blood cholesterol 
profiles often change. The level of 
HDL, the cholesterol that protects 
against heart disease, drops. Levels 
of LDL, the “bad” cholesterol, 
increase.

This shift may be linked to the 
gradual loss of estrogen. It also 
may explain the higher incidence of 
coronary heart disease that occurs 
when the arterial wall thickens and 
diminishes blood flow.

Doctors have long prescribed 
estrogen, both alone and with other 
hormones, to ease menopause

symptoms. New evidence points to 
greater benefits from the therapy for 
many women.

Estrogen use may lessen the risk 
of arterial wall thickening by 
lowering the level of LDL 
cholesterol, which is linked to 
hardening and thickening of the 
arteries. Estrogen also may protect 
women’s hearts as a natural “clot 
buster” while helping to lower 
cholesterol levels.

But estrogen may not be best for 
every post-menopausal women. 
Ask your doctor about the possible 
risks to such therapy.

Estrogen replacement is also no 
substitute for a healthy lifestyle in 
preventing a heart attack or stroke. 
Women should avoid smoking, eat 
a balanced, low-saturated-fat diet, 
and maintain a moderate level of 
physical activity to help control 
weight.

^Spit̂  tobacco isn^t cool
“Smokeless” tobacco isn’t a 

good name of it. How about “spit” 
tobacco?

Smokeless tobacco is an 
innocent-sounding term coined by 
tobacco companies to portray snuff 
and chewing tobacco as safe. But 
medical authorities say the two 
substances are as potentially 
dangerous as cigarette smoking, the 
nation’s No. 1 preventable cause of 
death.

Younger Americans, attracted by 
chewing tobacco’s “macho” image 
and the fact that many sport stars 
use it, seem oblivious to the risks. 
The use of moist snuff and chewing 
tobacco products tripled between 
1972 and 1992, with most of the 
increase occurring among males 
under age 24.

Research has produced mounting 
evidence that high nicotine levels in 
these products make them as 
addictive as cigarettes, if not more 
so. That’s why former U.S. 
Surgeon General Antonia C. 
Novello, M.D., prefers the term 
“spit” tobacco. She believes 
“smokeless” wrongly implies the 
products are a safe alternative to 
cigarettes.

The cause-and-effect relationship 
between “dipping and chewing” and 
oral cancer is well-documented. The 
American Heart Association says 
recent studies confirm suspicions 
that spit tobacco also can raise the

risk of heart disease by temporarily 
increasing blood pressure and heart 
rate.

The high doses of nicotine these 
products send into the bloodstream 
have varied and widespread effects. 
Nicotine is a possible culprit in 
everything from reproductive and 
perinatal disorders to peptic ulcers 
to delayed healing of wounds.

But a greater concern is the 
possibility that spit tobacco 
acce lera tes or aggravates 
cardiovascular disease because of 
high levels of nicotine in the body.

The only good news is that 
while it inflicts lasting damage on 
the mouth, teeth and gums, its ill 
effects on i e  cardiovascular system 
of otherwise healthy young people 
may be largely limited to the period 
when it is actually in use.

AUSTIN -  More than 18,000 
state inmates that have been tem­
porarily housed in county jails will 
enter 13 new state prisons this 
month and in July and a 14th fa­
cility will open in August, in the 
state’s $1.5 billion prison expan­
sion program.

^ ith  the new prisons operating, 
the Texas Department of Criminal 
Justice capacity reaches 133,000 
inmates and becomes the largest 
modem prison system in the world.

Another 14 state prison facilities 
are scheduled to open in 1996, 
increasing the capacity to 144,000 
inmates, said TDCJ spokesman 
Glen Castleberry.

“Thanks to the vision of the 
Legislature and the taxpj^ers who 
approved the prison constmction 
bonds, Texas is ahead of the 
curve, ” said TDCJ executive direc­
tor James A. “Andy” Collins.

Costs State $650 Million
The number of state prisoners 

being housed in county jails peaked 
at nearly 30,000 in 1994, and cost 
the state more than $650 million in 
fines and payments to counties that 
housed state prisoners.

The backlog of prisoners housed 
in county jails swelled in the 
late 1980s due to increasing crime 
coupled with a federal court order 
that curbed overcrowding in the 
state’s prison system.

Senator’s Contract Suspended 
Harris County’s adult probation 

department has suspended the con­
sulting contract of state Sen. John 
Whitmire, pending an investigation 
by the district attorney.

Slate Dfstricl Judge George God­
win, who chairs the committee of 
judges that oversees the probation 
department, said that though he 
believes Whitmire’s contract went 
through proper channels, it was 
“bad judgement” to have accepted 
it, the Houston Chronicle reported.

Godwin was not chair when 
the $4,000 a month contract 
was accepted in 1993. Whitmire 
was retained by the probation 
department to assist in legal issues 
regarding penal code changes that 
he wrote into state law during the 
1993 legislative session. To date he 
has been paid more than $80,000.

The state constitution prohibits 
legislators from benefiting directly 
or indirectly from legislation for 
which they appropriate money. But 
Whitmire claims he was not paid

with state money, and therefore did 
not violate state law.

“My clicck came from Harris 
County,” he told the Chronicle.

The Texas Department of Crim­
inal Justice is conducting its own 
investigation erf Whitmire’s con­
tract with Harris County. Last week 
Whitmire suggested conflicts of in­
terest exist in the TDCJ, alleg­
ing Criminal Justice Board mem­
ber John Ward of Gatesville has a 
conflict of interest because his wife 
is a principal in the prison school 
system.

But TDCJ spokesman Glen Cast­
leberry said Whitmire’s allegations 
are without substance. “I don’t 
know wlty the senator is bringing 
up stuff like this, other than 
to divert attention from his own 
contract. ”

95% of Seniors PSass TAAS
An estimated 95 percent of 

the state’s high school seniors 
passed the high school graduation 
exam, tlic Itxas Edticalioii Agency 
reported last week.

State Education Commissioner 
Mike Moses said the passing 
rate is the highest percentage 
since officials raised the minimum 
passing standard on the Texas 
Assessment of Academic Skills 
(TAAS) to 70 percent.

Agency figures show 174,568 
students of the 1995 senior class 
total of 183,737 passed all sections 
of the exam; 9,169 seniors, or 5 
percent, failed one or more sections 
of the test and did not get diplomas.

Students have eight chances to 
pass the test. Those who failed can 
continue to take the test until they 
pass; the next test will be given 
July 11-13 at sites across the state.

Moses said the 95 percent pass 
rate indicates that “Texas schools 
are steadily improving.”

Virus Threatens Shrimp
A mysterious virus that wiped 

out the shrimp crop in South 
Texas has spread to shrimp ponds 
up the coast in Palacios, officials 
confirmed last week,

“They are dying every diy,” 
Harold Bowers, owner of a shrimp 
farm, told The Associated Press. 
“I don’t think the virus has run its 
course. ”

Michael R ^, director of inland 
fisheries for the Texas Department 
of Parks apd .W*idlife, said other 
shrimp farms in the Palacios-Port 
Lavaca area are being tested for 
possible infection of the Taura 
virus.

■ Describing the problems at the 

University of Houston as “big as 
a breadbasket,” former Lt. Gov. 
Bill Hobby last week was named 
chancellor of the UH system. 
Hobby, 63, officially takes over 
Sept. 1 at an annual salaiy of $1.

■ After signing the new welfare 
bill last week. Gov. George W. 
Bush said that if Congress approves 
a block-grant system for dividing 
welfare funds among states, law­
makers may have to take another 
look at the program. “I would hate 
to liavc to call a special session (of 
tlic Legislature), but that might be 
one reason why,” Bush said.

TSCRA president speaks out about 
NAFTA agreem ent a t convention

The virtually one-sided flow of 
live cattle from Mexico in the the 
United States in recent months 
tears up the notion of "trade as a 
two-way street" under the North 
American Free Trade Agreement, 
the president of the Texas and 
Southwestern Cattle Raisers 
Association told members of the 
Mexican National Cattlemen's 
Association at their annual 
convention Monday night in 
Cancun, Quintana Roo, Mexico.

Chaunce O. Thompson Jr., a 
rancher from Breckenridge, who is 
president of the 118-year-old Texas 
cattle association, acknowledged 
and sympathized with the Mexican 
cattlemen over the worst drought in 
northern Mexico in 40 years. The 
drought has killed hundreds of 
thousands of Mexican cattle and 
forced the liquidation of 1.5 million 
head, of which 80 percent are 
finding their way into Texas. Also 
driving the cross-border migration 
of cattle and dollars is Mexico's 
devalued peso and austerity

program, which have severely 
limited imports of U.S. beef into 
Mexico.

"Feeder cattle imports from 
Mexico are up 68 percent from a 
year ago and slaughter cow 
numbers are up an astounding 
2,000 percent," Thompson said. 
H istorically , M exico sends 
approximately one million head of 
cattle to the United States annually, 
but some estimates put this year's 
number a 1.5 million or higher.

Citing the gloomy profit picture 
for U.S. cattle  producers, 
Thompson told the Mexican 
cattlemen that "We have shared 
your burden. We have accepted your 
feeder cattle, your slaughter cattle 
and even some of your breeding 
cattle. At issue in Texas is how 
much more Mexican cattle can we 
absorb and at what price to our 
domestic cattle industry?"

Thompson, who said his group 
continues to support NAFTA, 
emphasized that Mexico needs 
Texas and Texas needs Mexico in

cattle and beef trade, but ways must 
be found for both sides to prosper. 
He asked the Mexican cattle group 
and the Mexican government to 
consider severa l TSCRA 
recommendations, including:

•Creation of a plan to orderly 
market all classes of Mexican cattle 
to the United States to minimize 
market disruptions.

•Purchase of U.S. beef of all 
grades, by whatever means 
available, to offset the increased 
burden of extra imports of Mexican 
live cattle.

•Development of a self-help 
program for the Mexican cattle 
industry similar to the dollar-per- 
head checkoff program in the 
United States to fund research, 
promotion and education about beef 
to Mexican consumers.

•Establishment of a market 
information and reporting system 
to track livestock movements, 
marketing, identification, prices and 
other trends in Mexico, as it is 
done in the United States.

ICA stops 
livestock tax

After two years of vigorous and 
often intense lobbying, the 
In d e p e n d e n t C a ttle m e n ’s 
Association of Texas (ICA) is 
declaring victory in its efforts to 
kill a proposed tax on livestock.

“The whole notion of a state 
livestock tax has been stopped dead 
in its tracks,” said ICA Executive 
Director Charles Carter. He noted 
that during its recently completed 
session, the Legislature declined to 
impose the proposed user fee or any 
new taxes in developing a new, 
two-year state budget

A livestock levy had been 
considered by some legislators as a 
way to help balance the budget. 
Looking for ways to produce the $8 
million spent annually by the 
Texas Animal Health Commission 
on services such as the federally 
mandated brucellosis testing, the 
1993 Legislature turned to the 
notion of “user fees.” It directed the 
com m ission  to  dev e lo p  
recommendations for a series of 
such fees on a broad range on 
animal species, including cattle, 
poultry and exotic livestock. The 
proposals were to be considered by 
legislative budget writers this year.

“From the get-go, ICA sprang 
into action,” Carter said.

The organization worked closely
with lawmakers, commission 
leaders and ICA members across the 
state in a concerted effort to derail 
the tax. Last June, ICA members 
testified against the proposal during 
a hearing held by the commission 
in Austin.

This past April, the group 
packed a hearing room where the 
House Agriculture and Livestock 
Committee was meeting to discuss 
the issue. Throughout this year’s 
legislative session, ICA was in 
constant communication with key 
legislators and their staff.

“ICA led the fight,” Carter said, 
“Our members wrote, phoned and 
even faxes their concerns to 
legislators and the Animal Health 
Commission. We made sure 
legislators were fully aware of the 
consequences that a livestock tax 
would have, not only on cow-calf 
producers but on Texas agriculture 
as a whole.”

ICA argued that because the 
commission’s role is protecting the 
general public, not providing 
services to cattle producers, the 
public should pay for this benefit. 
Most of the commission’s budget 
traditionally has come from the 
state general revenue fund, with all 
Texans’ tax dollars sharing in the 
cost to help ensure wholescnne food 
products for consumers. It is a 
practice that will be continued.

Thanks to the hard work of ICA 
members, state leaders heard our 
arguments loud and clear. No stone 
was left unturned. And that work 
paid off,” Carter said. “Our 
members made the difference, and I 
want to congratulate them for a job 
well done.”

ICA represents nearly 7,000 
cow-calf producers in Texas.
