those who want to teach the DPS> 
authorized handgun proficiency 
course to the general public.

Those interested in becoming 
certified instructors may call the 
DPS at 512-706-7293 or 512-706- 
7294. Callers should be prepared to 
provide preliminary information 
and applications will be mailed to 
those who qualify.

The first class for certified 
handgun instructors is scheduled to 
begin July 17 at the DPS Training 
Academy in Austin. The DPS 
plans to train about 60 students per 
class.

"The Department will continue 
the ce rtifi^  handgun instructor 
course on a weekly basis until all 
interested applicants are trained," 
DPS Director Col. James. R. 
’Wilson announced recently.

The registration cost for the 
instructor course will be $100. The 
fee will not be refundable to those 
who don't complete the course. All 
applicants will be responsible for 
their own lodging and meals.

Individuals not currently certified 
to teach other types of handgun 
courses will undergo 40 hours of

Council opens 

loader bids

instruction. A 28-hour course will 
be required for those who are 
defined by law as "currently 
certified instructors." The DPS wiU 
determine whether applicants 
qualify for the abbreviated training 
based on current certification and 
the ability to pass a firing range 
test.

Applications will be grouped 
into six geographical regions. The 
population percentage of each

region will determine how many 
students from that region will be 
taught in each class. Therefore, 
applicants will be accepted for 
training on a first-come basis 
taking their geographical locations 
into consideration.

"Instructors will not be 
authorized to instruct the general 
public in the proficiency 
certification course until Sept. 1, 
1995," Wilson stressed.

Applications will not be 
accept^ from the general public for 
licenses to carry concealed 
handguns until Sept. 1. Those 
application forms will be available 
in late August at locations to be 
announced.

While the application period for 
concealed handgun licenses begins 
Sept. 1, no licenses will be valid 
before Jan. 1, 1996, when the law 
become fully effective.

County's insurance coverage reviewed
A representative of Texas 

Association of Counties reviewed 
the County's insurance coverage 
and presented two plans on the cost 
of adding two additional policies to 
their existing coverage. He 
explained that the present liability 
coverage did not include Genertd 
Liability on mobile equipment 
such as the motor graders, loaders, 
etc. He suggested a General 
Liability plan and pointed out that 
the plan would cover more than 
just the operation of the equipment. 
He recommended that the Court 
consider the General Liability plan 
plus a Law Enforcement Liability 
plan which would cover, not only 
Sheriff Department vehicles, but 
dispatchers, jailers, deputies, 
resCTve officers, etc.

The Court will study the plans 
and take action at a later meeting, 
possibly writing it into the 1996 
budget beginning Sdpt. 1. The

representative said if a choice had to 
be made between the two policies, 
that he recommended the Law 
Enforcement Liability coverage, 
because of the law suits being 
waged against jails and law 
enforcement people.

County Judge Roberson opened 
and read the bids for a rubb^ wheel 
loader for Precinct 3 to replace the 
955L track loader. Bids were 
received from DARR Equipment of 
Dallas, Air Master of Abilene and 
Case, Inc. of Abilene. A motion 
was approved by the court to 
purchase the Caterpillar 938F 
wheel loader, from DARR, at a 
cost of $106,315 with the option 
of a 3-year guaranteed repurchase at 
$77,400. Time warrants will be 
issued for the purchase price. 
Commissioner Perry stated that he 
would take bids on the used track 
loader at a later date.

$1125.82, effective July 1, with 
full benefits.

C om m issioner Turnbow  
reported to the Court that it would 
take approximately $200 for 
supplies to make the needed 
changes at the MHR building for a 
chart room. A motion was 
approved to notify Joe Holder to go 
ahead with the necessary work to 
complete the changes.

Lone Star to abandon  
143 miles of track 
between Abilene &  W F

According to recent news 
reports. Lone Star Railroad Inc. 
will abandon the 143 miles of track 
between Wichita Falls and Abilene. 
Despite protests from shippers 
along the line, the Interstate 
Commerce Commission has ruled 
in favor of the abandonment. 
Fourteen shippers including those 
in Haskell, Jones and Knox County 
use the line and rely on it to ship 
wheat south to the Gulf of Mexico 
for export.

This will leave wheat growers 
and grain shippers having to depend 
on shipping grain by truck to Fort 
Worth next year, which could 
possibly result in higher freight 
costs.

The line passes through or close 
to Holliday, Seymour, Munday, 
Weinert, Haskell, Stamford and 
Anson and closing it down will 
just be another blow for the smaller 
community's economic situations.

In April, Brad Rowland, the 
county judge in Jones County 
asked the ICC to investigate Lone 
Star Railroad and slow the 
abandonment process. He said that 
Lone Star had bought the line from 
Burlington Northern Railroad last 
summer just to abandon it. 
Rowland said that he had learned 
that part of Lone Star's cost of the 
purchase had been financed by

A&K Track Materials, a salvage 
company in Salt Lake City, Ut. 
However, the owner of Lone Star, 
Greg Cundiff of O'Fallon, 111. said 
the line line was being ^andoned 
because the company was losing 
money on it.

The ICC apparently found no 
wrong doing on the part of Lone 
Star in their business relationship 
with the salvage company. The 
ICC said that the line is losing 
money and there is little or no 
opposition from affected shippers 
or rail workers.

How ever Sonny M oore, 
manager of Farmers Co-op Grain in 
Munday disagrees about the 
protesting. He said that it was 
protested all up and down the line, 
including State Representatives in 
Austin, who have angrily protested 
the abandonment

Farmers and land owners are 
worried that the heavier truck traffic 
will mean more wear-and-tear on 
farm-to-market roads and highways 
in wheat and cotton country 
between Wichita Falls and Abilene.

Judge Rowland said Lone Star 
didn't give the railroad a fair chance, 
because they wanted to abandon it 
seven months after they bought i t  
Rowland said that Lone Star could 
possibly start digging up the track 
in 30 days.

Stenholm supports 
flag amendment

Congressman Charles Stenholm (D-Stamfoid) recratly voted in support 
of an amendment to the U.S. Constitution to permit Congress and the 
States to prohibit the physical desecration of the American flag. The 
measure was introduced in response to 1989 and 1990 Supreme Court 
decisions that struck down both Federal and State statutes that banned flag 
desecration as an infringement upon an individual's right to free speech and 
expression as protected under Ae First Amendment to the Constitution. 
Congressman Stenholm issued the following statement after the vote:

"I learned early in life that the flag of the United States represents 
something very special and should be treated with respect Mother and dad, 
as descendants of Swedish immigrants who came to this great land in 
search of opportunity, taught me to respect the flag by their example. I 
learned to remove my hat when the flag passes by; to nev^ let the flag 
touch the ground; and, with hand over heart, to be silent as the Star 
Spangled Banner is played and the flag is raised.

"Today, you can barely hear the national anthem above the noise at 
athletic games, school assemblies and other public events. People wear 
shirts and shorts made out of the U.S. flag, and receptions feature flag 
cakes (which will be cut) and flag napkins (which will wipe mouths). As 
these examples illustrated, flag desecration takes many forms. However, 
the worst abuse has occurred when some individuals have burned this 
cherished national symbol in protesL

"In 1989, the Supreme Court by a five to four margin struck down a 
Texas law (and all other State and Federal efforts) making flag desecration a 
crime, arguing that such a statute was inconsistent with freedom of 
expression as guaranteed by the First Amendment to the U.S. 
Constitution. In reviewing Chief Justice Rehnquist's dessenting opinion, I 
find myself in agreement with his perspective when he wrote:

" *For more than 200 years, the American flag has occupied a unique 
position as the symbol of our Nation...The flag is not simply another idea 
or point of view competing for recognition in the marketplace of ideas. 
Millions and millions of Americans regard it with an almost mystical 
reverence regardless of what sort of social, political, or philosophical 
beliefs they may have. I cannot agree that the First Amendment invalidates 
the Act of Congress and the laws of 48 out of the 50 states, which make 
criminal the public burning of the flag.'

"Justice Rehnquist went on to reference a unanimous 1942 Court 
decision Which said: 'It is well understood that the right of free speech is 
not absolute at all times and under all circumstances. There are certain 
well-defined and narrowly limited classes of speech, the prevention and 
punishment of which have nev^ been thought to raise any Constitutional 
problem. These include insulting or fighting words -  those which by their 
very utterance inflict injury or tend to incite an immediate breach of the 
peace.'

"This year, our own Texas Legislature commemorated the 50th 
anniversary of the raising of the U.S. flag on Iwo Jima by voting to ask 
Congress for a Constituional amendment to exempt flag desecration from 
First Amendment protection. The grassroots support for such an 
amendment is so strong that 49 legislatures have pledged to ratify such an 
amendment

"Amending the U.S. Constitution should be done only in rare 
circumstances. I still believe we must be v ^  cautious about limiting the 
freedom of expression and speech as guaranteed in the Bill of Rights. 
However, during the past five years, I have been deeply troubled by the 
increasing cynicism and negativism toward our government. The 
culmination of these negative feelings resulted in the tragedy in Oklahoma
City. While I will continue to defend the right of every citizen to petition 
the government for a redress of grievances, I am disturbed both by the 
violence of a few individuals and the non-violoit but pervasive cynicism 
many Americans feel towards their country. It is time for us to better 
encourage a respectful attitude toward the American ideals which our flag 
represents.

"I always have believed that physical desecration of the flag should be 
prohibited. At the same time, I sincerely have hoped that we could protect 
our flag without amending our beloved constitution. After much 
deliberation, a review of recent court history, and a deep concern about a 
growing, negative and disrespectful natiomd attitude, I have come to the 
conclusion that the way to honor the flag at this time is by amending the 
Constitution."

Social Security Administration faces 
long-range financing problems

If you’ve been reading the news 
accounts o f future financing 
problems for Social Security, 
you’ve probably read that a major 
reason is the retirement of the 
“baby boom” generation. The large 
number of boomers retiring in the 
next century will mean that each 
worker will have to support more 
people on Social Security. That 
much is true - but there’s more to it 
than thaL

In their 1995 report, the trustees 
of the Social Security trust funds 
project that today’s ratio of workers 
-to-beneficiaries - 3.3 workers for 
each beneficiary - will change by 
the year 2030 to 2 workers for each 
beneficiary. That spells higher costs 
for Social Security down the road - 
costs that will be borne by 
tomOTTow’s woikers.

But the trustees also point to a 
counter-effect: If lower birth rates 
since the baby boom indicate that 
the relative number of older people 
to younger people is increasing, 
shouldn’t we also consider society’s 
overall dependency costs, including 
both the costs of Ae elderly and of

raising children? The trustees’ 
projeictions indicate the answer is 
“yes.”

Let’s look at the numbers. The 
trustees project that the ratio of 
persons 65 and over to persons 20- 
64 will increase from about 21 per 
hundred in 1995 to 35 per hundred 
in 2030, an increase of 65 per cenL 
If you add the number of children 
under age 20 to the number of aged 
persons, the total dependency ratio 
increases fix>m about 71 dependents 
per hundred to 79 dependents per 
hundred, an increase of only 11 per 
cent. By 2070, ratios are projected 
to be 41 per hundred for the aged, 
and 82 per hundred for all 
dep^d^ts.

That might seem like a lot of 
dependents, but it’s less than the 
record high of 95 dependents per 
100 working-age people in 1965, 
the height of the baby boom. What 
this means for future taxpayers is 
that our costs of raising children, 
such as school tax costs and child 
welfare costs, will decline as a 
percent of all dependency costs from

that 1965 high.
This broader perspective of 

society’s costs of maintaining both 
our children and our elderly might 
give us more confidence about our 
future ability to pay our national 
bills than does the narrower 
question of Social Security costs 
^one, the view we’re used to seeing 
in news media. As one economist 
put it: “If we could afford to live 
through the childhood of the baby- 
boom generation, we can afford to 
live through their retirement.”

That said, the fact remains that 
Social Security does face long-range 
financing problems. The Social 
Security trustees recommended that 
long range deficits in both the 
retirement and disability trust funds 
should be addressed. They said that 
the Advisory Council on Social 
Security should conduct an 
extensive review of financing issues 
and make recommendations to 
restore the trust funds to fiscal 
soundness. The Council is at work 
on those issues now and will make 
its report later this year.

Child support 
questions 
and answers

Child support enforcement, 
which comprises more than half of 
our agency's personnel, is one of 
our cruci^ missions. When your 
child needs help getting a non­
custodial parent to pay court-ordered 
child support payments, we stand 
ready to help.

Child support is a complex 
issue. It can be a confusing process 
for our customers as well. The 
following are some of the most 
frequently asked questions and 
answCTS regarding child supporL 
What does the OAG Child 
Support Division Do?

We are responsible for 
establishing paternity, locating 
non-custodial parents, establishing 
and modifying child support orders, 
establishing and modifying medical 
suppOTt orders, enforcing delinquent 
child support orders, and collecting 
and distributing child support 
payments.
Who can apply fo r  child  
support services and what is 
the fee?

We accept applications from 
both custodial parents and non­
custodial parents. Our attorneys do 
not represent either parent, rather 
they represent the State of Texas in 
providing child support services. 
We are required to provide all 
appropriate services for the benefit 
of Texas children -  we cannot pick 
and choose our clients. There is no 
fee for services provided by our 
office.

Aid to Family with Dependent 
Children (AFDC) recipients 
automatically become a part of our 
caseload. Persons not on AFDC 
must apply directly with our office 
for child support services.
Where do I  apply?

We operate child support 
enforcement field offices around the 
state where people may apply for 
services. The telephone numbers 
and addresses for these offices are in 
local telephone books. You may 
also call our toll free phone number 
800-252-8014 to request an 
application.
How long will it take before 
payments begin?

That varies on a case-by-case 
basis. For example, your case 
might require the full gamut of 
services -  locating the non­
custodial parent, establishing 
paternity, obtaining a support 
order, and enforcing the order. Or 
you might have all the necessary 
information and groundwork already 
laid out. In that case, you may 
begin to receive payments much 
sooner.
W hat inform ation do we 
need to locate a non­
custodial parent?

The most important information 
an applicant can provide, aside from 
the non-custodial parent’s current 
address and social security number, 
is the name and address of the non­
custodial parent's employer. If the 
current employer is not Imown, the 
name and address of the last known 
^ p lo y er should be provided.

Other very useful information 
about the non-custodial parent 
includes his or her social security 
number, date of birth, names and 
addresses of relatives and friends, 
and names of organizations, 
unions, or clubs to which he or she 
belongs. It is also helpful to have 
the names of the non-custodial 
parent's bsmks or creditors and a list 
of the places where he or she 
spends free time.
What documents do /  need?

If available, child support 
applicants should submit copies of 
the following:

•Divorce decree or separation 
agreement (necessary only if you 
were married to the oAct parent).

•The children's birth cotificates.
•All documents which may 

reflect both parents' income and 
assets, such as paycheck stubs, tax 
returns and bank statements.

•Copy of court order for child 
support (if you have one).

•Evidence of payment history (if 
you have one).
How do AFDC recipients  
seek child support?

To receive AFDC benefits 
through the Texas Department of 
Human Services, you must 
cooperate with our efforts to 
identify the non-custodial parent 
and collect child support. In 
addition, the state of Texas will 
recoup the AFDC payments made 
by the state from the noncustodial 
parent

Many of the bills that the 
govemOT signed woe for the benefit 
of the victims of domestic 
violence. Some of these bills 
passed by the Legislature and 
signed by the governor would create 
an arrestable temporary protective 
order that is good for 31 days and is 
immediately criminally enfOTceable;

strengthen the current stalking 
law to remove the requirement that 
two reports must be made to law 
enforcement before action can be 
taken against the perpetrator, 
provide for the victim to be notified 
immediately upon the release of a 
perpetrator from jail, prison or a 
holding facility and allow the 
stalking victim to hold the stalker 
civilly liable by suing for mcmetary 
damages in civil court;

provide enhanced penalties for 
r e p ^  violations of family violence 
and protective order offenses as 
defined in the Penal Code; require 
statewide law enforcement trainings 
to include information about 
appropriate documentation in 
domestic violence cases; require the 
Texas Dept, of Protective and 
Regulatory Services to document 
the abuse of battered women while 
investigating child and elder abuse;

authorize jails and holding 
facilities to notify victims of 
family violence immediately upon 
the release of the perpetrator; allow 
an officer to provide standby safety 
assistance to victims of family 
v iolence; require m edical 
professionals to provide suspected 
victims of domestic violence 
referrals for shelter and safety 
assistance and requires that they 
document this referral in their 
rcccHds.

Anders said, "Getting to meet 
and talk with Governor Bush was 
an honor.

Houseplants 
m ay be 
poisonous

During this time of the year 
when yards are full of blooming 
flowers, it’s hard to imagine that 
anything so lovely can be deadly. 
But the truth is that many 
innocent-looking plants commonly 
found in your home or garden could 
cause serious harm if eaten. For 
example, eating more than two 
castor beans could spell deaths for 
adults.

Extension plant pathologist Dr. 
Mark Black says other poisonous 
plants include mistletoe, elephant 
ears, poinsettias, and acorns from 
oak trees. He stresses that parents 
need to teach children not to put 
foliage in their mouths.

Black says some poisonous 
plants also irritate skin when 
they're touched. Common ones that 
come to mind this time of the year 
are poison ivy and poison oak. 
Warning signs include digestive 
upset, vomiting, blistering of the 
lips, nervousness, excitement, 
irregular heartbeat and mental 
confusion.

A handy number to have by 
your telephone in case of an 
accidental ingestion of plant 
material is the Texas Poison 
Control hotline. The number is 
800-POISON-1. This central 
switchboard for the state get you in 
touch with botanists and poison 
control experts in your area.

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Cotton root rot is a summertime problem
Cotton root rot, a serious 

summertime plant disease, affects a 
wide variety of trees, shrubs, 
bedding plants and vegetables. 
However, it’s not a threat to lawn 
and ornamental grasses, according 
to Dr. Janell Stevens Johnk, 
Extension plant pathologist.

Cotton root rot got its name 
because it was first discovered in 
cotton crops. But this disease 
fungus can be found in alkaline 
soils (a pH of more than 7.0), even

where cotton has never grown. The 
fu n g u s , P h y m a to tr ic h u m  
omnivorum, also is called Texas 
root rot, she said.

Cotton root rot occurs from June 
to Septem ber when soil 
temperatures are high.

“This grim reaper kills plants 
within a few days. Even large trees 
can die in less than a week,” she 
said.

A tell tale sign of cotton root rot 
is that the leaves remain firmly

attached to the plant, even after 
death. Roots are decayed and 
brownish. Wooly threads of the 
fungus are visible on the root 
surface, often cinnamon or bronze- 
colored.

Control of cotton root rot is 
difficult, at best.

“There is one sure-fire way - 
plant varieties resistant to the 
disease. Remove as many roots of 
dead plants as possible. This cuts 
down on the amount of fungus left

in the soil. Also, add organic matt^ 
to stimulate beneficial organisms 
that will compete with the cotton 
root rot fungus and slow it down,” 
she said.

A list of plants resistant to 
cotton root rot is available from 
County Extension offices. For

Rule farmer 
approved 
for TDA loan

Phil Coleman, a Rule wheat and 
cotton former has been £q)proved fen* 
a $34,300 loan through the Texas 
Department of Agriculture loan 
program. With the loan, Coleman 
will be able to install irrigation 
equipment (a center pivot sprinkler 
system) for the conservation of 
Water.

The Texas Legislature, in 1993, 
gave approval for TDA to expand 
projects that could qualify through 
Linked Deposit to include 
purchases of water conservation 
equipment for up to $250,000, for 
ag and processing loans up to 
$500,000 and crop production that 
has declined from natural disaster 
for up to $250,000.

Through the LDP, the state 
treasurer will deposit state funds 
that equal the loan amount of 
$34300 in the Home State Bank of 
Rochester, the lending bank. The 
state funds enable qualifying banks 
to lend money at below-market 
int^est rates.
