"Because I grew up in a 
newspaper family (both my father 
and grandfather were publishers of a 
community newspaper), my future 
in community journalism has 
already begun. I know the power 
and the responsibility that is 
entrusted to one who protects the 
First Amendment. Nowhere in 
America is the need for its 
protection greater than in small­
town American whose grass roots 
existence can be threatened when

local control is lost. A small town 
must have a voice, and a newspaper 
is its most powerful voice. 
Without that voice, especially a 
responsible one, a small town can't 
progress and often doesn't survive.

"Armed with words, enthusiasm 
and a love of people and events, I 
intend to be a community 
journalist. I plan to major in ag 
journalism and live in an area that 
has at least some part of its 
economy tied to agriculture. 
Nowhere is there more need for 
better communication than in 
agriculture -  both within the 
system and with the people it 
serves.

"Although I am hopeful for my 
future, I am not naive to the

grueling tasks of publication work, 
and I am willing to work hard to be 
a presence in the industry and my 
community. One advantage I have 
is that I grew up in a small town. 
My family encouraged me to 
participate in sports and extra­
curricular activities yet I also had to 
maintain high grades.

Dept, of Public Safety urges safety around children
We've all heard the saying, 

"Kids say the damdest things!" 
Well kids do the damdest things, 
especially around school zones. 
With school starting up again, 
there's sure to be trouble afoot. 
Now is the time for drivers to start 
thinking about the dangers this 
presents.

Whether you drive in school 
zones once a year or work there 
every day, you can never forget 
certain lessons. One is that you 
have to use better judgement that 
the 7-year-olds who surround you, 
according to Trooper Bobby Hart, 
Public Information Officer for the 
Texas DepL of Public Safety.

"It's important to remember that 
kids aren't small adults, and they 
don't think like adults. They lack 
experience with traffic, and they 
don't always act logically. When 
you sound your horn, for instance, 
a child may think it's okay to cross 
the street in front of your vehicle," 
Hart added.

Children also have limited 
perceptual skills. Sometimes they

it's hard to predict kids actions near 
schools, try to avoid these areas, 
can't even tell if your vehicle is in 
motion or stopped. They can't 
accurately judge the speed and 
distance of vehicles or detect safe 
gaps in traffic.

"Elem entary school aged 
children often aren't tall enough to 
be seen on the othe/ side of a 
parked car, or as they move 
between vehicles to cross the street 
when they're being picked up. 
School zones are not the time to 
light a cigarette or call the office on 
your car phone," Hart says.

The key is to see children in 
time to avoid a collision. Search 
from curb to curb for kids who 
could enter your path. Everyone 
who enters the roadway is 
vulnerable to injury, but children 
on foot are even more at risk.

Many times the kids probably 
have their minds on school or 
friends, not on the vehicles moving 
around them. That means it's your 
job to be even more aware of 
what's going on around you. Since

Reroute your trip, if possible, to 
avoid peak drop-off and pick-up 
times and getting stuck behind a 
school bus.

However, if you can't avoid a

drive through a school zone, the 
best strategy is to just slow down 
and stay alert. It's up to us to take 
precautionary steps to keep kids 
alive and safe.

Rent situatian discussed 
at CammissioneKs Caurt

Representatives from the Texas 
Dept, of Health and the Texas 
Dept, of Public Safety met with 
the Commissioner's Court at their 
regular Tuesday morning meeting 
to discuss tentative plans of the 
Court to start charging rent to the 
state offices located in the 
courthouse.

Amy McKnight from the Texas 
Dept, of Health told the Court that 
there is a possibility that their 
offices would be closed if the 
county started charging them rent 
"This region has always used 
Haskell County as an example for 
the support that the county gives to 
the Dept, of Health." She told the 
Court diat there are a lot of people 
in the county who cannot afford to 
go to private doctors and tho-efore 
utilize the immunization and 
family planning clinics.

Dr. F rank C adenhead , 
representing the three doctors in 
Haskell, spoke to the Court on 
behalf of the Health Dept, and the 
services provided. "This service is 
essential to the county, the 
immunization clinic alone is well 
worth it. There is no way the 
kiddos in this county could be 
immunized by going to clinics and 
having to pay for the shots. If it is 
true that the state would close 
services if they had to pay rent, 
then it is something that needs to 
be considered. I want to emphasize 
how much value their service is 
with the doctors here."

Judge Roberson commented, 
"This (the rent) is just being 
considered in writing the new 
budget for the ccxning year."

Commissioner Ray Perry said, 
"I feel the state should assist 
counties by paying rent on state 
offices located in the county 
courthouses. I'm not questioning 
the value of your office at ali. It 
just gets down to economics. I do 
not think it is fair for the state to 
pay rent in larger counties and not 
pay it in sipaller, poorer counties. 
We are struggling to meet ends 
meet here in the county."

Keith Gross, a sergeant with the

Drivers License Division of the 
Texas Dept, of Public Safety told 
the Court, "The Dept, of !^blic 
Safety provides a service that is 
necessary to the community. We 
have to go to the Legislature to get 
money that we ask for in our 
budget and we do not have rent 
budgeted. It would have to be 
approved by the Legislature. We 
provide a service to this county for 
the public that you can't get 
anywhere else. When making your 
decision on charging rent to these 
State offices, set back and look at 
the free services that the state is 
providing for the citizens."

DPS Trooper James Davis told 
the Court that this was the 
Sergeant headquarters for HaskeU, 
Young, Knox, Throckmorton and 
Baylor Counties. "All s^geants in 
this troop area come to Haskell 
every Monday morning to file 
reports. It's a good source of 
revenue to have the s^geants here."

Judge Roberson said, "We will 
consider this matter and consider it 
thoroughly before a decision is 
made."

In other business, the Court ̂  
approved the purchase of a new- 
radar machine for Davis' patrol car.
They also approved a motion for 
Haskell County to participate in 
the formation of the West Texas 
Central Council of Governments 
Housing Finance Corporation. The 
corporation is a low-income 
housing mortgage company to 
assist citizens in acquiring low- 
interest mortgage loans to buy or 
build a home.

A motion was approved to not 
accept the resolution of the 
Appraisal District Board to appoint 
County Judge Roberson as a 
representative cxi the Tax Appraisal 
Board representing Haskell County. 
All of the commissioners were 
opposed to the resolution.

The 1995-96 proposed budget 
for the ECC was approved by the 
Court and the hiring of Melissa 
Hernandez as part-time janitor at 
the center was tdso aj^roved.

City Council accepts 
Zoning Board change

In a brief meeting, the City 
Commissioners accepted the 
Zoning Board's recommendation for 
a zoning change for Bobby Hanson 
at his business located at 207 S. 
1st Street. A motion was also 
approved to send someone to 
Austin to check on purchasing a 
used vehicle for the police 
department

The Commissioners rejected all

bids on the used loader to be 
purchased by the city, as only one 
loader met specifications and the 
Council felt that the price was too 
high.

In order to apply, applicants 
must be at least 20 years of age 
(there is not a maximum age), have 
a minimum of 60 semester hours 
of college (for some educational 
requirements, prior law enforcement 
or military service can be 
substituted), be a U.S. citizen, pass 
a written examination, meet certain 
physical fitness standards and be 
willing to accept assignment 
anywhere in Texas.

Formally known as an All Field 
Service Recruit Training School, 
graduates of the 26-week-old course 
will fill existing and anticipated 
vacancies in the DPS's Traffic Law 
Enforcement Division -  Highway 
Patrol, Driver License, License and 
Weight, Safety Education and 
Vehicle Inspection Services. After 
gaining experience in entry-level 
law enforcement positions in TLE, 
troopers can promote within TKE 
or to various positions in the 
Criminal Law Enforcement or 
Texas Ranger Divisions.

"Our training school is nearly 
twice as long as the minimum 
required by the state," said Lt.

Oil and Gas Report
The Railroad Commission of 

Texas issued a total of 996 original 
drilling permits in June compared 
to 1,160 in June, 1994. The June 
total included 719 permits to drill 
new oil and gas tests. 40 to re-enter 
existing well bores, and 237 for re­
completions.

Total drilling permits issued in 
1995 year-to-date is 5,635, a six 
percent increase from the 5,286 
issued during the same period of 
1994.

Permits issued in June included 
423 oil, 201 gas, 329 oil and gas, 
41 injection and two other permits.

In June operators reported 346 
gas, 393 oil and 40 injection and 
other completions, compared to 
338 gas, 327 oil and 34 injection 
and other completions during the 
same period of last year.

The total of well completions 
recorded for 1995 year-to-date is 
4,242, a six percent increase from 
the 3,968 recorded in 1994.

Operators reported 540 holes 
plugged and 86 dry holes in June,

compared to 1,484 holes plugged 
and 126 dry holes reported during 
the same period last year.

Texas preliminary April crude 
oil production averaged 1,394,150 
barrels daily, down from the 
1,477,854 barrels daily average of 
April, 1994.

The preliminary Texas oil 
production figure for April is 
41,824,191 barrels, down from the 
44,335,609 barrels reported in 
April 1994.

Texas oil and gas wells produced 
455,061,080 Mcf (thousand cubic 
feet) of gas in April, down 0.39 
percent compared to April, 1994's 
gas p roduction  to ta l of 
456,834,577 Mcf.

Texas gas production in April 
came from 167,251 oil, and 48,104 
gas wells.

Haskell County reported 59,753 
barrels of crude oil produced in the 
month of April. Haskell County 
oil and gas wells produced 21,659 
Mcf of gas during the month of 
April.

AUSTIN — New rules allowing 
Texans to make more informed de­
cisions about their health-care op­
tions were proposed last week by 
Gov. George W. Bush and Insur­
ance Commissioner Elton Bomer.

“These are fair rules which 
will ensure quality health care 
at reasonable costs for Tbxans,” 
Bomer said.

Under the rules, health main­
tenance organizations and other 
managed-care programs would have 
to disclose to consumers informa­
tion comparing costs and services 
offered in their plans.

The rules also would:
■ Allow patients to continue 

seeing the same doctor during the 
final months of pregnancy or other 
ongoing medical conditions, even 
if that doctor is terminated from the 
insurance plan.

■ Guarantee patients in a health­
care plan the right to choose tlieir 
own primary care provider from the 
list of doctors who participate in the 
plan.
':  ■ Require insurance companies to 
pay for emergency medical services 
at least until a patient’s condition is 
stabilized.

Doctors and dentists would be 
protected from unfair dismissal 
ffom a health care group, under 
the rules. “(The rules) s ^  insur­
ance companies or plans wliich ter- 
ininate doctors, dentists or other 
providers must give written reasons 
for doing so. They require each 
HMO to have an advisory review 
panel to scrutinize appeals of ter­
mination decisions,” Bomer said,

“We are going through a time 
of tremendous change in the w ^ 
health care is paid for and the 
way it is delivered,” Bush said. 
“The role of government is to 
ensure that patients and health care 
professionals are treated fairly and 
consistently to ensure free and fair 
competition for health care services 
and prices. ”

Disabled Care Threatened
Meanwhile, the Texas Depart­

ment Human Services is hunt­
ing for ways to compensate for the 
expected loss of $148 million from 
the federal government which funds 
programs for elderly and disabled 
Texans.

In addition to the loss of fed­
eral funding, the state Legislature 
secured an additional $55 million 
for the DHS budget to cover fiscal 
1995-96, but even with the extra 
money, the agency is still facing a 
$63 million shortfall.

The board of the DHS is to 
consider proposals to:

■ Freeze enrollment in affected 
programs for 18 months;

■ Freeze enrollment in programs 
that help clients in their homes 
with bathing, cooking, dressing 
and reduce by 10 percent the hours 
aides are available for such duties; 
and

■ Reduce by 12 percent all 
non-family community service pro­
grams.

The danger of losing such home- 
care programs is that it will force 
many clients into nursing homes 
where care is even more expensive.

Firearm Classes Begin
After checking their guns at the 

door, 160 persons gathered at the 
Department of Public Safety Train­
ing Academy last week to learn how 
to teach Texans how to properly 
carry concealed handguns.

The would-be firearms instruc­
tors under the new concealed-gun 
law, represent every region of the 
state.

All are hoping to qualify as an 
instructor when Texans begin ap­
plying for concealed-handgun per­
mits on Sept. 1. Anyone teaching 
the state’s concealed-gun course 
must be certified by the DPS.

According to a report in the 
Houston Chronicle, the DPS esti­
mates about 180,000 Texas resi­
dents (1 percent of the state’s pop­
ulation) will seek permits.

Applicants pay a $100 nonre- 
fundable course fee and travel to 
Austin to attend the course, which 
varies in length depending on ex­
perience.

Democrats Now On-line
The Texas Democratic Party has 

gone on-line with its own computer 
network, party officials aimounced 
last week.

Party chairman Bob Slagle said 
“Frontrunner: Texas Democrats 
Online,” will offer such services 
as e-mail, access to the Democratic 
Party’s master voter file, party 
news and election data archives. 
Democratic candidates will be able 
to set up their own areas witliin tlie 
network.

“Contraiy to the rcyth that 
Democrats in Texas are an en­
dangered species and out of step 
with the times,” the state Demo­
cratic organization is die only party 
offering on-line access to grass­
roots organizers and officeholders, 
Slagle said.

Lottery Pulls Profit
Texas Lottery profits have topped 

$2.5 billion in its 37-month history, 
state lottery-director Nora Linares 
reports.

“Based on 10 months of sales 
this fiscal year,” she said, “we’ve 
already sent more than $734 
million to the Treasury.”

As of July 1, the lottery sold 
more than $7 billion worth of 
chances on its various games, and 
of that total, $4.1 billion was 
returned to players in prizes and 
$397 million in commissions and 
bonuses to retailers, said lottery 
spokesman Steve Levine.

■ Gov. Bush has named San An­

tonio businesswoman Judy Walsh 
to the three-member Public Util­
ity Commission, Walsh, who owns 
a finance and tax consulting busi­
ness, succeeds Sarah Goodfriend, 
a holdover appointment of former 
Gov. Ann Richards. The Senate 
failed to confirm Goodfriend’s ap­
pointment before the 1995 legisla­
tive session ended.

The 3.06 inches of rain here 
since the 21st of July means a fine 
crop of summer grass, plenty of 
stock water on all the ranges and fat 
stock. It also means the filling out 
in the best possible condition, the 
thousands of acres of com, milo 
maize and kaffir com now in the 
process of maturing.

Protect your child with immunizations
Now's the time to have your 

child immunized. Immunizations 
are an important part of preventive 
health because a number of 
infectious diseases are almost 
completely preventable through 
routine vaccinations. Texas leads 
the nation in the number of 
reported cases of vaccine- 
preventable diseases.

Estimates show that while 95 
percent of Texas school-age 
children are properly immunized, 
only 30 to 40 percent of the state’s 
preschool-age children have received 
recommended vaccines. As late as 
1990, Texas was home to about 18 
percent of the nation's cases of 
measles, one such preventable 
disease.

R o u t i n e  c h i l d h o o d  
immunizations protect against 
many childhood diseases. The 
following immunization schedule, 
updated earlier this year, has been 
approved by the American Academy 
of Pediatrics, the American

Academy of Family Physicians, 
and the Advisory Committee on 
Immunization Practices.

•DPT (diptheria, tetanus and 
pertussis) -  a series of DTP shots 
at two months, four months, six 
months, between 12 months and 18 
months (or DtaP -  diptheria, 
tetanus and acellular pertussis -  
between 15 months and 18 
months), and between ages four and 
six. A Td, tetanus and diptheria, 
shot should be given at age 11 and 
every 10 years thereafter.

•Hepatitis B -  a series of three 
shots between birth and two 
months, between two months and 
four months, and between six 
months and 18 months.

•Haemophilus influenza type B 
— a vaccine at two months, four 
months, six months and between 
12 and 15 months.

•Polio -  a dose at two months, 
four months, between six months 
and 18 months, and between the 
ages of four and six.

•MMR (measles, mumps and 
rubella) -  two shots, one between 
12 months and 15 months and one 
between the ages of four and six or 
between the ages of 11 and 12.

Also, the American Academy of 
Pediatrics recently recommended the 
routine use of chickenpox vaccine 
in ch ildhood . The AAP 
recommends the chickenpox, or 
varicella, vaccine for all children, 
adolescents and young adults who 
have not already been infected with 
chickenpox. A single dose can be 
given between 12 and 18 months of 
age, at the same time as the child's 
firs t MMR. Consult your 
physician if you have questions 
about this new vaccine.

Although some risks are 
associated with immunizations, 
they are outweighed dramatically by 
the benefits of disease prevention. 
If you are concerned, speak with 
your physician about vaccine risks 
and benefits.

License
suspension: 
what you
con expect

During the past legislative 
session, the Texas Legislature 
approved a measure that gave my 
office the authority to suspend the 
p rofessional, d river's  and 
recreational licenses of parents who 
are delinquent in their child support 
payments. On Sept. 1, 1995, the 
new law, one of the most 
comprehensive in the nation, goes 
into effect.

W hat it means
Non-custodial parents who hold 

state-regulated licenses, owe more 
than 90 days of past-due child 
support, and are not in compliance 
with an existing re-payment plan, 
will face suspension of those 
licenses.

The license suspension bill was 
designed as an enforcement tool 
that would reach the most 
troublesome cases involving 
delinquent parents. Many of those 
parents have attempted to avoid 
automatic* wage withholding for 
child support by various means, 
including skipping from job to job, 
working for cash, or taking on self- 
employment. We aim to stop non- 
compliance.

It would be wonderful if we 
lived in a society that did not 
require the government to become 
involved in people's personal lives 
and force them to live up to their 
p a re n ta l re s p o n s ib il i t ie s .  
Unfortunately, the grim reality is 
that government is -  and must ^  -  
involved in the process. In Texas, 
hundreds of thousands of children's 
lives are affected by the payment 
onmon-payment of child support.

V o lu n ta ry  c o m p lia n c e  
process

This September, we will begin a 
statewide campaign to inform non­
custodial parents who are delinquent 
on child support that their license 
privileges are in jeopardy. We hope 
that this inform ation will 
encourage voluntary compliance to 
pay up. If you are a non-custodial 
parent in this situation, you can set 
up a re-payment plan to avoid the 
possibility of having your licenses 
suspended. A repayment plan can 
be worked out at any time.

There will be penalties, 
however, for those who do not 
obey the law. Delinquent non­
custodial parents will be put on 
notice. While we really do not want 
to suspend anyone's license, we 
will not hesitate to do so if
necessary.

The suspension process
Those who fail to met their 

lawful obligations will be faced 
with a number of administrative 
sanctions.

If we cannot get voluntary 
compliance from a non-custodial 
parent, we here at the Office of the 
Attorney General will petition the 
administrative hearing officer of 
license suspension. Due process 
requirements will be met by proper 
service and hearings.

Non-custodial parents who enter 
into repayment agreements will be 
allowed to keep their licenses, so 
long as they comply with those 
repayment plans.

On the other hand, if a non­
custodial parent does not enter into 
a repayment agreement and keep up 
with the payments, the final order 
to suspend his or her license is sent 
to the appropriate licensing agency 
and the license will be suspended. 
A non-custodial parent can appeal 
the suspension to a state district 
court.

The Legislature and the 
Governor have acted. Now it is our 
turn. If you are a non-custodial 
parent and you plan to meet your 
obligations, we applaud you. But if 
you fail to meet your obligations, 
we will seek you on behalf of your 
children and take away your state- 
regulated license.

Make family tradirions more healthful
 ̂ Summer, with its picnics and 
'family reunions, is a good time to 
examine family traditions and see if 
they fit into today’s healthy 
lifetstyles.

Update your summer traditions

2 cloves garlic, finely minced 
1/2 cup finely chopp^ onion 
1-1/4 cup low-sodium beef.broth 
1/3 cup dry red wine
1 tablespoon light soy sauce
2 tablespoons cornstarch 
1/4 cup cold water
1/4 cup minced fresh parsley 

Place large, nonstick skillet over 
medium-high heat. Sprinkle pepper 
and meat tenderizer on meat. Brown 
meat on all sides, turning often, 
until well browned. Add garlic and 
onions and cook until onions are 
translucenL

Add broth, wine and soy sauce. 
Heat to boiling. Reduce heaL cover 
and simmer 1-1/2 hours, or until 
meat is tender.

Loans available for farm & ranch land
The Texas Agricultural Finance 

. Authority, administered through the 
Texas Department of Agriculture, 
i is accepting applications for a new 
loan program that helps individuals 
purchase up to $150,000 worth of 
farm or ranch land. Agriculture 
Commissioner Rick Perry said.

"Our Farm and Ranch Finance 
EYogram is for producers who want 
to buy their first place or for those 
who want to expand their 
aperations," Perry said. "Applicants 
must have at least three years of 
farming or ranching experience."

Applicants must be Texas 
residents and show that they have 
earned at least 25 percent of their 
gross income from farming and 
ranching over the last three years. 
Applicants will be required to 
com plete a business plan

demonstrating that they intend to 
be full-time agricultural producers 
and they must provide evidence that 
their net worth is less than 
$250,000. Applicants also must 
prove that 'they have finances 
available for necessary farming and 
ranching equipment and operating 
costs.

Applications must be completed 
in cooperation with a local lending 
institution. The maximum loan of 
$150,000 may not exceed 95 
percent of the land’s appraised value 
or 95 percent of the purchase price. 
Interest rates are based on market 
conditions and will be adjusted over 
the life of the loan. The rates must 
be approved by the lender and the 
Texas Agricultural Finance 
Authority. As of June 5, the 
interest rate was 9.75 percent.

In addition to the Farm and

Ranch Finance Program, changes 
have been made in TAFA’s Young 
Farmer Guarantee Program to 
encourage more applicants. The 
program was established to help 
those between 18 and 40 years old 
start their first agricultural 
operation. Loans guarantees may be 
used for purchases of feed, seed, 
fertilizer, livestock, poultry, farm 
or ranch equipment, farm or ranch 
buildings or to lease farm or ranch 
land.

Take precautions against Hantavirus
When American Indians were 

dying from flu-like symptoms in 
1992 in the Southwest, medical 
personnel from all over the nation 
struggled to find an answer. After 
weeks of testing and analysis, 
scientists discovered HPS, 
H an tav iru s  (h a n - ta -v iru s )  
Pulmonary Syndrome. Extension 
veterinarian Bruce Lawhom says the 
virus is transferred to humans 
through fecal materials, urine or 
saliva from infected rodents. HPS 
has a 52 percent mortality sudden 
death rate. The ccxnmon deer mouse 
and the western harvest mouse are 
known carriers. The illness strikes 
within 45 days of exposure. Pains 
will occur for one to four days, and 
a cough with fever and chills will 
follow. Finally it turns into sudden 
respiratory distress where the lungs 
start filling up with water. Since a 
large number of rodents live on 
trails and camp sites, hunters and 
campers should take precautions. 
Also farm workers are at risk 
because bams and storage sheds are

ideal habitats for rodents. Lawhom 
recommends that if you find rodent 
fecal matter, use a solution of one- 
half cup of bleach to five cups of 
water and pour the mixture on the 
contaminated areas. Never sweep or

vacuum up fecal matter because this 
will simply make the virus 
airborne, possibly contaminating 
you and others.

High school athletes may be 
only "second string" without a pre- 
season checkup, says a sports 
medicine expert

Now's the time to prepare for 
the upcoming athletic season and 
for the demands of physical 
education classes.

"Anyone involved in school 
athletes should have an annual 
history and exam as a necessary 
step for performing optimally," 
said Dr. Albert C. Hergenroeder, 
head of Adolescent Medicine and 
Sports Medicine, in the department 
of pediatrics at Baylor College of 
Medicine, and Texas Children's 
Hospital in Houston.

Hergenroeder says young 
athletes often will not admit to 
having problems related to exercise 
and sports. These include old and 
current injuries that may not have 
been diagnosed and fully 
rehabilitated.

"The nature of athletes is to 
deny problems, even if they are 
exercising with pain," he said. "I 
always tell the students to have an 
annual evaluation prior to the 
school sports season startup, to 
make sure they don't wind up 
performing poorly simply because 
of an injury or training problem 
that may be easy to fix. I ask them 
if they want to operate at only 80 
percent of their athletic ability. The 
answer is always no."

H ergenroeder says not 
rehabilitating an old injury may 
make the difference between 
making team, being just second 
string, or performing poorly. He 
advises having the annual 
evaluation three to four weeks prior 
to the beginning of school 
athletics.

"If there is a problem, they need 
time to rehabilitate the injury," 
Hergenroeder said. "For example, 
waiting until the day before practice

starts knowing there is a Shoulder 
problem does not make good sense. 
Rehabilitation of that injury could 
keep them off the team or at least 
hinder their progress with the 
team."

Hergenroeder says that one smdy 
showed that one of the leading 
reasons for not participating in 
school spo rts  was old, 
unrehabilitated injuries.

Students not participating in 
high school sports could benerft

from a pre-school evaluation, as 
well, particularly if they have old 
injuries, or medical problems such 
as obesity, asthma or chest pains.

Hergenroeder says for the 
majority of healthy high school 
students, returning to school 
athletics or physical education 
courses is no problem.

Taking steps before a health 
problem becomes worse is the key 
for students involved in high 
school sports or physical education.

Scholarships and grants available
With confusion over federal 

student grant approvals, direct 
government student loans and 
changes in college financial aid 
guidelines, many students are 
finding it difficult to identify and 
understand their financial aid 
options and are missing out on 
receiving assistance that could be 
available to them.

Students taking the traditional 
path of relying on federal, state and 
college financial aid and loans are 
becoming frustrated as they 
discover they can't afford to pay the 
increasing dollars they are asked to 
contribute each year. These extra 
payments are straining family

budgets and assets as many families 
try to fund schooling through 
burdensome debt

Yet unknown to most people, 
there are over 375,000 scholarship 
and grant sources available which 
do not have to be paid back. Eighty 
percent of these scholarships do not 
depend on family need or 
exceptional grades but are awarded 
based on factors such as the 
student's interests, hobbies, 
academic focus, age, heritage, or 
parent's work or military service.

Remarkably, according to the 
National Commission on Student 
Financial Aiji, over $6 billion of 
funding goes uncollected each year
