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A tribute to veterans

World War I and World War II memorabilia displays

The United States Post Office at Haskell has a 
collection of military and war memorabilia on display 
in honor of Veteran’s Day this Saturday, Nov. 11. 
The display also ties in with stamps issued by the 
postal service commemorating the Indian War, World 
War I, World War H and the Civil War.

The memorabilia is from the private collection of 
military gear owned by Greg Melton, principal of 
Haskell High School. Melton said that part of the 
memorabilia belonged to his grandfather and great­
grandfather who served in the Civil War and WWI 
respectively. Melton, a historian, said, “My hobby of 
collecting military gear fits into my love of history. 
Being a historian is my first love.”

A $20 confederate bill that is on display, belonged 
to Melton’s great-grandfather, John D. Jackson, who

served in the Civil War. Melton said, “My great­
grandfather was wounded in the Battle of Gaines Mill 
in Virginia during the Peninsula Campaign in 1862 
and was taken prisoner by the Union Army. He 
carried the $20 bill while he was in prison camp and 
brought it home. He considered it a good luck piece.

Melton also has a World War I Wound Certificate 
that was presented to his grandfather who served in 
that War and was wounded in action in France. 
Melton said “Wound Certificates were given instead 
of Purple Hearts at that time. I also have a cane that 
was presented to my granddaddy by the Red Cross and 
post cards that he wrote to my grandmother.”

The WWI, WWII and Indian War displays tie in 
with the 29 cents stamp that was issued in ‘94. The 
Civil War display ties in with a stamp issued in ‘95.

Indian War and Civil War memorabilia displays

Three juveniles and one adult are 

in custody after being apprehended 
for the early Monday morning 
break-in and theft at Haskell High 
School. The main classroom 
building, the big gymnasium and 
the Home Economics building were 
involved in the incident.

Sheriff Johnny Mills said that at 
approximately 1 a.m. Monday 
morning, the dispatcher at the 
Sheriffs office heard someone in 
the main building of the high 
school over the alarm system and 
alerted local Police and Sheriff 
dq)artment personnel. The suspects 
were still in the building when the 
offico^ arrived, but managed to flee 
the building and escape. A deputy 
reported that he saw four people 
running down the hallway.

Sheriff Mills said that it is not 
known how the offenders got into 
the main building and the gym, but 
that a window had been broken in 
the Home Economics building.

Sheriff Mills said that the items 
stolen had been partially recovered, 
but that some items were still 
missing. The stolen items had an 
estimated value of between $6,000 
and $7,000. Some of the items 
stolen include a video camera, four 
port-a-phones, football jerseys, 2 
telephones, a VHS analyzer, a P.A. 
system amplifier, a TV and a VCR. 
Die Sheriff said that he and Haskell 
City Police Officer, Roman 
Morgan, discovered the TV and

VCR outside the Home Economics 
building when they returned to the 
school later Monday morning.

Two of the juveniles were 
apprehended around 3 a.m. in the 
morning, the adult was caught a 
little before 4 a.m. and the last 
juvenile was caught around 8 a.m. 
when he showed up for school, 
according to Sheriff Mills. One of 
the offenders was caught as he was 
walking down the street in front of 
the Sheriffs office.

Noah Project offers safe haven 
for domestic violence victims

If the O.J. Simpson trial did nothing else for this 

country, it brought attention to the domestic violence 
going on every day all over America. Many people 
think that domestic violence only happens among the 
poor and in the larger cities, but that is a 
misconception. Domestic violence happens in all 
classes, cultures and races of people; in small 
communities to large cities. It is one of those problems 
that has been kept behind closed doors so to speak. 
Most people who are being abused or have been abused 
are too ashamed to tell anyone, even other members of 
their family. Some do not know there are agencies that 
can and will help them. One of those agaicies in Texas 
that provides help is the Noah ProjecL Inc.

Noah Project, Inc. is a center for victims of domestic 
violence with its corporate office in Abilene. They 
provide services to family violence victims in 20 West 
Central Texas counties. They operate a 24-hour crisis 
hotline and provide services in Ae areas of shelter and 
safety, food and clothing, transportation, medical care,  ̂
employment referrals, educational support, legal 
advocacy, outreach and in-house counseling. They 
provide an atmosphere of family living with emphasis 
on the comfort and security of its residents. They meet 
with other service agencies to help meet the physical 
and emotional needs of victims of family violence.

The Noah Project-North was started in September of 
1987 here in Haskell County with one part-time 
worker. The service now has one full-time worker, 
Donna Sue Anders who is the Service Area Director and 
Janice Brzozowski who works on a part-time basis, 
crisis line volunteers and advisory committee 
volunteers.

Anders said that if clients need shelter, they are first 
put in a safe place in the county and then transferred to 
Abilene, Brownwood or Snyder to shelters whwe they 
can stay up to six weeks; dnd if the clients do do not 
want to be placed close by, the Noah Project has a 
directory of shelters all over the state where they can be 
placed.

She said that once they are in the shelter, Noah 
encourages them to become independent if they choose 
not to go back into the situation they were in. They 
will help them find housing, direct them to other 
agencies who can help them or refer them to agencies 
for any kind of counseling they may need.

Anders said that one of the counseling services 
available is BIP-Batterers Intervention Prevention for 
men. It is a counseling program that helps them deal 
with being an abuser and how they can overcome it

Anders said, “There is a misconception about the 
Noah Project, we do not encourage people to get 
divorced or break up the family unit. The ftunily unit is 
the most important thing to tiiink about. We are there 
to help them and to encourage them to make their own 
choices. Precaution is advised if there is family violence 
involved.”

Anders ^ id  that Haskell County is very so j^ rtive  
of the Noah Project, “If we didn’t get the s u p p ^  from 
the county, we could not be here; they furnish us an 
office space free of charge. A grant from DHS pays my 
salary, and the funds to operate are raised through fund 
raisers by the advisory committee.”

Anders said also that she appreciated the cooperation 
that the Noah Project received from the County 
Attorney and law enforcement officials in the county, 
“Haskell County is very fortunate to have the county 
attorney, (Bill Jones) that we have; he is very 
cooperative in working with us and our clients.

“The law enforcement in Haskell County is also 
very cooperative and works closely with the Noah 
Project. If they answer a call on family violence, they 
will explain their options to the complaintants and will 
contact the Noah Project if the need is there.”

Anders said that the Noah Project provided shelter fw 
38 clients in Haskell County for 1995 and did outreach 
service for an additional 35 clients in the county. 
(Outreach services provide everything but shelter, such 
as counseling, medical referrals, legal referrals, or any 
other kind of help they need).

The Noah fto ject has an 800 number that is 
answered 24 hours a day, seven days a week. When a 
person calls that number from Haskell County, the call 
is referred to Anders, who in turn will call one of the 
crisis volunteers who will then meet with the client on 
a confidential basis. The crisis volunteer number is 1- 
800-444-3551.

Project-North advisory committee wrote the following

Domestic violence -  a serious crime
Domestic violence is a serious crime that should be 

reported and stopped. Zero tolerance is the only 
acceptable community response. Victims of domestic 
Violence come from all walks of life, all cultures, all 
income groups, all ages, all religions. They share 
feelings of helplessness, isolation, guilt, fear and 
shame.

On an average night last year (1994) in Texas, 1104 
women and children sought refuge in shelters because 
home was not a safe place to be. 10,000 were denied 
shelter. Almost 155,000 hotline calls were answered by 
Texas shelters. There were 163,223 reported incidents of 
domestic violence. Approximately, five percent were 
against men.

Contrary to what one O.J. juror told the press after 
verdict heard around the world, homicide does correlate 
markedly with prior domestic violence. Thirty-nine 
percent of Texas adult women homicide victims in 
1994 were slain by men who had once professed to love 
them, honor them and cherish them. Of all women 
killed in Texas in 1993,38 percent (161) were murdered 
by their intimate male partners.

School Funding Task Force
How can Texas do a better job 

d  funding its public schools while 
providing tax relief to property 
owners and n d  imposing a tax on 
personal income?

Bus Driver Records Eyed
More than 200 certified bus 

drivers in Tbxas have traffic 
convictions, the Houston Chronicle 
reported last wedk in a copyright 
story.

About 150 d  those were con­
victed d  speeding, according to 
records d  ± e  state’s 55,000 cer­
tified school bus drivers during a 
three-year period ending Aug. 31, 
1994.

According to the records main­
tained by the Texas Department of 
Public Safety, school bus accidoits 
in Texas have increased 20 percent 
in the last four years, from 1,198 
in 1991 to 1,449 in 1994.

DPS records also show injuries 
to children are up more than 55 
percent from 826 in 1991 to 1,282 
in 1994, the Chronicle reported.

A law that went into effect Sept. 
1 transferred the state’s school 
bus driver certification program 
from combined enforcement by the 
Tbxas Education Agency and the 
DPS to the DPS alone, with the 
intent d  promoting more efficient 
monitoring.

Jim Tbmpleton, manager d  the 
DPS accident records bureau, said 
there will be a reassessment d  the 
certification program.

Other Highliglits
■ Texas is in competition with 

three states to land a multimillion- 
dollar facility to train 2,000 
new Border Patrol agents and 
Immigration and Naturalization 
Service inspectors. Military bases 
in El Paso, Charleston, S.C., 
and Aimiston, Ala., are under 
consideration as training sites. A 
fourth site, at now-closed Eaker Air 
Force Base in Arkansas is being 
reviewed to handle the training of 
only the Border Patrol agents.

■ Capital Metro, which operates 
Austin’s bus system, won’t allow 
concealed handguns on its buses. 
The CM board voted 4-1 to im­
pose the ban. In September, Hous­
ton’s Metropolitan Transit Author­
ity passed a similar resolution af­
ter Attorney General Dan Morales 
said the state’s right-to-carry law 
doesn’t prevent transit authorities 
from banning concealed handguns.

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Fall is the time to manage turf disease on lawns
As night time temperatures drop 

and autumn rains begin, so do the 
fungi that cause take-all patch and 
brown patch. Proper fall turf 
management strategies can help 
lawns survive their attack, says 
Janell Stevens Johnk, Extension 
Plant Pathologist.

Brown patch fungus attacks the 
base of a leaf. Affected leaves turn

yellow and pull off easily and the 
base of the leaf is slimy and rotted.

“Since brown patch attacks the 
leaves, and not the roots, the 
turfgrass will recover. However, 
affected turf is more susceptible to 
cold injury during a hard winter,” 
she says.

Take-all patch fungus attacks the 
roots. W hile take-all patch

symptoms don’t appear until 
spring, infection begins in early 
fall and continues during the cool, 
wet conditions of fall and winter,” 
she says.

“Because the roots are rotted, 
entire stolons may be lifted easily 
from the soil,” she adds. The 
damage is similar to white grub 
damage; however, grubs can be

seen in the soil if they are the cause 
of the damage. Grub-damaged roots 
don’t appear rotted, either.

Cultural practices that encourage 
deep vigorous root systems reduce 
the damage caused by these fungi. 
Proper water management is 
critical. Adequate surface and 
subsurface drainage is necessary.

“Water your lawn only when

needed, when you can see footprints 
after you walk across it. Early 
morning is the best time to water 
because the grass leaves dry 
quickly,” she explains.

The brown patch fungus needs a 
number of hours of leaf wetness to 
cause infection, such as from 
evening watering and dew 
formation. Infrequent but thorough 
watering produces a deeprooted 
turfgrass.

Lawns should be fertilized one 
last time before winter, however, 
applications that are too late 
stimulate growth and delay dormacy 
in the turf making it more 
su sc e p tib le  to d ise a se . 
Recommendations for the last 
fertilization date vary across the 
state.

To get the most from your 
irrigated wheat, consider scheduling 
your irrigations this year using 
gypsum blocks. Gypsum blocks 
are cast gypsum around a pair of 
stainless steel electrodes. Six foot

wire leads are attached to the 
electrodes. The blocks are buried in 
the soil at 6, 12, 24 and 36 inch 
depths.

Soil moisture is measured by 
attaching a special meter to the

wire leads of the gypsum block. A 
small electrical current is sent from 
this meter to the block.

The electrical resistance 
measured by the meter varies with 
the amount of moisture in the soil

Taking some good advice on cattle
For the first time in several 

months, there is some optimism in 
the cattle industry. A new report 
shows the number of cattle down to 
what they were last year at this 
time—indicating ranchers are 
working toward getting a better 
price fcH* their product.

Extension Livestock Marketing 
Economist Dr. Ernie Davis says a 
lot of cattle were marketed in 
August and the price during that 
month only dropped below $60 per

hundred weight a couple of days. 
He says cattle feeders did a good job 
of moving cattle to keep the 
industry current

Davis says if cattle producers 
keep marketing aggressively 
through the end of this year, the 
risk of seeing the price drop below 
$60 dollars again is slim. He says 
prices through the end of the year 
should range from $62 to $65 per 
hundred weight That is good news 
for an agricultural industry that is

going through tough times.
But the cost is still high to raise 

those cattle. As pastureland dries up 
for winter, grain prices are high 
because the supply is short. Davis 
says feed in the Panhandle costs 
about $15 a ton. Also, interest 
rates are up about two percent over 
a year ago, so production costs are 
up.

Davis says cattle prices may 
take a dive again next year as 
ranchers liquidate their herds. He 
says it will probably be 1998 
before the oversupply of beef cattle 
is brought under control and 
ranchers are able to get back on 
good financial footing.

and the gypsum block. A gypsum 
block reading of 95 to 100 indicates 
the soil is wet while a meter 
reading of 70 shows about fifty 
percent available m oisture. 
Irrigations should be conducted 
before the meter reading is below 
50 percent available moisture.

By knowing the amount of 
moisture in the soil profile, 
excessive irrigations can be avoided 
saving time, money and reducing 
the potential of leaching nutrients 
out of the root zone of the plant.
