E d ito r’s note: Due to the
discussions on student discipline at 
the last school board meeting, this 
paper is printing the Changes to 
the Student Code of Conduct which 
became effective on Sept. 1 as 
mandated by Senate Bill 1 of the 
State Legislature. Parents of 
students in the Haskell CISD 
should have received the following 
changes to the student’s existing 
Code of Conduct. Because of the 
length of the material, it will be 
ran in the paper in installments.

Notice of changes regarding 

student discipline
This material constitutes notice 

to students and their parents or 
guardians that Haskell CISD has 
made the following changes in its 
existing code of conduct and/pr 
discipline management plan to 
conform to Subchapter A, Chapter 
37 of the Texas Education Code as 
enacted by Senate Bill 1 of the 74th 
Legislature, which is now in effect.

Any provisions in the existing 
Code of Conduct that conflict with 
Chapter 37 are null and void. If you 
wish to see Chapter 37 in its 
entirety, please contact your 
campus principal.

Student Code of 
Conduct Violation 

A teacher with knowledge that a 
student has violated the student 
code of conduct shall file with the 
school principal or the other 
appropriate administrator a written 
report, not to exceed one page, 
documenting the violation. The 
principal or the other appropriate 
administrator shall, not later than 
24 hours after receipt of a report 
from a teacher, send a copy of the 
report to the student’s parents or 
guardians.
Classroom  Expectations 
/School Rules

Each campus andlor teacher has 
also developed Classroom  
Expectations or School Rules. 
Students are expected to comply 
with these standards, but violations

will not be considered violations of 
the Student Code o f Conduct that 
require a teacher’s written report. 
However, persistent violations o f 
Classroom Expectations andlor 
School School Rules will be 
considered a Code o f Conduct 
violation.

Emergency Placement 
or Expulsion 

Emergency Placement
The principal or the principal’s 

designee may order a student to be 
imm ediately placed in the 
alternative education program if the 
principal or the principal’s designee 
believes the student’s behavior is 
so unruly, disruptive, or abusive 
that it seriously interferes with:

1) a teacher’s ability to com­
municate effectively with the 
students in a class;

2) the ability of the student’s 
classmates to learn, or

3) the operation of school or a 
school-sponsored activity.

Disciplinary action discussed 
at school board meeting

Rev. Bruce Adamson addressed 
members of the Haskell School 
board during the public comment 
section of the school board meeting 
held Tuesday night, Nov. 21, 
regarding the disciplinary action 
that was taken after an altercation 
on campus that involved his son 
and another student. There was no 
comment or action by the school 
board, as it was not a scheduled 
item on the agenda.

However, in an unrelated 
incident. Bob Earles had asked to be 
on the agenda, regarding the 
disciplinary action taken after an 
altercation on campus that his son 
had been involved in with two 
other students. Earles explained his 
feelings on the matter to the board 
and presented statements from three 
other students relating their view of 
the altercation. Earles questioned 
the punishment that was handed 
down by the principal.

A ssistan t High School 
principal, Bryan McCulloch spoke 
to the board, saying that he was the 
one who handled the situation and 
gave his accounting of the incident. 
McCulloch said that he felt he had 
handled it appropriately.

High School principal, Greg 
Melton, then addressed the board 
and briefly went over the rules of 
discipline in the Haskell school 
district. He said, “If blows are 
exchanged, the local law 
enforcement is called. This was 
implemented in the ‘94-’95 school 
year. We want the students to let us 
come and handle it, not take the 
matter into their own hands.” 
Melton also told the board that he 
felt the incident was handled 
appropriately.

Superintendent Don Pheil told 
the board that he had been talking 
with Earles regarding the situation

and had also reviewed the scnooi 
policy. He said there was some 
proc^ural steps that should be 
taken on displinary actions. He said 
that discretion should be used on 
each case and each case reviewed 
before contacting law enforcement 
officials.

Board president. Bob Aycock 
asked Principal Melton if he would 
use discretion in each case. Melton 
said that he would and that he felt 
he had always used discretion.

Superintendent Pheil reported on 
the progress of the AEP facility at 
Weinert. Pheil said “The facility 
had to open up early due to the 
break-in at the High School. We 
have opened up an AEP center that 
hopefully will be a model to other 
schools in the area. We like to 
think that Haskell is leading the 
charge in this development of the 
center that will be looked up to.“

Pheil said that Bob Bowen from 
Munday was running the school 
which had a total of six students at 
the present time, four from Haskell 
and two from Munday. Pheil said 
that there had to be two adults on 
campus at all times, Bowen plus a 
male aide and if there were female 
students, a female aide.

Pheil said that there were nine 
schools in the AEP Co-op 
including Haskell. He said that any 
school not in the Co-op contract 
will pay $100 a day per student if 
they choose to send anyone to the 
facility.

Pheil said that the minimum 
stay is six weeks at the facility, but 
tliat each student is reviewed as to 
the length of their term and that 
students are receiving school 
assignments in every subject they 
are enrolled in.

Some board members had 
questions on security at the facility.

ana student’s behavior. Billie 
McKeever told the board, “If they 
don’t show up, it is a violation of 
their parole if they have been 
charged with a felony; if they miss 
any days, their days are recycled. 
They have to show an attitude 
adjustment, must obey rules and be 
mannerly.”

Tiffen Mayfield asked, “What’s 
to stop them from hiding a gun or 
weapon under their coats?” Randy 
McLelland wanted to know if the 
bus driver had anyway to summon 
help if he needed it. Superintendent 
Pheil answered these questions 
saying that students will be checked 
out randomly by law officials for 
any weapons when they go into the 
building or get on the bus. But at 
the present time, there is no way 
for the bus driver to summons 
help.

A motion was approved by the 
board to lease the classrooms at 
Weinert, for the AEP facility, from 
the Weinert Exes.

The board approved the 
appointment of Keith Everett to 
represent the Haskell CISD and the 
City of Haskell on the Appraisal 
District Board.

Superintendent Pheil reported on 
the locking mechanisms in the 
school buildings, saying that some 
were inadequate. He recommended a 
new light to be added near the 
auditorium and for the board to 
look at security measures at the 
schools.

In new business, it was 
announced that Randy McLelland 
would be resigning from the board 
at the conclusion of the December 
meeting. Board President Bob 
Aycock told other board members 
that they needed to be thinking 
about an appointment to replace 
McLelland on the board.

Procedure
1) At the time of the emergency 

placement, the student will be 
given oral notice of the reason for 
the emergency placement

2) Within a reasonable time after 
the emergency placement, the 
student will be afforded the due 
process required for a non­
emergency removal.

3) The principal or designee is 
not liable for civil damages for an 
emergency placement 
Emergency Expulsion

The principal or principal’s 
designee has the right to order the 
immediate expulsion of a student if 
the principal ot principal’s designee 
reasonably believes that action is 
necessary to protect persons or 
property fr(xn imminent harm.

Procedure
1) The student will be given oral 

notice of the reason for the 
emergency expulsion.

2) A due process hearing will 
be provided within ten days, unless 
the parent or guardian agrees in 
writing to an extension of time.

3) The principal or designee is 
not liable for civil damages for an 
emergency expulsion.

The conditions of an emergeitoy 
removal OT an emergency expulsion 
may restric t the student’s 
extracurricular activities according 
to the student code of ctmduct.

Teacher RgmoYal 
I n f o r m a l  D is c r e t io n a r y  
R em oval

A teacher may send a student to 
the principal’s office to maintain 
effective classroom discipline. 
When a student is sent to the 
principal’s office under this 
provision, the principal shall 
employ appropriate discipline 
management techniques consistent 
with the student code of conduct. 
F o r m a l  D i s c r e t i o n a r y  
R em oval

A teacher may remove a student 
from class if the student behaves in

imust file a written report with the 
principal or other appropriate 
administrator, and a copy of that 
report will be sent to the parent or 
guardian within 24 hours.

When a teacher removes a 
student from class under this 
provision, the principal may:

1) place the student into another 
appropriate classroom, or

jw a y :
1. documented by the teacher to 

repeatedly interfere with classroom 
learning; or

2. the teacher determines to be 
so unruly, disruptive, or abusive 
that it seriously interferes with the 
teacher’s ability to communicate 
effectively with the students in the 
class or with the ability of the 
student’s classmates to learn.

If the behavior is a student code 
of conduct violation, the teacher

2) place the student into in­
school suspension, or

3) place the student into an 
alternative education program 
(AEP).

The student cannot be returned 
to that teachers class without the 
teacher’s consent unless the 
placement review committee 
determines that placement is the 
best or only alternative available. 
The placement review committee 
consists of two teachers and one 
professional staff member. The 
teacher refusing to re-admit the 
student will not serve on the 
committee.

The terms of removal will 
prohibit the student from attending 
or participating in school-sponsored 
or school-related activities.

AUSTIN — Insurance Commis­

sioner Elton Bomer proposed new 
rules last week to protect the termi­
nally ill who sell their life insurance 
policies in order to raise money to 
pay for medical bills and expenses.

He proposed rules to carry out a 
new state law regulating so-called 
viatical settlement companies, bro­
kers and referral agents. Viatical 
companies buy life insurance poli­
cies from the terminally ill for a 
percentage of the death benefit

According to the Texas Depart­
ment of Insurance, viatical settle­
ment companies usually pay 55 per­
cent to 90 percent of a policy’s 
value.

“There’s no doubt that viatical 
settlement companies have eased the 
financial burden of desperately ill 
Texans, but regulation should help 
us ensure that when desperation is 
at its peak, greed is not,’’ Bomer 
said.

Proposed rules would require that 
viatical settlement companies inform 
persons interested in selling their 
policies of their rights before an 
agreement could be made. Appli­
cants would have 15 days during 
which to rescind the settlement after 
proceeds from the policy are re­
ceived or placed in escrow.

House Bill 2256, sponsored by 
Republican Rep. John Shields and 
Democratic Sen. Frank Madia, both 
of San Antonio, requires regulation 
of viatical settlements solicited, ne­
gotiated, delivered or issued in Texas.

Shields said the industry needs 
oversight because of the “distinct 
possibility of abuse” in such trans­
actions, the Dallas Morning News 
reported

A public hearing for the rules has 
been set for Jan. 9 in Austin.

State Legislators to Resign
Sen. John Leedom, R-Dallas, said 

he will resign in March to spend 
more time with his family and “do 
something else with my life,” he 
told the Morning News.

Leedom, 74, was first elected in 
1980 and is the senior Republican 
of the Senate. Because his term was 
to expire in January 1999, Gov. 
George W. Bush is expected to call 
a special election for Leedom’s 
heavily Republican District 16 seat 
on May 4. Mentioned as possible 
candidates for the seat are Repub­
lican state Reps. John Carona and 
Tony Goolsby of Dallas, Joe Driver 
of Garland and Fred Hill of Rich­
ardson.

Leedom is the chief executive 
officer and founder of Wholesale 
Electric Company in Dallas.

Also, Rep. Robert Saunders, an 
eight-term Democrat from La Grange 
who specialized in wildlife and 
environmental issues, announced he 
will retire from the Legislature when 
his current term ends in 1996.

He chaired the House Environ­
mental Affairs Committee for three 
legislative sessions and sponsored 
the bill that consolidated state agen­
cies and created the Texas Natural 
Resource Conservation Commission.

Schools Saving Big Money
State Comptroller John Sharp 

announced public schools have saved 
Texas taxpayers nearly $40 million 
in four years, in his second report 
on the Texas School Performance 
Review program.

The savings, he said, have come 
about when school districts used 
cost-cutting ideas from independent 
consulting firms. Consultants re­
viewed spending in 19 school sys­
tems and Sharp made special men­
tion of the school districts in Browns­
ville, Longview, Midland, Paris and 
San Marcos.

“Parents, students, teachers and 
school officials in these five districts 
have embraced 86 percent of our 
recommendations and already saved 
local taxpayers more than $5 mil­
lion,” Sharp said.

Some of the cost-cutting recom­
mendations include the expanding of 
community involvement — such as 
the Adopt-a-School program, better 
management oiganization and better 
use of facilities. None of the recom­
mended cuts included the elimina­
tion of teaching positions. Sharp 
said.

Fisher Won’t Run for Senate
Dallas businessman Richard 

Fisher, a millionaire Democrat, has 
announced he will not run for the 
U.S. Senate seat of Republican Phil 
Gramm.

Fisher, who ran unsuccessfully 
against U.S. Sen. Kay Bailey 
Hutchison in 1994, said he would 
not spend the time and effort to raise 
the ^  millicHi to $8 million he said 
would be needed to defeat Gramm, 
the Houston Chronicle reported.

“Sen. Gramm has no q u ^ s  about 
raising money from corporate and 
other large interests, whereas I rely 
on my owm resources and a dwin­
dling population of individual givers 
who do not attach conditions to their 
largess,” Fisher told the Chronicle.

The other announced candidates 
in the Democratic Senate primary 
are U.S. Rep. Jim Chapman of Sul­
phur Springs, Dallas area teacher 
Victor Morales and Houston lawyer 
John Odam. State Sen. John 
Montford of Lubbock has said he is 
considering running.

Austin insurance consultant David 
Young has announced he will run 
against Gramm in the GOP primary.

Finnell addresses Red River Commission

American Free Trade Agreement 
(NAFTA), Mexican trucks may 
begin traveling throughout Texa$ 
and other border states on Decem­
ber 18. Before that date, Mexican 
tracks were restricted to limiteiji 
zones in certain border cities. The 
problem becomes apparent wheh 
you consider that less than 5 per^ 
cent of Mexican tracks meet U.S‘ 
weij^t and safety standards.

W hat’s at Stake
NAFTA and its ramifications 

will affect each and every one of 
us — and most of it will be posi­
tive. Texas stands to benefit 
greatly from e^qianded trade with 
Mexico. But the advent of Mexi­
can tracks is a health and safety 
concern for all Texans. More than 
$73 billion of the $100 billion in 
U.S. trade with Mexico is deliv­
ered by track, and 70 percent of 
that cargo comes through Texas. 
Experts have estimated that the 
increase in traffic over the next 40 
years will require the addition of 
10 extra lanes to each freeway just 
to maintain the congested traffic 
flow we currently have.

It is critical that the State of 
Texas retain the unfettered ability 
to enforce state and federal health 
and safety laws in order to protect 
Texas citizens. Differing stan­
dards for vehicle insurance, in­
spection, registration, and mainte­
nance are also matters of deep 
concern to us. American trackers 
undergo rigorous and extensive 
training and are restricted to 10 
daylight hours behind the wheel. 
Mexican drivers, on the other 
hand, often have little or no 
training and their dri\ing time is 
not limited.

Current U.S. safety regula­
tions require a domestic track to 
weigh no more than 80,000 
pounds, but many Mexican tracks 
top the scales at more than twice 
the limit. Ov^erweight Mexican 
tracks must be prevented from 
damaging or destroying our high­
ways, in which Texans have in­
vested billions of dollars.

The increase in hazardous 
material transportation is another 
major concern. More than one- 
fourth of the approximately 5,000 
Mexican tracks that cross into 
Texas each day cair>' corrosives, 
chemicals, e?q>losives, jet fuel, 
poisons, toxic waste and pesti­
cides.

The growing tracking trade 
with Mexico must not be allowed 
to increase the importation of ille­
gal drags, hazardous or dangerous 
materials, or foods tainted with 
illegal pesticides.
What Must Be Done

International borders fall un­
der the jurisdiction of the federal 
government. That is why we have 
put fonvard a number of recom­
mendations to the national gov­
ernment. We are hopeful that the 
Clinton Administration is going to 
be sensitive to the concerns we are

You’ll be asked to pay a tax 
deductible processing fee of $15 per 
deer, or you may have your deer 
custom cut at an extra cost. For an 
additional $10, the meat plant will 
cape out your whole deer donation 
for a trophy mount. The venison 
will then be packaged and 
distributed through a network of 
qualified food pantries.

Area participating processing 
plants include: John’s Butcher 
Block in Abilene; Ray’s Grocery 
and Market, Breckenridge; Merkel 
Locker Plant, Merkel; Jackson

Forty years ago, it was hard to 
sell cattle outside of Texas because 
of a high incidence of brucellosis, a 
bacteria which can cause reduced 
milk production, weakened calves, 
sterility and abortions. Now as we 
near the end of the century, we are 
also nearing eradication of the 
costly disease.

Extension Veterinarian Dr. 
Buddy Faries says Texas became a 
Class A state last year meaning 
only about a quarter of one percent 
of Texas cattle are infected. Texas 
was the last state to reach that 
classification simply because there 
are so many cattle here.

The number of herds infected 
today hover around 40, which is far 
fewer than the 20,000 herds infected 
when state agencies and the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service 
initiated the brucellosis control 
program in the 1950s.

Since 1989, the Texas Animal 
Health Commission has tested half 
a million Texas cattle. There has 
been a dramatic drop in cases just 
in the past five years and now the 
focus is on eradication.
