requires that any front seat
passenger in a car or a truck less
than one ton, must be secured by a
seat belt.

The 1989 Children Transported
in Open Beds law states that no
chiid less than 12 years old may
ride in the open bed of a pickup
truck or open flatbed trailer if it is
traveling faster than 35 miles per
hour.

According to the Dept. of Public
Safety, eight children were killed in
Texas in 1994 riding in the back of
a pickup truck.

The National Highway Traffic
Safety Administration (NHTSA)
warns that newer cars with a
passenger side air bag can injure
younger children in safety seats.
Even with rear facing safety seats,

an inflating air bag may strike the
back of the seat hard enough to
cause injury to the child.’

Bill Priest, retired Dept. of
Public Safety Officer and campaign
spokesperson for the Abilene area,
said, “The air bag that saves your
life could kill your child.” An air
bag will help protect older children
if they are wearing a seat belt, but
they can injure infants who ride in
a seat equipped with an air bag.

The NHTSA recommends that
infants less than 20 pounds ride in
a rear—facing child safety seat in the
center of the back seat of the
vehicle. Children who weigh more
than 20 pounds may be placed in a
forward—facing child seat.

To avoid a
deluge of illegally placed campaign
signs, the Texas Dept. of
Transportation is reminding the
candidates of the laws on signs
along the highways.

Information about illegal signs
can be obtained by calling Earl
Proctor, Haskell County
Maintenance Section Supervisors,
at 817-864-8521 or Kristy Gardner,
Abilene District Right-of-Way
Agent, at 915-676-6811. In
addition, copies of a flyer entitled,
“How You and Your Campaign
Can Help Keep Texas Beautiful”
can be obtained by calling or
dropping by either office.

“Among the tips on how to
keep campaign signs legal
mentioned in the flyer is one that
many campaign workers may not
be aware of,” a TxDOT official
said. “It is important to remember
that campaign signs may be placed
as early as 90 days before an
election, but no earlier, and, they
must be removed within ten days

- after the election.”

Violation of this Class B
misdemeanor is punishable by a
fine of as much as $1,000 per sign.

AUSTIN — Doubling the state
sales tax to replace the $9 billion
Texas generates in local school

property taxes is not an option, -

Gov. George Bush said last week.

.That unsavory idea was one of
three studied by a special commit-
tee whose job it was to study ways
to reduce the tax burden on prop-
erty owners. Committee members
were designees of Lt. Gov. Bob
Bullock, state Comptroller John
Sharp and House Speaker Pete
Laney and members of Bush’s bud-
get staff.

Besides raising the sales tax from
6.25 percent — possibly expanding
it to cover goods and services
presently exempted — the other two
ideas considered by the panel were:

s A 1 percent tax on gross re-
ceipts, levied on revenue generated
in-state by businesses; and

m A 2.5 percent value-added tax,
applied to the value at each step as a
product advances from raw material
to finished product.

The committee’s draft report
said, “None of the alternatives
presented by the staff work group
are without warts of one kind or
another.”

Bullock, who has been hospital-
ized with pneumonia, said each of
the three property tax-relief alter-
natives would hit a large section
of the Texas economy, and that it
would be a tough fight for Bush to
win approval of any such major tax
change.

Bush has ruled nothing out at this
point. “Obviously, we need to look

at a combination. I’ve got an idea
where I'm headed on it,” Bush told
the Austin American-Statesman.
Moses Defends TAAS
Texas Education Commissioner
Mike Moses rebutted a formal
complaint lodged by the Texas
NAACP last fall that a dispropor-
tionate number of black students
who failed the state’s high school
graduation test were denied diplo-
mas.

Texas NAACP President Gary
Bledsoe said the “unconstitutional™
nature and application of the TAAS
test “violates the civil rights of
many Texans as a result of their
face, ethnicity, wealth and national
origin,” The Dallas Morning News
reported.

Dr. Moses commented two days
after the U.S. Department of Edu-
cation confirmed that it was investi-
gating the test because of the com-
plaint. “The figures show...that a
vast majority of our high school se-
niors, including our minority stu-
dents, are able to pass the exit-level
test before their senior year is com-
plete,” Moses said.

Figures from the 1995 Texas
Assessment of Academic Skills test
showed 9.6 percent of African-
American seniors and 9.1 percent
of Hispanic seniors failed the exam,
while white students failed at the
rate of 1.4 percent.

Bledsoe said many minority
students who failed the test “are not
exposed to all the material covered
by the exam nor arc they provided
access to the necessary preparatory
courses to prepare them to take the
exam.”

Navy to Stay in Corpus Christi

Lawmakers on Capitol Hill hailed
the announcement last week that
the Navy will retain its Naval Air
Training Command and pilot train-
ing at Corpus Christi Naval Air Sta-
tion instead of moving the missions
to Florida.

Sen. Kay Bailey Hutchison, R-
Texas, said, “This is a great victory
for the city of Corpus Christi.

“Not only did the Dallas Cow-
boys win the Super Bowl, but Cor-

‘pus Christi won the Super Bowl,”

said U.S. Rep. Solomon Ortiz, D-

Corpus Christi.

The Navy had been contemplat-
ing stripping Corpus Christi of its
primary and maritime pilot train-
ing, moving the complement of 700
personnel and 128 planes to Pen-
sacola, Fla. The Navy also consid-
ered moving the 106-person Naval
Air Training Command from Texas
to Florida.

Ortiz said the Navy's decision
reflects the fact that South Texas
has much more uncluttered air
space than Pensacola, and provides
more flying days because of better
visibility.

UT-Ford Paitnership

The University of Texas and
Ford Motor Corp. announced a
partnership to increase the quality
of the university’s management
and services, and to produce
more graduates who are ready for
corporate roles.

The partnership is part of a
national program that includes
more than 20 corporations and 40
universities.

“What this is all about is an
effort to make -certain we are
thinking seriously about how well
we are serving the people we
serve,” said UT President Robert
Berdahl.

In May, UT will send 135
administrators and faculty members
to a four-day conference at Ford
headquarters in Dearborn, Mich.

Under the partnership, students
will be able to apply for internships
at Ford plants in Texas and Mexico.

Texas Farm Bureau urges action
on long delayed Farm bill

He says the weather in February,
March and April will make or break
the wheat crop. The crop can
improve if it gets the right amount
of rain as it comes out of dormancy
in the spring. If the rains don’t
come, Texas, Oklahoma and
Kansas could be facing the third
poor year.

The production in the past two
years in Texas was barely above 50
percent. There are many farmers
who wait to see how the crop is
doing and how high prices are
before deciding whether to harvest
or to let cattle graze out their wheat
acreage. Cattle producers stand to
lose as much or more than wheat
farmers.

If there’s not enough wheat to
graze, producers are forced to put
their cattle into feedlots where it
costs even more to feed them. The
high price of feed grain coupled
with continued low cattle prices
could put many cattle producers in
the red this new year.

Green Thumb

By Gladys O’Neal

NOW IS THE TIME!

. . . to start thinking of your Fall and
Winter Heating Needs. New Install or,
Maintenance on your present system

This time of the year we have
visions and thoughts of a beautiful
yard and maybe new things
growing this spring and summer.

Our soil must be nutritious with
nutrients that are conducive to
growing. The soil is the real secret
to growing. Watering and timing is
very important but if the soil is
poor, it is futile to plant.

To enrich the soil, compost is a
wonderful ingredient to use in the
soil. Therefore, I am giving the
directions for a simple compost
pile. It is inexpensive and fairly
easy to do. It is made from
clippings from the yard, manure
from the barnyard or stable, and
eggshells and vegetable parings
from our kitchens. By letting these
materials decay in a pile, we given
back to the soil the gift of minerals
and other nutrients it originally
provided.

Select a place for the compost
where the ground is level and well-
drained. I would suggest away from
your home at a distance that would
be free from odor and direct sight.
When the decaying begins,
sometimes an odor will be noticed,
not bad but not too desirable.

The bins can be built of lumber,
chicken wire, hardware cloth, bricks
or concrete blocks or railroad ties.

Cover it with a roof or tarp. It is
better to make the bin square and
feed it from the top and take
compost from the bottom. The bin
must have plenty of air and sun.
The bacteria and fungi that do the
composting must have enough
oxygen.

Do not use fats and meat scraps.
They decompose very slowly and
smell badly in the process. Mix
coarse materials and finer ones
together to aerate the pile.

When filling the pile, I would
suggest layers as follows:

Layer No. 1—Rough corn stalks
or brush.

Layer No. 2—Manure or grass
clippings. -

Layer No. 3—A layer of garden
soil.

Layer No. 4—More rough stuff
on the top.

If all is dry that you use,
sprinkle with water as you build
the pile. For size, it needs to be
three feet square and three feet high.
You may be able to get usable
compost in 12 days, if you turn the

compost with a fork every three
days. This will not be a cadillac
model but it will work.

You can dig it into your soil for
potting houseplants, window
boxes, and vegetables and
flowerbeds for enrichment.

Now is the time to plant trees
and shrubs, because the stronger
they will be when they leaf out to
withstand the summer heat. Plant
rose bushes and prune roses now
and apply a dormant spray.

Gently clean the foliage of your
houseplants . with a damp cloth to
remove dust.

- Water your plants when they
feel dry to the touch. Don’t
overwater. To water a hanging
basket indoors without excess water
dripping, put a few ice cubes on
top of the soil, but not against the
plant. The cubes melting will feed
the roots slowly.

For vegetable growers, when
you plant beets try spreading out
the seeds on a flat surface and roll
them with a rolling pin. This will
break the hard seed coats and the
seeds will come up sooner and be a
better stand of plants.
