AUSTIN -  Gov. George W. 
Bush said he will oppose any effort 
to alter the 1995 school reform law 
when the state Legislature convenes 
in January.

Though he said he was address­
ing no group in particular, Bush 
made the statement after a group 
of 21 House members asked the 
State Board of Education to con­
tinue screening textbooks despite 
provisions in the new law that put 
textbook selection under the au­
thority of local school districts.

Members of the group told 
reporters they may seek to change 
the law in the 1997 legislative 
session.

Bush urged lawmakers to give the 
new law a chance to work before 
putting the state’s public schools 
through more sweeping changes.

“Last year we passed one of the 
most far-reaching reform packages 
in the United States. ... We need 
to give people a chance to adjust to 
the new environment. I will frown 
on anything that tries to structurally 
change Senate Bill 1.”

“The worse message we could 
send to educators in Texas is we 
will pass a law and two years later 
we will fundamentally change it 
again,” Bush said.

Despite his caution against tin­
kering with S.B. 1, Bush told re­
porters certain provisions in the law 
need fine-tuning. In particular, he 
said, the student disciplinaiy policy 
ought to be clarified in tlie legisla­
tive session.

Also, Bush said he would 
support a measure in the upcoming 
session to increase the number of 
state-granted charter schools. The 
1995 reform package limited the 
number of charter schools to 20. 

Lone Star Card Is Success
Welfare fraud is on the decline 

and the Lone Star Card is getting 
the credit.

Texas Comptroller John Sharp 
said that since the card was 
initiated two years ago, more food 
stamp dollars are being spent on 
approved foodstuffs, such as milk 
and cheese, and less is being spent 
on cigarettes and beer.

Texas’ food stamp rolls have 
been cut nearly 32 percent in two 
years, apparently without hurting 
the needy, the San Antonio Express- 
News reported.

Tom Smith of the government 
watchdog group Public Citizen, 
said the program is “basically 
working,” the Express-News re­
ported. “Every once in a while 
a government program actually 
works. Everybody’s shocked.”

Much like the bank cards used in 
automatic teller machines, the Lone 
Star Card is used by recipients of 
food stamps and Aid to Families 
With Dependent Children. Their 
benefits are credited to an account 
that is accessed with the card at 
checkout counters.

Meanwhile, last week. Sharp’s 
office unveiled a test program in

which welfare recipients will be 
fingerprinted as a fraud prevention 
measure.

The $270,000 test program is 
to begin Sept. 1 in Guadalupe 
and Bexar counties. A computer­
ized system will check digitized 
fingerprints to detect fraud when 
welfare applicants file their appli­
cations.

Court Rules Against Firms
The Texas Supreme Court re­

jected an effort by Allstate and 
Farmers insurance companies to 
stop a TV commercial ^  policy­
holders suing the companies for 
$109 million.

The commercials now running 
in Dallas-Fort Worth and Austin, 
announces a May 30 court hearing 
involving as many as 4 million 
current and former policyholders, 
the Dallas Morning News reported.

The ads are being broadcast far 
from where the lawsuit is filed — 
in sparsely populated and plaintiff- 
friendly Zavala County, on the 
Mexican border.

Policyholders are seeking reim­
bursement and damages against the 
insurance companies for allegedly 
improperly computing premiums 
for Texas drivers by using a prac­
tice call “double rounding.”

But tlie insurance companies 
contend that since the early 1970s, 
they have been required by the 
Texas Department of Insurance 
to calculate premiums by double­
rounding.

Plaintiffs’ lawyers have said that 
double rounding might lead to 
overcharging a driver $35 over a 10 
year period.

Though Insurance Commissioner 
Elton Bomer came to office in 
1995, he confirmed his department 
had informed insurance companies 
— as recently as 1991 — that 
double-rounding was the law. 

Companies Seek Venue Change
Tobacco company lawyers ex­

pressed their wish last week 
to move Texas’ $4 billion law­
suit against cigarette makers from 
Texarkana.

Jack Maroney, an attorney for 
Philip Morris, one of the defen­
dants, told the Dallas Morning 
News, “It makes no sense to try the 
case in Texarkana,” and added that 
it would be a matter of convenience 
both to the attorney general’s office 
and the defendants to move the trial 
to Austin.

But Special Assist Attorney 
General H a i^  Potter dismissed the 
idea of moving the case as nothing 
more than a delay tactic ty the 
defense, and he argued that the 
case could proceed more quickly in 
Texarkana because the federal court 
docket is less crowded.

Attorney General Dan Morales 
filed suit against the tobacco 
companies in late March, seeking 
reimbursement of billions of dollars 
in Medicaid money the state spent 
in treating Texans’ tobacco-related 
illnesses.

SS steps up efforts to identif/ prisoners
State corrections officials have 

been requested to give Social 
Security a list of all prisoners in 
their jurisdictions to facilitate the 
timely suspension of benefits to 
which the inmates are not entitled. 
The request is one of several 
measures Social Security is taking 
to identify, at the earliest possible 
point, any prisoners who may be 
OToneously receiving benefits.

Under current law, prisoners are 
not entitled to Social Security 
benefits if tiiey have t o n  convicted

of a crime which is punishd>le by 
more than one year in prison 
(regardless of the actual sentence 
imposed). Benefit suspension also 
applies to Supplemental Security 
Income recipients who arc 
incarcerated for a full calendar 
month.

Under existing agreements with 
the Federal Bureau of Prisons and 
with all the States, Social Security 
receives compute tapes listing the 
names and Social Security receives 
computer tapes listing the names 
and Social Security numbers of 
inmates which are then matched 
against Social Security’s records.

Social Security’s primary means 
of enforcing the prisons provisions 
is through a national computerized 
matching program to identify 
incarcemted individuals.

The scope of the Social Security 
Administration’s intensified effort 
to track inmates goes beyond the 
Federal and State level.

Legal M atters

Mo s t  o f  u s , at some 
point in our lives, have 
bought a used car. Al­
though many dealers are reputa­

ble, and most used cars are de­
pendable sources of transportation, 
we have all heard the occasional 
horror story. As a matter of fact, 
we receive more complaints about 
defective used cars than almost 
any other consumer complaint.

K now  befo re  you  buy
Cars are high-ticket items. 

When making any major pur­
chase, you should investigate be­
fore you invest. A little research 
today can save you trouble later 
on.

Although there are no abso­
lute guarantees, there are some 
precautions you can take to in­
crease your chances of satisfaction 
and to minimize the likelihood 
that you will end up with a lemon.

Before you begin looking at 
used cars, think about what car 
models and options you want, and 
how much you are able or willing 
to spend. Check out your local li­
brary — it has books and maga­
zines that compare and contrast 
car models, reliability statistics 
and prices. Libraries also can 
provide information about safety 
tests and mileage. Many on-line 
computer services have discussion 
forums where people trade infor­
mation.

When you settle on what you 
want, shop around. More than one 
place will offer you the car you 
want, but the price may vary.
C h eck  it o u t

Once you find the car you 
want, check it out thoroughly. You 
should consider having a knowl­
edgeable friend or mechanic look 
over the car before you buy it. 
Some cities even have “lemon- 
busting” services that will come 
out and do a thorough and profes­
sional inspection of the auto for a 
reasonable price. An initial in­
vestment of a few dollars can con­
ceivably save you from making a 
mistake worth thousands to your 
bank account.

If the seller refuses to allow 
you to inspect the vehicle, that is a 
clear sign that you should walk 
away from the deal. And don’t be­
lieve everytliing you read. Investi­
gations by our office in the past 
have uncovered odometer shops 
that roll back the mileage of cars 
and provide “legitimate” certifi­
cates of authenticity. So when you 
look at an automobile, see that 
everything is consistent with the 
odometer. Are the brake pedals 
and seat worn and slick? That 
does gibe with a reading of 40,000 
miles.

Some people say not to buy a 
car that has had more than one 
owner. While that may be ex­
treme, you can always ask to see 
maintenance records. The very 
existence of a record of oil 
changes and routine repairs may 
indicate that a car has had good 
care.
I f  you  hav e  p ro b lem s

If something goes wrong with 
your car and it is covered by a 
warranty or a service contract, 
there are several steps you can 
take to get service. First, read the 
warranty or contract; the docu­
ment should have instructions on 
how to get service. Try to resolve 
the problem with the salesperson 
or owner of the dealership. How­
ever, if you think you are entitled 
to service, but the dealer disagrees, 
you can take other steps.

If the warranty is backed by 
the manufacturer, contact the local 
representative of the car company. 
This local, or “zone” representa­
tive, has the authority to adjust 
and make decisions about war­
ranty service and repairs.

You might also consider us­
ing a dispute resolution organiza­
tion to arbitrate your disagreement^ 
-  if both you and the dealer are 
willing. Under the terms of many 
warranties, this may be required 
before you can sue a dealer or 
manufacturer.

In addition, you may contact 
our Consumer Protection Division 
(1-800-621-0508), which mediates 
consumer complaints.

Drip hoses better than water sprinkler
How much wato* do you lose by 

using a sprinkler system? There’s 
another form of irrigation that’s 
becoming popular as people strive 
to reduce their watering costs.

Watch the water from a 
sprinkler. Much of it is carried 
away by the wind and evaporated 
before it can reach the ground. Drip 
irrigatitm can be a more efficient

Extension Horticulturist Dr. 
Doug Welsch says the rise in 
popularity is because the new drip 
systems are more user fnendly. The 
^ p  hose is flat with holes in it. 
The water drips out slowly and 
evenly. Welsh says you should 
always water with a drip hose for at 
least three hours at a time.

Welsh suggests using sprinklers 
on the grass and using drip

irrigation in gardens and flower 
beds. He says all the research done 
at Texas A&M University on drip 
irrigation shows it increases 
production and is second to none for 
water efficiency. He says a drip 
irrigation system for the average 
vegetable garden costs about $50.

Xeriscaping means water efficient plants
It’s logical to assume your wato* 

bill will increase as the temperature 
goes higher. But there’ one place 
you can help curb the demand. It’s 
in your landscape. It’s called 
xeriscape gardening and it doesn’t 
center around planting cactus.

Extension Horticulturist Dr. 
Doug Welsch is a huge advocate of 
xeriscaping. Simply put, he says it 
is quality landscaping that

conserves w at^  and protects the 
envinxim^L

You should select plants that are 
best adapted for your soil and 
climate. Welsh says you should 
group the plants depending on their

water requirements and set your 
irrigation system accordingly 
instead of watering the entire 
landscape every time.

Xeriscaping also takes into 
account how often you mow and 
provide oth^ maintenance.

The Extension Service provides 
a publication on xeriscaping that 
lists plants appropriate for the six 
regions of Texas. Your local garden 
center or nursery should also be 
able to help.

Tree industry grows rapidly
More trees are being cut now 

than ever before in the state’s 
history, even surpassing the late 
1800s and early 1900s. This recent 
surge of cutting trees may be due in 
part to the high prices of timber.

Today, Texas generates more 
than 14 billion dollars annually 
from the sales of timber and dm b^ 
products. This rapid growth places 
timber in the number three spot 
when it comes to agricultural 
commodities in the state. It is 
exceeded only by beef, cattle and 
cotton.

Between 1993 and 1994,

employment grew by seven 
percent. Wages and salaries 
increased by 13 pweent. Extension 
forestry specialist Kelly Bell 
attributes this rate of growth to one 
factor: federal regulations that 
restrict the harvest of timber in the 
Pacific Northwest

But Bell explains there is a dark 
side to this rosy picture. In 15 of 
the last 19 years, the wood-based 
industry in Texas has cut down 
pine trees faster than the trees can 
grow. *

Extension Associate Monty 
Dozier says surface water supplies 
in rivers and lakes are low. So are 
underground aquifers. He suggests 
we start to conserve now before 
mandatory rationing restrictions 
become necessary.

Drinking Water Week which was 
May 5-11 was a good time to learn 
how to be more efficient. You can 
do simple things such as watering 
in the early morning instead of the 
middle of the day. Plant grasses, 
shrubs and flowers that (km’t require 
much water and use drip irrigations 
systems instead of sprinklers to cut 
down on water loss.

Turn the tap off when you brush 
your teeth. Did you know five 
gallons of water go down die drain 
every minute? A leaky toilet can 
waste as much as 200 gallons a 
day. When you clean your fish 
tank, pour the nutrient-rich water 
on plants rather than down the 
drain. There are many ways you can 
conserve water every day of the 
year.

Your County Extension agent 
can provide you with more 
information on water-saving 
methods.

decision was made this year to add 
meat goats to the event since many 
ranchers are div^sified in that area 
as well.

of pecans. The eggs, which are 
greenish white when first laid, 
require four to five days to hatch. 
The tiny larvae feed for a day or two 
on pecan buds before they enter the 
developing pecans. Black frass and 
webbing are visible on the lower 
^ d  of the infested nutlets. A second 
generation of larvae begin to tunnel 
into the nuts about six weeks after 
the first generation. The second 
generation is usually less 
damaging.

Pecan clusters should be 
inspected as pollination occurs to 
determine if Ae infestation is large 
enough to justify treatment and the 
optimum time to apply an 
insecticide. Usually, control 
measures will be need^ from May 
25 to June 5 in Haskell Co. A good 
way to inspect an orchard is to 
examine ten nut clusters on each of 
30 trees. If one to two percent

(three to six in 300) are infeste:' 
with eggs on newly hatched larvae, 
control measures are probably 
justified. When no or few eggs are 
found, reinspect the wchard again in 
two to three days. Rain or cool 
weather can delay the egg-laying 
period.

Tag nut clusters with eggs to 
determine when hatch occurs. The 
insecticides should be applied as the 
first nut entry by a larva is 
o b s^ ed . Insecticides that might be 
used in urban areas are Sevin 
Chlorpyrifos, M alathion ana 
Diazinon. Be sure the insecticide 
selected is labeled for application to 
pecan trees. Refer to label
instructions for mixing, application 
rates, and precautions.

wheels so they could travel over 
varied terrains.

This wagon was moved 
twice a day, once after breakfast 
and once after the noon meal 
staying ahead of the moving 
herd.

In the late 1800’s ranches 
with barbed wire fences and the 
coming of the railroad changed 
the way the chuckwagon was 
used. Cattle were driven to the 
railroad but not the long 
distances of the trail driving 
days.

The Ranch Wagon pro­
gressed from the trailwagon. 
They usually stayed on the 
ranch going from pasture to 
pasture who% they would set up 
camp until the cattle were 
worked. The ranch wagon was 
built heavier with wider wheels 
to carry heavier loads. They 
would carry wagon flys with 
sides for bad weather, wood 
burning cook stoves, wcHktables 
and a few chairs. They could be 
in one location fw a month at a 
time providing a home for the 
cowboys. Some large ranches 
still use chuckwagons today.
