Commissioner Bill Hester 
reported to the Court that he and 
Judge Davis had gone to a meeting 
in Abilene and picked up the new 
computer and printer for the 911 
services in Haskell County.

Sheriff Johnny Mills met with 
the Court and told them that he had 
one dispatcher who would be 
quitting soon and that he wanted to 
hire a new employee, Kathy 
Stocks, who is in training now so 
that she will be ready to begin work 
when the other employee leaves. 
The Court approved a motion to 
hire Stocks as a part-time dispatcher 
at $5 per hour.

The sheriff also told the court 
that it is time for a new car for the 
sheriff’s department as per the 
agreement to replace the cars every

four years. He said that he had i 
1993 Ford with a 100,000 miles oi 
it and would like to advertise fo 
bids for a new one. The Cour 
approved his request to advertise fo 
bids. Funds have been allocated ii 
the new budget for the car.

A motion was approved h 
execute the new minimum wage o 
$4.75 hourly for county employee 
at the Experienced Citizens Centei 
effective Oct. 1.

A motion was approved U 
execute time warrants for Precinct' 
for the new loader purchased a fev 
months back.

In other business, the Cour 
authorized Judge Davis to execut 
the Juvenile Services contract an< 
to get estimates on replacing th< 
pipes (which are in bad shape) ii 
the basement of the courthouse.

Judge Davis and Commisione 
Hester were appointed to thi 
Advisory Committee of 911 for th' 
Council of Governments.

County Commissioners approve 1996-97 budgel
Despite the fact that it has been 

stressed in Commissioner’s Court 
on numerous occasions that Haskell 
County is a poor county, the Court 
adopted the 1996-97 budget with 
$29,450 in pay increases for nine 
county employees. The money 
broken down per employee is: 

County Attorney, an annual 
$7,750 increase; his deputy, a 
$1,200 annual increase; the County 
Judge’s secretary, a $1,200 annual 
pay increase; the District Clerk, a 
$600 annual increase for law library 
work; and the Treasurer, a $1,200 
annual increase in travel expenses;

and $17,500 in annual travel 
expenses for the four County 
Commissioners.

The Commissioners’ raise was 
actually voted on Jan. 10 of this 
year, after an auditor from Condley 
and Company of Abilene 
recommended to the Court that 
mileage claims should be kept, 
recording miles per trip and the 
business nature of the,trip, or a flat 
rate should be used. They chose the 
flat rate.

Because withholding and Social 
Security taxes, plus retirement had 
to be withheld if a flat rate were

used, the commissioners had to 
raise the amount (between $400- 
$500 monthly) they had previously 
received. With the flat rate, the 
commissioners still received 
basically the same amount as 
before, but it is costing the 
taxpayers an additional $17,500 per 
year in county taxes.

County Attorney, Bill Jones, 
spoke on behalf of himself and his 
deputy, stating that their office had 
a much heavier workload now and 
he felt the raises were in order. 
Jones said, “I think everyone is 
aware of the condition of the office

County Treasurer, Willie Faye 
Tidrow, spoke on ^ h a lf  of the 
$1,200 in-county travel expense for 
herself, “I have worked for the 
county for 18 years and never been 
paid a dime in travel expenses for 
using my car when I have to go to 
Rule or Rochester to the banks or 
other travel within the county. I 
feel that the travel pay is justified.” 
The treasurer has $550 budgeted 
annually for travel expenses out of 
the county, in addition to the 
$1,200 budgeted for in-county. (She 
received a $150 per month salary 
increase in the 1995-96 budget).

County Clerk, Rhonda Moeller, 
spoke on behalf of her deputy, 
Melissa Greenwood saying, “I 
believe that Melissa deserves a raise 
as well as other deputies in the 
courthouse. She is a hard worker 
and also has a heavy caseload.” 
Moeller questioned the Court as to 
why all of the elected officers and 
their deputies were not getting 
raises.

Melissa also addressed the Court 
stating that she had worked for th< 
County since 1990 and felt sh( 
deserved a raise as well as those tha 
were receiving them, some o 
whom had worked a much shorte 
time.

Commissioners Ray Perry am 
Ronnie Chapman told Moell^ tha 
the raises were for work that i 
anticipated with the offices involve* 
having additional work loads duritij 
this next year and they hoped to b 
able to give more raises to othe 
county employees in the nex 
budget year.

The salary increase for th' 
County Judge’s secretary wa 
ju s tif it^  as being because o f th 
additional work load that she wil 
have in helping the new Count 
Judge train for his job.

AUSTIN — Gov. George W. 
Bush announced new rules on 
ethics last week to prohibit lobby­
ing by former staff members.

Bush asked his 184-member staff 
to sign a promise that if they leave 
their jobs, they will not lobby the 
governor’s office for at least one 
year, the Dallas Morning News 
reported.

“My administration will uphold 
the highest ethical standards. We 
must all continue to conduct 
ourselves in a manner which makes 
Texas proud,” Bush said in a memo 
to his staff.

In July, Diane Allbaugh, the 
wife of Gov. Bush’s executive 
assistant Joe Allbaugh, resigned as 
a lobbyist for AT&T and Texas 
Utilities — corporations that have 
issues to be considered in the 
1997 legislative session. Also that 
month, it was reported that three 
former Bush aides, Dan Shelley, 
Reggie Bashur and Cliff Johnson 
worked as lobbyists after leaving 
the governor’s staff.

The governor said he was trou­

bled by the appearance of a conflict 
of interest and said he would initi­
ate a policy to deal with such sit­
uations. The new policy, however, 
does not forbid former staffers 
from lobbying state agencies or the 
Legislature.

It has not been unusual for for­
mer legislators, aides and gover­
nor’s staffers to accept lobbying 
posts after leaving die state pc^roll. 

Treasury. Treasurer Close Doors
Texas Treasurer Martha White- 

head scraped her name off the win­
dow of her office in Austin on Aug. 
30, her last day on the job.

The 150-year-old Texas Treasuiy 
officially ceased operations Sept. 
1, in accordance with a consti­
tutional amendment to close the 
agency and transfer its duties to the 
office of Comptroller John Sharp.

Whitehead, who campaigned in 
favor of closing the agency in 
efforts to streamline state govern­
ment, was appointed to office in 
1993 by then-Gov. Ann Richards. 

RRC Chief Returns Money
Texas Railroad Commissioner 

Carole Keeton Rylander has re­
turned more than $25,000 given to 
her by contributors who have had 
cases before the regulatory panel.

Two years ago, when siie was 
elected to the railroad commission, 
which regulates the oil and gas 
and shipping industries, Rylander 
pledged not to accept money from 
companies with business pending 
before the agency.

Rail Line to Be Studied
In hopes of relieving traffic 

congestion along Interstate 35, the 
Texas Transportation Commission 
wants to see whether building a

commuter rail link between San 
Antonio and the city of Round 
Rock, 10 miles north of Austin, has 
merit.

I he agency approved a study that 
will show how much an 80-mile 
passenger rail would cost and how 
it would be operated. The state will 
pay half the cost of the study, which 
could cost up to $500,000.

The study likely will begin in 
the spring. Union Pacific has said 
it would cost about $5 million per 
mile to upgrade the existing track. 

Insurance Firms Raise Rates
Insurance rates for Texas drivers 

covered by Allstate and State Farm 
Insurance companies m ^  increase 
under new rates filed at the Texas 
Department of Insurance.

State Farm said its average rate in 
Texas will increase 2.9 percent 
on Oct. 29. Individual customers 
could see smaller increases or no 
increase based on where they live 
and their driving records.

Allstate reported it would raise 
overall rates by 1.3 percent. That 
change will take effect Sept. 9.

Other Capital Highlights
■ Col. James Wilson, director 

of the Texas Department of Public 
Safety for five years, has retired. 
Wilson, 55, was among about 
3,000 state employees who retired 
Aug. 31 to take advantage of 
increased benefits for taking early 
retirement. Wilson served in the 
DPS for 33 years.

■ Attorney General Dan Morales 
said he doesn’t expect Texas’ $4 
billion lawsuit against the tobacco 
industry to be settled out of court, 
and he suggested a trial date 
in M2̂ .

I would encourage every phone 
cusUMner in Haskell to call toll-free 
1-700-555-4141 to verify that they 
have the long distance carrier they 
requested when our area went to 
“equal access.” This number was 
provided to me by MCI, whom I 
chose as my primary carrier.

Because my family moved to 
Haskell recently and our GTE 
service had not been established 
long, we did not receive a ballot in 
the mail to choose our long 
distance carrier. So I followed 
GTE’s recommendation and called 
GTE the day after equal access 
began on July 10, and I ordered 
MCI. The lady told me I would 
have MCI service the following 
day. That was the firs t 
misrepresentation I heard.

When I received my “final” 
AT&T bill, listed were calls made 
after July 11. I called AT&T and 
was told that my order date was 
indeed July 11, but that the date of 
the actual switch was July 19. This 
was verified by GTE, supposedly 
because everycaie’s o r d ^  had come 
so close together that it took 
several days to get everyone 
switched to their new long distance 
carriers. That seemed logical, but 
why didn’t they tell me that when I 
made my order? They knew the 
volume of changes that were being 
made.

When I called the 700 number to 
verify the change, I heard AT&T’s 
recording thanking me for choosing 
them as my long distance carrier! I 
reported this immediately to GTE, 
and after waiting several minutes to 
speak with the repair department, I 
was told that there was a problem 
with “AT&T’s software” (computer 
jargon) and that the repair would be 
made that day, making my switch­
over complete. This was conrirmed 
when I called the 700 number 
again.

My mother-in-law had almost 
this identical problem, only she 
was informed by the carrier she 
chose that her line had been 
“blocked” by GTE, at her request, 
and the switch couldn’t be made. 
She had never done that; to the 
contrary, she had followed GTE’s 
instructions carefully when sending 
in her ballot to change carriers.

The bottom line is mat i was 
billed by AT&T for more than two 
weeks of long distance calls which I 
expected MCI to get. Could it be 
possible that GTE and/or AT&T 
have contrived these problems to 
squeeze in more AT&T revenue? 
GTE promised in writing, 
“Beginning July 10, you can use 
the long-distance company of your 
choice...,” and they didn’t deliver. 
Where was all “the most advanced 
technology and service” they 
bragged about? And how many 
people think they’re using a new^ 
long distance company, until they 
get another AT&T bill? So I advise 
Haskell customers to call the 700 
number above, and don’t let the 
phone companies get away with 
cheating you!

AT&T and GTE will get copies 
of this letter, and I’ll inform The 
Haskell Free Press if I get any 
response from them.
