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Engineering In Agriculture Basic |
Factor ii: Progress Of Farming

The integration of engineering
and agriculture is a basic factor
in the progress, maintenance and
economy of farming and ranch-
ing in Texas. To carry it on more
effectively the work of the ag-
ricultural engineering division of

the A. & M. College Extension
Service was divided into two

phases in 1950. W. L. Ulich con-
centrated on farm machinery and
equipment, soil and water con-
servation, and rural electrifica-
tion, with a helping hand to a
farm safety program. W. S. Al-
len prior to his recall by the
armed forces ana later E. C,
Brown worked wholly with farm
housing and related construction
and farm electrification.

The progressive trend toward
more complete farm mechaniza-
tion within the past decade has

added to the teaching responsi-
bility of the engineer-specialist
concerned with mechanical
equipment. Illustrating the ex-
tent of the transition, about 250,-
000 tractors with allied equip-
ment were in service on Texas
farms at the end of 1950.
This array of mechanical re-
sources meant that 85 per cent of
the land was plowed and 88 per
cent of the small grains were
harvested by power equipment.
But possession and operation of
this machinery posed a problem
in maintenance which Ulich
sought to solve by demonstra-
tions in welding technique, farm:
machinery field days and train-
ing of personnel to make repairs

tor at four county
schouls designed 0 train iarmeors
to make repairs at home and
thereby cconomize on expense
and time. Ile also assisted coun-
tv agricultural agents to oblain
instructors, equipmeni and vis-
ual aids for 43 similar schools
attended by 1,562 adults.

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Meat Markets Of Nation Have Until
June 18, Post Official Prices

The nation’s more than 300,-
000 meat markets will have
until June 18 {o post official
OPS retail beef ceiling price
lists, the Lubbock district Of-
fice of Price Stabilization an-
nounced this week. This coun-
ty is in the Lubbock district.

Because of delays in printing
the official lists, the agency ex-
tended the posting requirement
for two weeks from June 4. Re-
tail ceiling prices above which
retailers cannot charge for beef
went into effect May 14 and post-
ing of the official ceilings had
been scheduled to begin within
20 days.

Although the 1etail beef post-
ing time is being extended until
June 18, retailers have been re-
quired since May 14 to display
their individual prices for cuts of
beef grades. These prices must
not be more than the ceiling
price. When the official lists are
available, housewives will have
a readily available check that
these prices are not in excess of
official OPS ceilings.

The 8 by 17-inch posters in
black ink on white paper are now
being prepared by the govern-
ment printing office. There will
be 54 different charts — one for
each of the three groups of re-
tailers in the 18 retail zones
which the nation is divided.

Posters Available Soon
The posters, which carry the
title, “Retail Ceiling Prices for
Beef,” are expected to be avail-
able in the Lubbock OPS District
Office well in advance of the
June 18 deadline. That date has
been selected to make sure that
an adequate supply will be
available in all district offices.

As soon as copies are received
by district offices they will start
mailing them to retailers who
have filed OPS Public Form No.
5. Additional copies of the lists
may be obtained from district of-
fices.

OPS Form 5 is the one on which
a retailer notifies the OPS of the
group into which his store falls
— Group 1, 2, 3, or 4. Since most
retailers of meat also handle gro-
ceries, most of them filed OPS
Form 5 when the grocery ceiling
price regulations, CPR 15 and
CPR 16, were issued and have
their classifications.

Retailers may display the price
lists as they get their
copies from the district office.
They may use either the offi-
cial list which will be furnished
free or one that is an exact copy
of the official OPS list if the
printing is legible and at least
as large.

The price list must be placed
at or near where the meat is
sold and where customers can
readily see and read it. At least
one list must be posted for each
20 feet of meat counter space.

Filing Deadline June 16

Price officials also called
tention of those firms who sell
consumer services that their
deadline for filing ceiling prices
June 16.

Insect Control
Saved Farmers
$10 Million

The economic value of effec-
tive control of insect and para-
site pests which prey upon Tex-
as crops and stock was emphati-
cally shown in 1950. Entomolo-
gists of the A. & M. College Ex-
tension Service estimate conser-
vatively that systematic control
work during the year saved Tex-
as farmers and ranchmen $10,-
000,000.

The major portion of the year’s;

entomological work was with cot-
ton insects but with adequate at-
tention being given to problems
relating to animal parasites,
fruit, vegetable and field crop in-
sects, and grasshopper control. Of
the 273 training meetings con-
ducted 200 were in the field
along with the instructions on
how to make infestation counts
and records. Dusting and spray-
ing equipment also was demon-
strated at these gatherings.

Unfavorable Conditions

The 1950 cotton crop was pro-
duced under most unfavorable
conditions emphasized by the
second highest initial boll wee-
vil population in the State’s rec-
ord. The Extension entomologists’
concentration upon salvaging the
crop from invading insects was
responsible for 76 per cent, or
5,285,005 of the 6,912,000 acres
harvested, being treated for con-
trol. Only 40 per cent of the
1949 acreage was treated,

A leading factor in the high
percentage of treatment was a
leafworm infestation for the first
time in several years. The 145,-

AA “creep”—an enclosure with
openings large enough for calves
to enter but too small for older
cattle—is inexpensive and easy
to build. This arrangement gives
calves access to additional feed.

Specifications for building a
practical creep feeder and sug-
gestions for locating it are given
in a new Extension Service cir-
cular.

STRAWBERRIES
WITH SUGAR

COLLEGE STATION — Freeze
some of those luscious 1ed straw-
berries. You can freez some of
them whole, others sliced, some
crushed, pureed, or made into
sparkling juice.

Maeona Cox, feeds and nutri-
tion specialist for the Texas Ex-
tension Service, recommends
packing them in sugar for best
results.

Start with the firm, red-ripe
strawberries, sort and wash a few
at a time, so you can work with
them gently. Drain in a colander
and then hull for this saves the
juice.

Then, Miss Cox says slice the
berries, sprinkle with sugar, us-
ing 3-4 cup to 4 cups of sliced
berries. To draw the juice, turn
the fruit over and over using
a big spoon.

Pack the berries in moisture
vapor proof containers, allow
ing room to expand in freezing,
a half inch headspace between
the food and lid in pint con-
tainers. Cover with juice.

Label to show the date and
that the berries are sugared,
then freeze at zero degrees Fah-
renheit or lower.

The bulletin, “Frozen Foods,"
is available in county Extension
agents’ offices.

¢ No one knows whether we will

have another World War within
the next few years or not. Rus-
sia will not start one this sum-
mer. Her crops must be gathered
and the rivers frozen over first.
The Chinese Communists wait-
ed until the Korean rivers froze
so that her troops would not be

dependent upon bridges. The
same policy applies to Russia.

The critical time will not be this

‘summor but late fall and win-

ter. If Russia does not attack
this winter, it is reasonable to
believe we will have some more
yvears of cold war.

Real security cannot be obtain-
ed by military force or by mov-
ing out of larger cities. There are
many cases in history where the
military force iiself has turned
against the Government nd
against the Government and tak-
en over the country under a dic-
tator of its own. Hence, in build-
ing airplanes, tanks, and other
implements of warfare, we may
be equipping Revolutionists in
our country.

The Inflation Enemy

Another possible enemy of
security is inflation, which the
military—instead of preventing
-—qare encouraging. England
“won” both World War Iand
World War II. The same might
be said of France and certain
other countries. The people of
these countries have turned
away from economic security
for temporary military security.
There is no doubt in my mind

but what we would “win”
World War III if it should
come; but I am sure we

would then lose economic se-
curity.

Before World War 1, England
was very prosperous with her
Colonial possessions and her
worldwide holdings of shipping,
insurance and other stocks. To-
day England is broke. Her peo-
ple have no economic security.
If we enter into World War III,

we might end up in the same
way. Your money, Government
Bonds and other investments

might be worth only 30 cents on
the dollar as our country would
be burdened with a terrific debt.

War and threat of war under-
mines character. From a security
standpoint, certain character
traits, such as honesty, for in-
stance, are fundamental for pros-
perous industry, commerce and
investments. Hence, our church-
es, schools and homes try to in-
still character assets into our
youth. Security in peacetime de-
pends primarily upon character
and the development of the very
factors of life which military ser-
vice tends to destroy.

We criticize today the criminal
undervorld which has been un-
covered by the Kefauver Crime
Committee. We deplore the ex-
posures which Fulbright’s Com-
mittee has shown up in connec-
tion with the RFC and other
yovernment agencies. We hear
that Washington is honeycombed
with graft and inefficiency. We
wonder what the reason may be.
If we will turn back the pages
of history, we wiill find thatethe
same conditions followed the
Mexican, Civil, Spanish-American
and World War I. The wretch-
ed conditions *oday are due to
the breaking down of character,
caused by World War II.

What To Invest In

For security, locate where you
are not liable to be bombed.
Buy a place in some small agri-
cultural community 10 mi. from
a vulnerable city. Use this as
a summer place and as a pro-
tection. Build up bank deposits
in medium-sized, safe cities for
reinvestment during the next
panic. The nation’s banking sit-
uation as a whole is excellent
and you can safely buy stock in
your local bank if it is safe from
bombing. Good common stocks of
companies safe from bombing
should be good investments for
the long pull, although they will
fluctuate with general business
conditions. In the case of cor-
porate bonds or preferred stocks,
iyou should buy only ‘“converti-
bles.”

WAYLAND’S BOLD STEP

It isn’t too much to say that
Wayland Baptist college at Plain-
view wrote a new chapter in
the history of human relations
Thursday afternoon. By unani-
mous consent, the doors of the
small, but old-established school,
were opened to a Negro. The ac-
tion was taken without any of the
fanfare and controversy which
has attended applications of Ne-
groes into state-operated schools,
in Texas and elsewhere.

The simple announcement of
the action by Dr. J. W. Marshall
is not only explanatory but signi-
ficiant: “The board as a whole
felt it was the Christian and
democratic thing to do.”
After three hours of
sion, mostly pertaining to the
qualifications of the applicant,
Mrs. Annie Taylor, the Wayland
board voted unanimously to ad-
mit her to classes. Prior to this
official action an even more re-
vealing vote had been taken on
the campus; this one a poll of
students on the question: “Would
you like to see Negroes admitted
to Wayland College”?

The vote on the question was

discus-

265 in favor of admission; 9
against.

While the same measure of
unanimity among the general

public is not anticipated, the re-
action to Wayland’s step is so
favorable as to bring possible
similar action among other sec-
tarian schools in the South. The
Baptist denomination, it should
be remembered, has made its
greatest growth in the South.
The unanimity’ in a school
steeped in the Southern tradition
might point to another possible
fact: that opposition to admis-
sion of Negroes in state schools
was more vocal and vociferous
than popular. The action by
Wayland could be the move
which will ;bring to a sudden
end a controversy which never
had a strong basis in Christian
and truly democratic circles.—
Amarillo News.

Loans For Vels
Ends June 30

World War II veterans plan-
ning to apply for direct home
and farm loans from the Veter-
ans Administration are remind-
ed by the VA that the Direct
Loan Program ends by law on
June 30, 1951.

VA states it would scarcely be
possible in most instances to
process applications before the
June 30 dead-line that are re-
ceived by the VA Regional Of -
fices after June 15.

The Housing Act of 1950 au-
thorized to make direct loans up
to $10,000 at four per cent in-

private lenders. The Law furth- VISITED IN KANSAS CITY

er required VA to designate tfie
areas as eligible for direct loans.

Since the program gst under
way last summer, more than 2,
600 counties or parts of coun-
ties in the United States have
been designated as eligible for
direct loans. An estimated 35,-
000,000 World War II veterans
live .in these designated areas.

As of May 10, about $90,000,-
000 of the $150,000,000 authorized
for the program had been disburs-
ed or reserved under pending ap-
plications for direct loans to vet-
erans.

While the Direct Government
Loan Program ends June 30, 1951,
the regular GI Loan Program
does not expire until July 25,
1957. Both programs are subject
to the same minimum down pay-
ments imposed by the credit con
