Landowners 
seminars 
focus on women

Many Texas women find 

themselves thrust into situations 
for which they have little training 
after they inherit land. The Texas 
Agricultural Extension Service is 
holding four two-day "Farm and 
Ranch Business Management for 
Women Landowners" seminars 
during June.

The seminars will be June 11-12 
at Alamo West in San Antonio; 
June 16-17 at the Holiday Inn 
Convention Center in San Angelo; 
June 19-20 at the Green Oaks Park 
Inn in Fort Worth; and June 23-24 
at the Gregg County Extension 
office in Longview. The workshops 
will allow women to explore 
income-generating and tax-saving 
opportunities for their farm and 
ranches, said Dr. Wayne Hayenga, 
Extension economist and attorney. 
Hayenga has extensive experience 
in tax planning for farmers, 
ranchers, and agribusinesses.

The first day of the seminar will 
focus on minerals under the land. 
Suggestions on working in new 
leases and some tax-saving hints 
will be given.

Since many women who inherit 
land don't want to operate it 
themselves, a special session on 
farm and ranch leases will be held. 
Items to include in a lease- 
including both of an economic and 
legal nature-will be addressed. 
Additionally, the "fairness" of a 
lease and a method to develop a fair 
and stress-free lease, as well as 
guidelines and standards to use in 
evaluating tenants, will be 
explored. Whether the business 
should be a corporation or 
partnership from both the income 
tax and estate planning angles-will 
be discussed.

The registration fee of $100 per 
person covers all seminar materials 
and lunches for both days.

The tax-cutting measure may 
cost poor people a smaller share of 
their incomes than a plan passed 
last month by the House, but it 
also is less generous, the Austin 
Amoican-Statesman rqorted.

"We have taken a moderate, 
balanced approach that helps every 
sector of the economy," said Sen. 

-Teel Bivins, R-Amarillo, vice 
chairman of the committee.

About $800 million in new 
taxes would be raised and school 
property taxes would be cut by an 
a v ^ g e  17 crats per $100 valuation 
under the Senate committee's plan, 
while the House plan would raise 
$3.8 billion in new taxes to pay for 
school prq)er^ tax cuts of ̂  crats 
p ^  $100 valuation.

If the Senate passed the bill, a 
final version must be hashed out in 
a conference committee of senators 
and represratadves.

Bill Target Retarded 
C rim inals

Rep. Pete Gallego, D-Alpine, 
has filed a bill that would prohibit 
the execution of someone deemed 
mentally incompetenL

His bill is pending in a House 
committee and has little time to 
pass before June 2, the end of the 
regular legislative session. But it 
had a timely tie-in with the 
execution last week of Terry 
Washington, a retarded man who 
was convicted of the 1987 murder 
of a co-worker at a College Station 

-diner.
Peggy Griffey, who heads the 

'Capital punishment section of the 
Texas attorney genmil's office, said 
the legislation is needed to create 
uniform competency procedures.

Another bill that passed the 
House and is pending in the Senate 
would allow sheriffs and other law 

'enforcement officials to order 
«evaluations of those arrested for 
*' crimes to determine if those arrested 

are mentally ill or retarded, and then 
-to make special arrangements for 
 ̂their confinement.

The bill, by Rep. Allen Place, 
,b-G atesville, and Sen. Mike 
.Moncrief, D-Fort Worth, would 
«help in gauging punishment. i

Concerning the execution of 
.Washington, Place said that if an 
'evaluation had been ordered, the 
. prosecutor might have considered th 
;.e defendant's retardation as a 
'mitigating factor and opted for a 

life sentence instead of the death 
penalty, the Dallas Morning News 

'reputed.

Senate OKs Records Bill
The Senate passed a bill last 

week that would make criminal 
case records public again.

SB 1101, by Sen. Jeff 
Wentworth, R-San Antonio, is 
aimed at undoing a Texas Supreme

Court decision last year that closed 
those records maintained by Texas 
district attuneys.

Wentworth said his bill would:
•Make criminal case files open 

to the public unless the release of 
the information would not interfue 
law enforcement investigations.

•Exempt from disclosure 
attorneys' working papers, 
including notes about witnesses.

•Exempt from disclosure 
information that did not lead to 
prosecution.

Wentworth's bill has moved to 
the House, w h ^  a similar bill was 
defeated in April.

Bill Expands Open 
Records Law

Earlier, the Senate approved a 
bill that would subject private 
companies that take over 
government duties to the state's 
open records and open meetings 
laws.

The measure, sponsored by Sen. 
Ken Armbrister, D-Victoria, is 
aimed at ensuring that the public 
can monitor how tax money is 
being spent as more state functions 
are assigned to private companies.

The bill would apply to 
companies that are awarded 
contracts worth at least $1 million 
to perform services that had been 
done by a govunmental entity.

Govenor Sent Castration 
B ill

The House has sent Gov. 
George W. Bush a bill that would 
make Texas the first state to 
perform surgical castration on 
prisoners who are repeat child 
molesters.

The House voted 138-7 in favor 
of the bill to make surgical 
castration available on a voluntary 
basis to inmates who had been 
convicted at least twice of 
aggravated sexual assault of a child, 
indecency with a child or sexual 
assault of a child.

The bill had previously been 
{^proved by the Senate.

O ther Capital Highlights
•State Comptroller John Sharp 

announced last week that his world 
wide web site is now offering an 
interactive database to help Texans 
claim abandoned property. By 
viewing the web site at 
http://www.window.state.tx.us, 
anyone can look up the names of 
individuals or businesses reported 
to have abandoned property valued 
at $50 or more during the past five 
years.

•The chances of state employees 
receiving a pay raise improved last 
week when the comptroller said 
$300 million more tlum anticipated 
will be available to lawmakers 
drafting the state budget for the 
next two years. Sharp said the 
increase comes from higher sales 
tax collections and increases in 
natural gas prices.

May sales hix rebates show increase
John Sharp, State Comptroller 

of Public Accounts, delivered a 
total of $216.5 million in monthly 
sales tax payments to 1,086 Texas 
cities and 117 counties.

“The Texas economy continues 
its slow, steady expansion and May 
sales tax rebates to Texas cities and 
counties are $19.7 million higher 
than those for May 1996,’’ Sharp 
said. “Y ear-to-date, Texas 
allocations are running 5.6 percent 
ahead of the first five months of 
last year.”

Sharp delivered sales tax rebates 
totaling $199.3 million to Texas 
cities, 9.9 percent higher than last 
May’s payments of $181.3 million. 
Rebates of $17.1 million to Texas 
counties were 11.1 percent more 
than allocations of $15.4 million to 
counties in May 1996. City transit 
and special purpose districts 
received a combined $7.7 million in 
May rebates.

This month’s sales tax rebates 
include local sales taxes collected 
on March sales by businesses filing 
monthly returns and reported to the 
Comptroller in April, and those 
businesses filing quarterly returns 
for January, February and March.

Haskell County had a 33.47 
percent increase for May, 1997 of 
$43,923.82 in comparison to 
$32,907.36. 1997 payments to date

Legal Matters
by Dan Morales, Attorney General

Access to Health Care
It is a sad fact, but many of our 

fellow Texans have no health 
insurance. Many of these people are 
your neighbors, typical working 
people who have good jobs but do 
not get insurance benefits from 
their employer. Many are children 
who are not covered by their 
parents' insurance.

Regardless of the reason, these 
people are forced to rely on 
overburdened hospital emergency 
rooms and a shrinking public 
health system for their most basic 
health care needs. We at the Office 
of the Attorney General want to be 
sure that you understand the kinds 
of charity health care that are 
available if you don't have 
insurance.

Non-profits must give 
back

Several years ago, a state law 
was passed which requires tax- 
exempt, non-profit hospitals to 
spend about 4 percent of their 
annual revenue on community 
benefits, including charity care the 
citizens in their communities, for 
the first time, these hospitals are 
accountable to the public for the 
millions of dollars they receive in 
tax exemptions each year and are 
required to return something back 
to the communities they serve.

Each non-profit hospital is 
required to post information about 
its charity care program in the 
emergency room, general waiting 
areas, the business office, and other 
areas commonly used by the 
public. Also, non-profit hospitals 
are required by law to tell you 
about ^eir charity care programs 
and how you can apply for 
assistance. You can ^p ly  for help 
even if you don't find out about the 
program until after you have 
received your bill.

This service applies to both 
emergency room and non­
emergency hospital care. It also 
applies to outpatient care you 
receive at clinics sponsored by the 
hospital. Ask your hospital about 
coverage for the cost of 
preventative care, such as prenatal 
visits, vaccinations, and health 
screening. In addition to helping 
you and your loved ones stay 
healthy, these programs are very 
const-effective and help the hospitd 
keep down health care costs for all 
of us.

Charity care: rights and 
requirem ents

The hospital has a right to ask 
questions about your ability to pay 
to determine if you qualify for help. 
Each hospital sets its own 
eligibility requirements within 
limits set by state law, so you may 
not qualify for assistance at every 
non-profit hospital. You are 
responsible for providing necessary 
financial information to the 
hospital so that it can assess your 
eligibility for assistance.

Non-profit hospitals are also 
required to conduct an assessment 
of health care needs in their 
communities, and to develop a plan 
to meet these needs. The hospital is 
required to ask for input from you 
and your neighbors in the 
community when doing this 
assessment. You can obtain a copy 
of the community assessment from 
the hospital or from the Texas 
Department of Health.

Charity care is not a substitute 
for private health insurance or for 
government-sponsored health 
assistance programs. Hospitals will 
usually require insurance. Medicare, 
or Medicaid payment first. They 
provide charity care only if you 
have no insurance, are ineligible for 
other assistance, and cannot afford 
to pay for your treatment.

Your rights as a patient
Remember, the law requiring 

charity care and community need 
assessments does not apply to all 
hospitals. Public hospitals were 
already required to provide charity 
care. Private sector for-profit 
hospitals have no such legal 
obligation, although some provide 
indigent care on a limited basis. 
However, all hospital emergency 
rooms are required to provide 
emergency care regardless of your 
ability to pay. If you are not sure 
whether your loc^ hospital has a 
charity program, ask at the 
admissions desk.
