On Sat., May 24, the prospect
of property tax reform died after

.Gov. George W. Bush rejected a

last-minute Senate compromise
that featured a mix of accounting
maneuvers, budget cuts and tax
increases.

A couple of weeks ago, two
versions of property tax reform
passed into the hands of a
squabbling, uncompromising
House-Senate tax conference
committee, yet many Texans clung
to hopes that tax relief would
come.

‘The House plan would have
raised about $3.8 billion in new
and expanded taxes, while the
modest Senate plan would have
raised about $1 billion. Critics
pointed out that neither plan
addressed property tax appraisal
reform, which would create a more
dynamic effect than simply scaling
back taxes.

Bush favored the House plan,
because it provided a more
substantial reduction in property
taxes through budget cuts and
revenue increases—including a
business franchise tax that would
have included partnerships.
Senators gagged at the idea of a tax
on partnerships.

Bush said the Legislature's
failure to produce a tax plan shows
that Texans are not desperate

enough about high property taxes

to force a change. He predicted that
tax reform will come when
taxpaying homeowners and
business people march on the state
Capitol and demand action from
their state representatives and
senators.

The death of tax reform opened
the chute for other legislation, and
a flurry of lower-profile issues
came up for consideration before
the June 2 end of the session.

Homestead Exemption
OK'd

Despite the failure of major tax
reform, the same House-Senate
conference committee informally
approved an increase in the
‘homestead tax exemption that
‘would amount to a $1 billion tax
‘cut statewide.

The exemption—if it gains final

:approval-will give the average
‘homeowner a $140 tax cut by
increasing the present $5,000
‘homestead exemption to a new
'state minimum of $15,000.
. "We are at least granting relief
of $1 billion without tax
increases,” said conference
committee member Sen. Ken
-Armbrister, D-Victoria.

Technicality Kills Many
Bills
A bill that would have required
parental notification before
abortions are performed on minors
failed on a technicality last week.
. The measure was defeated after

abortion rights activist Rep. Debra
Danburg, D-Houston, challenged
the bill on a point of order because
records of a committee hearing on
the bill did not list the groups
represented by witnesses.

Rep. Arlene Wohlgemuth, R-
Burleson, angered at the defeat of
the bill, raised a point of order that
killed 52 bills awaiting floor
debate. Wohlgemuth, who supports
parental notification, pointed out
that House Calendars Committee
Chairman Mark Stiles
D-Beaumont, had failed to
announce the location of a meeting
where House agendas were set.

Wohlgemuth's action prompted
other lawmakers to resurrect bills
that failed to reach Calendars.

Bush Signs Literacy Bill

Gov. Bush signed the "Read to
Succeed" initiative-legislation that
earmarks $32 million to pay for
evaluating the reading skills of
children, promote literacy and
provide training for reading
teachers.

Under the initiative, school
districts will compete for state
grants totaling $7 million in 1009
and $25 million in 1999 that will
help schools evaluate the reading
level of children in kindergarten
through second grade and determine
what help they need.

Bush had campaigned for a $70
million literacy program but finally
agreed on a scaled-down version
costing about half that amount.

The initiative was attached to a
bill sponsored by Rep. Helen
Giddings, D-Dallas, that allows the
Texas  Department  of
Transportation to issue "Read to
Succeed" license plates. A logo for
the license plate will be designed in
a student competition.

Other Capital Highlights

*Gov. Bush toured the ruins of
the tornado-ravaged community of
Jarrell, 40 miles north of Austin,
where he met with victims at a
shelter. Bush called the destruction
caused by the May 27 tornado
"mind-boggling” and signed a
proclamation declaring a disaster.

*The Legislature approved a
measure that will allow
motorcyclists 21 years old or older
to choose whether or not to wear a
protective helmet—provided they
have $10,000 coverage in health
insurance or take a DPS safety
course. The bill repeals the eight-
year-old mandatory helmet law. The
bill awaits Gov. Bush's signature.

*The Senate approved a bill that
would require telemarketing firms
to register with the state and
disclose the amount of
compensation they receive to
donors if they keep more than 10
percent of the contributions. The
bill is aimed at stopping fraudulent
telephone solicitations by
telemarketers that raise money for
charities. This bill awaits the
govemor's signature.

WTU customers to see
increase in electric bills

West Texas Utilities Company
retail customers will see a slight
increase in the total amount of their
electric bills beginning this week.
The surcharge is being added to
customer bills over the next 12
months to collect unrecovered fuel
costs and interest.

The Public Utility Commission
of Texas Approved WTU's request
to recover approximately $13
million in unrecovered fuel costs
and interest that are the result of
unforeseen and significant increases
in the cost of natural gas that have
occurred over the last year
throughout the country.

Implementation of the surcharge
will result in a 1.6 percent increase
in customers' bills over the 12-
month period. Typical residential
customers. using 1,000 kilowatt-
hours of electricity a month would
see their bills increase, on average,
by approximately $1.22. The effect
of the surcharge on customers' bills

will vary depending on the rate
schedule under which they take
service.

Investor-owned electric utilities
in Texas, like WTU, use fuel
factors based on cost estimates to
collect projected cost of fuel used to
generate electricity at their power
plants.

When the actual costs of fuel
significantly exceed the fuel charges
that customers are paying in their
monthly bills, PUCT rules require
that the utility request permission
to surcharge the additional amount.
When the actual costs of fuel are
significantly lower than what
customers are paying in fuel
charges, the electric utility is
required to issue a refund.

Since this fixed fuel cost
recovery mechanism was placed
into effect in the late 1980s, WTU
has refunded over $49 million in
fuel cost reductions to its
customers.

Unforeseen and significant

increases in the cost of natural gas
occurred over the last year
throughout the country. The cost of
natural gas was 38 percent higher
during 1996 than it was in 1995.
The increases were even more
significant during colder months.
For example, the actual cost of
natural gas in December 1996 was
82 percent higher than the
December 1995 cost.

Approximately 55 percent of
WTU's annual generation of
electricity is produced by power
plants fueled by natural gas.

Legal
Matters

by Dan Morales, Attorney General

Stalking is a crime of terror. It
strikes fear into the hearts of
innocent victims. Battered women
are most frequently stalking
victims, followed by rape
survivors. It is estimated that 90%
of all Americans who have been
murdered by a spouse or companion
were stalked before they were
killed. We at the Office of the
Attorney General believe that this
situation is unacceptable. We

believe that our state's anti-stalking
law is meant to protect domestic
violence victims and people who
are being stalked by strangers.
Although some types of
threatening behavior were already
abandoned by other laws (including
trespassing, assault, and telephone
harassment), these laws may be
difficult to apply in a stalking case.

Legal Challenges

Unfortunately, like many other
states, Texas has found it difficult
to enact a law which protects
individuals from stalking without
at the same time making innocent,
legal activity illegal. Last
September, the Texas Court of
Criminal Appeals struck down the
existing law against stalking,
saying it was too vague to be
enforceable. The Court held that,
under the old law, there was a real
chance that it could inhibit the
lawful exercise of free speech, such
as protest marching and
investigative reporting by
journalists. The Court also gave
instruction on how to amend the
law so that it could pass
constitutional muster. As a result
of this ruling, between 800 and 900
stalking cases were dismissed
across the state.

Legal Solutions

This spring, the Texas
Legislature passed a new law
against stalking. Following the
guidance given by the Court of
Criminal Appeals, the new law
gives a clearer definition of the
types of threatening behavior that
constitute stalking. It says that
stalking cannot simply be a string
of random acts, but instead must be
part of a continuing course of
related conduct toward the victim.
The stalker's threatening action
must create fear of bodily injury,
death or property damage in the
victim or in members of the
victim's family or household.
These actions must be such that
they would create fear in any
reasonable person, not just in the
victim. The new law also requires
that the stalker know or reasonably
believe that his or her actions

would be seen as threatening by the
victim.

The law was broadened to cover
threats against other members of
the victim's household, even when
they are non-family members. For
example, the law now applies to
threats made against a friend whom
the victim stayed with for
protection. This provision has been
upheld by courts in other states,
and is a major improvement over
the old law.

Penalties for Stalking

As under the old law, stalking is
a Class A misdemeanor, with a
maximum penalty of 1 year in jail
and a fine of $4,000. A repeat
offense is a 3rd Degree felony,
punishable by 10 years in prison
and a $10,000 fine. If a stalking
suspect is about to be released on
bail, law enforcement officials
must try to notify the victim in
advance. In addition, a prison
inmate convicted of stalking may
not be granted a furlough or
emergency absence.

Federal law also gives protection
to victims of stalking. Under new
provisions passed last year, it is
now a federal crime to stalk
someone across state lines. The

new law also allows each state to -

honor protective orders issued in
another state.

No one should have to live a life
of constant fear. And no one should
feel free to strike terror into the
heart of another human being. I
believe the new Texas anti-stalking
law will finally help us put an end
to this terrible crime.

Excerpt from the By-Laws of ARTICLE IV
B-K Electric Cooperative, Inc. DIRECTORS
Section 4.01. NUMBER AND GENERAL POWERS. The business and affairs of
the Cooperative shall be managed by a Board of seven (7) directors. The Board shall ex-
ercise all of the powers of the Cooperative except such as are by law or by the Cooperative’s
Articles of Incorporation or Bylaws conferred upon or reserved to the members.

SECTION 4.02. QUALIFICATIONS. No member shall be eligible to become a
director or to hold any position of trust in the Cooperative who is not a member receiving
service from the Cooperative at his primary residential abode in the area served by the Co-
operative, or is in any way employed by or financially interested in a competing enterprise
Jl or a business selling electric energy or supplies to the Cooperative, or a business primarily
engaged in selling electrical or plumbing appliances, fixtures or supplies to the members
of the Cooperative, and no person shall take or hold office as a director who is the
incumbent of or candidate for an elective public office in connection with which a salary
is paid. When a membership is held jointly by a husband and wife, either one, but not both
may be elected as director, provided however, that neither one shall be eligible to become
or remain a director or to hold a position of trust in the Cooperative unless both shall meet
the qualifications herein above set forth. Any director who shall miss three (3) Board of
Directors’ meetings in a row, without an excuse duly accepted and noted by the Board, shall
lack eligibility to further serve and it shall be the duty of the Board of Directors to remove
him from the Board. No former employee whose employment has been terminated by the
Cooperative may be eligible to serve as director. Any employee who resigns or retires from
employment by the Cooperative shall not be eligible to serve as a director for a period of
ten (10) years following such resignation or retirement. Nothing contained in this Section
shall, or shall be construed to, affect in any manner whatsoever the validity of any action
taken at any meeting of the Board of Directors, unless such action is taken with respect to
amatter which is affected by the provisions of this Section and in which one or more of the
directors have an interest adverse to that of the Cooperative.

In the event an incumbent director, having served on the Board of Directors aminimum
of six years, ceases to meet the requirement of receiving service from the Cooperative at
his primary residential abode, such incumbent director shall nevertheless be qualified to
continue to serve as director so long as he remains a member of the Cooperative and his
primary residential abode is located within the area served by the Cooperative, or in close
proximity thereto.

SECTION 4.03. ELECTION. At each annual meeting of the members, directors shall
be elected by secret written ballot by the members and from among those members who
are natural persons; provided however, that when the number of nominees does not exceed
the number of directors to be elected, and if there is no objection, secret written balloting
may be dispensed with and voting may be conducted in any other proper manner. Directors
shall be elected by a plurality of the votes cast unless the members in advance of any
balloting resolve that a majority of the votes cast shall be required to elect, and this Bylaw
provision shall be drawn to the attention of the members and explained to them prior to any
balloting. Drawing by lot shall resolve, where necessary, any tie vote.

SECTION 4.04. TENURE. The business and affairs of the Cooperative shall be
managed by a Board of seven (7) directors which shall exercise all of the powers of the
Cooperative except such that are by law, or by the Articles of Incorporation of the §
Cooperative, or by these Bylaws conferred upon or reserved to the members. Beginning
with the Annual Meeting of the members of the Cooperative held on August 21, 1954, two
(2) members of the Board of Directors shall serve fora period of one year, two (2) members
shall serve for two years, and three (3) members shall serve for three years, and that lots
be cast as to the length of time each director shall serve; and beginning with the Annual
Meeting of the members held in 1954, those directors who terms expire, such vacancy shall
be filled for a period of three years.

SECTION 4.05. NOMINATIONS. It shall be the duty of the Board of Directors
to appoint, not less than sixty (60) nor more than ninety (90) days prior to the date of
ameeting of the members at which directors are to be elected, a Committee on Nomi-
nations, consisting of not less than five (5) nor more than eleven (11) members of the
Cooperative who are not existing Cooperative employees, agents, officers, directors
or known candidates for director, who are not close relatives (as hereinafter defined)
or members of the same household of such existing employees, agents, officers,
directors or known candidates for director, and who are so selected so as to give
equitable representation on the committee to the geographical areas served or to be
served by the Cooperative. The Committee shall prepare and post at the principal
office of the Cooperative at least thirty (30) days prior to the meeting a list of
nominations for directors to be elected. Any fifteen (15) or more members of the
Cooperative, acting together, may make additional nominations in writing over their
signatures, listing their nominee(s) in like manner, not less than twenty (20) days prior
to the meeting, and the Secretary shall post such nominations at the same place where
the list of nominations made by the Committee is posted. The Secretary shall mail to
the members with the notice of the meeting, or separately, but at least ten (10) days
prior to the date of the meeting, a statement of the names and addresses of all
nominee(s) showing clearly those nominated by the Committee and those nominated
by petition, if any. The chairman at such meeting, after all nominations so made have
been duly announced, shall call for additional nominations from the floor. Notwith-
standing the provisions contained in this Section, failure to comply with any of such
provisions shall not affect in any manner whatsoever the validity of any action taken

by the Board of Directors after the election of directors.

Glenn R. Brzozowski, County
Executive of the Haskell County
FSA Office was notified that
Agriculture Secretary Dan
Glickman has announced that crop
insurance will be available
exclusively through crop insurance
agents, beginning in the 1998 crop
year. Previously, the catastrophic
level of crop insurance (CAT) was
available through both local USDA
Farm Service Agency office and
crop insurance agents in 36 states.

Glickman said this decision was
made after carefully reviewing the
number of crop insurance agents in
each state to ensure that an adequate
sales force is in place to provide all
farmers with CAT coverage. The
1996 Farm Bill requires USDA to
transfer the sales of CAT coverage
entirely to the private sector if a
sufficient number of agents are
available in each state to provide
this service.

"While the sales and servicing of
policies will be done by the private
Glickman said, "this
change will not weaken the
existing safety net for producers. I
am determined that everyone will

"Before making this decision,
private company representatives
gave me their commitment to reach
out to all America's farmers and to
assure that the highest level of risk
management service is extended to
everyone." Glickman said. "I look
forward to this partnership. I also
intend to exercise appropriate
oversight over the companies to
ensure compliance with their
commitment."

Glickman said this decision was
made after carefully reviewing the

number of crop insurance agents in
each state to ensure that an adequate
sales force is in place to provide all
farmers with CAT coverage. This
review is required by the 1996
Farm Bill which also requires
USDA to transfer the sales of CAT
coverage entirely to the private
sector if a sufficient number of
agents are available in each state to
provide this service.

USDA will " continue to
subsidize all policies, establish
policy terms and conditions, set
rates, and guarantee funds for the
payiment of approved claims.

The transfer begins with 1998
fall planted crops. Policyholders
will receive a letter informing them
of this change in about one month;
however, producers are to continue
to go to the local FSA office for
service on 1997 policies. This
includes reporting 1997 planted
acreage and production as well as
any losses.

Although a producer's policy

will be randomly transferred from

USDA to an insurance company,
producers may select another agent
or insurance company if they do so
before the sales closing date for the
insured crop. To ensure that all
producers are served, insurance
companies are required to insure all
eligible crops, and provide all
levels of coverage in the states in
which they operate. Further,
participating companies must
insure all qualified applicants.
Waiver of administrative fees for
producers who qualify as limited
resource farmers is required by the
Risk Management Agency and is
available through private
companies. Private agents are
prepared to assist those qualifying
producers with certification of their
status.

A listing of local crop insurance
agents is available in all FSA
county offices.

The Brown and Bellah Ranch, located in the
southside of Haskell Co., three miles north-east
of Stamford, is owned by Jody Bellah of

. Throckmorton.

The original ranch house was built in 1894.
Operated as the Colbert Hereford Ranch in the
1920's, the ranch was well known for high
quality registered Hereford cattle with a "heart.”
At that time the Colbert Ranch ran from near
Sagerton on the west to the Clear Fork of the
Brazos on the east.

An aerial photo taken in the early 1930's
shows five barns on the ranch, one of which
was said to have had a sale ring in the middle,
fifty stalls and a loft used as a dance floor.

In 1936, the ranch became known as Brown
and Davis. R.A. Brown Sr. and Barney Davis,
Throckmorton County ranchers, operated as a
partnership and continued to run registered
Hereford cattle. Davis and his son, Matt,
operated the ranch from 1958 until 1987.

Brown and Bellah, a partnership between
Rob Brown and Jody Bellah, began leasing the
ranch at that time. In 1992, Jody purchased the
ranch and continues to operate it as Brown and
Bellah.

The ranch maintains wheat and stock cattle
on 3,500 acres of land.

The Pitchfork Lane and Cattle
Co. was established in 1870 by
boyhood friends from
Mississippi, Eugene Williams
and D. B. Gardner. Williams was
a sales manager for the St.
Louis-based Hamilton Brown
Shoe Co. and Gardner was a
Texas surveyor. Gardner
purchased cattle from South
Texas to begin the ranch. The
herd already wore the Pitchfork
brand, so he simply named the
ranch after the brand.

In 1883, the ranch was
incorporated, with the principal
stockholders being the Williams
family in St. Louis, Gardner
managed the ranch until his
death in 1928.

Although it has grown larger
and more prosperous, the
Pitchfork still boasts the spirit
of friendship and trust that
Gardner and Williams brought to
it. Only five managers have
managed the ranch since Mr.
Gardner, the present being Bob
Moorhouse. Bob came to the
ranch in 1972 as assistant
manager under Jim Humphreys.

The story of the Guitar Ranches began in
1910 when John Guitar Sr. purchased the Big
Spring Ranch. He soon added the Spur Ranch
and the Dell City Ranch to his holdings, as
well as several smaller farms in Texas and
Missouri.

Jim White, the discoverer of Carlsbad
Caverns, worked for Mr. Guitar during the
1920's when the combined acreage was more
than 200,000 acres of ranch land and 6,500
acres of farm land.

The properties were held by the Guitar Trust
Estate until 1961, when they were divided
among the eight heirs. Earl Guitar Sr. now
controls about 30,000 acres in addition to the

Hard Grissom Ranch.
