Sign up for new EQIP program underway

Farmers and ranchers may now
apply for the new Environmental
Quality Incentives Program
(EQIP). Sign up began July 14,
and will continue through August
1, for the 1997 fiscal year. The new
conservation program is a result of
the 1996 Farm Bill and offers a
limited number of producers
technical, financial, and educational
aid who have serious soil, water,
and other natural resource

problems.
According to Glenn R.
Brzozowski, Haskell County

Executive Director, for the Farm
Service Agency in Haskell, “EQIP”
is not like our previous
conservation programs that have
been administered by USDA at the
county levels. This program is
limited in participants and is for
persons engaged in livestock and
agricultural production who would
provide benefits at the least cost to

the program.

Application will be prioritized

after August 1, by the Natural
Resource Conservation Service
(NRCS) and producer eligibility

NRCS
conservationists and the producer
will make an inventory of the

... natural resources, identify natural

resources problems and concemns,
determine treatment needs, and
agree upon land management and
structural practices the producers
will install, Brzozowski explained.
Also, Brzozowski noted that the
extent of the conservation
practice(s), fields and acres to be
treated, and the cost-share rate and
the incentive levels the producer
will accept, as well as the total
program payments, are included in
the ranking formula.

Twelve Geographic Priority
Areas (GPA), 167 counties of
which Haskell and Knox counties
are located in the Central Texas
Area, are the primary target for over
$8.7 million EQIP funds allocated
to Texas. Each GPA has similar
natural resource problems and
concerns which EQIP can address.
Water conservation, excessive wind
and water erosion, and limited water
supply, and brush invasion are a
few of the specific resource
concerns identified in the GPA’s.

Producers in the counties outside
the priority area’s are also eligible
for the remaining $4.7 million of
EQIP funds provided to will solve
identified statewide natural resource
concerns, such as excessive erosion
and ground and surface water
quality.

Each applicant will compete
with other applicants in their GPA,
while those outside the GPA’s will
compete against each other.

Brzozowski stated that contracts
will be awarded based on their
ranking, regardless of the location.
This could mean that some
counties may not have any
contracts and applications for a
single conservation practice on a
single field addressing a single
natural resource concern may not be
competitive in a GPA or with the
statewide natural resource concems.

Acceptance into EQIP will
require 5 to 10 year obligations
under contract, even if only 1 year
of cost sharing is needed. Contracts
are for a maximum amount of
$50,000 with a maximum 75
percent cost share. Though entire
farms or operating units are not
required to be included in a contract,
the proposed area must include that
portion with the identified resource
concerns which meets the goals and
objectives of the GPA or statewide
natural resource concerns.

Producers may increase their
chances of acceptance by
submitting a lower than maximum
cost share rate, enrolling entire
operating units in the contract, and
by agreeing to full meet treatment
needs of all identified natural
resource concerns on the farm and
ranch.

Sign up will continue through
August 1, at all local FSA offices.
Producers may file a manual request
at the NRCS or Conservation
District Office. Call (940) 864-
2617 if you wish to make an
appointment or require further
information about EQIP
applications from the Haskell FSA
office. ;

Co. begins
work on
new budget

The County Judge and
Commissioners began preliminary
budget hearings Tues., July 15. All
department heads brought in their
proposed budgets. Most understood
that these proposals would be
refined to fit County finances.

However, some issues are
already causing controversy in the
Court. These involve the mileage
and raises given last year to some
county employees.

Last year mileage of $800-$900
per month was given to the
Commissioners. The Judge and one
commissioner want to go back to
keeping mileage. Another
Commissioner told those present
that the flat mileage payment was
recommended by the County’s
CPA. He said it was less likely to
cause trouble with the IRS.

The Commissioners will have to
consider all areas of compromises,
but the end result may be influenced
by public opinion.

Other mileage payments being
reappraised are to the County
Treasurer and Justice of the Peace.
Last year, they received a $100 a
month for travel.

The raises in question were
given last year to the County
Attorney, his secretary and the
Judge’s secretary. The County
Attorney was given $7750 year
raise making his yearly salary
$30,000. ;

The two deputies (secretaries)
received $100 month raise.

Another issue concerns county
employee raises. Should those

employees who received raises last
year, receive another this year?
Commissioner Hester believes
salaried employees should get the
raise. Then again the two deputies
are salaried employees.

The majority of the
Commissioners want to leave the
mileage and raises as is. They stated
that it is nearly impossible to take
back what is already done. One
person present Thursday said if his
employees did not deserve the
amount he paid them, he wouldn’t
have any trouble changing it. One
commissioner then stated the
elected officials are not their
employees. They are hired by the
public. The public has to be the
ones to express their wishes.
Several people present at the last
hearing on Thursday did just that
and asked questions on all these
issues. :

The Judge said nothing is final,
that this was only a preliminary
hearing. Other hearings are to be
scheduled and are open to the
public.

Texas’ top office-seekers filed
campaign finance reports with the
Texas Ethics Commission last
week.

Gov. George W. Bush’s report
shows the incumbent Republican
amassed $7 million to spend on his
re-election campaign. He hopes to
become the first Texas governor in
two decades to win a consecutive
four-year term.

Texas Land Commissioner
Garry Mauro, a Democrat who
appears to be Bush’s main
challenger, has about $155,000 on
hand.

Mauro reported raising $272,000
and spending $385,000 from June 2
to June 30. Bush raised $305,000
and spent $822,249 during the
same period.

State law allowed legislators and
statewide officeholders to begin
fundraising after the legislative
session ended on June 2.

Texas Comptroller John Sharp,
a Democrat who is running for the
office of lieutenant governor, has
raised $530,000. Rick Perry, a
Republican who also seeks the
lieutenant governorship, has raised
$731,000.

Sharp‘s war chest was estimated
at $2.7 million, while Perry has
about $1 million for the race so far.

In the race for state comptroller,
Republican Carole Keeton Rylander
said she raised $327,000 in the
three weeks after the June 6
announcement of her candidacy.

Susan Combs, a former state
representative, said she had raised
$194,648 in her bid for state
agriculture commissioner. A second
GOP hopeful, state Rep. Harvey
Hilderbran of Kerrville, has raised
about $120,000.

Crime Is Candidate’s
No. 1 Issue

Barry Williamson, a Republican
member of the Texas Railroad
Commission, said that if elected
Texas attorney general,
crimefighting will be his top
priority.

In announcing his candidacy last
week, Williamson said he decided
to run because “I care about the
safety of the citizens of the state,
the children.”

In his bid to succeed Democrat
Dan Morales as the state’s top law
enforcement officers, he joins state
republican Party Chairman Tom
Pauken in the race, and also could
face Supreme Court Justice John
Cornyn in the party primary.

In addition to a contemplated
focus on crime, Williamson said he
would work to move the attorney
general’s child support collections
duty to the private sector.

“You bring competition to it
and I guarantee you it will become
more efficient,” he said.

Morales also faces a challenge in
the primary from within the
Democratic Party—from Court of

Criminal Appeals Judge Morris -

Overstreet. Overstreet is the only
black ever elected to a statewide
office in Texas.
Militiamen Captured Near
Base

A plot to attack Fort Hood and

other U.S. military bases was
quelled with the arrests in four
states of seven members of a so-
called militia group.

The seven people, taken into
custody in separate arrests, targeted
military bases they thought were
training United Nations troops, said
Jim Keathley, a captain with the
Missouri Highway Patrol.

Teach children bicycle safety

For many children, a bicycle
will be their first opportunity to
operate a roadway vehicle. Yet,
most children do not have the
information or experience they need
to safely ride on a roadway. That's
why it is important to teach bicycle
safety at an early age and continue
practicing safety skills throughout
life. Parents must not only follow
bicycle safety rules themselves, but
remember they are modeling it to
their children. To insure safe riding,
follow these ten bicycle safety tips:

Always wear a helmet when
riding a bicycle.

Ride a bicycle that is correct for
child's size.

Check that the wheels aren't
loose and brake devices work.

When exiting a drive way-stop,
look left, look right, look left
again, and exit only when there is

no traffic.

Ride on the right hand side of
the road with the flow of traffic.

Obey all traffic signs and
signals, just as vehicles do.

Use proper hand signals to
indicate turns.

Ride single file.

Give the right-of-way to

pedestrians.

Do not carry passengers (except
in approved baby seats).

Following these safety tips can
insure a safer ride every time. For

Legal
Matters

If you are a non-custodial parent,
you may be concerned about a
number of important issues.
Although some non-custodial

parents are mothers, the majority

are fathers. A non-custodial parent
who has never been married to his
child's mother may also face issues
regarding the establishment of
paternity.

We at the Office of the Attomey
General welcome your inquiries,
and we hope that the information in
this article will help you. Below
are some questions about paternity
frequently asked by non-custodial
parents:

The mother of my child
said she was using birth
control. Since I did not
agree to the pregnancy, why
do I have to pay?

By law, you are responsible for
supporting the child if you are the
biological father. Under the law, it
does not matter whether you
intended to get the mother pregnant
or what she may have told you
about using birth control.

What if I don't think the
child is mine?

If you have doubts, you can ask'
for a paternity test. Based on the
results of the test and other
evidence presented, the judge or
jury will make the final
determination about whether you
are the father.

What if I want to agree
that I am the father?

You can sign a form called a
statement of paternity. This is the
first step in establishing that you
are the father. Based on this
document, an order of paternity can:
be entered. This will establish you
as the legal father and, in most
cases, will require you to pay child:
support. More importantly, your
child will have a chance to develop
a relationship with you.

How are paternity tests’
done?

If paternity testing is required,
you will be scheduled to have blood
drawn at a site near your home. The
mother and child will also be
scheduled to have blood drawn. The
blood is sent to a laboratory where
it is tested. The results will be
returned within weeks.

The test compares many-
different details in the mother's:
blood and your blood. If you are:
not the father, the tests will show*

that you and the child do not share
blood elements. If you are not ruled

out as the father, the report will" .

show a probability that you are the
father. A man who is not ruled out
by testing is almost certainly the.
father.

Modern paternity testing i+

extremely accurate. Since all-
human beings are related there is no
such thing as a 100% probability
of paternity. State law requires that
paternity testing shall exclude at
least 99% of the male population.
If there is no such match, then the
alleged father will be excluded
(proven not to be the father).

Can a mother in another
state name me as her child's
father?

Yes. Paternity can be established

even if the mother and alleged-
father live in different states.

I was not married to the
mother when my child was
born. But I'm sure it is my
child. Do I have any rights
as a parent?

Under Texas law, a child born to -
parents who are not legally married -
has no legal father unless and until -

paternity is established.

Unless patemlty is established, aj
father who is not married to the
mother of his child:

*has no right to visit the child
*has no right to make decisions -
about the child
emay not pass on his Socxal
Security benefits to the child
*has no legal responsibilities to
the child

Establishing paternity creates a,'
legal relationship between the'

father and the child, even though :
there may be no legal relationship, -
such as marriage, between the .
