Judge Defends Prof’s
Right

In an interview with the Austin
American-Statesman, Judge
-Fortunato “Pete” Benavides of the
5th U.S. Court of Appeals said
University of Texas law professor
Lino Graglia has the right to speak
his mind, even if his ideas are
offensive to some.

Graglia’s comments sparked
national attention in September
when he said most black and
Mexican-American students can’t
compete with white students
because those students don’t look
upon failure as a disgrace.

He made the comments at a
news conference in support of the
New Orleans-based 5th Circuit’s
“Hopwood” decision which barred
the University of Texas School of
Law from using race as a factor in
student admissions.

Benavides said it is “wrong to
call for (Graglia’s) resignation. We
all say things that are wrong.”

And he defended the “freedom of
professors, above all, to speak out
‘even when they’re perceived to be
wrong or whatever by the
community, whether they are on
not.”

“To me,”“ Benavides said, “a
college campus is supposed to be
for ideas that are spoken about
freely and checked out to see
whether they’te true or not.”

Perhaps the most frustrating
consumer complaint is one against
a company is one against a
company that is out of business or
that has moved with-out leaving a
forwarding address. Agencies that
assist consumers may not have the
resources to find these companies.

As with any consumer problem,
your best defense is prevention.
Our mission at the Office of the
Attorney General is arm you with
the information you need to avoid
this difficult situation.

Don’t let it happen

To help protect yourself from
fly-by-night businesses, observe
the following rules:

*Don’t give your credit card
number or bank account
information . to a stranger who
contacts you to make a sale.

eInsist that a company provide
you with their business address.

*Don’t allow yourself to be
rushed into a purchase or
agreement.

If you are interested in a deal
someone offers you at your door, a
trade show or fair, or over the
telephone, write down the
company’s name and address. Later,
when you have verified that the

company exists, you can contact
them. This way, you will at least
know that you can find them where
they say they are.

When a salesperson says you
have to buy right now to get the
deal, consider looking elsewhere.
Pressure to buy now is a time-
tested means of luring consumers
into making quick decisions-and
costly mistakes.

If the company is
bankrupt

If you learn that the company
has filed bankruptcy, you must file
a “proof of claim” to have any
chance of recovering your money.
Obtain a proof of claim form from
the clerk of the Federal District

Court in which the business has
filed for bankruptcy.

Bankruptcy cases can be very
complex, so you may want to hire
an attorney to help you—especially
if your claim is large. The State
Bar Association and many county
bar associations operate lawyer
referral programs.

If you can’t afford a lawyer, you
may be eligible for federally-funded
legal assistance. Look in the phone
book under “Legal Aid” or “Legal
Services.”

The Office of the Attorney
General facilitates the resolution of
may thousands of consumer
complaints each year. However, the
process works because most
businesses honestly want to ensure
customer satisfaction. Shady
businesses do not generally
cooperate with efforts to repay their
victims!

State law prohibits us from
representing any individual, or even
from giving legal advice to any

individual. If a company violates

the law, the Office of the Attorney
General may sue it in the public’s
interest. When we sue, it is usually
because a company’s illegal
practices are widespread and costly
to many people.

We may be able to serve the
public interest by putting stop to
an illegal practice. But there is no
guarantee that we will be able to
get the consumer’s hard-earned
dollars back. Sometimes we can.
All too often, the person who
bilked you will have lost no time
spending your money.

For more information
I hope you’ll be able to steer

-clear of shady business deals. But

even the smartest consumer can fall
for a cleverly designed scam. For a
