Four weeks ago when the Texas
Department of Criminal Justice
(TDCJ) made known that it is
seeking facilities for intermediate
sanction inmates, developers of the
Haskell Detention Center project
alerted local leaders here as to
whether they were interested in
pursuing this facility for Haskell.
The TDCJ wanted either one
facility that would house 500 or
five that would house 100. Since
such a contingency was already in
Haskell’s long-range plan, it was
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decided locally to try to obtain a
contract with the TDCJ for that
type of facility now, while the
TDCIJ is ready for it.

Needing input from the public
on the matter of submitting an
application to the Texas
Department of Criminal Justice
(TDCJ), for obtaining a 250 bed
Intermediate Sanction facility here,
the City of Haskell, County of
Haskell and the Economic
Development Corporation (EDC)
of Haskell have scheduled a public
hearing for Tues, Oct. 6 at the
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Haskell High School Auditorium,
This proposed facility is in
addition to the Regional County
Jail, already scheduled to be built
in Phase One of the Haskell
Detention Center Complex. An

" option has been obtained for 121.5

acres of land belonging to Albert
Barnett, to house the complex.
Running parallel to the cotton
warehouse land from CR208 half
way down to CR20, all the way
east to another county road, it
roughly follows the railroad right
of way. Plans call for the Regional

County Jail to also be built on this
land. Original plans to use the
Airport site were changed because
of the enormous cost of tying in
and bringing in the sewer line and
going four miles to the east to the
nearest gas line. By locating it all
on the Barnett land, all can be
easily tied into the city facilities.
If obtained and built, the facility
planned in Phase Two will be
essentially an intermediate
detention area used for men who
will be going into the parole
system, or the mandatory

]

supervision part of the Texas
Department of Criminal Justice
system. They will be sent here
prior to release, to be taught some
life skills, perhaps basic skills they
may have missed before in their
life and to help them have a greater
chance of success on the outside.
This should give local churches
good opportunity to provide
ministry to these men to help them
their lives straightened out. None
of these parolees would be released
in Haskell.

After making a presentation

about the proposed Regional
County Jail to the Commissioners
Courts of nincteen counties,
Haskell has ended up with twelve -
counties involved in the project,
either by their declaring it their
county jail or for handling their
overflow situation. All of this -
support will tie in together to help
Haskell in the wider detention
complex.

The Intermediate Sanctioning
facility proposal is due back with
the Texas Department of Criminal

Rochester resident living on the biting edge

When Minnie Hearn of
Rochester left the dentist office in
Haskell last Tuesday, Dr. William
Kemp told her, “I don’t guarantee
these new teeth to last as long as
your last ones did.”

The one-hundred-plus-year old
Minnie didn’t seem worried about
that. As one of Dr. Kemp’s first
patients in the early 1940s, she’d
worn the teeth he made her
everyday for the last forty-nine
years and she figures her chances
are good that the new lower plates
will see her on through. Actually,
the 1949 vintage lower plates were
still in fine shape, she said, except
that she’d worn them down to the
“gums” enjoying good food.

Asked on Saturday after getting
the new teeth whether she’d had
any problem getting used to them,
she said she hadn’t missed a meal
because of them. With a natural
good appetite for good food, she is
a hearty eater, she said, and even
though she enjoys the fruits of her
son’s garden, as well as the good
cooking of her near-by
granddaughter, Minnie does her
own cooking. Still living alone
after 55 years in the same house on
one of her farm places, she even
does her own grocery shopping.
Son Dalton Hearn drives her to the
store every Tues., where she parks
her hand walker in the grocery cart
and holds on, pushing her way up
and down the aisles choosing what
she wants.

Born in Milam County, Feb.
20, 1898, Minnie moved at age 10
to Taylor County. From there the
family went in a wagon train of
eight or ten other wagons to New

Mexico to take up government land
claims. At age 12 they moved back
to Texas to the Rochester area. Her
first schooling was at New Mid,
just “One fourth of a mile down
the turn row,” she said.

Married to Andrew Jackson
Hearn, she had five children; four
sons and one daughter. Her husband
died 66 years ago, just before her
youngest son was born. The three
surviving children are sons Dalton,
Herman and Arless Hearn, all of
Rochester. “I’ve got the best boys
you’ve ever seen,” she told me
proudly, “I just wish you knew
them.”

As a single mother left with
five children to raise in 1932, she
farmed, hitching up mules and
setting plows herself, hoeing
cotton and maize every day from
sun-up to dark until she was 85
years old. “I pulled many a long
cotton sacks of bolls, dragging my
babies on it,” she reminisced. “I
guess I could say I've enjoyed a
long, hard life.”

These days Minnie’s favorite
past time is watching football,
particularly the Dallas Cowboys.
Prominently  displayed on her
living room wall are the Cowboys’
pictures, which they sent along
with a nice letter to their faithful
fan last Christmas for her
upcoming 100th birthday. She
keeps a big album about them on
her table for guests to enjoy. She
said she is looking forward to
seeing them on Monday Night
Football this fall, “but they look
like they are on a losing spell up
to now,” she said. “If they don‘t
improve I may just have to quit
watching them.”

AUSTIN — The class of 1998
set a new state record when
100,417 Texas students in public
and private schools took the Scho-
- lastic Achievement Test.

- That is an increase of 6,383
from 1997 and the largest increase
. in 10 years. A record number of
. Texans also took Advanced Place-
- ment Exams, the College Board
. reported last week.
: Reflecting national trends,
. Texas scores on the SAT remained
- stable with students earning 494
- on the verbal section of the exam
and 501 on the mathematics por-
tion of the college entrance exam.

Nationally, the 1,172,779 stu-
dents who took the SAT earned an
average score of 505 on the ver-
bal section of the exam and 512
on math.

“It 1s encouraging that our
scores remained stable despite the
record increase in the number of
students taking the exam,” Texas
Education Commissioner Mike
Moses said.

“Testing experts, including
those at the College Board, tell us
that test scores typically go down
when the number of students tak-
ing the test goes up.”

AG Alerts Flood Victims

Texas Attorney General Dan
Morales last week said he will vig-
orously prosecute price-gougers,

dishonest remodelers and others
who attempt to take advantage of
flood victims along the Rio
Grande in South Texas.

“Wherever there is a natural
disaster, we usually find a few
unscrupulous opportunists who
view disaster victims as easy tar-
gets. This is a warning to the
crooks: The bull’s-eye is on you,”
. Morales said.

Health Clinics Won’t Be Cut

Texas Health Commissioner
Reyn Archer last week retracted an
earlier decision to cut funding for
school-based health clinics, amid
protests from lawmakers and
health-care advocates.

Archer said he only intended to
postpone making a decision “to
thoroughly assess our efforts to
improve the health of Texas chil-
dren and our commitment to ad-
dressing the need for comprehen-
sive health for our kids.”

The health department will ex-
amine the clinic program to see if
it duplicates services of other state

or federal programs.

This year, at a cost of $1.4 mil-
lion, the state is paying for 12
school-based health clinics. Next
year, the state will finance 10 clin-
ics at a cost of $1 million.

“I want to assure the people of
Texas I have no intention at this

time of eliminating Texas Depart-

ment of Health funding for school-
based health clinics,” Archer
wrote.

I'm sure that Minnie Hearn of
Rochester had a good day Sunday
when her Dallas Cowboys soundly
won their season opener game wits
Arizona.

I saw
this in my own Dad when he was
pushing the century mark.

As a young man, working and
raising a family, trying to make all

school in Panhandle he and Mama
never attended a single one of my
basketball games or my brother
Jack’s football games.

In later years after moving his
business to Brownwood, he became
an avid fan of the Brownwood
Lions. Of course, given Coach
Gordon Woods continued record for
developing winning football teams
for Brownwood, it was easy to get
caught up in the local games. I w¢
absolutely amazed when he and
Mama began to go to all the home
games, carrying their little old
Indian blanket and new stadium
pillows. Although I had to “work”
on myself a little about it, (even if
I was in my late thirties by that
time), I was glad for them in their
later years to at last find something
beyond work and church to really
enjoy just for the fun.

For the out of town games, Dad
devised a unique way to follow the
game via the radio.

marked off to scale. Using pennies
for the teams, he lined them up and
moved them, keeping up with the
team’s locations, yards gained, yard

Moving the penny “teams”
around like a chess or checkers
game, he lived the game, play by
play, becoming as excited as if he
were there.

All of the grandkids and loc”)
in-laws knew about his penny
board and liked to come over to
“see” the games with him. When
he closed his household at age 91
to come here to be with us, one of
the questions was “who is going to
get Herbie’s football board?” v

Although he had to give up
following the Brownwood Lions,
Sunday afternoon and Monday
nights were still set aside for
watching pro football. The
Cowboys were his unquestioned
favorites, he cheered for them,
coached them and critiqued tt,
umpire’s decisions even though he
couldn’t hear most of the
announcer’s comments. It was a
game just to see him so lost in the
joy that only a true football fan can
experience.

Thinking of Dad’s late hfe
interest and love of the sport and
Minnie Hearn’s continued love of
the Cowboys, makes me think
we’d all be lucky to find something
so absorbing and stimulating to us
when we get their age. I'm
working on it. However, as Minni¢
said last week, “If the Cowboys
don’t improve I just may have to
quit watching them.” It seems that
even the most loyal of fans still
want to be associated with a
winner.

Austin, academic
standards in Texas make the grade.
According to a Fordham Foundation
report titled “The State of State
Standards™, Texas ranked first in
the nation among states that have
written academic standards in five
major subject areas; geography,
history, English, mathematics, and
science.

When states with partially
completed standards are considered,
only Arizona outranked Texas.
Arizona has completed standards in
only three of the five subject areas.
California, which has completed
four, tied with Texas for.second.

Of the 50 states and the District
of Columbia, only Texas, Arizona
and California scored a B overall.

*Texas’ lowest ranking came on
its science standards, scoring a C.
Six states scored A’s, and seven
scored B’s.

Based in Washington D. C,, the
Fordham Foundation sponsors
research, publication, and action
projects in education reform at the
national level, with its major focus
being on the renewal of elementary
and secondary education.

Texas developed the draft of its
academic standards, Texas Essential
Knowledge and Skills (TEKS), over
the course of 1995 and 1996.

The review processes included
distribution to all campuses and
school districts, publication on the
world web, and public outreach by
regional education service centers
through town meetings and public
hearings. The State Board of
Education (SBOE) adopted the
TEKS “n July, 1991..

Emergency haying
on CRP continues

Emergency haying on
Conservation Reserve Program
(CRP) acreage will be continued
through Sept. 15 in all Texas
counties approved for emergency
haying, according to Congressman
Charlie Stenholm.

“Because soil moisture
continues to be in short supply in
many parts of Texas, I urged
Secretary Glickman to extend the
period for haying on CRP acres,”
said Stenholm. “With cattle herds
continuing to be culled in record
numbers, even limited relief such
as this is helpful until Congress
takes further action.”

Producers within approved
counties must request approval to
hay eligible acreage and must
obtain a modified conservation plan
to include haying requirements.
Participants must leave at least
50% of each field unhayed.
