City offers
abandoned
railroad for
highway bypass

Highlighting the agenda of the
Haskell City Council meeting
Mon., Dec. 14, was the adoption of
a resolution by the City of Haskell
requesting the Texas Department of
Transportation to construct a four-
lane highway following the
abandoned railroad right-of-way in
the city limits, and to provide
funding for the purchase of the
necessary right-of-way. As required
by law, the meeting was open to
the public.

In the resolution it was pointed -
out that since the City of Haskell
has suffered in its ability to attract
commerce and industry due to
insufficient highway connection, -
there exists a need to provide a
highway which would provide
enhanced opportunities for

attracting both visitor and trade
traffic and economic development.

A four-lane highway with
uninterrupted traffic movement
following the railroad' right-of-way
could significantly reduce the travel
time between Abilene and
Oklahoma City, a corridor subject
to approximately one million
trucks per year. This could also
greatly help the safety factor for
movers of freight, visitor and local
traffic along the corridor.

Citing the fact that there is
general support for such a highway
by the Haskell City Council and
others along the corridor, the city
is requesting the Texas Department
of Transportation to conduct an
alignment study to consider the
abandoned railroad right-of-way

Also requested in the resolution
is sufficient funding by the Texas
Transportation Commission to
enable the Texas Department of
Transportation to purchase
additional land for use as right-of-
way which would consider the
future expansion of the corridor as
future need might dictate.

After adoption of the resolution
at the open meeting, the Council
retired for an executive session to
considér the matter of Government
Code 551.071 consultation with an
attorney on the status of the
Therwanger lawsuit.

WHO SHOULD OWN YOUR

If you transfer an existing policy to
atrust or an individual, the proceeds will still be included in your taxable
estate if the transfer has taken place within three years prior to your
death. Depending on the value of the policy and other factors, the
transfer may escape gift tax (and the generation skipping tax). Future
increases in the value of the policy will not be subject to estate tax.

The drawback to transferring ownership of your life insurance policy
is that you no longer have control over the policy, including the ability
to change beneficiaries.

AUSTIN — Texas Insurance
Commissioner Elton Bomer last
week ordered cuts averaging 5.5
percent to the private-passenger
auto insurance benchmark rate.

The cuts are to take effect Feb.
15

Drivers carrying only liability
insurance also will see cuts aver-
aging 7.8 percent, Bomer said.

Bomer’s action follows a 5 per-
cent benchmark rate cut he or-
dered last January. At the time, he
urged companies to file lower
rates. Major companies in the per-
sonal auto insurance market re-
sponded by reducing rates 7 per-
cent on average.

Insurance company claim
payouts continue to lag behind
premium collections because of
tort reform, safer cars, less
drunken driving and other factors,
Bomer said.

“We need to close this gap so
that consumers don’t pay too
much for their car insurance. All
the evidence justifies a substantial
rate reduction that still should
leave the companies a fair profit
on their Texas business,” he said.

The rate changes apply only to
drivers insured by rate-regulated
insurance companies that cover

about 75 percent of the drivers in
Texas.

Bomer did not order changes to
rates for commercial auto insur-
- ance, following a recommendation
by administrative law judges.

Minorities, Poor Pay More

Where a driver lives may have
a bearing on how much he must
pay to get behind the wheel with
suitable insurance coverage in
Texas, a new study shows.

State Rep. Lon Burnam, D-Fort
Worth, last week told the Austin
American-Statesman that data col-
lected in the first quarter of 1998
by the House Insurance Commit-
tee show that “many lower-cost,
standard insurers appear to sys-
tematically deny coverage to con-
sumers who live in poor and mi-
nority areas.”

Only 49.7 percent of drivers are
insured by less-costly, rate-regu-
lated lines of insurance if they live
in areas where the minority popu-
lation is 85 percent or greater.

In 1997, rate-regulated premi-
ums in Texas averaged $800 a
year, while non-regulated premi-
ums averaged $1,300 a year, the
study said.

Welfare Rolls Have Shrunk .

A study released last week by
the Texas Department of Human.

services gives a first look at the
impact of the 1995 welfare reform
law.

More than two-thirds of adults
pushed off welfare rolls found
work; those workers were paid an
average of $6.28 an hour; and most
of them found jobs in the food ser-
vice, clerical, retail sales or health-
care fields, the study shows.

The average annual salary of
the respondents was slightly more
than $11,000. The figure the fed-
eral government uses to mark the
poverty level for a family of three
is $13,650.

Since 1994, state welfare rolls
have dropped by nearly 400,000
recipients, and over the same pe-
riod, food stamp rolls have
dropped by 1.3 million recipients,
the study said.

Work requirements and time
limits on Texas welfare benefits
took effect in 1996. Work or job
training is mandated for most
people between ages 18 and 59.

Scholarship Hike Proposed

State Rep. Henry Cuellar, D-
Laredo, last week filed legislation
that would give Texas high school
students access to $250 million
more in financial aid for college.

Student loan and grant pro-
grams presently total-about $156
million.

Under Cuellar’s proposal, an
applicant’s family’s annual in-
come would have to total less than
$75,000, among other criteria.

Teacher Reward Plan Proposed

Education Commissioner-Mike
Moses, in response to a legislative
directive, last week announced a
teacher pay-for-performance pro-
gram that will reward teachers for
gains in student performance.

Every year, cash awards of
$750 per person would go to 25
percent of the state’s educators,
under the commissioner’s pro-
posal.

Rewards would go to all teach-
ers at campuses that-have shown
significant improvement in stu-
dent performance, as measured by
the state education agency’s Aca-
demic Excellence Indicator Sys-
tem. ;

My mother, Lennie Wiseman,
spoke .often of her childhood
[friendship with Yettie Cummings,
mother of Martha Meadors of
Haskell. This is one of the stories
she shared with me about growing
up in Bell County.

Lennie’s Christmas Present

Lennie was disappointed and
mad. She didn’t answer when
Mama came in to blow out the
lamp and tell her and Annie “good
night.” After what Mama told her
that afternoon she didn’t expect to
sleep the rest of the night, or
maybe even the rest of her life.
Pulling the quilts over her head she
hoped Annie wouldn’t hear her cry.

She’d been excited all day at
-school knowing that Mama and
Papa were going to Belton to vote
for William Howard Taft for
President of the United States and
to sell the last bale of cotton to
buy all of the kids their Christmas
present. Every year she and Annie
each got a beautiful doll; Mama
was good at finding the very
prettiest ones.

That day, when they got in from

school and unharnessed old Maud
from the buggy, Annie gathered

eggs and the boys picked up .

kindling wood. As Lennie sliced
the ham Papa brought in from the
smoke house, Mama dropped the
salty, pink slices into the cast iron
skillet, where they turned deep red
in the hot lard. “Oh, Lennie,” she

~ whispered secretively, “let me

show you what we bought for the
little ones.”

Everything was hidden in the
big wooden quilt box in the shed-
room just off the kitchen.
Unfolding the tissue paper in a big
box, Mama said, “This is for
Annie.”

Lennie caught her breath at the
sight of the most gorgeous doll
she’d ever seen. It had long black
curls tied with rosettes of blue
satin ribbons, and a blue silk dress
with lace inserts. “You’re thirteen
now. Lennie. I knew you wouldn’t

Mama let her see the other kids’
gifts. She wished she hadn’t seen
them. Every year, during the long,
cold days after Christmas, she and
Annie sat on the warm stones of
the big fireplace hearth making
new clothes for their new dolls.
“This year I won’t have anything
good to do while Annie plays with
her doll,” she thought, watching
Mama re-hide the gifts.

Awake in the dark bedroom,
watching the squares of moonlight
moving on the walls and ceiling,
she thought of the long black curls
and blue silk dress of Annie’s doll.

“Oh, Lennie, guess what I'm

“asking for Christmas this year,”

Yettie whispered. (Lennie expected
it would be the most special doll in
the world; Dr. Cummings could
well afford it.) “I’'m asking for a
lavaliere on a gold chain,” Yettie
continued, “and I'm going to open
the package at the school
Christmas tree program Friday
night.”

Lennie’s heart sank all the way
to the tips of her brown brogans
when Yettie said, “What are you
asking for, Lennie?”

Before she could think of an
answer, Yettie whispered again.
“Look over there at the seventh and
eighth grade boys. Have you
noticed how Lloyd and Davis keep
looking at us?” Lennie hadn’t
noticed before, but Yettie was

right; the boys were looking. For
the rest of the afternoon it was
delicious fun to keep glancing back
at them and giggling about it with
Yettie.

Friday morning Davis dropped a
tightly wadded note on her desk as
he went to the blackboard to recite.
He wrote, “Lennie, will you let
met sit by you at the program
tonight?” Down on the corner of
the note he’d drawn a little heart.

Suddenly, Lennie’s worry about
not getting a doll changed to worry
‘that Mama and Papa may have
gone back to town and exchanged
her gift (whatever it was) for a doll
like Annie’s.

The thought of sitting next to
Davis at the Christmas tree
program, unwrapping a doll, while

her very best friend, Yettie
Cummings unwrapped a grown-up
lavaliere on a gold chain, made her
sick to her stomach. She wished
she didn’t have to go to the
program, but everyone always
went—it was the social highlight of
the season—and besides, Davis
wanted to sit by her.

That evening, riding across the
valley with the family, she eyed
the boxes and sacks of presents
bouncing in the front of the
wagon. Along with the feeling of
dread for the time to come to open
the presents, she was aware of a
strange, new feeling of anticipation
and excitement at being near Davis.
“If Mama gives me a doll I’ll just
die,” she thought.

When the gifts were handed out
Annie opened her doll box amid
“oohs and aahs” from the younger
girls.

With shaking fingers Lennie
finally opened her big box. When
she brought out a dainty little
lavaliere, she felt such relief and
unbelief she thought she might
just faint. It was the most beautiful
Christmas gift she’d ever seen. The
rest of the evening seemed to go by
like a magic time.

Riding home in the back of the
wagon after the program, the little
ones were rolled up asleep in the
quilts. But Lennie was wide awake,
reliving the events of the night.

Breathless with her new-found
awareness and wonder of growing
up, Lennie felt new love for her
Mama for recognizing it in her
before she herself knew it was
time.
