bring to town 35 to 50 antique 
tractors belonging to collectors from 
a wide area, with one collector 
bringing in eleven tractors.

Including a lunch served and door 
prizes, activities during the open 
house from 10:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m., 
will also feature an antique tractor 
parade, planned around the five acre 
facility.

277. selling tractors and 
stocking a large inventory of farming 
and ranching equipment.

When it became apparent that it 
was getting harder and harder to 
make a living in the areq from 
farming and ranching, Richardson 
said they knew that if they were to 
continue to serve the people of 
Haskell County and surrounding 
counties, they were going to have to 
diversify.

In 1992 they put in True-Value 
Hardware, combining it with the 
existing farm equipment business. 
With the downward trend for farming 
increasing, in 1998 they added 
NAPA Auto Parts Store.

The Mystik oil distributorship to 
surrounding area towns and farms 
was added, serving both retail and 
wholesale. The ACCO line ol feeds 
was also added.

Continuing to change with the 
changing times and situations, 
through the last 38 years the firm has 
expanded the paint department to 
serve both individual and 
commercial needs, and has 
diversified with wider lines including 
bicycles, small kitchen appliances, 
yard benches and even rocking 
chairs.

Through maintaining their same 
store hours, including open on 
Saturdays, one of their busiest days, 
the business that began as a truck and 
tractor place has become a "one- 
stop” place for supplying the 
hardware, plumbing, auto parts and 
decorating needs of home owners, 
farmers and ranchers from a wide 
area as far away as Benjamin. 
Richardson said.

The firm currently employs nine 
people, including general manager. 
Carl Milburn who has been there 
fourteen years. Son Gil was with him 
seventeen years and son Clark nine 
years, before each moved on to 
choose other oceupations. Both sons 
added insight to the operation. 
Richardson said.

With the business expanding and 
pulling in a wider, diversified range 
of customers from a wider area, 
optimistic Richardson says he fully 
expects within the next eighteen 
months to need to move the fences 
further out around the facility to 
make more parking space.

Appreciative of the support of 
Haskell and surrounding counties, 
Richardson expressed pleasure in the 
fact that the business is now serving 
3rd and 4th generation customers.

“People now come here fully ex­
pecting us to have what they need,” 
he said. “And when they come here 
to shop with us, it helps the whole 
town.”

Having a hard time trying to 
establish the Farmal equipment 
business on a shoestring after coming 
to Haskell, Richardson said that he’s 
had a lot of bumps along the way. 
He added, however, that he has been 
richly blest, along with a lot of luck

“With the grace of God, my sons, 
Carl Milburn, Paul Sorrells, a terrific 
staff both past and present, good 
customers and friends, 1 feel we have 
been successful.” he said.

Somehow it seems appropiate that 
the extensive Haskell store that has 
evolved from the truck and tractor 
supply place of thirty-eight years 
ago, would honor its beginning roots 
with an antique tractor show and 
parade. After all. even though our 
world and our economy have 
changed, those tractors plowed the 
way for most oi' us to be here.

At an April 11 joint meeting of 
Haskell organizations, including 
Rotary, Lions. Kiwanis, Progressive 
Study Club and Garden Club 
members, plans for the proposed 
U. S. Highway 277 bypass were 
explained by representatives of Texas 
Department of Transportation 
(TxDOT).

Blair Haynie, Project Engineer 
and Director of TxDOT 
Transportation Planning and 
Development, gave an overview of 
the cash forecast and balance target 
of the State Highway Fund #006. 
explaining the system of allocations 
and distribution of projects.

Haynie said that with an annual 
$3 million budget, the highway 
department state-wide is planning for 
more construction to increase the 
mobility and safety for the people of 
Texas. Monitored daily, budgeting 
and plans for these remain flexible. 
In trying to get the most ‘'bang for

their (federal-fund) bucks,” Haynie 
said some projects are necessarily 
delayed. Some state-only funded 
projects have been curtailed.

The bypass, which will extend 
from US 277 North of Haskell 
rejoining US 277 on the South, will 
relocate the existing highway to a 4- 
lane divided facility. Estimated cost 
is $ 11.6()().000, with 80 percent 
coming from federal funding and 20 
percent from state funding

Haynie said that the proeess of 
acquisition of property for the bypass 
will begin in January 2003. 
Surveying work is continuing. 
Approximately two years will be 
spent in the dirt work. The estimated 
date for letting the construction 
contract is 2(X)5, with 2008 set as the 
estimated completion date.

Also attending the meeting were 
TxDOT representatives Joe Higgins, 
Hamlin Area Engineer, and Tommy 
Jones. Right-of-way Administrator.

Texas still has two mainstream 
political parties, but this year 
“team” is being used in campaign 
rhetoric more often than “party.” 
Everyone seems interested in 
being a team player.

Former Dallas mayor Ron 
Kirk’s victory over school teacher 
and perennial candidate Victor 
Morales in the Democratic pri­
mary locks up the players in what 
Texas Democrats have been call­
ing their “Dream Team.”

With a prominent black in the 
U.S. Senate race, a Hispanic run­
ning for governor and an Anglo 
running for lieutenant governor, 
Texas’ traditional party has the 
three largest segments of the 
state’s population on the ballot. 
That, to their thinking, gives them 
a great opportunity to gamer votes 
from all sections of the state.

Kirk got 59.7 percent of the 
vote to 40 percent for Morales.

He, and the party, also got a 
pretty good scare. One poll actual­
ly had Morales favored to win. 
And though that did not happen.

Morales did not do too badly 
for someone with zero political 
experience, other than having had 
his name on the ballot before.

Now that that intramural 
unpleasantness is over with. 
Democrats hope their “Dream 
Team” will get all Texas voters 
interested in the fall election.

But the day after the mnoff last 
week^^Republican senatorial can­
didate and current state Attorney 
General John Comyn also was 
using the “T” word.

If elected, Cornyn said, he 
would be on President George W. 
Bush’s team.

Kirk, on the other hand, would 
be on Senate Majority Leader 
Tom Daschle’s team if he were to 
become the Senate’s only minori­
ty member.

Daschle, Cornyn charged, 
“Wakes up every morning trying 
to figure out new ways to fmstrate 
President Bush’s agenda for the

America people.”
Hearing of Comyn’s remarks, 

Kirk quickly invoked another 
team concept.

“If that’s the way he frames it,” 
he told the Austin American- 
Statesman, “this is going to be 
exciting because I think this is a 
race about who is going to be on 
Team Texas.”

Both candidates probably wish 
they could recmit more members
to yet another team: People who 
vote. Of the state’s 12 million reg­
istered voters, fewer than 2 mil­
lion bothered to vote April 9.

Valley gets two Senators...
Voters who took time to go to 

the polls April 9 changed the 
South Texas political power struc­
ture, electing Rep. Juan “Chuy” 
Hinojosa to the open District 20 
state Senate seat.

Hinojosa defeated Corpus 
Christi attorney and business­
woman Barbara Canales-Black in 
a hot race even by South Texas 
standards. In doing so, he gar­
nered 55.6 percent of the vote.

When he’s sworn in, Hinojosa 
will join Brownsville incumbent 
Sen. Eddie Lucio, also a 
Democrat, in representing the Rio 
Grande Valley.
Name recognition isn’t everything

CUT YOUR TAXES WITH 
THIS BUSINESS TAX BREAK

When you buy machinery, equipment or furniluie for your busi­
ness, you can write off or depreciate the cost over the useful life of 
the asset. For example, you can write off office furnilurc over an 
assumed seven-year life, or a new computer o.ver five years. How­
ever, you may be able lo lake advantage ol' a special lax break that 
allows you to deduct the full cost of a business asset in the year you 
put it into service. The advantage is that you can deduct (he full cost 
immediately against current income rather than expensing it over 
several years as depreciation.

The so-called Section 179 deduction allows you to take an 
immediate deduction for up to $24,000 of business assets in the year 
you start to use them in your business. There are some limits, 
however. For every dollar your purchases exceed $200,000. you 
must reduce your deduction by one dollar. Once your purchases 
exceed $224,000. you can't lake the expensing deduction at all. A'ou 
would then have lo lake the standard depreciation for all yoiircurrenl 
year purchases.

The deduction is also limited lo the amount of \ our taxable income 
for the year, although unused amounts can he cairied forxvard lo 
future years. Not all properly qualifies for the expensing deduction. 
For example, you can't lake the deduction for real estate or invest­
ment property (such as nexv appliances for your renfal properly).

It doesn't always pay to take the .Si'clion 1 79 expensing deduction. 
If you are making only a small profit this year and you expect your 
business will be more profitable in future years, you may he bettcroff 
depreciating your business assets. That x\ ay you can use the cost ol' 
these assets to offset income in years when you might be in a higher 
lax bracket.

In 1997 they designed and 
established their own business, 
“Rattlesnake Racing,” and started the 
Rock. I^oll and Rattlesnake 
adventure race on their rugged West 
Texas ranch.

vSinee hosting their first local 
adventure race, they now host six 
other such races.

Through the expanding business, 
McTasney developed contacts that 
eventually landed him a place on the 
4-member AdventureTeam.com 
team, one of 64 teams competing in 
the Eco-challenge held in New 
Zealand last year. Because of a 
previous commitment to Rattlesnake 
Racing, Morales was not able to fill 
the mandatory female member

position on theAdventureTeam.com 
team.

The Eco-chalicngc was founded 
in 1992 by the creator and producer 
of the reality TV show. Survivor. 
Much like the Rock, Roll and 
Rattlesnake Challenge race in 
Haskell, the Eco-challenge is a multi­
sport competition focusing on hiking, 
river rafting, horseback riding, 
mountaineering, fixed ropes, 
kayaking and navigational skills.

Gaining in national notoriety, the 
local adventure race has not only 
added diversification to the ranch 
operation, but also brought 
community benefit from the tourist 
traffic of 60 participants, plus 
spectators coming from a wide area 
including Texas, New Mexico,

Oklahoma and Virginia.
W ith the drough t b ring ing  

unproductive years to farming and 
ranching, creating an economical 
challenge for the community. Haskell 
native M orales said she believes 
promoting this area as a superb place 
lor outdoor recreation is a "healthy 
way for Haskell to support itself and 
create a positive economy."
