Nanny of Haskell is $250,000.

Nanny has recently been 
approved for a life-saving liver 
transplant. Although medical 
insurance will pay for the surgery, 
he will likely incur expenses of over 
$ 10,000 dollars each year for the rest 
of his life for medication and medical 
necessities.

In lieu of a costly “fundraising 
event” his family is asking his friends 
and neighbors to participate in a 
“non-event fundraiser” by making a 
contribution on his behalf to the 
American Liver Foundation. All 
funds donated to his account will go 
directly to paying for these and other 
expenses.

Nanny, 40, has been waiting to be 
approved for a transplant and the 
uncertainty of waiting has been very 
difficult for him and his family. 
Although he is looking forward to 
receiving his liver transplant, he has 
the new concern of how to pay his 
medical expenses. He hopes that his 
friends and supporters within the 
community will be able to assist him 
in raising funds.

He has been married to his wife, 
Lisa, for fifteen years. They have two 
grown children. Trey and Amber; a 
son, Austin, age 10; and two 
grandchildren. He is desperately 
seeking donations, which will help 
him gain the opportunity to see his 
son and his two grandchildren grow 
up. Living in Haskell for 17 years, 
he is employed by Nanny Plumbing. 
At this stage of his illness he is 
unable to work.

His parents are Joel and Betsy 
Nanny of Haskell and Charlotte and

Vem Foreman of Odessa. He is the 
nephew of Jean and Hy Richards and 
the grandson of Lois Redwine, all of 
Haskell.

Six  arrests m ade for thefts
of anhydrous am m onia

Haskell County Sheriff David 
Halliburton has reported that a total 
of six arrests were made in June for 
thefts of anhydrous ammonia.

Chief Deputy Winston Stephens 
caught two subjects in the area of the 
Baker farms and charged them with 
possession of criminal instruments. 
A male and a female were taken into 
custody.

A few days later. Chief Deputy 
Stephens watched a vehicle go to the 
Baker farms and leave. After a short 
chase, and with backup from Knox 
County, Knox City Police Dept., 
Munday Police Dept., Officer 
Mathew Cunningham and Sheriff 
Halliburton, one male and one female 
were taken into custody for 
possession of a certain chemical with 
intent to manufacture.

A few nights later. Sheriff 
Halliburton and Chief Deputy 
Stephens observed a vehicle in the 
area of the McGuire farms. As the 
vehicle left. Deputy Stephens 
attempted to stop it, and after a short 
chase, two male subjects were taken 
into custody for possession of a 
certain chemical to manufacture. All 
of these defendants were from out of 
the county; four from Taylor County 
and two from Clay County.

On the night of July 13, Officers 
Bill Glass, and Cunningham, Deputy 
Joe Aleman and Sheriff Halliburton 
ran a search warrant on a residence 
in Haskell. This resulted in taking 
two females into custody for 
possession of drug paraphernalia, 
possession of methamphetamine and 
marijuana. These two subjects were

transported to Haskell County Jail.
In the early morning hours of July 

14, another search warrant was run 
on another residence in Haskell by 
Officers Glass and Cunningham, 
Deputies Stephens and Aleman, 
Sheriff Halliburton and Constable 
Kim Bassett. Two defendants were 
taken into custody, one male, one 
female. They were charged with 
possession of crack cocaine in a drug 
free zone.

Sheriff Halliburton again thanked 
the concerned citizens of Haskell 
County for their help. In the last two 
months, several defendants have pled 
guilty and been sentenced to jail time. 
Some have been put on probation. 
Those who got jail time have been 
sent to the Texas Department of 
Corrections to serve theif lime.

New road pitch targets 
Fort Hood

AUSTIN-Texas has made a pitch 
to the Defense Department offering 
to come up with $20 million for 
highway improvements on roadways 
connecting with Fort Hood if the 
military houses more troops at the 
Central Texas Army post.

The thinking is that Fort Hood 
easily could absorb any troops 
withdrawn from overseas posts. The 
same theory holds for Fort Bliss at 
El Paso, which has plenty of space 
for additional troops.

A San Antonio task force has 
made a pitch in Washington for 
Congress to delay a planned round 
of military base closures until 2007.

The two-year postponement 
effort will be hashed out in a joint 
conference committee.

While a delay still seems iffy, 
both Texas senators have called for 
the Defense Department to consider 
U.S. facilities in foreign countries 
before looking at domestic 
installations.

Since 1988, the military has shut 
down 97 bases in the U.S. The 
current planned 2005 round of cuts 
could exceed that number.

In fact. Secretary of Defense 
Donald Rumsfeld has said he wants 
a 24 percent reduction in U.S. 
m ilitary infrastructure. If that 
happens, he has said, by 2011, when 
all the closures would be complete, 
the nation would realize $8 billion a 
year in savings.

Wherefore wi-fi...
Texans have a growing number of 

places across the state where they 
can take advantage of free wireless 
Internet access and view e-mail, 
check the weather, hear downtown 
music or just surf the Net.

In Austin, the Capitol is a wi-fi 
area. In Northwest Texas, two safety 
rest areas operated by the Texas 
Department of Transportation have 
free wireless Internet service.

And TxDOT is currently 
reviewing proposals from several

companies who have submitted plans 
to provide free wireless Internet 
access at all of the department's 84 
safety rest areas across the state. In 
addition, the service will be available 
at the state's 12 travel information 
centers.

Summer TAKS grades improve
Passing rates on the third-grade 

state reading test continued to climb 
with about 97 percent of students 
mastering the English version of the 
test by their third attempt.

About 94 percent of the students 
who took the Texas Assessment of 
Knowledge and Skills (TAKS) 
reading test in Spanish also passed.

The most recent test was given on 
June 29.

Beginning with the 2004-05 
school year, fifth-grade students must 
pass both the reading and math TAKS 
test in order to be promoted to sixth 
grade.

Poll gives Gov. 40% approval
If Gov. Rick Perry and 

Comptroller Carole Keeton Strayhom 
were running for governor this week, 
Strayhom could make an interesting 
claim: She is less disliked by voters 
than he is.

Poll numbers in Austin show 40 
percent of Texans think the incumbent 
governor is doing a good job while 
35.1 percent think just the opposite.

For Strayhom, Perry's 
unannounced but likely opponent, the 
numbers were 40.6 percent positive 
and 11.9 percent negative.

The gubernatorial election, of 
course, is not until spring 2006.

Some other numbers released last 
week are arguably much more 
important: The governor’s campaign, 
Texans for Rick Perry, reported $3.2 
million in campaign contributions for 
the first half of the year. That raised 
the size of his campaign war chest to 
$5.1 million.

Strayhom reported $1.17 million 
in campaign donations during the first 
six months of the year for a total $3.6 
million available for whatever her 
future political intentions are.

G ard en  checklist for Ju ly  and  A ugust

•Caladiums require plenty of 

water at this time of year if they are 
to remain lush and active until fall. 
Fertilize with 21-0-0 at the rate of 
one-third to one-half pound per 100 
square feet of bed area, and water 
thoroughly.

•Prune out dead or diseased wood 
from trees and shrubs. Hold off on 
major pruning from now until 
midwinter. Severe pruning at this

time will only stimulate tender new 
growth prior to frost.

•Sow seeds of snapdragons, 
dianthus, pansies, calendulas and 
othercool-season flowers in flats, or 
in well-prepared areas of the garden, 
for planting outside during mid-to- 
late fall.

•Plant bluebonnet and other spring 
wildflowers. They must germinate in 
late summer or early fall, develop 
good root systems, and be ready to 
grow in spring when the weather
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warms. Plant seed in well-prepared 
soil, one-half inch deep, and water 
thoroughly. Picking flowers 
frequently encourages most annuals 
and perennials to flower even more 
abundantly.

•It is time to divide spring­
flowering perennials, such as iris, 
Shasta daisy, oxeye, gaillardia, 
cannas, day lilies, violets, liriope, and 
ajuga.

•Make your selections and place 
orders for spring-flowering bulbs 
now so that they will arrive in time 
for planting in October and 
November.

•Don’t allow plants with green 
fruit or berries to suffer from lack of 
moisture.

•A late-summer pruning of 
rosebushes can be beneficial. Prune

out dead canes and any weak, brushy 
growth. Cut back tall, vigorous 
bushes to about 30 inches. After 
pruning, apply fertilizer, and water 
thoroughly.. If a preventive disease- 
control program has been 
maintained, your rose bushes should 
be ready to provide an excellent crop 
of flowers this fall.

•It is not too late to set out another 
planting of many warm-season 
annuals, such as marigolds, zinnias, 
and periwinkles.

They will require extra attention 
for the first few weeks, but should 
provide you with color during late 
September, October and November.

•Establish a new compost pile to 
accommodate the fall leaf 
accumulation.

Texas Comptroller Carole Keeton 
Strayhorn recently said the state 
received $1.18 billion in sales tax 
revenue in June, up 4.1 percent 
compared to June 2003, and marking 
10 consecutive months of sales tax 
growth. So far in fiscal year 2004, 
state sales tax revenue is up 7.7 
percent compared to the same point 
in fiscal year 2003.

Strayhorn delivered $315.6 
million in July sales tax allocations 
to cities, counties and other local 
taxing entities, up 3.2 percent 
compared to last July. So far this 
calendar year, sales tax allocations to 
local governments are running 7.7 
percent higher than last years.

Comptroller Strayhorn sent July 
sales tax allocations of $214 million 
to Texas cities, up 2.7 percent 
compared to July 2003. Calendar 
year-to-date, city sales tax allocations 
are up 8 percent compared to the 
same period last year. Texas counties 
received sales tax payments of $18.8 
million, up 0.9 percent compared to 
last July. Calendar year-to-date, 
county sales tax allocations are 6.8 
percent higher than last year.

June state sales tax collections and 
July sales tax allocations to local 
governments mostly represent sales 
that occurred in May.

SHOULD YOUR B U SIN ESS O P ER A T E A S AN L L C ?
You’ve beaten the odds. Your business has succeeded and your

Limited liability companies (LLCs) offer a flexible alternative to 
partnership and corporate legal forms. While partnerships provide a 
seamless pass-through of income and losses to partners, they offer little 
protection of personal assets from creditors. Corporations, on the other 
hand, provide asset protections, but income can be taxed at both the 
corporate and individual levels. LLCs make available the best of both 
worlds: asset protection with pass-through of income and losses direct 
to the owners.

Weathers Whys
Long Range Forecasting

Q: How accurate is long-range 
weather forecasting?

A: Weather forecasting has been 
around longer than you might 
imagine, says Kelsey Curtiss of Texas 
A&M University. “The U.S. 
government started weather 
forecasting in the 1870s when 
Congress established a National 
Weather Service,” says Curtiss. “It 
was aimed primarily for military 
uses. The National Oceanic and 
Atmospheric Administration 
(NOAA) was established in 1970 and 
had under it a number of agencies, 
among them the National Weather 
Service. But the goal was still the 
same-trying to give an accurate 
prediction of weather forecasting. 
Weather forecasting is done to cover 
long ranges, such as a year or more, 
or sometimes a season, such as 
summer, or the kind we are most 
familiar with, the 4- or 5-day

forecast. Meteorologists use various 
charts based on air currents, fronts, 
satellite images and other data to 
make their forecasts.”

Q: So are these forecasts on 
target?

A: The answer is usually yes, says 
Curtiss. “On forecasts of within the 
next 24 hours, forecasts are usually 
very accurate. Forecasts made 
between 1-3 days are usually fairly 
good. But beyond 7 days or so, the 
accuracy rate tends to slip because 
factors that make up a forecast tend 
to change. So the shorter the time 
period, the more accurate the 
forecast. It’s interesting to note that 
The Old Farmer's Alamanac, one of 
the oldest publications in the country, 
makes up its weather forecasts about 
a year in advance and it claims to 
have an 80 percent accuracy rate. 
They use a ‘secret’ method of weather 
forecasting they say they’ve used for 
over 200 years.”
