"The Chayote"

Recently, I tried a new (to me)
variety of an old friend. Pro-
nounced similarly to coyote,
however, it is not an animal. The
correct pronunciation is (chy--o0'-
-tay); and is a variety of squash.

Mine were purchased at the lo-
cal grocery. It was called to my
attention by Eva Fleming, the
friendly produce lady at Village
Market. Eva and I are both mem-
bers of the Cross Plains Garden
Club.

The versatile chayote comes in
many colors, different sizes and
varieties. They generally weigh
from 1/2 to 1 pound, though 3/4
pounds is the average specimen.
It is grown in many far-flung
lands such as the West Indies,
South and Central America, In-
dia, North Africa, Indonesia,
New Zealand and Australia.
Though the shape, color and ana-
tomical features of the chayote
vary widely, the ones I purchased
were the pale ice-green or apple
green, smooth-skinned one.
These, in my opinion, were
shaped like green tomatoes, with
their tail tucked under. Not the
spiny, stickery variety. While
known by other names in various
locations, both foreign and do-
mestic, on the continent of North
America chayotes are grown har-
vested and used in the cuisine of
Louisiana, Florida and Old
Mexico.

I have more information on the
chayote squash if you like, just
give me a call after 10 am. at
(254) 725-6420. 1 am also plan-

. ning another article or two on the

chayote. It is available sporadi-
cally throughout the year. In the
meantime, here is the recipe I
went by.

Gratin of Chayotes and Potatoes

1 1/4 Ibs. chayotes (2 medium)
peeled and 1 1/4 1bs. potatoes, cut
both in to 1/2 inch cubes. Drop
notatoes into boiling slated water.
Boil about 2 minutes, until 1/2
cooked. Add chayotes and boil
about 3 to 4 minutes or longer,
unti! tender, then drain. Add 4
tablespoons butter, 1/4 cup shal-
lots or sweet onion, 2 1/2 table-
spoons flour, 1 medium red bell
pepper (chopped fine), 1 1/4 cup
milk, 1/2 cup heavy cream or
whipping cream, 3/4 teaspoon
salt, 3/4 teaspoon nutmeg, white
pepper to taste, 3/4 cup grated
Parmesan or gruyere cheese.

Melt 2 tablespoons butter in
sauce pan over low heat. Stir in
shallots or onion and red bell pep-
per and cook until soft, about 10
minutes. Scoop into dish. Insame
panmeltremaining 2 tablespoons
butter. Add 2 1/2 tablespoons
flour and stir for a minute until
flour is smoothly mixed with but-
ter. Add milk and cream and stir
with whisk over moderate heart,
until mixture boils and thickens.
Lower heat and stir 2 minutes
longer. Return shallots or onions
and peppers to pan with sauce;
add salt, nutmeg, and white pep-
per. Bring to a simmer. Remove
from heat and stir in 1/4 cup
cheese.

Spread potatoes an chayotes in
shallow baking dish of about 8
cup capacity. Add sauce and mix
gently with rubber spatula.
Smooth top and sprinkle evenly
with remaining 1/2 cheese. Cover
with foil. (Can be made ahead,
cooled and refrigerated; bring to
room temperature and add 5-10
minutes to baking time if you do
this.)

Bake in upper level of 350 de-
gree oven until bubbling, about
20 minutes. Remove foil and
bake about 10 to 15 minutes
longer, until lightly browned.
Serve hot.

Instead of the heavy cream, I
just used whole milk in the inter-
est of cutting calories and fat.
Instead of white pepper I used 1
teaspoon of Tabasco Sauce, and I
also cut the amount of cheese in

Supplies of chayote are most
abundant in the winter, but be-
cause they may be shipped from
various sources, you can find
them year round, unpredictably.
Look for very firm unblemished
chayotes. Lightly wrapped and
refrigerated, they store for
weeks—even up to a month.
Chayoteisalso very good stuffed.

.InLatin America the vegetable is

most commonly halved and
stuffed, as either the main course
or the dessert, with raisins, nuts,
brown sugar and eggs.

In Jamaica it is the fruit of
"apple pie". Although, stuffing is
traditionally accomplished with-
out peeling the chayote, I prefer to
peel and partly cook the shells,
then bake the stuffed vegetable
until tender. Chayote is also good
in cream soup, steamed and sliced
in light salads, sauted with butter
and herbs, creamed in gratins, or
simply steamed. They blend par-
ticularly well with seafood or
ham, whether in soup, a stir fry, a
casserole or a fried mixture.

Itis certainly worth your efforts
in trying it—such a delicate fla-
vor!!!!

It’s Valentine’s Day. Do you know
where your roses were grown?

With Valentine season upon us, flowers
are crisscrossing the state en route to
unsuspecting girlfriends, husbands and
other lucky recipients, but how many of
these flowers were actually grown in
Texas? As it turns out, probably not
many. Every year, Texans spend about
$234 million on fresh cut flowers and
related products, but 99 percent of the cut
flowers sold in Texas are grown out of
the state.

This is unfortunate considering Texas
flowers are obviously the freshest, having
been picked close to home. Texas flowers
are grown on small farms the old-fash-
ioned way: harvested by hand at the peak
of quality, loaded on to climate-controlled
trucks and personally delivered to
market. In most cases, Texas cut flowers
can be ready for retail sale on the day of
cutting or within 48 hours. Getting to
market faster increases their shelf life,
which is a plus for both retailers and

« recipients.

Texas flowers also have price on their
side. They cost less to transport because
they have fewer miles to travel, while
prices for international and domestic
imports reflect shipping costs including
packing, freight and customs fees. Texas
is also no lightweight when it comes t
selection; growers here offer more than
77 different types of commercial cut
flowers, including sunflowers, Gerbera
daisies, alstroemeria, iris and delphini-
um. This is the season for romance —
why not fall in love with Texas flowers?

Habitat
of the
Bobwhite
Quail

This summer I attended a camp
called I attended a camp called
the Bobwhite Brigade. Thiscamp
was designed to help teach the
young people of today about the
conservation of the Bobwhite
quail. Conservation can be com-
plicated if you do not know what
the quail actually needs.

The Bobwhite quail is a very
complicated animal in itself. It
has to have just the right amount
of food, water and cover. If one of
these three is not just right, which
is called the limiting factor, then
the quail will not subside there.

When you mention brush man-
agement, what comes to your
mind? Now that I've been to the
Bobwhite brigade five things
come to mind: physical manage-
ment, chemical management,
biological management, pre-
scribed burning and brush sculpt-
ing. '

Physical Management can be an
assortment of things, such as
roller-chopping, using a bull-
dozer to grub, or root-plowing.

Chemical Management can be
any use of a sprayer and a chemi-
cal harmful to the plant species
you are trying to rid your land of.

Biological Management is su-
ing aliving thing, such as goats or
cattle, to improve your habitat for
quail.

Prescribed burning is a con-
trolled burn that helps germinate
plants that are good for quail,
while it also can control some of
the undesirable brush.

Brush sculpting can be physi-
cal, chemical or biological man-
agement. Brush sculpting is tak-
ing these tools and using them to
make strips of brush in between
strips of land. This helps in the
fact that the quail do not have to
travel so far to get from one
brushy area to another.

We also learned how to do a
Habitat Evaluation. We learned
how to tell if there were the right
amounts of all the needed materi-
als on a single plot of land.

I would recommend the Bob-
white Brigade to anyone from the
7th grade to a senior in high
school. I believe that the knowl-
edge gained from this camp can
help keep the quail population in
this area at a higher rate.

ACU p'rofessor sends out call to B-17
air crews in World War Il England

Dr. Vernon Williams, professor
of history at Abilene Christian
University, has announced plans
for a new oral history project to
begin this month focusing on B-
17 crews flying from bases in
England during World War II.

Williams said he hopes to hear
from anyone who served with a
B-17 bomb group in England
during the war.

"This willbe an important study
because we know little about
the life they lived in these small
English farming communities or
the relationships that developed
between the British farm fami-
lies and their new American
neighbors,” Williams said.

Williams plans to spend the
next several years interviewing
these men and examining the
World War Il experiences of the
air Crews, their British hosts and
the sense of community that
held them together from 1942
to 1945.

During World Warll, the United
States established air bases in
East Anglia in England's agri-
cultural region. Throughout the
area, small communities made
way for the construction of the
bases.

"Farm land turned into con-
crete, Nissan huts and theimple-
ments of war as American

bomber and fighter groups pre-
pared for operations against
Nazi-hold targets deep inside
Europe," Williams said. "The
sudden appearance of the Eighth
Air Force in rural England, the
rapid growth of the number of
bases over a short time frame,
and the daily struggle for life and
death over the skies of Europe
made for a unique sense of com-
munity in these British villages
and towns."

For his project, Williams asks
that anyone who served in a B-
17 bomb group in England dur-
ing World War ll—including air
crewmen, ground personnel and
medical staff—contact him

"This wil be a monumental
project but one that must be
done now," Williams said. "We
are losing over a thousand World
War Il veterans per day now,
and there is a sense of urgency
about this work to save the his-
tory of these men and women of
World War I1."

AUSTIN—Texas Comptroller
Carole Keeton Strayhorn re-
leased her biennial e-Texas re-
port, outlining savings and ad-
ditional revenue of nearly $3.7
billion, including $1.7 billion in
general revenue funds, for the
next biennium.

“The mandate delivered by the
voters last November demands
that the Legislature mustresolve
this New Year to get a better
handle on how it spends the
taxpayers’ money,” Strayhorn
said. “This year the purse strings
are drawn tight and temptations
must give way to necessities.

“The Legislature dug this hole
for themselves. But with these
recommendations, I’'m handing
them arope. Whether they use it
to start pulling our economy up
or to tie themselves in knots is
their choice.”

Noting that between 1990 and
2001 state spending shot up
more than 131 percent while
population rose by just 23 per-
cent, and having warned for
more than two years that the
upcoming Legislatureis facinga
significant shortfall, Strayhorn
said legislators simply cannot
afford to ignore the 179 recom-
mendations in Limited Govern-
ment Unlimited Possibilities her
e-Texas report.

Application deadline for federal
farm program fast approaching

BAIRD—January 23, 2003 —
Scott Odom, County Executive
Directorforthe Callahan County
Farm Service Agency (FSA)
reminds area farmers and ranch-
ers to make an appointment to
sign-up for the Direct and
Counter-Cyclical Program (DCP)
The deadline to update bases
and yields is April 1, 2003. This
date is outlined in legislation
and no extensions or exceptions
will be made.

“The new farm legislation is
complex in nature’ “ said Odom.
“Maximizing benefits received
from these programs will require
producers to organize and plan
ahead before visiting our offices,”
he said

Odom, commented that sign-
up for DCP is averaging at least
one hour per farm. He encour-
ages producers to avoid pro-
crastinating and offers the fol-
lowing advice for preparing for a
visit to FSA. If a producer is
planning to update bases and
yields, Odom encourages using
the Base and Yield Analyzer
Internet tool available at http://
www.fsa.usda/gov/pas/
farmbill/tools.asp. The analyzer
assists producers in évaluating
a farm’s historic data and en-
ables them to make educated

decisions about their specific
operations.

If electing to update yields,
producers will be required to
provide all production records
for 1998-2000. For cash leased
land, FSA requires a copy of the
lease agreement if available and
proof of lease payment. If no
written lease agreement is pro-
vided, the landowner must sign
for zero shares.

Additionally, producers who
have dropped, added, pur-
chased, sold or otherwise
changed their farming opera-
tion need to be prepared to re-
port these changes to the FSA
office. Also, producers must
certify any 2002 crop plantings
or land use changes not previ-
ously reported

"Gathering all necessary docu-
mentation and arriving at our
office with a general idea of
specific farm program goals, will

-insure accurate program deci-

sions and better use of staff and
customer time," said Odom.

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Texas Senate Week in Review

Austin (Jan 17, 2003)—Texas
Comptroller Carole Keeton
Strayhorn warned Monday that
there will be $7.4 billion fewer
dollars available to the upcom-
ing 78th Legislature. Included in
that number is a $ 1.8 billion
shortfall for this fiscal year 2003
ending August 31. Figuring in
$2.5 billion for teachers health
insurance and Health and Hu-
man Services funding for the
next two years, this leaves the
Legislature with a total shortfall
of $9.9 billion if it wants to meet
the obligations of the remainder
of this fiscal year and complete
a new biennial budget maintain-
ing current programs and obli-
gations. ;

Tuesday, January 14, 2003,
the 31 Texas Senators, accom-
panied by their family and
friends, convened to start the
140-day 78th Regular Session
of the Texas Legislature. On
Thursday, Senator Eddie Lucio,
Jr. of Brownsville was elected
and sworn-in as President Pro-
Tempore. Senator Kenneth
Armbrister of Victoria did his
appointed duty as head of the
committee to notify the Gover-
nor and the House of Represen-
tatives that the Senate is ready
to transact business. The 31
Senators then randomly drew
lots to determine who will serve
a 2-year term and who will serve
for 4 years. Due to redistricting,
this process was necessary to
ensure that there cannot be a
Legislature entirely made up of
Freshmen.

Immediately following the sec-
ond day’s session of the 78th
Legislature, Lieutenant Gover-
nor-Elect David Dewhurst held
a press conference to discuss
the budget situation. He is con-
fident that they will be able to
balance the budget, keep taxes
low, and address other chal-
lenges, such as school finance
reform. He promised not to re-
duce essential services that the
people of Texas need and de-

serve and to provide these ser-
vices more efficiently and eco-
nomically.

Thursday, the Senators passed
Senate Resolution 12, paying
tribute to Dr. Martin Luther King,
Jr. and honored the great civil
rights leader with speeches. of
their own. The Senate will not
hold Session Monday in honor
of the Martin Luther King holi-
day. :

That same day, the Senate
made their way to the House of
Representatives in a Joint Ses-
sion to count the votes cast in
the election for Governor and
Lieutenant Governor and offi-
cially declared Rick Perry and
David Dewhurst the winners of
the election.

Also that day, the Senate
adopted the same permanent
rules from the 77th Legislature
with a few modifications. Bills or
resolutions must be submitted
by 3:00 P.M., an hour earlier
than the previous rules stated, in
order to be placed on the Intent
Calendar. Also, a bill or resolu-
tion cannot be taken up until it
has been posted on the Intent
Calendar fortwo days. Bills may
now come out of committee and
be presented to the Senate as
late as three days before the end
of the Session on June 2nd.
During the last session, that
deadline was 17 days.

Changes were also made to
abolish the Special Committee:
on Redistricting, to add the Com-’
mittee on Government Organi--
zation, the Committee on Infra-
structure Development and Se-

Folic acid a crucial vitamin for
women of childbearing age

AUSTIN—Giving birth to a
healthy baby is a wish all ex-
pectant mothers share. "Having
a healthy baby means making
sure the expectant mother is
healthy," says Ann Latham, reg-
istered licensed dietitian and an
assistant director for the Out-
reach Health Services (OHS)

- Women, Infants and Children

(WIC) program. "Making sure
you get enough folic acid’ espe-
cially before conception and
during the first trimester, is one
of the most important things
you can do to help prevent seri-
ous birth defects in your baby."

Folic acid, sometimes called
folate or vitamin B9, has been
proven to reduce the risk of
babies being born with serious
birth defects. Between the 17th
and 30th days after conception,
aneuraltube develops, and when
it closes it becomes the baby’s
spinal cord, spine, brain and
skull. A birth defect occurs when
the neural tube fails to close
properly, leaving the developing
brain or spinal cord exposed.
The two most common defects
are spinal bifida and anenceph-
aly. Because this development
occurs before most women‘even
realize they are pregnant, all
women of childbearing age
should consume at least 400
micrograms (mcg) of folic acid
every day.

The importance of folic acid
and the different forms a woman
may choose from to make sure
she receives enough in her diet
is the topic of one of the classes
taught this quarter by the Out-
reach Health Services WIC clinic
inyour area. Please callthe clinic
for a class schedule.

Several easy ways are avail-
able for getting enough folic acid:

* Take a vitamin with 400 mcg
of folic acid every day. Both folic
acid pills and multivitamins can
be bought at grocery stores,
pharmacies or discount stores.

e Eat a bowl of a breakfast
cereal that contains 100% of the
daily value of folic acid per serv-
ing.

e Eat a healthy diet that con-
tains lots of fruits and vegetables
and foods fortified with folic acid.
“Enriched” cereal grain prod-
ucts such as pasta, rice. bread,
flour and cereals have been for-
tified with certain amounts of
folic acid. Foods containing
folate include fruits and orange
juice from concentrate; green,

leafy vegetables; and dried beans
and legumes.

"Several WIC-approved foods,
such as peanut butter, orange
juice, cereal and beans, contain
folic acid," Latham says. “You
can get folic acid from foods,
but most women don’t get
enough every day from food
alone. Taking a daily vitamin
that contains 400 micrograms
of folic acid is the easiest way to
be sure your body gets enough
folic add and the best way to
prevent a neural tube defect.”

Since unplanned pregnancies
are quite common, it is impor-
tant for all women of childbear-
ing age to receive enough folic
acid—not just those who are
planning to become pregnant.
According to the Nemours Foun-
dation, a pediatric group that
cares for more than 225,000
children with complex or chronic
medical conditions, doctors and
scientists still are not sure why
folic acid has such a profound
effect on the prevention of neu-
ral tube defects. But they do
know it is crucial in a baby's
development, so any woman
who could become pregnant
should make sure she’s getting
enough folic acid.

WIC is a well respected, feder-
ally funded program that gives
children a healthy start by en-
couraging optimal nutrition dur-
ing the critical stages of devel-
opment. WIC participants have
access to vouchers for healthy
foods, ongoing nutrition educa-
tion classes, and meal planning
assistance, immunizations and
breast-feeding instruction and
support.

Each month Outreach Health
Services offers WIC services to
more than 33,500 clients in 58
Texas counties. Free WIC ser-
vices are available to middle-to
low-income women who are
pregnant, breast-feeding, post-
partum or have an infant and/or
children younger than five years
of age. Income and residency
requirements may apply. For
information on WIC services,
contact the Callahan County
Outreach Health Services WIC
clinic in Clyde located at 605
Hunt Street (915-893-4552) or
visit www.outreachhealth.com.

Flight genes—all the astronauts
have got them. That’s what they
say of each other. It's a space
generation s way of talking about
pioneers.

Imagine being among those
who landed at Plymouth Rock
or Ellis Island. Imagine yourself
walking west beside a conestoga
wagon, or driving cattle north
through Texas, coming upon
rivers with no bridges, and a
destiny on the other side.

These
space shuttle accidents took the
lives of those who traveled with
no guarantees.

Even before the grief is spent,
everyone accepts that space
travel and exploration will con-
tinue. It must, to honor the loss
of so many of America’s Best -
to honor the work they’ve al-
ready done.

Interviews with family mem-
bers reflect support and deep
reserves of strength. In speak-
ing of her son, David M. Brown’s
mother said her son died doing
what he loved. She said the real
tragedy would have been if he
hadn’t been able to go. Those
are pioneer words if ever there
were any.

Each of the Columbia’s seven
crew members had flight genes.
So do all of the former astro-
nauts. John Glenn has flown
into outer space twice. He came
back safely, but even so, suffers
side effects. He is now 81, and
says he would go up again to-
morrow morning if it were pos-
sible.

Hail to the pioneers who have
always gone before us.

“A properly drawn estate plan
may save some farm and ranch
families up to $400,000 in es-
tate taxes, income taxes, and
administrative fees”. This state-
ment made by Wayne A.
Hayenga, Texas Extension
Economist and Attorney, as-
sumes a lot of information: a
married couple who “like each
other” and want to care for each
other, who have property worth
$2 million or more, and want to
pass it on to their children and
grandchildren.

This is an eye opening fact for
many people. In fact, many
people only worry about estate
planning if they hear of a friend’s
“problem” in settling an estate
or paying estate taxes. “But”,
Hayenga continued, “for many
families the estate tax savings
are not as large - if they have
smaller operations. In fact, for
many families, the income tax
savings of a properly prepared
estate plan can be greater than
the estate tax savings.”

Texas-Cooperative Extension
will be presenting four two-day
seminars discussing these com-
plicated tax topics at the follow-
ing locations:

The program is structured to
help people learn how to lower
their tax burden and ease ad-
ministrative burdens that affect
passing their estates to their
loved ones. In addition to dis-
cussing estate planning systems,
tax savings possibilities will be
discussed from corporations,
partnerships and trusts when
family members are involved in
the business.

Making gifts to avoid estate
taxes will be discussed, also.
"There are two problems with
making excessive gifts - the first
is dying poor; the second is the
adverse income tax conse-
quences the gift can cause the
recipient. A properly planned
estate can save many dollars in
income taxes for the heirs.”

Two problems that affect fam-
ily operations - planning for in-
flation and growth of the busi-
ness will be discussed. Another
topic, how to be fair among all
children when one child is inter-
ested in the family business and
others are not will be addressed.
