FOR INDEPENDENCE

Small ' businesses, directly or indirectly, provide a

" livelihood for more than 100 million Americans. They

account for 43 percent of the Gross National Product, 48

percent of the Gross Business Product (excluding farms and

government), and S5 percent of all private, non-farm
employment.

In other words, small businesses are vital to the American
economy. And they are something else. They are a
testimony to the independent spirit that got this country
started and has kept it going for the past 200 years.

But small businesses are in trouble today. Inflation is
making their costs soar and their profits dwindle, and they
are having a tough time competing with larger firms. They
are being buried in a mound of required state and federal
paperwork that they don’t have the time to do themselves or
the money to get someone else to do. Unions have raised
wages so high that they can’t afford to hire more full-time
employees, and since the federal government has raised the
minimum wage again, many have even had to lay off
part-time employees. :

Legislation which is supposed to help all business is often
really only helpful to big business. The Carter Adminis-
tration’s tax proposals are a good example. The National
Federation of Independent Business (NFIB), an organiza-
tion with 520,000 small business members across the
country, stated recently, that the ;1,30 clargest | U.S.
corporations will. receive: more than" 75 “percent of the
Administration’s businéss‘tax reduction’proposal, while the
nation’s small firms will receive less than five percent.

President Carter promised substantial help for small
business in his tax proposal,”’ noted NFIB President Wilson
S. Johnson. ‘‘Unfortunately, the President’s eloquence far
outstripped what he actually had to offer.”’

The week of April 30 to May 6 has been designated as
National Small Business Week. Politicians might consider
observing it by working on some legislation which will give
small business a boost--some meaningful tax relief, for
example. Their constituents could observe it by supporting
the small businesses in their neighborhoods.

Let’s give small businesses a pat on the back. They
deserve it.

Why Do We Betray
Our Friends?

Nowhere and at no time has our country shown more
blatant hypocrisy than in the stance we have taken with
reference to majority rule in Rhodesia. In plain terms,
we are promoting Marxist, Communist dictatorship by
means of force and terror.

The cruelty practiced by the Communist guerrillas
is comparable to the record in Cambodia. It consists
of torturing and murdering innocent people, mostly
blacks, whose only offense is living at peace and earning
their living under the present regime. These guerrillas
are at least partly financed by American money. Thus,
we join with Russian, Chinese and Cuban Communists
who are supplying the arms to thwart the evolutionary
process which would bring reconciliation and majority
participation in an enlightened, peaceful move toward
more freedom in Rhodesia.

It is a sad and an old story beginning with the
time we backed Tito, the Communist, in the overthrow
of Mihailovich, the patriot freedom fighter in Yugosla-
via and continuing through the cover-up that shielded
Russia from the blame of the Katyn massacre of 15,000
‘Polish officers—the cream of the intellectuals in that
country. It continued through the financing of two
bloody wars to suppress Tshombe, the Christian who
wanted to lead Katanga into close cooperation with the
West, and silence over the disappearance of the Polish
government-in-exile which went to Moscow after the
war to set up a government for the future and was
never heard of again. (The same thing happened to
Nagy, the freedom fighter in Hungary who, under a
flag of truce went to negotiate with the Russian Com-
munists on behalf of the freedom fighters who drove
out the Russians and maintained a free regime for four
days in 1956 and who, likewise, never was heard o
again.) :

Another such act was siding with Russia against our
allies England and France, who sought to prevent Egypt
from unlawfully seizing the Suez Canal. Similar cases
are too numerous to mention—for instance, when Gen-
eral MacArthur was fired because he sought greatly
to strengthen our position in the Far East, and our
unofficial approval of the assassination of Diem in South
Vietnam, leading to the communization of Indo-china.
In short, we are particeps criminis with the Communists.

- .. FDR STARTED big spending. But his last peace-
time budget in 1940 was less than $10 billion.

A FACT

AUSTIN — State  Insur-
ance Board Chairman Hugh
Yantis has taken a stand
against an increase in home-
owners insurance rates.

The board is expected to
vote on the matter in June.

Board statisticians recom-
mended a 13.1 percent hike
which would cost homeown-
ers about $43 million in ad-
ditional premiums. There has
been no adjustment in rates
since July 1976.

The chairman indicated he
may vote for selective in-
creases in some categories
but not for a general state-
wide adjustment.

At the same time, Yantis
announced he is séeking to
discourage ‘“deposit term”
life insurance policy sales.

And he directed a staff at-
torney to come up with pro-
posed penalties for insurance
firms and agents who sell
policies to old people which
they do not need or cannot
afford.

Yantis said deposit term
life  insurance cannot be
banned, but purchasers can
be warned of what they are
getting into. Deposits are
forfeited if policyholders
drop the 10 year policies or
fail to make payments.

The board chairman said
companies and their agents
should be made accountable
for selling unneeded insur-
ance to the elderly whose
judgment as to their require-
ments may be faulty due to
age.

Penalties for victimizing
the elderly could run as high
as loss of license, the chair-
man indicated.

Allowable Set

The Railroad Commission
ordered continuation of the
legal producing rate for most
Texas oil fields at 100 per-
cent of market demand for
May.

The finding means Texas
wells, with few exceptions,
will have wide open produc-
ing allowables for the 15th
‘month in a row. Actually,
all-out production has been
authorized nearly every
month for six years.

Chairman Mack Wallace
said crude and petroleum
imports into the U.S. aver-
aged more than eight million
barrels a day for the four-
week period which ended
April 7. That amounts to
about 42 percent of the na-
‘tion’s demand, Wallace
| stated. :

Purchasers  nominations
and additional demand for
Texas crude oil in May to-
‘taled 3,551,424 barrels a
day, up 7,627 from April.

Texas’ estimated calendar
day allowable for May is
3,558.816 barrels of oil with
actual calendar day produc-
tion of about 2,910,000 bar-
rels.

Again we did have that
hail just before our annual
flower show, but the club
voted to go ahead with plans,
and have the best one pos-
sible. Everyone was agreea-
bly surprised that the horti-
culture specimens were bet-
ter than expected, although
not as many were exhibited

" as normally. The design divi-
sion had all classes filled
with forty or more artistic
arrangements which were
beautifully staged with back
grounds for each. The Ozona
Garden Club wishes to thank
all non-members who exhib-
ited horticulture specimens
and helped in any way. Now
that it is time to plant
annuals will name six basic
kinds that are easiest grown
and reliable in color. You
may have other favorites that
do well here. Zinnias might
be considered as first place
annual by some, but since
mildew is such a serious
problem when sprinkled,
that should be considered.
Their color range is unques-
tionably the most specta-
cular of annuals. They do
need full sun to bloom as
they should.

Another that has proven to
be a favorite is the mari-
gold. For several reasons the
French dwarf are preferred
over the taller, large flow-
ered American varieties.
They’re earlier blooming,
have a wider color range and
they stay neat and compact.
The rusty-red are gorgeous.
Caremn Fiesta and Bolero
are among the best of these.
A new group recently creat-
ed from a cross between the
French and American are
called Triploid Hybrids. Buy
the plants or plant seed
inside for protected handling
until ready to plant outside.

Petunias of course are a
great favorite for bedding
plants and baskets. You may
profit by buying plants or by
rooting from old geranium
plants. They do well in pots
or planters, take less care
and water than most other
annuals. They do need a
sunny location for half a day
at least to do well.

Impatiens (Sultana) is the
favorite plant for shady beds,
borders, pots and hanging
baskets. They require a
moisture retaining soil con-
taining humus. There are
many color varieties.

Another annual that does
well in partial shade, that
need soil that contains plenty
of peat is the wax begonia.
The best to buy are the new
hybrid varieties, so don’t
except substitutes.

Other annuals are Portu-
lace (for sun) in a vivid color
range for borders or ground
cover.

Coleus is gaining rapid
popularity as a colorful fol-
iage plant for beds.

Snapdragons do well here
until hot summer starts. Cut
back in mid-summer and
have a second bloom in late
summer and fall.

Finally, the beautiful

Celasias are recommended-.

‘““Red Fox’’ or ‘‘Golden Tri-
umph’’. Too, the crested
type (cockscomb) Fire-
glow’’ is consistantly good.

Length canned and frozen
foods can be kept.

All unopened canned
foods, 12 months; canned
fruit juices, 9 months; frozen
fruits, 12 months; citrus
fruits and juice frozen at
home, 6 months; fruit juice
concentrate, 12 months; veg-
etables, 10 months.

Examine containers of fro-
zen foods for tears in wrap-
ping materials and use those
items as soon as possible.

The meddlers are part and
parcel of the same bunch that
succeeded in outlawing pred-
ator control toxins, many of
the most effective screw-
worm smears and--well, the
list goes on, but it brings
tears to many a grown man’s
eyes, fire to many another’s.

Beef Cattle

Back to 2,4,5-T. The U.S.
Environmental Protection
Agency has just released a
notice announcing a review
of the herbicide’s status--
the review could very easily
result in the product’s re-
moval from the market.

For the uninitiated, 2,4,5-
T is the only chemical con-
trol agent currently available
for effective control of mes-
quite, not to mention num-
erous other noxious brush
and weed pests. All mesquite

Prices

Currently Strong

The current beef -cattle
picture looks bright as prices
have generally been strong.
But how long will it last?

‘““There are a number of
factors at work that will have
a direct bearing on the cattle
market for the rest of 1978,”
points out Dr. Ed Uvacek,
livestock marketing specia-
list. ‘‘Cattlemen need to
keep these in mind as they
plan ahead.”

What will help keep the
strength in beef cattle pri-
ces? Uvacek lists these fac-
tors:

Per capita disposable in-
comes are rising rapidly,
boosting the demand for
beef.

Cow and non-fed cattle
slaughter is down sharply
even though fed cattle pro-
duction is up.

Much less pork is avail-
able this year than earlier
expected. Pork supplies will
probably be up only about 1
percent for the year.

Lamb and mutton produc-
tion is down sharply and
should be 11 percent below
the 1977 level.

Improved feedlot profits
are boosting the demand for
feeder cattle.

Feeder cattle and calves
available for feedlots are
down 9 percent this year.

The breeding herd is much
smaller, so this year’s calf
crop should be smaller.

and December.

On the other hand, fac-
tors that could cause some
weakening in cattle prices
are these:

Seasonal increases in pork
supplies are still coming.

Current retail beef prices
are at record highs.

Recent $50-plus prices for
fed beef have not yet been
reflected at the retail level.

Further reduced cow
slaughter should cause a
scarcity of manufacturing
beef, pushing hamburger
prices up sharply.

Broiler and turkey produc-
tion is expected to increase
substantially in the next few
months.

Large placements of cattle
into feedlots during the last
quarter of 1977 have still not
been marketed, particularly
from the Midwest.

Breakeven prices for cattle
currently moving into feed-
lots will be about $52 per
hundredweight in the Aug-
ust-September period. If fed
cattle prices falter, there will
be losses, just at the time
most feeder cattle will be
marketed.

Weighing all these factors,
Uvacek calls for some weak-
ness in cattle prices during
April and May followed by a
strong recovery in June. The
July-September quarter
should show another down-
ward trend followed by some
improvement by November

spray products in use today
contain ‘“T’’ in one concen-
tration or another.

As for substitutes, Soil
Conservation Service state
conservationist D.B. Polk
says he knows of two--die-
sel oil and kerosene. These,
of course, must be applied by
hand to the base of each
individual plant, an exorbi-
tantly expensive procedure
in terms of the supplies
alone--not to mention the
thousands of man-hours
required to cover even min-
iscule parcels of rangeland.
(Environmental activists
might note that the pouring
of such oils on the ground is
an act of polluting, by their
all-encompassing stan-
dards.)

The alternative is not to
control mesquite at all, and
continue giving up millions
of acres of productive range-
land and untold gallons of
precious groundwater to the
relentless invader. Those
landowners who surrendered
to the pest would doubtless
then suffer additional pests
who would take pleasure in
accusing them of allowing
the ruin of the rangeland.
Guess who?

T? Nothing, exactly, except
that is sometimes contains
impurities known as ‘‘diox-
ins’’, admittedly toxic chem-
icals that EPA says may
cause cancer or birth defects

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in rats. EPA also says these
dioxins are not limited to
2,4,5-T--but the herbicide is
singled out for attack, any-
way. :

The attack actually dates
back to Agent Orange, the
highly concentrated defoliant
used by the U.S. military in
Vietnam. It contained ‘‘T’’,
along with other chemicals,
and environmentalists claim
the spraying contributed to
birth defects in the war-torn
country.

What they don’t bother to
say is that the relatively
unregulated Agent Orange,
according to EPA, contained
levels of dioxins as much as
400 times as much as allow-
ed by law in 2,4,5-T. The
scare stories and removal
demands, then, are based on
conditions that do not exist in
this country today if indeed
they ever did.

Some Food Research is

Out of This World

Did you ever wonder what
factors make one steak ten-
der and another tough? Or
why some pinto beans are so
hard when cooked that they
rattle in the pan?

Well, so do a lot of other
consumers, and finding the
answers to these and other
such questions stimulates
much of the research of food
scientists with The Texas
Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion.

Meat tenderness is one of
the most important charac-
teristics that consumers
want. In-depth research on
beef tenderness is wide rang-
ing, including a genetics ap-
proach; and use of carcass
aging and high-temperature
aging, enzymatic (digestive
juice) tenderization, Texas
A&M Tenderstretch method,
elevated temperature condi-
tioning, mechanical tenderi-
zation, electrical stimulation
of the carcass, and identifi-
cation of naturally tender
carcasses.

The consumer also wants
beef of good color and fresh
odor, with the right amount
of fat and juiciness. When
cooked, beef should be tasty
and nutritious and have de-
sirable aroma.

Scientists are working to
preserve or enhance these
per characteristics after
slaughter and during pro-
cessing, shipment, and mar-
keting.

As to the hard pinto beans
that seemed to boil forever
without getting tender, sci-
entists found it mostly a
matter of heredity-‘‘they
were just born that way.”
Selections of tender pinto
bean varieties solved the
tough bean problem.

Some Station research is
literally out of this world;
food scientists have been
instrumental in developing
the foods necessary for space
exploration.

Fundamental principles of
research involved ‘the physi-
‘cal, chemical, and engineer-

Results of the most recent
space food research will help
provide nutritious meals on
the space shuttle.

Product evaluation for the
State’s plant breeders is an
important  part of Station
food research. For example,
the developing jalapeno pep-
per industry in the Rio
Grande Valley has been as-
sisted.

New disease-resistant var-
ieties have been surveyed for
extractable color and pro-
cessing characteristics de-
sired by the spice industry.
The flavor of the fresh jal-
apeno, aside from the heat,
is identical to the bell pep-
per.

The tomato and sweet po-
tato are checked to insure
proper flavor and consumer
acceptance.

Use of cottonseed from
glandless varieties for food
products greatly enhances
the value of the seed, while
expanding our food supply.
Breeding, agronomic and en-
tomological research by the
Station is helping put the
production of glandless cot-
ton on a sound footing.

Another promising area of

ma protein (extracted from
slaughter blood) to edible
meat products. The addition
of plasma protein to raw
meat can greatly improve
cooking properties and nutri-
tive value and has no ad-
verse effect on taste.

A Station scientist has iso-
lated high-quality protein

"~ from blood serum. He has

found that the plasma iso-
late can be substituted for as
much as 10 percent of the
flour in bread. The addition
of the plasma protein to
wheat protein dramatically
increases the nutritive value
of bread by increasing the
levels of essential amino
acids.

In this way . nutrition is
improved with the odorless,
tasteless white powder made
from a low-value by-product
of the meat-packing indus-
try.

Sorghum, used as a feed
grain in this country, has a
great potential as a food
grain for more of the world’s
population than at present
because it can be grown in
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most areas of the world. Ef-
forts are being made to im-
prove its palatibility and
color through selection and
its caloric value by pro-
cessing.

A new effort is underway
to evaluate the public health
aspects of food processing.
These studies are designed
to provide fundamental infor-

mation needed to simultan-
eously furnish adequate pro-
tection for the consumer and
minimal regulatory con-
straints on the producer.

Food is a basic need for all
and this effort to help pro-
vide food that is palatable,
nutritious, and appetizing is
worth our whole-hearted

Recycle clothing for an
economical new spring and
summer wardrobe, suggests
Marlene Odle-Kemp clothing
specialist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice.

But, before deciding to re-
cycle a garment, consider
these steps:

First, decide what is wrong
with the garment. If it’s too
small, too short or the wrong
style, consider recycling it.

If it is the wrong color and
not worth recycling for your-
self, consider giving it to
someone else.

Next, decide if it’s worth
recycling. Examine the fa-
bric--see if it’s worn or in
good condition and still fash-
ionable.

Also, look at current styles
in fashion magazines and
newspaper ads for ideas or
ways to recycle.

Then, decide what to do to
make the garment wearable.

Consider time, sewing
skills and money involved to
recycle. Can the changes
be made within the garment
or will extra fabric, notions or
trim have to be purchased?
Will another garment have to
be bought or made to wear
with the recycled garment:

After considering these
points, decide how to recy-
cle that garment into some-
thing new, the specialist
adds.

Generally, between $500
and $1,000 credit is availa-
ble.

There is no interest charg-
ed until the money is ac-
tually placed in the account,
then interest is paid only on
the amount transferred.

The lump sum is a pre-
determined amount, usually
$50 or $100.

Interest is charged on the
entire amount advanced. The
interest--one or two percent
per month will amount to
usually less than the penalty
for an overdrawn check.

Interest is paid only for the
exact number of days the
money is in the account.

If the advance is not paid
back, the bank will leave it in
the account and deduct
monthly . payments. These
payments are usually about
five percent of the amount
advanced.

Interest will continue to be
charged on the outstanding
balance.

To save money, pay back
the advance as soon as pos-
sible. This can be done at any
time.

First, deposit adequate
funds to cover the trans-
action, then call the bank and
instruct it to withdraw the
advance plus any finance
charges from the checking
account.

For people who have trou-
ble controlling credit, no-
bounce checking may be a
disadvantage.

In Leaflet

A new leaflet explaining
the Resources Conservation
Act of 1977 and the public’s
role in its implementation is
now available at offices of the
U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture’s Soil Conservation Ser-
vice.

Under the new law, SCS
will appraise the nation’s
soil, water, and related re-
sources; develop a compre-
hensive S-year strategy to
guide conservation efforts

appropriate citizen groups;
conservation districts; and
other federal, state, and local
agencies. The appraisal and
program will be completed
by the end of 1979 and up-
dated every S years.
