Small Turnout In
Saturday Election

Crockett County voters
turned out in small numbers
Saturday for the Democra-
tic Primary and cast a total of
779 votes. The only local race
was in Precinct 2 for Crock-
ett County Commissioner
where incumbent Bill Black
will face challenger Byron
Stuart in the run-off elec-
tion June 3.

Stuart led in the voting
Saturday, but when the ab-

sentee votes were tallied .

Black came out ahead by 17
votes. Black polled 92 votes;
Stuart, 75, and Bill T. Wil-
liams, 38.

Ballots for the June 3,
second election will have
only one other race on the
ticket here, a run-off for
Railroad Commissioner, un-
expired term, between Jerry
Sadler and John H. Poer-
ner. Oldtime politician Sad-
ler led the ticket in the state,
but Crockett County voters
gave the majority to John H.
Poerner. The vote here went

326 for Poerner, 227 for
Sadler, 65 for Jake John-
son and 24 for Ray Lemmon.
Poerner visited the district
several times when he was
running for O.C. Fisher’s
vacated seat in Congress
which Krueger won. How-
ever, apparently he made a
good impression in West
Texas, as the vote showed.

Absentee voting for the
run-off begins May 24, and
ends at S p.m. May 30, in the
county clerk’s office.

Judge George Thurmond
ordered another election for
commissioner in Precinct 1,
on June 3, after throwing the
last election results out in
district court here last
month. However, the order
has not been received and
courthouse sources do not
think that election will take
place, at least not on June 3.

In district and state races,
Crockett County went along
with the rest of the state and
area voters with the excep-
tion of the race for Gover-
nor, where they gave Dolph
Briscoe a two to one major-
ity over John Hill, who won

elsewhere in the state with-

out a run-off.

In the race for United
States Senator, local voters
gave their former congress-
man Bob Krueger a resound-
ing victory over Joe Chris-
tie. The vote was 588 for
Krueger and 148 for Christie.
It will be interesting to see
how local voters cast ballots
in November in the race be-
tween Krueger and Senator
John Tower. Tower has car-
ried Crockett County by large
majorities since his first elec-
tion.

In the race for U.S. Re-
presentative, 21st District,
the seat being vacated by
Krueger, local voters gave
Nelson Wolff a two to one
majority over his nearest op-
ponent Woodrow Glasscock.
Both men campaigned in
Ozona extensively before the
election, as did Joe Sullivan
and Paul Dahlgren. Local
totals had Wolff with 389
votes; Glasscock, 197; Sulli-
van, 76; Dahlgren, 42, and
Steve Clark, 19.

Voters here gave Dolph
Briscoe 495 votes to lead the
ticket; Hill, 233; Preston
Smith 20; Beagle, S, and
Mayo, 4. Hill was named the
winner without a run off late
Monday after the total count
was in. He will face Repub-
lican Bill Clements in the
November election.

Susan Gurley McBee,
State Representative, 70th
District, polled 633 votes
here to 99 for her opponent

Court Has Lively
Meeting Monday

The Crockett County Com-
missioners Court met Mon-
day in regular session with a
controversy between one of
the commissioners and the
head of the road department
highlighting the morning’s
activities.

When Von Parker appear-
ed to give the county road
department report, Commis-
sioner, Precinct 4, Jesus
Castro took the floor and
asked the court for help in
getting the sewer plant mov-
ed, due to the odor, and in
getting some paving done
which he claimed he had
been trying to get done since
he took office.

Judge Johnny Jones asked
Castro to hold up until Park-
er could give his report.
Parker told the court that
paving materials had gone
up considerably and asked
them to assist him in hav-
ing utilities, contractors, etc.
notify him when they were
going to cut through a paved
street. He said streets should
be cut and not dug up with a
backhoe to avoid costly re-
pairs. Motion was made and
passed that in the future
those needing to cut into a
street must get permission
from Parker beforehand, also
that there would be charges
for repairing the pavement.

Parker then brought up
complaints he was getting
about road work in Pre-
cinct 4. He said the com-
plaints were constant and
unfair and that he and his
crew spent a fair share of
their time in each of the four
precincts. He also said that
actually they had spent more
money and time in Precinct 4
than in any other precinct,
and passed out copies report-
ing monies spent in each
precinct for 1977. The report
stated that in 1977 each pre-
cinct was allotted a total of
$17,000 for paving streets
and roads. According to the
report $18,512.79 was spent
in Precinct 4, an overrun of
$1,512.79. Precinct 1 spent a
total of $18,069.20, Precinct
2, a total of $16,164.04 and
left with a balance of
$835.96; and Precinct 3 spent
$18,342.90.

Parker stressed the report
did not include men, equip-
ment, labor and miscella-
neous paving materials, only
asphalt and rock. And he

claimed he had spent more
time in Precinct 4 than in
other precincts.

Castro took exception, and
words began to fly. Castro
said he had been trying to
get Walnut Street fixed since
he took office and couldn’t
get anything done about it.
He said he was driving in
Precinct 3 and found the road
department crew fixing a
curb with pre-mix.

Parker said he knew of the
incident and that Castro had
stayed and kept his men off
the job for a considerable
time, holding up the work.

This prompted action from
Precinct 3 Commissioner
Jack Williams. Williams said
Castro spent more time in his

precinct (Precinct 3) than he:

did in his own and inform-
ed him in no uncertain terms
that he did not want to see
him in his laundry truck
delaying road work in Pre-
cinct 3 in the future.

Castro said he was com-
plaining about where the
road work was done in his
precinct, not the amount of
work done. He said he felt
his work should be done
where he ordered it done in
his precinct and that after all
he was the authority in Pre-
cinct 4. He said he wanted
city streets worked on and
not county roads.

This brought an outburst
from Precinct 1 Commission-
er Jess Marley. He accus-
ed Castro of wanting to cut
out work entirely on county
roads where the most tax
money comes from. Castro
then said he saw nothing
wrong with getting work
done for voters, who had
water run into their homes
everytime it rains.

Then every commissioner
claimed water ran higher in
his own precinct than in the
others, with the exception of
Bill Black, Precinct 2 Com-
missioner. Although Castro
said he was not there for the
sake of argument, the ar-
gument mounted, and he
accused the other three com-
missioners of refusing to
work together and with him
for the county.

Meanwhile, Parker came
to his feet in anger and
said if he had a crew of 300
men, he could work around
the clock on county roads and
streets and never catch up.

He reminded everybody that
paving had just started for
this season and that he would
get around to all four pre-
cincts for their allotted pro-
jects. Shaking a finger at_
Castro he told him that if he
wanted to share and share
alike, he would see to it and
that in the future Precinct 4
would get only its share and
not more as had been the
case in the past. :

Castro reminded Parker
that he was his boss just as
much as the other three com-
missioners, and Parker said
he had to leave the meeting
before he got mad, and he
left. This ended the contro-
versy.

In other business, County
Agent Billy Reagor appeared
before the court and asked
for improvements in the 4-H
program. He said the pro-
gram had grown so in the
past years, the present facil-
ities were no longer ade-
quate. He submitted a draft
asking for building onto the
present barn, additional
pens, rest room faciliiies,
insulation for proper heating,
and a concession stand,

After some discussion, it
was decided the improve-
ments would cost from
$30,000 to $40,000. The court
told Reagor to get estimates
on the proposed improve-
ments and check with the
school board to see if they
would share the cost, as the
property is owned jointly by
the county and the school.

A building committee from
the Fire Department came
before the court. The com-
mittee consisted of Dorris
Haire, Dick Kirby, Bruce
Mayfield and Steve Kenley.
Haire, Fire Chief, spoke for
the committee and told the
court the department felt the
proposed building on to the
old fire station was just not
satisfactory. He said the sta-
tion was probably adequate
when it was built in the S0’s
but the town and the per-
sonnel had outgrown it and
the department wanted a
new fire station. He also
reminded the court that the
department would probably
be forced to take on the
ambulance service in the
future and that with the
continued growth of the town
a new station was called for.

The Panama Canal is now saved, by a Senate vote of
68-32, from the terrible swift sword of the Panamanian
national guard. But our new partner in progress, Gen. Omar
Torrijos, assures us that it was a near thing.

Now it can be told, he tells: The guard’s officers 10 years
ago swore a secret oath, ‘‘with all the directive patterns of
the Panamanian youth, that this situation of colonization of
the Republic of Panama would be eliminated either via

negotiation or via liberation.”

In short, the Panamanian warriors pledged to slap us
around severely if we didn’t hand over the canal peacefully.
Only the 68 votes in the Senate, apparently, kept us from

that fate.

All Washington must be awed by the discretion of the
Panamanian el supremo in keeping this menace a secret for
so long. However, we suspect that all of the 68 senators who
face the voters this year are wishing that the general had
been able to keep it secret at least one year longer.

Dole Says Republicans Wi“ Pick
UP 20-25 Seats In House This Fall

WASHINGTON, D. C. -- Kansas Senator Robert Dole,
who carried every state west of the Mississippi (his assign-
ment) in the 1976 Ford-Dole versus Carter-Mondale election,
says his party will gain twenty to twenty-five seats in
November’s congressional elections.

““In the Senate it’s going to be tough,”’ Dole said. That’s
because more Republican terms (17) expire this year than
Democrat (16), even though Democrats enjoy a comfortable
61-38 majority in the upper legislative body.

Republicans’ terms expiring this session are held by
Senators Baker, Bartlett, Brooke, Case, Curtis, Domenici,
Griffin, Hansen, Hatfield, Helms, McClure, Pearson, Percy,
Scott, Stevens, Thurmond and Tower. Most of them are
running this fall but several seats are in jeopardy, which is
about the situation with the sixteen Democrat terms expiring.

‘““The next Senate election, in 1980, when 24 Democrat
terms expire and only ten Republican, offers us better
prospects in the Senate,”’ Dole pointed out.

‘“This year the gubernatorial races are our real opportu-
nity. We’'re concerned with state legislators and state houses

this fall,”’ he added.

‘‘On the national and congressional scene, Bill Brock
(party chairman) is doing a good job and he’s trying to reach

all voters, including blacks.

But we're not going to

outpromise the Demaocrats. We’re going to appeal to them as
intelligent Americans to help stop this big spending and
constant deficits, and get our economic house in order.
‘‘More and more people are realizing we can not spend
our way with peoples’ taxes to prosperity--it’s got to come
from an expanded free enterprisc economy, which offers

permanent jobs and security.

‘‘And we’re making progress. There was a good meeting

recently in Atlanta I attended .

. many blacks were

represented. During the 1976 campaign I wanted to tour the
South with prominent black speakers but didn’t get the
chance. There was opposition. I think we made a mistake.
With a few southern states we would have won the election.
We ran very close in many of them.”’

Williams asked if the com-
mittee had any ideas on the
cost and the location. Dick
Kirby said they had not gone
into it, but he felt $200,000
would build a fine fire sta-
tion and that a bond issue of
from $150,000 to $200,000
should not have a great deal
of impact on property taxes.
Some discussion was held
about location and the county
property at the end of 14th
St. where gravel is present-
ly stored.

After some discussion, the
court authorized the commit-
tee to consult with the archi-
tect, who is here working on
the school project, and to
report back to them as soon
as possible.

Kirby, who is also County
Auditor, passed out copies of
the budget amendments for

1978, and asked that it be
approved,and put in the min-
utes. The amendments were
for unexpected expenses
which were not foreseen
when the budget was approv-

ed.

Included in the expenses
was $4,700 to the District
Judge for office expense;
$2,544 to the Probation Of-
fice; $18,500 to the County
Jail; $14,300 for extra depu-
ties for the county clerk; $600
for building maintenance and
$1,500 to the youth center for
juke box rental. The total
unforeseen expenses
amounted to $42,144. They
were approved.

Kirby told the court that
new regulations were going
to require an independent
auditor for the county and
several changes in present
procedure, including the cer-
tification of tax assessors,
among other things. The
court named Storey, Eck-
ert and Tinkler as indepen-
dent auditor.

The court accepted a 20%
increase in premiums from
Blue Cross which amounts to
a $12,000 increase over that
of last year and which will go
into effect in June. They also
increased hospital room rent
to $70 per day for all county
employees policies.

AUSTIN—Record spend-
ing was reported as the 1978
primary election campaigns
ended.

Nearly $6 million went in-
to the governor’s race alone,
and more than $1 million
more into the U.S. Senate
campaigns.

Gov. Dolph Briscoe head-
ed the list of big money
raisers. His campaign treas-
urer, David Dean, said the
total outlay probably will be
around $3 million. Of that
amount, $1,170,000 was bor-
rowed from eight Texas
banks.

Republican gubernatorial
candidate Bill Clements came
in second with $1.7 million
borrowed or raised ($1.3
million is in loans) and $1.4
million spent.

Attorney General John
Hill, in opposing Briscoe for
the Democratic gubernatorial
nomination, reported con-
tributions of $1.4 million and
expenditures of $1.3 million.

Ray Hutchison, seeking
the GOP nomination for gov-
ernor, took in $138,617 and
spent $161,050.

Former Gov. Preston
Smith took in only $68,199
and spent $62,129.

Three candidates for at-
torney general also did pret-
ty well financially.

Mark White, Democrat,
showed $530.440 in contri-
butions and $577,090 in ex-
penditures. Price Daniel Jr.
reported donations of $277,-
570, an $8,000 loan and ex-
penditures of $295,440.

The Republican candidate
for attorney general, Jim
Baker, took in $313,974 and
spent $205,241, though he
was unopposed in his pri-
mary.

Ad Rules Studied

Rules to protect insurance
buyers from deceptive adver-
tising were reviewed last
week by the State Board of
Insurance.

A public hearing will be
held before the vote on adop-
tion. ,

Rules under study for a
year include:

—A provision requiring
that exclusion or exemptions
from advertised benefits be
detailed in all ads.

—Specification that buy-
ers have 10 days to look over
and reject an accident and
health policy.

—Prohibition against
knocking competitors or us-
ing technical words.

—Definition of *‘pre-exist-
ing condition” for which
health benefits can be re-
fused.

—A ban against offering
gifts in order to sell policies
by a deadline.

—Extension of regulations
to pre-paid legal service and
health maintenance organiza-
tion (HMO) ads.

Legislature Changed

The Texas legislature will
be somewhat different next
year—but not much as far as
personnel is concerned.

One of the smallest turn-
over of modern times re-
sulted from Saturday’s elec-
tions, in spite of retirements
of Senate Dean A.M. Akin
of Paris and his House coun-
terpart, Rep. L. DeWitt Hale

of Corpus Christi, and man-
datory redistricting in Fort
Worth.

Speaker Bill Clayton said
his reelection as House pre-
siding officer is secure, and
Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby faced
light opposition in his bid for
a third term as Senate pres-
ident.

Sixty-two incumbent rep-
resentatives seeking re-elec-
tion were unopposed, as were
seven senators trying for new
terms. Twenty-nine others,
who drew no opposition in

the primary will face chal-
lenges on the November gen-
eral election ballot.

Courts Speak

In a dispute over sale of
Cameron County land for a
state park, the Supreme
Court declined to order a law
firm to discontinue repre-
senting one of the parties in
the action.

Relving on rulings grow-
ing out of auto cases, the
Third Court of Civil Appeals
held in a suit for damage in-
surance a pilot was operating
his airplane, even though he
had stepped out of the plane
to place wheelchocks. The
plane moved forward and hit
trees.

Horse race wagering op-
ponents ashed the Third
Court of Civil Appeals to
order a trial on the issue of
whether the State Demo-
cratic Party legally placed a
betting referendum on  the
May 6 ballot.

The Court of Criminal
Appeals  dismissed  indict-
ments of a Jefferson County
man because they did not set
out the amount of drugs he
was charged with delivering.

Hiil held the Texas Commis- *

ston on Jail Standards lacks
authority. to promulgate a
rule equalizing salaries of
county jail personnel with
those of law enforcement of-
ficers in the field.

The opinion noted com-
missioners courts have au-
thority to fix salaries of jail

personnel at a level lower
than the pay of other county
law enforcement officers of
equal rank and seniority.

Hill also concluded two
employees of Dallas County
Community College accused
of sexual harassment could
see only part of a grievance
filed against them by a fe-
male employee of the school.
No violation of law was al-
leged.

In another opinion, Hill
said the three-year statute of
limitations for collection of
unemployment contributions
does not prohibit Texas Em-
ployment Commission from
filing suit. The statute applies
to a suit by the commission
to recover an overpayment
of benefits but does not ap-
ply to the deduction of over-
payments from future bene-
fits.

J. Michael Irish of Lub-
bock is new president elect
of the Texas Young Lawyers
Association. Irish defeated
Eduardo Rodriguez of
Brownsville in written ballot-
ing.

Texas stood third in the
U.S. with $6.6 billion in cash
receipts for its farm goods in
1977. Texas also has the
most acreage—139.8 million
—devoted to farming and
ranching and the largest
number—197,000—of farms
and ranches.

Texas Department of
Highways and Public Trans-
portation will accept bids
May 17-18 for 57 highway
improvement projects esti-
mated to cost $89 million.

A tax to finance the Texas
Utility Commission produced
seven times more than was
necessary to do the job last
year. Revenue was $9.1 mil-
lion, and the agency’s budget
$1.2 million. The budget
next year has been raised to
$3.85 million.

Texas officials ignored a
deadline for developing “om-
budsman” programs to ‘help
nursing home patients, in
spite of warnings a federal
grant may be lost.

Everybody loves roses,
and this past week it has
been proven. Most every
home in our city has had
some kind of rose growing in
it’s garden. Though the hail
damaged them some, from a
distance it isn’t noticeable,
they have provided many
colors and varieties to be
enjoyed.

If the April hail storm
damaged your trees, remove
damaged branches immed-
iately. Make the cut flush
with the tree trunk or limb
from which the damaged
branch was growing.

Pinch back leggy annuals
to encourage branching. Re-
move old flowers often to
keep plants from using up
their reserve food by setting
seeds.

Phlorosis causes yellowing
of young leaves of ornamen-
tals and in St. Augustine or
Bermuda grass. This is an
iron deficiency, and occurs
mainly in alkaline soil. To
spray with iron chelate or
iron sulfate is the most rapid
and effective way to correct
iron deficiences. Soil appli-
cations may also be made,
but the results are much
slower. Apply as recom-
mended on the label.

Check for Bagworms on
Evergreens. They thrive in
the hot, dry Texas summer.
If not controlled, these des-
tructive creatures can ravage
many of your favorite lands-
cape plants. Watch for them
on your junipers, arborvitaes
and other narrow-leaved
ever-greens. Bagworms are
easily controlled while they
are small by spraying with
Malathion or Sevin.

Warmer soil and air and
longer days in May seem to
make plants burst forth with
strong new growth, and they
need help. Almost every-
thing responds rapidly to
fertilizer now. Vegetables,
flowers and shrubs need’ad-
ditional nutrients to support
this growing effort. Most
respond to a S5-10-10 ferti-
lizer. If you grow azaleas,
camellias’ or gardenias, they
should be given another light
application of a ° fertilizer
used for them. This will force
new growth on which next
year’s flower buds will be
formed. Apply the correct
amount for the plants size.
Be sure to keep well-water-
ed for a constant moist soil.
Mulch will help.

Labels showing cholesterol
content can help consumers
on low-cholesterol diets
make intelligent choices.
Cholesterol has many impor-
tant functions in the body,
but because it is linked to
heart disease, doctors have
advised many people to limit
the amount of cholesterol
consumed.

Since it is a medical de-
cision, the labeling law re-
quires that when cholesterol
content of food is shown a
statement must be added:
‘‘Information on the choles-
terol content is provided for
individuals who, on. the ad-
vice of a physician, are mod-
ifying their total dietary in-
take of cholesterol.”” How-
ever, this is an optional
decision of the food manufac-
turer or processor.

If cholesterol content is
listed, it must be shown in
two ways: as ‘‘milligrams of
cholesterol per serving’’ and
as ‘‘milligrams of choles-
terol per 100 grams of the
food.”” Content must be
shown to the nearest five
milligrams. Both of these
listings show the amount of
cholesterol in food. The lat-
ter form is for the use of
scientist and the former is in
household terms for the con-
sumer.

Labels with cholesterol
content can help those who
need to make dietary chan-
ges. For example, a label on
ice cream might show about
45 milligrams of cholester-
ol per scoop, but ice milk
would show only four milli-
grams.

When a doctor tries to
lower a patient’s serum cho-
lesterol level, he generally
aims at about 300 milligrams
daily. The average Amer-
ican probably consumes 600
to 800 milligrams of choles-
terol per day. Certain foods
can use up these allowance

quickly. For example, a med-
ium-sized egg has about 235
milligrams and three ounces
of kidney about 300 milli-
grams. One-fourth pound of
beef, pork or lamb has about
100 milligrams. A three-
ounce serving of brains has
more than 2,500 milligrams.

Cholesterol occurs only in
foods of animal origin. Foods
from vegetable sources such
as vegetable oil margarine
have no cholesterol. Cereals,
fruits or vegetables contain
no cholesterol.

Turn a dull room into an
interesting, exciting one with
window treatments, suggests
Sue Young, a housing and
home furnishings specialist.

Treating one entire wall as
a window is a space stretch-
er--for example, treat a pic-
ture window reaching from
wall to wall, or a pane of
windows, ora group of two or
three unmatched windows as
one wall, she continues.

Regardless of whether the
window treatments will ac-
cent or camouflage the win-
dows, keep a few guidelines
in mind.

There are only three
lengths that look right--to the
sill, even with the bottom of
the window apron--which is
the entire window frame--
or just barely clearing the
floor.

Also, draperies should al-
ways clear the entire win-
dow glass when being open-
ed, even if it means mount-
ing the rod out on the wall to
make room for the stack
back.

Drapery heading should
overlap and swag gracefully
from the center point and the
rod should not show in the
center. If the rod is in sight,
add a narrow matching panel
to the outside.

Titled ‘‘Agent Orange--
Vietnam’s Deadly Fog”’, the
documentary was produced
by a Chicago CBS affiliate
and sought to ‘‘prove’’ that
U.S. defoliation operations in
the Vietnam War led to se-
vere disabilities for G.L’s
involved in the conflict.

Agent Orange was the
military’s herbicide mixture
of 2,4,5-T and 2,4-D. Do-
mestic uses of these chem-
icals also came under at-
tack in the 60-minute pres-
entation, though the narra-
tion included admissions that
such uses have little in
common with the military
application in terms of quan-
tity, concentration or fre-
quency.

In its attempt to link Agent
Orange (and by pointed in-
ference, 2,4,5-T) to health
problems encountered by
Vietnam-era G.I.S., the doc-
umentary presented one for-
mer serviceman with cancer,
one who later fathered a

child with misformed fingers

and one who complained of
numbness in the extremi-
ties, anxiety and listlessness.
All claimed a general feel-
ing of ill health, ‘as did one
female serviceperson who
blamed her exposure to
spraying for a series of mis-
carriages.

Part of the documentary
dealt with stateside acciden-
tal exposure to TCDD, a toxic
dioxin contaminant often en-
countered in 2,4,5-T manu-
facture, and blamed for any
hazards associated with the
herbicide. The ill effects of
the accidents outlined were
very real, but just as real,
though not emphasized, was
the fact that the cases in-
volved massive doses of
TCDD; followup tests on af-
fected humans and animals
also 'indicated the presence

.of numerous other power-

ful chemicals including DDT.

One of the more tragic
accidents described in the
report was an explosion in
Seveso, Italy that released
several pounds of TCDD into
the surrounding town. The
effects of the accident were
amply presented in both

narration and visuals; not
mentioned was the fact that

-idence”’,

the TCDD released totaled as
much as 20 times the quan-
tity encountered in the U.S.
in an entire year, or the fact
that the majority was concen-
trated on less than 300 acres
compared to the roughly five
million acres sprayed annual-
ly here.

After summarizing its ‘‘ev-
the documentary
called upon the Pentagon to
undertake a project to find,
contact and study all G.Ls
and other personnel expos-
ed to Agent Orange. It might
be noted that as many as two
million troops may have en-
countered the defoliant; the
documentary admitted that
such a project might be ‘‘ex-
pensive’’, but dismissed the
problem of how to pay for the
fishing expedition.

Truly, 2,4,5-T and its brot-
her herbicides face an up-
hill battle against well-or-
ganized forces still determin-
ed to crucify any and all
things associated with the ill-
founded and unpopular
southeast Asian War. Parti-
cularly: vulnerable are those
things that the protestors
neither understand nor feel

Controlling high blood
pressure often requires daily
medication, advises a health
education specialist.

High blood pressure, a
serious, chronic disease, has
no symptoms to warn of its
presence. The only way to
know if blood pressure is
high is to have it checked,
Carla Shearer warns.

High blood pressure is one
factor associated with cardio-
vascular problems that’s of-
ten overlooked. The disease
can be controlled in a simple
manner, but people must
first, recognize its existence,
and, second, treat it proper-
ly.

With proper treatment, a
person can bring his or her
blood pressure down and can
look forward to living a full,
normal life.

Unfortunately, some peo-
ple with high blood pressure
think that headaches, dizzi-
ness or feeling tense means
that their blood pressure is

“*high? Fhey-associate-* hyper-

tension’’ with being tense or
upset.

Actually, hypertension
means high blood pressure,
not tension or upset, the
specialist explains. :

Some people mistakenl
take their antihypertension
medication--which is intend-
ed for daily use--only when
such ‘‘symptoms’’ appear.

Once a doctor prescribes
medication for high blood
pressure, it needs to be taken
daily.

Shiny metal pans reflect
T { heat and produce cakes,

cookies and biscuits with a

Dull or darkened bake-
ware, glass utensils and
those with a colored exter-
ior firish absorb heat and
generally produce baked
goods with a darker crust.

Bakeware is made of alum-
inum, heat-resistant glass
and ceramics, enameled met-
als, tin, stainless steel, cast
iron or earthenware.

These different utensils
require special care.

Wash new pans in hot suds
and rinse before use.

Then, for easy removal of
food particles, wash thor-
oughly soon after baking and
when the pan has cooled.

Presoaking in hot suds will
help loosen baked-on crust.

Stains and discoloration
may develop on aluminum
utensils with age.

Remove them by boiling a
solution of two to three ta-
blespoons lemon juice, vine-
gar or cream of tartar to a
quart of water in the uten-
sils for five to 10 minutes.
" Then, scour, rinse and dry
the utensils.

A commercial stainless
steel cleaner wiil help re-
move stubborn burn marks
on the interior of stainless
steel bakeware.

It will also help rid the
utensil of ‘‘heat tint,”’. the
rainbow-like discoloration
caused by high heat.

Pre-season cast iron before
use.

‘‘After removing the bake-
ware, wipe away excess
grease. Hot, sudsy water is
all that is needed for sub-
sequent care.

“Dry thoroughly to pre-
vent rusting.

““To reseason cast iron,
scour the utensil and repeat
the seasoning process.”’

Cast iron utensils with
porcelain enamel interiors do
not need seasoning.

Tin darkens with use and
age, and the process is irre-
versible.

Therefore, the baking
qualities of tin will change.

A dark pan will yield a
much browner product than a
shiny tinned pan.

Tin has a tendency to warp
if subjected to sudden tem-
perature changes, and a
warped pan will not bake
evenly.

Many bakeware interiors
are coated with a non-stick

finish.

Besides washing, condi-
tion these utensils before
initial use by rubbing with
cooking oil--follow manufac-
turer’s instructions.

Do not oil a tubed angle
food cake ,pan--angle food
batter must cling to the sides
of the pan during baking.

Most manufacturers re-
commend using nylon, hard
rubber, plastic or wooden
kitchen tools on non-stick
finishes, glass and aluminum
to prevent scratching the sur-
faces.

Use a nylon or plastic
scrubber and suds to help
remove burned-on foods.

Scratching of bakeware
finishes can also be mini-
mized by storing pans singly
in vertical slots or by plac-
ing paper towels between
them.

Also, look for easy-to-wash
features: such as, seamless,
smooth construction, round-
ed corners and non-stick
finishes.

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Explosions Can Be Detected
And Stopped Before Damage

A dust or gas explosion
can be detected and actual-
ly extinguished--before dam-
age is done--all in less time
than one can blink an eye.

‘‘An explosion can be sup-
pressed if one has knowledge
of how explosions occur,”’
explains Dr. Gary S. Nelson,
a safety engineer with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.

‘““Explosions do not occur
instantaneously, but take a
few thousandths of a second
to develop explosive force.
The suppression or ‘extin-
guishment’ of explosions is
possible under certain condi-
tions due to this short but
significant time lapse be-
tween ignition and the devel-
opment of destructive pres-
sures.

‘“When an explosive gas or
dust is ignited, a relative-
ly weak but high-speed shock
wave travels outward from
the point of ignition, much
like water ripples from a
stone thrown in a pond.
Behind the shock wave
comes the relatively slower
flame front, boiling out from
the point of ignition while
burning the combustible gas
or dust in an ever enlarg-
ing sphere.

“It is the flame front that
has mass and acts like a
moving piston to build up
explosive pressure,’’ ex-
plains Nelson.

initial fast-moving shock
wave, traveling at about 200
feet per second, can be de-
tected by pressure-sensitive
equipment in about 35-thous-
andths of a second from the
time of ignition. The flame
front, traveling at about 10
feet per second, would then
be the size of a baseball.

‘“At this point, the detec-
tor electrically activates an
extinguisher or suppression
device in another S-thous-
andths of a second. The
flame front would then be the
size of a soft ball,”’ notes the
engineer.

The suppression device,

activiated by the detector,
then releases an extinguish-
ing agent under high pres-
sure (to produce high speed)
which collides with the ad-
vancing flame front in anot-
her 20-thousandths of a sec-
ond, extinguishing it. The

flame front or ‘‘explosion’’
when extinguished would be
smaller than a basketball.

So, in a lapse time of 60
thousandths of a second, the
‘‘explosion’’ is ‘‘out,”’ with-
out a noise being heard other
than the discharge of an
extinguisher.

Nelson notes that since. .
one can blink an eye in 100-*
thousandths of a second, an .
explosion can be extinguish--
ed in 60 percent of this time.:

Explosion suppression de-
vices are available commer-
cially and should be of par-
ticular interest to industries
exposed to explosive dusts
and gases, such as chemical

or agricultural grain hand- .

ling installations. The cost
for installing them at the

Efficient
Home
Lighting

Efficient home lighting de-
pends on a plan and the type
of lighting used, says a hous-
ing and home furnishings
specialist.

In addition to better see-
ing, good lighting can also
enhance the appearance of a
home and its furnishings,
Sue Young points out.

A lighting recipe to
follow for most homes. pro-
vides two kinds of light-
ing: general lighting and task
lighting.

General lighting creates a
feeling of spaciousness and
enhances room appearance.
It provides easier seeing and
greater eye comfort.

Task lighting is needed
where any visual task--
reading, sewing, studying,
serving or food preparation-
takes place.

However, avoid lighting a
room with only task lighting,
because that will create un-
desirable pools of light and

shadows. This means eye
muscles must constantly ad-

just to the differences in

brightness.

To obtain the maximum
amount of light regardless of
source, keep fixtures, bulbs
and tubes clean, the spec-
ialist recommends.

Home light sources are
incandescent and fluores-
cent.

Incandescents, with watts
from 40 to 300, are used in
fixtures and portable lamps
for task and general lighting.

Standard light bulbs give
more light than long-life
bulbs of the same wattage.

High wattage bulbs are
more efficient than low watt-
age bulbs--a 100-watt incan-
descent bulb produces more
light than two 50-watt bulbs.

Avoid using a higher wat-
tage bulb than recommend-
ed. For maximum efficien-
cy, read manufacturer’s re-
commendations, she advises.

Three-way bulbs provide a
choice of lighting levels-
high for seeing task, medium
for less demanding activi-
ties, low for safety.

Fluorescent fixtures cost
more initially than incandes-
cent but are much more
efficient. They provide more
light for an equal amount of

For even greater effien-
cy, remember that high-
wattage tubes are more ef-
ficient than low-wattage
tubes.

‘‘Dahlias grow best in a
deep, fertile, well-drained
soil in a sunny location. The

© plants are easily damaged by

cold. The cluster of roots may
be separated and planted at
about the time of the last
killing frost,”’ says the horti-
culturist.

Plant dahlias 3 or 4 feet
apart if large exhibition flow-
ers are desired. For small
flowers in beds or for cut-
ting, space plants about 2
feet apart. Plant root divi-
sions on the side about S
inches. deep. Cover with
about 2 inches of soil and fill
the remainder of the hole as
the shoots develop.

Dahlias need adequate
moisture for vigorous growth
and flower production. Use
of an organic mulch such as
pine bark will help con-
serve soil moisture during
dry periods. Get rid of weeds
which would compete with
the plants.

Fertilize at planting time
with one-half cup of S5-10-5
fertilizer per plant. Work the
fertilizer into the soil around
the dahlia but do not put it in
the hole. Repeat the appli-
cation every 4 to 6 weeks.

Remove faded flowers to en-
courage continuous bloom-
ing.

“‘For large blooms allow
only one stalk per root to
develop,”’ suggests Janne.
‘“‘Remove all small weak
sprouts. When the shoot is
about 6 inches tall, pinch it
back to about the third set of
leaves to promote branching.

“Allow only four main
branches to develop on large
flowering varieties. Stake the
plant to prevent breakage.
Disbudding will promote
large blooms for exhibition
purposes.”’’

Consumer ‘‘homework’’
before buying a major ap-
pliance can pay off--mon-
ey-wise and time-wise.

The wise consumer will
want to invest sound pre-
purchase study to maximize
purchase satisfaction and
avoid the pitfalls experienc-
ed by consumers who buy
appliances in a hasty and
uninformed manner, says
Dr. Carolyn McKinney, fam-
ily resource management
specialist.

Unfortunately, in all too
many situations, major appli-
ances are hastily purchased
and the consumer becomes a
victim of his or her own lack
of pre-purchase thought and
investigation.

Pre-purchase homework
should include a'review of
information about the appli-
ance being considered. Mag-
azine and newspaper arti-
cles, state Extension bulle-
tins, manufacturers’ bro-
chures and specification
sheets, and federal govern-
ment bulletins are valuable
information sources.

Consider appliance styling
and features, fuel require-
ments and energy efficiency,
family size and lifestyle, and
available ‘space.

Also, the wise consumer
will think in advance about
what questions to ask and
discuss with the appliance
dealers and salespeople.

Dr. McKinney recom-
mends asking about items
such as the following:

Is the delivery and instal-
lation cost included in the
sales price or are these char-
ges extra? If the charges are
extra, what will the estima-
ted cost be?

What is the estimated op-
erating (fuel) cost of the ap-
pliance on an annual basis
and over its’ lifetime?

Does the dealer service the
appliance? If not, where can
authorized service be obtain-
ed?

‘Will the dealer arrange for
a demonstration of the appli-
ance--especially the special
or unique features?

What information is avail-
able in the use and care
manual? The dealer should
have one available from the
floor models on display. Ask
to see it--it will suggest
additional pertinent ques-
tions about the specific appli-
ance.

What safety or certifica-
tion seals are applied to the
appliance to indicate safety,

Liquid protein diets have
resulted in 40 deaths in the
United States, according to
the Food and Drug Adminis-
tration.

These diets are dangerous
to the millions of weight-

. conscious people who have
gone on them, especially
those without adequate med-
ical supervision, warns Mrs.
Mary K. Sweeten, a foods
and nutrition specialist.

Liquid protein diets are
even more dangerous for in-
fants, children, pregnant or
nursing women, people tak-
ing medications and people

with kidney, liver or heart
disease, she adds.

These people especially
should not take liquid pro-
tein products, she advises.

‘‘Labels on liquid protein
products themselves show
that these are really intend-
ed to be used as protein
supplements--not as diet

‘‘None of the liquid pro-
tein products contain all of
the nutrients necessary for
good health.

‘“Therefore, it is not rec-
ommended that people take
them alone--even though

some people claim these pro-
ducts supply enough nutri-
ents to maintain the lean
body mass,’”” Mrs. Sweeten
explains.

Most of the liquid pro-
teins sold under a variety of
trade names are made from
predigested protein (collagen
or gelatin) obtained from an-
imal hides, tendons and
bones. :

As for the diets, no liquid
protein diet is approved by
the FDA.

Although labeling of the
liquid protein products them-
selves falls under the res-

ponsibility of FDA, the label
directions do not mention
using them for weight loss.

People have heard about
the weight-loss claims from
books, word of mouth or the
media, Mrs. Sweeten says.

These claims cannot be
controlled by the FDA.

In addition, the FDA can-
not seize or recall the pro-
duct unless it has been adul-
terated.

Currently, FDA is involv-
ed in research about the
liquid protein.

It has proposed that manu-
facturers voluntarily put a
warning on labels, saying the
product may cause serious

illness or death--and that it is
not intended for weight re-
duction or maintenance.

‘““Any quick weight-loss
plan and chemical dieting
aids are just as hazardous to
a person’s health as being
overweight,”” Mrs. Sweeten
says.

There is really no safe and
effective way to lose weight
other than by a well-bal-
anced diet of lower caloried
foods.

Losing weight--and keep-
ing it off--requires self-dis-
cipline, persistence and pat-
ience, she adds.

Also it takes a permanent
change in eating habits.

‘““To put one’s body
through the extraordinary
stress of the liquid protein
diet is indeed the ultimate
absurdity,”” she concludes.
