Historical Society

Monday evening, Sept. 25,
the Crockett County Histori-
cal Society, W.R. Baggett,
Jr. president, presiding, met
for it’s regular quarterly
meeting in the Civic Center.

Mrs. P.L. Childress, Mu-
seum Director, gave an inter-
esting program on new ideas
for Museums. She began
with the stated purpose of
the Crockett County Mu-
seum: ... ‘shall be to sponsor
the collection and preserva-
tion in a museum in Ozona all
procurable specimens and
items of historical character
and of natural history per-
taining to Crockett County
and adjoining areas.”’

She stated that a museum
is a unique learning tool.
From very young children to
aged adults can learn by
observing over and over ob-
jects on display. The time
spent is optional for each
individual.

‘““A museum is for the
public,”’ she said, and ‘‘the
public helps to make a good
museum by sharing items for
exhibit.”’

It was noted that it is not
desirable for a museum to
accept items on loan except
for specific time periods for
special displays. In the near
future persons with items
now on loan in the local
museum will be contacted
and asked to make definite
decisions about these items.

Mrs. K.R. Stanton,
Museum Hostess, stated that
a total of 897 persons had
visited the Museum so far in
1978, 200 were from out-
of-state, 13 from foreign
countries, 359 from Texas
and 325 from Ozona. At-
tendance ranged from a low
of 43 in January to a high of
160 in August.

Mrs. Childress mentioned
numbers of sources of help
for small museum planning
and stressed that good ex-
hibits, clearly labeled are
essential. Special exhibits for
class study can be arranged
upon request.

She expressed special ap-
preciation to volunteers in-
cluding Jim Read, W.D.

Amendments Up For

In addition to the various
candidates on the ballot for
the November 7, general
election, Crockett County
voters will be faced with
voting for or against nine
proposed constitutional
amendments to the Texas
State Constitution.

The first amendment to
appear on the ballot, al-
though not numbered as
such, is ‘“The Tax Relief
Amendment.”” This amend-
ment would allow the Legis-
lature to exempt intangible
property and personal pro-
perty from taxation. Also, it
would tax land devoted to
farming or ranching on its
productive value rather than
what the market price might
be. It would give property tax
relief to the elderly and the
handicapped as well as limit
state spending while enforc-
ing uniform standards and
procedures on taxing author-
ities imposing property tax-
es.
Amendment Number One
has to do with aid to the
handicapped. It would strike
all reference to ‘‘Deaf and
Dumb Asylum’’ from the
constitution, while allowing
the state to purchase sta-
tionery and other products
made by the handicapped
without going through the
competitive bidding process.

Amendment Number
Three would allow local cities
and towns to issue tax incre-
ment bonds to finance the
redevelopment of blighted
areas. In theory the bonds
would be repaid with funds
collected by taxing the in-
creased value of property in
the redeveloped area.
Amendment Number Four
would exempt solar and
wind-powered ' energy de-
vices from taxation in order
to encourage private invest-
ment in them and encourage
alternate energy sources.
Amendment Number Five
would extend the jurisdic-
tion of justices of the peace in
civil cases. This amendment
would raise the $200 limit to
$500 in small claims coutt
presided over by JPs where
an attorney is not necessary.
Amendment Number Six

Voters In November

would allow the Legislature
to expand the number of
judges on any court of civil
appeals and allow the court
to sit in sections and re-
quiring a concurrence of a
majority of justices to decide
a case. Backers of this
amendment believe it is
more practical and less ex-
pensive to increase the size
of existing courts to meet
increasing demands than to
create additional courts
which require separate per-
sonnel and facilities.
Amendment Number Sev-
en would eliminate the State
Building Commission and
State Building Fund from the
constitution. These exist in
name only and no longer
serve a function. All records
have been transferred to the
State Board of Control.
Amendment Number
Eight ‘would authorize cer-
tain districts to engage in
fire-fighting activities and to
issue bonds for this purpose.
This amendment would au-
thorize water districts to es-
tablish fire protection pro-
grams and to spend district
funds to finance them.

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Educational

Reform Needed

By Anthony Harringan

As a new school year begins, parents and commun-
ity officials are deeply concerned about problems of
educational content and administration.

A number of states are plagued with strikes by teachers.
Such strikes are among the most - unfortunate work
stoppages, for they offer impressionable youngsters a model
of irresponsible behavior on the part of persons who are
supposed to embody civic virtues. School boards have an
obligation to their communities to take a firm stand against
teacher strikes. This means hiring replacements for
teachers who want to picket instead of teach.

On the other hand, many teachers have a legitimate
grievance in that their earnings have fallen behind in a
period of runaway inflation.

The solution for the teachers and the community is not a
strike but a reappraisal and restructuring of spending on
public education.

In many communities the educational apparatus is
top-heavy with administrative personnel and expensive
consultants. Money goes into the salaries and ‘‘perks’’ for
the new educational bureaucracy, not into the salaries of
classroom teachers.

The most needed educational reform is a reduction in the
size of local and state educational hierarchies and
elimination of costly facilities and ‘‘perks.”’ Cutbacks in this
area should provide funds to increase salaries of classroom
teachers, who should be put on the merit system.

To be sure, administrative bureaucracies exist, at least in
part, because of the demands of education laws passed by
Congress, such as the Elementary and Secondary Education
Act of 1965. In a recent study, the Rand Corporation
concluded that the availability of federal funds encouraged
school districts to undertake programs that were beyond
their resources.

The lesson is that federal aid always results in federal
control and heavier burdens on the taxpayers. Participation
in federal education programs also results in enormous
requirements for paperwork in connection with compliance
forms. Thus educators are turned into paper shufflers. They
are so busy attempting to comply with federal regulations
that they haven’t the time or money to develop local
programs geared to local needs.

Unfortunately, it’s far easier for a state or a school district
to become involved with federal financing and planning than
it is to end the involvement. States and school districts
gradually move away from authentic educators to ‘‘grants-
men’’ who make a career of latching onto federal dollars.

If public elementary and secondary education are to be
improved, however, it will be necessary for the states and
school systems to end their dependence on Washington.

The emphasis in the schools must not be on the individual
student and individual classroom teacher. Much has been
accomplished in recent years in the way of providing
accurate aptitude tests and for determining learning
disabilities.

Public schools have real needs--improved book collections
in school libraries, wide vocational opportunities, a stress on
written and spoken English and basic mathematics, and
freedom for teachers and principals to test and assign
students without fear of lawsuit or harassment.

The way for Congress to help is to dismantle the federal
educational apparatus constructed since the mid-1960s, not
extend money and controls to more schools. The courts can
help by restoring the concept of the neighborhood school as
the legitimate educational entity..

Decentralization, local control, and elimination of
bureaucracy and administrative overhead--this is the proper
route for an improved educational system in the United
States. In such a system, school boards would have more
money for the capable, hardworking classroom teacher.

A hundred and twenty
five Texas cities notified
Comptroller Bob Bullock

AG Opinions

The Open Records Act
does not require release of
names of rape and at-
tempted rape victims, Attor-
ney General John Hill said
in a new opinion.

Statutes do not authorize
Gaines County to provide
day care to all children,
although the county may
provide day care to some
children, or under some
circumstances.  Legislation
would be necessary to au-
thorize counties to provide
general day care services to
all children.

A county clerk has a duty
to provide mailed written
notice to all assumed certifi-
cate holders under the Busi-
ness and Commerce Code,
and he is not relieved of the
duty by budget limitations.
Commissioners courts have
a duty to provide adequate
funds.

The State Board of Exam-
iners. of Psychologists may
not require that applicants
for certification as subdoc-
toral personnel have taken
coursework from board-cer-
tified psychologists.

Courts Speak

The State Supreme Court
wiped out an Austin district
court finding that dry forces
won a June local option elec-
tion in Abilene.

The Court of Criminal
Appeals held that judges in
death penalty cases must
designate psychologists or
psychiatrists for indigent de-
fendants at state expense.

A November 1 hearing
has been set in the Supreme
Court on the question of
whether a bank or a deposi-
tor must suffer the loss when
a swindler raises the amount
of a check.

The high court upheld a
Houston court finding that
Kroger Company owes $75,-
000 in damage to a woman
held by security guards who
thought she stole cigarettes.

Tough Talk on Inflation

WASHINGTON—The President’s new get tough policy
to battle inflation can’t be faulted for its aims.

Few will disagree tough measures are necessary if the
Administration expects results on its promises to whip
double-digit inflation robbing the purchasing power of
every American.

What is troubling about reports on the President’s new
inflation offensive is its direction. Having tried the volun-
tary approach without much success, the President ap-
parently has concluded tough measures will center around
wage and price “standards.” That has a familiar ring to it:
the inevitable denials signaling the prelude to wage and
price controls.

Should the “standards,” or whatever else he calls them,
prove ineffective, however, he will have proceeded too far
in the direction of controls to turn back, despite word
games denying such a progression.

It’s hard to imagine a worse eventuality.

Wage and price controls, as a means to short-circuit
higher prices, have been tried before. Their impact on an
economy tied to free market principles, proved unwork-
able and ineffective. They also proved disruptive. No one
was satisfied controls were administered fairly.

But conceding tougher measures are needed to curb in-
flation raises the question: Are there other options the
President might consider? Well, his arsenal is not that
limited. He could make headway by training his sights
on a few of the real sources, not the imagined ones.

In the construction industry, for example, inflation has
soared at near uncontrollable rates. The Federal govern-
ment itself contributes because the Davis-Bacon Act pro-
vides the Department of Labor shall establish “prevailing
wages” on all projects involving Uncle Sam.

Davis-Bacon, alone, contributes between 5 and 15%
to the excess cost of construction, according to the General
Accounting Office. And that amounts to a $1-3 billion
bite out of the the taxpayers’ pockets annually.

Suspending the Davis-Bacon Act is an option the
President has.

While labor wages have increased sharply over recent
years, productivity has steadily declined. The gap be-
tween the two continues to widen, which accounts for
inflation’s continued strength in this country.

Extracting a commitment from labor unions to accept
pay increases tied to productivity increases is another
Presidential option. It should be pursued. :

Scheduled increases in the minimum wage and in social
security taxes contradict the Administration’s aims to hold
down inflationary trends fostered by government.

Postponing these increases, set for January, as many of
us have urged, is an option open to the President.

The Administration has criticized government for un-
necessary costs to taxpayers. He could join the battle many
of us have waged on waste, inefficiency and the expense
of regulation—expected to cost taxpayers some $102 bil-
lion next year—by pledging his support for measures giv-
ing Congress strengthened oversight over the executivé
agencies responsible for unnecessary regulation and cost.

Realistic monetary and fiscal policy, instead of reliance
on deficit spending, would help tremendously. Coupled
with tax reductions to increase investment and stimulate
economic activity, they would slow inflation’s sharp mo-
mentum. These are options he has.

Clearly, several approaches 'to stemming inflation are
available. Measures which force us in the long run to
rely on wage and price controls shouldn’t be considered
among them.

Since the much needed
and refreshing rains of this
month, our area is beauti-
ful and green again. Maybe
we won’t have anymore siz-
zling summer days, and the
fall colors will begin to turn
for us to enjoy.

After the hot, dry, early
summer that brought lower
than usual yields in both
flower and vegetable gar-
dens, with a little luck and
good fall weather, we can
have a fine re-bloom of
plants and a good harvest of
fall vegetables.

Fall fruits ripen now-es-
pecially pears and apples.
Pick the pears before they
are fully ripe. As the first
yellowing appears, pick and
wrap them individually in
newspaper. Store in a cool
place for many weeks of en-
joyment. If left on tree too
long they will fall off, bruise
and rot in the center.

Getting first rate bulbs
may be more difficult this fall
and will be higher in price. If
you haven’t ordered or spo-
ken for yours, arrange to be
notified by your merchant or
nursery when they arrive.

Plant strawberries from
now to November, for fall is
the best planting season for
strawberries in Texas. Plants
set out between now and
November will bear next
April. If you delay planting
until spring, the plants must
be in the ground an entire
year before producing a sig-
nificant crop. Be sure to set
out enough plants to sat-
isfy your family’s needs. For
a family of four, set out at
least three dozen plants. The
planting will enlarge as the
parent plant send sends out
runners after they have fruit-
ed next spring.

Plant strawberries in a
sunny spot-at least half a
day. For the best fruit pro-
duction, work compost or
other organic matter into the
soil to promote both rapid
root establishment and ade-
quate drainage. Set plants so
that the top of the root ball is
at the same level as sur-
rounding soil; then firm the
soil around the plants. Plants
set too low are susceptible to
crown rot; those too high
may dry out and die. Keep
plants watered during the

Make Fabric
Softeners
Efficient

Making fabric softeners
work efficiently starts with
knowing how they work in
the first place.

Fabric softeners add soft-
ness and they control static
electricity--they do not soften
water.

The most popular is the
final-rinse-cycle type.

Another teams with deter-
gent in the wash cycle.

Still another works in the
dryer. It might be tear-off
sheets, pads, attachable bars
or aerosols.

Whatever the type, it is
important to follow label di-
rections to avoid problems.

After continued use on
clothing several times, fabric
softeners can leave a ‘‘build-
up’’ on garment surfaces.

‘‘Build-up”’’ interferes with
the performance of certain
fabric finishes and fibers,
and it causes dinginess and
graying or a lack of absor-
bency.

To prevent this, omit the
fabric softener from every
fourth or fifth laundry load.

To correct problem build-
up, soak garments in deter-
gent and bleach that is safe
for the fabric. Then launder
garments without using the
softener.

When fabric softeners
leave stains in garments, the
stains will resemble grease
stains--they are usually blue-
gray, blue-green, yellow or
black.

Remove these stains by
gently rubbing them with bar
or liquid detergent. Then
re-launder the fabric.

From the popular shoulder
drawstrings, tucks, embroi-
dery and other detailing cur-
rently popular, fashion is
adding an exaggerated shape
with shoulder pads.

The look ranges from the
more extreme ‘‘football’’ ef-
fect to a slight shoulder
modification.

Besides pads in jackets
and coats, women will see
them also in blouses and
dresses.

Considered a basic home-
sewing notion, shoulder pads
were primarily used in outer-
wear and suit jackets or
blazers.

However, in line with an
increased fashion emphasis,
notion companies are ex-
panding shoulder pad varie-
ties and quantities. Some of
the types available include
blouse pads, iron-ons, press-
on/peel-offs, heavy designer
weights and covered pads.

Some companies distin-
guish between shoulder pads
and shoulder shapes with the
shape being a thinner ver-
sion.

Many interfacing compa-
nies provide information for
making shoulder pads.

For a set-in sleeve, the
armhole seamline of the gar-
ment is traced between front

and back armhole notches. §

The width along the shoulder
seam and number of padding
layers needed depends on
the garment, figure and look
intended.

Before sewing any shoul-
der pad into a garment along
armhole and shoulder seam
allowances, first pin the
shoulder pad in place and try
the garment on.

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The Texas Sheep & Goat
Raisers’ Association favors
the Texas Tax Relief Amend-
ment. There’s a simple,
forthright statement if ever
we made one.

The amendment comes up
for a vote by the people Nov.
7. It’s not necessarily all that
all of us might have wished,
but it does a more than
credible job of addressing
several important points that
have long needed address-
ing.

The amendment is a com-
promise measure, but it real-
ly couldn’t have been any-
thing else, considering the
wide variations of interests
represented within the State
of Texas. It mandates some
tax-related changes and al-
lows for others at the dis-
cretion of the legislature.

Mandated changes that
the amendment will provide
include:

A homestead exemption
from school taxes of $5,000
off the market value; notice
to a homeowner of a re-
evaluation of his property,
including the actual effect of
that re-evaluation; public no-
tice by any local government
of plans to increase total tax
revenues, along with a public
hearing on the proposal; a
prohibition against centrali-
zed property tax appraisals;
a requirement that all future
enforcement of uniform tax
appraisal standards be orig-
inated in the individual coun-
ties; a prohibition against
increased state spending
above the estimated growth
of the state’s economy.

Provisions that are allowed
by the amendment but which
will still require legislative
action include:

Additional homestead
exemptions for the elderly or
disabled up to $10,000, and a

 prohibition against in-
i creasing taxes on such home-
steads unless they change
hands or are remodeled: an

increase on household goods
and personal effects exemp-
tions from the current $250 to
an unlimited amount, as long
as the property is not used to
produce income or is other-
wise exempt from forced sale
for debt; valuation of agri-
cultural and forest lands on
productive, rather than spec-
ulative values.

The last provision has
already been acted on by the
legislature. The 1977 legis-
lative session produced a bill
calling for just such produc-
tive value taxation, but it
cannot be put into force
without a constitutional
amendment such as the one
we’ll be voting on soon.

The tax relief amendment
has been attacked by some as
a “‘special interest’’ measure
offering benefits for only a
select few. It’s hard to see
much truth in that claim,
because. the ‘‘select few’’
include the elderly, the dis-
abled, the rancher and far-
mer and the homeowner, just
for starters.

Less obvious, perhaps, but
just as valid, is the amend-
ment’s application to almost
anyone else not fitting these
categories. Everyone pays
property taxes, whether he
or she be’a homeowner or a
renter. Members of the latter
group may not see the tax
statement, but they pay it
with a portion of their month-
ly rent. If that’s not near
enough to home, the amend-
ment’s limitations on state
spending should be. It is
spending that determines

taxing, and the more is
spent, the more will be
taxed.

Some continue to argue
that agriculture and timber
producers are getting the big
break, but in reality it’s not a
break at all--it’s simply an
evening of the burden. At
one time, the term ‘‘proper-
ty’’ was almost synonymous
with real estate, and proper-
ty taxation was accordingly

This means that Rumensin
can now be fed to stocker,
feeder and slaughter cattle
weighing more than 400
pounds,”’ points out Dr.
Larry L. Boleman, beef cat-
tle specialist with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice. ‘“The approval has im-
mediate application to 'all
cattlemen using pastures in
any way with beef cattle.”’

According to the manufac-
turer, Elanco Products Co., a
division of Eli Lilly and Co.,
the cost of Rumensin is only
about a penny a day per
animal, and research trials
indicate a 16 percent faster
rate of gain. Cattle on pas-
ture fed 200 milligrams of
Rumensin daily gained 0.2
pounds over those not re-
ceiving the additive.

Studies indicate the pro-
duct is effective in both
steers and heifers, in
implanted or non-implanted
cattle, notes Boleman.

‘‘Rumensin may make
continuous supplementation
on poor quality pastures a
more profitable practice, pro-
vided the feeding practice
will insure ‘a consistent in-
take of the material on a daily
basis,”’ says the specialist.
‘‘Mineral blocks, molasses-
type blocks or other supple-

ment mixes or carriers may
be used to control consump-
tion if they do so at a low
cost. The type of carrier will
be important in the overall
economics of pasture supple-
mentation since the high cost
supplemental feed or feeding
system can easily offset the
weight gain advantage of the
additive.”’

Ranchers should also be
aware of a low intake or
palatability problem of ‘the
additive that could occur for
cattle grazing high quality
forages such as winter pas-
tures, reminds Boleman.

How does Rumensin work
to improve weight gains'in
cattle?

Plant Legumes Now

For Spring

Producers who want high
quality forage for their cattle
in late winter and  early
spring should give legumes a
try.

‘‘Legumes can provide
high quality grazing at a time
when there is little other
forage available and when
cows that are calving have
high nutrient require-
ments,’’ points out Don Dor-
sett, a forage specialist with
the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service. ‘‘Legumes
can also provide high pro-
tein hay and can return some
nitrogen to the soil to bene-
fit other grasses.”’

Dorsett notes that there
are several misconceptions
about legumes in the South-
west. One is that they pro-
vide a lot of winter graz-
ing since they are fall plant-
ed. Another is that they
return a large amount of
nitrogen to the soil.

‘“‘Although legumes are
planted in the fall, they make
only minimal growth until
late winter,”” explains the
forage specialist. ‘‘Growth is
rapid from then until late
May or June when legumes
are high in protein and are
highly digestible. This is
when they provide high qual-
ity forage so essential to

good animal performance,
especially for cows with
young calves that must get
back in condition for re-
breeding.”’

As far as the nitrogen
building aspect is concerned,
legumes do take nitrogin
from the atmosphere if they
are well nodulated, points
out Dorsett. However, most
of this is used in the growth
of the plant and is removed
as the plant is grazed or cut
for hay. The nitrogen in
legume roots is only about
20 percent of the plant’s total
nitrogen content, and this
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Grazing

becomes readily available to

perennial grasses. But it is-

only through grazing-recy-
cling or plant decomposi-
tion that a large portion of
the legume nitrogen is put
back into the soil.

‘‘Legumes will flower, pro-
duce seed and die by late
May or early June,’’notes
Dorsett. ‘‘If allowed to make
seed, legumes should come
up voluntarily next fall.”

So, for top quality forage
L.t is sure to give a boost to
both cows and young calves
in late winter and early
spring, consider planting le-
gumes this fall, suggests the
specialist.
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Additive Increases Cattle Production

Monensin sodium, the ac-
tive ingredient in Rumensin,
shifts the ruminal fermenta-
tion patterns, explains Bole-
man. The propionic acid
production is increased at the
expense. of acetic or buty-
ric acid, and this alteration
increases the efficiency of
energy use for growth and
fattening.

‘“Use of Rumensin could
have a tremendous econ-
omic breakthrough in grow-
ing cattle on pasture, pro-

omically,”” contends Bole-
man. ‘‘The additive must be
supplied in a low-cost carrier
and must be consumed by
the animal for its use to be
effective and profitable.”’
Producers should remem-
ber that although Rumensin
is safe for cattle, it is quite
toxic to horses, adds the
specialist. :

Special job help for para-
lyzed veterans will be part of
the Veterans Adminis-
tration’s affirmative action
program to improve job op-
portunities for severely dis-
abled veterans.

During Fiscal Year 1979,
Administrator Max Cleland
announced today, VA will set
aside 250 selected job va-
cancies to be filled by vet-
erans paralyzed by spinal
cord injuries.

To initiate the program,

Need Good Resumes

Writing a resume can un-
fold hidden talents, espec-
ially for ‘‘off-to-work’’ mo-
thers, says a home econo-
mist.

As mothers and homemak-
ers, these women have ac-
quired a number of valua-
ble skills--often those that
employers consider the most
important, says Linda Mc-
Cormack.

They include responsibil-
ity, discipline, organization
and planning skills and in-
genuity, she adds.

Before actually writing a
resume, outline talents and
experiences first.

List special areas of ex-
pertise and special ‘‘likes.”’

Include such activities as
money raising, extensive en-
tertaining for husband’s bus-
iness interests, leadership of
various groups, or organiza-
tion of others.,

Type a resume on stan-
dard 8%x11-inch paper, usu-
ally white bondpaper--or a
beige or gray with, perhaps,
a slight texture if it really
‘‘adds something’’ and
shows good taste.

For most people, a resume
should fit on one page.

Type name and address at
the top of the page, cent-
ered, so a paper clip cannot
hide it. Include age and
marital status opposite the
name and address, if desir-
ed.

Next

include four

headings: experience, educa-
tion (or education and train-
ing), interests and aptitudes,
and references.

Under this heading, des-
cribe activities that involve
important skills.

For example, list manag-
ing money, caring for chil-
dr.en, decorating or fund
raising.

Also, include previous em-
ployment.

Then list special skills.

For instance, include writ-
ing, photography, typing,
shorthand, languages, music
or graphic arts.

Include all formal school-

ing and training, degrees or
certificates.
- List night school courses,
scholastic honors, extra-cur-
ricular activities, correspon-
dence courses and seminars
attended.

Describe talents and hob-
bies, including recreational
interests, such as sports.

Add a paragraph that des-
cribes the range of work that
seems most suitable--and
that would be most appeal-
ing.

List all references, per-
sonal and professional, or
note that they will be fur-
nished on request.

Finally, remember to keep
a resume up-to-date--includ-
ing each activity that adds a
new skill and increased ex-
perience--both of interest to
prospective employers.

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The Scientists Tell Me. ..

We Must Take a New Look
At an Old Fuel, Wood

By Robert L. Haney
TAES Science Writer

The Nation’s total energy
needs can be greatly re-
lieved if the wood product
industries can totally utilize
the fuel potential of their own
raw material, wood. At pres-
ent these industries account
for about 6 percent of the
nation’s energy con-
sumption.

Feasibility studies indicate
that fossil-fuel costs for the
wood product industries can
be almost totally eliminated
if they adopt a concept called
the ‘‘two-stream approach’
with the incoming wood ma-
terials.

In simplest terms, one
stream is the raw material for
the manufactured product;
the second stream is wood
fuel. Residues from the man-
ufacturing process are added
to this second stream.

‘“This raises two ques-
tions,”’ says Dr. W.K. Mur-
phey who took part in the
study for The Texas Agri-
cultural Experiment Station:
‘‘One, is wood an economi-
cally feasible fuel? And two,
are wood product manufac-
turing systems truly capable
of being self-sufficient from
wood fuel?

“If these two questions
can be answered positively,
then wood products may
have an economic advan-

- tage over products manu-

factured using fdssil fuels.”

Murphey, who is head of
the Forest Science Depart-
ment at Texas A&M Uni-
versity, makes these telling
points:

Oil prices paid by steam-
electric generatmg lants are
now over $2.00 per million
Btu’s. To compare wood fuel
to oil requires defining fir-
ing efficiency-that amount of
useable energy obtained
from a fuel-and the Btu’s
obtained from a unit weight
of wood fuel.

Firing efficiencies are re-
lated to type of firing cham-
ber and moisture content of
the fuel. If wood is direct
fired in a dutch-oven-type
furnace, the efficiency is ap-
proximated at 65 percent.
Oil firing efficiencies are
near 80 percent. And for our
analysis, let’s assume 1.25 as
much wood fuel would be
required to equal oil in terms
of firing efficiencies.

One ton of oven dry wood
contains about 17 million
Btu’s. At an oil price of $0.30
per gallon ($2.00/million
Btu), the wood industry
could afford to pay $34.00 for
oven dry wood in the firing
chamber.

Wood is not often in the
oven dry state; thus moisture
content of the wood deliver-
ed to the firing chamber is
important. Water decreases
the amount of wood sub-
stance per unit weight of
wood fuel and also uses
energy to dissipate the mois-

ture in the form of steam.
Wood manufacturing proc-
esses studied that may pro-
vide sufficient residues to be
energy self-sufficient are
soft-wood lumber, oak floor-
ing, lumber made from ve-
neer, and both hardwood
panel and softwood sheath-
ing plywood.
Underlayment particle-
board manufactured would
require 0.52 tons of oven dry
wood in the fuel stream to
make up the deficit 235
horsepower-hours of me-
chanical energy and the 625

‘pounds of steam required to

produce each ton of product.

Fiberboard, insulation
board, and hardboard re-
quire 0.42, 1.25, and 2.51
tons of additional wood fuel
to become energy self-suffi-
cient for each ton of pro-
duct manufactured.

Besides the firing efficien-
cies and moisture associated
with wood fuel, the selec-
tion of wood over fossil fuel
depends on their relative
costs. Price sensitivity is im-
portant in regards to changes
in 1) cost of wood deliver-
ed to the mill, 2) oil prices, 3)
wood moisture content, and
4) relative firing -efficien-
cies.

Price of wood delivered to
the mill, exclusive of firing
efficiencies and fuel hand-
ling within the mill, can be
calculated if oil is $2.00/
million Btu and wood is
$41.28 per cord. If oil prices
increase $0.01 per gallon,
fuel costs increase $0.01 per
gallon, fuel costs increase
$0.06 per million Btu. A
$1.00 increase in the price of
an oven dry ton of wood
raises the price per million
Btu $0.06.

Wood moisture content
and firing efficiency changes
are related. Btu content per
unit weight of wood fuel
decreases as moisture con-
tent increases, as does firing
efficiency. At the lower mois-
ture content ranges, a 10-
percent decrease in moisture
averages an increase of 600
Btu’s per pound.

In this range of moisture
contents, a percent reduction
increases the worth of wood
fuel by $0.24 per ton. Stated
another way, we could afford
to spend up to $0.24 to dry
the wood. Similarly, firing
efficiency is raised by the
reduction in moisture be-
cause less fuel is consumed
changing the moisture to
steam and reduction stack
gas losses.

Murphey estimates the to-
tal change would result in
increases amounting to $0.34
for each one-percent de-
crease in moisture. An addi-
tional benefit not consider-
ed is the reduction of parti-
culate matter produced at the
increased efficiencies.

Alcohol Is Threat
To Unborn

Pregnant women who
drink alcohol may threaten
their unborn baby--with mal-
formation or mental defi-
ciency.

Three ounces of alcohol or
more per day is a definite
risk, says Carla Shearer. Ms.
Shearer is with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice.

‘“Drinking only one to
three ounces of alcohol per
day also can be risky, and
pregnant women should ap-
proach even these amounts
with caution,”” she adds.

Researchers say that of the
total newborns in the United
States; thousands are mal-
formed and mentally defec-
tive because their mothers
drank too much alcohol dur-
ing pregnancy.

Due to evidence that alco-
hol consumption by pregnant
women can cause--in some
cases--birth defects in chil-
dren, the Food and Drug
Administration is now consi-
dering new regulations that
would warn consumers of
this danger.

Labels of caution would
appear on certain oral drugs
and foods that contain al-
cohol, according to the pro-
posed regulations.

Alcoholic beverages might
also carry such labels.

Just ‘‘how much’’ alcohol

is; ‘how._ dangerous’’--and
"“‘when’’ during pregnancy--
are still areas of uncertain-
ity, but researchers are still
flooking for the answers.
' ‘‘However, until we know
the answers, extreme caution
with alcohol consumption is
best.

Explaining how alcohol
damages an unborn baby,
Ms. Shearer says that when a
pregnant woman drinks, the
alcohol goes through her
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bloodstream and that of the
unborn--in the same concen-
tration.

““In other words, if the
mother is drunk, so is the
‘baby,”’ she stresses.
