Ozona law officers have 
had a busy week and some o f 
them are wondering if then- 
efforts will be in vain in view 
of past judicial decisions 
around the country. We are 
in such a habit of coddling 
criminals, one could almost 
believe the next step will be 
the arrest o f the victims 
instead o f the perpetratm-s.

This brings to mind the 
modem day version o f “ Lit­
tle Red Riding Hood,”  I saw 
reprinted in the Wink Bulle­
tin last week. As ridiculous 
as it sounds, it might not be 
far from the truth. Read it 
and ask some of the local law 
enforcement officers how far 
from the truth it really is:

“ Once upon a time there 
was a little girl called Red 
Riding Hood. One day her 
mother asked her to take a 
basket o f food to her grand­
mother who was ill and lived 
alone in a cottage in the 
forest.

“ Red Riding Hood was 
happy to go as she loved the 
walk through the woods. 
However, as it happened a 
wolf was lurking in the 
bushes and overheard the 
conversation. He took a short 
cut and got to grandmother’ s 
house in time to kill and 
devour her. He then dressed 
in her nightgown and jumped 
into bed to wait for the little 
girl.

“ When she arrived and 
the wolf tried to grab her, 
she was frightened and ran 
screaming from the cottage. 
A woodcutter working near­
by heard her cries and rush­
ed to her rescue. He killed 
the wolf with his axe, sav­
ing the child’ s life and all the 
townspeople proclaimed him 
a hero.

“ But several facts emerg­
ed at the inquest. First o f all, 
the wolf had never been ad­
vised of his rights. Second, 
the woodcutter had made no 
warning swings before he 
struck the fatal blow.

“ Investigators pointed out 
that although the act of 
eating grandnui may have 
been in bad taste, the wolf 
was only ‘doing his thing’ 
and did not deserve the 
death penalty.

“ Some contended that the 
killing o f the grandmother 
should be considered self- 
defense because she was 
over 30, and therefore could 
not be taken seriously.

“ It was decided then, that 
there was actually no basis 
for charges against the wolf. 
The woodcutter, however, 
was indicted for unaggrava­
ted assault with a deadly 
weapon.

“ Several nights later the 
w oodcutter’ s cottage was 
burned to the ground. With­
in a week woodcutter’ s cot­
tages throughout the coun­
tryside were burned as a 
protest against violence.

“ Then one morning thê  
woodcutter’ s body was found 
in the woods. At first it waS; 
thought he had been at­
tacked by a pack of dis­
sident wolves whose motive 
was revenge for their slain 
comrad. But the investiga­
tion committee decided that 
he had been overcome by 
massive guilt feelings and 
had killed himself.

“ One year from the date of 
the incident at grandma’ s, 
her cottage was turned into a 
shrine for the wolf who had 
bed and died there. All the 
village officials spoke at the 
dedication.

“ It was Red Riding Hood, 
however, who gave the final 
tribute. She said that, while 
she had been selfishly grate­
ful for the woodcutter’ s inter­
vention, she realized in retro­
spect that he had overreac­
ted.

“ As she knelt and placed a 
wreath in honor of the brave 
wolf, there was not a dry eye 
in the forest.’ ’

Two elections on tap Sat.
Ozona voters will go to the 

polls Saturday to cast ballots 
for two new school board 
trustees and to vote on the 
separation of the sheriff-tax 
assessor collector office. The 
separate elections will be 
held on the same day, with 
all school board balloting at 
the courthouse and the sep­
aration election held in the 
various precincts. Only vot­
ers in precinct 1 will be able 
to make one stop do it. The 
school board election will be 
held in the commissioners

courtroom or law library 
downstairs and the separa­
tion election will be held in 
the district courtroom. Pre­
cincts 2 and 3 voters will cast 
ballots at the Civic Center 
and those living in precinct 4 
will vote at the Primary 
School. There will also be 
boxes at Powell Field and the 
power plant.

Polls will open at 8 a.m. 
and close at 7 p.m. for the 
school board election. The 
separation election will have 
polls open from 7 until 7.

Fierro Services Friday
Funeral services for Ma- 

clovia A. Fierro, 65, were 
held at 3 p.m. Friday in Our 
Lady of Perpetual Help Cath­
olic Church with burial in 
Lima Cemetery.

Mr. Fierro died at 2:35 
a.m. Thursday in Crockett 
County Hospital.

He was bom  Oct. 15, 1913, 
in Mexico and married An- 
gelita Fierro Nov. 11, 1933 in 
Ozona.

Survivors include his wife;

two daughters, Frances Del­
gado of Lubbock and Tonia 
Trevino of Grand Prairie; 
three sons, Manuel Fierro, 
Chon Fierro and Maclovio 
Fierro, Jr., all of Ozona; two 
sisters, Manuela Perez of 
Ozona and Genovea Gonza­
les of Utah; three brothers, 
Refugio Fierro and Juan 
Fierro, both of Ozona and 
Sepriano Fierro of Marble 
Falls; 18 grandchildren and 
six great grandchildren.

Thirty-three persons had 
cast absentee ballots as of 
Monday afternoon, a very 
light turnout compared with 
the 2656 registered voters in 
the county.

There are three candidates 
for the two places on the 
school board. Joe Bean and 
Sam Peraer, who filed for 
re-election are opposed by 
Jack Bailey. Bean, current 
president of the board, has 
served several terms, as has 
Sam Perner, currently serv­
ing as vice-president. Bailey 
is a local oil man.

The counlywide election to 
separate the offices of sheriff 
and tax assessor collector, if 
passed, would make the two 
positions separate elected 
officials instead of one as in 
the past. The offices are 
already separate, but for 
years the sheriff has been tax 
assessor-collector by title. A 
new state law will soon re­
quire all persons with the tax 
assessor-collector title to be 
registered and certified. 
Many counties with a popu­
lation under 10,000 are being 
faced with this situation.

Most sheriffs consider head­
ing up a county’ s law en­
forcement department a full 
time job and do not feel they 
have the time to be school­
ed and certified in tax work.

If the proposition passes 
the commissioners court will 
appoint a tax assessor-collec­
tor and the office will be on 
the ballot for election next 
year.

Commissioners Court met 
Thursday afternoon at 2:00 
p.m. in a special meeting to 
open bids for the new fire 
station, only to find that no 
bids had been submitted.

A ccording to reports, 
seventeen contractors picked 
up plans and specifications. 
The matter will be taken up 
at the regular meeting of the 
court Monday.

Youth charged in dog killing
Greg Wall, an Ozona High 

School student, was arrested 
Tuesday and placed under a 
$4,000 bond for the killing of 
a pet poodle belonging to a 
Big Spring family. The dog 
had been shot at close range 
with a shotgun and his head 
had been kicked in. Wall was

awaiting trial in Crockett 
County Jail Tuesday night.

The poodle was the pet 
and constant companion of 
an ill child. The family was 
returning to Big Spring from 
a fishing trip when they 
stopped in Ozona for gas 
Sunday night. They were in 
two vehicles and had reached

Big Lake before they dis­
covered the dog was in 
neither vehicle. They re­
turned to the service station 
in Ozona and were told two 
boys took the dog and tried to 
catch the family. When they 
questioned the boys, they 
were told that when they 
were unable to catch up with

the vehicles, they returned 
and let the dog out near the 
service station.

The mother and the ill 
child came in the Stockman 
office Monday morning to 
place an ad in the paper. 
They were sure the pet would 
be found. He was white with 
apricot ears, was wearing a 
silver collar with a blue stone 
set in it and had ribbons tied 
in its top knot. His name was 
“ Skeeter.’ ’ The mother told 
of major surgery performed 
on the little boy when he was 
younger and gave Skeeter 
the credit for the child’s life. 
He was watched over con­
stantly by the little dog, and 
was his sleeping partner as 
well as his everyday play­
mate.

Deputy Sheriff W ayne 
Wahl was led to the body of 
the dog Monday night by one 
of the boys, according to 
reports. He also told officers 
the Wall boy shot the dog 
and when it failed to die 
immediately, he kicked it in 
the head until it was dead. 
District Attorney Dixon Ma­
hon issued a warrant for 
Wall’ s arrest and he was 
charged with a Qass A mis­
demeanor and placed under 
a $4,000 bond. He had not 
made bail Tuesday night. 
According to Mahon, he will 
be tried in county court and 
Judge Johnny Jones will be 
out of town until next week.

Ozona men die of 
gunshot wounds

Gunshot wounds were re­
sponsible for the deaths of 
two Ozona men over the 
weekend. Jesse Segars and 
Clifford Crawford were 
fatally injured in two separ­
ate incidents.

Segars, 49, was found 
dead at his home at 301 12th 
St. at 9:30 a.m. Friday 
morning. When he failed to 
show up for work at the 
Highway Department and 
failed to answer his tele­
phone, his immediate super­
ior went to his home to check 
on him. Feeling something 
was wrong, he called Sheriff 
Billy Mills. Officers entered 
the residence and found Se­
gars dead of a gunshot 
wound to the chest and a 
30-30 rifle nearby. The bullet 
entered the chest and exited 
through the back, crashing 
through a front window.

An autopsy report has not 
been returned to county offi­
cials, but the death has been 
listed accident or suicide. 
Tests indicated Segars him­
self fired the rifle. No foul 
play was ever suspected, 
according to officials.

Crawford was killed by an 
accidental gunshot wound 
while on a fishing trip with 
his wife in the Langtry area. 
Reports from officials indi­
cated he had a .22 calibre

Southland Royalty Co., 
Midland, will drill the No. 1 
Friend “ 74’ ’ , an 8,500-foot 
wildcat, 3 1/8 miles south 
and slightly west of the open­
er and lone producer of the 
Parker-Harrell (Ellenburger 
gas) field, 1 5 /8  miles east- 
northeast o f Canyon gas pro­
duction in the Ozona multi­
pay field, approximately 4Vi 
miles west o f Strawn and 
7520 Canyon gas production 
in the Ozona, Northeast 
field, four miles north-north­
west of 7890 Pennsylvanian 
gas production in the David­
son Ranch field, separated 
by an 8,903-foot failure and 
five miles northeast o f 
Ozona.

AUSTIN— Top oil indus­
try executives came to the 
State Capitol this week to 
deliver what amounted to 
somber predictions about 
this country’s ability in the 
future to get reasonably 
priced fuel needed to power 
the nation’s economy.

Oil company executives 
spoke at the Texas Railroad 
Commission’s annual state- 
of-the-industry report. And, 
from the outset, it must be 
said that the “state” of the 
industry appears good. Gov­
ernment figures show that 
oil company profits jumped 
almost 30 percent in the 
first quarter of this year.

Overall, corporate profits 
increased more than 26 per­
cent in the same period.

And, the 1978 federal de­
control act is expected to 
mean $1 to $3 billion in ad­
ditional revenues this year 
for oil and gas companies.

But it wasn’t skyrocketing 
profits that oil executives 
came to talk about this 
week. It’s the forecasted 
shortages of what they sell 
that has them worried.

Executive vice president 
James E. Barnes of Conoco 
Oil Co. said a serious gaso­
line shortage may grip the 
nation in two months unless 
the tap in Iran is turned 
back on and oil begins to 
flow to the U.S. again.

Barnes and John K. Mc­
Kinley, president of Texaco, 
Inc., sounded what has be­
come the oil industry’s catch­
all phrase to end all prob­
lems: “more decontrol.” 

Barnes, McKinley and col­
leagues claimed Texas alone 
has 100 billion barrels of 
known reserves not being 
sucked out of the ground 
with present technology be­
cause there is no profit in 
such undertakings and pres­
ent regulations are prohibi­
tive.

But U.S. Congressman 
Bob Eckhardt of Texas said 
in a press conference in 
Washington this week that 
more decontrol would not 
produce a surge in explora­
tion.

Eckhardt pointed out that 
U.S. oil producers plan to 
drill 49,379 wells this year. 
That’s the highest number of 
planned drillings since 1959. 
But on the other side of 
those numbers, is the simple 
fact that for more than 100 
years the U.S. was the 
world’s largest producer of 
oil. No longer.

Today, the United States 
is by far the world’s biggest 
consumer of oil. And as a 
nation we have slipped to 
third behind Russia and 
Saudi Arabia in the produc­
tion of crude oil. While our 
appetite for oil has gone up, 
our ability to find it and get 
it out of the ground has gone 
down.

Meanwhile, predictions 
are that gasoline will soon 
climb to $1 a gallon. The 
rising price of fuel already 
is one of the biggest con­
tributing factors to a 10-12 

t percent annual inflation rate. 
But even more importantly,: 
the primary reason for our 
worldwide economic power 
— cheap fuel— may be long 
gone. For years, Europeans 
and the rest of the world 
have paid heavily for gaso­
line and other crude oil 
products.

Spot shortages of gasoline 
already exist in the U.S. One 
spokesman for a farm sup­

ply cooperative in the Texas 
Panhandle claims some trac­
tors are standing idle be­
cause of no diesel fuel.

Sunday closings at gas 
stations are for the most part 
the rule now not the excep­
tion. And those who remem­
ber the oil crunch of 1973, 
say what may be around the 
comer is something we

didn’t see during the Arab
011 embargo— gas rationing.

“We are in the most pre­
carious international situa­
tion since World War II,” 
said Railroad Commissioner 
Mack Wallace almost two 
months ago. His statement 
seems even more correct 
now.

Prices Soar
Unfortunately, energy isn’t 

the only subject that leads 
almost inevitably to bad 
news. The U.S. Labor De­
partment announced this 
week that consumer prices 
jumped 15.4 percent in Feb­
ruary. Telling consumers 
what they probably already 
know, the Labor Depart­
ment said the price of food 
went up, the cost of paying 
off a home loan went up, 
and, as might be expected, 
the price of gasoline jumped 
too.

Higher home loan inter­
est rates contributed heavily 
to the February jump in 
prices. Mortgage interest 
costs rose 3.1 percent last 
month due almost primarily 
to the fact that New York 
and California lifted state 
usury law ceilings.

Bills still pending in the 
Texas Legislature would 
raise the ceiling in this state, 
but, so far, legislators have 
been waiting to see what 
interest rates will do on their 
own before taking any ac­
tion. Some surveys indicate 
that for the average house 
buyer, mortgage money in 
the state is drying up.

Texas is now one of only

Some heavyweights— Sen. 

Grant Jones of Abilene, 
Chairman of the Senatej

Finance Committee, Lt. 

Bill Hobby and even 
Gov. Bill Clements— have 
been kicking around the 
idea of a one-year state bud­
get because of the unpre­
dictability of state revenues.

But Speaker of the House 
Bill Clayton says the Legis­
lature has had experience 
with one-year spending 
drafts and everytime they 
have ended up “costing more 
money.”

Sen. Babe Schwartz of 
Galveston said this week 
that next to the 55 mph 
speed limit, playing bingo is 
“the most singularly violated 
law in the country.” Moved 
by that claim, senators ap­
proved a constitutional 
amendment legalizing bingo 
under certain circumstances. 
The amendment now heads 
for the House where there 
will surely be some tough 
sledding ahead.

Homeowners will be pay­
ing less for property insur­
ance beginning July 1 thanks 
to a move by the State 
Board of Insurance that re­
duced rates by 4.1 percent 
statewide. Texans will cough 
up $38 million less for prop­
erty coverage in the next 12 
months.

Gov. Bill Clements won 
one and lost one in the Sen­
ate this week. Senators con­
firmed the governor’s ap­
pointment of William P. 
Daves to the State Board of 
Insurance but rejected Wil­
liam B. “ Monk” Edwards 
who had, been named by 
Clements as judge of the 
125th District Court in Har­
ris County. Charges that the 
governor had used “unbe­
lievable p r e s s u r e  and 
threats” to salvage the nomi­
nation were called “political 
garbage” by Clements.

Finally, the Texas State 
Teachers Association ap­
proved by a vote of 884-549 
a resolution backing the con­
cept of collective bargaining 
and ordered efforts in that 
direction.

over the container’ s edge.

It will grow in full or 
partial sun (flowers better in 
full sun.) Yellow jasmine 
prefers rich soil, similar to 
the friable loams of its native 
woodland habitat, but will 
adapt itself to a variety of soil 
conditions from slightly acid 
to slightly alkaline. Once 
planted, it requires little 
attention except for o c ­
casional thinning. Remem­
ber this is clean-up month.

Get canning equipment 
and supplies ready-harvest 
and preservation season for 
garden fresh fruits and vege­
tables is just around the 
comer.

Canning is one of the old­
est methods of preserving 
food. Proper canning insures 
safe food by processing food 
with high heat and protect­
ing it with an airtight seal.

Heat destroys harmful 
bacteria and other microor­
ganisms that cause food 
spoilage.

Also, heat inactivates en­
zymes that could cause unde­
sirable changes in flavor, 
color and texture.

Two processing methods 
to use in home canning are 
water bath and steam pres­
sure.

The acidity of the food is 
the chief factor in deter­
mining which method to use.

For low acid foods such as 
meat, poultry, fish and veg­
etables, use a steam pres­
sure canner-a heavy pan 
with a rack and cover which 
can be clamped down to 
make it tight.

The cover is fitted with a 
safety valve which will blow 
out if the pressure gets too 
great, a petcock to drive air 
out and a pressure gauge.

Keep all these parts of the 
pressure canner clean and in 
working order. Use direc­
tions for testing gauges once 
a year. Food needs 10 
pounds of pressure for pro­
cessing to insure that food 
reaches the recommended 
temperature.

If the rubber gasket be­
comes hard, soak it in boil­
ing water and stretch it to 
keep steam from escaping.

For high acid foods such as 
tomatoes, fruits and pickled 
vegetables, the appropriate 
equipment is a water bath 
canner.

This could be any large 
pan with straight sides, a 
cover and a rack to keep jars 
from resting on the bottom of 
the pan, thus allowing water 
to move freely around the 
jars.

Use a pan that is deep

enough to allow the jar tops 
to be covered one to two 
inches and have space to 
gently boil.

Large soup kettles could 
serve as water bath canners.

No matter what method of 
canning, use only standard, 
mason jars made especially 
for cdnning.

These usually have the 
name of the manufacturer on 
the side and are heat tem­
pered to withstand steam 
pressure during processing 
and vacuum after cooling.

Also, they are mechani­
cally shock resistant.

Never use jars with nicks 
or cracks.

There are a number of lids 
on the market. The most 
common type is the two piece 
flat metal lid edged with 
sealing compound and held 
in place by a metal screw 
band.

Other equipment to have 
on hand ready for the can­
ning season is:

A jar lifter that can grip 
the container will help when 
handling the hot jars.

Tongs for removing lid and 
screw bands from the hot 
water are helpful.

A saucepan is needed for 
heating the lids. The size will 
depend on the number of 
jars.

A wide mouthed funnel 
and a cup-like ladle for pour­
ing liquids and filling jars 
will help keep the jars clean 
and facilitate the filling pro­
cess.

If the top of the jar is 
unclean, then the jars will 
not seal properly.

This equipment is essen­
tial to proper food canning.

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Now is time to fertilize trees
Now is the time to ferti­

lize your pecan and fruit 
trees according to Billy Rea- 
gor, County Extension 
Agent. It is important to have 
the proper nutrients availa­
ble to trees in the proper 
amounts during Spring and 
early Summer when the tree 
is growing fast and setting 
fruit.

Many people prefer to use 
compost and other organic 
materials around their trees 
as a fertilizer. This is fine but 
remember it must decom­
pose before nutrients are 
released to the tree for its 
use. These organic materials 
serve as a good mulch to hold 
water for long periods of 
time. Those that do not use 
these organic materials have 
to supplement the soil by 
applying commercial ferti-

The main ingredient need­

ed for fruit and nut trees is 
nitrogen. Nitrogen increases 
tree growth and causes 
leaves to be dark green. Dark 
green leaves is a must for 
producing good crops. Most 
fertilizers contain nitrogen in 
various quantities. Some
common nitrogen fertilizers 
are ammonium sulfate and 
ammonium nitrate, howev­
er, there are other fertiliz­
ers available which also con­
tain phosphorous and potas­
sium.

ASCS to 
take ACP 
applications

The ASCS office will start 
taking applications for cost­
sharing of practices under 
the 1979 ACP. Competitive 
Shrub Control (form erly 
brush control) is now in the 
1979 program.

Both chemical and me­
chanical control have been 
approved. Livestock water 
wells and livestock water 
pipelines are also eligible for 
cost-share assistance.

Ranchers may begin sign­
ing applications Monday, 
April 9, at the ASCS office. 
Requirements will be 
basically the same as last 
year. However, a request 
must be filed and approved 
by the county committee 
before practice is started.

W hen buying fertilizer 
there will be three numbers 
on a sack or bag such as 
6-8-8. The first number rep­
resents the percent nitrogen, 
the second, the percent phos­
phorous and the third, the 
percent potassium. A SO 
pound sack of 6-8-8 would 
contain 3 pounds of nitrogen, 
4 pounds of phosphorous and 
4 pounds of potassium. A 
sack of ammonium sulfate 
will have the numbers 21-0-0 
printed on it indicating 21 
percent nitrogen and no 
phosphorous or potassium. 
The various fruit trees should 
be fertilized as follows:

Apples-apply .16 pounds 
of nitrogen for each year of 
tree age. Do not exceed 2 
pounds of nitrogen in any 
year.

Peaches, cherries, pears, 
Plums-apply .16 pounds of 
nitrogen for each year of tree 
age. Do not exceed 1 pound 
of nitrogen in any one year. 
Also Nectarines and apri­
cots.

Pecans and walnuts-apply 
.3 pounds of nitrogen per 
inch of trunk diameter.

All fertilizers should be 
applied beneath the outer 
edge of the branches all 
around the tree and water-
