When we finally got home,
he looked in the medicine
cabinet and discovered he
had taken a prescription drug
for pain, a Class 2 narco-
tic, instead of his blood
pressure pill. Somehow the
pain pill bottle had been
placed where he normally
keeps his blood pressure
medicine.

Of course, this was my
fault. By that time he had
come down off his ‘‘high’’ or
back from his ‘‘trip’’ or
whatever they call it and was
really lecturing me about
fooling with his medicine. I
have no earthly idea how the
bottle got there. Willa sug-
gested he quit being so tight
with electricity and avoid a
future occurance by just
turning on the light when he
took his medicine. That is
such a simple thing to do. It
never occurred to Tom to
look at his medicine before
he took it, but I believe he
will do so in the future.

Commissioners in
routine meeting

The Crockett County Com-
missioners Court met in reg-
ular session Monday and
held a routine monthly meet-
ing, approving bills for pay-
ment and getting reports
from department heads.
They did set the annual fall
clean-up, accepted the low
bid on a vehicle for the
county agent and appointed
election judges.

County Clerk David Weant
read the minutes of the last
meeting and they were cor-
rected to add a resolution
that the county would not go
along with the school in the
re-appraisal of property tax-
es at this time. Law re-
quires all school districts in
the state to tax property at its
full value beginning in 1980.

Von Parker gave the road
department report and re-
quested the court to hold the
fall clean-up at this time. It
was decided to begin the
cleanup now and continue
through Oct. 22. The county
will clean lots, pick up de-
bris and old cars. Some
discussion was held on use-
less vehicles littering the
town. Judge Jones said the
law is specific in that any old
unregistered vehicle in sight
of a county street or road
could be picked up and dis-
posed of after sending the
owner a registered letter
stating the county’s intent.

Parker reported that  his
crew had completed some 90
miles of paving in all four
precincts to end the paving
program for this year. He
said he would give the court
maps of each precinct and
commissioners could be de-
ciding where pavement is
needed for next year. He
asked for a new dump truck
and pickup for his depart-
ment and the court approved
getting bids for both vehi-
cles.

Dump ground problems
were discussed and Judge
Jones reported work had
progressed .to the point the
county is near compliance
with the State Health De-
partment regulations on
dump grounds. He said, ac-
cording to the regulations,
trash can be burned but the
fill must be covered at least
once a month to remain in
complance. Some discussion
was held on a proposal by the

$6,855.62. Another $210 was
taken from that total due to
error on the motor, making
the total cost $6,645. The low
bid was accepted in a un-
animous vote.

Hospital Administrator
E.L. Kirklen gave the month-
ly hospital report.

Kirklen asked the board’s
approval for the purchase of
a new typewriter, a new
desk, six four-drawer filing
cabinets and a new Bur-
roughs calculator. After dis-

cussion, motion was made by
Chester Wilson and second-
ed by Blas Vargas that the
new equipment be pur-
chased. The motion carried.

Bills were reviewed and
the financial statement pre-
sented.

It was
noted that the hospital had a
38% occupancy for the
month and the total loss
reflected only around
$4,000.

The board approved pay-
ment of the bills and approv-
ed the financial statement.

In what might be called a bitter turn for the worse, a little
known act of Congress intended to prevent child poisonings
may be killing older Americans. _

Or so say three New York physicians, Frederick D.
Sherman, Joshua D. Warach, and Leslie S. Libow, in a
recent article in The Journal of The American Medical As-
sociation.

The law — the Poison Prevention Packaging Act — was
passed nearly a decade ago and mandates that most drugs and
prescription medicines should be packaged in containers with
*‘child proof’’ safety caps.

“‘Ironically, what prevents a life-threatening situation for
achild can be a direct threat to the life of an elderly person,”’
the three specialists in geriatric care say in their commentary .

The reason is simple. Many elderly patients hampered by
a variety of crippling diseases and infirmities find it difficult
to open the containers. Thus, they don’t take needed medica-
tion.

One pharmacist at Huntington Memorial Hospital in
Pasadena, California, described the situation as chaotic bor-
" dering on comical: ‘‘Elderly patients have related many in-
stances to me describing their dilemma in trying to open their
prescription containers and the variety of instruments they
have used in the process: pliers, hammers, screwdriver,
hand-operated canopener and feet — one patient ciaimed that
stomping on his bottle worked. . . . Another patient stated
that her seven-year-old granddaughter could open her bottle
when she, herself, could not.”’

If, like me, you've ever had to wrestle with a pill bottle,
you can imagine how difficult it must be for older people,
whose fingers aren’t as nimble or as strong as they used to be.

Interestingly, this is just one example of government
regulation gone haywire, say two very observant business
executives in the Fall issue of Policy Review.

Amway Corporation’s founding fathers Jay Van Andel
and Richard DeVos also note that:

e Government regulators insisted that children’s night
clothing be made flame resistant, only to find out later that
TRIS, the chemical flame-retardant, may cause cancer.

e Under pressure from self-anointed environmentalists,
the government has proceeded to ban many of the most
effective chemical pesticides developed since World War I1:
first DDT, then chlordane and heptachlor, and so on. The
results, according to the late Dr. Robert H. White-Stevens,
former Chairman of the Bureau of Conservation and En-
vironmental Science at Rutgers University: malaria is again
on the rampage around the world and our own West this
summer experienced the worst grasshopper plague since the
Depression. :

As Prof. Murray L. Weidentaum suggests in his new
book, ‘‘The Future of Business Regulation’ (American
Management Associations, 1979), maybe what we need
most is some way of regulating the regulators.

Prof. Weidenbaum says ‘‘Government should learn that
its decisions often can produce long-term and unexpected
consequences.”” Which is perhaps the saddest and least dis-
cussed aspect of the entire controversy over regulation — the
fact that in their all-consuming desire to help, the bureaucrats
may actually be killing us with their kindness.

in connection with a lack of
quality control checks are
also being investigated.

The nuclear plant is being
constructed near Bay City
and is a joint venture of
Houston Power and Light
Company, Central Power
and Light of Corpus Christi,
and the cities of Austin and
San Antonio. Project costs
have risen from an esti-
mated $1.3 billion last year
to a new total of $2.4 bil-
lion, the latest of a series of
cost hikes.

Toxic Waste Production

Meanwhile, a Washing-
ton-based, environmentalist
group has reported that
even though Texas ranks
sixth in the nation of states
generating the largest
amounts of toxic and haz-
ardous wastes, it stands only
29th in its ability to handle
such materials.

The study criticized the
Lone Star State for laws
which do not specify toxic
levels for underground water
sources or discharge limits
on hazardous chemicals,
among other criteria.

The top five states pro-
ducing large amounts of
waste also ranked even low-
er than Texas in safeguards.

Texas Mineral Rights

Over $25 million was net-
ted last week from a lease
sale of mineral rights on
state-owned land.  State
Land Commissioner Bob
Armstrong said the mini-
mum  production  royalty
was raised from 20 percent
to 25 percent, allowing the
state to receive $1 out of
every $4 produced on about
361,000 acres.

The royalty and some
$25 million in bonuses paid
for drilling rights to oil and
gas will be added to the
Permanent School Fund, an
endowment for primary and
secondary education which
totals now almost $2.1 bil-
lion.

More Energy Appeal

Gov. Bill Clements suc-
cessfully sponsored a reso-
lution at the Southern Gov-
ernor’s Conference at ‘New
Orleans to send a message
to the Department of Ener-
gy to develop more energy.

The resolution under-
scores feelings of the gover-
nors that the department is
hindering energy develop-
ment more than helping it.
The vote followed a good-
will visit by new energy

chief Charles Duncan, Jr.,
Clements’ fellow Texan.

Railroad Commission Race

And still on the subject
of energy, a Diboll state
representative announced

last week he will seek in
1980 a post on the Texas
Railroad Commission, the
state agency which regulates
oil and gas production as
well as railroad and truck-
ing industries.

Arthur “Buddy” Temple
III. a millionaire and four-
term legislator, will chal-
lenge incumbent John Poer-

-ner who is expected to seek

re-election. Temple, known
as a progressive in the Tex-
as House of Representatives,
was an unsuccessful challen-
ger of Speaker Bill Clayton.

Johnson Approved

A Senate committee has
approved the nomination of
Texas Supreme Court Jus-
tice Sam Johnson to the
U.S. 5th Circuit Court of
Appeals in New Orleans. If
confirmed by the full Sen-
ate, Johnson will join fel-
low Justice Thomas M.
Reavley, whose appointment
to the circuit bench was
confirmed earlier this year.

AG Opinions
Texas Board of Correc-
tions chairman James Wind-
ham has asked Attorney
General Mark White for a
legal opinion on the consti-
tutionality of a new prison

rule  restricting  inmates
rights to voice grievances by
petition.

The rule has been chal-
lenged by Rep. Joe Hernan-
dez, D-San Antonio, who
has sponsored prisoner leg-
islation in past legislative
sessions.

In another opinion issued
last week, White said that
financial statements reflect-
ing income and expenses of
a lessee of a county airport
are public under the Open
Records Act since they in-
volve the performance of a
government function.

Brown Gets Reprieve

Agriculture Commission-
er Reagan Brown, who lost
his department’s leased air-
plane because of a guberna-
torial veto last summer, won
a reprieve when the state’s
new aircraft pooling board
voted to let him lease a
similar plane—with an op-
tion to buy.

Gardeners_

From the
Ozona Garden Club

The cooler weather of late
has been most welcome to all
of us, as well as the vege-
tation of our area which is
really suffering for the lack of
moisture.

Garden-grooming should
be our emphasis this month
to be ready for the fall
clean-up. If you have friends
or relatives that own lots
here, and they need groom-
ing, write them a note to
remind them of our concern
to get our city clean for the
winter months. There is
more to fall garden clean-
up than just tidying. Garden
cleanup is necessary to re-
move overwintering places
for insects and disease or-
ganisms that could plague
your plants next year. Dead
plants can be turned into
valuable compost to use in
backfill soil for trees and
shrubs you may want to plant
this winter.

Wall is catalogue time. so
order nursery catalogues this
month to allow yourself plen-
ty of time to study them and
place orders for plants and
seeds. This is prime time for
planting, so start planning
what you want to add to your
garden.

Transplant daylilies in the
fall. They look best in masses
rather than in individual
clumps and all the same
variety or colors that blend.
Dig each clump carefully;
then hose down the roots to
wash off the soil. If you can’t
pull the root ball apart by
hand, use a sharp knife.
Reset plants at least 10 inch-
es apart in well-prepared
soil. Keep plants watered
until frost.

Now that your mums are or
will be in full bloom soon,
take a little extra care to
insure the staying power of
the flowers and increase your
enjoyment of them right up
until frost. Potted mums are
especially prone to wilting. If
you notice plants wilting,
water them at once. After all
flowers have faded, cut the
plants back to about 6 inches

next spring if you don’t plant
in soil after blooming. For
instant color now, chrysan-
themums are now available
in containers for use where
needed. They can be planted
outdoors after the flowers
bloom.

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The Sc_{}entists Tell Me...
Clean Up of Oil-spill Land

Hastened By A New Process

By Roberg L. Haney
TAES Science Writer

Qil spills, one of the oil
industry’s messiest prob-
lems, may be easier to
handle in the future with
help of a process developed
by a soil scientist in Texas.

Dr. Fred Turner, with the
Texas A&M University Re-
search and Extension Center
at Beaumont, has developed
a relatively low-cost method
that encourages natural soil
microorganisms to decom-
pose the crude.

His experiments show that
3 t0 4% crude oil in soil is the
critical level. Any more than
that will severely restrict or
prevent growth of most

_ plants.

Three percent crude oil in
* | soil is equivalent to 3,500
. gallons of crude oil spread in
' a 2%-inch surface layer cov-
_ering an acre, according to

the Experiment Station sci-

. entist.

Soils ‘containing = 10%
. crude oil may require 2 years
- to reclaim, whereas those
| containing less than 4%
i crude oil may be reclaimed
i within 1 year under ideal
' conditions of moisture, nu-
. trition, temperature and aer-
i ation for native, soil micro-
' organisms.

Excessive soil salinity
(saltiness) will increase the
time required to restore soils
since excess salt alone can

. prevent plant growth.

‘“The basic requirement in
- reclaiming ; oil-contaminated
- land,’”” Turner says, ‘‘is to
i develop the ideal physical
‘and chemical conditions in
| the soil that will enhance
. growth of the microbes which
| biodegrade the crude oil.

“

‘‘Amounts of nutrients
needed to enhance the re-
clamation rate are somewhat
dependent on the soils’ abil-
ity to supply nutrients. Gen-
erally, about five parts ni-

"trogen and 0.5 part phos-

phorus fertilizer per 100
parts carbon in the crude oil
are required to speed the
rate of reclamation.

“The fertilizer supplies
the soil microbes with the
necessary nitrogen and phos-
phorus needed to decompose
the organic material in the
oil. »

‘‘The organisms work best
when the soil contains just
the right amount of moisture.
Usually, this is the amount
that’s also best for plant
growth.

“In addition to its poten-
tial usefulness to landowners
and oil companies contend-
ing with pipeline leaks and
other accidents related to oil
production, this technique is
of value to industrial inter-
ests since many oil spills
occur near factories and ot-
her industrial sites,”” Tur-
ner concluded.

Fall clean up saves
spring garden problems

A neglected garden site
this fall and winter can
become an insect haven wait-
ing to explode next spring
with hundreds of hungry and
unwanted insect pests.

So, to reduce the number
of insects in your garden next
spring, destroy their critical
food supply and shelter,
points out Billy Reagor,
county agent with the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M University
System. ‘

Garden insects, like most
living creatures, need food
and shelter to survive freez-
ing temperatures and other
adverse weather conditions.
Don’t give them a place to
spend the winter in your
garden, says Reagor.

Ideal places for insects to.

overwinter are trash, vegeta-
ble stubble, unharvested
fruits and tubers, boards,
mulch, tall grass and weeds.
Removing plant residues and
disposing of debris, weeds
and other volunteer plants
eliminates food and shelter

for many insect pests such as
cutworms, webworms,
aphids, wireworms, white
grubs, millipedes, sowbugs
and spider mites.

When a garden plant stops
producing, spade plant ma-
terial into the soil or take it to
the compost pile. Don’t allow
it to remain in the garden,
emphasizes Mr. Reagor.

Spading the soil deeply
during the fall is also good as
it will expose many insects to
be eaten by birds and pred-
ators. Other insects will be
tilled deep enough into the
soil to prevent their emer-
gency.

By practicing good garden
sanitation this fall, you’ll be
ridding yourself of many un-
desirable garden ‘‘friends’’
and saving time and money
for insect and disease con-
trol next growing season,
reminds the Agent.

Facts about
fabric types

Every fabric type displays
certain characteristics--both
good and bad, says a cloth-
ing specialist, Becky Culp.

The combination of the fa-
bric type, fiber content and
finishes applied combine for
the fabric’s total character-
istics, she explains. !

Fabrics are most often
made by knitting or weaving
but can also be netted,
braided, bonded, fused or
felted.

Woven fabrics are made
by interlacing yarns one over
the other.

The pattern of interlacing
is varied to result in dif-
ferent fabrics such as twills
or satins.

When woven interlacings
are compact, fabrics are dur-
able, firm, water and wind
repellent, strong, stable and
have increased fire retar-
dance.

Correspondingly, fewer in-
terlacings result in fabrics
that are more open, flexible,
permeable to water and
wind, drapeable, raveling
and flammable.

Woven fabrics with loose
threads on the surface have
greater luster, smoothness,
flexibility, resiliency and ten-
dency to ravel and snag.

Knits are made by loop-
ing yarns together, Ms. Culp
continues.

This looped structure gen-
erally results in -elasticity,
stretch, wrinkle resistance,
instability and snagging. The
smaller the loop, the great-
er the durability.

Tricots are one major knit
variety. They have length-
wise ribs on the right side
and crosswise ribs on the
wrong side.

Tricots are smooth, flow-
ing, resist bagging and sag-
ging and do not run or ravel.

Single knits are smooth on
the right side and textured
on the wrong side. They
stretch equally in the cross-
wise and lengthwise direc-

tion and edges curl.

Double knits have lenght-
wise ribs on both sides of the
fabirc. They do not curl but
lie flat, stretch more in the
crosswise than lengthwise
directiort and snag.

Interlocks are a type of
double kit, the specialist
says.

There are many reasons
for an exceptionally good
crop in Texas this year. The
cold, wet winter was excel-
lent preparation for this
spring’s growing season.
The fact that Texas had a low

crop in 1978 means the trees
were not in a stressed con-
dition when growth began
this past spring. Cool wea-
ther and frequent rain in
April and May encouraged a
large crop. By the middle of
May, horticulturists through-
out the state had recogniz-
ed that 1979 was going to be
a good year. Rains have been

LP gas conversion
alleviates shortage

Converting gasoline-
powered pickups to liquid
propane (LP gas) may be the
logical alternative to spot
gasoline shortages and in-
creasing gasoline prices, be-
lieves an economist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.

Dr. Ashley Lovell with the
Texas A&M University Sys-
tem notes that there, has
recently been a sudden in-
creased demand for LP gas
conversion kits and tanks for
gas-powered vehicles.

This increased interest has
been due to the widening gap
between gasolme and pro-
pane fuel prices.

However, he advises pick-
up owners to carefully con-
sider the conversion since it
can be a major capital invest-
ment ranging from $600 to
$1,000

‘‘Estimates of the econo-
mic payoff are subject to
uncertainties, especially fu-
ture propane and gasoline
prices,’’ says Lovell. ‘“When
estimating net fuel savings,
the easiest value to deter-
mine is the installation cost if
the dealer has the conver-
sion kit and tank in stock.”’

Total fuel savings over a
given period of time will
increase due to a widening of
the gap between gasoline
and LP gas prices, high
mileage use of the vehicle,
and the greater fuel con-
sumption of less efficient
vehicles (gas guzzlers).

“‘A major conversion bene-
fit is the anticipated lower
fuel cost per mile,”” points
out Lovell. ‘“‘However, pro-
pane causes a 20-30 per-
cent decrease in miles per
gallon ‘since one gallon of

propane contains only about
75 percent of the BTU’s in a
gallon of gasoline. If reduc-
ed fuel cost per mile is the
major savings considered,
then the annual amount of
savings is directly related to
annual mileage.’’

The economist gives this
example. Assume a vehicle
gets 15 mpg from gasoline
and 11.25 mpg from LP gas,
gasoline is $1 per gallon and
LP gas is S5 cents per gallon,
and the interest rate is 10
percent. (The capital budget-
ing procedure of discounting
is used to convert future fuel
savings to current values.)

‘“Driving 10,000 miles a
year, you would realize about
$86S in total fuel savings in
seven years,’’ calculates Lov-
ell. ‘““‘At 15,000 miles a year,
the discounted savings would
be $845 in four years. And if
you drove 20,000 miles an-
nually, you could save $884
over three years.”’

Despite the fuel cost sav-
ings, there are inconven-
iences. Retail propane sour-
ces and hours of opera-
tion are more limited than
gasoline stations, and repair
of LP systems requires spec-
ialized skills and parts, notes
the economist.

Also, cargo space in a
pickup bed must be sacri-
ficed for the propane tank.
This is costly if the truck is
regularly used for hauling or
for pleasure such as carry-
ing a camper.

“H you have a propane
system, you should frequent-
ly check it for leaks,”’ warns
Lovell. ‘“‘Don’t park in a
closed garage, especially if it
houses a gas hot water
heater.”’

way above average in most
sections of the state and have
come on a three-week inter-
val which is almost per-
fect for setting a good crop of
pecans. The low spring tem-
peratures also suppressed
pecan scab which is a major
disease in many seasons. An
insect known as the pecan
nut casebearer can frequent-

ly reduce the crop 30 to 90
percent, however, in 1979
this pest was essentially
non-existant in many areas of
the state. More importantly,
many growers are following
recommendations of the Tex-
as Agricultural Extension
Service and through good
management are producing
high quality pecans on a

regular basis. This manage-
ment program includes nitro-
gen fertilization, zinc sprays,
insect and disease control,
weed management and regu-
lar irrigation. The test of a
good pecan producer will
come in 1980, for only the
growers who have a good
management program will
have a good crop next year.

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Ranchmen enjoy good year .

Crockett County ranchmen
have enjoyed a good year for
the most part, according to
Billy Reagor, county agent.
Most areas of the county
have enjoyed a good early
spring with better than aver-
age range conditions in the
spring and summer. This
was due to above average
rainfall in the spring and
summer.

However, it is extremely
dry now because the county-
failed to get the September
(fall) rains that it normally
gets.

For the most part of the
county, the forage (dry
grass) will probably be about
average going into the win-
ter.

Although many ranchers
had to feed a lot last winter,
the lamb crop percentage,
weaning weights of calves
and lambs, and price was
such that this was one of the
better years for most Crock-
ett County ranchmen.

The ranchmen lambing in
January hit some bad cold
weather and had to feed
both ewes and lambs in order
to get these lambs to mar-
ket by the last of May and the
first of June. Also, the lamb
crop was lower because of
bad weather--about 90% was
excellent for January.

However, the February
and March lambs had over
100% lamb crop in many
instances and required less
supplemental feed because
rains started greening up
pastures. However, | these
lambs had to be -carried
through the hot summer
before marketing. The slight-
ly higher market was also in
favor of the late lambs.

One might ask: ‘“‘If you
have higher lamb crop per-
centages, less feed, better
market prices and compara-
ble weights, why not lamb in
February and March every
year?’’ In most .cases, the
early lambs were shipped by
June 15 and the range had all
summer to grow grass,
where as the late lambs were
grazed all summer and the
range didn’t have a chance to
come back. With the ex-
tremely dry conditions, the
range without cured grass
going into the winter is

setjous: .This indicates that -
above normal amounts of
supplemental feed will be

required to winter the live-
stock.

Cattle conditions were
much the same as sheep.
Calf crop percentages were
slightly below average for
the county due to the hard
dry winter and early spring
of 1978. Cattle prices were
well above normal.Five
Hundred eighty pound wean-
ing weights at $1.00 per
pound were not uncommon.
This is certainly one of the
best years for the cow-calf
producer since 1973-74.
Cows didn’t breed back read-
ily and some of those that did
were stretched out over long-
er periods than normal. This
hurt the calf crop and the
uniformity of calves. How-
ever, the good spring of ’79
with adequate forage took up
a lot of slack and the aver-
age weaning weights were
well above average.

The buck deer should have
good antlers this year. Wild-
life biologists say that a good

Pierce shares memories of early west

PART VII

Every ranch had a differ-
ent way of putting up meat.
We had big wagons that
hauled wood for cook stoves,
heaters, and a fireplace, also
hay that we raised to feed
surrey horses and a milk
cow. These wagons would
haul back groceries for the
ranch and salt for the sheep
and cattle. We bought no
livestock feed of any kind, all
livestock including saddle
horses had no feed. They had
to rustle grass.

We milked from five to ten
cows two times a day. These
cows were just pasture cows
that looked like they would
give a lot of milk. They were
as wild as deer. We had to tie
their head to a fence and
hobble their hind legs to
keep them from kicking the
buckets out of our hands.
Some got gentle, others nev-
er did.

My wife, Ada, and I are 85
years old and have spent
nearly all those years in
Crockett County in the ranch-
ing business. We are still
running our ranches and
enjoying the ranch business.

We have two children,
Vicky Miller and Miles
Pierce, also in ranch bus-
iness and several grandchil-
dren; none of the grand-
children are in the ranching
business.

I’ve been a director at San
Angelo National Bank for 40
years. I am the oldest living

0/9”.
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director.

At one time I was the
biggest registered Rambouil-
let breeder in the world,
raising and selling over 6000
head of Rambouillet rams a
year. I’ve sent rams to South
America, Europe, Russia and
other foreign countries. Most
of these rams were sold on
order, the buyer never see-
ing them before he bought
them. We guaranteed these
rams to suite the buyers
when they arrived at their
places or he could load them
back on the trucks and send
them back at no cost to them.
I am happy to say I sold
Rambouillet rams for 54
years and never had a load
returned to me.

My wife and I raised regis-
tered Hereford cattle for
many years, raising about
250 head of bulls each year.
We would sell them at auc-
tion sales held in San An-
gelo, Texas. We dispersed
these Hereford cattle in San
Angelo and San Antonio in
1976.

Today we are running
Brangus cows breeding them
on Hereford bulls. They are
not as much work. Register-
ed Hereford cattle are lots of
work and we got too old to do
it.

After we had built net
wire fences and turned the
flocks of sheep loose in pas-
tures, we began to hunt and
kill coyotes, wolves, and wild
cats. It took 10 years to
eradicate them all.

We have had about 30
years without wolves or cats

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to kill our sheep. Now the
wolves, panthers, and cats
are back because we have
had some groups of people
get laws passed making it
illegal to kill wolves, cats or
eagles. These people have no
idea what they are doing.
_ The present day stockmen
are going to have to organize
and oppose these laws that
‘are protecting predatory ani-
mals.

It took 10 years of hard
work by every ranchman and
his men to get the wildcats
and wolves killed out of
ranches in Crockett County.
It has been more than S0
years since we cleaned out
these cats and wolves.

Everybody had a pack of
dogs at that time and rode
their fencelines with the dogs
each day.

Then afterward all ranch-
men quit hunting cats and
wolves and today the country
is full of them. They are
coming back again but still
the ranchmen are not much
concerned for they are a new
generation that does not
know how to catch cats and
wolves and don’t care very
much.

Panthers are coming from
Big Bend Park now, and very
few people are concerned.

Marshall Montgomery and
I have had in the last three
years lots of sheep killed by
panthers. In 1978, I had over
400 grown sheep killed by
panthers, and I think Mar-
shall might have had as
many. We caught in 1978, 13
panthers on his and my ranch
with dogs. Marshall caught
nearly all of them but most-
ly on my ranch. Marshall is a
good hunter and never quits
until he gets the panther.

We had a Mexican driving
a feed truck, and he found a
sheep a panther had killed
the night before in a big deep
draw near a 30 ft. high rock
bluff, that had a round hole
about the size of a gasoline
barrell about 20 ft. above the
ground.

This Mexican took his gun
and a 14 yr. kid down into the
draw where some big trees
grew from ground up to this
hole about 20 ft. from the
ground.; This' kid .climbed
these ‘trees -and maneuver-
ed on ledges to get under this
hole in the bluff. He could
only see into the hole by
tiptoeing which he did.
When he looked in the hole a
big panther looked out, and
jumped on top of him knock-
ing him off of the bluff and
he fell into the top of these
big trees and was not hurt.

The man below with the
gun looked up just in time to
see the panther stick his
head out of the hole and
jump, he landed on top of the
man with the gun, knocking
him down and the gun out of
his hand.

A few days afterward,
Marshall Montgomery
caught this panther close to
that bluff with a hole 20 ft.
from the ground.

Another good panther
story that is also true hap-
pened on our Altuda Ranch
near Alpine, Texas.

We had a crew of men
building fences, camped out
near a deep draw probably 50
ft. deep, with big oak trees
growing out of the deep
draw. The cook killed a goat
one evening and to dress
him, hung him in one of
these big oak trees that grew
in the bottom of this deep
draw. This cook put a steel
trap there that night, and
about midnight the men
heard a chain rattle. They
jumped out of bed, one got a
Dad’s Lantern, the other
grabbed crow bars and ran
down this deep draw. They
had caught a big wildcat
which they killed and I gave
the cook $10.00 for catching
the wildcat.

The next goat he killed, he
set another trap and that
night he heard the chains
rattle again. He hollered to
the other fellow, ‘‘Come on
boys, we’ve got another wild-
cat.”” The boys said, ‘“You
kill him by yourself, you got
the $10.00. The cook grabbed
the Dads lantern in one hand
and a crowbar in the other
and started down the bank of
this deep draw. He had a big
panther in the trap but he
was going so fast down this
steep bank, he saw by the
light what he had but he
couldn’t stop and ran strad-
dle of this big panther. He

scared the big cat so much he
broke the trap chain and ran

off with the trap on his foot.

We had a man riaing witn
dogs every day and he hap-
pened along just after day-
light and his dogs picked up
the trail, and he got the
panther.

He carried this panther in .

to Alpine, he was so large

the people said he was not a
panther but a mountain lion.
That cook never put out
another trap after that. Miles
sent some men out to round
up some ewes with young
lambs and told the men not
to holler, that scared ewes
and they would run off and
leave their lambs.

After they had been gone a
while, he heard them yélling
as loud as they could, so he
got into his pickup and went
in to that pasture. He found
them all chasing a panther in
open country. They scared
the panther so much he went
up a tree, and Miles took his
picture and then shot him.
He also was an extra large
panther.

Just the other day a ranch-
man near Sheffield caught a
female panther in a trap, that
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showed to be nursing some
kittens. They put some kind
of an iron cage over her and
fastened it to the ground and
the next morning there were
4 kittens there with their
mother at the cage. They got
them all.

The most unbelievable
story is about a man that
hunted panther for us at the
Altuda ranch near Alpine.

This man owned his dogs and
a mule he rode and lived by
himself on the ranch. He
hunted panther, he was
known as a ‘‘Panther Hun-
ter.”’

One real cold day with ice
on the trees, freezing rain
and snow, he was out with
his dogs. '

The dogs jumped a pan-
ther up in the high rough
country. He left his mule and
followed the dogs on foot.
The dogs caused a rock
slide to come down the
mountain that he was unable
to get out of the way of. This
rock slide hit him, breaking
both legs between the knees
and ankles. It was three
miles from the ranch, freez-
ing raining and snowing.
This hunter crawled on his
all-fours all day and reached
a barn about 400 yards from
the Altuda ranch house, but
could go no farther. The next
morning, Mexicans went
down to this barn and found
him there in that barn.

They flew him to El Paso,
and in 6 months he was back
out there riding that mule
and hunting panther again.
The people that settled

The
purpose of the school system
is to teach. In a minority of
cases, for the good of the
system, the school adminis-
tration must take responsi-
bility for parents lack of
control or indifference, but
this is not the primary func-
tion of the school. When they
must take this responsibil-
ity, the teaching process
suffers. You can’t win for
losing.

I have been active as a
parent in Texas Public
Schools for the past twenty
years. I have belonged to
several ‘‘strong parent or-
ganizations,”’most of which
degenerated into petty
squabbling over how much to
charge for the cake walk at
the school carnival. In those
twenty years and several
school systems, I have never
encountered more supportive
and interested parents than
in Ozona, nor school admin-
istration members and teach-
ers who spend so many after-
hours with student organi-
zations, ‘youth groups; ‘and
individual students.

Greek cookery turns simple
meal into gourmet delight

Greek cookery can turn
simple, lower costing ingre-
dients into gourmet delights,
says a foods and nutrition
specialist, Mary K. Sweeten,
with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service.

Most ingredients needed
for Greek cookery are readily
available in the ordinary
supermarket but may require
a special trip to an inter-
national or gourmet grocery
store or delicatessen, she
points out.

The main Greek cooking
ingredients include olive oil
which is a monounsatura-
ted fat. It is used for flavor as
well as an ingredient in
pastries.

A variety of cheeses are
used in Greek cookery--in-
cluding the different hard
cheeses Kasseri, Kefaloteri
and Mezithra.

Feta, the most widely used
cheese, is a crumbly white
cheese made from goat’s
milk and stored in a salt
brine. It is low in fat and
comes in mild, regular and
sharp varieties.

Food safety with feta
cheese once was - a-;major
concern in Greece, but now
that a microbiological inspec-
tion is performed regularly,
there is no longer a prob-
lem with food safety with '
cheese, the specialist ex-
plains.

Olives are a very impor-
tant ingredient in Greek re-
cipes.

The speciality blackish-
maroon olives known as Cal-
amata are the most delic-
ious. They are soaked
in oil and vinegar, have
pointed tips and a meaty
solid texture.

Other Greek olives include
a smooth black, a shriveled
black and a cracked green
variety.

Lemon juice is an impor-
tant ingredient used for fla-
vor and as an acid ingre-
dient for marinating meat.

Olive oil and lemon (Lad-
holemono) are beat together
in a liquid-fat mass to use as
a marinade for chops, ke-
bobs and beef steaks. The oil
provides calories and the
lemon juice vitamin C.

Favorite herbs and spices

used in Greek cookery in-
clude anise used in flavor-
ing of the clear, high-proof
liquor ouzo made from rai-
sins and in baking.

Small amounts of cinna-
mon, allspice and nutmeg
are combined and used in
flavoring beef, lamb, chicken
and rice pilaf.

Cumin is used in flavor-
ing beef and fresh dill with
lamb. Mint is used in flav-
oring beef dishes. Oregano is
the most frequently used
herb in Greek cookery.

Pine nuts are used to give
pilafs the mild, nutty flavor.
Sesame seeds .are used in
baked goods, pastries and
candies, the specialist adds.

Other ingredients used in
Greek cookery are bulguri or
cracked wheat, ~chickpeas,
fides (a fine egg noodle) and
filo dough.

Filo dough is a tissue-
thin, high-fat dough used in
Greek pastries and main-dish
pies. Filo sheets can be
bought frozen in the United
States in Greek grocery or
gourmet shops and make a
delicate, flakey crust of tis-
sue-thin layers.

Grapevme leaves are soak-
ed in a brine and used to
make stuffed vine leaves.
These are usually stuffed
with a mixture of rice, onion,
anise, parsley, grated mint,
lemon juice, olive oil, water,
salt and pepper.
