Ozona man killed 
in Pecos crash

An Ozona man was killed 
and another injured in a 
grinding two-car collision 
south of Pecos late Friday 
night. The crash also took the 
life of a Marfa teacher and 
injured his companion.

Pascual N. Yruegas, 23, 
was pronounced dead at the 
scene by Pecos Justice of the 
Peace Cliff Presler. Manuel 
Santiago Prieto of Marfa, 
died early Saturday morning 
in Reeves County Hospital.

Juan Fierro, 17, also of 
Ozona, was hospitalized with 
lacerations and a shoulder 
injury, but was listed in 
stable condition.

The collision occurred 3.7 
miles south of Pecos

Highway 17, according to 
DPS officials in Pecos.

Yruegas was the driver 
and Fierro a passenger in a 
1974 model sports car north­
bound on Highway 17, DPS 
reports said. Prieto was the 
driver of the southbound 
1976 model pickup when the 
two vehicles collided head- 
on at a curve.

Yruegas was killed instant­
ly, dying of massive head 
and chest injuries. Prieto was 
pinned in the wreckage for 
more than one-half hour.

Services for Yruegas were 
held Monday at 3 p.m. in Our 
Lady of Perpetual Help Cath­
olic Church with burial in 
Lima Cemetery.

He was born April 24, 
1956, in Ozona. He attended 
Ozona High School and was 
married to Nancy Lara, Oct. 
22,1978 in Ozona. He was an 
oilfield worker.

Survivors include his wife; 
two sons, Kenneth Yruegas 
and Marcus Yruegas, both of 
the home; six sisters, Mrs. 
Ofelia Jenkins of Midland, 
Jususita Ybarra and Mrs. 
Basilia Castillo, both of 
Ozona, Mrs. Juanita Mor- 
ado, Mrs. Carolina Galindo 
and Mrs. Cuca Castillo, all of 
Crane; two brothers, Jesus

Funeral services for Mrs. 
Leonard (Lightening) Dorris, 
75, will be held this after­
noon, Wednesday, at 2 
o’clock in the First Baptist 
Church with burial in Cedar 
Hill Cemetery under the 
direction of Sheppard Funer­
al Home.

Mrs. Dorris died at 10:06 
Sunday, Nov. 25, in Crockett 
County Hospital after collap­
sing at her home here.

She was born Ella Floy 
Harris, Nov. 10, 1904 in 
Moulton. She had recently 
retired from employment at 
Crockett County Hospital. 
She had been a resident of 
Ozona 28 years and was a 
member of First Baptist 
Church.

Survivors include her hus­
band, Leonard Dorris of 
Ozona; two sons, Lonnie 
Dorris of Ozona and Kenneth 
Dorris of Bay City; one 
brother, Jim Harris of Fran- 
citas; three grandchildren 
and one great grandchild.

A movement to bring 
about the dedication of the 
historic first permanent 
school building in Ozona, 
now abandoned, to use as a 
public library and museum 
was launched at a well 
attended meeting of the 
Crockett County Historical 
Society and the Historical 
Commission Monday night at 
the Civic Center.

The building, made of 
native rock and erected in 
1912, stands on school 
grounds just north of the 
present high school building. 
It was the town’s first per­
manent construction of a 
school building. Before, chil­
dren had attended classes in 
wooden frame buildings. So 
well constructed is the build­
ing that a recent inspection 
by state preservation and re­
storation officials pronounc­
ed it one of the soundest 
buildings in the state for its 
age. In fact, so well built and 
arranged these inspectors 
declared it ready for occu­
pancy with a minimum of 
restoration and change.

Library and museum advo­
cates have long eyed the 
building since it has been 
replaced with more modern 
buildings and see in it ade­
quate quarters for a modern 
public library and expanded 
quarters for the county’s 
museum. Opening dis­
cussion on the project at the 
Monday night meeting, Mrs. 
R.A. Harrell, chairman of the 
H isto rical Com m ission, 
pointed out that numerous 
grants were available from 
federal and state sources to 
provide ample capital for 
converting the building to 
the proposed use.

A resolution, presented by 
Mrs. Pleas Childress, chair­
man of the museum, asking 
the school board to deed the 
building to the public for use 
as a public library and mu­
seum, was unanimously and 
enthusiastically approved by 
the gathering. The resolution 
is as follows:

Whereas, we the members 
of the Crockett County 
Historical Society, Crockett 
County Historical Commis­
sion and concerned friends of 
the Museum desire the pres­
ervation of the 1912 Ozona 
School Building.

Whereas, we desire to 
collect, preserve and exhibit 
artifacts of the prehistoric 
people found in Crockett 
County and surrounding 
area.

Whereas, we desire to 
preserve and display the

artifacts of the historic In­
dians of this area.

Whereas, we desire to pre­
serve and tell the story of the 
early adventurers and sol­
diers who passed through 
this county.

Whereas, we desire to 
preserve the relics of the 
early pioneer settlers of this 
county and to tell their story 
for future generations.

Whereas, we desire to 
collect and exhibit geologi­
cal and botanical snecimen of 
this county.

Whereas, we desire to

function as an educational 
tool in the above areas to all 
age levels for their enlighten­
ment and enjoyment.

Whereas there is a need 
for a library that is both 
accessible to the public and 
adequate in size.

Now, therefore, we re­
quest the members of the 
Crockett County Consoli­
dated Common School Dis­
trict Board of Trustees to 
deed this historic school 
building to the public for a 
Museum and Public Library.

Rash of fires 
during holiday

Ozona firemen spent a 
busy holiday period putting 
out fires, grass fires for the 
most part.

Last Wednesday firemen 
were called to Whitley Weld­
ing where a grass fire was 
burning in the draw behind 
the building. The call came 
in at 1:55 p.m. They had no 
more than extinguished the 
fire when a report of a motor 
home on fire at the James 
Childress Ranch west of 
Ozona came in. Units were

dispatched, but the motor 
home was totally destroyed 
when they arrived. They did 
manage to prevent a grass 
fire as a result. The motor 
home belonged to hunters 
from Louisiana.

On Thanksgiving Day 
about 6 p.m. firemen were 
called to a grass fire on the 
Arthur Phillips ranch south 
of Ozona. A hunter’s jeep 
caught fire and in turn ig­
nited the grass. The jeep was 
a total loss, but firemen were 
able to bring the grass fire 
under control.

As they were returning to 
town a motorist reported 
another fire in the area of 
Eugene Miller’s gate. Fire­
men checked out the report 
but found it was the same 
fire they had extinguished 
just minutes earlier.

Saturday around 3 p.m. 
Ozona firemen responded to 
a call from Eldorado where a 
large grass fire was in pro­
gress. Fanned by high 
winds, it took the effort of 
fire units from several area 
towns to bring the fire under 
control.

Q: i know that when a couple 
live together and hold themselves 
out as being married, they are, in 
fact, married, according to Texas 
l>aw. Can you define what the 
law means when it describes a 
couple as “holding themselves 
out as married”?

A: “Holding out” is the "acid 
test" of a common law marriage 
and is merely the outw-ard public 
acknowledgment by the pat lies 
that they are in fact husband and 
wife. This does not require any 
particular actions or statements, 
but may be demonstrated by any 
consLstent actions or representa­
tions by the couple to members 
of the general public that they 
are in fact married. I'hey may 
perhaps introduce themselves or 
may enter into contracts as hus­
band and wife, such as leases or 
purchase agreements.

Q: I received money from my 
father’s estate after his death and 
(put the money into a savings ac- 
<ount. If I marry, will this sav­
ings account be considered com­
munity property to be shared by 
my wife and me?
' A: All property you owned at 
Vhe moment of your marriage is 
your separate property, so the 
entire savings account would be 
separate on that date. Under 
state law, however, interest earn­
ed during marriage is Communi­
ty, even interest from separate 
property savings. Io preserve the 
account as your separate money, 
to keep it entirely under your 
control, you would need to 
withdraw all interest automati­
cally and to put no community 
money into it. You should con­
sult a lawyer before marriage to 
consider an ante nuptial agree­
ment and to learn how to keep 
your funds separate.

Q: My daughter and her hus­
band both have children by 
previous marriages. The children 
are all over 18 and do not live 
’vith them. Her husband has had 
several recent heart attacks, if  he 
should die leaving no will, what 
would happen to their communi­
ty property? Would their child­
ren receive a share?

A: Community property is 
governed by Section 45 ot the 
Texas Probate Code. The hus­
band’s community estate would 
pass entirely to his children. No 
shar :̂ would go to children of his 
wife, because they are not his 
children. The wife would, 
therefore, retain her one-half of 
the community property and her 
step-children their father’s half. 
Separate property is treated dif­
ferently, but under the facts of 
your question, neither your 
daughter nor her children would 
receive the husband’s property if 
he died without a will.

Q: Because uf his financial 
.situation, it looks as if my hus­
band will fall behind on his child 
support payments. What could 
his ex-wife do about this, and 
what could happen to us?

A: The child support ordered 
by the court in the divorce decree 
is a binding order. Violation of it 
subjects the father to contempt 
of court charges. Punishment 
can be a fine and/or a jail term. 
If the circumstances have chang­
ed, the father should petition the 
court to abate or reduce the child 
support payments rather than 
wait until he is brought into 
court on contempt charges.

Last year 
in T exas 149 persons 
died from carbon  monox­
ide poisoning. T h ere’s no 
estim ate , how ever, of 
how m any victims died in 
au to m o b ile  a c c id e n ts  
caused  by carbon  monox­
ide escaping from faulty 
m u ff le r s  o r  e x h a u s t  
m anifolds.

Q U E S T I O N :  W h a t  
causes  carbon  monoxide 
poisoning?

ANSWER: A nyth ing  
th a t burns puts out some 
carbon  monoxide in the

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com bustion process. C ar­
bon monoxide poisoning 
is especially  dangerous 
when th ere  is incom plete 
com bustion of fuel and 
lack of a steady  supply of 
fresh  a ir.

The lead ing  co n tri­
bu to rs to illness and  
d ea th  a re  space h ea te rs , 
range ovens, floor fu r­
naces and  autom obiles, 
w ith o ther fuel-burning 
a p p l ia n c e s  fo llo w in g  
close behind.

QUESTION: A re  there  
any w arning signs of car­
bon monoxide poisoning?

ANSWER: Poisoning is 
very subtle. T here are , 
how ever, some w arning 
signs. If the h ea t is on, be 
a le rt for yawning, head ­
ache, nausea, dizziness, 
ringing in the ea rs  and 
even abdom inal pain.

QUESTION: W hat are 
some o f the  things you 
can do to p reven t carbon 
monoxide poisoning?

ANSWER: L eave a 
window or door open a 
few inches, especially a t 
night, if you a re  using a 
firep lace, wooden stove

A U S T I N — Gov. Bill 
Clements last week accused 
Attorney General Mark 
White of overstepping his 
authority when White met 
with 34 oil company repre­
sentatives to discuss oil spills.

Clements charged that 
White was “politicizing the 
oil spill issue” and was mis- 
repre.senting his authority to 
the companies.

White is suing SEDCO, 
Inc., a Dallas-based oil drill­
ing firm founded by Clem­
ents, in connection with the 
Campeche Bay oil well blow­
out. Clements placed his 
holdings in the firm in a 
blind trust headed by his son 
before he took office.

White told reporters he 
met with the oil companies 
to discuss how more effec­
tive action could be taken in 
response to future oil spills. 
He said the Campeche Bay 
blowout and the tanker acci­
dent near Galveston this 
month caught authorities by 
surprise.

The meeting was a “free 
exchange of ideas concerning 
oil-spill damage control.” ac­
cording to White, but Clem­
ents took hot exception to 
White’s refusal to allow the 
governor's general counsel
to sit m on the discussion.

The governor’s staff was 
not invited because “they 
don't respond to me, they 
don’t answer me,” said 
White.

A footnote to SEDCO’s 
oil woes: the firm has filed 
suits in federal district court 
to recover $60 million from 
the National Iran Oil Co. for 
failure to make payments 
and return oil drilling equip­
ment. Most of the company’s 
assets still in Iran are drill­
ing rigs.

Clements Busy Week
The governor could still 

take delight in his role as 
host to the Republican Gov­
ernors Association meeting 
last week in Austin.

Following first day ad­
dresses by several presiden­
tial hopefuls, including John 
Connally. Howard Baker 
and Gerald Ford, the GOP 
governors blasted President 
Jimmy Carter’s energy poli­
cies and later approved 
Clements’ resolution calling 
for more production of oil, 
natural gas and coal.

At one point during the 
gathering Clements told re­
porters he “might” become a 
favorite son presidential can­
didate if Connally and 
George Bush drop out of the 
race before the GOP Texas 
primary in May. However, 
he was careful to stre.ss that 
as long as the “ two Texans” 
were in the race, he would 
not take sides or an active 
role.

More Clements Quotes
Speaking to other issues 

throughout the week, Clem­
ents said:

—A recent White House 
briefing on energy policy 
was a waste of energy. 
“Really, it was just warming 
over yesterday’s scrambled 
eggs.”

—President Carter was re­
sponding effectively to the 
Iranian crisis and “everyone” 
should refrain from making 
political hay of the tense sit­
uation. Clements, himself, 
“has not reached a conclu-

sion” as to whether the U.S. 
should stop training Iranian 
pilots at bases in this coun­
try, a suggestion made ear­
lier by Texas Senators Uoyd 
Bentsen and John Tower.

—Dallas computer mag­
nate Ross Perot had been 
contacted by “some people 
in Washington” about the 
holding of American hos­
tages by Iranians. During the 
Iranian overthrow of the 
Shah last February, Perot 
sent a privately financed 
mini-army into that country 
to free some of his employ­
ees from prison, turning 
loose some 11.000 Iranian 
prisoners in the process. Pe­
rot later denied having any 
talks about the hostage crisis.

Sting From Bonilla
'Clements and outspoken 

Ruben Bonilla, fiery national
president of the League of 
Latin American Citizens, 
used a bit of animal imagery 
in describing one another.

In a letter to a San An­
tonio attorney. Clements re­
ferred to Bonilla as a “gnat” 
for lobbying for appoint­
ments of two Mexican-Amer­
icans to district judgeships.

Bonilla, a Corpus Christi 
attorney, countered at a 
LULAC meeting by calling 
the governor “an asp” (a spe­
cies of snake) who “strikes 
out in fear.”

Chip Carter Visits
The president’s son. Chip 

Carter, attended an Austin 
function last week honoring 
former State Democratic 
Committeeman D w a y n e  
Holman, and said his fa­
ther’s accomplishments are 
many but misunderstood. 
“We have done a fairly bad 
PR job.” he told one re­
porter.

Carter pointed out the 
president has passed more 
legislation in his first 2 V2 
years than any of the last 
five presidents.

AG Opinions
At a request from State 

Treasurer Warren G. Hard­
ing, Atty. Gen. White ruled 
that interest earned from 
time deposits of the Fire 
Fighters Relief and Retire­
ment Fund Account should 
be credited to the fund rather 
than deposited.

He also ruled the governor 
may lawfully appoint the 
executive director of the De­
partment of Community Af­
fairs to serve as presiding of­
ficer of the Committee on 
Aging.

DRIVELINE

Marijuana or alcohol —  which is more dangerous 
for drivers?

Both booze and pot are mind altering drugs. 
Both affect your perception and m otor reflexes, 
and neither should be consumed before or during 
driving. A myth grew up in the 60's that mari­
juana actually improved some persons' ability at 
the wheel, but that's not true. No less an expert 
than Keith Stroup, founder of the National 
Organiztaion for Reform of M arijuana Laws 
(NORML), has publicly warned that it is not 
safe to drive while stoned. (Not to mention that 
possession of the stuff is illegal.)

O.K. . . so which drug is worse? The evidence 
seems to indicate that alcohol has more immediate 
and drastic effects. It's a central nervous system 
depressant that hits you like a ton of bricks —  

impairing judgment, blurring vision, and slowing 
reflexes. Experts believe that as many as half of all 
highway fatalities may involve drinking.

"Driver", a magazine published by the Pentagon 
for military personnel, recently surveyed the 
available medical research on the subject. The 
magazine reported that although marijuana's 
effects are much subtler than alcohol's, it still 
significantly impairs driving ability. Studies indi­
cate that pot narrows peripheral vision, slows 
reaction time, and distorts perception of time and 
space . . . And alcohol and marijuana in combina­
tion are especially dangerous for any driver.

Question: A buddy told me I shouldn’t use one of 
those fancy synthetic oils in my brand new car.

Synthetic oils (which cost three to four times 
extra) do have many advantages over regular oil. 
They last longer between changes, reduce engine 
wear, and give you better gas mileage. But 
apparently they should not' be poured into new 
engines. Engines contain many rubber-like seals 
which need regular mineral oil to make them swell 
and fit tightly. If you put in synthetic oil right 
away, then the seal won't "cure" correctly, and it 
could lead to some leaking.

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Tips for Gardeners
F ro m  the  O zona Gardien Club

Now that the days grow 
shorter in November and 
December, the importance of 
timely chores increases. Ma­
ny have the task of raking 
leaves that have fallen the 
last few weeks, and prepar­
ing new beds or working over 
old ones to be ready for new 
plants now, or in the spring.

If you haven’t noticed the 
beautiful Spanish Oaks be­
tween the hospital and the 
doctors clinic, do drive by 
before they fall. Also, there 
are a number of trees that 
present a yellow-golden 
glow. Some of the other 
colorful ones are the red 
oaks. Tallow, Sumac, Crepe 
Myrtle, fruit trees and the 
Boston Ivy Vine.

Peonies should be cut back 
to a few inches above the 
ground when the tops have 
browned.Add a cup of bone- 
meal to soil around the plant 
and mound with soil for the 
winter.

Next spring you can have 
masses of color if you plant 
sweet peas now or early 
December. Climbing types 
recommended for fall plant­
ing include Royal Family and 
Cuthbertson’s Floribunda; 
for beds and borders, choose 
dwarf bush selections, such 
as Knee Hi or Little Elf. 
Before planting, soak seeds 
for 24 hours, then sow 2 
inches deep, making sure all 
are well covered.

If you plan to add some 
trees to your landscape this 
winter, try planting native 
types. Two distinct advan­
tages are high adaptability 
and minimum maintenance.

Prized for its finely tex­
tured evergreen foliage and 
splendid berry display is the 
tree-form yapon (Ilex Vomi- 
toria). This tree is espec­
ially attractive when pruned 
into a tree like form. With its 
lower branches removed, its 
interesting branching habit 
and light gray bark are re­
vealed. In the late fall on the 
female plant, the translucent 
red berries are especially 
striking against the light 
gray stems. Youpon prefers 
slightly acid, well drained 
soil, and does well in full sun 
or partial shade. Fertilize 
only once a year around mid- 
March. One cup of 5-10-10 is

recommended for every 3 
feet in height. Some form of 
iron may be added if color 
needs to be a darker green. 
To be sure of a good fruit 
display be sure a male you­
pon holly is nearby for poll-, 
ination. A good example is in 
the front planting of the L.B. 
Cox home on Angus Street.

A new tree to me that 
hasn’t been tried here that I 
know of is the Curly Fil­
bert (Corylus Avellana Con- 
torta). It is especially spec­
tacular in the winter garden. 
It is not grown for flowers or 
foliage, but rather for the 
twisted growth habit of its 
trunks and branches. Aside 
from its interesting role in 
the garden, Curly Filbert is 
also unusual for twig and 
dried-flower arrangements. 
It will grow best where soil 
has been improved by addi­
tion of organic matter, such 
as compost, peat moss or 
pine bark. Plant in either full 
sun or partial shade. Little 
pruning is necessary, and 
you can propagate by dig­
ging up suckers and letting 
them grow in containers a 
year. Someone do try one. 
The native dusty miller or 
(artemesia) is just right to 
gather now for filler in your 
dried arrangements. Hang 
upside down.

Use the following “ tips” 
to reduce the threat of acci­
dental burns and fires:

Never use flammable li­
quids to start the fire.

Avoid excessive amounts 
of newspaper to build roar­
ing fires in the fireplace. It’s 
possible to ignite soot depos­
its inside the chimney by 
over-building a fire.

Charcoal is great for 
steaks, but never bum it in a 
fireplace. Burning charcoal 
gives off deadly amounts of 
carbon monoxide, so use it 
outdoors—never in a fire­
place.

Keep a metal or glass 
screen in fi-ont of the fire­
place to catch flying embers. 
Flying embers can easily ig­
nite carpet, furniture and 
other combustible items in 
the room.

Make sure no flammable 
materials hang down from or 
decorate the mantel. A spark 
from the fireplace can ignite 
such materials and cause a 
fire.

Always make sure the 
fireplace fire is out before 
retiring at night. And, never, 
never close the damper with 
hot ashes in the fireplace. 
With the damper closed, hot 
ashes build up heat and may 
flare up and ignite the room 
while the family sleeps.

Use man-made logs ac­
cording to directions on the 
package. Never break apart a 
man-made log as a means of 
quickening a fire.

Check both the chimney 
and the fireplace for defects 
and potential problems every 
couple of years, especially if 
the fireplace receives con­
stant use during the winter.

Loose or fallen brick, 
cracked or broken flue lin­
ing, excessive soot accumu­
lation and obstructions in or 
near the chimney are among 
the defects commonly found.

The search is underway for 
Texas’ rural hero of 1979.

The Rural Heroism Award, 
sponsored by the Texas Farm 
and Ranch Safety Council, is 
presented annually to some 
deserving person who has 
performed an act of excep­
tional bravery during a time 
of crisis, according to Ben 
Bullard, Council president 
and assistant safety director 
of the Texas Farm Bureau.

All entries must be sub­
mitted by March 1, 1980, to 
the Rural Heroism Award 
Committee, Texas Farm and 
Ranch Safety Council, P.O. 
Box 489, Waco, 76703, ac­
cording to Bullard.

The heroic act or human- 
life-saving deed must have 
occurred within Texas during 
1979 and should be related to 
farming or ranching opera­
tions.

Nominations should in­
clude a written account of the 
incident and the names, ad­
dresses, and telephone num­
bers of all persons involved. 
Newspaper clippings and 
pictures should also accom­
pany the nominations if 
available.

The award will be pre­
sented at the Monday morn­
ing opening general session 
of the 41st Annual Texas 
Safety Conference and Expo­
sition, March 16-19, 1980, at 
the Sheraton-Dallas Hotel in 
Dallas.

When we got up there 
and we ordered something to 
eat. Judge said just bring me 
a cup of coffee right quick. 
They brought his cup of 
coHee so the Judge got that 
tobacco out and put it down 
on the edge of his saucer and 
he would drink some coffee 
and he would chew some 
tobacco-and he would spit 
over this way and over that 
way. After we ate, we started 
back and got down there-he 
spit all the way back, and just 
got it on this fellows suit. 
Judge said, “ Well, I’ll go on 
back here. I knew what he 
was figuring on doing, he 
was going to send me after 
those checks. But while he 
was gone back in his office 
there, why, this fellow says 
to me, he says “ Say, are you 
satisfied with your return?” I 
said, “Yes, I’m satisfied with 
it. Judge made it.” “ Well, 
he said, I am too, you know I 
wouldn’t spend another 30

minutes with that old tobac­
co-chewing devil for any­
thing.” And he got up and 
left.

The Judge was always 
equal to the occasion. He 
came back and sat down by 
me and had a good laugh 
about it.

Carved rolling pins (usual­
ly with animal patterns) 
press over rolled-out dough 
to make the pictures.

Then they’re cut into sep­
arate rectangles and baked.

Anise is the traditional 
licorice-flavored spice for 
this German treat.

Lebkuchen are ginger- 
snapS” Or gingerbread cook- 
ieS"trimmed in white frost­
ing.

Pfeffernusse (pepper nuts) 
are baked as little balls of 
dough. They’re spicy with 
cloves and cinnamon and hot 
with black pepper.

Christollen is a real ar­
tist’s delight, since it’s an 
oblong, yeast-raised cake fill­
ed with raisins, currants, 
candied fruits, and nuts.

A glaze of fruit sauce or a 
sprinkling of white sugar 
tops this festive delicacy.

In addition to sharing its 
foods, Germany also gave us

our legendary Santa Claus- 
fi’om their Kriss Kringle 
inspired by Saint Nicholas, 
who lived in Asia Minor 
during the 4th century and 
was known as the bestower 
of gifts to children on Christ­
mas Eve.

Sire selection 
keytoincreosed 
beet profits

Beef producers can im­
prove their herd in one year 
through knowledgeable sire 
selection and selection 
breeding programs, believes 
Dr. Larry L. Boleman.

Boleman, a beet cattle 
specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice, Texas A&M University 
System, points out that cat­
tlemen can select from more 
than 50 breeds to develop the 
type of beef herd they desire.

“ It all boils down to one 
point, though,” contends the 
sp ec ia lis t. “ C attlem en  
should strive to efficiently 
produce economically afford­
able beef for the consumer 
while insuring a profit for 
themselves.”

One way to accomplish this 
is to keep the calf crop as 
close to 100 percent as pos- 

^sible. A high percentage calf 
crop can best be insured by 
only purchasing bulls pass­
ing a complete breeding 
soundness evaluation con­
sisting of a physical exami­
nation, scrotal size deter­
mination and a semen eval­
uation. However, Boleman 
advises the owner to still 
watch the bull for changes in 
libido (desire and ability to 
breed).

Another profitable practice 
is to raise heavy calves at 
weaning. This is where a 
performance-tested bull 
comes in. Average weaning 
weights may be increased 
firom 25 to 40 pounds per calf 
by selecting a bull with a 
heavy weaning and yearling 
weight.

“ Insist on records contain­
ing exact weights and ratios 
measured at weaning and 
yearling periods,” urges the 
specialist. “ Other data such 
as average daily gain or 
weight per day of age is 
helpful since the ability to 
grow is transmitted to off­
spring.”

In addition to a larger calf 
crop and heavier weaning 
weights, cattlemen should 
produce calves that fit mar­
ket needs that will demand 
the highest prices per pound, 
contends Boleman. A thor­
ough knowledge of the mar­
ket and factors affecting pro­
ductivity is mandatory. Of­
tentimes, color and confor­
mation may actually deter­
mine a calf s average price 
per pound.

“Today, beef bulls must 
sire calves capable of produc­
ing carcasses of the weight, 
shape, grade and fat cover 
demanded by the market. 
Important considerations are 
size and earliness of matur­
ity,” says the specialist.

“ Given cattle that meet 
carcass specifications, those 
which grow fastest are likely 
to be most profitable be­
cause they achieve produc­
tion targets faster and usual­
ly on less feed,” notes 
Boleman.

However, calving difficulty 
may result fi*om increased 
birth weights of heavier cat­
tle. Losses at calving could

easily offset any overall calf 
performance gains.

“ Selection for growth rate 
may delay maturity,” re­
minds the specialist. “ Ear­
ly maturing cattle produce 
marketable carcasses at rela­
tively young ages on high 
forage diets. In turn, late 
maturing cattle grow fast on 
high grain diets without get­
ting too fat, but can also be 
used in forage systems to 
produce heavy carcasses.”

Boleman believes there is 
room in beef production for 
both early and late nSatiir- 
ity types, depending on the 
management system used.

It’s usually wise to assume

; meets the eye. Our most 
: recent application of that 
; sage principle, however, may 

have caused more sMpped
- heartbeats than necessary.
- When Interior Secretary 
; Cecil Andrus last Friday
(Nov. 9) announced his offi­
cial policy on the federal 
predator control program, a 
lot of stockmen took to 
comparing him somewhat 
unfavorably with Iran’s flaky 
Ayatollah. Not that they op­
erate anything alike, but the 
two of them would have run a 
close race for unpopular man 
of the year in sheep country.

It wasn’t exactly what 
Andrus’ announcement said 
that caused so much unchar­
itable feeling, but more what 
everyone assumed he had yet 
to say. His announcement 
was such a skimpy affair that 
it was generally taken as no 
more than a skeleton outline- 
the bulk of the policy was 
undoubtedly still to come and 
would surely cover several 
pages of fairly specific pro­
gram components.

It was anticipation of what 
those specifics would be- 
based on the unmistakable 
environmentalist flavor of 
the original statement--that 
had the sheep camp up in 
arms. The “ skeleton” state­
ment has called for a phase­
out of lethal preventative 
predator control, for in­
stance, which it was feared 
would prove to be rapid and 
ruthless when the “ rest of 
the story” was revealed. The 
statement also called for de­
emphasis of lethal corrective 
controls, a strong hint that 
effective and proven mea­
sures were to be scrapped in 
favor of the untried and un­
likely “ avoidance” schemes 
of anti-control activists. 
Vague references to tighten­
ing aerial hunting and steel 
trap restrictions were like­
wise expected to be fleshed 
out in alarming detail, as 
were other equally vague but 
unsettling elements in An­
drus’ announcement.

This time, however, the 
old admonition to read be­
tween the lines may not have 
proven out. The general poli­
cy will, of course, have to be 
fleshed out, but Andrus’ own 
public affairs officer says the 
fleshing out will be done 
somewhere else along the 
line. Andrus’ “ skeleton”  
outline was actually the 
whole announcement” there

will be no more. In other 
words, “what you see is what 
you get.”

The Interior spokesman 
also calmed certain specific 
fears about what will be done 
with the policy elsewhere. 
For instance, there will be no 
government-dictated live­
stock management proce­
dure imposed as a condition 
for receiving predator control 
assistance, nor will the m-44 
be prohibited, nor is there 
any sort of timetable for the 
“phaseout” of lethal preven­
tative control. Interior is also 
not considering the idea of 
forcing livestock off public 
land areas where predator 
problems are severe, or of 
forcing a change in those 
areas to types of stock less 
susceptible to predation than 
sheep.

The Andrus policy does 
call for emphasis on non- 
lethal control and for 
“ avoiding conflicts”  be­
tween livestock and preda­
tors, but the emphasis is 
apparently mostly philoso­
phical. According to the In­
terior spokesman, the actual 
program will be pretty much 
business as usual with a 
long range goal of someday 
killing fewer predators while 
at the same time protecting 
livestock. As for the an­
nounced “phaseout” of le­
thal controls, it is to be 
accomplished as non-lethal 
methods are developed and 
proven.

There is even one parti­
cularly bright spot in the 
policy, though it stands so

History comes 
alive with 
slide program

close to an exceedingly dark 
one that it’s been overlook­
ed by most reviewers. The 
dark spot is Andrus’s insis­
tence on halting all further 
research into 1080. The 
bright spot is his flat as­
surance that research into 
other toxicants will continue, 
and at a stepped-up pace. 
This marks the first time in 
nearly two decades that offi­
cial policy has actually sup­
ported and affirmed toxicant 
research-until now it’s gen­
erally been a case of “we’ll 
keep on plugging at it until 
someone gets around to call­
ing our hand.”

There’s still a chance that 
whoever translates the policy 
into practice will be of the 
environmental ilk and man­
age ta  weaken the program 
unreasonably, but for the 
time being at least, we may 
be permitted a certain mea­
sure of optimism. Now that 
would be a refreshing feel­
ing!

History came alive again 
Monday night through the 
eye of the camera in the 
skilled hands of Mrs. Charles 
Black, Jr. who charmed 
members of the Crockett 
County Historical Society, 
meeting jointly with the 
Crockett County Historical 
Commission, in a pictorial 
essay on points of historical 
interest in Crockett County.

Volunteering a Commis­
sion assignment to photo­
graph all the historical mark­
ers erected in the county 
through the committee’s ef­
forts, Mrs. Black went far 
beyond in compiling an inter­
esting collection of pictures 
showing not only the markers 
themselves but in many ca­
ses the historical spot itself.

Little known except thru 
written history and seldom 
seen spots of historical inter­
est like Escondido water 
hole, Howard’s well, petro- 
glyphs north of Ozona, and 
dim but still visible ruts 
pounded out by wagon 
wheels of the pioneer adven­
turers who crossed this coun­
ty a hundred years and more, 
were flashed on the slide 
screen and made live by the 
graphic descriptive com­
ments of Mrs. Black.

To add to the charm of her 
presentation, Mrs. Black in­
cluded shots of the flora and 
fauna of Crockett County, 
some pictured desert flowers 
of almost unbelievable beau­
ty. Markers pictured includ­
ed those at Escondido water 
bole, Howard’s well. Emer­
ald townsite, the county’s 
first oil well, completed in 
1925 and still producing, the 
Chihuahua trail, the Ozona- 
San Angelo stage line and 
stage stops along its line, the 
0-B Trap Co. traps along 
which ranchers drove their 
livestock to the Barnhart 
shipping pens. Fort Lancas­
ter site in west Crockett 
County, ‘ ‘ waterworks hill ” 
source of Ozona’s dependa­
ble water supply, the site of 
the first water well under the 
First Baptist Church, and a 
number of historically 
marked buildings in the 
county, the first permanent 
school building, the Ozona 
National Bank’s original 
building, the early-day 
Ozona Hotel, the historic 
Perner home and others.

Checklist 
for buying 
waterbeds

In buying today’s water- 
bed, remember that flo­
tation-sleep systems have 
different qualities, just as 
conventional mattresses do, 
says a housing and home 
furnishings specialist.

Quality will affect price 
and performance, however, 
so seek out the best you can 
afford with this type of major 
investment. Dr. Jane Berry 
advises.

Before buying, be sure to 
check five major points:

The mattress containing 
the waterbag or bladder 
should be made of heavy- 
duty 20 gauge vinyl with only 
a few seams.

The contour fitted liner 
should completely surround 
the frame and be permanent­
ly attached to the frame, so it 
will reduce dangers of dam­
age if a leak occurs.

Make sure the liner will 
hold all the water from the 
mattress in case of a leak.

The heater should be an 
Underwriters Lab (UL)-ap- 
proved unit.

Decide whether you need a 
preset or a variable-control 
thermostat.

The frame should be sized 
for the mattress and the 
liner. A frame may have 
high-density foam around 
the perimeter for easy ac­
cess.

Deck and pedestal should 
be the right size and design 
to support a filled mattress in 
use.

For king-and queen-size 
units, be sure there are 
center supports to prevent 
sag.

For best performance, 
place waterbeds on heavy- 
duty bed frames or special­
ly made wood frames. Re­
member to use extra center 
supports for larger sizes.

Also, during installation, 
be sure to place the heater 
under the liner.

Mail-order 
dentures can 
cost more

Mail-order dentures may 
“ cost you” much more in the 
long run, although they ap­
pear to cost less at first 
glance, says a health educa­
tion specialist.

Dentures must be fitted to 
your own mouth-for best 
results, says Carla Shearer.

Mail-order dentures that 
do not fit can cause damage 
to mouth tissues, and that 
can lead to other compli­
cations, including open 
mouth sores and other ser­
ious lesions, she warns.

Also, ill-fitting dentures 
tempt some people not to 
wear them—so any money 
spent in buying them is 
wasted, no matter how “ ec­
onomical” they were.

In addition, without proper 
fit of dentures, problems 
with eating and speaking can 
arise—along with the possi­
bility of destroying the bone 
which supports dentures.

There is help available for 
persons who cannot afford 
custom-fitted dentures, Ms. 
Shearer says.

How to appeal 
an I.R.S. audit

What happens if the IRS 

appeals system does not 
work out? Your next step is 
the federal courts.

You have the choice of 
taking your appeal to the 
U.S. Tax Court, the U.S. 
Court of Claims or a U.S. 
District Court. If you don’t 
want to pay the tax before 
going to court use the Tax 
Court, since it hears only 
cases where taxes have not 
been assessed. Once you de­
cide to go to Tax Court 
and you’ve received your 
examination report from the 
IRS, ask IRS to issue a Notice 
of Deficiency. You’ll have 90- 
days from the date the notice 
is mailed to file a petition 
with the Tax Court (or, if you 
decide to settle, to pay the 
tax). It’s important to act 
within 90-days; otherwise, 
the IRS will automatically 
assess the tax against you, 
taking your case out of the 
Tax Court’s jurisdiction. If 
you filed your petition on a 
timely basis, the Tax Court 
will schedule your case for 
trial at a location conven­
ient to you.

However, 
under the Small Case Proce­
dure the decision of the Tax 
Court cannot be appealed. 
Information on the Small 
Case Procedure is available 
from the U.S. Tax Court, 400 
Second St., N.W., Washing­
ton, DC 20217.

Generally, the District 
Courts and Court of Claims 
will hear your suit only after 
you have paid the disputed 
tax and filed for a refund. 
You choose which of these 
courts to petition. The Court 
of Claims is located in Wash­
ington, DC and cases before 
this court are decided by a 
judge. District courts are 
located in every state, the 
District of Columbia and 
some territories, and you 
have the choice of a jury trial 
there.

A claim for refund may be 
made by filing Form 1040X, 
“ Amended U.S. Individual 
Income Tax Return,’’ with 
the IRS Service Center where 
you mailed your original 
return. File a separate 1040X 
for each tax year involved 
and attach statements sup­
porting your claims. Form 
1040X must be filed within 
three years of the date of the 
original return, or two years 
from the date the tax was 
paid, whichever is later. If 
thfelRS rejects your claim, or 
if they do not act on your 
claim within six months, you 
may then file suit for refund. 
But you must file your suit no 
later than two years after the 
IRS disallows your claim.

Anti-freeze may keep the 
car radiator fi*om freezing 
solid, but anti-freeze can also 
mean death to children and 
pets, according to the Texas 
Veterinary Medical Associa­
tion (TVMA) and Texas Med­
ical Association (TMA). A 
chemical in anti-freeze called 
ethylene glycol has a sweet 
taste, much like a soft drink, 
and children and pets are 
attracted to it.

Before the first fi*eeze 
Texans will be draining their 
radiators to make way for the 
new anti-fi-eeze. This is 
where the trouble begins. 
Many people collect the old 
fluid by placing a pan under­
neath the car radiator. Since 
it usually contains old anti- 
fi'eeze or coolant substance, 
the pan left out or in the 
garage offers children and 
animals a tasty treat-but a 
deadly one. Frequently, peo­
ple let the radiator drain onto 
the driveway and run down 
the street curbing. This still 
leaves the old fluid for pets to 
lap up or kids to splash or dip 
their hands into-ready for a 
little sip of this deadly drink.

Dr. David Bechtol, TVMA 
president, states that a dog 
need only lap up two to three 
cc’s per pound of weight and 
a cat even less for anti­
freeze to bring about a 
painful death. Dr. Bechtol, a 
Canyon veterinarian, says 
the hard part about helping 
an animal that has ingested 
anti-freeze is that the owner 
doesn’t realize what the pet 
has gotten into. The veter­
inarian then has to treat the 
symptoms without knowing 
what brought it on.

The ethylene glycol in the 
anti-freeze combines readily 
with the common minerals of 
human and animal bodies 
and results in kidney failure 
and death due to uremia. 
And a painful death, adds 
Dr. Mario Ramirez, TMA 
president. The same danger­
ous chemical is found in 
brake fluid, windshield de-

Winterize 
mobile 
home now

“ Winterize’’ your mobile 
home before cold weather 
sets in, advises a housing 
and home furnishings specia­
list, Sue Young, with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service.

Seal cracks and openings 
“weather-tight,’’ no matter 
how small, by tightening 
screws and applying caulk­
ing compound around joints, 
moldings, windows, doors, 
seams and vents.

Tighten or replace loose 
screws and fittings.

Seal all exterior connec­
tions, and cover and seal 
openings underneath the 
home.

Clean rubber and vinyl 
moldings around windows 
and doors, and lubricate the 
operating mechanisiis so 
that doors and windows close 
and seal completely.

Drain any exterior water 
faucets and lines, and dis­
connect hoses, and store 
them for the winter.

Consider the installment of 
storm windows since they 
prevent heat loss and will 
save considerably on the heat 
bill. _______

icer/cleaner and wallpaper 
remover.

Anti-freeze poisonings ac­
count for about 15 percent of 
reported animal poisonings, 
but most are probably never 
reported. Dr. Bechtol says.

Anti-freeze can be deadly 
for humans, too. Swallowing 
about an ounce can kill a 
child and about three ounces 
can kill an adult. In 1978 
there were 239 human pois­
onings in the U.S. and the 
statistics this year seems to 
be increasing at an alarm­
ing rate, even before the real 
cold weather has arrived.

A human anti-ft-eeze poi­
soning victim often appears 
drunk, has headaches and 
vomits, said Dr. Ramirez, a 
Rio Grande City family prac­
titioner. A poison control 
center, hospital emergency 
room or physician should be 
called immediately if poison­
ing is suspected. Their ad­
vice could include making 
the victim vomit, if the 
person has not passed out, 
and getting professional 
medical help immediately.

Dr. Bechtol recommends 
that anti-freeze or coolant be 
flushed down the sewer sys­
tem since it is biodegrada­
ble. Any spilled or drained 
onto the drive should be 
washed for 10 minutes to­
ward the street drain. No 
puddles should be left for 
children or pets to get into. 
And no residue should be left 
behind since the dried cry­
stals contain the poison. The 
drain pan should be washed 
thoroughly.

If you see your pet getting 
into anti-fi’eeze you should 
rush it to the veterinarian 
immediately; treatment for 
anti-freeze poisoning can’t 
wait, says Dr. Bechtol. The 
best medicine is to prevent it 
and you should encourage 
your neighbors to do the 
same, says Dr. Ramirez
