Bus Drivers See
Many Violations
Of Safety Rules

It may be ignorance, it may
be carlessness, but many people
are violating the laws that gov-
ern driving around or past a
stopped school bus, Supt. Jerry
Kirk reports.

He said that Muieshoe school
bus drivers have been making
checks, and noted an average
of five violations per bus every
day. Many of these violations
occur on state highways.

The law requires that motor
vehicles behind a bus or meeting
a bus come to a complete stop
when the bus stops; and if cir-
cumstances warrant to proceed
at not more than 10 miles per
hour as long as it is in the vi-
cinity of the bus. But where
children have to cross the road
to get to their homes, the motor
vehicle is required to remain
stopped as long as the bus is
stopped.

Observation of these rules to
the letter, in the opinion of the
school officials, will lessen the
hazards to school children who
are getting into or out of the bus.
Mr. Kirk said attention is being
called to this matter in the hope
that all will come to realize the
danger from violations, the offi-
cials realizing that no one would
intentionally do anything that
might result in injury to a child.

Others
concede the seriousness of the
insect but are violently opposed
to some control measures neces-
sary to fight it.

This year the insect took
about one out of every four
bales of Rio Grande Valley cot-
ton and destroyed upwards of
40 million dollars worth
throughout the infested cotton
areas.

These deadlines cut down breed-
ing and build-up periods and
help assure few inect carry-
overs through the winter.

Cooperation by farmers in
the program was excellent.
Only about 100 of them in the
entire 61 county area affected
failed to clean their fields on
time. As a result, if we have a
cold and comparatively damp
winter, we can expect only a
minimum infestation next sea-
son. -

To give you an idea how the
insect can spread, Pink Boll-
worms were found in 39 new
counties this year where it had
never been seen before. To com-
bat further spread, we will set
up about 300 new seed steriliza-
tion points in East and North
Texas next year to establish a
“front” beyond which few “pink-
ies” can pass.

Continued cooperation and vig-
ilance on the part of cotton
farmers will be

minimize the threat. Seed from

infested areas should always be
planting or

sterilized before
storing. Fields should be clean-

ed of stalks soon after harvest.
| And a constant watch should be
