W-2 forms
to go out
by Feb. 2

Employees who have not
received their Wage and Tax
Statements (Form W-2) from
their employers must still file
their tax returns by April 15,
the Internal Revenue Service
advises.

To avoid delays in receiv-
ing the W-2, employees
should furnish their emplo-
yers with a current address,
the IRS says. If employees do
not receive the statement by
February 2, they should first
contact their employer. After
February 15, 1981, the em-
ployee should ask for help by
calling the IRS toll-free num-
ber listed in the telephone
directory.

The IRS reminds taxpay-
ers that they must have a
W-2 form from every emplo-
yer they worked for during
the year. Even if an emplo-
yee is unable to get a W-2
before the filing deadline of
April 15, a timely return
must be filed. Report all
income and attach a state-
ment explaining the tax com-
putations for the missing
wage and tax information,
the IRS says.

Museum complex
is being planned

Plans were discussed at a
meeting of the Crockett
County Historical Commis-
sion at the home of its
chairman, Mrs. R.A. Harrell,
Monday afternoon for mov-
ing and relocating the old
Emerald House, the former
Deland home, to the propos-
ed museum complex site in
the fairgrounds park.

Lee Graves and Bill Coo-
per were named to jointly
supervise the preparation
and moving of the house with

' the help of an architect and

expert house movers to be
employed at a later date. Mr.
Graves has had experience in
moving and restoration of
pioneer structures in connec-
tion with his work with the
Texas Tech ranch develop-
ment of recent years.

The group voted to work
toward the development of a
museum complex at the park

site, including the ultimate .

construction of an attractive
native rock building as the
center of the complex to
house a complete Crockett
County Museum, with ample
room for display, for work-
room area and for storage.
Such a structure would prob-
ably be located in the most
visible spot on the propos-
ed site, visible from U.S.
Highway 290 and Interstate
10 alike.

The Crockett County His-
torical Society, the governing
body of the Crockett County
Museum, and the Historical
Commission are working to-
gether in the movement to
attract enough financial help
from Crockett County citi-
zens and other sources to
bring about realization of the
museum project. A donation
of $24,500 has been made to
the fund, a town lot valued at
$75,000 has been donated to
be used in development of
the museum complex, and at
least one $100,000 gift may
soon be forthcoming.

Possible additions to the
planning committee were
discussed, with especial em-
phasis on an effort to bring in
leaders from the Mexican-
American segment of the
population to assist in the
development of the project.
A community wide effort will

be necessary if the full po-
tential is to be realized--
the development of an attrac-
tive museum site that will
draw visitors from a wide
area in the years to come.

‘TRANSITION’ ADVICE
FOR CONSERVATIVES

Senator Edward Kennedy has just offered conservatives
the sincerest form of flattery — imitation.

According to THE WALL STREET JOURNAL, the
Senator is thinking of starting a private think-tank. to.
generate new ideas for liberal programs. ‘One suspects’
inspiration for this scheme comes from the success’
conservative think-tanks have had in'providing intellectual
ammunition in the battle of ideas. i

Senator Kennedy isn’t the only one who has noticed the
conservative intellectual revival. Senator Daniel Patrick
Moynihan of New York laments that the best new ideas are
coming from ‘‘the right’’ these days. And Ralph Nader
understudy Mark Green recently went through great
contortions in an essay in THE WASHINGTON POST to
say that the conservatives’ ‘‘new ideas’’ aren’t new at all.
(Criticism of that sort is yet another form of flattery.)

Media moguls also are paying attention — as you’ll see
if you flip through your favorite news magazine or
newspaper, where you’re likely to find at least one article on
conservative think-tanks. Times certainly have changed!

It was only yesterday that the phrase ‘‘conservative
intellectual’” would have provoked derisive laughter in
establishment political and academic circles. Now, the
liberals envy us our think-tanks and our thinkers.

What’s going on? The answer is: nothing less than a
~ revolution. For the past few decades, the intellectual
establishment in this country was predominantly — even
exclusively — liberal. So, for the most part, was the
government. The liberals in academia and the liberals in
government made an unhappy marriage (unhappy for the
rest of us, that is). The academics thought up new programs
for the government, and the government put those programs
into effect — in the process, creating grants and jobs for the
academics, and usually, more problems.

With nearly all the major institutions of American
society in happy liberal accord, the liberal thinkers got lazy.
They couldn’t help it. Conservatives, however, had the
incentive to try harder — to propose constructive
alternatives rather than merely attack liberal programs.
Now, their work is paying off.

I’m not bringing this up just to kick the liberals while
they’re down. For one thing, I don’t expect them to stay
down for long. I'm sure Senator Kennedy will indeed come
up with his think-tank, or something like it, and Senator
George McGovern with his so-called ‘‘Committee for
Common Sense,’” or whatever it is he’s cooked up. And
politicians and academics on the left will work very hard at
becoming lean and mean once again.

However, the rise and fall of American liberalism is a
useful morality tale for American conservatives. This is not
a particularly ideological country. Americans, a practical
people, are interested in programs that work, not just those
that sound good. If conservatives are to stay in power, they
must remain as clear-sighted and alert as they were when
they were out of power. It is not enough to rely on the
voters’ allegiance to the abstract principles we hold dear,
admirable though those principles may be. We must show
them we are ‘‘doers,’’ as well as ‘‘thinkers.”’

AUSTIN — Last session
the Legislature almost
passed a bill which would
have allowed low-level nu-
ciear waste dumps in Texas.

This session the bill ‘will
probably sail through, al-
though the waters may get
a bit choppy.

And sometime in the fu-
ture, probably not this year,
the Legislature will approve
waste dumps for high-level
nuclear waste.

). In fact, it may be virtually
. “impossible 'to 'stop creation
-of - nuclear ~waste dumps in

the Lone Star State because
all three of the national
dumps have now been closed
to out-of-state users.

Illinois just put the final
touches on enforcement of
its new state law banning
out-of-state waste at its site.
Earlier, waste dumps in
South Carolina and Nevada
were closed to out-of-state
dumpers, including Texas.

Texas currently produces
low-level nuclear waste at
hospitals and laboratories.
When the nuclear power
plants at Bay City and Glen-
rose are completed, high-
level waste will be generat-
ed. Facing stark reality,
Texans will have to set aside
a place to store its nuclear

offal.

Not When, But How?

The important question to
Texas citizens is not if or
when Texas will create the
nuclear dump site, but
“how?”. What legal safe-

- guards will be approved, and

will they be sufficient to
protect citizen health from
radioactivity? For politicians
who must vote on the con-
troversial issue, the key
question is where to put the
dump?

It seems only right that if
generates  nuclear
waste for the benefit of its
citizens, then it must accept
the responsibility of storing
the hazardous nuclear waste
somewhere within its bor-
ders. But should Texas allow
other states to dump their
nuclear trash here, possibly
to the harm of Texans?

“Bad Or Bill”

The nuclear dump bill
which passed the House but
failed in the Senate last ses-
sion was regarded by many
as one of the worst bills of
the lot. The sorest point was
a $200 fine for improper
dumping or packaging of nu-
clear waste, which one legis-
lator called “an open invi-
tation to out-of-state waste

producers to come dump
their trash in Texas.”

Considering that $200 is
the maximum fine for throw-
ing your beer cans and can-
dy wrappers out the car
window, he might have a
point. Waste producers who
ship their improperly pack-
aged nuclear material by
truck through Texas cities
and towns ought to be
slapped  with  something
more than a fine equal to
littering.

“Somewhere in West Tex-

as” is the site most often
mentioned for any Texas
nuclear dump. Few legisla-
tors would be willing to al-
low a nuclear dump in their
home district. Besides the
potential for harm to health
and life, it is generally as-
sumed that property values
in the area will go down.
Dump sites might also ap-
pear closer to power plants
than West Texas. The loca-
tion will be an .intriguing
guessing game, and political
futures  'will: hinge on the
outcome.

Census Decision

Texas may be able to be-
gin the redistricting process
this session, thanks to a rul-
ing by the U.S. Supreme
Court last week which
cleared the way for the Cen-
sus Bureau to report its pop-

ulation figures to Congress.g %

Justice Potter Stewart had
issued an emergency order
overriding a lower court
prohibition on reporting the
statistics. Minority groups
have legally challenged the
validity of the census statis-
tics and sought to delay their
release.

Texas Atty. Gen. Mark

White had asked for Stew-
art’s action to prevent delay
of release of the Texas sta-
tistics.

The Legislature is sched-
uled to receive the census re-
port sometime in early April,
leaving only a scant two
months to redistrict Texas
before the Legislature ad-
journs June 1. State law al-
lows a redistricting board to
complete any work left un-
finished by the Legislature,
but the work must be initi-
ated during a regular session
of the Legislature. Thus, a
two month delay in rcport-
ing the figures to Texas will
set back redistricting here by
two years.

School Budget

State  budget  planners
have proposed that Texas
spend $7.2 million on ele-
mentary and secondary edu-
cation during the next bien-
nium. The bill will be footed
by both state and local gov-
ernment.

The Legislative Budget
Board aiso recommended
the state can avoid more
civil rights lawsuits by ap-
propriating an additional
$20 million to predominant-
ly black universities.

A worried Mark White
told the board that a $53
million cut in the budget re-
quest by two black univer-
sities was being viewed by
federal officials as a re-
trenchment by the state in
its commitment to com-
pliance with civil rights laws.

White predicted that if
the budget cuts remained, it
would be only a matter of
days before a formal accu-
sation of racial discrimina-
tion would be filed.

Q: After the airline lost my
baggage I filled out the proper
claim forms and was told my
suitcases would be delivered.
Later when they called to tell
me they had located my miss-
ing luggage, I threw away the
baggage tickets. Only two of
my three bags were delivered.
Now they tell me I can’t have
my third bag because I don’t
have the claim ticket. It con-
tains my diamond earrings and
wedding ring among other
valuables. What in the world
can I do?

A: Because of the high value
of your luggage, you shoul®
have your attorney file suit
against the airline and request
the court take custody of the
property until your case is de-
cided. If less expensive items
were involved, you should
write to the office of the airline
and offer to identify  the
goods. Send a copy of that let-
ter to the Civil Aeronautics
Board, Bureau of Consumer
Protection, in Washington,
and request that they investi-
gate your claim.

Q: In 1970 a large estate was
settled in court here in Texas. I

" am one of 56 heirs who will re-

ceive income from non-partici-
pating royalties. The attorney
refused to give us the papers
describing our property be-
cause there are too many loca-
tions to identify. How can I get
a complete listing of the land
involved?

A: A legal identification of
the property is contained in the
inventory filed in the County
where the estate is adminis-
tered. You may obtain a certi-
fied copy of this inventory
from the County Clerk if you
furnish the correct name and

Q: The church that I attend
was granted a loan for its con-
struction in 1962. Since then
all the members of the board
who agreed to the loan have
departed. Should the loan
company be notified of this
fact and is there a state board
that should be contacted?

A: If the Board of Direc-
tors, at the time the loan was
obtained, properly filed a reso-
lution binding the corporation
to the terms of the loan and
properly recorcad it in the cor-
porate minut:s, then the
church itself i bouid to pay
the loan under the terms that
the Board of Directors cre-
ated. The fact that there are
new Board members has no
bearing on the legal responsi-
bility of the Church, and there
is no need to notify the lendor
of*the changes of Board mem-
bership.

Q: I am preparing to have
my will drawn up. Is it possible
to specify that my Executor
serve without a bond?

A: Yes, you may specify
that your Executor serve with-
out bond, which would prob-
ably save your estate a sub-
stantial cost. If you provide
for a substitute Executor, you
should specify that he or she,
also, shall serve without bond.
In addition, a Will may direct
the Executor to serve indepen-
dent of court approval for all
the certain steps of probate.
Both of these provisions,
available under Texas’ liberal
probate laws, can only be ob-
tained in a formal will.

Tips ~ For Gardeners

After another beautiful
snow last week that left us
welcome moisture, we can
now look forward to many
native flowers along our
highways this spring. The
blue bonnets are already
coming up in places over our
area.

January and February are
the most favorable months
for planting bare-root roses.
There will be more varieties
now, they cost less than
when potted later in the year,
and become better estab-
lished planted without soil
around their roots. If already
potted take them out yourself
and shake the soil from the
roots. Plant the next day, but
to be sure the roots haven’t
dried out, soak them over-
night in a pail of water. Dig
an ample hole and add a
slow-acting fertilizer into the
soil in the bottom of the hole.
Form a cone of the soil and
other amendments and
spread the roots over it so
they will be supported by the
soil. Make sure the rose is at
the proper depth. Spot the
old soil line at the base of the

. rose. Fill in with amended
soil and tamp it down to
bring the roots firmly in
contact with the soil. Mound
up a watering basin with any
excess soil, then water
gently. Keep just damp
enough that the roots won’t
dry out.

Many of the early bloom-
ing shrubs and trees are
beginning to show buds.
Branches of Pussy Willow,
Forsythia, Spirea and fruit
trees may be brought indoors

Texas
industrial

production

Industrial production in
Texas rose in October to an
estimated 9.8 percent sea-
sonally adjusted annual rate
toa level 2.0 percent above a
year earlier. The gain reflect-
ed increased output in all
major components of the
index.

Production increases in
durable goods manufac-
turing led the gain in total
factory output. Increases
were posted in the furni-
ture; primary and fabricated
metals; nonelectrical ma-
chinery; and stone, clay, and
glass products industries.
However, production of lum-
ber, electrical machinery,
and transportation equip-
ment was down. In nondur-
able goods manufacturing,
output of chemicals was up
substantially and accounted
for the gain as all other
industries in that sector reg-
istered declines in output.

Mining output rose on the
strength of increased drilling
activity. Production of crude
oil and metal, stone, and
earth minerals declined.

Reflecting the gain in fac-
tory output, the manufactur-
ing capacity utilization index
rose 101.2
percent of the 1972 base.

A retired taxpayer who

sdoes not wish-to make esti- =

mated tax payments can file
a special withholding state-
ment to have tax withheld
from annuity checks, the In-
ternal Revenue Service says.

Just as they had tax with-
held from salary while ac-
tively employed, retirees can
have Federal income tax
withheld from their pen-
sions. All that’s necessary is
to file a form W-4P, ‘‘An-
nuitant’s Request for Feder-
al Income Tax Withholding,”’
‘with the payer of the annui-

ty.

_ If the retiree does not have
a sufficient amount withheld
from his or her annuity, an
estimated tax must be paid in
installments, which are due
for 1981 payments on April
15, June 15, September 15,
1981, and January 18, 1982.

Supplies of Form W-4P
and information on filing re-
quirements and tax benefits
may be obtained by calling
the IRS forms/tax informa-
tion number listed in the
telephone directory.

even more so. His gambit:
‘““How ya’ll are?’’ with the
‘‘are’” uttered in a soft-
spoken drawl, and then his
coup de grace: “I'm glad fo’
you to see me, I ga-ron-tee!”’

His modus operandi, al-
though variable to suit the

Wil-
son tells that in their wander-
ings after their expulsion by
the British from Nova Scotia
they first attempted to settle
on the East Coast of Amer-
ica, ‘‘but those good church-
goin’ people wouldn’t let

m.”’ Then, alluding to his
own Louisiana French origin
he adds wryly: ‘“An’ I sure
am glad. I'd hate like hell to
be Cajun from Hyannis-
pOrt ”»”

If his audience isn’t eating
out of his hand by now, their
defenses should crumble
when he begins to spin his
inimitable yarns - stories that
take on a new dimension with
his shucklesome asides and
his rib-tickling distortion of
words and phrases as he
proceeds to the denouement.
Justin Wilson’s yarns afford
an instant introduction into
the Cajun ‘‘language.”’ The
average time required to
‘‘educate’’ a non-Cajun liste-
ner varies between one min-
ute for the astute and five for
the slow learners.
