1980, almost four inches
below the 46-year average of
19.02 for this area.

'Ranchers reminded
of wool incentive

Crockett County ranchers
are reminded to turn in their
1980 wool sales slips so they
will be eligible to file for
incentive payments under
the wool program. Applica-
tions should be filed by Jan.
31 to avoid late payments.

Ranchers who have a re-
cord of their wool sales are
eligible for paymentsbut only
if the sales are reported to
the county ASCS Office. The
quantity sold does not affect
the eligibility. Sales slips
should show the month of
sale, pounds of weol shorn
and net proceeds. Sales slips
for lambs should show the
liveweight and state whether
the lambs were unshorn.

In addition to the informa-
tion on the sales slip, appli-
cations for payment must
show the month of shearing
and the number of head
shorn.

The federal support price
for 1980 shorn wool market-
ings is $1.23 per pound and
$2.90 per pound for mobhair.
Pulled wool will continue to
be supported at a .level
comparable to the support
price for shorn wool through
payments on unshorn lambs.

Shorn wool payments are
based on a percentage of
each producer’s returns from
sales. The percentage is the
amount required to raise the
national average price re-
ceived by all producers for
shorn wool in 1980 up to the
support price of $1.23 a
pound. Shorn wool prices
fluctuated between 82 and 94
cents per pound in 1980.

The 1981 support price is
$1.35 per pound for wool and
$3.718 per pound for mohair.
Mohair payments will be
calculated in a manner simi-
lar to wool. However, these
payments probably will not
be necessary in 1981 as it
appears that the average
price received by producers
in the open market may be
higher than the support
price.

As of Jan. 15, some 75
ranchers had filed for Wool
Incentive Payments.

AUSTIN—When the Leg-
islature convened last week,
the Senate quickly wrapped
up its early business, then
sat back to watch activities
in the House, or “The Billy
Clayton Show.”

Clayton, who has been
eyed for signs of weakness
following the Brilab scandal,
has never been stronger. He
gathered 120 votes in his re-
election as House Speaker
for an unprecedented fourth
term, and led his forces in
passing his version of the
House rules.

Nevertheless, there re-
mains an element of revolt
in the House which came
out fighting on opening day:
Guessing the “strength of
that. faction will be one of
this session’s primary guess-
ing games.

Surprisingly, the last
week's drama opened with
the Clayton’s old nemesis,
Rep. John Bryant, D-Dallas,
withdrawing his name from
nomination for  Speaker,
leaving Clayton as the lone
candidate.

The race for speaker was
virtually over when Clayton
was acquitted of Brilab
charges last October, and

Bryant knew he had no
chance of winning. He ap-
parently withdrew to spare
his soldiers from the retribu-
tion they feared for voting
against Clayton, and to keep
his strength hidden.

Nevertheless, 21 Bryant
supporters  voted against
Clayton on the record, and
a bloc of some 40 members
was put together in a losing
effort on the rules fight.

Clayton may well hold his
coalition tightly for the du-
ration of the session. Re-
garded as a master politician
who doesn’t like to spend
state dollars, he is highly re-
spected by his supporters.
He has -already said he
might seek a fifth term as
speaker, overturning a pre-
vious statement that the
present term would be his
last.

Despite the obvious rum-
blings prompted by that
statement, Clayton’s tenure
is appreciated by many, es-
pecially those who believe
he is the one Democrat
tough enough to challenge
Republican Gov. Bill Clem-
ents in the '82 gubernatorial
election: It's the same tough-
ness which often leads his

opponents to consider him
tyrannical.

Election Voided

For the first time in the
history of the Texas Legis-
lature, the house voted to
void the election of one of
its San Antonio members
and order a new election to
fill the seat.

Despite a 5-to-4 commit-
tee recommendation to seat
District 57-C winner Alan
Schoolcraft, a Republican,
the House decided that
charges of absentee balloting
fraud were sufficient to war-
rant a new election. School-
craft narrowly won in No-
vember over incumbent
Democrat Al Brown, who
filed a protest.

By contrast the Texas
Senate was_serene, with Lt.
Gov. Bill Hobby announc-
ing committee chairman af-
ter a quiet establishment of
Senate rules. Senator John
Traeger of Seguin was elect-
ed president pro tem.

New chairman of some of
the more powerful com-
mitees include Sen. Roy
Blake, Administration; Ray
Farrabee, State Affairs; Ike
Harris, Economic Develop-
ment; Traeger, Intergovern-
mental Relations; and Pete
Snelson, Education.

Six Months Deadline

The U.S. Dept of Educa-
tion has told Texas it has six
months to comply with fed-.
eral civil rights statutes and.
provide minorities with bet-
ter college opportunities or
lose $300 million in federal
funds.

The feds said they found
racial imbalance in enrol-
ments in most Texas schools
and a lack of minority mem-
bers on university governing
boards and academic jobs.
Officials cited “vestiges” of
dual education systems, par-
ticularly the Texas A&M
University system which in-
cludes the predominantly
black Prairie View A&M.

Texas Atty Gen. Mark
White apparently stopped
the feds from launching a
lawsuit against the state by
working out a compromise
which includes the Legisla-
ture providing additional
funding for mostly black
schools this session.

Baylor Bears

One university  which
fared better than the others
in the Legislature last week
was  Baylor  University,
whose football team won the
1980 Southwest Conference
title.

The House full of UT
and Texas A&M alumni be-
gan to boo when Betty Den-
ton of Waco announced
her resolution, but Clayton
banged the measure on
through, saying “The chair
hears no objections from
Aggies and Teasips.”

‘However, when'Bill Heat-
ly of Paducah, a former
Baylor  football  player,
asked the speaker whether
he was aware the Bears were
leading the SWC basketball
standings with UT and
A&M in the celler, Clayton,
an Aggie, fired back, “Mr.
Heatly, I'm here to inform
you the season’s just begun.”

As our nation begins to grapple with its economic
problems, and as the new Congress and Administration
start work, the federal budget will be the subject of a great
deal of concern and discussion. '

That is as it should be, for controlling the size of the
budget is an essential step toward solving all of the
problems facing our economy. But adopting the budget is a
long and complex process. It involves all quarters of the
legislative and executive branches of government. Each
step is important, and a roadblock in one phase affects every
subsequent step. So I would like to take a moment to outline
the basic actions involved in determining what the federal
government will spend. -

We are currently in “‘fiscal year’’ 1981, which began Oct.
1. There probably will be modifications to that year’s budget
in the coming months, but the wheels already are in motion
for the budget for fiscal year 1982, which will begin next
October.

The first official action is the presentation to the Congress
of the President’s budget recommendation, based on
consultation with the various agencies and arms of the
executive branch. President Carter already has sent
Congress his budget, and President Reagan will send his
recommendations as soon as he and his Cabinet make
decisions on priorities.

The Congress can approve, modify or reject any of the
President’s recommendations.

In Congress, the budget is determined through three
different processes. The first step is called authorization.
The various committees of the House and Senate look at the
needs in areas under their jurisdiction and ‘‘authorize’’
programs and spending levels to meet those needs. The
Armed Services Committee, for instance, is responsible for
defense budget authorization.

Each of the committees reports its budget estimates to the
Budget Committee, which then compiles a recommended
overall budget. This first ‘‘Concurrent Budget Resolution,”’
passed by the House and Senate, becomes the blueprint for
all future action. That step allows Congress to look at the
budget as a whole.

With the Budget resolution in hand, the Congress is ready
to move to the appropriations process. The appropriations
bills set out what actually is to be spent during the year for
each program in the budget. The authorization bill sets the
ceiling for the appropriation. Simultaneously, any tax
legislation is considered, also in light of the Budget
Resolution.

When action is completed on all money bills, the
Congress adopts a Second Concurrent Budget resolution,
which firmly sets spending limits. It also relates these
figures to projected revenues, and calculates the resulting
deficient or surplus.

Each of these steps involves both the Senate and the
House. In most cases, the two bodies will adopt bills that
differ in their provisions. Then a Conference Committee
irons out the differences and presents the compromise bill to
the two houses. Before a bill is sent to the President, both
houses must approve identical versions.

In recent years, Congress has had problems meeting its
budget deadlines. It is my hope that this year, we can actiin
timely fashion so that the budget can be in place when the
new fiscal year begins.

IT'S THE LAW!

Your ‘Right to Know’
The State of New York
has taken the lead in the
fight for the right of em-

ployees to know the iden- §

tity and effects of sub-
stances with which they
work, says the International
Brotherhood of Teamsters.

Gov. Hugh Carey recently

signed the nation’s first
comprehensive “right to
know’’ law, to take effect at
the end of 1980.

The new law, sponsored
by a state assemblyman
from the Love Canal area,
requires employers to pro-
vide, upon request, informa-
tion on the toxic effects of
chemicals in the workplace.
Any employee or an em-
ployee’s representative may
request this information.

One outstanding feature
of the law, says the union,
protects workers against em-
ployers who are reluctant to
provide hazard information.
If a company fails to re-
spond to an employee re-
quest within 72 hours, the
law gives the affected em-
ployee the right to refuse to
work with the substance.

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Enjoy springtime blooms
this winter - spring can come
earlier this year with bulbs
you grow expecially for in-
door bloom. Before they put
up a single flower out doors,
you can be enjoying their
burst of color if you plan
ahead. With the right timing
you could have a pot of
daffodils in full bloom, for
Valentine’s or a little later.

Not every springtime bulb
is suitable for forcing. Cro-
cuses, daffodils, hyacinths,
and paper -white daffodils
(narcisses) are among the
best, but you can also grow
tulips, anemones, and a-
maryllis as well.. Early-
blooming types tend to be
more desirable than those
that flower later in the sea-
son. Double-flowered selec-
tions make a better show
than single-flowered types.

Nurseries are offering pre-
packaged forcing kits com-
plete with bulbs, a potting
medium, and even the con-
tainer. It isn’t difficult to put
together your own bulb-
forcing kit. The materials are
all available and you will be
able to get the exact flower
type and color you want
because you pick the bulbs
yourself. You will find com-
plete instructions on how to
plant the bulbs, what’s re-
quired to bring them into
bloom, and what to do with
them after the flowers fade.
Always buy top - quality
{(jumbo) bulbs.

Early planting of fruit
trees and other bare-root
shrubs will allow them to
develop new roots before
leaves appear, resulting in
easier establishment and
more vigorous growth. Plan
to plant them as soon as you

get them home; otherwise
the exposed roots will be
subjected to drying. Dig
planting holes wide and deep
enough to accommodate the
roots without crowding. Posi-
tion shrubs so that the bud
union (swelling on the stem
just above the roots) is above
ground level. Back fill plant-
ing holes so no air holes are
left in soil and water
thoroughly. Keep moist.

If you have blue bonnet
plants coming up, keep wa-
tered if showers do not
continue. We hope for a
beautiful wild flower show
this spring if more rain
comes our way. -~ i«

Although most woolens re-
quire dry cleaning, wool
sweaters are an exception.

Before washing a sweater
for the first time, trace an
outline of it on heavy paper.
Use a pencil or pen that will
not fade or run when wet.

Label the paper pattern,
and keep it to use each time
the sweater is washed.

To wash a sweater, use
lukewarm water and a mild
detergent. Avoid using too
much detergent--it’s hard to
rinse out of the sweater.

Never use chlorine bleach
on wool.

Pretreat any spots with a
diluted detergent solution.

Soak the sweater for five to
10 minutes, then gently
squeeze the suds through the
sweater several times. Avoid
scrubbing, twisting or
stretching the sweater while
it is wet.

Squeeze out suds. Rinse
the sweater at least twice in
clear, lukewarm water. Han-
dle the garment carefully.

Squeeze out excess water
after last rinsing. Lay the
sweater on a dry terry cloth
towel, and roll the towel up.
Let towel absorb water for a
few minutes.

Place the paper pattern of

the sweater on a dry towel or
sweater drying rack. Place
the sweater on the pattern,
gently shaping the sweater to
match the pattern.

Let the sweater dry away
from direct heat and sun-
light.

When sweater is almost
dry, turn it over to allow
underside to dry more rapid-
ly. Handle with care, and do
not stretch sweater while
turning it.

ter driving, too,”” 'he re-
marks. ‘‘Change directions
gradually, anticipating turns
and slowing down for them
early. If you hit an unexpect-
ed patch of ice in the road,
ease up on the accelerator,
hold the wheel steady and
roll through,’’ he adds.

“‘And if you should, go into
a skid, never hit the brakes,”’
Gustafson stresses. ‘‘Instead
take your foot off the gas and
steer in the direction the rear
of the car is skidding until
you feel the car regaining a
grip on the road. Then
straighten your wheels.”’

- Icy, wet conditions also
make it hard to stop, Gustaf-
son says. Therefore, he sug-
gests that motorists keep
plenty of distance between
themselves and other auto-
mobiles and that drivers
anticipate and gradually slow
down for stops.

‘‘Never slam on the brakes
to stop on a slippery surface -
you’ll lock them and go into a
skid. Keep the wheels rolling
by pumping and releasing
the brakes in short, rapid
jabs,”” he explains.

Despite the many econo-
mic problems of the 1970’s -
including rising food prices -
U.S. consumers continue to
spend less of their income on
food than do consumers in
other countries.

In 1977, the latest year for
which complete ' data are
available for countries other
than the United States, only
16.5 percent of U.S.. private
consumption expenditures
went for food, tobacco, and
beverages (and only 13.6
percent if tobacco and alco-
holic beverages are ex-
cluded). This continued a
downward trend that has
reduced the share from 20
percent in 1965 to 18.0
percent averaged in 1970-72
and 17.0 percent in 1976.
(U.S. Department of Com-
merce data show that this
share dropped further to 15.9
percent in 1978 and held at
that level in 1979).

Canada’s 1977 share of 21
percent was the second best.
Elsewhere, spending on
food, beverages, and tobacco
ranged from one:fourth to
one-half of total expenditures
in high-income countries of
Europe and Asia: around
45-50 percent in the centrally
planned countries: and be-
tween 40 and 65 percent in
developing countries.

Surprisingly, the share
was a relatively high 28-29
percent in- countries with
incomes above those in the
United States - Sweden, Den-
mark and Switzerland - re-
flecting high domestic mar-
ket prices for food. Nations
with incomes comparable to
those in the United States -
Austria, Belgium, France,
and the Netherlands - spent
around a fourth of their
incomes on food, beverages,
and tobacco.

Despite such variances,
food consumption patterns in
43 countries surveyed gener-
ally support the economic
law that the proportion of
income spent of food (exclud-
ing tobacco and beverages)
declines as income rises.
This inverse relationship be-
tween income and proportion
of income spent on food was
first observed by a German
economist, " Ernst*-Exfigel, in
1857 *while'he was stadying
the patterns of consumption
expenditures of -about 200
Belgian laborers. Subse-

Expenditures in alcohol
and tobacco, in contrast, are
not highly related to income
levels.

As incomes rise, con-
sumers do spend increased
amounts of money on up-
grading and diversifying
their diets, as they substitute
more vegetables, fruit, and
meat for much of their starch
consumption. These dietary
improvements, however,

“compete with alternative

purchases, which increase at
an accelerated rate of income
rise.

Spending, of course, also
is influenced by variances in
food prices from one country
to another. In Switzerland,
for instance, 1977 per capita
income was almost $1,200
above that in,the United
States. Yet when spending
on food, tobacco, and bever-
ages was subtracted out, the
United States ended up with
a higher per capita dispos-
able income - the world’s
highest, in fact. Lower U.S.
food prices accounted for
most of the difference.

For years, parents have
listened to their newborn
babies cry without any way of
telling why--sleepiness, hun-
ger, illness or anger.

Howard Golub may have
an answer.

Golub, a doctoral candi-
date at the Massachusetts
Institute of Technology, is
developing a technique for
diagnosing illnesses by lis-
tening to infants’ cries, says
Mary Ann Shirer, a health
education specialist.

Dr. Shirer is on the home
economics staff of the Texas
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, The Texas A&M Uni-
versity System.

After listening to numer-
ous tape recordings of
healthy and unhealthy ba-
bies, medical researchers in
connection with Golub’s pro-
ject have programmed a
computer to analyze 88 dif-
ferent components of a
baby’s cry, Dr. Shirer ex-
plains.

Now in the experimental
stage, Golub’s technique is
being tested on mothers and
their infants at the Boston
Hospital for Women.

Researchers report that
this new computer program
may have the capability to
detect in newborns the fol-
lowing conditions: jaundice,
respiratory distress, brain
damage and Down’s Syn-
drome, sometimes referred
to as mongolism, which is a
congenital abnormality with
mental and physical mani-
festations.

Some day Golub’s techni-
que may serve as the early-
detection device for prob-
lems that would otherwise
not surface until later in life.

. Widows may be entitled

to special tax benetits

A taxpayer who became a
widow or widower in 1978 or
1979 may be entitled to a

. special tax benefit. The ben-

efit' allows the taxpayer to
use the ‘‘Married Filing
Jointly’’ Tax Table or a Tax
Rate Schedule in computing
the tax liability, a tax rate
significantly lower than those
in the ‘‘Single’’ category.

To qualify for the benefit,
the taxpayer (1) must have
been entitled to file a joint
return with the deceased
spouse for the year of death,
even if one was not actually
filed; (2) must have a child or
stepchild who qualified as a
dependent; and (3) must
have furnished over half the
cost of maintaining a home

which was the principal resi-
dence for the dependent

_ child or stepchild for the

entire year.

Taxpayers who take ad-
vantage of this benefit
should file Form 1040, check
Block S under Filing Status,
“‘Qualifying widow(er) with
dependent child, '’ and figure
the tax using the ‘‘Married
Filing Jointly’’ tax table or
tax rate schedule.

The IRS adds that the last
year a taxpayer may file
jointly with, or claim an
exemption for, a deceased
spouse is the year of death.
The special tax rate benefit is
available only for the two tax
years after the spouse’s
death.

He said that the state’s
program has been built and
honed by years of experi-
ence, ‘‘and we’re still work-
ing on it.”’

‘‘The greatest challenge
the new Secretary of Agricul-
ture will likely face is win-
ning support of his producer-
oriented policy proposals
within other agencies of gov-

Several of the major issues
confronting Agriculture Se-
cretary Designate John Block
are of direct interest to other
government departments,
according to Dr. Ronald D.
Knutson.

Knutson is an economist in
policy and marketing with
the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service, Texas A&M
University System. He also
has been serving on the staff
of the U.S. Department of
Agriculture’s Transition
Task Force for the incoming
Reagan administration.

Knutson said agricultural
issues where conflicts are
likely to occur among agen-
cies of government include
lifting of the Soviet grain
embargo, increases in food
prices, and proposals to in-
crease price and income sup-
ports that have the potential
for adding to government
outlays.

Knutson, in an address
before the Texas ‘Farmers
Union in Dallas Jan. 9, said
that two major changes will
occur within the USDA as a

result of the election of
Ronald Reagan as President
and appointment _of Block
as Agriculture Secretary.

“*First, USDA policy pro-
posals and decisions will be
more market-oriented. In
this situation, forces of sup-
ply and demand are the
prime determinants of farm
prices and income,”’ said
Knutson.

This contrasts directly with
the Carter administration
farm policies where prices
of major food and feed grains
have been maintained in a
relatively narrow range,
mainly through low release
and call levels within the
government-controlled  but
farmer-held reserve, the
economist explained.

‘*Second, USDA policy
proposals and-decisions will
be more producer-oriented.
In this type of farm policy,
decisions are made primarily
on the basis of their impact
upon producers.”’ This also
contrasts with the Carter
administration where policy
decisions have been heavily

A beef production short
course for adults will be held
February 16, 17, 18, and 19,
under the sponsorship of the
Ozona High School Vocation-
al Agriculture Department
according to Mr. Foy Moody,
Superintendent, and Mr.
Karl Vancil, Teacher of Voca-
tional Agriculture.

Dr. Elmer V. Krehbiel,
Beef Production Specialist
with the Vocational Agricul-
ture Division of the Texas
Education Agency and the
Department of Animal Sci-
ence at Texas A&M Univer-
sity, will be the instructor for
the course. He is headquar-

tered at Texas A&M Univer-
sity.

Dr. Krehbiel has a strong
background in animal pro-
duction and genetics. He
received a B.S. degree from
Oklahoma State University in
1950, an M.S. degree from
the University of Arkansas in
1959, and a Ph. D. degree
from Virginia Polytechnic In-
stitute in 1966. His graduate
studies were based on selec-
tion for type and reproduc-
tion performance of cow
herds.

Between periods of formal
training, Dr. Krehbiel work-
ed with the beef cattle indus-
try as artificial insemina-

tion technician, beef cattle
herdsman and ranch mana-
ger in Oklahoma. He also
served as beef cattle re-
search assistant in Arkan-
sas, and animal geneticist for
the USDA at Miles City,
Montana. For two years prior
to joining the Agricultural
Education Specialist Pro-
gram, he served as Area
Livestock Extension Agent in
Ohio.

The short course at Ozona
High School is scheduled to
begin Feb. 16, at 7:00 p.m. in
the Vocational Agriculture
Building.

How to

button
jackets

For the well-dressed man,
confusion sometimes arises
over how many buttons to
button on jackets and vests,
says Beverly Rhoades, a
clothing specialist.

The number of buttons to
button differs according to
whether the wearer is stand-
ing, walking or sitting, she
points out.

Miss Rhoades is with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.

In general, here are some
guidelines to follow:

When standing, button all
jacket buttons.

When walking, button only
the top button on a two-
button jacket. Button only
the middle one for a three-
button jacket.

For double-breasted jack-
ets, button all buttons, if
possible. Button at least the
top two for six-button, dou-
ble-breasted jackets.

When sitting, a man can
leave all jacket buttons open.

For vests, button all but-
tons unless the vest is tight.
This is true for standing,
walking or sitting.

However, if the last but-
ton on a vest is off-set
purposely by the manufact-
urer, do not button it - it will
cause puckering. &

For the five - or six-button
vest, buttoning the bottom -
one is optional. Leaving the
bottom button open may
provide a more neat, well-po-
lished appearance in case
buttoning it causes pulls and
puckers.

If vests are snug, the

wearers may want to unbut-
ton them when sitting.
. Sweater vests follow the
same rules as indicated a-
bove if they are buttoned up
the front.

For a more casual look,
leave all buttons on sweater
vests open especially if a
jacket is not worn.
