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TRADE: THE STEPCHILD
OF U.S. FOREIGN POLICY

A careful reading of the General Accounting Office’s
(GAO) new report on a recent tax ‘‘reform’’ leads me to
believe that the U.S. Congress must have some kind of

economic death-wish.

What else could one make of a tax policy that, in one
year alone (from 1979 to 1980) eliminated some 14,000
_jobs for U.S. workers, cost the U.S. Treasury
Blﬂlon from lost export sales, and increased domes-

ove

tic joblessness by an estimated 80,000.
All in the guise of tax ‘‘reform.”’

The new report by the government’s fiscal watchdog
agency, published on March 2, found that the percentage of
Americans employed overseas has gone into sharp decline
— anywhere from 20 to 50 percent in some basic export

industries since 1976 — as a result of U.S. tax laws.
The report

able to that of citizens of competitor countries.’’

Ben Jarratt Brown, an expert at the U.S. & Overseas
Tax Fairness Committee, said that the GAO findings come
as no real surprise. ‘‘They confirm what we’ve been saying
for four years and what many earlier privately and publicly

funded studies have consistently shown.’’

Estimates from several sources, including a Treasury
Department study, indicate that a 10 percent reduction in
American presence abroad produces a five percent loss in
exports. According to the Chase Econometrics model of the
domestic economy, that leads to a loss to the U.S. Treasury
alone of approximately $6 billion in tax revenues on corpo-

rate profits.

“The GAO estimates losses in American overseas
Brown points
out. Using similar data, a study by the Georgetown Center
for Strategic and International Studies found that the result-
ing job loss in the domestic economy could rapidly exceed

employment well in excess of 10 percent,’’

one million jobs.

The Treasury Department estimates that it currently re-
ceives about $500 million in tax revenues that it would lose
if all U.S. taxes on Americans working overseas were
eliminated — which is what Brown and his colleagues

would like to see.

“In light of the billions of dollars it’s costing our
economy to collect that $500 million, it is ridiculous to
assign any revenue gain to the current tax practice or any
Brown argues.
‘“The current practice is robbing the Treasury of at least $6
billion in potential revenues right now — and will rob it of

revenue loss to a reversal of that practice,”’’

much more later.”’

‘“The fact is that it takes Americans overseas to sell
Brown says. ‘‘And you can’t sell American if

American,”’
you force Americans out of the marketplace.’’

Senator John Danforth (R-Missouri), Chairman of the
Senate Trade Subcommittee, says Congress must act soon

to reverse the situation.

With trade deficits amounting to $150 billion since
1976, it’s time for trade to become a component of, rather
than remain what Senator Danforth calls ‘‘the stepchild of

foreign policy.”’

Modest changes in the so-called Foreign Earned Income
Act — changes eliminating or substantially reducing the tax
bite on U.S. citizens working abroad — would appear to be -

a fully justified step in the right direction.

Since most host countries already tax these *‘expatriate’’
U.S. workers, it seems foolish to punish them, their
employers and the economy with the present system of

double-taxation.

STATE CAPITAL

AUSTIN — N ¢ e
— News of the  pormer Vice President

attempted assassination of
President Ronald Reagan
rocked the State Capitol last
week as senators and state
representatives prepared to
hear jointly an address by
fellow Texan and Vice Presi-
dent George Bush.

Bush was aboard Air
Force Two and almost to
Austin when he received
news of the armed assault.
His scheduled appearance at
the Capitol probably sharp-
ened the impact of the mis-
guided event on Texas law-
makers. Security officers
were noticed increasing pro-
tection measures for Bush,
even as filtering news reports
on office radios began to

create a ghoulish aura on the_ -
“afternoon.

While aides stood ner-
vously by, Lt. Gov. Bill Hob-
by and House Speaker Bill
Clayton went outside to-
gether to the north steps of
the Capitol to await Bush’s
arrival. Governor Bill Clem-
ents met Bush at the airport,
and spoke briefly ‘with him
while the Vice President’s
plane was refueled for an
immediate flight back to
Washington, D.C.

A short time later the
Legislature met in joint ses-

sion, and offered prayers for .

the recovery of the Presi-
dent.

That same day and all
through the week, as legis-
lators vented their emotions,
many emphasized the need
for tougher anti-crime mea-
sures.

The most surprising emo-
tional statement came per-
haps from moderate Republi-
can Rep. Bill Blythe of
Houston, who said he
thought an assassin should
be hanged “within 30 days”.
Blythe is an independent, re-
form-minded legislator, a
well-respected voice of rea-
son and compromise.

The gun control issue was
also reborn, and a big sur-
prise in this area was a com-
ment from Clayton that he
would have no objections to
a ban on “Saturday Night
Specials”, the cheap hand-
guns readily available at
pawn shops. President Rea-
gan apparently was shot
with such a pistol bought at
a pawn shop in Dallas.

For Clayton, such a stand
is an act of courage. The
Speaker represents a Pan-
handle district, where farm-
ers and ranchers need guns
for predator control and pro-
tection . . . and are adamant-
ly opposed to any form of
gun control.

Clayton, a farmer him-
self, understands the need
for rifles, and his constit-
uents and other Texans may
listen to his comment on
cheap handguns.

Carters Visit Texas

Amid the hubbub of last
week’s disruptions, former
President Jimmy Carter
quietly visited Texas, tour-
ing the LBJ Library in Aus-
tin and the LBJ Ranch near
Johnson City.

Carter reportedly consult-
ed with Lady Bird Johnson

about a presidential library

Walter Mondale also recent-
ly slipped quietly into Texas
to meet with Railroad Com-
missioner Buddy Temple and
some two dozen conservative
Democrats. Mondale appar-
ently wanted to meet with
Texas business leaders dur-
ing' a relaxing weekend to
discuss a future presidential
bid.

Waste Bill Signed

Governor Bill Clements
last week signed into law a
bill regulating storage and
disposal of low-level nuclear
waste. Clements has indicat-
ed the measure will help
Texas in a crisis in radioac-
tive waste disposal.

The Senate voted to in-

"'crease pensions for most re-

tired teachers, from 2 to 21
percent to meet cost of liv-
ing hikes. The bill went to
the House where little op-
position is foreseen.

Senators also voted to im-
prove public disclosure laws
for contributions from po-
litical action committees
(PACS). The measure would
require PACS to disclose the
occupation or employer of
each contributor on the list.
Violators could be jailed for
a year and fined. The bill
was sent to the House.

New Prison Stalled

The $35 million prison
construction program, oOr-

dered by a federal judge,
stalled in the Legislature be-
cause of a work-furlough
plan for prisoners.

The House and Senate
have passed different ver-
sions and a conference com-
mittee cannot reach a com-
promise. Senators want an
amendment to spend $250,-
000 for a work-furlough pro-
gram to let 2,500 inmates
live and work at home. Rep-
resentatives want to drop the
amendment, and Rep. Bob
Davis, R-Irving, said he
didn’t see much chance of a
solution being worked out.
His statement immediately
brought a charge of irre-
sponsibility from Wichita
Falls Sen. Ray Farabee.

The dispute threatens to
scrub the construction bill
which both sides view as
necessary to relieve prison
overcrowding.

Redfish Bill

Some of the hottest bat-
tles in the Legislature re-
volve around issues that af-
fect very few Texans, and
this session has seen ardent
debate over whether to out-
law commercial fishing of
redfish and speckled trout.

Sports fishermen claim
the commercial fishermen
are catching the fish right
out of existence, and the
commercial netters say they
need the market to make
even a small profit.

Last week the sports fish-
ermen won a battle when a
House committee approved
the bill taking redfish and
speckled trout off the com-
mercial market.

The battle on this issuc
will .now shift to a Senate
Committee this week, where
lobbyists for the commercial
fishermen are expected to
concentrate their efforts.

Q: I understand a new law will
take effect that states that a per-

son’s children cannot inherit .

property that was owned by their
parents should the parents die,
with or without a will. Can this
really be true? I can’t believe my
husband and I can’t leave our
property to our children!

A: There is no such law. In
Texas you may leave your prop-
erty to any person you wish.
Your estate includes all the prop-
erty you own as an individual
and, if you are married, one-half
of all the property which you and
your spouse own together as
community property. If you die
without a will, the law says that
you have died “intestate” and
your property will be distributed
according to a formula set out by
statute. You can avoid disposi-
tion by this formula only by hav-
ing a valid will.

Q: My will was made in New
York State where I lived for a
good many years. I am a widow,
73 years of age, and have recent-
ly moved to Texas. Do I have to
have another will drawn or is my
will legal in the State of Texas?

A: A Texas attorney should
review your will to determine
whether it meets the require-
ments of this state and to discuss
whether it will dispose of your
property to your satisfaction.
Although the Texas courts, at
your death, will make every ef-
fort to utilize a valid out-of-state
will, there could be problems if
you have real property in Texas
or New York.

Q: If I inherited money from
an estate in another state and
paid the inheritance tax to that
state, do I have to claim this on
my Federal Income Tax and pay
again?

A: The Internal Revenue Code
specifically excludes money or
property acquired as an in-
heritance or a bequest under a
will. These items are not con-
sidered income, and you owe no
Federal Income Tax on them.
However, if you receive any
money as interest or income
from an estate or a trust, you will

probably receive notice of such

income, and you must report it

as taxable income in the year re-
ceived.

Q: I couldn’t avoid hitting a
deer that dashed in front of my
car on the highway. I stopped
and, after determining the ani-
mal was dead I moved it to the
side of the road and left it. Was
that the proper thing to do or
should I have notified someone?

A: You should immediately
notify the game warden of the
county where you hit the deer.
He will retrieve the dead animal.
Under no circumstances can you
keep the deer. There is no open
season for animals hit on public
roadways.

Q: What can I do to have my
maiden name removed from my

|Tem driver’s license? It causes

nothing but confusion. If it is
possible to do this, what steps
should I take?

A: Texas law requires that
holders of driver’s licenses notify
the Texas Department of Public
Safety, Drivers License Division
when the name of the licensee
changes because of marriage.
The proper procedure is to apply
for a duplicate license, with satis- §
factory evidence of the name
change, along with the payment
of $1. Texas law further requires
that this procedure take place-
within 30 days of the name
change.

Q: If I purchase a home that is
being sold by the owner, is it
necessary that I hire a reaitor or
| attorney to handle the required
paperwork, or can I handle it
myself?

A: While you are not required
to hire either a realtor or an at-
torney to purchase a home, you
should consider, hiring one pro-
fessional to assist you with fi-
nancing, proration of taxes, title,
and possession questions. The
purchase of a home involves a
significant outlay of money. Hir-
ing a qualified attorney is inex-
pensive, compared to the prob-
lems that could arise before clos-
ing, or even many years from
now.

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Tips For

Gardeners

From the
Ozona Garden Club

We have =en so fortunate
to have timely showers this
spring, I am ... to be
optimistic enough to hope
that between April showers
you will make the most of
your gardening opportuni-

ties. Much of the success of §

your summer garden and
lawn depends on what is
done this month.

Now is the best time to
remove suckers that often
grow on trees, shrubs and
roses. They should be re-
moved as soon as they are
noticed, for they can weaken
a plantin a short time. These
suckers usually grow on the
root stock of the plant, and
have foliage that is different
from the foliage of the main

plant. Dig soil from around ¢4

these shoots and trace them
back to their origin. If ten-
der, they can be jerked off
with your hands, or cut them
out close to the root system.

When going to a nursery to
buy plants, get full informa-
tion on their growth, size,
soil requirements, and if
hardy for this area. The
nursery man may have more
time to give this information
on a week day, for they are
usually swamped on week-
ends. Be sure and check to
see if plants are free of
disease and insects.

If you are impatient for
color in your garden, pur-
chase seedlings already in
flower. Most nurseries and
garden supply shops have
petunias, marigolds, alys-
som, ageratum, and many
others for sale.

Teranium plants massed in
a flower bed or border will
have a colorful impact. They
are easily grown and will
tolerate a wide range of
conditions. Any good, well-
drained soil with several
inches of compost or peat
moss spaded into the top 6
inches will produce good
plants. A half cup of 8-8-8
fertilizer for SO square feet
should also be added to soil.
Allow 15 inches for the plants
to grow and develop. Water
and fertilize plants regularly
and they will provide a solid
blanket of green foliage with
attractive'flowers. | g

Set up files of everything
to assist you in the inventory.
One idea is a metal file box
(such as a recipe file) from an
office-supply store and 3x5-
inch file cards.

Clip a swatch of each
fabric you have on hand and
all newly added purchases as
you go. Attach each to a 3x5
file card.

On the card write the
fabric content, suggested
care and width and length of
each yardage.

This way the swatches
will be easily accessible for
color matching and they’ll
eliminate measuring a se-
cond time.

Many people purchase fa-
bric and forget they have it.

If you bought matching
thread, buttons and other
notions, record this on the
card. On shopping trips, the
cards will be handy ‘‘ go-
alongs’’ for matching other
notions and accessories.

List on cards all notions
on hand, such as zippers,
seam tape and trims. Be sure
to include size, colors and
quantities. This will prevent
buying duplicates, especially
if you take the cards along on
shopping trips.

Be sure to mark items off
when you use them.

Make a pattern file that
will include style numbers,
sizes and garment descrip-
tions. This will organize your
patterns and prevent pattern
buying binges or duplicates.

Sort out the sewing tools
and pressing equipment that
you have. Make a list of
these along with their inten-
ded use.

With these files and the
tools list, your spring-fashion
sewing projects should be
hassle-free, leaving more
time for economical decision-
making trimmed with your
own special creativity.

canning

Get ready for home can-
ning with inventories, tests,
checkups and plans, says
Marilyn Haggard, a foods
and nutrition specialist.

Ms. Haggard is on the
home economics staff of the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.

Inventory jars, lids, rings,
freezer bags and any other
equipment necessary for
your special home canning
projects.

Test - dial-gauge pressure
canners every year.

For information on testing
sites, call your county Ex-
tension agent. Many County
Extension Offices have test-
ing equipment and they hold
pressure-canner-testing
clinics early in the canning
season. Tests should include
making sure safety valves,
petcocks and safety plugs are
in good condition.

Replace any worn parts.
Remove any corrosion by
soaking in vinegar.

Lawn Mow

check

Finally, when testing the
canner, be sure to look for
steam leaks around the can-
ner lid. If the lid has a rubber
gasket, make certain it’s
clean and grease free. If the
gasket leaks steam, turn it
over, stretch it gently and
replace it. If the rubber has
hardened, replace it with a
new gasket.

Check jar rings. Discard
any that are bent, dented or
rusted. Estimate the number
of lids you’ll need.

Check jars for chips or
cracks. Chips along the jar
mouth usually result in an
unsealed product after pro-
cessing. Cracked jars usual-
ly break in the waterbath or
pressure canner.

Make plans for clean stor-
age areas, and plan ways to
use leftover canned food.
Group ‘‘last year’s’’ canned
foods so they’re easy to reach
and use--and so they’re sep-
arate from ‘‘new’’ canning.

Last year 73 million of
America’s 91 million taxpay-
ers collectively reduced their
tax bills by $17 billion. The
majority of those taxpayers
were average wage earners,
and many did not itemize
deductions.

Their trick is no secret.
They took advantage of tax
credits. In recent years Con-
gress has turned more and
more to the tax credit as a
way of extending tax advan-
tages to all taxpayers, includ-
ing lower and middle income
people who seldom have
enough deductions to item-
ize.

A tax credit differs from a
tax deduction in that the
credit is a direct reduction of
the tax bill. A deduction
reduces only taxable income,
and is only available to those
who are allowed by law to
itemize.

As an example of the
difference between the two,
say you are in the ‘“25% tax
brackett,”” and this year you
have enough deductions to
itemize. A deductible ex-
pense of $8, by the time it
filters down to your final tax
bill, would only produce a $2
tax advantage. If you have
that same $8 coming as a
credit, first, you wouldn’t
have to itemize to claim it,
and second, your taxes would
be reduced by the full $8,
since you subtract a credit
directly from your tax bill
after you’ve done all the
other figuring.

Tax credits are worth
knowing about, but in order
to claim them, you need to
know what they are and who
qualifies for each one. The
tax credits are listed in the

g Form 1040 instruction book

and in Publication 17, Your
Federal Income Tax. Both
are available free from IRS.
There are also separate pub-
lications on many of the
individual tax credits. These
publications tell who quali-
fies for the credit, and what
forms, if any, you need to
claim the credit. :
Although there are a cou-
ple of exceptions, you usually
need to file your taxes on a

Form 1040 if you plan to

**¢laim a credit, since there are

special lines on that form on
which to enter the dollar
amount of the credit you’'re
claiming. If you use the long
Form 1040 but don’t itemize
deductions, you may still be
able to use the same simple
tax table method that is used
to complete the shorter 1040
A

Here is a brief summary of
some of the common credits:

Child & Disabled Depen-
dent Care-If you incur ex-
penses to care for your child
or your disabled dependent
or disabled spouse so that
you can work, you might be
entitled to a credit of 20
percent of those expenses up
to $400 for one individual,
$800 for more than one.
(Form 2441, Credit for Child

Credit for the Elderly-El-
derly persons age 65 or
older, or those under 65 who
receive a taxable pension or
annuity from a public retire-
ment system might be able to
claim the credit for the
elderly and reduce their tax-
es. (Schedules R&RP, Credit
for the Elderly attached to
Form 1040, Pub. 524, Credit
for the Elderly)

Political Contributions-If
you made contributions to
qualified candidates for poli-
tical office or to political
committees in 1980, you may
be eligible for a maximum
credit of $50 ($100 on a joint
return). (Form 1040 or 1040A
no special additional form.
Information in Pub. 17, Your
Federal Income Tax and Pub.
585, Voluntary Methods to
Help Finance Political Cam-
paigns)

Residential Energy Credit-
Those who have installed
insulation or certain other
energy-conserving devices in
their homes, such as storm or
thermal doors or windows,
may be entitled to a credit of
1S percent of the first $2,000
if expenditures, not to ex-
ceed a credit of $300. Addi-
tional credit is available for
the installation of renewable
energy source property, such
as solar heating. (Form 5695,
Energy Credits attached to
Form 1040, Pub. 903 Energy
Credits for Individuals)

Earned Income Credit-
Certain low-income parents
who earn less than $10,000 in
1980 and who have a child
living with them may be
eligible for a credit of up to
$500, depending on income.
Note that this is not like most
credits because it will be
refunded even if it exceeds
taxes owed, and, in fact,
even if no taxes are owed at
all. With this particular cre-
dit, instead of claiming the
credit on the tax return,
taxpayers now have the op-
tion of receiving it along with
their pay each payday. A
worksheet for figuring earn-
ed income credit is in the
beginning of the tax package
that comes in the mail, and is
also available separately.
However, no special form is
necessary to claim the credit.
It, can be claimed directly on
Form 1040 or 1040A. (Pub.
596, Earned Income Credit.
Form W-S5 Earned Income
Credit Advance Payment
Certificate, if you want to
receive payments each pay-
day.)

Targeted Jobs Tax Credit-
Employers who hire mem-
bers of any of seven econom-
ically and socially disadvant-
aged groups - handicapped
individuals undergoing voca-
tional rehabilitation, Viet-
nam-era veterans, welfare
recipients, certain groups of
young people, for example
may be able to claim a credit
on a federal income .tax
return, worth up to an addi-
tional $3,000 per certified
employee for the employee’s
first year of employment and
up to $1,500 per certified
employee for the employee’s
second year of employment.

Don't miss those tax deductions

. In the time of year when
Uncle Sam asks adherence to
‘honesty as millions of us file
our income taxes, two Texas
A&M University business
experts offer advice for those
filling out long forms.
‘‘Before filing, first check
with an accountant, tax con-
sultant or a representative of
the Internal Revenue Service
“Tor possible changes in tax
laws,’’ advises Dr. Charles
Maurice, head of the Depart-
ment of Economics at Texas
A&M.
, Maurice said because tax
laws often change, long
forms could be confusing-
particularly for those being
pushed by inflation into high-
i er income tax brackets who
want to reduce the amount of
‘taxes they will pay.
:E ‘“‘Frequently people don’t
‘know what they can claim
against their income,’” Mau-
rice said, ‘‘and some pass up
deductions simply because
they don’t know tax laws.”’
¢ Although most Americans
will file the 1040A, or short
orm, this year, those who
choose the long-form route,
the 1040, will fill out an
average of two to three addi-

tional forms. While the total
number of forms is over 30,
there are about six or seven
most commonly attached to
the 1040, said Dr. Clair
Nixon, professor of account-
ing at Texas A&M.

‘“The object of filing taxes
is for individuals and busi-
nesses to accurately declare
income or losses,”” Nixon
said. ‘“The incentive is for
people to get their due return
or pay a due amount with-
out being fined or pena-
lized for mistakes or false
statements. The government
counts on us being honest.”’

He explained deductions
commonly overlooked in-
clude travel, medical and
charitable expenses. Other
deductions are local and
federal tax preparation ex-
penses, interest expenses,
theft and damage to proper-

‘‘People often deduct va-
cations as business travel
expenses because they make
them business-related
trips,”’ he said. ‘“When you
drive, it’s easier to take the
whole family,”’

Traveling to and from a
doctor’s office, pharmacy or

hospital can also be deduct-
ed, as can travel expens-
es incurred when working for
the church or a charitable
organization such as the Red
Cross.

Though many families will
declare one income, an in-
creasing number of families
will declare two.

‘“That will cost them more
in taxes,’”’ Nixon said, add-
ing, however, he doesn’t
advocate ‘‘living together’’
for a tax break.

“In some instances mar-
ried couples can expect reve-
nue back in addition to their
tax refund,”’ he said. ‘‘This
applies to couples with one or
more children making less
than $10,000 a year.”’

Nixon explained one way a
person with widely varying
incomes can reduce his taxa-
ble income is to average his
current income with that
from the previous four years.
Income averaging, or Sched-
ule G, could substantially
reduce a person’s tax liabili-
ty, he said.

Single people with less
than $1,700 in itemized de-
ductions may use the short
form, he said. Married cou-

ples may use the short form
if they have less than $3,400
in itemized deductions. Indi-
viduals with sources of in-
come other than wages, sala-
ries or interest are gener-
ally required to file the long
form..

He said the easiest way of
keeping records is from re-
turned checks or credit re-
ceipts. Other forms of docu-
mentation are important,
particularly for expenses on
specialized items like pres-
cription drugs, which can be
deducted as medical expens-
es.

‘“‘Records are necessary if
the IRS decides to audit
you,”” Nixon said. “If you
underpay, the agency will
impose a 12 percent interest
charge. Penalties will vary
depending upon the situa-
tion. However, working with
the IRS in making correc-
tions could alleviate penal-
ties.”

The IRS has up to three
years tc check tax state-
ments and an unlimited time
in cases of fraud. Nixon
noted the penalty for fraud is
up to SO percent of the tax
liability, plus interest.

““Jones isn’t mad because
we spent $11,000 on the
truck--he’s mad because we
wouldn’t spend another $500
to cover his mistake,”’ Bul-
lock said. |

‘“The people of Texas can
rest assured that we’ve spent
our last dollar with this
fellow in Mart,”’ Bullock
said. ‘‘It’s obvious that the
lowest bid isn’t always the
best.”’

Search is on for tell-
tale'cells in leukemia

A search is on at the
Southwestern Medical
School here for tell-tale cells
in the one-half of acute
leukemia patients destined to
relapse and succumb to their
disease. A

Dr. Graham R. Smith, an
immunologist in the Depart-
ment of Internal Medicine
and the Department of Onco-
logy at the University of
Texas Health Science Cen-
ter, believes that cells bear-
ing enzyme markers can be
used to predict imminent
relapse of acute lymphatic
leukemia patients. His re-
search is supported by an
American Cancer Society
grant.

The presence of the en-
zyme TdT (for terminal deo-
xynucleatidyl transferase) is
found in blood cells. It occurs
in large amounts in leukemia
patients but is also found in

~some mnormal blood cells.

Tests are underway to mea-

* sure éxact guantities in nor-

mal and abhlOrnfal” tisues.
Now it has been shown that
an increase in the enzyme

precedes acute leukemia re-

lapse.

Presently one-half of all
acute leukemia patients are
being saved by prompt treat-
ment with combinations of
chemicals. Because leukemia
responds best to treatment
when fewer of the abnormal
the means of

the disease would be of great
advantage, Dr. Smith be-
lieves.

Dr. Smith and his collea-
gues also are on the trail of a
primitive type of cell in
leukemic and lymphoma can-
cers that may be the origin of
these diseases. The ‘‘sus-
pect” is a ‘‘stem cell”’ which
may be the key to these types
of cancer if its origin can be
traced. Once identified, the
cell could be made the target

of specific chemicals. Pre- -

sently, chemotherapy kills
off or checks the growth of
the wildly-growing leukemia
cells, but some escape and
these cells may be the ones
that are the progenitors of
future growth. &

Use of a new technique,
‘““monoclonal antibody’’ pro-
duction, will be used in
seeking out the suspected
stem cell. This method em-
ploys hybrid cells to produce
clones that generate specific
antibodies continuously.
Scientists use antibodies for

particular cell.

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~ Quilted fabrics,

good year round

An old winter friend will
be a new spring-summer
fashion item.

Quilted fabrics are an im-
portant fashion item for the
80’s--year round, says Nancy
Brown, a clothing specialist.

They offer a texture di-
mension to fashions, and
they add interest and variety
to the wardrobe, she says.

Quilted fabrics do require
special cutting and sewing
techniques if you’re trying
for a professional look in
homesewn fashions, the
specialist says.

Below are her suggestions:

Select a pattern with a
straight silhouette. Avoid
gathers and curved stitch-
ing lines, since the batting in
quilted fabrics can make
them bulky and prevent
drape and ease.

When cutting, use the
“‘with nap’’ layout. Horizon-
tal and vertical quilt stitch-
ing will need to be matched
at the seams just as you
would a stripe or plaid de-
sign.

Because of the fabric’s
thickness, hold the scissors
at a right angle to the fab-
ric as you cut. This will
assure same-size pattern
pieces.

Mark the fabric with chalk
or tailors’- tacks. Avoid a
tracing wheel, because it
may mar the quilted surface
or ruin the paper pattern.

When stitching, use a cot-
ton-covered polyester thread
in the luster and strength
suitable to the fabric.

Always test stitching on a
fabric scrap. Match the stitch
length to the length of the
quilting stitch lines. This is
usually eight to 10 stitches
per inch.

Because' of the fabric’s
bulk, you may need to lessen
the presser-foot pressure and
loosen the stitch tension.

For stitching, use a regular

‘sharp-point machine needle.

A size 14 needle for light-
weight quilted or a size 16-18
for heaviest weights should
do the best jobs.

To prevent the shift of the
bulky fabric when stitching,
pin it generously.

- If stitching with two dif-

ferent textures, stitch with |

the smooth side up. An even-
feed foot attachment will

help the fabric feed smoothly“ ™~ g==gk

without puckering.

To avoid distorted seam
lines, “stitch from center to
outside and from bottom to
top. :

To finish seams, trim away
the batting in the seam
allowance. This will cut down
on bulk. Then you can bind
the seams with seam tape.

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Food prices up in 1980,
but increase is small

Food prices continued to
rise in 1980, but the increase
was the smallest in 3 years
and well below the inflation
rate for all prices in the
economy. For domestically
produced foods, both the

' farn value and food-industry
charges for processing and
marketing rose less in 1980
than the year before, limit-
ing the retail price rise.
However, retail prices for
fish and imported foods,
partiularly sugar, rose more
sharply.

The farm to retail price
spread rose more than the
farm value of foods in 1980,
and was the principal contri-
butor to the increase in food
prices again last year.

! Hospital

News

As in past years, about a
third of consumer expendi-
tures for domestically pro-
duced foods paid for the farm
value of foods and the rest
was needed to pay for the
marketing bill.

Retail prices of most foods
derived from crops, includ-
ing fats and oils, fruits and
vegetables, and bakery and
cereal products, increased
between 7 and 12 percent. In
contrast, prices of sugar and
sweets advanced nearly 23
percent.

The farm value is the pay-
ment received by farmers
from the retail price of food.
USDA determines this value
for a fixed list, or “‘mar-
ket basket,”’ of foods.

For 1980, the farm value of

‘ foods in the market basket

increased by 5.3 percent.
This was about half the in-
crease of 1979 and the small-
est since 1977. The increase
in the farm value of foods
caused about one-fifth of the

prices of food.
The 5.3 percent rise in

farm value had a moderat-
ing effect on food prices, the
increase was insufficient to
cover rising farm production
costs. Prices that farmers
paid for the various inputs
used in farm production
jumped by 12 percent in
1980. This disparity between
the payments farmers re-
ceived for food products and
prices they paid for inputs
contributed to a sharp drop
in farm income last year.

Consumer * expenditures
totaled $269 billion for foods
originating on farms last
year, $24 billion, or nearly 10
percent, more than in 1979.
This amount included pur-

chases of farm foods both in
foodstores and at away-from-
home eating places.

The increase in food ex-
penditures was larger than
that in food prices because
consumers purchased a 1 to 2
percent larger volume of
food. They ate out less, but
bought a larger volume of
food at stores for home pre-
paration. Nonetheless, food
expenditures advanced less
than they had in 1978 or
1979.

Just under a third of
consumer food expenditures
went back to farmers, who
received about $86 billion for
the foodstuffs, equivalent,
up $5-Y2 billion from 1979.
The remaining $183 billion of
expenditures  represented
the marketing bill-the total
charges received by the food
industry for handling, pro-
cessing, and retailing food-
stuffs after they left the
farm. The marketing bill was
up by $18-% billion in 1980
and thus accounted for more
than three-fourths of the
year’s increase in consumer
food expenditures.

An organic chemist at the
University of Texas here is
using a ‘‘synthetic handy-
man’’ to build a ‘‘better
chemical mousetrap’’ for
cancer cells at less cost and
more speedily than present
methods of anti-cancer
chemical production.

Dr. Philip L. Stotter, Asso-
ciate Professor in the Divi-
sion of Earth and Physical
Sciences at the University, is
constructing a biochemical
assembly line to produce a
man-made variety of ‘‘an-
thracycline’’ compounds for
treating cancer. His research
is supported by an American
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Cancer cells to be trapped ——

‘Cancer Society grant.

Two anthracycline agents
are being structured. These
are duanomycin and adrimy-
cin. Both are normally pro-
ducts of mold cells and their
production is time-consum-
ing and expensive. They are
effective in treating various
types of cancer.

The two agents were origi-
nally isolated from fermen-
tation products. One, adria-
mycin, was derived from a
mold found on the shores of
the Adriatic Sea.

Now Dr. Stotter is using a
chemical ‘‘handyman’’ as a

handle for his synthetic
agents while under construc-

tion. When the molecule is
completed, the ‘‘handyman’’
is relieved of his chores. A

helper agent used to couple

together segments of the
compound is removed.

The complex procedure in-
volves two processes--one
linking four rings of the
molecule together--and the
other, converting the mole-
cule into a three-dimension-

al structure.

In addition to faster and
less expensive production,
such a process for man-made
anti-cancer chemicals can al-
so lead to more powerful

agents with less toxic effects,
