If there was any doubt
courthouse and courthouse
annex repairs are long past
due, it was laid to rest
Monday when an inspection
of the premises revealed the
law library flooded and the
ceiling falling in in the ladies
restroom. The basement of
the courthouse annex was
also flooded Monday.

This deplorable situation
was discussed briefly during
the Crockett County Com-
missioners Court meeting
Monday when County Clerk
David Weant brought it to
the attention of the court
body.

Maintenance on the two
county buildings is almost
non-existent. The flooding in
the' courthouse was blamed
on leaking toilets on the top
floor and a corroded air-
conditioning overflow pipe.
One official, housed in the
annex, said everytime a toilet
was flushed on the second
floor of the building, water
poured onto museum ex-
hibits below.

Although the leaky toilets
and corroded pipe could be
repaired by maintenance
personnel, there is no easy
solution to the crumbling
mortar which is literally mak-
ing a rock pile out of the tw
buildings. 4

Jesus Castro suggested a
bond issue to build a new
courthouse in the downtown
park during the meeting
Monday. This seems to be
the most logical solution,
even though bond issues are
not being passed around the
area like they have been in
the past.

Crockett County is deriv-
ing great benefits from the
abundant oil and gas in the
area at the present time. If a
new courthouse could be
built and paid for with this
tax money,'the county would
be well ahead in years to
come when the natural re-
sources are depleted and the
tax monies have dried up.

To remodel the courthouse
and the annex properly
would without doubt cost
more than building a new
facility and even so would not
relieve the cramped office
spaces.

The situation in the law
library seemed to me the
most deplorable. One official
commented it was a shame
for the Department of Hu-
man Resources people to
have to meet in such a mess,
but I thought of the abso-
lute fortune which could be
lost if the books came in
touch with the water or what-
ever it is. Water can be as
hazardous as fire when it
comes to paper.

I wrote as best as I could
about the meeting with the
airport group, but if the
members of the court
couldn’t follow it any better
than 1 did, it was a two-
hour waste of time. The
meeting seemed to go.offin a
dozen different directions,
and I never did know what
they wanted the court to do,
if anything. Groups should
get better organized before
appearing before the com-
missioners court. Of course,
that’s no guarantee they will
get what they ask for, but at
least the members of the
court will know what they are
saying ‘‘yes”’ or ‘‘no’’ about.
As it was, I came away with
very little to make a story of,
and most of that I got after
the meeting.

Residents who were used
to getting their morning pa-
per got quite a surprise last
week. No paper on the front
step for a couple of days and
then delivery about noon
from then on.

Commissioners Court
hears airport group

The Crockett County Com-
missioners Court met in reg-
ular session Monday and
what had been rumored to be
an important meeting on air-
port improvements turned
out to be a repeat of meet-
ings in the past on the sub-
ject with no firm solution
reached.

Jim Hearne was spokes-
man for the airport group
which consisted of Bobby
Aycock, Beth Boyd, Dan
Davidson,” Bill Price, Paul
Shacklette, and Jack Bag-
gett.

Hearne began stating that
the Ozona Airport was the
best airport in the immed-
iate area, but it is not
equipped to handle heavy
planes. He cited an instance
of runway damage last week
when a heavy plane landed,
using up the entire runway
space and tearing up the end
of the runway.

A discussion of limits to
plane weights to airplane
fuels followed, with some
input on runway improve-
ment, such as striping the
center and perhaps building
up approaches with concrete.
Also, the fact that the air-
port was running out of

hangar space was discussed.

Hearne said where the air-
port had two or three local
planes in 1953, the number
had grown to 40 at the
present time.

Jack Baggett asked that
the discussion get back to
airport improvements. He
said the paving was going,
the ramps were not servica-
ble and without mainte-
nance, the airport was losing
what improvements it had.
He also mentioned the possi-
bility of getting some nava-
gational aids for out of town
pilots.

This brought up moving
the television tower on the
east hill, which has been
dubbed a hazard in the ap-
proach to the airport by both
the Federal and State avia-
tion commissions. The tower
was built before there were
any federal or state regula-
tions on the height of such a
facility, also before the air-
port became the county air-
port. ‘

David Weant said he had
been in conversation with
Jimmy Thompson, who owns
all the land surrounding the

airport, and it was his.im-
pression Thompson would
not make anymore land avail-
able to the county without
removal of the tower. Weant
said Thompson contends the
commissioners court gave
him verbal assurance the

.tower would be moved some

14 years ago.

This subject was discussed
at length about three years
ago, in several meetings, but
surfaced again recently when
the county attempted to ac-
quire land to enlarge the
airport.

B. W. Stuart said he had
been in contact with Thomp-
son last week and he men-
tioned nothing about moving
the tower, but did ask for

Tennis
courts
damaged

Superintendent of Schools
Foy Moody has asked the
county for help in keeping
everybody but tennis players
off the new courts which
require a very expensive
topping.

Dan Davidson presented
an estimate from Western
Communications to tear
down the tower, move it and
reset it.

Judge Jones reported the
dumpground had been ac-
cepted under state regula-
tions after a private firm sent
men and equipment out to
rework it. Paul Shacklette,
road department head, told
the court he had set up a
schedule for the county to
work the sanitary fill every
Monday, and hoped to keep
it under control.

begin Monday. After giving
his monthly report, he asked
about pipeline regulations
for the county and told the
court the grader had been
working a county road last
week when it pulled up and
ruptured a pipeline that was
barely covered across the
roadway. Fortunately, Shac-
klette said, there was oil in
the pipeline. If it had been
gas, he speculated the grad-
er and operator would have
been lost.

Requirements for laying
pipe across a county road are
casing and burial of at least
three feet, he was told. He
asked the court to purchase
aerial photos of the county
which show the location of
pipelines, fences, roads and
houses. He said the photos
would be invaluable to his
department as well as for
taxation purposes.

Glen Rumley gave the
hospital report and noted the
collections for the hospital
were 120 percent for the past
month, although occupancy
was down. He also asked the
court to consider the pur-
chase of a new X-ray ma-
chine, which he estimated to
cost in the neighborhood of
$80,000. :

Judge Jones reported the
Civic Center air conditioning
had been repaired and was
once more giving good ser-
vice. The court voted to turn
over all air conditioning
problems to Fred Deaton and
directed department heads to
contact him when in need of
service.

After lunch, the court held
its annual budget discussion.
County Auditor Dick Kirby
reported the estimated
amount of Federal Revenue
Funds would be $108,000.
The court tentatively alloca-
ted $50,000 to the hospital
sinking fund, $30,000 for
sheriff’s vehicles, $10,000 to
ball park improvements and
the remainder in paving.

Kirby discussed the pro-

posed budget, giving projec-

tions for all departments.

Tom Stokes, tax collector,
met with the court to report
on projected tax valuations
and submitted a list of new
properties to go on the tax

fatal in county

Three fatalities occurred in
Crockett County over the
weekend in two separate
one-vehicle accidents.

The first, a one vehicle
rollover 2 miles east of Ozona
on I-10, occurred at 7:30 a.m.
Saturday. Two Eldorado men
were killed and another two
injured in the wreck.

Joe A. Saldivar, 34, and
Ernesto Martinez, 21, both
roughnecks with a drilling
company, were pronounced
dead at the scene by Peace
Justice A. O. Fields.

Demetrio Bellman, 20, was
taken to Crockett County
Hospital in Ozona where he
was listed in good condition
with back injuries and cuts.
Driver of the vehicle, Thom-
as Martinez, 19, was also
hospitalized here with cuts
and abrasions.

According to a Department
of Public Safety spokesman,
the four men were traveling
eastbound on I-10 when the
vehicle swerved to the left,
then careened back across
the road, overturning on the
right side.

A Sheffield man was killed
in the second accident which
occurred at 11:15 p.m. Sun-
day just inside Crockett
County and ten miles south
of Iraan on a county road.

Don Paul Martin, 25, was
killed instantly when he lost
control of the vehicle he was
driving and it overturned
several times, throwing him
out of the vehicle and into a
pasture. Judge Fields also
pronounced Martin dead at
the scene of the accident.

week in Parkland Hospital in
Dallas of burns received
when an LPG tank blew up
on a location at a ranch south
of Ozona, May 18.

Gamez, an employee of
Grider Trucking Co. of So-
nora, was burned over 80
percent of his body in the
accident and was flown to the
Dallas facility by ambulance
plane from the Ozona airport
the night after the accident
occurred. Two other Sonora
men were hospitalized in the
same accident, but have
since recovered and been
released from the local facil-

ity.

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ROBOTS IN OUR FUTURE

**For much of organized labor, the automation
scare of the early 1960s is fast becoming the reality of
the 1980s.’’

So says veteran labor writer Frank Swoboda of
THE WASHINGTON POST, in a recent report again
raising the specter of machines making man obsolete in
the American workplace.

Before you accept this premise, however, consider

< these vignettes from the past:

e In 1691, a mob of textile workers in Danzig,
Germany, fearing unemployment from the
introduction of a new textile loom, drowned the
loom’s inventor.

e A century and a quarter later, in 1824, automated
card looms were introduced, and the workers of
that generation wrecked them by throwing
wooden shoes (called **sabots’’) into the gears —
giving rise to the word sabotage.

Over and over again, history tells similar stories. It

- seems, in fact, that ever since the dawn of the

industrial revolution, workers have been afraid of
losing their jobs to machines. Now on the horizon is
the ultimate labor-saving device: the robot.

The United States now has some 3,000 robots at
work. But the Japanese, our prime industrial
competitors, have some 60,000 *mechanical men,"”’
including several factories that are run almost entirely
by man-made men. At the giant Datsun factory near
Tokyo, robots weld, paint, and perform other tasks.
The robots don’t complain. They require very little
sick leave. They forego coffee and lunch breaks (or is
it tea and rice cakes?). They do their jobs tirelessly,
cheaply, and better than the people that proceeded
them. No pregnancy leave. No morning hangovers.
Just work.

All this would seem to confirm the fear of organized
labor in this country that robots pose a grave threat to
American jobs.

Until you remember that Japan has a rate of
unemployment of approximately two percent — while
ours is over seven percent.

The point is that there is absolutely nothing in the
history of the industrialized West that would indicate
automation has been anything but a constructive force
in society. To the contrary, it would appear from the
Japanese example that failure to keep step with

- technology is a greater threat to jobs.

The Securities Industry Foundation for Economic
Education notes that between 1915 and 1960 the
number of jobs in the United States nearly doubled,
increasing from about 40 million to some 70 million,

- while ‘*average manhours per unit of national output™
- dropped from two hours to 35 minutes due to a variety
- of labor-saving advances.

**Automation,’’ says Dr. John G. Murphy, Vice

* President of the National Schools Committee for

Economic Education, "'is as old as the first water
wheel’’ — and as new, I might add, as the robots in our
factories and VDT machines in our newsrooms.

Officials of organized labor continue to fight
automation in the false belief that every new machine
introduced in U.S. industry will throw someone's dear
old mom or poor old granddad into the unemployment
line.

While this may sound good on the convention

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AUSTIN—The 67th Tex-
as  Legislature * adjourned
and went home last week.
ending a colorful and hard-
working session . . . but the
Governor promised to recall
them soon for a special ses-
sion for unfinished busincss.

High on the list of special
session priorities will be con-
gressional redistricting, high-
cr education funding. tax re-
form. licensing of medical
doctors and statc water proj-
ects.

If it was a hard-working
session. it was also hard
fought, More than one inci-
dent involved lost tempers
and impolite words. mostly
over the redistricting issue.

Onc  reporter  described
the redistricting process as,
at best. a political knifefight
in a dark room. Sometimes
ncar fighting occurred in
broad daylight.

The congressional districts
in Dallas appear to be the
rcal sticking point. Governor
Bill Clements has stated pub-
licly that two Democrat
congressmen from his home-
town must be left vulner-
able (Jim Mattox and Mar-
tin Frost) and threatened to
veto any bill to the contrary.
He also wants Frost's dis-
trict to be redrawn as a mi-
nority district.

The plan which failed
would have created three
districts. but ‘was attacked
as unfair gerrymandering by
both liberal Democrats and
GOP party officials. And
that’s not the only incidence
of displeasurc from the far
right and far left.

Dallas State Rep. Paul
Ragsdale nearly got into a

fight with a Dallas labor
lcader  outside  chamber
doors. and Houston State

Rep. Craig Washington had
security guards arrest a man
from a GOP-coalition group
who had grabbed him in the
foyer. Both legislators cs-
caped unharmed.

In both shouting inci-
dents, the citizens werc an-
gered over so-called back-
room decals involving thc
Dallas redistricting process.
Ironically. both Ragsdale
and Washington had earlier
in the session argued for a
bill allowing legislators to
carry handguns.

Bob Bullock

The Legislature did ap-
prove redistricting plans for
state senators and statc rep-
resentatives, much to  the
disappointment of Comp-
troller Bob Bullock. Had
those bills failed, the redis-
tricting task would have
gone to a five-member board
which would have included
Bullock.

The Comptroller appor-
ently was relishing that sort
of "power. More than one
legislator complained Bul-
lock appeared on the House
floor in something of a state
to threaten them with politi-
cal annihilation.

When Atty. Gen. Mark
White issued a legal opinion

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last weck indicating the leg-
islative redistricting plans
did not violate any voting
rights, he. too, drew Bul-
lock’s ire.

Bullock, now left out of
the redistricting process en-
tirely. called White “lily-
livered” and said the opinion
was a ‘“‘politically ecxpedient
copout.”

Approved Bills

Bills which were approved
by the Legislature and sent
to Gov. Bill Clements to be
signed into law included:

—A  $26.6 billion state
budget. for .1982-83 fiscal
years.

—Legalization  of wire-
taps: and microphone bug-
ging in felony drug traffick-
ing cases.

—Raising the ceiling on
most consumer loans to 24
percent.

—Permitting a pharmacist
to substitutc generic drugs
for more expensive, brand-
name drugs. 4

—Raising the legal drink-
ing age to 19. '

—Requiring motorists to
have liability auto insurance.

—Prohibiting ticket scalp-
ing at college sports and
entertainment events.

—Creating low-level nu-
clear waste dumps in Texas.

—OQutlawing the sale of
drug paraphernalia.

Taxpayers

Taxpayers who are not
satisfied with the outcome of
their Federal income tax
examination have the right to
appeal within the Internal
Revenue Service, or through
the courts, or both.

According to the IRS, after
the examination, the first
step is to request an imme-
diate meeting with the exam-
iner’s group supervisor. The
supervisor may be able to
resolve the issue at that
point.

If no agreement is reached
with the supervisor, taxpay-
ers have 30 days to appeal
through administrative chan-
nels. It works this way: an
informal conference can be
arranged in any of the over
800 offices throughout the
country with a representative
of the Regional Director of
Appeals.

The Appeals Division is
independent of the Examina-
tion Division, and the role of
the appeals officer is to bring
an unprejudiced and unbia-
sed point of view to the case.

Because the conference is
informal, a taxpayer may
represent himself or herself,
or be represented by an
attorney, certified public ac-
countant, or an individual
enrolled to practice before
IRS. Additionally, witnesses
can be present at the confer-
ence to support the taxpay-
er's position.

If there is still no agree-
ment after the Appeals Con-
ference, and provided the
amount of tax in question is
not more than $5,000 in any
tax year, the case can then go

—Imposing a $1.500 an-
nual license fece for adult
book-film stores.

Proposed Amendments

The Legislature also ap-
proved seven proposed con-
stitutional amendments to
be submitted to the voters,
but only three of them will
be on a special election bal-
lot next. Nov. 3. The other
constitutional changes won’t
be up for voter approval
until the general ‘election of
1982.

Amendments on this
year's:Nov. 3 ballot would
have the following effects:

—Allow local option ex-
cmptions of as much as 40
percent of appraisals on
homesteads for three years.
dropping to 30 percent for
the next three years and 20
percent for the one year af-
ter that.

—Allows livestock and
poultry to be exempt from
property taxation, along with
some farm products.

"—Sets up a seven-mem-
ber executive and legislative
committee to exercise lim-
ited budget controls after
the appropriations bill s
passed, such as to allocate
federal aid if the Reagan
Administration wins its fight
for. “block” grants to sub-
stitute for categorical kinds
of aid.

can appeal

to an informal hearing under
the small case precedures of
the U.S. Tax Court. Under
this procedure, however, nei-
ther the taxpayer nor the
government can appeal the
court's decision.

If the amount is more than
$5,000 the case will be heard
under the regular procedures
of the Tax Court. Also,
taxpayers can elect to bypass
the Tax Court by paying the
tax and filing a claim for
refund. If the claim is reject-
ed, the taxpayer may file a
refund suit in the U.S. Dis-
trict Court or in the U.S.
Court of Claims. Appeals can
reach the Supreme Court, if
it agrees to hear the case.

Q: 1 am applying for a mort-
gage to buy a home. Am 1 re-
quired to purchase homeowners
insurance?

A: You will be required by
your mortgage company to
maintain certain minimum cov-
erages to protect its interest in
the property. Although the lend-
er may require certain financial
standards of the company from
which you purchase insurance, it
cannot require that you buy this
coverage from a certain agent or
company; nor may they require
that you purchase homeowners
insurance. The mortgage com-
pany, however, may require fire
and extended coverage insurance
on the property.

Q: I purchased half a lot
several years ago. The fence
which divides the property is not
centered and cuts five feet off my
half. Can [ legally move the
fence to get my land back? Who
must pay to move the fence? The
owners of the other half of the
property originally built ' the

fence.

A: If the fence is on your prop-
erty you may have it removed,
but if it was there when you
bought the land, you must pay
for the removal. If your neighbor
built the fence after your pur-
chase, he should pay to move it,
although you may have to bring
a lawsuit to force payment.

Before removing or moving
the fence, you must be certain
that it is wholly on your proper-
ty. This will require a surveyor,
at your expense.

Q: I've heard that a person can
lose ownership of his property if
another person lives there. After
our divorce, the house was
awarded to us equally, but my
wife retains possession. If my
wife lives there for several years
running, do I lose my half-own-
ership? ;

A: It appears that some form
of joint ownership interest, with
possibly a lifetime estate to your
spouse, was awarded in the di-
vorce decree. Therefore, it is
unlikely that you could lose your
interest in the house because of
your wife’s occupancy. If you
have any doubts, ask your at-
torney to review the divorce

decree and to determine your ex-
act interest.

Q: My husband and I were in-
jured in a hit-and-run accident.
Our medical bills totaled almost
$30,000, and we lost six months
work. The man who hit us was
apprehended and tried and was
ordered to pay our accident-re-
lated bills plus $325 a month for
seven years. He paid for a few
months and skipped town. Ef-
forts have been made to find him
but to no avail. Since he is retired
military, why can’t they trace
him through his retirement
check?

A: I cannot tell from the infor-
mation you furnished whether
this is a civil or a criminal matter.
If this is civil, the Federal gov-
ernment is in some cases allowing
garnishment against certain pen-
sion funds. If the order was
made under a probated criminal
sentence, a  Motion to Revoke
should be filed. A warrant of ar-
rest will be issued, and the State
would begin procedures to locate
him. |

Q: My husband was involved
in a minor traffic accident and
received a traffic ticket charging
him with fault. He went to court
and proved he was not guilty as
charged. The judge found him
not guilty and dismissed the case.
Now our insurance company has
raised our rates, claiming he re-
ceived a traffic citation. How can
they do this when the charge was
dismissed and he was found not
guilty?

A: Check with your insurance
company to see whether they are
raising your rates because of the
ticket or merely because there
was an accident. If the company
continues to claim that the rates
are being raised because of the
ticket which was dismissed, write
a letter of complaint to the State
Insurance Commissioner in Aus-
tin.

Generally speaking, insurance
carriers will raise your insurance
rates if you are involved in a traf-
fic accident, whether or not you
have been found to be at fault.

Tips For Gardeners

From The Ozona Garden
Club by Mrs. Bailey Post

1 he refreshing showers of
the last few weeks always
pep up our city folk as well as
the ranchers. What a differ-
ence hine rains can make in

the appearance of our count- -

ryside in such a short time.

We expect more color in
our gardens in June and I
have noticed the Altheas,
oleanders, daylilies, roses,
and many evergreens are
blooming now.

Some of you may be pla-
gued with birds that pull up
or eat young seedlings as
soon as they sprout or trans-
plants are set into the gar-
den. Often, brush piled over
them will keep the nippers
away. If not, plastic netting
is inexpensive and effective,
and can be rolled up and
saved from . year to year.

Talk to any gardener who
has built frames to enclose
raised beds for vegetables
and flowers and you will get
enthusiastic recommend-
ations. Here are some advan-
tages:

The soil drains faster and
warms up quickly, therefore
vegetables mature earlier.

Labor in weeding, water-
ing, and harvesting is re-
duced.

Water soaks in rather than
running off. Earthworms
thrive in the moist enviro-
ment.

Yields of vegetables are
increased because the soil is
deeper.

Gardens look neater.

Soil compaction is elimi-
nated because you rarely
step into the beds.

Fill the frames with mixed
sand, soil, and compost.

Frames should be at least
six inches deep and not more
than 4 to 5 feet wide so that
plants can be harvested or
cared for without stepping
into the bed and compacting
the soil.

Now that the spring bulbs
foliage has started to die
back, fertilize the beds with
S5-10-10 at the rate of one-half
cup per square yard of
planted area. Now is a good
time to move bulbs if neces-

Pest control is another
priority. During dry seasons,
spider mites and other de-
structive insects may be
found. If too wet a season,
powdery mildew will take a
heavy toll on plants. Insecti-
cides and fungicides are
available at retail garden
supply stores. Ask for advise
to select the correct one to
use. Pill bugs are numerous
now and will eat small plants
if not delt with. Diseases
cannot be really cured, only
prevented, so quick action is
necessary.

same portion of dietetic ice
cream has 200-211 calories.

The main difference be-
tween them involves substi-
tuting sorbitol or mannitol
for sugar -in the dietetic
product.

Sorbitol and mannitol--like
sugar--are metabolized as
carbohydrates in the body.
They provide the same num-
ber of calories as sugar, but
at a slower rate. This is
important for diabetics, who
can’t metabolize sugar ade-
quately.

So, dietetic ice cream--
which usually costs more and
lacks the taste of regular ice
cream--is intended for the
diabetic rather than the
weight-conscious person.

Dieters or weight-watchers
will find that ice milk has
lower fat content--and fewer
calories.

Another example involves
**diet’’ bread, which has the

same number of calories per
ounce as regular bread--but
is sliced a little thinner.

However, dietetic flavored
gelatin actually contains few-
er calories than regular flav-
ored gelatin--nine calories
per one-half cup, compared
to 70 calories for regular
flavored gelatin.

Brown Furniture
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Brain tumors yielding
to chemical treatment

Brain tumors beyond the
scope of surgery are yield-
ing to experimental chemical
treatment methods devised
at the University of Texas
Health Science Center in
Dallas.

A means of disarming the
blood-brain barrier,
normally prevents admission
of tumor-damaging sub-
stances, has been devised to
permit use of anti-cancer
drugs.

A system known as ‘‘Re-
versible Osmotic Blood-Brain
Barrier Disruption’’ (BBB-D)
was developed in animal
studies and is being used for
the first time in clinical trials
by neuosurgeon Dr. Edward
A. Neuwelt and a team of
medical scientists at the
Health Science Center here.
The research was supported
in part by an American
Cancer Society grant.

‘The blood-brain barrier
prevents all but the small-
est molecules from entering
the tiny blood vessels that
supply the brain. Guarding
the circulatory route are
“tight junctions’ which
serve as glue between cells
lmmg the brain blood ves-

which*

sels. The researchers ease
these strictures by injecting
mannitol, a sugar substance
that pulls the ‘‘glue’’ apart
by ‘‘draining’’ fluid out of
capillary cells by osmotic
pressure--the same system
that draws sap up a tree.
Mannitol is infused into the
brain’s arteries through a
tiny catheter inserted in the
groin and running to the
carotid artery.

With the blood-brain bar-
rier disrupted temporarily,
chemotherapy is used to de-
stroy cancer tissue that sur-
geons were unable to remove
or cells which cscapted the
scapel. So far methotrexate,
an anti-cancer drug, has
been administered to brain-
tumor patients with this met-

"hod during the approximate

half hour that the brain
barrier stays open. Other
chemotherapeutic drugs will

be used after safe dose levels °

have been ascertained.
Another approach to the
treatment of brain tumors is
immunotherapy. Normally,
the body’s protective system,
the immune reaction, func-
tions by summoning a par-
ticular type of blood cell, the

Communication key

fo community action

‘““What are they trying to
do to me?”’

That’s a typical question
asked by many people today.
It’'s a question that also
signals a problem plaguing
many community leaders in
today’s changing society.

‘“The problem is a lack of
good communication that
builds community support
and cooperation,’’ says John
Henry, area community de-
velopment specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.

The problem is identified
when community develop-
ment projects and proposals
are being considered and
funding is being sought for
improvements in streets, wa-
ter, sewage, solid ‘waste,
transportation, medical facil-
ities, industrial develop-
* ment, parks and recreation,
and related areas. It becomes
intense when people must
make a decision that will
determine the outcome in an
election.

‘‘At this point, good com-
munications become the key
to community improvements
because studies show that
people have a natural ten-
dency to vote against what
they don’t know about,’’ says
Henry.

Community leaders and
communicators struggle with
this communication problem
on every community project
and realize that other com-
munities may have a better
record of project completion.

Community development
studies show that people
support those things that
they help plan and that com-
munities with successful
community projects have a
record of detailed planning
and good tow-way commun-
ications with citizens and
community leaders. On the
other hand, communities
with few successful projects

have a record of poor com-
munication and misunder-
standings that lead to break-
downs in relationships be-
tween indiviuals and groups,
notes the specialist.

‘‘Effective community
communicators continually
try to eliminate barriers and
to establish a ‘‘commonness’
with individuals - and
groups,’’ emphasizes Henry.
Through good interperson-
al communications, leaders
exchange ideas, gain know-
ledge, increase understand-
ing of others, test thoughts,
reduce tension, resolve con-
flicts, make friends, help
solve problems, and do jobs
more effectively. They also
express all kinds of feelings
such as joy, anger, fear, love,
hostility and contentment.
The effectiveness of any
community leader depends
on his ability to communi-
cate with others and requir-
es skills in three major
areas--selecting the time,
place and circumstances un-
der which the communication
takes place, determining the
roles that he will assume,
and internalizing nonverbal
cues that are essential to
effective communication.
‘““The Texas Agricultural
Extension Service is commit-
ted to ‘helping people help
themselves’ by conducting
educational programs to
train local leaders to solve
community problems,’’ con-
tends Henry. ‘‘More than
2,000 such leaders have at-
tended community develop-
ment leadership training
workshops during the past
year where methods of im-
proving communication have

_been emphasized.”

lymophocyte, to the site of
the cancer.

They can, how-
ever, be obtained from the
patient’s own blood, be pur-
ified and concentrated and
then can be infused into the
cerebrospinal fluid by in-
jection into the spinal col-
umn, thereby ‘‘by-passing’’
the blood brain barrier.

““Carelessness’’ is the
main factor in the more than
50,000 people injured each
year in accidents involving
power lawn mowers.

Proper mower servicing,
observing standard operat-
ing precautions, and picking
up rocks and other. objects
from the lawn prior to mow-
ing will eliminate most acci-
dents.

‘““The lawn mower should
be routinely serviced each
time before taking it out of
the garage to mow the
lawn,’’ says Dr. Richard Du-
ble, turfgrass specialist with
the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service. ‘‘A properly
operating mower is safer to
use and cuts grass better
than one in poor shape.

Routine service includes
checking the blade for nicks
or cracks, checking the blade
to be sure it is securely

~ attached to the shaft, check-

ing the crankcase oil level in
4-cycle engines, and filling
the fuel tank with fresh
regular gasoline.

‘“‘Always disconnect the
spark plug wire before ex-
amining the blade,’’ cautions
Duble. ‘‘The condition of the
blade is critical to the mow-
er’s operation and safety.

- Remove, sharpen and bal-

ance the blade several times
during the mowing season.
Replace damaged blades.
Service the carburetor air
cleaner and change the
crankcase oil after every 25
hours of operation, or at the
manufacturer’s recommen-

A colorful year of inter-

-can high school students this

winter. Registration for this
year’s Australian exchange
program was announced this
week by Youth for Under-
standing, a nonprofit educa-
tional organization with
headquarters in Washington,
D.C.
