TABS aggregate scores

given to school

Results of the second Tex-
as Assessment of Basic Skills
(TABS) tests taken by Ozona
third, fifth and ninth grade
students last February were
presented to the Crockett
County School board of trus-
tees at their meeting this
month.

While district and aggre-
gate scores are reported to
the public, individual scores
are released only to the stu-
dent, parents or guardian,
and school personnel. Scores
have been released to par-
ents of students taking the
tests. Letters and individual
scores were sent to parents
before the aggregate scores
were presented to the school
board by Superintendent of
Schools Foy Moody.

The scores were up from
last year when ninth and fifth
graders took the test for the
first time. Third graders

were added this year and
several ninth grade students
who took the test last year
were re-tested at the grade
10 exit level, five being
tested in math, 22 in read-
ing and 19 in writing.

The TABS has two pur-
poses, to identify individual
weaknesses and to develop
programs that will remedy
those weaknesses.

Of the ninth graders tested
or re-tested, scores came up
dramatically. Of the five
students re-tested in math,
four mastered the test while
one did not, giving an 80
percentile for the eleven part
test. In the reading test, 22
students were re-tested, with
14 mastering the reading
skills and 8 failing to do so,
giving a 64 percentile of
passing. Students retested in
writing numbered 19, with 17
mastering and 2 failing to do

However, the handwrit-
ing part of the test saw all
students rated acceptable.

Taking the test for the first
time were 82 ninth graders.
Of this number 67 mastered
the math test while 15 did
not. As a group they scored
highest in adding and sub-
tracting whole numbers for a
99 percentile. They scored
lowest in solving personal
finance problems, only show-
ing a 49 percent mastery in
this skill.

The 82 ninth graders scor-
ed lowest in the reading
section of the test, 54 mas-
tering the skills and 28
failing to do so. The lowest
scores in reading came in
using parts of a book and
making generalizations. The
highest reading scores came
in following written direc-
tions and reference skills.

The ninth graders scored

highest in the writing part of

the test, with 70 mastering
the skills and 12 failing for an
85 percentile of mastery.
They scored highest in spell-
ing and lowest in punctua-
tion.

Of the 85 students taking
the test in the fifth grade, 87
percent mastered the writing
test, 77 percent achieved
mastery in the mathmatics
test, and 69 percent in the
reading test. In math they
scored highest in interpret-
ing graphs and adding and
dividing whole numbers. The
lowest scores came in inter-
preting place value and solv-
ing word problems.

In the reading section of
the test the highest scores
came in context and. follow-
ing written directions, where
88 percent mastered the
skills. The lowest scores
came in drawing conclusions
and distinguishing fact from
non-fact, where just over
50% were able to achieve
mastery.

The fifth graders had an 87
percent mastery in writing
skills, with a 99 percent
.mastery in handwriting.
Their lowest score in this
part of the test came in
punctuation where 56 mas-
tered the skill and 28 did not.

Of the 80 student$ taking
the three-part test in third
grade, 81 percent achieved

board

mastery in math, 82 per-
cent in reading and 85 per-
cent in writing. The students
had a 100 percent accepta-
ble handwriting average.

The third graders scored
highest in the math section in
adding whole numbers and
identifying fractions for a 94
percent mastery in these
skills. They scored lowest in
the order of whole numbers
and units of measure.

In the reading part, the
third graders scored highest
in phonics with a 93 percent
mastery. They scored lowest
in identifying the main idea
with a 64 percent mastery.

Spelling topped the writ-
ing test with 96 percent of
the third graders mastering

economy bright

Oil and gas play a big part
in the booming economy of
Crockett County. Reports
were received here this week
on the state’s output of crude
oil and condensate for the
year of 1980. With all the
activity in this area, there is
every reason to believe the
county’s output will be even
greater when the figures are
compiled at the end of this
year. There were no statis-
tics for the county’s natural
gas output, but it is every bit
as important to the well-
being of the county as the
crude oil and condensate
output.

Despite a ninth consecu-
tive year of maximum pro-
duction schedules (the maxi-
mum efficient recovery rate)
in nearly all of Texas’ fields,
the state’s annual output of
crude oil and condensate last
year fell below the one-
billion barrel mark for the
first time since 1965. More-
over, a downward production
trend continued for the
eighth consecutive year since

Texas’ output peaked in
1972.
Crockett County, which

has had recorded production
since 1925, last year produc-
ed 4,955,011 barrels of crude
oil and condensate at the rate
of 13,538 barrels per day.
Production in 1980 boosted
Crockett County’s production
total through the end of the
year to 264,937,428 barrels.

The total of 960-million
barrels included more than
931-million barrels of crude
oil. Also produced was 29-
million barrels of conden-
sate, according to figures
compiled by Texas Mid-Con-
tinent Oil & Gas Associa-
tion.

Last year’s production lev-
el showed a drop of more
than 46.5-million barrels
from 1979 output and was
more than 330-million bar-
rels below 1972 production of
almost 1.3-billion barrels.
Nevertheless, production in
1980 pushed the all-time
cumulative total since 1889 to
almost 45.7-billion barrels of
crude oil and condensate.

Edwin L. Cox, president of
the Dallas-based Associa-
tion, noted that despite the

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ANOTHER VIETNAM?

A variety of has-beens and never-weres, calling them-
selves the People’s Anti-War Mobilization, marched around
a park here recently, protesting U.S. ‘‘involvement’’ in El
Salvador. Their posters bore numerous inflammatory slo-
gans, including warnings that El Salvador can become
“‘another Vietnam:>> . :

Unfortunately, even people with clearer heads than
those of the People’s Anti-War Mobilization seem to be
confused about the situation in El Salvador. These are the
folks who argue against sending military aid to El Salvador,
on the grounds that we should be trying instead to bring
about a *‘peaceful solution’’ through diplomatic means.

The problem with the ‘‘peaceful solution’’ plan is that
it’s impossible. The sticking point isn’t the present Salva-
dorean regime of Napolean Duarte, either — it’s the Marx-
ist guerrillas and their political allies.

The Duarte government has scheduled parliamentary
elections for 1982, and presidential elections for the follow-
ing year. It has invited the Marxist parties to participate —
an invitation the Marxists have refused, preferring to hold
their ‘*elections’’ at the end of a Cuban-supplied Soviet gun
barrel.

So it is that Latin American expert Alexander Kruger
argues that there is only one route to peace in El Salvador:
military defeat of the Marxist guerrillas. ‘‘Only after the
military struggle with the Salvadorean Marxist-dominated
guerrillas resolved, will the Salvadorean government be
able to initiate a process leading toward democratization,’’
Kruger says.

Note the use of the term ‘‘Marxist-dominated.’’ Kruger
concedes that not all of the leftist opponents of the Duarte
government are Marxists. But, he explains, ‘‘As with the
Nicaraguan Sandinistas, the Salvadorean Revolutionary
Movement has developed a decoy . . . made up of an overt
leadership of non-Marxist leftists. Their purpose is to give
the insurgents international credibility despite the fact that
these leaders have no significant power base independent of
the Marxists.”’

And the Marxists, Kruger says, are committed to con-
tinuing armed struggle with the pro-Western forces in El
Salvador. He bases this argument on the explicit statements
of the guerrillas themselves.

Why should the U.S. get involved?

Kruger’s answer is that it is not the U.S. that has made
El Salvador a focus for international conflict; it is the Com-
munist bloc. ‘‘With fully documented evidence collected
during the Carter Administration, the Reagan Administra-
tion has shown that El Salvador has become the object of an
international campaign by Communist governments to de-
stabilize the Central American region.”’

This evidence, consisting largely of captured PCS
(Communist Party of El Salvador) documents, reveals the
Communist bloc’s involvement in supplying El Salvador’s
insurgency with arms and training. The aid includes a prom-
ised 800 tons of military equipment for the guerrillas, with
200 tons already delivered.

Thus, according to Kruger, American aid is necessary to
offset massive assistance from the Communist bloc nations.
And what is our interest in preventing the accession by force
of a Communist government in El Salvador? In reply, I'd
like to recall the warning often made which sees the danger
of El Salvador becoming ‘‘another Vietnam.’’ I agree. Look
at the Vietnams of today. Then consider whether we would
like to have such a regime as a near neighbor in Central
America. That's our interest in maintaining a pro-Western
government in El Salvador — a government under which
democracy has at least a fighting chance.’ :
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AUSTIN—For the month
following every legislative
session, lawmakers can only
hold their breath while the
governor uses his veto power
to cull the proposed laws.

Last week, Gov. Bill
Clements culled some big
ones. 27 pieces of legislation
in all. Morc vetoes are sure
to follow.

In a move which took
most people by surprise,
Clements vetoed the state
Senate redistricting plan. The
task of redrawing district
lines . for the Senate. now
goes to the five-member
State  Redistricting Board
composed of five Demo-
crats: Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby,
House Speaker Bill Clayton,
Atty. Gen. Mark White,
Land Commissioner Bob
Armstrong, and Comptroller
Bob Bullock.

Earlier. the Republican
governor indicated he would
not veto the plan, and at one
point referred to: White,
Armstrong and Bullock as
“those three outsiders.” But
in announcing his veto last
Thursday. Clements pointed
out that, except for Arm-
strong who is retiring, all
members of the board will
be up for re-clection. He's
assuming that Clayton will
be running for higher office,

possibly Armstrong’s vacat-
ed seat.

Not Enough Blacks

Clements said he killed
the Senate redistricting plan
because it does not create
enough predominantly black
districts.

In particular, the Gover-
nor is thought to want a solid
black minority district carved
out in Dallas County, his
home base.

Clements also objected to
the plan because it is gerry-
mandered to put urban vot-
ers against rural voters. The
urban versus rural issue is
traditional in the Legisla-
ture, and was prominent in
the recent session.

Historically, Texas has
been a rural state, and early
Legislatures were dominated
by the wishes of rural voters.
However, the population
growth in this century has
created five urban areas in
Texas, sprawling, expand-
ing and modern . . . and
more populous than the rural
areas. Thus, there is a strug-
gle to prevent urban areas
from dominating rural, or
rural areas from dominating
urban. :

The State Redistricting
Board will draw a plan and
submit it to the U.S. Justice

Department.

Open Meetings Law

Clements also vetoed a
tougher Open Meetings Law
because he said it would
have “invited anyone in the
world” to file suit against
public agencies which oper-
ate behind closed doors.

The bill had passed both
the House and the Senate
without opposition, and

would have required govern-
mental entities calling emer-
gency meetings to publish
dockets explaining which
items were on the agenda
and why.

Scalping Law Scalped

Clements also vetoed the
ticket-scalping bill which
banned resale for a higher-
than-admission price of tick-
ets to collegiate and pro-
fessional sports events and
to professional entertain-
ment events,

The Governor said too
many inconsistencies were
written into the law.

Armstrong Blames Clayton

As most readers know,
Land Commissioner Bob
Armstrong has announced
he will not seek re-election,
and House Speaker Bill
Clayton is considering run-
ning for that post.

Last week Armstrong ac-
cused Clayton of killing a

bill which would have ex-

panded the veterans land
program and  requested
Clements to include the is-
sue in the special session set
for July 13.

Clayton denied he ordered
an early subcommittee death
for the Senate-approved
$250 million in veterans’

land program bonds. Clem-
ents is still mulling the re-
quest.

Armstrong has temporari-

ly shut down the land pur-
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chasing program for at least
six months. Unless the Legis-
lature passes a constitutional
amendment cxpanding the
program, the program will
die, he said.

Meier Switches Parties

State Sen. Bill Meier, D-
Euless, -announced last week
he will change political par-
ties and may run on the Re-
publican ticket for either
Congress or Lt. Governor.
Meier, who sponsored the
ill-fated proposal to regulate
money market funds, has
long been rumored to make
the switch, For most, the
surprise is that he has waited
so long. Meier said he will
not seek re-election to the
Senate.

Q: I was arrested for a Class
“A” misdemeanor in February.
My court date was set in March.
When I arrived at court, the
judge was out of town and a new
date was then set. Isn’t there a
law that my charges must be
dropped after a certain period of
time?

A: The Speedy Trial Act re-
quires the state to be “ready for
trial” within 90 days after a per-
son’s arrest for a Class A misde-
meanor. Your case may be called
several times within the specified
time limit before both sides are
actually ready for the trial. Even
if your case is not tried within the
specified time limit, the Act con-
tains numerous exceptions which
may apply. Depending on the ju-
risdiction, only a small percen-
tage of criminal cases are ever
dismissed by trial judges because
of failure to comply with the
Speedy Trial Act.

Q: The tenants in one of my
rent houses have been littering
the property with trash and
generally have proven to be
undesirable. We didn’t have
them sign a lease. How much
notice am I required to give them
before I can have them evicted?
What happens if they refuse to
move?

A: If your tenants pay month-
ly, you need to give at least 30
days written notice. If the
tenants fail to move when the ad-
vance notice expires, you can file
suit for eviction in a justice of the
peace court. Enforcement of any
court order would be the respon-
sibility of the sheriff.

Q: It’s been some time now
since my divorce in which my
wife received custody of our
children. Are there any new laws
concerning the father’s rights to
his children other than paying
the bills and weekend visits?

A:.Rights to possession of the
child are set out in your Decree
of Divorce. The Court can alter
these periods of visitation pro-
vided it is in the best interest of
the child and a material change
of circumstances has occurred
since the last court order.

Unless the Court decree speci-

fies otherwise, the non-custodial
parent (now called the possessory
conservator) has specified rights
and duties when the child is in his
possession, such as to care for
the child and to provide clothing,
food, shelter and the power to
consent to emergency and
surgical treatment.

Q: What is the penalty for not
registering under the “Assumed
Name” law? Are apartment
houses subject to this law?

A: Any person that regularly
conducts business or renders pro-
fessional services (other than as a
corporation) must file an “As-
sumed Name” certificate in each
county in whch business premises
are maintained. Corporations
have a similar obligation for fil-
ing with the Secretary of State.
As a penalty for failure to file the
certificate, the business may not
sue in Texas but it may still be
sued. The cost of locating and
serving a business that has not
complied with that statute is
assessed against the business. It
appears that apartment houses
are subject to the law since there
are no exemptions in the statute.

Q: I am a member of a health
spa which recently changed own-
ership. 1 have been making
payments to the original owner
and still have a few to go. My
question is: do I have to make
payments to the new owner or
am I free of the debt?

A: Under the Texas Business
Corporations Act, the purchase
of a business by another entity
includes the assumption of the
former business’ debts, both due
and owing. It is, therefore, likely
that if the new owners honor
your membership, you will be
obligated to make your final pay-
ment. Even if your membership
expired before the sale, you will
probably still be held liable on
the debt. You should, however,
read your membership contract
to see what provisions you may
have agreed to in club ownership
changes.

Loeftler testifies

on lamb imports

Congressman Tom Loef-
fler of Hunt today told a
House panel it must take
steps to protect the domestic
famb meat industry from
increased imports.

Appearing before the Sub-
committee on Trade of the
House Ways and Means
Committee, Loeffler said ris-
ing imports from New Zea-
land combined with inflation-
ary production costs and
increasing predation threa-
tened the industry.

‘‘Lamb is now the staple of
the American sheep industry
and imported lamb--particu-
larly frozen lamb--creates an
excess of supply in a rela-
tively small market and re-
duces the ability of the
American producer to market
the industry’s main pro-
duct,”’ Loeffler said.

Loeffler is sponsor of H.R.

1981. The bill provides ‘‘a
modest limit on the quantity
of lamb meat which may
enter the United States dur-
ing any year.”

““I believe this legislation
is necessary to insure protec-
tion for both the consumer
and the producer of lamb by
assuring an adequate supply
of domestic lamb at a fair
price while maintaining the
stability of our international

trade,’’ Loeffler said.

Jamie Kothmann of Me-
nard, Tex., president of the
National Lamb Feeders As-
sociation, and Bill Sims, of
San Angelo, Tex., executive
secretary of the Texas Sheep
and Goat Raisers Associa-
tion, also appeared with
Loeffler on the Congression-
«! panel.

‘““The only way we can
increase production is if pro-
fit becomes part of the
industry operation,”” Koth-
mann said. ‘“When produc-
ers can see a profit we can
make the necessary adjust-
mernts to increase produc-
tion.”’

Sims said New Zealand
producers had an advantage
over domestics because of
their government subsidy.
He also told the panel that
New Zealand planned to in-

million pounds annually.

In 1967, imports of lamb
amounted to 12.3 million
pounds.

‘“We have tried to work
with them (New Zealand)
voluntarily on some kind of
restriction, but this hasn’t
worked,’’ Sims said.

Opponents of the legisla-
tion say that it is protec-
tionist, that imports are only
a minor cause of the indus-
try problem and that it
violates existing trade agree-
ments with that country.

Loeffler disagreed, saying
that the reference to ‘‘lamb
meat”’ was omitted from
earlier legislation affecting
meat imports in general and
needed to be made a part of
the law.

‘‘I am a strong advocate of
free trade, but free trade
must be fair trade,”’ Loef-
fler said. ‘‘When unfair for-
eign subsidies threaten the
very survival of an impor-
tant domestic industry, we
must protect our own produc-
ers.t

In October of 1980, a newly
elected, liberal Canadian
government unveiled its Na-
tional Energy Plan. Almost
immediately, rigs, crews and
money began crossing the U.
S./Canadian border and
there’s still no sign of stop-
ping the flow. The Canad-
ian Petroleum Association
has predicted that 10 billion
dollars would be spent this
year for exploration and pro-
duction in that country. The
Association now says only
about 6.5 billion dollars will
be spent in 1981. In 1980,
17.5 billion was spent. al-
most three times this year’s
projected figure. In addition
to the Canadian Govern-
ments action of imposing
new regulations and taxes on
Canadian oil, the price of a
barrel of oil is only $17.75.

The Atlantic Richfield
Company and Santa Fe In-
ternational have signed an
agreement with China to ex-
plore and develop an area of
Hainan Island in the South
China Sea. Several of the
wildcat wells off the island
should average about 16 to
17.000 feet at a cost of about
10 million dollars a well. The
U.S. companies will assume
all exploration costs. Drill-
ing may begin by the end of
this year.

The country of Kuwait, a
member of OPEC, has enter-
ed into a $100 million dol-
lar joint venture with a
Phoenix Company to explore
for oil and gas in the Uni-
ted States.

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Because of a bountiful
supply of milk, prices for
both fresh milk and dairy
products should be generally
steady during the summer.

In fact, many stores and
supermarkets will likely be
featuring ‘specials’ on a host
of dairy products in the
weeks ahead.

Cash receipts from milk to-
taled $S0S million in 1980,
which was S percent of the
state’s total agricultural in-
come and 9 percent of the
cash receipts from the animal
agriculture industry.

All this makes dairying the
second largest animal agri-
culture income producer in
Texas, second only to meat
animals.

came in punctuation where
only 68 percent mastered the
test.

Supt. Moody said school
personnel was pleased with
the overall results, generally
speaking, but would not be
satisfied until 100 percent
mastery was achieved in all
the grades tested.

He said apparently the
handwriting was the strong-
est overall skill with the 99
and 100 percent mastery in
all grades. After a 25 per-
cent mastery in the fifth
grade of distinguishing fact
from non-fact in the 1980
test, he noted that this area
achieved a 53 percent mas-
tery in the 1981 test. He also
pointed out strong improve-
ment in the exit level test
with a 20 percent improve-
ment over 1980.

Moody said the big im-
provement over last year
could be credited to a lot of
work on the basic skills or
that the tests have been

0

made easier.

In seeking even more im-
provement in the tests, Moo-
dy said the changing of the
curriculum to present mater-
ial before the tests are given
would help. Also, proposed
changes in the promotion
and retention policy of the
system will have an affect on
improving scores.

Moody also said the mobil
population in Ozona schools
could lower test scores. A
stable population lends itself
to better results. For in-
stance in the past school
year, 91 students enrolled in
the kindergarten to second
grades after the first day of
school, while 68 checked out.
This tends to lower scores,
Moody said, because the test
must be given to every child
in the grades tested.

When the original
Social Security Act was pas-
sed in 1935, the United
States was a much different
place than it is today. Over
the years, the law has been
amended on several occa-
sions in an effort to keep it up
to date to new conditions.

The treatment of women
under Social Security is a
case in point. In 1935. the

sisted of a husband - the
breadwinner - and his de-
pendent wife who cared for
their children; and, for the
most part, they remained
together until ‘‘death did
them part.”’ Only about one
in every four women was
gainfully employed.

Today, by ‘contrast, we
find one divorce for every
two marriages, and more
than half of all women in-
cluding half of all married
women are in the workforce.
Obviously, the once clearcut
distinction between men as
wage earners and women as
homemakers no longer ex-
ists. Nevertheless, in large
measure the program con-
tinues to treat women pri-
marily as adult dependents.

In recognition of the chan-
ging roles of men and women
in our society, Congress re-
quested the Department of
Health, Education, and Wel-
fare to study the issue of
equity for women under the
Social Security program. The
department report was sub-
mitted in February 1979.
While offering no specific
recommendations, it did sug-
gest two approaches for con-
sideration - an earnings shar-
ing plan and a double-decker
option.

Under earnings sharing,
one-half the total annual
earnings of both a husband
and wife would be credited to
each, regardless of whether
one or both were employed.
At retirement, benefits for
each would be based on half
the total earnings during the
time they were married, and
on their individual earnings
during the years they were
single.

The rational for this pro-
posal is that a husband and
wife are partners in a mar-
riage and, whether gainfully
employed or a homemaker,
should share earnings eq-
ually. In this sense, neither is
considered a dependent of
the other.

Certain requirements, re-
gardless of his or her earn-
ings. In addition, the person
would get a benefit based on
his or her earnings covered
by Social Security.

The issue of equity for
women was considered by
the 1979 Advisory Council on
Social Security, which is
appointed every 4 years. The
council suggested that earn-
ings sharing is the more
promising approach, but re-
frained from recommending
it since the plan still has to be
refined.

While the final word on the
question of equity for women
under Social Security has not
been spoken, one thing is
clear; Social Security will
continue to adapt to society’s
changing needs - for the
decade of the 80’s and be-
yond.
