Boy Scout house
damaged by fire

The Ozona Boy Scout

house was extensively dam- .

aged early last Wednesday
morning when fire all but
gutted the inside of the rock
building.

Firemen determined the
fire had been deliberately set
when someone broke into the
structure and poured gaso-
line into one of the small
meeting rooms, setting it on
fire.

Firemen accidentally dis-
covered the fire in the Scout
house on Rugged Road after
putting out two fires in piles

of leaves at two locations in
town shortly after midnight.

After returning to the sta-

tion from the leaf fires,
several firemen checked the
town for additional fires and
found smoke pouring from
the Scout house. :

Firemen were dispatched
to the scene and were not
back in the station until 5:00
a.m.

Shortly after 9:00 a.m. the
same day, painters working
on the Emerald House called
the Sheriff’s Department to

Dear Editor:

The 1981 holiday season
may remind many of us that
some things haven’t chang-
ed.

Dear Ms. Black:

As agreed in our conver-
sation, 1 am attaching some
information about our moon
and stars trademark. We are

aware of the rumor that our

trademark signifies company
ownership by Reverend
Moon’s Unification Church.

Obviously, this rumor has
no basis in fact. We have no
record of Reverend Moon or
the Unification Church own-
ing any shares of P&G stock.
As a matter of fact, no one
individual owns more than Y2
of 1% of our stock. Fur-
thermore, the moon and
stars symbol has appeared
on our products since the
mid-19th century--long be-
fore Reverend Moon was
‘born.

Attached is information
which discusses the history
of our trademark in detail
but, in brief, the moon and
stars symbol was originally
used (beginning in 1850) to
identify crates of Star Can-
dles, an early Procter &
Gamble product, as they
were shipped down the Ohio
River. The symbol evolved
into a cluster of 13 stars,
representing the 13 stars on
the early American Flag, and
a man-in-the-moon profile, a
popular faney of the time."
We registered the moon and;
stars symbol with the U.S.
Patent Office in 1882. The

moon and stars logo has been
a symbol of integrity for P&G
products for over 130 years.
The symbol only represents
P&G and has no other signi-
ficance.

FACULTY SHORTAGES

Business colleges, like en-
gineering schools, face criti-
cal shortages of faculty mem-
bers, warns the dean of
Texas A&M University’s
College of Business Admin-
istration.

‘‘We’ve lost several excel-
lent faculty members over
the last three years, nearly
10 percent of our faculty,”
said Dr. William V. Muse.
‘““We were lucky. We filled
most of the openings. Other
schools in the nation weren’t
as fortunate as there are not
enough qualified people on
the market to fill the number
of vacancies nationwide.”’

The American Assembly of
Collegiate Schools of Bus-
iness reports at the current
_production rate it would take
nearly seven years to fill
vacant business faculty posi-
tions for the 1980-81 acade-
mic years.

caena (Warnecki). Its green
and white leaves present a
brightness in any room that
is both cheerful and con-
trasting. With a little age this
plant tends to branch and
seldom reaches more than 4
feet. When this happens the
top with about a foot of stem
may be cut off and potted.
Kept moist, it will root rather
easily. That which is left will
form new heads. This dra-
caena prefers a standard
potting mixture that drains
well and is porous. Since
perlite tends to cause leaf
blemishes with this one
plant, use topsoil and peat in
equal amounts. Watering is
standard. Usually a good
watering once a week is
sufficient. Give it a bright
location but avoid direct sun-
light. It tends to burn. A light
monthly feeding, using a
complete fertilizer, will keep
it growing and the color
good. In case it blooms,
which it rarely does, remove
the bloom spike. The odor is
unpleasant.

Storing smoked chicken

Keep delicious cured or
smoked chicken right at your
fingertips by storing it in the
freezer.

Cured or smoked chicken
can be kept in a freezer
without losing taste or quali-
ty for up to a year, points out
Dr. James H. Denton, poul-
try marketing specialist with
the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service.

It can be kept safely in the
refrigerator for up to two
weeks but should be frozen
after that.

Denton explains that cured
chicken has been soaked or
injected with a brine of salt,
sugar and nitrate and that
the nitrate acts as a preser-
vative to slow bacterial
growth.

Regarding storage of
smoked chicken, the specia-

list cites a University of
Florida study which showed
that chicken stored for 12
months was equal to freshly
smoked chicken for flavor,
texture and juiciness. Bacter-
ial counts remained un-
changed during the storage
period.

So, shoppers can take ad-
vantage of holiday season
specials on smoked chickens
or turkeys by buying several
and storing them in the home
freezer. They’ll be just as

tasty a year later, says
Denton.

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Teenagers with cancer
have special problems

Remember when you were
a teenager, and the problems
in your life centered around
homework, parents, pimples,
crushes and growing up? It
was a devastating time.

But what if your life was
made even more complicated

by disease? What if you were

a teenager with cancer?

Those adolescent pro-
blems might seem even lar-
ger. And you'd need lots of
support--especially from
your peers--to deal with
them.

At the University of Texas
M.D. Anderson Hospital and
Tumor Institute, a new wing
for teenagers has been in
operation since April. The
wing offers support to teens
with cancer by surrounding
them with their peers. and
with health professionals
who care as much about their
problems as adolescents as
they do about their problems
as cancer patients. :

**Here. the disease is the
norm. Adolescense is what's
frightening.”’ explains Dr.
Jan van Eys. head of both the
adolescent and pediatric
units of the hospital.

**Adolescence is a time
when you want to grow up.

but vou backslide. The ten- -

sion and pull are almost
unbearable. It's difficult
enough to have to deal with
these things when you're
healthy, but when you're not
healthy. the problems are
enormous,’’ he says.

The adoléscent unit pro-
vides beds for 25 adolescents
between the ages of 14 and
21. Many of these patients
were bedded in the pediatric
unit before the adolescent
unit was established. Others
were and still are spread
throughout the hospital.
Placement in the adolescent
unit is voluntary.

“In the adolescent unit,
the emphasis is largely on
the nursing service,’’ Dr. van
Eys points out. ‘‘The nurses
understand the adolescents.
They provide a support sys-
tem for them.” g

Nurses hired for the adole-
scent unit have not neces-
sarily received special train-
ing, Sue Potter, Assistant
Director of Nursing Service--
Pediatrics and Adolescents,
says. ‘‘However, many of
them are young--in the 20 to
30 age group--and they're
selected to be there because
they want to work with
adolescents. It’s a very popu-
lar place,’’ she says.

Laurie Guilmartin, who
has been the adolescent
unit's charge nurse during
its beginning stages, says.
**It's been an exciting thing
to watch the unit develop.’’

**Our first goal for this unit
was to get the adolescents to
- feel like it belonged to them
and their families. Now, 1
feel like this goal has been
reached. The adolescents
and their parents are very
aware of what's happening in
each room on the unit now,
not just their own,'’
Guilmartin says.

Although a formal pro-
gram for the adolescents has
yet to be structured, some
special activities which have
been sponsor=d from time to
time have helped bring the
unit together.

Through the Department
of Volunteer services. shop-
ping trips and pizza parties,
movies and special times for
the adolescents in the hospi-
tal's schoolroom have kept
the teenage cancer patients

in touch with each other and
the kinds of lives they would
be pursuing were they not
victims of disease.

Through the hospital’s
mental health team. organi-
zed rap sessions have helped
the teens and their parents to
become better acquainted.

**When the environment is
right. there are spontaneous
rap sessions, too. These are
happening more and more
frequently,”’ Ms. Potter
points out. ‘‘The teens enjoy
staying up late. They love to
talk together at midnight-and
sometimes this is the best
time for them to talk.

*‘Parents are communica-
ting with each other in a
spontaneous manner, too.
You see them talking to-
gether in the dining room or
around the washing ma-
chine,”” Ms. Potter says.

“*In fact. I think the whole
mood of our unit is super.”

Occupancy in the adole-
scent unit has ranged from as
few as eight or 10 to as many
as 19 or 20. At times six of
the adolescent unit beds
have been used for overflow
from the pediatrics unit.
but the adolescent unit per-
sonnel hope to see all the
beds in their unit occupied by
adolescents as soon as the
unit builds a good reputation
for itself. )

stallment of estimated Fed-
eral tax payments on 1981
individual income is due by
January 15, 1982, the Inter-
nal Revenue Service says.

Losing Weight the Smart Way

The holidays are over, and now you could be upset
with yourself because you ate too much during the
festive period. As a result, you may have decided to lose

a few pounds.

Unfortunately, many people with good intentions
give up in discouragement and never make any headway
in their battle with excess weight. One reason is the vast
amount of incorrect information and myths about

dieting.

As the Texas Medical Association
has pointed out, many Americans tor-
ture themselves with all sorts of crazy,
illogical diets ranging from periodic
starvation to eating only foods like

grapefruit and bananas.

Most people have to diet simply
too many

because they consume

calories for their body to use each day. Calories not
burned as energy are stored in the body as fat. Despite
what some books and magazine articles may claim, the
only sure way to lose that fat safely is to get more exer-

cise and quit eating so much.

The main point to remember about dieting is that
moderation, not starvation, is the key to losing weight

and staying healthy.

Crash diets should be avoided because they can lead
to bad nutrition and vitamin shortages. Taking vitamin
pills will not prevent dangerous vitamin and mineral
deficiencies during a crash diet.

Beware of the latest fads. The best diet is one which is
lower in calories, but consists of a conventional mix of
the basic food groups: milk, meat, vegetables and fruit,
breads and cereals. The emphasis should be placed on

meats.

_ low-calorie fruits and vegetables over higher-calorie red

Push yourself away from the table before getting that
filled up feeling. Never take seconds, even of salads. Eat
five smaller meals daily instead of three big ones. And

drink lots of water.

Remember that a plan for slow, but steady, weight
loss over a longer period helps you to form better eating
habits. In addition, weight lost over several months or a
year is more likely to stay gone. Losing weight is only
half the battle. Keeping it off is just as important.

Harris cautions that the
presence of higher levels of
copper in blood serum is not
to be taken as the cause of all
these diseases but rather as
an indicator of the wide-
spread importance of copper
in a variety of functions in
the body.

Another area of Harris'
research involves vitamin C
(L-ascorbic acid) and copper
absorption in the digestive
tract. The vitamin tradition-
aliv blocks uptake of copper
into the system.

Harris found that onlv if
copper precedes the vitamin
is the latter an inhibitor of
copper absorption. However.
it copper is given first and
the vitamin about 60 min-
utes later. then there is a
remarkable enhancing effect
on absorption. This effect
seems to be quite specific for
the vitamin.

Copper deficiency in the
cells results in an impair-
ment in the production of
heme. the complex of the
iron with porphyrin that
forms the nonprotein part of
the hemoglobin molecule.

The requirement of copper
in the mother’s diet for nor-
mal development of the un-
born child and subsequent
development of the. child
after birth is well known.

There is a question about
rearing babies on cow's milk
rather than human milk. Hu-

reduction in the numbers of
antibody-producing cells.
These effects on the immune
system seemed tied specifi-
cally to copper deficiency and
no other metals.

Symptoms of copper toxic-
ity have been reported for
many animals and humans,
Harris says. Briefly, in hu-
mans one sees Or exper-
iences ‘nausea, vomiting.
gastric burning and diarrhea.

Toxicity in humans is usu-
ally by accident rather than
design. Sources of exces:
copper include check valves
in dispensing machines, cop-
per-lined containers used for
storage or in cooking uten-
sils, and copper tubing in
water lines. These are but a
few ways gram quantities of
copper can be introduced
into our system.

Diseases of copper meta-
bolism have a genetic origin
and in certain cases lead to
massive accumulations of
copper in sensitive organs. A
characteristic of Wilson's di-
sease 1S 4 massive accumu-
lation of copper in liver and
brain.

Svmptoms of Menkes' dis-
ease appear before the third
month and usually terminate
the life of the child before the
fifth or sixth vear.

Lawn care
is growing

The lawn care industry is
making rapid growth
throughout the nation, but it
is not without problems, said
a speaker at the 36th annual
Texas Turfgrass Conference.

Some 7.7 million homes
used professional lawn care
services in 1980, said Bob
Earley of New York, editor of
Lawn Care Industry maga-
zine. This is 10 percent of all
the home lawns in this
country. The upper limit will
likely be about 30 percent, or
some 20 million homes.

Why the growth in the
home lawn care industry?

Earley cited four major
reasons:

It’s less expensive to con-
tract for all the lawn services
needed than to do them on
your own.

Most homeowners lack the
technical know-how to give
their lawns the proper care.

Our population is growing
older, so fewer people are
physically able to take care
of all their lawn needs.

A lush, green lawn has
become a status symbol in
many neighborhoods, and
professional lawn care is the
answer' for many people.

While the potential for
growth in the lawn care
industry looks good, Earley
challenged conference parti-
cipants to work as hard to
keep old customers as to
attract new ones.

He also noted that most
lawns under the care of
professionals look their best

in three to five years. But
after that time, thatch build-
up often becomes a serious
problem.

‘““We need better thatch
