There are also brightly
colored paper tabs resemb-
ling postage stamps in size
which have pictures of Su-
perman, Mickey Mouse,
(dressed as a sorcerer’s ap-
prentice), Dopey, and possi-
bly other Disney characters.
These stamps are packed in a
red cardboard box with a
picture of Mickey Mouse.
They are wrapped in foil in a
clear, lock-type bag. They
have most often been found
in five, one-inch square
sheets of stamps.

These are new ways of

New |aw‘giv‘es' counties
authority to clean up

Crockett County officials
have started an intensive
campaign to clean up the
county, and an act passed
during the last legislative
session, gives them the clout
to do so. The Texas Litter
Abatement Act was effective
January 1, 1982, and gives
counties the authority to
regulate and control litter of
every kind on county owned
land and right-of-way and
even allows the sheriff or
constable to control aban-
doned vehicles on public and
private land.

One of the big problems in
Crockett County is people
dumping refuse in Johnson
Draw as well as on and near
county roads. Another big
problem is abandoned vehi-
cles on Ozona streets.

Individuals or companies
who dispose of trash, junk,
garbage, refuse, unsightly
matter or solid waste on a
public highway, right-of-way
or other public or private
property, are committing an
offense which provides for a
fine. '

Section 2.04 of the act
defines every manner of

waste, and states ‘‘A person

who commits an offense un-
der this section is, on con-
viction, subject to a fine of

not less than $50 nor more

than $400, and each day of
the offense is a separate
offense. A county or district
attorney may bring suit for
injunction to prevent or re-
strain a violation of this
section. A person affected is
entitled to enjoin the viola-
tion.”’

Local officials feel a few
convictions and stiff fines
should make people think
twice before dumping their
garbage where they should
not, and feel if people know
the consequence, they will
not want to take the chance.

Another section of the act
gives officials authority to
control persons throwing
glass bottles, glass, nails,
tacks, wire, cans or other
substances on a highway, or

public street. The trick will
be catching these offenders.

A real ‘‘eye-sore’’ in al-
most any county in Texas is
abandoned motor vehicles,
and Ozona seems to have
more than its share in every
precinct. The new act ad-
dresses this problem in no
uncertain terms.

County officials are given a
wide range of authority in
taking care of abandoned and
junked vehicles after notify-
ing owners of such vehicles.
If junked vehicles are public
nuisances, the act provides a
way to take care of this
problem.

A junked vehicle which
creates a public nuisance, is
defined as one that is locat-
ed in a place where it is
visible from a public place or
public right-of-way and detri-
mental to the safety and
welfare of the general public,
tends to reduce the value of
private property, invites van-
dalism, creates fire hazards,
constitutes an attractive nui-
sance creating a hazard to
the health and safety of
minors, and produces urban
blight. The law further states
that a person commits an
offense if that person main-
tains a public nuisance as

Missing child

found unharmed |

A massive search for a
seventeen-month-old child
Tuesday ended about 2:00
p-m. when the baby girl was
found safe and unharmed.

Little Elizabeth Hart,
daughter of Sally Hart, ap-
parently wandered from her
home at 207 Ave. F some-
time Tuesday morning. Her
mother, who works nights,
reported the child missing
around 12:15. Officers talked
to a neighbor who had seen
the child near the residence
at 11:00 a.m. but after that
there was no accounting of
the child. Mrs. Hart said she
had gone to bed with the
baby about 8 o’clock Tues-
day morning and awoke to
find her gone.

After officers searched the
neighborhood in cars and
found no trace of the child, a
massive search was initiated
and volunteers were called in
to search the town on foot. A
description of the baby was
broadcast over Radio KRCT,

‘and all schools and churches

were alerted. Officers ran
down all kinds of leads, but
no trace was found of the
blond baby girl clad in a pink

and white nightgown and
diaper.

The search was cancelled
at 2 p.m. when the baby was

found at the residence of

Betty Musick on Santa Ana
Street. Ms. Musick found the
child crying in the middle of
the street near the Ave. F
residence about 11:30 a.m.
Tuesday. She attempted to
locate the child’s parents,
but could arouse no response
anywhere in the neighbor-
hood where she was found.
Mrs. Musick then took the
baby to her home and cared
for it, to wait until her
husband returned from work
before reporting to authori-
ties.

Ms. Musick’s niece called
her after announcement of
the missing child at Ozona
High School and she in turn
called the Sheriff’s office.
The baby was reunited with
her mother shortly after. The
child’s mother said she us-
ually locked the door when
she returned from her job,
but apparently did not Tues-
day, allowing the baby to
toddle out of the house and
into the street.

Having achieved a victory

Speaker’s desk, thereby pro-
hibiting action on the anti-
busing amendment.

‘‘What we have here is a
highly unusual situation,”
explained Collins, ‘‘as both
Houses have included anti-
busing language in the De-
partment of Justice Author-
ization bill. Instead of going
to conference with the two
bills, which is the normal
procedure, the House leader-
ship is taking a back door
approach, since anti-busing
language would be assured

of being in a  conference -

report.”’
One week ago Collins

wrote to the Speaker of the

House, Tip O’Neill, and the
Chairman of the House Judi-
ciary Committee, requesting
that the bill be brought di-
rectly to the House floor or
that it be referred to the
House Judiciary Committee.
The bill passed the Senate on
March 2, 1982 and ‘‘it is
essential that the House
move expeditiously to consi-
der the bill,”” said Collins.

PBPA energy report

A bill has been introduced
in Congress to increase the
federal oil and gas royalty
rate from one-eighth to one-
sixth. The bill would per-
mit the Secretary of Interior
to keep the rate at one-
eighth for marginal produc-
tion. But, it would also allow
the rate to be set in excess of
twenty percent where justi-
fied by industry’s profits.

Location is 1,320 feet from
the north and 1,200 feet from
the west lines of 34-29-Uni-
versity Lands.

Crappie-a favorite with Texas anglers

The crappie is one of the
all-time favorites of Texas
anglers. Depending on the
area of the state, this panfish
is also called calico bass,
white perch or sac-a-lait.
Regardless of the name, the
immense popularity of the
crappie is widespread among
young and old alike. One
reason for the well deserved

‘status is the simplicity of

equipment needed to catch
this fish. More crappie fall
victim to the cane pole and
minnow than all other an-
gling methods combined,
says Billy Higginbotham,
fisheries specialist for the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service. Additionally, the
schooling tendency of crap-
pie provides the angler with
almost non-stop action once a
school is located. Perhaps
the best explanation for the
crappie’s large following
comes with its eating quali-
ties. Many Texans proclaim
that no other fish comes
closes-uii i

Crapple are members of

the sunfish' family, and
therefore, are first cousins to
the largemouth bass and
bluegill. Two distinct species
of crappie exist and both of
these, the black and white,
are found in Texas. Their
common names, indicating
color, are not always a good
key to distinguish between
the species. For positive
identification, Higginbotham
suggests counting the hard
spines on the dorsal fin.
Black crappie have seven or
eight dorsal spines, while
white crappie have six
spines.

The black crappie prefers
the clear, slightly acidic wa-
ters found in many East
Texas lakes. However, the
range of this species has
been expanded to the west
and south. The white crap-
pie originally ranged in the
central and western portions
of the state, but widespread
stocking programs have re-
sulted in large populations in
the eastern portions of Texas
as well.

Black crappie spawn
slightly before white crappie
in the spring. When water
temperatures warm to about
60 degrees, the black crap-
pie begins spawning activi-
ties. White crappie do not

v mpnths.

begin spawning until water
temperatures reach 65 to 70
degrees. Although ' natural
hybridization between the
species has been document-
ed, the difference in peak
spawning periods probably
serves to reduce the ‘inci-
dence of hybridization.
When the water tempera-
tures warm in the spring, the
spawning migration toward
shallow water begins. Both
species build nests in water
from one to eight feet deep,
usually in gravel or on hard
bottom. If these types of
bottoms are not readily avail-
able, tree roots and sub-
merged vegetation may
serve as spawning sites.
Fry normally hatch in
abou* five days and after the
yolk sac is absorbed, fry feed
actively on microscopic ani-
mals called zooplankton. As
growth continues, insects
and small fish make up the
buik of the diet. During the
summer, fall and winter
crapple te‘nd to

Growth rates of crappie
vary due to water conditions
and available food, but gen-
erally lengths of three to five
inches are normal at one year
of age and seven to eight

crappie is about six years,
but individuals eight years
old have been reported.
Crappie are most vulnera-
ble to fishing during the
spawning season. A fea-
thered jig, tiny spinner or a
well-placed minnow hooked

lightly through the back are

all successful angling meth-
ods in the spring. During
other times of the year, look
for crappie concentrated and

suspended over deep water .

proven fishing methods. The
current state record for white
crappie is four pounds, nine
ounces. The ' category for
black crappie is open, with a
four pounder or larger need-
ed for entry.

Large female crappie of
both species have been
known to contain 100,000
eggs or more prior to spawn-
ing. Due to the prolific
spawning ability of the crap-
pie, stocking into small bod-
ies of water is not recom-
mended, Higginbotham
says. In most situations,
small ponds do not provide
enough food for the abun-
dant young crappie.
