Lions thrill homecoming
fans with 29-28 win

The Ozona Lions, despite a
sub-par defensive perfor-
mance, managed to hand
defeat to a powerful Mc-
Camey football squad, 29-28,
at Lions Stadium Friday
night in a thrilling home-
coming clash.

Playing before an overtlow
homecoming crowd last Fri-
day, the Lions seemed at
times to toy with the pre-
viously unbeaten Badgers,
occasionally lapsing into a
lethargic, almost indifferent
defensive posture, much to
the alarm of Lion fans.

‘““We might have been too
confident we could score at
will,”” explained player-of-
the-week Robert Flores.

Game films seemed to
bear out the observations of
the junior star running back.
The Lions’ potent offense,
led by QB David Badillo
moved the ball consistently
against the vaulted McCa-
mey defense. The Badger
linebacker corps, a fierce and
exceptionally mobile group,
keyed all evening on speed-
ster Willie Payne, effectively
neutralizing his rushing
game for much of the con-
test. It was precisely the
considerable attention Payne
was getting from the Badger
defenders that sprung Flores
loose on 2 fine TD runs which
in both instances were three-

play scoring drives with

Payne and Flores packing the
pigskin.

After McCamey’s first po-
session was halted in fine
fashion by the Lions, Robert
Massey, continuing a Lion
habit of scoring on the first
Ozona posession, returned
the Badger punt 79 yards,
dancing down the near side-
line stripe to put Ozona on
top with 7:34 left in the first.
Will Mason’s PAT provided
the crucial difference as
game events would later
show, as the Lions leaped out
to a 7-0 count.

Although the Lions shut
down the Badger offense for
the remainder of the quarter,
the Ozona offense failed to
put points on the board

despite a sparkling Badillo to
Massey completion to set up
a first down situation across
the midfield stripe. Two suc-
cessive losses took the Lions
out of scoring position and a
dropped pass at the Badger
28 ended another opportun-
ity.

After both offensive teams
stalled early in the second
quarter, Badger QB Zarate,
the first signal caller the
Lions have faced this season
who actually wanted to run
the ball, alternating with
speedy Jodee Stephens,
moved the Badgers deep into
Ozona territory on a im-
pressive series of running
plays, victimizing outside
linebacker Johnny Rodriquez
repeatedly en route to a TD

Mason’s
conversion put the Lions
ahead 14-13 and that’s when
the Ozona defensive unit
began to somewhat relax.

On the following series,
after the Lion front four
the second run-
ning play for no gain, and
faced with a third and goal
from a considerable distance,
Zarate dropped back to pass
and under heavy pressure
from the talented Zeke Mar-
tinez, let fly with a flutter-
ing pass which Stephens
somehow hauled in for a
touchdown. A pass conver-
sion was good for two peints
and McCamey briefly again
lead 21-14.

However, a confidént Ozo-
na offense stormed back and
in under 45 seconds had
scored with Willie and Flor-
es accounting for over 65
yards in three plays, Ma-
son’s kick knotted the score
at 21-21 with 3:15 left in the
quarter.

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CUTTING KREMLIN’S
CREDIT

With the Soviet Union locked in a war of words with
the United States over who possesses the deadlier arsenal
— as they jockey for the upper hand at the Strategic Arms
Reduction (START) Talks — the military buildup
continues unabated in the rest of the Warsaw Pact.

East Germany, for example, spent 6.1 percent of its
1980 gross national product (GNP) on its military compared
to West Germany’s 3.2 percent. Czechoslovakia spent 4
percent, in contrast to Italy’s 2.4 percent. Overall, the
Warsaw Pact countries spent an average of 5 percent of
their 1980 GNP on their militaries, while the NATO
countries spent an average of less than 3 percent.

Don’t kid yourself into thinking the Eastern Bloc has
no direct connection to the Kremlin. East Germany has
served as Moscow’s proxy throughout the Third World,
especially Africa. And in a roundabout way, the West has
been helping them.

While Eastern Bloc military regimes build more
weapons, trade agencies of Western governments extend
credit to Communist governments and guarantee loans
made by private banks and companies to the Soviet empire.
As a result, the Eastern Bloc now owes the West over
$68.5 billion.

There you have it. And all we’d have to do to get
the Eastern Bloc to slow down its military growth is cut
off its line of credit.

So far Poland and Romania, with a combined $32.7
billion debt, have had the most serious debt-payment
problems. Stupidly, we let them off the hook. Now it
appears that Hungary and East Germany, with $20 billion
in debts, may also ask for delayed payments.

Moscow too is experiencing a severe cash bind — due
to shrinking revenues from energy and arms exports,
another disastrous harvest, and the rising cost of its
worldwide empire. The Kremlin now owes the West some
$10.2 billion.

Curbing the growth of Warsaw Pact military regimes
is but one consideration. The other is moral. It seems to
me there is something seriously lacking in a policy that
rewards repressive Communist regimes that- we have long
denounced as threats to the Free World with financial aid.
The Reagan administration has said repeatedly that it will
oppose future Chrysler-like bailouts; but it doesn’t have
the heart to refuse to bail out the Polish regime?

Some argue that using’ international finance as a
political weapon is a dangerous tactic. But that danger must
be weighed against the threat of communist aggression,
which is used, we know, even against their own citizens.

" A high official of Poland’s *‘Solidarity’’ union — one
who has the freedom to say what he thinks because he
was in the U.S. when the military crackdown took place
— has bluntly said, *‘I believe that the West should block
off the entire (Soviet) system. . . . It is generally known
that the Soviet system is not economically self-sufficient.
It spends most of its energy increasing its front of
attack . . . and does not have enough energy left for
satisfying the needs of its population. If you cut off all
trade, this system will collapse.’’

Cutting the Eastern Bloc’s line of credit would seem
an appropriate first step.

AUSTIN — Texas Secre-
tary of State David Dean did
not have a good week.

On one day, his well-in-
tended efforts to purge felons
from Texas voting lists led
him into a threatened libel
lawsuit.

Then later, his ruling that
the name of a deceased state
senator must remain on the
Nov. 2 ballot was challenged
vehemently by the Texas
Democratic Party.

The double uproar was
faithfully covered by the
media, and, on the bright
side for him, Dean’s name
identification was probably
greatly increased across the
state.

Survivor that he is, Dean
will probably capitalize the
incidents into votes when-
ever he decides to run for
office himself, as he is ex-
pected to someday.

But for now, politically
speaking, Dean finds himself
caught in two cracks.

Felons List
Texas law prohibits con-
victed felons from voting,
and as the state's chief elec-
tion officer, Dean wanted to
make sure the law was en-
forced.

He asked the Department
of Public Safety for a list of
convicted felons soon after a
voter fraud investigation in
South Texas turned up evi-
dence that ex-convicts had
voted illegally.

When DPS sent over a list.
Dean compared it with his
voter lists. He sent the
names found on both lists
to all local election officials
for purging.

The trouble erupted for

Dean when it was discovered
that an Austin investor run-
ning for state representative
was mistakenly included in
the felons list which Dean

It might have all
been resolved quietly if not
for the fact that Dean is a
Republican and the candi-
date, Jerry Angerman, is a
Democrat running against a
GOP incumbent.

What Dean apparently did
not know is that the DPS list
included both felonies and
misdemeanors and had pick-
cd up on an old speeding
citation for Angerman.

Angerman became an
angry man, and held a press
conference denouncing what
he implied were Dean’s
efforts to sabotage his cam-
paign. Other local Demo-
crats joined in against Dean,
labeling him from incompe-
tent to “Nazi".

Angerman said he would
file a libel lawsuit against
Dean.

The DPS chief, mean-
while, said his staff had made
it clear to Dean’s office that
the list contained both
felonies and misdemeanors
which could not be separated
by the computer.

Deceased On Ballot?

Dean's troubles increased
after State Sen. John Wilson,
D-LaGrange, lost his cour-
ageous battle against cancer
last weekend.

The race was on to replace
Wilson on the ballot, until
Dean ruled that the senator
had died just hours after
the 45-day deadline pro-
hibiting a replacement. The
deadline was supposedly up
on Saturday, and Wilson suc-
cumbed on Sunday.

Dean ruled that the Dem-
ocrats could not find a re-

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placement, and that only the
names of the decased Dem-
ocrat and his Republican
opponent could appear on
the ballot.

Texas Democratic Party
chairman Bob Slagle went
full speed ahead anyway and
the District 18 executive
committee has named State
Rep. John Sharp, D-Victoria,
as the senatorial candidate.

The Democrats charged
Dean was just trying to
sneak in another Republican
senator and bypass a fair
election. They argue the law
provides that, if the deadline
falls on a weekend or holi-
day, then the deadline is
extended to the next working
day: in this case Monday,
the day after Wilson’s death.

The dispute will probably
wind up soon in the Texas
Supreme Court.

Tribute To Wilson

If “uncertainty now sur-
rounds the seat which Sen.
John Wilson occupied, it was
not present when Wilson
held it. He was widely res-
pected for his prowess as a
legislator,

Wilson, 43, knew for
more than two years that he
would die from inoperable
lung cancer. He never
smoked a day in his life.

Friends and political foes
alike respected his skill and
dedication, which became
stronger as death came
nearer. On Sept. 7 he was
sworn in as Senate president
pro tem, helped from his
wheelchair while his col-
leagues stood close to tears.

Dust mop or vacuum wood
floors to remove surface dust
and dirt. If dust and dirt are
allowed to build up, it will
work into the wax and dull
the luster.

~Wax and buff the floor
several times a year, depend-
ing upon the amount of
traffic. Avoid water-based
products. Words like ‘‘mop-
tha,”” ‘‘mineral spirits’’ or
‘‘petroleum distillate’’ on the
label are fine for wood.
. Stains are the most com-
mon type of damage to wood
floors. Do a patch test in an
inconspicuous space before
cleaning big stains. Begin at
the outer edge and work
towared the middle to pre-
vent stain from spreading.

Special Care-Stains and
Spots

Food stains--Clean with a
damp cloth. Rub dry and
re-wax.

White spots and water
spots--Rub lightly with fine
steel wool moistened with
wax or mineral spirits. Wipe
dry and re-wax.

Dark spots--Clean with
fine steel wool and floor
cleaner or mineral spirits. If
spot remains, sand with fine
sandpaper, touch up with
matching stain and re-wax.

Oil and Grease Stains-Rub
with a kitchen soap high in
lye content or saturate cotton
with hydrogen. peroxide and

place over satin, saturate

several layers of cotton with
ammonia and place over the
first. Repeat until stain is
removed.

1 Package (14 oz.) ginger-
bread mix
% cup finely chopped pe-

Prepare gingerbread mix
as directed on package, ad-
ding pecans.

After the refreshing show-
er last week everyone seems
to be enjoying our perfect
cool fall days and look for-
ward to more of the same.

From now through October
we should have a perfect
display of beautiful roses
with deeper coloring than the
spring bloom. Keep well-
watered while buds are form-
ing and maturing. Feed if
you haven’t done so before
this. .

Foremost among the fall
blooming annuals are the
calendulas, where long-last-
ing blooms make them excel-
lent bedding plants or cut-’
ting flowers. They are avail-
able in a variety of selec-
tions. If for bedding uses
include Fiesta titane, golden
gem and juliette that bear
creamy yellow to rich-orange
double flowers.

It isn’t too late to plant
larkspur, stock, bluebonnets,
cornflowers, California pop-
pies, etc.

Another colorful plant in
bloom at this time is the
queen’s wreath vine. This
vine does better if it has
plenty of sunshine, so plan to
make room for one next year.
Once established they give a
beautiful display every year.

Before frost time move
your indoor plants outside for
two or three weeks. Apply

_liquid fertilizer and water to

encourage growth. Place
where the hot sunshine won’t
burn the foliage. A choice
place would be beneath trees
or large shrubs. Be sure to
bring them in when frost is
forecast.

This is an excellent time to
make cuttings for inside
greenery and blooms. Some
of the plants to enjoy this
winter (and a good opportun-
ity to multiply) are begonias,

- coleus, geraniums, jacolis
coat, sultanas and others you
may want.

- There is an excellent arti-
cle in the September South-
ern Living on the showy
sedum which grows well in
our area. It combines nicely
with shrubs and other peren-
nials. or makes colorful con-

tainer plants.

Lawns need fall fertilizer now

If you haven’t fertilized
yout lawn lately, it’s not too
late to do so, says a turfgrass
specialist. In fact, fall fertili-
zation can boost a lawn while
minimizing energy require-
ments for mowing and remo-
val of grass clippings.

‘“A fall application of ferti-
lizer not only prolongs green
color in lawns but also stimu-
lates root growth, reduces

winter injury and promotes .

early spring recovery,’’
points out Dr. Richard L.
Duble with the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service,
Texas A&M University Sys-
tem. ‘‘Fall fertilization also
increases turf denisty and
reduces weeds.”’

Warm fall days and cool
nights provide conditions fa-
vorable for grass to accum-
late carbohydrates that pro-
mote root growth and help
winter survival, says Duble.
And, since leaf growth is also

-growth,”’

less during the shorter fall pounds of nitroge

days, delaying lawn fertiliza-
tion until mid-September or
October helps reduce mow-
ing requirements and energy
use.

The specialist recom-
mends applying a fertilizer
high in nitrogen and potas-
sium and low in phosphorus.

‘‘Both nitrogen and potas-
sium are important to leaf
growth and color and root
notes Duble. ‘‘Po-
tassium is also important to
winter survival, disease re-
sistance and drought toler-
ance. Phosphorus is essertial
but is required in much
lesser amounts than the oth-
er nutrients.”’ :

He suggests a fertilizer
with a 15-5-10, 12-4-8 or
similar analysis for the fall
application.

Base the rate of applica-
tion on the nitrogen content,
the first number in the
fertilizer analysis, says the
specialist. Apply 1 to 2

We can get tough about enforcing our school
truancy laws so that parents fully understand
they will be held responsible...This approach
means that the parents become involved with
truant children early. We can provide money
for counseling both parents and child in cases
of repeated truancy or juvenile crime...

There are no easl answers to the crime pro-
blem. I would be the last to tell you there are.
But any a;:f)roaches to the problem should
attempt to address the whole problem, not just

bits and pieces.
